in the British North Americ i Provineoes,
original plan for the defence of U pyier Cainada, was,

the Deputy Adjutant General,
Commander of the Forces.

"T'he several circumstances connected with the
Military earcer of Sir Juln Harvey which we pro-
ceed to note, were gleaned from the papers and
memoranda which have fillen nnder the notice of
the writer of this impertect shetch, who has also
availed himself of printed despatches and accounts
of operations in Canady, published in the Proyin-
cial prints at the time, and, for the accuracy of
dates, of the assistance of that useful « Tell Tale”
publication, the annual Army Li From the lat-
ter it appears that the Mujor Gener: been
longer in the Army than any officer in British
North Aweiica, the Commaider of the Forces,
His Excellency Sir R. . Jackeon alone ex-
cepted, and it may be ndded that, with the excep-
sion of a very ghort period, vir John Harvey has
been constantly on forcign and uctive service.

As this gallint officer is now abont to be re
leved in the command of the lewer Provinces, it
is presumed that even this limited notice of the
military life of a distinguished soldier, who has
passed 8o great a portion of his best days in high
situations and in perilous times in these Provinces,
will prove acceptable to our readers, especially to
those who were in Canada during that war, and
amongst whom are still to be found some who par-
ticipated with him in the stirring scenes of the
time.

RirJohn Harvey entercd the army asan Ensign,
in the 80th Regiment, raisedand commanded by
Lerd Paget, (the present Marquis of Anglesey,) in
September, 1791, and was present (ca
Regimental Colour) and reccived the expres
of the marked approbation of his commanding
officer in a general action with the French army,
in December of that year—he served during the
winter of 1704, under 11, R. H. the Duke of York
in Holland, under Major Genoral Welbore Ellis
Doyle, on the coast of I'rance, in 1705—at the
Cape of Good Hope,in 1796, where he was present
ut the capture of the Duteli flect, in Saldanho Bay
~—from 1797 to 1800 in Ceylon, the climate of
which Island was at that period very unhealthy —
n 1800, to 1801, in Egypt, as Brizade Major under
Sir David Bird,—in 1803, Regimentally with the
Madras Grand Arimy at the commencement of the
Mahratta War—1804-5 and 6, as Aid-de-Camp to
Mujor General Dowdeswell of the Guards, with
the Bengal Grand Army, under the personal
command of General Lord Lake—in 1807 e re-
turned to England with an impared constitution,
having been unremittingly engaged in service for
fourteen years, twelve of which were in tropical eli-
climates. In 1808 we find himn on theStaff inEngland
a8 Assistant Quarter Master General, under Lieu-
tenant General Lord Chathum at Celchester, and
from 1809 to I1B12 in the command of a regiment,
and on the Stafl'of the Adjutant General’s Depart-
ment in Ireland.

In June of the last inentioned year, Major ITar-
vey was appointed Deputy Adjutant General to
the Army in Canada, with the rank of Licutenant
Colonel. Ile lost no time in coming out to enter
on the duties of his situation ; but opportunities of
pessape to Canadu were not at that time frequent,
and he accordingly embarked fir Halifax, where
he arrived late in the season, and travelled through
‘the then alinost unfiequented route from Frederic-
tonto Quebcee, . i 3

Qf Sir Juhn Hary distinguished services in
the defence of thes ovinces, we shall introduce
the notice by stating some circumstances which
may nol be generaly known, but which cannot fuil
in being deeply interesting to our Canadian, and
indeed to ull our readers on this side of the Atlan-
tic. It is well known to Sir J, Harvey's fricnds,
that having been introduced to Sir George Provost
(by command of R, I R. the Duke of York, we
belieye) as an officer who had served with distine-
tion in various parts of the world ; His Excellency
received -him with zreat satisfaction, having very
few officers then under his command (1812) who
had the advantage of having seen much actual
service. Being about to visit Upper Cunada (for
the first time) with a view to examine and make
the necessary arrangewents for the protection of
the whole line of [rontier, Licutenant Colonel Ilar-
vey was invited to accompany the Commander of
the Forces on the journey from Quebee to Fort
Brie. At the latter place, having shown him the
immense extent of exposed frontier to be guirded,
with the extremely inadequate force then at His
Excellency's dispoeal, Sir George required from
Colonel Iarvey his opinion and advice as to the
best mode of defence.  T'he answer was brief and
prompt—*1st. Bythe nccurate intelligence of
the designs and inovements of the enemy, to be

