New York, Jan. 14—“After Dr. Hertz died, I debated with myself for two days, whether to eat 
him or bury him. I finally buried him. 1

“When I took off my boots the soles of my feet came off with them. There was nothing to do but 
bandage the pieces back on and proceed in agony toward my base.

“For thirty-nine days I lived on the meat of single dog, and during eight of those days, an­
other man had been living on that same dog. For thirty days I was alone in ice. I had no soles on my 
feet, and my hair all fell out, but finally I got back to my base. ”

These are the high spots of a narrative told yesterday by Sir Douglas Mawson, Australian, who 
arrived on the Cunarder Ordnna, and purposes to lecture before the American geographical society on 
his explorations in the Antarctic in 1912-13. The expedition discovered, according to Sir Douglas, “the 
place where storms are spawned.’’ He says Amieland is the breeding place of the South American hur­
ricanes. The wind therè blows fifty miles an hour on an average. While during the trip he and his com­
panions registered it as high as 220 miles an hour on their wind gauges. The mean temperature is about 
five degrees above zero, but the mercury rarely sinks past forty-seven degrees below

On the trip out, the party discovered that by wireless they could notify the Australian coast at 
least forty-eight hours before the arrival of a hurricane there.

Petrograd, Jan. 14—The TIflis’ cor­

Montreal, Jan. 14—A Gazette eabl< 
from London says that, although it is 
recognized that an imperial conference 
will be impracticable this year, the sug­
gestion is being made from two overseas 
dominions that a defence conference 
might be held. Hoq^G. F. Pearce, min­
ister of defence for the Commonwealth 
of Australia, favors this, while Samuel 
Evans, a South African politician, thinks 
that the dominions are entitled to a voice 
in determining the settlement following 
the conclusion of the war. In this he is 
supported by the South African press.

So far as Canada is concerned, Sir 
George Perley informs the Montreal 
Gazette that no demand for an imperial 
conference has been made, although the 
dominion’s desire for representation in 
the empire’s councils of peace and war 
is being constantly urged.

A war office statement said that 
Rheims was being shelled with the ut­
most energy, 180 shells have been thrown 
into the city on Wednesday, but that ef­
forts were being made to spare the 
cathedral.

Berne, via Paris, Jan. 14—From Al­
sace it is reported that several sections 
along the front have been inundated, 
that the rivers have rim over their banks 
in consequence of heavy rains, and that 
wide fields have been transformed into 
lakes. T.iere are several feet of water 
in the German trenches, and the soldiers 
have constructed, by means of planks, 
roofs over the whole length for pro­
tection.

THE WAR NEWS.
The most interesting item of today’s 

news is the resignation of the Austrian 
foreign minister, Count Von Berchtold, 
who was one of toe main factors in the 
situation which led up to the declaration 
of war on Servi a. More significant than 
his resignation is the appointment Off 
Baton Burian, the Hungarian minister 
at Vienna, as his successor. Count Von 
Berchtold had wished for some time to 
retire, but it was assumed he would at 
least remain in office until the end of 
the war. The appointment of a Hun­
garian as his successor means toat the 
views of Hungary will have much more 
weight in the councils of the dual mon­
archy. What effect this will have upon 
Austria-Hungary as a factor in the war 
remains to be seen, hut Hungary is 
known to have been much dissatisfied 
with the policy which sent troops to as­
sist toe Germans while Hungary was 
left open to invasion by the Russians.

The report which comes from Persia, 
where the Turks have seised the town 
of Tabriz, appear to Indicate that there 
have been massacres of Christians; and 
that the warfare In that region is likely 
to be of a very fanatical character. In 
Europe the Turks neve not yet recover­
ed from their recent defeat at the hands 
of the Russians.

The Russians are reported to be pre­
paring for another advance in East 
Prussia, while it is claimed that the 
German offensive In Poland has greatly 
slackened, after a quarter of a million 
men had been sacrificed in a vain at­
tempt to break the Russian lines.

