INSURANCE COMPANIES 
AND FEDERAL LICENSE

Ottawa, July 30—(Special)—The irase 
raised by the decision given last winter in 
a Montreal court that insurance compan­
ies were exclusively under provincial rather 
than federal jurisdiction will be threshed 
out in a stated case to, be submitted by 
the federal government to the supreme 
court. When the new insurance act was 
before parliament last session the point 

raised that according to the Montreal»was
decision the whole act might be ultra 
vires of the federal parliament and that 
the provincial governments might alone 
have the right under the B. N. A. Act to 
issue licenses and enforce penalties.

Notice is now given in the Canada Gaz­
ette that the supreme court has been ash­
ed to decide if Sections 4 and 70 of the In­
surance act of 1910. the license and penalty 
section respectively, are ultra vires of the 
parliament of Canada, and also if Section 
4 operates to prohibit an insurance com­
pany incorporated by a foreign state from 
carrying on the business of insurance withr 
in Canada, if such company does not tak'i 

federal license, and carries on buy­out a
ness in more than one province.

Saint Paul, Minn., July 30—Three exe­
cutive secretaries, a carefully organized 
bureau co-operating with the newspaper 
press, a joint Saint Paul-Minneapolis board 
of local managers and forty stenographers 
are working overtime on preparations for 
the immense national conservation con­
gress which meets in Saint Paul Septem­
ber 5-9. Ten thousand delegates, a- lar­
ger number than the Northwest naa ever 
entertained at any previous national meet­
ing, are expected, and every section of the 
United States together with practically 
every foreign country has already sent noti­
fication of official representation. Inviter 
tions arc pouring oat of Saint Paul by the 
thousands, each a carefully prepared ori­
ginal typewriteen letter Every govern­
ment department head and officer from the 
president down, every state governor, the 
heads of state departments, mayors of cit­
ies and prpminent men in every line of 
business are included in the requests to 
attend, and measures have been taken to 
extend the invitation generally, not only 
to men in official life, but all Americans 
interested in conservations, and the prob­
lems connected with that subject.

The official programme, conferences over 
which have seriously1 delayed the comple­
tion of arrangements for the entertain­
ment of the visitors, is practically com­
plete.

Halifax, July 29—“Owing to the Naval 
ban oeuvres now in progrès#} in.

“The work of organizing the new Naval 
College ^or Halifax is also progressing very 
favorably,” said Mr. Desbarats, “and the 
College will likely be opened about Janu­
ary 1, 1911. The. department has already 
received a large number of applications 
from all over the country from boys who 
are desirous of entering the service. Boys 
will be received at the College between the 
ages of fourteen and sixteen years, and 
will receive a thorough course of mstrujtion 
in the various branches of the sendee. For 
all cadets the first two years of their 
course will be pretty much the same, after 
that the work will pertain more particul­
arly to the dpeartment of the service into 
which they will enter. The entrance ex­
aminations will take place during the au­
tumn and the college will be running as 
soon after the Christmas holiday»? as pos­
sible.

"The department is now on the look out 
for instructors for the college* and these, 
like all other positions will be tilled by 
Canadians, when such are available.”

Montreal, July 29—Wm. MacKenzie, 
announced last evening, probably the first 
time for publication, that the Canadian 
Northern Railway wanted to get posses­
sion of the Intercolonial Railway from 
Montreal to Halifax and Sydney.

The president of the C. N. R. spent the

| laid 261 miles of track already this year 
! in the provinces of Alberta and Saskatche- 

Besides the sixty mile contract 
from the Pacific coast eastward, he stated 
that they had also given a contract for the 
construction of 140 miles of road east of 
Edmonton, and that they would now 
push the main line vigorously from both 
ends till the track layers, say three years 
hence meet somewhere in the mountains, 
thus completing their connection between 
the waters of the Pacific ocean and Lake 
Superior, if not the St. Lawrence.

During four and a half years Mr. Mac­
kenzie said that the Canadian Northern 
had done nothing on the main line, but 
during that time they have built no less 
than twelve hundred miles of branches, 
and from this policy of keeping the branch 
lines well along, comes the success attend­
ing the Canadian Northern as a freight 
carrier on the plains and from Lake Su­
perior westward.

