ORDER THE TURKS

Reported Emphatic Note Was
Sent by Soviet Government.

Geneva, Dec. 6—Consideration of an
amendment to the covenant of the
League of Nations which would elimin-
ate Article 10 has been postponed by
the assembly of the league until the
next meeling.

This amendment, which was proposed
by Hon. C. J. Doherty, Canadian minis-
ter of justice, and one of the three dele-
gates in the dominion, has been refer-
red to a committee, which has been in-
structed to submit a report when the as-
sembly holds its next session.

Consideration of a report prepared by
Hon. N. W. Rowell of Canada and Rene
Viviani of Frunce, on the relations be-
tween the assembly and the council of
the league was planned for today’s ses-
sion.

Argentina’s amendment to the coven-
ant of the league, rejection of which
caused the delegation of that country to
leave the assembly on Saturday morning,
has also been referred by the assembly
for consideration at its next meeting.

The rejectied resolution provided that
all sovereign states, unless they remain
outside of their own will, shall be recog-
nized as members of the league,

Honorio Pueryrredon, head of the Ar-
gentine mission, told the Associated
Press that his delegaiion would leave
for Paris on Wednesday or Thursday.
Senor Pueryrredon intimated the' with-
drawal of Argentina from the assembly
might be followed soon by a formai an-
nouncement of that country’s intention
to retire from the league itself,

After today’s session had opened, Paul
Hymans, the president, presented Senor
Pueyrrendon’s letter to the assembly, and
said +he had expressed personelly o the
head of the Argentine mission his deep
regret at the step it had taken,

Lord Robert Cecil, delegate for the

“If other delegations should be allowed
to take the same steps whether their pro-
posals are not accepted, it would be im-
possible for the league to make any pro-
gress.”

Proposal Meets Storm of
-~ Criticism and Ridicule

Plan Credited to Erzberger—
Strong Opposition from the
Socialists—No Effect ‘on
Unemployment, Say Labor
Factions. :

(Associated Press Correspondence.)

Berlin, Nov. 18—Conscription of la-
bor to increase production in Germany,
& law for which is being drafted, would
apply to giris and women as well as men
and boys, all of whom would be com-
pelled to render a year of service in
mines, factories, on farms in hospitals,
or wherever the state directed.

The proposal, credited to Mathias Erz-
berger, former Minister of Finance, has
become the storm centre of a discus-
sion which has run the scale from invec-
tive and threat to ridicule, and now,
with the law nearing completion, its pro-
ponents have made it apparent they will
seek with deadly earnestness to force
its passage through the Reichstag.

On the other hand the opponents of
the measure, including the powerful So-
clalist faction, have declared they will
oppose the passage with every means at
hand and should they fail will later seek
to vitiate the legislation. :

Capitalistic Say Soctalists,

The socialists say the measure is
“capitalistic scheme” aimed at the work-
ing classes, who could derive no benefit
at all from compulsory labor. They fur-
ther point out that it probably could
not be generally enforced and back up
this statement with the argument that
many of Ergberger's present laws have
never been enforced, and no attempt has
been made to enforce them.

‘While the law was intended primarily
to affect the wage earners, it has, it is
understood, during the drafting process
been extended until it would apply to
virtually every person in Germany in
one form or enother, as an effort to
bring industrial as well as agricultural
production to its highest efficiency.
However, the form in which it eventu-
ally may be submitted may be radical-
ly modified owing to the intense opposi-
ton.

In proposing and supporting the law,
Erzberger is said to have had principal-
ly in view the effect of conscripted la-
bor in the coal and timber lands.

The fact that there is now nearly 1,-
000,000 unemployed persons in Germany
and that many factories have been clos-
ed is pointed to by labor leaders and
some legislators as proof that such a
law is a “chimercial proposal” and could
have no appreciable effect. They also
assert it would be expensive and would
mean the establishment of a colossal
government machinery to direct its en-
forcement, :

VIEWS OF BANK OF
MONTREAL HEAD

Discusses Falling Prices and
| Remedy — Says Govern-
ment Should Build No
More Ships.

Montreal, Dec. 6—Discuasing falling
prices and a rewedy for them, Sir Vin-
cent Meredith, president of the Bank of
Montreal, in an address to the annual
meeting of the shareholders, said that,
owing to the dislocation of foreign ex-
change, an international scheme was
necessary for the financing of foreign
trade. :

Pending the adoption of such a scheme,
he said, Canada should act on its own in-
itiative by establishing a corporation to
foster foreign trade and keep factories.

He said the Canadian National Rail-
way should be placed under corporate
control upon ternms fair to the country,
and that the government should build
no more ships, as world tonnage already
exceeded requirements. He also ap-
proved the import restrictions on Cana-
dian securities, but hoped conditions
would soon permit a return to the open
market.

