The New Brunswick Power Co.
through its secretary, John A. Olive,
on Saturday afternoon addressed to
Mayor Potts and the city commission-
ers a letter in which they offered to
supply current to the city and the
hydro customers, under certain copdi-
tions, in case Musquash fails to func-
tion because of the long cold spell.

The letter was read by Mayor Potts
this morning at a meeting of the coun-
cil in committee and after some dis-
cussion was referred to the New Bruns-
wick Electric Power Commission on
the ground that it was from that body
the city was securing current at
present.

Power Company Letter.

The Power Company’s letter was as

follows:
February 7, 1925.
To His Worship, the Mayor, and
Commissioners of the’ City of St
John, City.'
Dear Sirs:—

Recent statements of Dr. E. A.
Smith, chairman of the New Bruns-
wick Electric Power Cowmmission,
which  have g ared in the logcal
papers, would indicate that there is u
probability of a shortage of water at
Musquash which may cause an in&ct-

With

duration of $his interruption, should it
occur, would be extremely serious to
the communities dependent upon Mus-
quash for their power supply.

We take this opportunity of inform-
ing you and the citizens of St. John
that the most serious result of such an
interruption would be the lack of street
lighting, and the consequent danger lo
life and property of the citizens. We
wish to state that this company stands
ready and willing to furnish the energy
necessary for the operation of the city’s
street lighting system, and that neces-
sary arrangements, we believe, could be
made within a few days to provide this
service. We are willing to furnish it
at th same rates that the city is now
paying for hydro service.

As regards service to industrial, cot-
mercial and domestic consumers who
are now using hydro, we are prepared:
to receive applications from these con-
cumers for our energy and, immedi-
ately upon receipt of application, will
make the necessary connections, install
our meters and furnish service as ex-
peditiously as possible, under rates
which are now in force. We wish to
make it clear that we will deal directly
with the individual consumer, and will
not furnish service for private con-
sumers through the civic distribution
system, unless some satisfactory ar-
rangement can be made.

When Musquash failed before, the
resources of this company werce placed
at the disposal of the New Brunswick
Electric Commission without any re-
strictions, but the unfair advantage
that was taken of the company’s gener-
osity by the Civie Hydro Commission,
the treatment that we have been re-
ceiving and the apparent disposition in
the pust of the Common Council to use
the financial resources of the city to
wreck this company, we cannot justify
our supplying electric energy without a
definite arrangement which we are
willing to enter into negotiations to
inake, at any time. i

We feel that this matter is of such
vital :mportance to the citizens of St.
John that we are sending a copy of
this letter to thc newspapers, in order
that the public may be forewarned as
to what may happen in the near future.

Densest Haze In Yéars
Delays All Kinds
" Of Trafhic

ALL ALONG COAST

More Than 40 Casualties Incur-
red when elevated and Sub-
way Trains Crash

NEW YORK, Feb. 9.—Two men
were killed, and more than 50 persons
were "hurt, in a series of collisions on
New York’s transit lines today, while
one of the heaviest fogs of recent years
enyeloped the city. 1

The fog was reported general, ex-
tending along most of the Atlantic sea-
board and affecting shipping both on
land and sea over a wide area.

Two Killed In Crash.

Early reports indicated that'the most
serious of the series of accidents on the
city’s transit lines, occurred in the
Bronx, where an elevated train smashed
into the rear of a subway train on the
elevated structure. Two were known
to have been killed in this collision,
while the estimate of injured ran well
above 40.

Women Trampled.

Several ' men were injured .in a
Brooklyn elevated collision, and womc‘:’rH
were trampled when the rear car

one of the trains caught fire. Ten coal
barges, with several women and chil-
dren aboard, were reported adrift. A
third collision, in Queens, was reported.

In the harbor, liners kept their berths
or remained anchored off quarantine.
Ferry service on all lines, was delayed.

Bad in Massachusetts.

SPRINGFIELD, Mass., Feb. 9—The
thickest fog in years blanketed the
Connecticut Valley, early today, ex-
tending well into Vermont. Trolley
and motor traffic, was badly affected.
Numerous accidents were reported,

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 9—Railroad,
street car, and river trafic was badly
demoralized early today, by one of the
densest fogs experienced in a long time.