This odvice was partially, and in every case
(except Sackett’s Harbour,) most successfully a-
dopted ; and whoever will look back to the events
of the campaign of 1813 and 1214 in Upper Cana-
a1, will now see a clear exposition of the princi-
ple upon which that Proviuce was so successfully
defended—the various operations {rom Stoney
Creek to Clrystler's Parm, concluding (in 18
with the assault and cupture of the American Fort
Niagira, the captare of Oswego, the action at
Cook’s Mills on the Chippewa, the varicus enter-
prises against Fort Sclosser, Black Creek, Bufiilo,
&ec. &c. will then stand out in bold relief. and the
principle which directed all these operations will
become clearly inteliigible —for these successos
we are mainly indebted to the military talents of
this distinguished officer,

In connexion with the first impoitant operation
in 1813, we cannot present our readers with a
more interesting docuinent than the following ex-
tract of a repert, addressed by the late Sir Jaes
Carmichael Smyth, of the Royul Engineers. to the
Duke of Wellington, ther Master General of the
Ordnance, by whowm Le was sent out to Cannda in
1825, to obtain information connected with the

EGYPT.—Advices have been received
from Alexandria to the 71l instaut. Both the
Pasha and Commodore Napier had left that
city ; the Pasha for Cairo, to visit Ibrahim
Pasha, and the Comwmodore for Marmorica.

Before his departure, Mehemet Ali had
sent a letter to the Grand Vizier in Constan-
tinople, objecting strongly to the conditions
with which the Porte had burdened the ces-
sion of the hereditary Pashalic of Bgypt.
e required the following modifications of
those conditions ; that the Governor  of
Lyypt ehould enjoy the right of choosing
his  successor himself 5 that this succes—
sor should not be obliged to proceed to
Covstantinople o receive his investiture
from the Porte; that the superior officers of
the Egyptinn Government should be appoint-
ed by himself and his successors, and not by
the Sultan; that he should be exonerated
from paying the tribute fixed by the Sultan,
during a limited period, in order 1o apply
the entire of the public revenues to amelio-
rate the condition of the inhnbitants of
Egypt; and that be should not be obliged to
admit a Committee of Surveillar.ce, mention-
ed in the Imperial hatti-scheriff as abcut to
be sent to Egypt.

Although Commodore Napier had freely
expressed his opinion as to the injustice of
the conditions demanded of the Pasha, a
coolness had sprung up betwesn the two.
Overtures towards recenciliation had been
made by the Pasha, in the shape of a dia-
mond snufl-box, which Boghos Bey, his Fo-
reign Minister, offered to Commodore Na-
pier in his master's name. The Commodore,
however, declined nccepting it. Mehemet
Ali, nlready too much chagrined to concenl
his discontent,seemed more discomposed than
ever.

IbralimPasha's retrent from Syria appears
to have been far moro disastrous than it was
at first supposed to be.  Ibrahim himself was
so borne down by illness that his death was
expected; and the publicin Egypt were alren-
dy speculating upon the probable effect which
his removal would have in facilitating the
final settlement of the Eastern question. Of
40,000 men, which formed the strength of his
army when it left Damascus for Egypt, only
20,000 survived the march; and an uneny-
merated crowd of women and children also
perished.

The re-
sult of the conference is not stated ; but it is
understood that the Porte would await .a
reference to the Four Powers. Lord Pon-
sonby is said to have admitted that the con-
ditions demanded of Mchemet Ali were
more stringent than Great Britain expected
they would be.

A firman from the Porte to Mchemet Ali,
dated February 13th, has been published
Alluding to a former firman, conveying
under certain conditions the hereditary gov-
ernment of Egypt, the Sultan offers to con-
firm the appointment of the higher officers
of government already in occupation.  The
same firman forbids the detention of persons
in the provinces who have been retained as
hostages for the payment of troops, and the
mutilation of men for the guard of the harem.

Letters from Beyrout to the 26th Fcb-
ruary stute that the rebuilding of the city
was proceeding with activity.

Asanoraror, Judge Fairbanks
had but few equals in the Province, and oo every

deserves at least the|question of Provincial interest he stood foremost in

debate and knowledge of the subject. It was to his
exertions principally, in the Legislature and other-
wise, that the Shubenacadie Canal owed its com-
mencement ; and though that work is still in a-
beyance, there is every reason to believe that his
best endeavours were still employed in urging upon
the Government the importance of its complétion ;
for e never entertained a doubt of its usefulness, or
the advantage to the Province which would be deri-
ved in opening up that communication with the Bay
of Fundy. Being amiable in all the relations of life,
his death will be correspondingly regretted. By this
saddening event the Bench hus been deprived of an
independent upright Judge—the social and domestic
circle bereaved of @ warm friend, a kind Kusband and
father, and Nova Scotia of one of those of its sons who
have made its name to be known in the earth among
the fuirest of the Colonies of Great Britain, in intel-
lect as in resources.

poorly rewarded. As Surveyor General, he wasem.
ployed in the first exploring surveys of the Bcundary
between the remaining British possessions and the
United Ssates,