In France the determined struggle be­
tween the French and Germans near 
Stinsons continues and each side claims 
to have made some gains. Along most 
of the line; however, the condition of the 
weather has prevented active operations.

The viceroy of India, addressing the 
vice regal council in Delhi yesterday, 
was able to say that the Moslems of In­
dia were loyal to the British crown, and 
that Indian troops were fighting side by 
side with the British in France, Egypt, 
East Africa, the Persian Gulf and China. 
India had sent or was sending nearly 
200,000 men overseas to fight for the 
Empire.

An interesting item contained in last 
night’s news tells how the American 
consul at Jerusalem secured the safe 
passage of five British subjects to the 
port of Jaffa, and how the arrival of the 
United States warship Tennessee secured 
their release after toey had been seized 
by the Turks there, and enabled them 
to take thedr departure from the port.

The efty of Toronto has a serious 

problem in the number of men out 
employment. At the Civic Employment 
Bureau nearly thirteen thousand men 
have registered, although the official In 
charge says he doubts if it would be 
possible to get ten thousand of these men 
to go to work on the streets, as there 
are a great many shiftless persons 
among those who registered. The On­
tario government is considering a policy 
of road construction which would in­
volve the expenditure of millions of dol­
lars and would give employment to large 
numbers of men. Throughout Western 
Canada the question of unemployment is 
causing the provincial and municipal au­
thorities deep concern.

Under ordinary conditions in the worid 
the news of the Italian earthquake; 
which has caused the death of many 
thousands of people and injury to many 
thousands more, while it also destroyed 
a large amount of property, would have 
caused a very great sensation. Now, 
however, when more persons are killed 
or wounded in one great battle of the 
terrible war that is in progress, the 
earthquake becomes an affair of relative­
ly minor importance. Nevertheless pro­
found and universal sympathy Is felt for 
the victims. The survivors will need 
immediate assistance, but under present 
conditions must depend almost wholly 
upon the Italian people and such other 
neutral countries as are not carrying the 
burdens of the war. This is no new ex­
perience for Italy, since that country 
suffered only half a dozen years ago 
from an earthquake which caused at 
least four times as many deaths and did 
infinitely greater damage.

WANTED—THAT $1,500.
The small item of $1,600 which was 

provisionally granted to the Children’s 
-kid Society by the Municipal Council 
nearly nine months ago, has not yet been 
received by the society. The sum was 
granted subject to the understanding 
that the warden and county secretary 
be able to find some fund from whicn 
this amount might be taken. They were 
unable, however, to find such a fund. 
At the expiration of three months the 
council was reminded that the money 
was not yet available. It was again re­
minded at the end of six months. Yester­
day the finance committee of the council 
met and it also was reminded that toe 
money was not yet available, and was 
urged to place the amount in the estim­
ates for this year, so that there would 
be no further doubt about its payment 
to the society. The published list of the 
estimates this morning does not contain 
any mention of this $1,500, and The 
Times learns that although a personal 
appeal was made to toe committee while 
they were in session the item was in 
some way overlooked.

Needless to say the appeal to the 
council will be renewed when it meets 
next week. It was not thought neces­
sary to crowd the committee rooms yes­
terday with a large delegation, because 
the council has been pledged for nine 
months to provide this money. It will 
be remembered that the council itself 
endorsed the appeal to toe legislature to 
have the Children’s Protection Act pass­
ed. New Brunswick was the last prov­
ince in Canada to adopt such legislation. 
It took several years of vigorous agita­
tion to get the law, and now the coun­
cil should surely provide the very small 
grant which it is already pledged to 
give, in order that the Children’s Aid 
Society, which was organized a year 
ago, may be placed in a position to im­
prove the conditions surrounding the 
lives of some, utterly neglected children 
in St. John.

Agriculture, its ever increasing Im­
portance and its basis In science were re­
cognized by the members of the Ameri­
can Assodation for the Advancement 
of Science in Philadelphia, last week, 
when a separate section for the first 
time in the sixty-six years of the as­
sociation’s history, began its work of 
considering topics related to that 
science.