Being asked what his company intended 
doing in the east Mr. MacKenzie said. 
We want the Intercolonial which will 
be the natural extension of the Canadian 
Northern from here to the Atlantic sea­
board.”

“Are you not afraid some of the other 
fellows will get it away from you?” the 
president of the Canadian Northern was 
asked.

“There is not the slightest danger of 
that.” and President MacKenzie left to 
catch hie Toronto train.

MR. BUTLER LECTURES

Halifax, N. S.. July 30—(Special)—M. J. 
Butler, C. M. G., general manager of the 
Dominion Steel and Coal Corporation, lec­
tured before St. Francis Xaviers summer 
school of science at Antigonisli last night 
on “The Transportation Problem of Can­
ada.” Mr. Butler gave a description of 
Canada’s great resources through her rail­
ways and waterways.

He said: “The Grand Trunk Pacific rail­
way is the solution of the great transporta­
tion problem of connecting the west with 
the eoflt.” He further remarked “Canada 
has one mile of railroad for every three 
hundred head of her people, which exceeds 
that of any country on the Globe,” and 
that “one important line which the west 
is determined to have is the Hudson Bay 
railroad, which they take for granted will 
be their salvation.”

Speaking of Nova Scotia’s transportation, 
he said. “The reason wily the exports of 
Nova Scotia are not, much greater is be­
cause the mining and other industries are 
dobbing the farms of their farmer», leav­
ing old men to look after this, our most 
important industry. Nova Scotia’s soil is 
rich and we should have large numbers of 
cattle, horses and sheep aa well aa great 
grain crop» "

RAILWAY MEN GET INCREASE
Pittsburg, Pa., July 30—“All differences 

between the Pennsylvania railroard com­
pany and its men on lines west of Pitts­
burg have been satisfactorily adjusted.”

Mr. Gerow informed the court that he 
brought his bride directly to New York 
city. They arrived at the Hotel Belmont, 
Park avenue and Forty-second street,

It is more easily grown 
than hay and is more nutritious. It can 
be fed to cows and to lesser animals on 
the farm. Alfalfa has been even cultivat­
ed in the cities and on dry and sandy 
patches. It does not require much care in 
Lhe growing and stands dry weather ad­
mirably. Clearly they who would grow 
rich from New England soil have an op­
portunity before them, for alfalfa has al­
ready been grown here, in sandy soil.’

Hay, Wheat, Oats, Barley and Courtenay Bay Site Approved and 
Peas Good—Fruit Only Half a Work to Begin Shortly — Will
Crop — Increase in Dairy Come to St. John Soon With
Products President Hays of G. T.P. 'Union and Mill Street Stores

The following is the report on the state 
of the crops and the condition of the live 
stock in Prince Edward Island under date 
of Ju>y 25th, 1910:

Hay—The hay crop this year is excellent, 
both in quantity and quality. The clever 
crop came through the winter without in­
jury, but received a severe freezing on 
the nights of June 4th and 5th, from the 
effects of which it did not fully recover. 
The timothy is very long and tine weather 
will now make the hay crop one of the best 
ever gathered in the Province.

Wheat—The outlook for the wheat crop 
is good. Last year several correspondents 
reported that the Joint Worm could be 
avoided by late seeding, but this year sev­
eral reports say that the Joint Worm is 
doing injury even in fields sown on June 
7th. It is too early to estimate the dam­
age likely to be done by it.

Oats—The reports of the oat crop run 
frvom 65 per cent, to 150 per cent. There 
has been too much rain for the lower-lying 
heavy, soils, particularly in the Western 
part of Prince county, but the crops nev­
er looked better on the dry, light lands. 
At this time of year the crop has seldom 
looked better.

Barley—Except where sown in rather 
now land, the barley is excellent. Sixty- 
eight correspondents have reported this 
year on tbit crop, a considerable increase 
over former years.