Have Now Two Systems
Across Atlantic—The Dis-
position of Lines Seized
From Germany During the
War. '

(Associated Press Correspondence)
St. John’s, NF., Dec. 1—Cable author-
itles here sce in the recent announcement

by the British government of its pur-!
chase from the shareholders of the stock !

of the Direct United States Cable com-
pany an attempt by that government to
dreak up American control of most of

the Trans-Atlantic cables which, it is|

contended, has_existed for the last eight
years.

It is pointed out here that although
nearly every cable under the Atlantic
Ocean was made in Great Britain and
laid by British ships and British workers,
United States interests, in the last few
years, have acquired control of the ma-
jority of these lines, excepting, of course,
the German cables taken over by the
Allies during the war and the French
lines from Brest to St. Pierre and New
York.

_ As showing the predominance of the
United States in the control of Atlantic
cable lines, it is pointed out here that
the two main systems are those of the
Commercial Cable Company, an Amer-

The Seized Germarn, Cables.,
One of the two German cables across
the Atlanti¢ seized by the Allies during

the war was diverted so that its termin-
als were at Penzance, Eng., and Halifax,

IN. S. The European end of the other

German line was diverted from Emden
to Brest, France.

This left only one German cable under
British control and there was no guaran-
tee that this arrangement would be al-
lowed to continued in the future. At
the big cable conference in Washington
'in October last, which considered the
distribution of ‘German cables secized
by the Allies, the principal claim by the
United States is understood here to have
been that these cables should be sur-
rendered by Great Britain and Franc
and be internationalized if the power:
shculd be unwilling to agree to their
transfer to the United States.

The Direct United States' Cable con-
trol of which has been purchased by the
British government, extends from Bal-
linskellings to Harbor Grace, NF., and
thence to Halifax, N. S. The under-
standing here is that this line will be
taken over by the British government
and worked in connection with the form-
ler German cable to Halifax, thus giving
the British Imperial Service two cables
instead of one. 'This second line was
required by the British government as a
safeguard in case of damage to the one-
time German cable. At Halifax both
these imperial cables connect with the
Canadian Pacific Railway lines across
Canada. Cablegrams transmitted from
London are carried by this route across
the Atlantic and Canada and thence by
. Pacific cable, which is also a part of the
|imperial system, to Australia, New Zea-
land and other points in the far east.

The growth of cable traffic is under-
stood to'be continuing and already there
has been agitation in Great Britain and
in Australia for the duplication of the
Pacific cable and some Birtishers have
advocated the laying of a new imperial
line across the ‘Atlantic, so that possibly
the scheme now being developed by the
British authorities may result in new
lines across both dceans.

Two New Cables Possible,

It is regarded here as by no means un-
likely that wireless telegraphy may be
also developed by an Imperial scheme
controlled by the British government.
A parliamentory committee, deaded by
Sir Henry Norman, recently made an ex-
tensive report in favor of a policy of
Empire-owned wireless stations encir-
cling the whole world. Among the
several units which might compose such
a wireless system is the big wireless
station_at St. John’s, erected during the
war fo: naval purposes and still operated
by the British Admiralty. By this means
the Newfoundland papers now receive
daily, lengthly dispatcBes from Grg
Britain as part of the propaganda plan
adopted for Empire purposes.

Knut Hansun, Nobel Prize
Winner, Once a None Too
Good Conductor in Chicago.

{Contributed.)

Stories ‘about the rail-splitter Lincoln
becoming the first man in the United
States, about the peasant Burns becomn-
ing the beloved Scottish bard, about
Dickens, the young London reporter,
rapidly winning world-wide fame as a
novelist, and about the young Scotch-
man, Robert Service, who out of his
Yukon experiences wrote poetry that
flashed into popularity, are thrilling and
romaptic. But the story of how Knut
Hansun, a Norwegian, won his way from
a poor, inefficient street car conductor to
be a well-known novelist, and winner of
the Nobel Prize for poetry is no less in-
teresting.

To ‘the people of Chicago who knew
him when he worked on the street cars
away back in the eighties, as a blond
lad, with a thin face, and a perpetual
stare into the horizon, Hansun’s success
has been phenomenal.

Hansun went to Chicago after work-
ing in the prairies as a ploughboy, and
secured a job on the Hulsted street car
line: In those days horses pulled the
cars. There are people today who knew
the Norwegian poet then as he worked
on the cars. They recalled his red, chap-
ped wrists and coat sleeves that did not |
meet his mittens, and books sticking out,
of his pockets. He read voraciously, his |
favorites being Aristotle, Euripides and
Thackeray. He read at his work so
linuch that often he forgot to pull the
rope at the corners. The future poet was
more absorbed in the thoughts of great
writers than he was in learning the
names of the streets, and he often made
such mistakes as calling out “North Av-
enue” for “Division street” So the
superintendent of the line gave Hansun
the sack.