OTTAWA, Feb. 9—News of the
death by fire, of three young children
near Murray Bay, in the backwoods of
Renfrew County, has been reccived
here. The father, J. Croswich, was
away lumbering, and the mother left
the children alone in the farm house,
while she posted him a letter. When
she returned, she found the building in
flames. She succeeded in rescuing her
few months old baby, only to find it
already dead. The other two children,
a boy aged' 18 months and a three
year old girl, were burned to death.
The mother was badly burned from
her attempted rescue of the children.

not be reached before Thursday or
Friday.

Despite precautions to keep the wa-
ter out of the shaft aimed at Collins’
prison, seepage crept into the bottom
of the shaft, and added heavily to
the burden of the volunteer diggers.
They kept doggedly at it, with some
slight increase in hourly progress, as
the tenth day of Collins’ imprisonment
ended at 10 o’clock this morning.

Gas Test Fails,

The use of pungent but harmless
gas was seized upon, as a means of
finding the back end of Collins’ last
caye, but the gas experiment tried last
night, with banana oil, was unsuccess-
ful.

Paris Writers Believe
Doubts May Be
Cleared Up

OUTLINE OF PLAN

London Chronicle Thinks The
United States Will Not
Be So Lenient

Canadian Press Despatch.

LONDON, Feb. 9.—John Bull,
through the editorial columns of this
morning’s papers, is proclaimed a very
generous fellow for the manner in
which he has offered to treat France
with reference to her war debts. Here
and there, the writers are even of the
conviction that he has been too genér-
ous at the expense of his own people.

Terms of Note.

The British note in brief declines to
agree that France’s payments should
be dependent upon Germany’s full pay-
ment of the Dawes plan annuities, de-
clares that Great Britain is willing to
accept fixed annual payments, irre-
spective of the Dawes proceeds, with
a further annual charge on the French
share in those proceeds, and makes
known that Great Britain will devote
any surplus, beyond the requirements
of meeting her United States indebt-
edness, to diminish the burdens upon
her allies.

What Papers Say.

The Times, while approving the
British offer, describes it as extra-
ordinarily liberal.

The Morning Post expresses gratifi-
cation that “France is to reccive the
#41l benefit-of -this sacrifice.” Sl 0 5

The Daily Chronicle says the
amount France is called upon to pay
ls ludicrously small in proportion to
the debt she incurred. “She has yet to
reckon with America, who will not be
so lenient.”

Approved by People.

The Daily Telegraph is convinced
that the British people strongly ap-
prove of Chantellor Churchill’s offer
and the Westminster Gazette says Mr.
Churchill has done well to insist that
Great Britain’s claims cannot be made
entirely dependent upon the success or
failure of the Dawes scheme. !

The Daily News comments: *The
offer is equitable and generous although
the French people doubtless will find
it a pill hard to swallow.”

The Daily Express recalls with dis-
satisfaction, the “sequence of surren-
ders,” which it says led to Mr. Church-
ill’s note, and describes this as “another
step in the splendid generosity of Brit-
ish statesmanship toward foreign tax-

ers.
{’ARIS, Feb. 9.—The friendly phras-
ing and conciliatory tone of the Brit-
ish note on the debt question, are wel-
comed by the French commentators,
but its terms cause considerable doubts,

not to say misgivings. At the same

time, it is generally admitted, by the
writers, that such doubts, and misgiv-
ings, may well disappear in the course
of the forthcoming negotiations.

[S CONDEMNED

Preston Report, Tabled Today,
Says Organization Against
Canadian Prosperity.

OTTAWA, Feb. 0.—“The North At-
lante shipping dombine, is an ob-
vious menace to the natural develop-
wment of the export trade of the coun-
try, and an evident deterrent to the
prosperity and welfare of the popula-
tion of the dominion. The moving spirit
in this gigantic world-wide, maritime
srgarization, has conspired, combined,
@=reed =nd arranged to unduly limit
the facilities for ocean transportation.
They are preventing, limiting, 'and les-
sening competition in ocean transpor-
tation, to and from Canadian ports.”