Dr. Charles W. Eliot, in introdudng 
Prof. L. H. Bailey of Cornell as vice- 
president of the newly created section, 
dedared that America has fallen far be­
hind other countries in agricultural me­
thods and results. “Many reforms are 
needed in the teaching of agriculture,” 
he said, “and more time should be de­
voted to the touching of natural scienie 
in the schools. 'Our race cannot endure 
urban life and the factory system. Coun­
try life development is one of the great­
est of the present-day humanitarian 
movements.”

Logan W. Page, director of the Unit­
ed States office of public roads, dedared 
that it is estimated that the American 
people lose annually at least $50,000,000 
because of their careless supervision of 
traffic facilities. «

“The only effective measure to safe­
guard a state highway department from 
the destroying influence of graft,” he 

j said, “is to place it under the general 
control of a commission. This commis­
sion should be non-partisan, non-paid 
and constituted partly by appointment 
and partly ex-officio.

NEARLY $50,000 MORE 

FOR THE PRESENT YEAR

The question 
was whether to consider the frills of ar­
chitectural and scenic beauty or the es­
sential things pertaining to civic healtli 
and the keeping down of preventable 
disease.

Furnes, West Flanders, Dec. 29— 

Sixty thousand worn soldiers strung 
along the Yser, where they checked the 
rush of the German invaders toward 
Pas de Calais, are all that are left of the 
Belgian army of 280,000 men under arms 
when Germany invaded Belgium. How­
ever, one of King Albert’s staff officers 
who has been with t.ie army since the 
siege of Liege, asserts that the small 
Belgian force today is a far more ef­
ficient machine than that which met 
the first German attack.

He said to the Associated Press cor­
respondent:

“When we reached the Yser we were 
a beaten and demoralized army. Fight­
ing for weeks without adequate support 
from our allies, and with most of our 
men believing that we had been left to 
our fate, the chances of ever again mak­
ing a fighting force of our army seemed 
remote. That we did so was due to the 

s highest and lowest factors in our civ­
ilization, the inspiration and activity of 
our king, and the fighting spirit of our 
peasantry.

“The king’s aristocratic regiment of 
guards is a thing of the past. They 
have 'been disbanded and t.ieir places 
taken by two regiments made up of 
Flemish peasants and commanded by 
active young officers in Belgium.

Sppendld New Institution Needs Funds 
for Equipment.

The appeal made to the British public 
by the Red Cross Society for the endow­
ment of 1,650 beds in the new Red Cross 
hospital in London, to be known as the 
King George hospital, has met with an 
excellent response. In less than two 
weeks since the appeal was made every 
bed in the institution has been sub­
scribed for by the generous British pub­
lic.

Although all the beds have been pro­
vided for, money Is urgently needed for 
general furnishing and the immense size 
of the hospital makes it necessary to ap­
peal for a large fund ^o be dveoted to 
that purpose. From every part of the 
British Empire subscriptions have been 
received by the society for toe equip­
ment of this splendid hospital, where 
many of the gallant soldiers from Can­
ada and other parts of the empire, who 
may be wounded in the present fight for 
freedom, will be cared for and restored 
to health.

Through the generosity of the Brit­
ish government a government building 
has been remodelled and almost rebuilt 
and through the generosity of thousands 
of British subjects one of the finest hos­
pitals in the kingdom has arisen, as it 
were, in a night- The king has gener- 
ously donated four beds while two were 
provided by the queen. H. M. Queen 
Alexandra donated $125 for the endow­
ment of one bed, as did Princess Vic­
toria, Princess Christian, H, M. Queen 
Amelia of Portugal, former King Man­
uel and the Queen of Portugal each do­
nated two beds.

The highest and the lowest in the land 
have given of their means to equip this 
splendid hospital, but funds are still 
urgently needed in order that the institu­
tion may be thoroughly furnished and 
equipped with the necessary surgical ap- 
pliances. Subscriptions may be sent to 
the Canadian Red Cross Society, 77 King 
street, east, Toronto.