Peas—Peas are grown almost altogether 
for soiling purposes, or to be cut green 
and made into hay for winter feed for cat­
tle. They are sown with oats at the rate 
of 2 bushels oats and 1 bushel peas per 
acre. The growth up to the present time 
is much above average.

Corn—Fifty correspondents have this 
year reported on corn. By the end of June 
it looked as if the crop would be a com­
plete failure. The warm weather in July 
however, brought it on very rapidly, but 
up to thè present time it is much below 
average.

Potatoes—There seems to have been a

The site shown in the plans and which 
is recommended by the company’s en­
gineer, is upon the eastern side of Court­
enay Bay, where the borings recently made 
have determined that a suitable founda­
tion for the dock can be obtained. It is 
to be 1,000 feet in length, with sufficient 
depth of the mitres cell, and also suffici­
ent width, to accommodate not only the 
largest commercial class, but also the 
largest battleships of the British' navy.

The plans show also, said the minister, 
an extensive layout for the location of a 
ship repairing plant immediately tti the 
northward of the dry dock. Large quanti­
ties of material to be dredged in Court- 
eny Bay will be used for filling in and 
thus making land as the site for the ship 
repairing plant.

The plans also show, he said, a break­
water to the southward of the dock. It is 
intended that the branch railway tracks 
will be extended to connect the I. C. R. , 
and G. T. P. with the dry dock and ship- - 
yard.

Your correspondent en^iired of the 
minister as to when work would likely 
be commenced, to which he replied: “I 
am unable to inform you definitely as to 
this, beyond stating that the company’s 
engineer told me at our last interview 
that he was forwarding the plans and all 
details as to location, estimated cost of 
work, etc., to England; that matters 
going ahead satisfactorily, and that he 
expected the work would be commenced 
with the least possible delay; and as the 
undertaking is a very big one, involving 
the raising of several millions of capital, 
it necessarily takes some time to com­
plete financial and other arrangements.”

considerable miss in the crop this year, 
particularly in Western Prince, but no 
cause is assigned by any correspondent. 
The potato beetles are more abundant in 
sections than they have ever been before, 
and there is no doubt but that the crop 
will be reduced on account of them.

Roots—With a few exceptions the pros­
pect for the root crop is excellent. In 
some cases a second seeding was necessary, 
but the weather has been so favorable that 
this is not likely to lessen the yield.

Fruit—The frosts of June 4th, and 5th, 
did very much injury to the fruit crop. 
There will be very few early apples this 
year and only about half a crop of fall 
and winter varieties. Plums will also be 
very scarce and cherries are almost a fail­
ure. Strawberries were about a 65 per­
cent. crop, gooseberries 60 per cent., cur­
rants a little better, and blueberries are 
reported as likely to be scarce. More in­
terest is being taken in spraying and or­
chards are better cared for in general. A 
few new orchards are being planted, and 
the growing of strawberries is becoming 
more general.

Pastures—The pastures never weçe bet­
ter. Cattle were turned out about two 
weeks earlier than usual. Frequent show- 
çrs have kept the grass green and the 
prospect is that little soiling will need to 
be done till late in August. The pros­
pects for fall and winter feed are much 
better than usual.

Dairy—Reports received from 32 factor­
ies and creameries show an increase of 
about 23 per cent, in the amount of milk 
received this year over that received .last 
year up to July 15th, while the increase 
in the number of patrons is less than 2 
per cent, and in the number of milch cows 
about 5 per cent. The increase is due 
mainly to better feed and better care of 
cattle. There seem* to be some* improve­
ment in the quality of the milk although 
one factory reports returning 3000 lbs. of 
milk on Monday, July 11th. The price of

Furniture teries by giving him a discount for a quant 
ity. For instance, from November 5, 1909, 
to December 24th, 1910, there is a group 
of lotteries holding a drawing every 
month. The amount to be distributed is 
$4,214,000, divided in “lots”—6 lots for 
$200,000 each, 3 lots for $100,000, 5 lots 
for $40,000, down to 240,00 lots which go 
as low as $5. A chance on 8 drawings for 
the larger amounts can be bought for $4. 
The cost of a ticket to draw a possible 
small amount goes as low as 8 cents.