In these words, W. T. R. Preston,
who was appointed by the government
“to enquire into the operation of an
alleged North Atlantic steamship com-

bine,” summarizes some of the conclu- |
sions he has reached as the result of

his investigaation. His report, which
~was tabled in the House of Commons,
this afternoon by Hon. T. A. Low,
Minister of Trade and Commerce, con-
stitutes a scathidg indictment of one
section of an organization, which, he
says, is now endeavoring to control all
the preat shipping interests of the
world.

Railroads and ships are not enough in
themselves to complete the sum of
trafic-handling necessities.

Stone Church Rector Speaks
on Position of Church
of England.

RE-CRDINATION IS
PART OF SUBIJECT
The Apostolic Succession
and Other Phases—West-
ern Church Next Sunday.

In St. John’s Stone church yester-
day morning Re\’. A. L. Fleming con-
tinued his series of sermons on the
position of the Church of England. He
spoke as follows: .

Eph. V. 82. “I speak concerning
Christ and the Church.”

Last week we considered the great
question of re-ordination of Free
Chirch ministers by a bishop.

1 ventured to mention that Bishop
Headlam, in his Brampton lectures in
1920, - makes . clear that the theory of
apostolic succession is untrue to his-
tory, and that the Lambeth Joint
Committee, under the chairmanship
of his Grace the Archbishop of York,
held that “These various Ministries of
Word and Sacraments” had been abun-
dantly used of the Holy Spirit” and
hence we have the sign and seal of the
divine approval resting upon “these
various ministries.” It seems clear,
therefore, that whatever be required of
these men upon entering a united
church it cannot be re-ordination but
some other form of commission.

The Latin church, however, would
insist tipon re-ordination since she re-
{uses to recognize men not ordained
by a Roman Bishop as other than
alymen. That is doubtles the reason
why she declines to reply to the Lam-
beth Appeal. /

When the late Bishop of Zanzibar
gent a telegram from the Anglo-Cath-
olic Conference in London to the

Bishop of Rome, he received no reply !

because the Pope would not recognize
him as other than a layman, and a
heretic at that.

Re-ordination.

Let us understand just what is in-
volved in this matter of re-ordination,
for I am satisfied that there are many
of the laity who desire that it should
be made clear.

To insist that the policy I have sug-
gested is contrary to the practice of
our church away back in"the beginning
of the 17th century, is, I submit, false.
“Yri the year 1610 ministers of the
Scottish church who had received no
ordnation from a bishop were conse-
crated bishops. (See Spottiswood, “His-
tory of Church and State of Scotland.”
Page 514; London. 1877. “The. Church
of England,” A. C. Headlam. Chap. VI
Sects. IV and V.)

Again Bishop Joseph Hall, who was
a strong upholder of the episcopacy,
wrote a treatise entitled “Episcopacy
by Divine Right Asserted” In it he
fully recognized that he coild advance
it no higher than the Apostles, where-
as Archbishop Laud desired that it
should be deriveds from Christ Him-
self. (Jones, “Life of Bishop Hall,” pp.
161, 162. and “Christian Unity,” N.
Dimock, Chapter III.)

The same Bishop Hall, in an ad-
dress to the clergy, said, “Blessed be
God! There is no difference in any
essential matter between the Church
of England and her sisters of the Re-
formation—the only difference is in
the form of outward administration.”

Again. He was at pains to point out
that he did not maintain episcopacy as
essential to the being of a church.

The same position was taken by
other churchmen, like Archbishops
Ussher, Wake, Sharp, Tenison, and
Seeker, besides many of the bishops.

We see, then, that the ancient posi-
tion of the Church of England is in
harmony with the New Testament.

Spirit of Unity.

Let us labor to bring about a right
and proper understanding in this mat-
ter. Let us never fail to raise our
voices in protest against that other
attitude which is detrimental to the
well-being of the Catholic church. Let
us seek by sweet reasonableness to
emphasize the true spirit of unity even
amid our’ present diversity, for, as the
Archbishop of York said in his ser-
mon at the Church Congress at Shef-
field, “Can we describe the central ex-
perience of Christianity in a single
phrase?” And answered his own ques-
tion by asking this other, which I
Jeave with you at this point, “Is it not
Union with a Living Christ?”