Practically all of the working people 
invest regularly in lottery tickets, hut 
their outlay is generally on the 20 cent 
ticket and on the days that the winning 
number»-'kré* to'!hè announced, lines of 
bareheaded’ women and men in working 
dress stand eagerly waiting on the pave­
ment for the lucky number that, is to 
make them rich. Grey-haired men who 
hâve played the game religiously for years 
and never have had their hopes realized 
by one winning, continue their monthly 
risk and buy a ticket or two with expec­
tation just as keen as in the early days 
when às youths they made their first 
ture in this fascinating game of chance.

All say to themselves. “If I win the 
lottery this month,I will do so and so.” 
This is the class that will feel most keenly 
the closing up of the big game of chance. 
What future outlook is there for them, 
they argue. They can only eke out a bare 
living each week and never lay anything 
aside. The lottery alone brightened thé 
horizon of their life. On December 24, 
they will have the last opportunity to 
risk their pittance which is to bring them 
wealth and the thought overwhelms them.

No one can get up a lottery of his own 
in France. If he is in distressed circum­
stances he cannot even put up a watch 
to be raffled among friends uhless he has 
obtained permission through the proper 
government officials. First, the Prefect 
of the Seine has to be seen to get his 
permission to have it held in Paris. If 
instead of a watch one wanted to put up 
a money prize the formalities would be 
regulated by the sum to be played for. If 
the sum did not exceed $400 the sub-pre­
fect could grant permission, but if the 
amount reached $1,000 it would only be 
by the word of the prefect himself that 
the privilege could be obtained. The Min­
ister of the Interior is the high authority 
needed, if the stake is $30.000, and another 
obligatory condition is, when the 
ceeds $10,000, a commission of 5 members 
must also be named, so that witnesses may 
be present at the drawing. Since the adop­
tion of this law no tickets for foreign lot­
teries may be sold in Paris.

Paris, July 20—Within a few months the 
lottery will be a" thing of the past in 
France. Modern progress looks with a 
severe eye on institutions which once were 
considered entirely innocent and the lot­
tery now is damned as pernicious gamb­
ling. With its going the hope of ultimate 
fortune will fade out of many gray lives 
but at the same time many a wage earner 
will be saved from the temptation to de­
prive his family of comforts and neces­
saries in order to woo fortune.

The lottery at, least has the dignity of 
antiquity. History tells us that it was 
instituted in Rome during the reign of 
Augustus, which began before the Christ­
ian era and Nero distributed free lot­
tery tickets in -amgjfort to regain his lost 
popularity after nis persecution of the 
Christians. y

After the dark ages we find the lottery 
flourishing again : âtid in great favor at 
Genoa. This was in the 15th century. 
Venice also had a game at this period, 
which was identically the same as the lot­
tery, but in this -/pity it went under the 
name of Blanques. The Venetians realiz­
ing the inability jpf the average citizen, 
whose taste was luxurious and whose love 
of the beautiful was paramount, to obtain 
many of the treasures in the art world 
for his sole edification, arranged the game 
of Blanques in which for a comparative 
trifje he stood a chance of possessing 
some costly object that otherwise would 
be beyond his means. Often in this way, 
rare laces, priceless Venetian glass, tapes­
tries, etc., passed into the hands of a 
connoisseur wlitise limited wealth could 
not have purchased them otherwise.

The first knowledge we have of the lot­
tery taking root in France is during the 
reign of Francis 1, at the same time it 
was introduced into Holland and Switzer­
land. Francis II. realized the power of 
a lottery to fill a depleted exchequer, and 
issued an edict authorizing Jean Laurant 
to get one under way. Parliament opposed 
this rather dubious way of raising funds 
but the king’s will prevailed and after 
the game the treasury was richer by $10,- 
000 in gold, a sum that was considered 
large in those days. A few years later, 
however, all scruples against the lottery 
disappeared. The extravagance at the 
courts and the intermittent wars kept the 
treasury constantly drained of funds, and 
the lottery was called upon to replenish 
it. An instance of this kind was in 1656 
when Louis XIV, was to be married. In 
honor of the event Paris was turned over 
to the beautifiêre. New boulevards were 
laid out, monuments erected and it was 
demanded that the Pont Royal should be 
reconstructed.