We have given consideration to this

great subject with special reference to!

the problems connected with our ow1
church and its relationship to o‘her
reformed churches. We have seen lhat
the matter is one of vital importance
and calls for the exercise of the sprrit
of love, coupled with a sane, reasonable,
and sympathetic attitude of mind. °

We are comscious of the fact that
unity of organization cannot be ob-
tained, and is not desirable, until there
be first the spirit of unity.

Further, it has been shown from the
Tambeth Joint Report that, while Free
Churchmen in Englad were agreed upon
the historic episcopate, they demanded
that all ambiguity be removed from
the terms connected with re-ordlua-
tion. -

Now we must face what is, in man;”
ways. & much more difficult side of the

. question.

First Step.

It seems to me only reasonable that
the first step towards Christian unity
should be the drawing together of all
the reformed sections of the Christian
Church; then, we would be in a posi-
tion to approach the un-reformed se:-
#lons. As pointed out lasc Sundav,
however, we must_be willing to give
consideration to the un-reformed sec-
tions and find out, at least, wherein we
differ and wha should be our attitude

_ towards them. We must follow the

principle adopted by Archbishop Cran-
mer and his associgtes at the time of
the Reformation, viz.:—Whatever we
may learn from them that is agreeable
to the pure Word of God written,
should be retained. Other points must

in a frame of mind to complain. The
war left us in that mental condition.

Rightly Expected Market.

“It must be said ;'that those prov=
inces evinced no great enthusiasm
to enter Confederation but when
they did enter with the peoples far-

ther west, they properly expecetd to
get the market in central Canada
which had been denied them in New
England, and they also ‘understood
that they would get the facilities to
reach that new market.

#Jjust and Reasonable.”

“The story of the Intercolonial
Railway is a long story,” said

Addresses Women.

Canadian Press Despatch.

OTTAWA, Feb. 8—“What has the
Government accomplished,” asked Hon.
George P. Graham, Minister of Rail-
ways and Canals, addressing ‘the Ot-
tawa-St. Lawrence Federation of Lib-
eral Women here Saturday. “Every-
thing being considered, the Dominion
Government, outside its own control-
lable expenditures, has managed more
economically than any since Confeder-
ation. It has balanced the budget and
better. Taxation of the people has
been reduced. The sales tax alone has
been curtailed by $24,000,000, and under
this Government the Canadian dollar
has reached par, while before we came
into power it was worth 85 cents.

National Status.

“Hon. Ernest Lapointe, as represent-
ative of the King, has signed two trea-
ties on behalf of Canada, establishing
Canada’s national status. We are in
the frame of mind, following the war,
to complain,” continued Mr. Graham.
“The remedy for any grievances is to
give the Liberal party a greater nim-
ber .in the House next time, so that
we will have a working majority,” he
declared. “Our friends in Montreal,”
stated the Minister, “think that the
world rises and sets in one part of the
city. I could describe the boundary.

Raps Montreal Group.

“This group is sorry for itself. It
does not sec any good in the rest of
us.

be dismissed, or at least left open for
debate.

First of all let us remind ourselves
of the position of our church in its
relationship to the others.

It is held that Christianity was in-
troduced into Britain between the years
63-68 A. D., and a legend tells how
the first Christian church, built  of
reeds and mud, was erectedl at Glaston-
bury by Joseph of Arimathaea and
some brethren. While the details can-
not be established, there seems little
doubt | that Christianity must have
come to England about that time, for
we find that Tertullian, Bishop of
North Africa, wrote about 208 A. D.
that, “the Kingdow of Christ had ad-
vanced among the Gauls and Britons,
and Christ was solemnly worshipped
by them,” and he goes on further to say
that there were “places in Britain un-
aprpoached by the Romans but subdued
by Christ,” which proves that active
missionary work was being carried out
amongst the unconquered Britons.