No people in the world love their city 
as the Parisians, so when the order was 
given to a man named Tonti to organize 
a lottery' for this purpose, the coffers soon 

I were filled. In the 18th century the lot­
teries were specialized, and under the gui­
dance of the state were catalogued as the 
Lottery of Paris Works, The Loan Lot­
tery, The Abandoned Children Lottery, 
etc., the titles explaining the purposes 
of each.

In June, 1909, some socialist deputies 
put before the Chambers a bill to abolish 
the lottery. The assembled members were 
told that an institution that had been in 
existence since before the Christian era, 
was immoral and a swindle. These asser­
tions raised a storm of opposition and in­
dignation, as every lottery must be author 
ized by the government. The socialists, 
however, had a strong ally in Clemenceau 
who wan then prime minister, and he de­
clared that he, also, was against the lot­

New York Man Alleges Wrong 
Powders Were Furnished by the 
Druggist—Child Was Poisoned

IAt a meeting of the board of trade yes­
terday afternoon, attended by nearly fifty 
members, a committee of three was ap­
pointed to aid in prosecuting any com­
plaint brought either by firms or individ­
uals against the N. B. Telephone Com­
pany before the public utilities con^mis- 
eion. The sum of $100 was placed at the 
disposal of the committee.

A resolution introduced by W. F. Hatha­
way, M. P. P., relating to the west side 
transfer, wfcs passed. It was to the effect 
that while the board of trade approved 
tfie transfer, a clause should be put in the 
agreement that the C. P. R. should spend 
within ten years not less than $250,000 in 
improving the forty acre strip, otherwise 
the property to revert back to the city.

J. S. Gregory, John S. Davidson, 11. (J. 
Green and John H. Lee were elected mem­
bers of the board and John E. Wilson was 
appointed a member of the council.

The chairman referred to the report of 
the committee of the board on the tele­
phone matter which had been sent back 
from the Public Utilities Commission, who 
had directed attention to their rules of 
procedure.

Mr. Harvey introduced a resolution on 
the matter, sketching the steps taken in 
the raising of rates by thé telephone com­
pany which the board’s committee had 
found to be unjustifiable. The company 
had been in existence seventeen years and 
during that time had paid dividends of 8 
per cent. They had absorbed the Central 
Telephone Company. They had paid $73,- 
000 for the Central stock and had accumu­
lated $100,000 of a reserve fund.

His resolution was as follows:
“Resolved, that a committee of three 

members of this board of trade be selected 
and that the sum of $100 be placed at the 
disposal of such committee to aid in the 
prosecution of any complaint which may 
be made by any person, firm, or corpora­
tion to the board of commissioners of pub­
lic utilities against the New Brunswick 
Telephone Company to the effect that the 
telephone rates and charges in the city of 
St. John are excessive and unreasonable.”

The resolution was seconded by W. H. 
Thorne, and it carried without a dissent­
ing voice. W. F. Hatheway, M. P. P., 
then moved his resolution relative to the 
west side transfer which was in effec^tk||| 
the C. P. R. must agree to spend "$250.- 
000 within ten years for filling track and 
other improvements as needed for a rail­
way yard, and failing the property to re­
vert to the citv. The resolution wa.s sec­
onded by D. Mullin, K. C. Aid. Baxter 
spoke at some length in support of the re­
solution, going back some years in the de­
velopment of the west side. W. H. Thome 
was strongly for the transfer and did not 
agree with either Mr. Hatheway’s or Aid. 
Baxter’s views. It was simply a case of ex­
changing a non-productive for a productive 
piece of property.

P. D. Tilley also spoke against the resolu­
tion. On being put to the meeting the re­
solution was carried 19 to 10. Mr. Hatha­
way reported that there would be a meet­
ing of the local committee of arrange­
ments for the Technical Commission, Wed­
nesday .