So rapid was the development that,
in 314 A. D., the British church sent
no less than three bishops to represent
her at the Council of Arles, viz.:
Ebonius of York, Restitutus of London,
and Adelphius of Lineoln.

In 347 the British cﬁrch approved of
the decision in favor of Athanasius at
the Council of Sardica.

Arrival of Augustine,

In 358 Bishop Hilary of Poitiers con-
gratulated the British bishops on their
orthodoxy. And so the history runs
on, showing clearly that the British
church was both organized and ortho-
dox, and carrying on its work along
apostolic lines until the arrival of the
missionary Augustine, sent by Gregory
in 596 A. D.

You remember the story of how
Augustine failed to impress the British
bishops and people because of his lack
of the Christian spirit. He was gregt-
ly exercised over three differences of
minor importance, such as the shaving
of heads, immersing three times instead
of once at baptism, and the date of
Easter, forgetting that on all vital
issues they were at one.

With the coming of Augustine the
power of the Bishop of Rome in the
British church began, until gradually
it dominated the church almost: en-
tirely, so that Italians were appointed
to all the important positions !n the
Church of England, and the English
people were required to pay tribute to

the Bishop of Rome. Thus it came

about that. while retaining to some ex-

temt, its identity, it became subservient
to Rome and Romish doctrines that
grew up from time to time.

About the middle of the 13th cen-
tury (12183-72) there was a revolt
against the ever-increasing number of
foreign monks and orders flooding
England who had to be maintained
by the English people. It was at this
time that Dr. John Wycliffe, Master of
Balliol College, Oxford, a devoted
churchman and the greatest scholar of
his day, raised his voice openly against
the abuses of the -day, and advocated
reform in the discipline and doctrine
of the church, and the open Bible in
the people’s own tongue. N

Following that there came the Re-
naissance, or revival of learning. Schol-
ars began to read the Bible in Greek
and great scholars, like Erasmus, em-
phasized the need of linking up faith
with reason, and theology with schol-
arship.

Throughout the Christian church
there seems to have been a desire to
return to the Scriptures. This was on
the part of the cultured classes only,
for the common people had no learning.
So it came about that the work was
done which inevitably led to the Refor-
mation—first on the Continent of Eu-
rope, and then in England. The details
are of intense interest, but are not
recessary for us to take up at this
time. Suffice it to say that in 1532
the Church of England was Roman in
its communion, allegiance, ritual, and
doctrine. This was the growth of
1.500 years, during 900 of which Rome
had been gaining in her influence over
the English church.

Refcrmation.

Then came the Reformation which
restored freedom to |the Church of
Fngland—the “Ecclesia Anglicana” as
it was called. This meant excommu-
nication as far as the Latin church was
concerned.

One of the first actions of the liber-
ated church was to give the people a
service in their mother tongue instead
of in Latin which they did not under-
stand. Begining ‘with the Litany in
1544, the work of bringing the church
into line with the New Testament
practice was continued until the Book
of Common Prayer was developed in
1549, and revised in 1552, which is for
all practical purposes the book we use
today.

We see, then, that in dealing with

Has Secured Franchise
In International Pro.
Hockey Circuit

Professional ice hockey will be in-
augurated in New York City next win-

ter. This became definitely established

when Tex Rickard, Madison Square
Garden promoter, and Tom Duggin.,
Montreal promoter and sportsman, ain-
nounced at the conclusion of a confer-
ence in the Garden last week that they
had closed term: whereby a profession-
al sextet will be put in the field next
season. The team, whill be known as
Tex Rickard’s New York Hockey Club,
will operate under a’New York fran-
chise in an international professional
hockey league, which will be-a ten-
club affair, and will play its home
games in the new Madison Square Gar-
den to be erected at Fiftieth street and
Eighth avenue.

International League.

The league will virtually be an en-
largement of the present National Pro-
fessional Hockey League of Canada,
which became an international body
this season with the entry of the Bos-
ton Bruins Hockey Club. Rickard be-
came interested in professional hockey
a year ago and at that time obtained
a franchise to operate in the Nationa
League this season, but changed hi:
plans when it became definitely de-
cided that the present old Garden
would be torn down. Rickard figured
that the expense for installing an ice
plant in his arena would be too great
to warrant its construction for only a
single season.

Teams In League.

The present teams in the Canadian
National League are, in addition to
thé Boston club, the Canadiens of
Montreal, present world’s champions;
the Ottawa Senators, Montreal Hockey
Club, Hamilton Tigers and St. Pat-
ricks of Toronto. These six clubs will
remain in the circuit for next seasom,
and the league already has been en-
larged to nine clubs with the addition
of the New York club and clubs to
represent Pittsburgh and Philadelphia.

LONDON, Feb. 9.—Tongue-twister
tests as applied by the English police
to persons arrested on -suspicion of
having imbibed too freely are “not
fair,” in the opinion of Sir Purves-
Stewart, senior physician at Westmin-
ster Hospital.

Suggestion of Hebrew Speak-
ing Club in St. John
is Made.

The members of the Jewish com-
munity in the city assembled in.large
numbers yesterday afternoon for the|
examination exercises of the children!
of the Hebrew school. I. Ellman acted |
as chairman and the judges were Rev.
Mr. Saltzberg, Hyman Jacobson, Wil-
liam Webber, Eli Boyaner and Mrs. M.
Goldman. The exercises were con-
ducted by A. Babb, principal of the
school, and examinations were con-
ducted in Jewish history, Hebrew, Bible
study, reading and grammar.

In his opening remarks the chairman
stressed the importance of education
and the need of supporting the Hebrew
school. Interspersed in the examina-
tion programme were musical numbers
given under the direction of Rev. O.
Mandelblatt, who plso gave several
vocal selections. Beh Guss, who repre-
sented the Young Judeans, spoke of the
importance of the Hebrew language as
a means of uniting dispersed Jewry in
its efforts to establish once more in
Palestine a spiritual centre for the na-
tion. He advocated the establishment
of a Hebrew speaking club in St. John.

Principal’s Address.

Mr. Babb spoke of the various prob-
lems that had to be solved in the edu-
cation of the Jewish youth and in his
address touched upon the psychology of
children and of education; the great
necessity of co-operation between the
parents and the teacher and the necd

of the creation of a school cn\".r-onmcnt
in the home in order to obtain the best
results in the child’s education.

The prizes for general studies
were donated by the Ladies’ Auxiliary
of the Hebrew school and the Young
Judeans and a prize for best attend-
ance was donated by Mrs. Boyaner.

Zebberman and Rose Rozovsky; third
prizes, Ethel Fine, Helen Selick, Annie
Meltzer, Ben Cohen and Alfred Stern.

The exercises closed with the singing
of the. Hebtrew national anthem and
God Save the King.

The Hebrew school of St. John is an
old institution but during the last few
years has been developed to a high de-
gree of efficiency. The building in Car-
leton street formerly used as a syna-
gogue has been remodelled into mod-
ern class rooms cquipped with black-
boards and school desks, The school
conducted there has an enrollment of
about 100 pupils who are divided into
five graded classes. Classes are con-
ducted daily excepting Friday and Sat-
urday and are held from 4 to 7 o’clock,
the pupils attending after the regular
public school hours. On Saturday ser-
vices are conducted by the junior con-
gregation, which is composed of pupils
of the school.

AS LIGHT WANES

Number of Fatalities is Less in
The Month of Greatest
Daylight.

—

NEW YORK, Feb. 9—More workers
are killed during December, when day-
light is least, than in any other month,
according to the Eyesight Conservation
Council of America. The intensity of
sunlight in June has been found as
high as 9,600 foot-candles, a report of
the Council said yesterday. This in-
tensity shrinks almost to 4,000 foot-
candles in December.

“The number of fatal accidents is
less in the month of greatest daylight,”
the report stated. “A survey of the
iron and steel industries of the United
States covering five years shows that
40 per cent, of the accidents occur in
the daytime and 60 per cent. at night.
In yards having deep shadows, 30 per
cent. occur by day, and 70 per cent. at
night.” .
