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HUDSON BAY RAILWAY.

The announcement is made that the
contract for building 250 miles of the
tIudson Bay railway, from Winnipeg to
the Saskatchewan river, has been rati-
fied by the company at Winnipeg. This
contract was concluded between Hugh
Sutherlend and other promoters of the
railway and the St. Paul contractors,
Messrs. Foley and Grant, with whom
Mr. Isbester, of Ottawa, seems to be as-
sociated, and was made possible by the:
Doeminion government’'s new arrange-
ment in regard to the subsidy. Premier
Bowell's explanation of this arrangement
is reported in the Ottawa dispatches.

As many cf our readers are aware,
<his Hudson Bay project has been hang-
ing fire in the hands of Hugh Sutherland
and his associates for some years. In
the first place two companies were form-
ed to build roads to Hudson Bay, one
being intended to terminate at the mouth
of the Nelson river and the other at the
mouth of the Churchill. These two were
amalgamated by act of parliament, and
the resulting single company, with Hugh
Sutherland at its head, was voted liberal
aid by parliament at the instance of the
government. The terms were, we be-
lieve, that the company should receive

6,400 acres of land per mile as the line .

was built, and, by a later act, that it
should be paid $80,000 a year for twenty

grant was set down as consideration for
certain services which the company un-
dertook to perform for the government,
whereby it advances to the company
$10,000 a mile for that portion of the
road between Winnipeg and the Sas-
katchewan, 250 miles.

Salvadot by fnstructions of ‘his.own gov-
ernment, and worked so hard to secure
the extradition of the refugees to Salva-
dor. In addition to this consideration,
based on gratitude, the Salvadorians are
supposed to be influenced in espousing
the Nicaraguan cause by a feeling of ap-
prehension at the presence of British
troops on Central American soil. It is
quite certain that all of the countries of
Central America have been deeply im-
pressed with some such fear. It is felt
here that the Nicaraguan incident may,
perhaps, be the direct means of bringing |
about again the long expected revival of
the union of the Central American re-
publics, the small republics now existing
having been brought to a realization of
their inability to protect themselves in
a conflict with any considerable power.

Although it may be safely assumed
that the acute phase of the Nicaraguan
incident has passed, supposing that there
should be no hostile collision before the
formal orders have reached the com-
manders on  either side, there are yet
some matters to be adjusted before the
incident can be regarded as entirely clos-
ed. After the settlement of the “smart
money” claim on account of -the treat-
ment of Hatch, a commission must be
selected and proceed to adjudicate the
claims of other British subjects, not offi-

The Chancellor of the Exchequer
Delivers His Speech on
.the Budget.

Noisy Demonstrations of Labor
Agitators in Continent-
al Cities.

Loendon, May 2.—In the House of
Commons to-day the Chancellor of the
Exchequer, Sir° William - Vernon Har-
court, presented the budget. He esti-
mated that the deficit would amount to
£319,000, which would be converted intc
a surplus of £181,000 by the re-imposi-
tion of a duty of sixpence per gallon on
peer. The only other proposal was to
abolish the extra sixpence on spirits,
which was imposed Iast year and proved
vnsatisfactory. In regard to last year’s
pudget the chancellor said that there
was a surplus of £78,000 instead of an
estimated surplus of £291,000. He add-
ed that the tea receipts were £3700; and
the tobacco receipts £136,000 above the
estimates. Continung, the chancellor
said that the returns generally show that
the condition of the mases had slightly
improved in 1894. He said: ‘“Yhere
was a smaller sum paid for consumable
commodities imported and, while we re-
quired a larger quantity, we paid sever:}l
millions less for our food supply.” Sir
William also said that the national debt
now amounted to £660,000,000, being a
reduction of - £100,000,000 in twenty '
years. In conclusion, he said that the |
ecountry was now, for the first time, en- |
itled to a full interest dividend upon its |
Suez canal shares, of which the market
value was now #£2,380,000.

During the debate in the house of com-
mons on the bill to prevent false state-
ments being made against candidates at |
parhamentary eléctions, Mr. Henry Lz.a.-{
Bouchere, the Radical leader, began his |
speech by saying, that he had hoped to
tind the house debating a woman’s suff- |
rage bill. At'this a lady in the gallery |
loudly applauded and thereby called |
down upon herself the wrath of the
house. An order was given for her im-
mediate expulsion, which was promptly !
carried out. |

In his speech to-day, opening the ses-|
sion of the Capetown parliament, the
governor announced that arrangements
had been made for the appointment by
Cape Colony and Canada of delegates to
prepare a treaty of commerce.

A Vienna dispatch says: Most of the
private factories were closed yesterday
in order to allow the employees to cele-
brate May day, but the government
workshops were opened. The usual. re
solutions were passed favoring eight
bours as a legal day’s work, freedom of
speech and universal suffrage. In the
Meidling district a _crowd of Deople
stoned the police and 'EQYQX% Lartests
were made in consequencé. . The Social-
ijsts of Vienna held an enormous demon-
stration, but the proceedings were order-
ly. The programme included a march
past the parliament building. The par-
aders were two hours in passing, after
which they proceeded to enjoy them
selves in the Prater, a park and forest
outside of the city. It is estimated that
130,000 people took part in the demon-
stration. .

A dispateh from Liege announced that
the city was the scene of a disorderly
demonstration in connection with th.e
May day celebration. One of the parti-
cipants in the disorder.was arrested. One
of the prisoners struck and knocked
down a policeman. The latter sprung
to his feet and cut his assailant down
with  his sword.

Advices from Buda Pesth state that
after midnight 500 workmen mgrchgd
through tlie leading streets until dis
persed by the police, who made several
arrests. A report has reached here
from Miskolose, capital of the conntv of
Bouod, that a serious conflict has taken
place there between the police ‘and one
thousand workmen -celebrating May da;f.

A dispatch to the Standard from Paris
says that the general manifestation of
French opinion- against an active inter-
vention by France to coerce Japan has
had a salutary effect.

He delivered his budget
speecll’ this afternoon. He commenced
speaking at 3.30.

Ottawa, May 4—The budget speech yes-
terday revealed a deficit for the past year
of $1,210,000, a deficit for the current
year of $4,500,000 and an anticipated
deficit for the coming year of $1,700,000,
or a total deficit announcement of $7,-
400,000. JFoster refused to impose new
taxes for the first two deficits, but .o
meet that of 1806, he put half a ceunt
per pound on raw sugar and a corres-
ponding tax was added to the present
duty on refined sugar, and products cf
sugar and articles into whose manufac-
ture sugar largely enters. The excise and
customs duties on distilled spirits were
alep increased. He also announced the
abandenment of the ten year old policy
of granting subsidies to railways.

Hon. Mr. Cartwright delivered a strong
speech in reply and severely criticized
the Concervative policy and the financial
administration.

The senate adjourned until the 21st.

The papers relating to the Saskatche-
wan railway were laid before parliament
vesterday. There appears to be a seri-
ous disagreement between the minister of
raiways and President Sutherland.

From Mr. Foster’s refusal to say what
he would do regarding the Hudson Bay
company last night in the house, it is
thought no legislation will be introduced
this session. A prominent senator said
to-day that if it passed the commons it
would never get through the senate. It
would meet the fate of the Short Line

' railway bill.

The election of Geoffrion was gazetted
to-day.

It is no doubt trying to the temper of
a government organ to be .obliged to de-
fend what is really indefensible, but we
may be allowed to point out that there
is nothing gained by adopting the fish-
wife's style. That course clearly sug-
gasts that the organ feels itself unequal
to its task. The Colonist should try
to keep its head cool, its feet warm and

its liver in good order.

GOVERNMENT ‘“COURAGE.”

In sn Ottawa report Mr. Foster is
said to have attributed the deficit for the
current year to “the sweeping reduction
in duties.” There has been no reduction
in duties worth mentioning since the raw
sngar duty was taken off, three years
ago, and it might be supposed that this
would have taken effect before now. It
is possible that the report does the min-
ister of finance an injustice, and that he
was not so foolish as to ignore the part
played hy the decrease in importations
during the past and current years. If he
had been thoroughly candid and honest
he would have admitted that the defieit
reflects on the one hand the impairment

_ of the people’s purchasing power and on

the other the extrayagance of the gov-
erpment.  Thege ‘two- conditions: are of
course rather :uﬁglgagﬁnt' for the minis-
r-of fiminbe-to touely upon, particularly.
syheli He vifielines ' to look-lougingly
“the beautiful ““boom” of the’
N. P., now eollapsed. Our Conservative
contemporaries are bestowing praise on
Mr. Feoster and his colleagues for their
courage in putting on mew taxes to over-
come the deficit. There were evidently
but two ways of “making ends meet,”
and ®ince the government. had not . the
necessary courage for the reduction of
the expenditure to the level of the rev-
enue perhaps it is well that they had the
courage to pile more taxes on the patient
public. There are many people, though,
who will not forget the self-praise of the
government when the sugar duties were
lowered, or that even up to within a few
days of the budget speech the gov-
ernment talked about retrenching and
economizing. = The ministers have not
been wisely educating the public for sub:
mission to increased taxation.

The president of the C. P. R. has most
desperately fallen foul of the Hudson
Bay railway scheme, as appears from the
following Moentreal dispatch:

“{Vhemr Sir William Van Horne was
seen in relation to the Hudson Bay rail-
way project, he said the proposed grant
to the company to build the road was.

lot of bonds. He did not believe that the
railway would be operated for a week
after it was biilt, and refused to believe
tnat any arrangement so wutterly absurd
had been or ever will be seriously
theught of by any government.”

Sir Wiiliam no doubt. understood quite
well that when he was talking in this
way he was offering a severe reflection
on the government's action in making the
advance of $10,000 a mile for the road
for the matter is placed Dbeyond any
chance of doubt. The government has
not cnly “serioasly considered” but has
actually executed the arrangement.

SAN FRANCISOOS SENSATION

;Tbeodore Durrant Will be Tried

for the Murder of Min-
nie Williams,

His Examination on the Charge of
Killing Blanche Lamont
Finishes To-Day.

San Francisco, May 3.—The baiting
of Conductor West, of the Poswell street
' line, was the feature of the examina-
tion of Theodore Durrant to-day for the
murder of Blanch Lamont. The first
thing in the morning Judge Conlin held
the prisoner to answer for the murder
of Minnie Williams, and without bail.
The judges made a close review of the
testimony that goes to bring lLome the
crime to the defendant, and on this
showing no other conclusion was pos-
sible.

The Lamont case was taken up at
‘ once. When Conductor West took the
stand' he was just as positive as ever
that Blanche Lamont and Durant sat
inside his car on the afternoon of April
3rd. He knew the lady, because he had
particularly noticed th2 hat she ;wore
because of what he described as ifs
“pristles.” These bristles went to make
up a somewhat draggled feather in the
hat, which the witness was finally m-
duced to admit was a feather, but, as he
said: “A funny sort of feather.”

Eugene Deuprey, on cross-examina-
tion, led the witness up to an ettective
climax. He asked him had he not been
present at the inquest before he was
put on the stand. West admitted, with
some reluctance, that he was there, but
could not be induced to say positively
that he had seen Durrant there, al-
though he had identified him at the
prison some days before, No, he was
not sure that he had seen Durrant at
the inquest before he took the stand.
Said Deuypreny: ‘“When you were asked
on the stand to identify Durrant, you
stood and looked all round the room,
and at the last turn you pointed to the
defendant as the man.” .

AN ALASKA HURRICANE.

The Sealing Schooner White Lost With
Seventeen Hands.

Port Townsend, via Seattle, May 3.—
Advices from Kodiak Island, Alaska, to-
day, say that a terrilue’ northwest gale
swept over that section of the country
on April 14, wrecking the sealing schoo-
ner ueorge R. White, of Seattle, Seven-
teen of the crew were drowned and froz-
en to death on the barren shore. Eleven
survivors were left to relate the story.
The vessel struck a reef at midnight two
uiiles from shore. A terrible gale was
blowing, which, with a blinding snow-
storm ‘and the mercury 3 degrees below
zero, made the situation extremely des-
perate. The survivors are suffering from
frosi-bitten limbs, which have been am-
putated. Four days after the disaster a
party of mative hunters passed by and
rescued the survivors. The schooner Ko-
diak was wrecked in the same storm,
twenty miles distant, and will be a toal
loss; no lives, however, were lost.

A DEATH DEALING CYCLONE

Sweeps, Over Northwestern Jowa
Leaving Death and Destruc-
tionin lts Wake.

Schopl Hounses Entirely Blown away
—Many Scholars Maimed
and Killed.

Sioux City, Ia., May 4.—The Journa!'s
Sioux Centre specials say one of the most
destructive and terrific cyclones whica
ever visited the north-west corner of th.
state of Iowa passed through a portio«
of Sioux Centre early last evening. . Th:
storm appeared to originate about thre
miles nortn-east of Ironton, passing in a
north-easterly direction 'and near Per-
kins, where it first struck the ground.
and from there for a distance of tweive
to fifteen miles not a building was left
standing in its path, and the most uu-
fortunate thing of - all was its course
through the section line of the school
houses. So far two teachers are known
to have been killed—Miss Anna Manps-
den and her brother, with from one to
four children at each school. Four schoot
houses, where school was in session. were
entirely wiped from the face of the earti.
Not a vestige was left, except a few
rocks to mark where they stood, and the
pupils were carried from a quarter to
half a mile, where they were found. some
dead and others badly injured. At the
school house where George Marsden wus
teaching not a vestige of the building re-
mained, and Mr. Marsden was found
some distance away in a field dead with
two scholars. The two little girls of
John Koster, belonging to the same
school, were found clinging to each other
where they had been driven into the wire
fence. Two sons of T. H. Haggie, be-
longing to the same school, had both leg«
broken and are internally injured. The
residence of Mr. Haggie is just west of
the school house, and where stood the
good buildings nothing is left, and whil-
Mr. Haggie escaped without any permsa-
uvent injury his eldest daughter was
found lodged in a tree where she had
been hurled by the storm and so seri-
ously injured that death is expected mo-
mentarily. Two grown boys who had
come from a field at the approach of the
storm were injured, one seriously, the
other fatally. Herses, cattle and vehi-
cles werc hurled through the air like
cnaff, and the country for three-quarters
o.f a mile long by half a mile wide is en-
tirely wrecked. It is impossible to give
the total number of dead and wounded.
At least 52 people are believed to havas
been Kkilled.

Sioux Falls, S. D., May 4.—During the
cyclone which - did ' considerable damage
at West Sioux Falls and vicinity there
was a regular cloud of dust twenty miles
north, followed by an immense rise in
11_1e river.

Deals and Rumors of Deals in Mines
and Claims.

Rossland Miner.

A big deil was made on Thursday in
which Michael Sullivan and W. Dunn
are interested as vendors, and J. L. Wil-
son, W. Clayton Millar and John M.
Burke as purchasers. The properties
which changed hands were the R. E. Lee,
Maid of Erin mineral claims, and the
price was $36,000. The R. E. Lee and
Maid of Erin were staked last October,
and very little attention was paid to
them until development work this spring
proved that there was a good showing of
no ordinary size on the ground. A shaft
has been sunk thirty feet on the Maid
of Erin and an open crosscut run on the
R. Ei Lee. No very high assays have
bheen obtained out of the ore in the shaft;
but as reported last week, the ore in the
crosseut, which has been run twenty-
sever feet without finding the hanging
wall, fifteen feet of it through solid ore,
looked distinctly favorable. John M.
Burke examined the property and saw
enough to convince him that it was the
banner prospect in the camp. Having
come to terms with the owners of the
property and secured an option on it for
$36,000 in favor of Wilson, Millar and
himself, he had a sample assay made of
the ore and got the very satisfactory av-
erage of §20 in gold per ton. Higher as-
says than that were got out of the isolat-
ed samples, but this represents the aver-
age value of the ore about twelve feet
from the surface. The croppings went
$10. Work will be started on the prop-
erty some time next month, as soon as
the necessary arrangements can be made.

—The mean temperature for April,

The
total precipitation for April, 1895, was
2.01 inches, the lowest recorded. That
for- April, 1894, was 4.28 inches, and the
average to that date 3.71. This is re-
markably fine, warm, dry weather for
ithe season.

—H. Nabekura, a Japanese banker of
San Francisco, spent yesterday in the
city, leaving for home over the overland
route last evening.

WHY THE VENUE WAS CHANGED

Justice Drake Charges the Venue in.

the McInnes & Melnnes Case.

Justice Drake, in chambers on  K'ri-
day afternoon, granted a change of
venue in the suit brought by the attor-
ney-general against the law firm of Mec-
Innes & Meclnnes for alleged compound-
ing of a qui tam suit. The facts of the
case go back prior to the Magistrate
Planta enquiry... McInnes & Meclnnes,
acting as solicitors for Philip Ross,
brought action against Magistrate Plan-
ta for not reporting to the provincial
government fees collected as required by
law. The penalty is $200, one-half of
which goes to the informer and the other
half to the government. = The suit was
dropped and the attorney-general
brought action, alleging it to. have been
compounded, which is denied by Mecln-
ries & MecInnes.: The case was tried ot
Nanaimo but the jury could come to-no
agreement. A change of venue was ap-
plied for and in support of which appli-
cation affidavits were produced from
Marshall Bray and Constable Stephen-

son, of Nanaimo, alleging the defendants

were founders of the Nanaimo Reform
Club, and that the defendant, T. R. Mec-
Innes, was president of this association
at the time of trial; that members of the
essociation might be and were on the
jury at trial. In rebuttal the defence
filed affidavits by T. R. E. McInnes, who
swore he was not president of the Re-
form Association at the time of trial,
and by J. E. Mackenzie, secretary of
the association, who affirmed that no
member of the association was on the
jury at trial. Marcus Wolfe said in
kis affidavit he did not believe the rights
of the crown would be prejudiced by
trial at Nanaimo, and alleged this was
an unwarranted reflection on the people
of Nanaimo. Witness whs opposed to
the defendants in politics but neverthe-
less did not believe the jury would be
influenced by personal motives.

Justice Drake, before whom the case
was. tried at Nanaimo, in allowing
change of venue, said that whether the
affidavits were true or false. of his own
recollection . he had heard it suggested
that pelitical purposes had to do- with
the matter and it would be better to
change the verue. The additional costs
connected with the case were allowed
ihe defence.

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THEY BELIEVE HIM GUILTY

Important Witnesses Interviewed
in Durrant Case—Damag-
ing Testimony.

The Prisoner Assigned to the Cell

Criminals.

Seattle, May 5.—A. B. Vogel, of San
Francisco, to whose house Durrant
went on the night of the murder of Min-
nie Williams, of which he is accused, is
in the city, a guest at the Butler, and
though very reluctantly, gave a very
interesting interview on the subject of
the Emanuel church murders. It was
Mr. Vogel who opened the door to Dur-
rant when he went late to the social
given to the Christian Endeavor Society
by his son Dr. Vogel. Mr. Vogel is spe-
cial agent and adjuster of the Sun In-
surance Company, of which E. E. Caine
& Co. are the local agents, and arrived
in the city from British Columbia a few
days ago and will go from here to Spo-
ksne. Through the courtesy of Capt.
Caine, a P-I. reporter was intro-
duced to Mr. Vogel last evening, al-
though ever since the murders at the
Emanuel Baptist church took place he
has fought shy of reporters. His son,

‘Dr. Vogel, who arrived at the door just

as Durrant was admitted to the house.
has been on the witness stand, but as
yet the evidence of Mr Vogel has pot
been given, evidently being held in re-
serve for the trial in the supreme court.
Holding the position of trustee of the
church, being intimately acquainted
with Minnie Williams, well acquainted
with Miss Lamont and fairly so with
Durrant, and thoroughly conversant
with what tcok place at his houase the
night of the party, to which Durrant
came late, he is in a position to know a
great deal of the inside history of this
most remarkable of remarkable cases
that has been. given to the publi¢. In
appearance Mr.- Vogel is a good, solid,
substantial buginess man, with Kkeen
brown eyes, iron gray bair and mous-
tache. He is a pleasant man to me<t,
but in the present case commences t0O
parry just as soon as the church mur-
ders are mentioned. He was willing to
talk about business, and said he, had
great admiration for Seattle, believinzg
it was bound to be a great city.

“What do you think about Durrant’s
case?” said the. reporter after a while.
Mr. Voged studied for a time and 4n-
ally replied: =, ¢

“Well, I have steadily refused to bein-
terviewed, although I have been quoted
without my comsent. I suppose 1 shall
be called to testify in the higher court
and consequently don’t desire to =say
anything,” ‘ ]

"The reporter snggested that Mr. Vogel
might not have any reason to refuse tell-
ing his opinion, of the strength of tae
evidence Chief. Crowley has wound
around the prisoner.

“T don’t have any hesitation,” replied
Mr. Vogel, “in saying that I believe
Theodore Durrant guilty of the murde.s
of Minnie Williams and Blanche La-
rmont. What has come out in the San
Francisco papers has been generally
correct, but it:is safe to say Chief
Crowley has not let all his evidence
come out for the public to scan and the
defense to ehew up.”

“I can also say that the Rev. Dr. Gib-
son is a. fine man and enjoys my full
confidence. He arrived at my house the
night Minnie Williams was killed at ex-
exactly 7:45 o’clock. I remember the
time distinctly because I was arranging
some chairs, and on hearing the bell
said that I  wondered who was coming
so early. I went to the door and found
that it was Mr. Gibson. He said that he
knew it was early, but wanted to talk
over church matters, particularly con-
cerning a new Sunday school super-
intendent.  Yes, I am positive that the
minister was perfectly calm.

“You want to know- when Durrant
came? Well, T can tell you that to a
certainty, because I turned the lever that
opencd the door that let him in, but my
son, the doctor, came just then and took
charge of him. It as 9:30 o’clock when
the bell rang, I looked at my  watch
when I heard the bell, and the thought
came to me that none of the young peo-
ple would be coming so late and that it
was probably one of the doctor’s pati-
ents. You see, we live on the second
flocor and to open the door on the ground
floor there is a sort of a lever at.the top
of the stairs. I turned this and as the
man came up I saw it was Durrant and
said something to the effect, ‘Oh, its
you Thee, is it? My son then took him
in hand.”

‘“What can youn say personally of Dur-
rant, Miss Williams and Miss La-
mont?”’

“Well,” replied Mr. Vogel, “I knew
Durrant three years, but only casually.
With Miss Williams I was well aec-
quaintell for six years. She was a splen-
did girl and her good character was un-
questioned. Migs Lamont was known
to me for only six months, but in that
time I gained a. good opinion of her.”

Mr. Vogel says it is hard to say what
will be done with the church. The pro-
perty is valuable, but on the other hand
the congregation cannot really afford to
build a new: chureh.

San Francisco, May 4.—Adolph Op-
penheim, an impértant witness in the
Durrant case yeésterday, said in an inter-
view this morning that he is positive
both as to the man and the ring offered
him for sale. He says the defense can-
Lot shake his testimony, as the ring has
certain  unmistakable peculiarities to
jewelers, and he could identify Durrant
anywhere.

Police Judge Conlan to-day signed a
commitment transferring Durrant fromi
the city prison to the county jail. Chief
Crowley has granted Durrant’s frequent
appeals for the services of a barber,
who will shave and trim the prisoner’s
hair of which he is vain.

The e¢ell which Durrant has been
assigned to is that occupied by nearly
all the murderers whose crimes have
been notorious in San Francisco during
the past fifteen years.

THE NICARAGUAN INCIDENT.

Epgland Quité Willing That United
States Proclaim a Protectorate.

London, May 3—From a gentleman who
took part in the negotiations, the Associ-
ated Press learns that it is felt by all
concerned that Senor- Guzman, Nircara-
guan minister at Washington, is largely
responsible for the continued opposition
of Nicaragua, as, being of sanguine tem-
perament, he led his government astray
as to what they might expect from the
United States, Continuing, the gentleman
referred to said it would have been more
satisfactory to any of the Central Ameri-
can republics to have themselves paid the
indemnity rather than be subjected to
the calumny, misrepresentations and dis-
erust which has apeared in.the’ American
and {Lluropean press during the past
few days. There is no question about
the Monroe doctrine being involved. In
fact that doctrine “is absolute, If Eng-
land or any other power is unable to pro-
{ect"the safety and rights of their sub-
Jects in Central America, they are u»-
able to protect their interests anywhers.
If England had tried to annex Corinto it
would have been a diiferent matter, but
?he was only demanding reparation for
insult offered her subjects.’ The Associ-
ate.d 'Press further learns that Great
Britain would not view with disfavor a
United States protectorate over the whole
of Clenfral America. Indeed, during the
present investigations, the Earl of Kim-
perley said, under certain circumstances,
it would perhaps be better for the United
States to proelaim a protectorate over
Central America and make herself re-
sponsible for the acts of its people.

London, May 3.—It is officially an-
nounced here that as a result of the
communications exchanged betwsen

Eurl_ Kimberley, secretary of state for
forexgn affairs, and Senor Chrisanto
Mefima, the ‘Salvadorean minister here,
acting for Nicaragua, the British gov-

It candot be denied that the recent el-
ections were not comforting to the gov-
ernment; in fact, both Vercheres and
Antigonish were surprises. to them. This
being the case—for of the course the
electors are apt to judge of a ministry
by its successes in the bye-elections pre-
ceding a general election—a great
amount of tneasiness prevails in those
circles hitherto considered unalterab'y
Conservative.. A good excuse will be
offered to those who are not unwilling to
desert the Conservative party should re-
medial legislation’ be forced upon Mani-
toba. It might as well be remembered
alse that present circumstances have al-
tered the attitude of many men with re-
gard to the tariff. They  may not ex-
press themselves as displeased with the
fiscal policy of their own creation, but
may excuse a reversal of their votes on
the ground of remedial legislation. Con-
trariwise, those who do not mind to be
considered fanatical or narrow-minded in
the matter of remedial legislation, may
take the tariff as an excuse for changing.
With a double-barreled policy of this
sort it must be admitted that changes
and side winds are to be expected. If
a scandal be unearthed to the further
weakening of the government, the rats
will leave the ship in droves and prove
to the thoughtful and teachable people of

'l‘HP:' UONGLUSION OF PEACE

Ratifications of the Tr: aty of Peace
Were Exchanged To-Day
at CUhefoo.

Additional Indewnity to be Paid
Japan- Kuropean Preéss
Commeénts.

Shanghai, May 8.—It is stated here
that the ratifications of the treaty . of
peace between China and Japan were
exchanged to-day at Chefoo. It is re-
ported that Sir Robert Hart, inspector-
general of Chinese customs, guaranteed
the payment of the additional ‘ndemnity
demanded by Japan as a result of relin-
quishing -her claim te the Liao Tung
peninsula in compliance with the views
of Russia, France and Germagy. Sir
Robert Hart, however, makes His guar-
| an*ee conditional on the financing of the
total indemnity being left in his hands.

A dispatch from Paris says the Figaro
| this morning, commenting upon the atti-
tude of the' United States toward Japan,
says: “What prevented the 'United States
from joining England at the time of
the intervention: of the three powers in
the East was not indifference toward Ja-
pan, which has now become a great pow-
er, but a desire to remain faithful to her
traditional policy. The TUnited States
would not raise an objection to Japan's
taking the Gulf of Pechili. This at-
| titude. cleared the political horizon when
the three powers did not recoguize the
treaty of Shimonoseki.”

The Matin remarks: - “A change has
occurred in the world outside of Europe.
England no longer lays down the law.
If chestnuts are to be taken out of the
fire there will also be large pieces taken
out of certain mouths, and this is only
the beginning.”

ANOTHER BANK SCARE.
Rumored  Suspension of the Bank of
Montreal Causes a Panic.

St. Johns, Nfid, May 7.—Another
banking scare occurred here last night.
A story was circulated that the Bank of
Muntreal had suspended. This was tracad
to a number of anti-confederation fan-
| atics who are constantly starting dam-
. aging reports, but the people here were
{ so badly bitten in the late banking dis-
aster that the rumor was eagerly 8w:l-
lowed, and this morning there is ‘a run
;on every bank in the city, causing great
cxcitement. ‘Crowds of people surtound
each banking institution, where the’ offic-
Iials are paying out gold as fast as de-
j manded. All the banks have large re-
. serves of gold as, owing to the unsettled
condition of affairs here, during the past
few months, most people ' refuse to
handle notes, but convert them into gold
immeadiately they are obtained. Theré is
no apprehension’ of danger to any of the
banks. The managers all say they have
an abundance of gold to: meet any pos-
sible ' call,” and #t' i3 expeeted ‘that the
panic will have subsided by evening.

The run is the heaviest on the £0v-
ernment savings bank, which is supplied
by the Bank of Montreal, though there
was also a run on the Bank of Nova
Scouia and the Merchants’ Bank. Each
i bank stood by the others, not hesitating
to redeei each other’s notes and by .theig
air of confidence fnd liberal display of
i heaps of gold coin, the panic was allayed
so that there was no crush about the tol
lers’ windows when the bank closed for
the day. Business people took no par:
.in the run; it was’confined to the poorer
clusses, who were the mest credulous.

DRY DOCK CHARGES.

The Government Makes Oné Concession
to the Marine Interest.

BEver since the Esquimalt dry dock
was opeuned the charges for dockage have
been very excessive, in some instances
fully twice as much as the fees imposed
by the government for dockage in the
Y.evis, Que., dock. The effect of the ox-
| orbitant fees has been to drive vessels
| away from Esquimalt, and in one: in-
i stance at least extensive repairs to a
i ship were made at Hongkong instead of
Esguimalt because of the lower charges
prevailing at the former place. As a
consequence our dry dock has not been
used as much as it would have been had
oreasonable fees been exacted, to the great
| loss’ and injury of our ship carpenters, a
| Rumerous and most desirable class of ar-
itizans. But for once energetic protests
have accomplished something, and.the
dock charges have been made similar to
( those at Levis, as follows:

For vessels up to 1000 tons—first day,
$300. and 5 cents per ton per day there-
after. ‘ ;

For all vessels between 1000 and 2000
; tons—first day, $350, and '4 1-2 cents per
| ton per day thereafter.

For all vesgels above 2000 tons—first
day, $400, and 4 1-2 cents per ton per
day up to 2000 and 2 cents per ton per
day on all above 2000 tons.

These charges took effect on the 6th
instant, the Norwegian steamer now in
dock being the first to experience the
benefit of the more sensible policy. It is
not often that the authorities at Ottawa
can be eongratulated on doing the right
thing, but in this instance the Times
does so most cheerfully. The change, it
is true. should have been made years ago,
but ‘better late than never,”

ACCIDENT AT KAMLOOPS.

A Brakeman Struck by the Express—He
" May Die.

Kamloops, May 6.—What may prove
u fatal accident occurred here this morn-
ing. JYohn Madigan, a C. P. R. brake-
man, was standing on the station plat-
form as the east-bound overland train
arrived. He was afterwards found in a
ditch in an unconscious condition with
both jaws broken, eight teeth knocked
ocut and injured about the head, How
the aceident occurred is a mystery, as no

one saw it.
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A STRANGE DELUSION.

The editor of the News-Advertiser
would apparently be a great success in
the role of “Rip Van Winkle.” He
“swwould like the Times to say what it
thinks of the suggestion now made”—
that the Dominion should aid the exten-
sion of the E. & N. railway—in face of
the fact that the Times expressed its
opinion on that subject within a very re-
cent period. He also finds that “for
months past the Times has been con-
demning' the Dominion government for
the liberal manner in which it has car-
ried out public works of utility in vari-
ous parts of Canada.” The Times has
done nothing of the sort; it has con-
demned the.squandering of public money
on works of inutility for the advantage
ol government pets and hangers-on, but
that is a very different matter. From
the first “break” of the News-Advertis-
er noticed here it might have been sui-
mised tlLat the editor had been asleep
for a time, but from the second the in-
ference is that he has been reading some
other journal while laboring under the
hallucination that he was perusing th2
Times.. Perhaps our contemporary will
be able to shhke itself together and find
out what is the matter with its mental
outfit.

A TYPICAL SCANDAL.

The Fredericton bridge scandal, ven-
tilated, in parliament the other day, is
not so great as some of the scandals in
which the Dominion government has
Leen involved, but it is just as gross in
character as any. Taken in connection
with certain attendant political incidents,
it should prove peculiarly instructive to
the people, whose money is made the
sport of politicians in such games. The
principal stockholders in the bridge com-
pany are Alexander Gibson and Temple,
M. P. It may have been noted by some
of our readers that some of the Tory pa-
pers not long ago boasted about Mr. Gib-
son-being a “convert” from the Liberal
to the Conservative side, and it is a
matter of common knowledge that Mr.
Temple is about to retire into the senate
so that Minister Foster may try to find
a seat in York, his chances for re-elec-
tion in King’s being practically nil. To
the company formed by Messrs. Temple
and Gibson to build the Fredericton
bridge there was lent from the Domin-
jon treasdry six‘years ago $300,000, the
interest to be paid at 4 per cent. Not a
cent_of this interest has been paid, so
there is now $72,000 due from the com-
pany. In addition to the loan the gov-
ernment subsidized the bridge company
te the amount of $30,000. It appears
from the statements dragged out of Mr.
Foster the other day that the country
stands as a secondary creditor.of the
company, and therefore it has practical-
ly no security for the return of the $300 -
0600, which might as well have been set
down as a free gift at the first. No
wonder Messrs. Gibson and Temple fecl
that they ought to show some gratitude
to the government that so generously as-
sisted them at the people’s expense.

FROM THE BLUE BOOKS.

“CANADA’S ENEMIES.”

“Canada’s enemies.”” ' This sad conclu-
sion is forced upon us by the considera-
tion of some remarks from our esteem-
ed neighbor along with the following ut-
terance. of our big London namesake: -

Newfoundland exports -<ts principal
produce to the markets 6f southern Eur-
cpe and elsewhere. It imports almost
every - article of local consumption. It
has, therefore, a very great advantage in
naintaining the freedom of its commer-
cial markets. ~ If it joins the Confedera-
tion of Canada, it must renounce its, ex-
isting right to buy in the cheapest as
well as to sell in the dearest market. Its
sales will still be made in the outer mar-
kets of the world, but its purchases wiil
be within the protected ring of the Do-
minjon. The bulk of its present imports

from Great Britain will be made from !

Canada and will be paid for at an in-

crease of about 25 per cent.-on’the pres-
ent price. Every commercidl argument '

swhich is used in Canada in favor of the
incorporation of Newfoundland with the
Dominion forms, from the point of view
of the Newfoundlander, an argument
against confederation. It is arguqd.m
Canada that in proportion to population
the islanders would be the best custom-
ers of the Dominion, because Canada
can supply everything which they now
import. But if this is the case, and New-
foundland has never hitherto purchased
her necessary supplies in Canada, the
deduction is that it has been more pro-
fitable for her to purchase elsewhere.
The compulsion of the confederate
bond will in the future, if she subxpit;
herself to it, force upon her the sacrifica
of this profit.

Newfoundland and Great Britain have
each therefore something to lose by the
confederation of Newfoundland with
Canada. Great Britain will lose a
certain amount of trade; Newfoundland
will have to pay more for the goods that
she consumes.”

RIOTING IN . CHICAGO.
The Police Fire Upon the Crowd—One

TEMPERANCE MASS MEETING

Rev. A. E. Green and Ralph Smith
Deliver Stirring Addresses
Last Kvening.

Members of Prohibition Commiss-
ion Scored by Mr. Smith—
1he addresses.

The auditorium of the Metropolitan
Methodist church was comfortably filled
last evening when the hour arrived for
the opening of the first of the public |
meetings in connection with the session
of the Methodist conference, now assem-
bled in the city.

Rev. T. W. Hall, president of the con-
ference, conducted the religious exercises
in opening. the service and afterwagds '
spoke “briefly of the importance of -Tie
subject at issue, and.then called on Mr.
Ralph Smith, of Nanaimo, to address the
audience. p

He' opened his remarks by cracking a
few jokes at the expense-of the pro-
gramme committee, who had planned him
for the evening's work. There were,
however, two things that encouraged hix.n
to try and say something aprcpos of his
subject. The first of these would be that
he is. a Methodist and could be sure of
a sympathetic hearing, and the second
one would be the importance of the sp_b—
ject. The foes of temperance legisiation
have learned now to look for their strong-
est opposition in the church. There is. an
increase of opposition everywhere against
the traffic and this had been engeudered
chiefly by the enthusiasm of the church.
There is nothing that so enslaves men,
that so much enslavés the moral and
phycical capabilifies of the man, a§ the
drink traffic, and so men appreciate the
importance of the issue that is before us.
e would confess though he was a loyal
Englishman he felt sure the sentiment
is far in advance of what it is in the old
land. He believed that if a Dominion
plebiscite were taken, a majority of
100,000 could be found for the suppres-
sion of the trafficc. He was glad, too,
that a royal commission had been ap-
pointed = to investigate the case. Of
course he was sorry that it had cost so
much to get so little, but as men usually
see what they seek to see, ‘so four of
those men went forth to se8k reasons
why liquor should not be prohibited, and
they found them. One went to see why
it should be, and certainly made the dis-
dovery. 'The speaker then took up the
question of the loss of revenue by the
adoption of prohibition.- His argument
was clear and cogent when he showed
that the prime object of license is not
revenue. Speaking on the objection so
frequently put forward that to prohibit
the traffic would be to coerce a large
number of men into a line of conduct
they would not choose, his argument was
that when a majority of the voters of a
Dominion or country would vote for the
abolition of a traffic; was it dot coercion
on a much larger scalé to forece upon
them the infamous traffic.. He further
severely scorched the members of the
royal commission for so freely expressing
their own opinions in their report. They
had not been sent out for that purposa.
He rallied the church on the opportuni-
ties before it and the need of supreme
devotion to the cause, and concluded his
address with an eloquently expressed
hope that the mear future has much bet-
ter days in store for the ‘workers in this
good cause.

During the intermission between the
addresses the audience: joined heartily in
singing a temperance hymn, and -Rev. A.
E. Green. who is the grand chief of the
provincial order of I. O. G. T., and
everywhere known as an enthusiastic
advocate of total prohibition, was called
upon.

He prefaced his address by remarking
his pleasure at being privileged to add
his influence to those who labor in this
field. He thought great progress had
been made in-the province of British Co-
lumbia during the last twenty years. He
cited several early experiences, and com-
paring the observations of that early date
with the state of affairs of to-day, the
spread of the sentiment has been very
great. He spoke also of the very good
work that is being done in the cities and
the outposts by the various temperance
organizations. He congratulated ' the
country on the fact that it is waking up
to the feeling that the liquor traffic must
be prohibited. The traffic in the past had
been kept respectable by the fact that
it was sanctioned by the laws of the
land. He would wish that no license
laws existed in the province. If men
would sell liquor, let them deo so under
the ban of the law.

“No one can truly say,” said he, “that he !

A mass of testi-
mony could be -advanced to prove that
prohibition does prohibit if time allowed.

A newly arrived Nevada county miner
writes_from Quesnelle Fork, Cariboo, B.
¢., under date of March 29, 1895, to the
Grass Valley Telegraph as follows:

From Grass Valley to Vancouver City,
B. C., first class fare with board includ-
ed, is $30; from Vancouver to Ashcroft,
our nearest railroad station, is $10.50:
the stage fare from Ashcroft to here, a
distance of over 200 miles, is $28.50, and
their schedule time for the trip is four
days, 'which an intending ‘traveller must
allow at the rate of $2 a day for living |
necessities. Many of the miners already
Lere have walked the entire distauce
from Vaneouver ‘(over 400 miles) and
claim they make $4 a day by so doing.
Another thing I wish' to state about this
stage ride is that their small stations are '
more than thirty miles apart, yet theirl
road far surpasses anything in the l'ne
of roads I ever beheld in Nevada county.

This mine is located on the south fork
of the Quesnelle river, and is under the
superintendency of J. B. Hobson, form-
erly of Placer county. At present the
bank of ‘gravel is 300 feet high, and as
they, follow it into the hill, it will be
come deeper. They have a line of 22-
inch pipe and one of 18-inch leading int.
the mine, with a pressure of 296 feet.
These pipe lines feed two monitors of
the Hoskins patent, using seven-inch
nozzles. Their flumes are six feet wide
and have ten inches drop in twelve feet.

Taking it all through it is a well equip-
ped hydraulic mine and, under the able
management of ‘Mr. Hobson, supported
by T. D. Deasy, his foreman, formerly of
Columbia Hill, Nevada county, should
give big results to the shareholders in
the near future.

I will quote prices on a few of the
miners’ supplies: Crack-proof gum- boots,
210 per pair; flour, $8 to $10 per cwt ;

The storm did not
last long, but when calm came and the
wind abated the schooner was no longes
to be seen. They made every possible
effort to 'find the schooner, and’ thus
spent twenty-four hours uselessly. Thers
was 1o food-in the boat and they knew
that they were a long way from land;
they uo longer. sought the schooner, bu:
with the sun as their:compass in the day
and the stars at night, they pulled for
the coast.

The second day ‘they caught a seal,
skinned it and ate a portiorr. The thir¥
arid fourth days did not bring them with-
in. sight of land. They had been doing
hard pulling and the wind was fortunate-
ly blowing with them. They had eaten
the remainder of the seal and seeing ne
more to; eatch, and their strength begin-
ning to give out, théy commenced to de-
¢pair 6f making the  coast. They lay
down to sleep in the boat, letting it drif:
whither.it would. Early on the morning
of the. fifth day they awoke to utter a
cry of joy.. They sighted the mountains
tops. /The sight of land aroused in them
renewed vigor, and they bent to rowiag
vigorously with the wind still in their
favor. “ Their landing place was a deso-
late beach, but. they found a quantity of
shell fish and | appeased their hunges.

Easter Sunday.

ihe Maude Reports More Canoes
Missing—A Seaman Washed
Overboard.

“I do not think that any other schooner
has shared the fate of the Walter Earle.”
The speaker was Capt. Roberts, of the
Maude, which arrived in port early this
morning from the. west coast. The cap-
tain has seen many of the sealers and
has had long talks with them. ‘“There are
rumors in circulation up-there.” Some-
how or other the report got around that
the schooner Victoria was missing, but
news was brought that the Victoria had
been sighted and the rumeor collapsed.
'The opinion of the second wreck, I be-
lieve, is based ‘- upon the fact that a
quantity of wreckage was found a con-
siderable distance from where the Earle
was wrecked. The reports are from In-
dians, and as there‘are several schooners
on the coast now and none have confirm-
ed the report, it is not believed there is
anything in it. But I am.sorry to say
there is no doubt of the fate of ‘the
Earle.” :

The Sapphire and the Triumph are ot
Clayoquot, or rather the Sapphire is
there, for the Triumph was towed out
yesterday morning by the Maude, and is
now making her way up the straits. The
schooners ‘Annie C. Moore, Walter L.
Rich and Oscar and Hattie are at Ahou-
set and ‘the Maude 8. at Friendly Cove.
The latest particulars of the catch are:
Maud S., 286; Ainoka, 200; Enterprise,
90; Otto, 250; Saucy Lass, 250;-Annie C.
Moore, 105; Walter L. Rich, 146; Oscar
and Hattie, 147; Triumph, 350; Sapphire,
192. The Maud'S. spoke the Ainoka on
April 7 and the' Enterprise, Otto and
Saucy Lass on April 23 and 24.

The report is brought down that the
Otto lost a boat and two canoes with In-
dian crews. They left the schooner a
month ago, .and have not been seen since.
The Fawn lost two Indian canoes. One

turned up at Jumeau and the aborigines |

were brought down to Victoria by the
City of Topeka. 4 :

. In' a ‘south-easter last. Monday the
Maund  S. lost her main boom and sus-
tained other minor damages. The report
of Capt. Langley, of the Thistle, that the
Sapphire had lost:two white mien and an
Indian is confirmed. It is' thought that
they were drowned during rough weath-
er. The names of the white men are not
known, but ‘the name of the Indian is
Ahouset Peter. The Triumph has sus-
tained damage to her iron work, and her
jibboom was broken and a seaman wash-
ed overboard during a storm.  Here,
again, no - name has been given. The
schooner Favorite. which was alongside
the Earle in the Easter Sunday storm
when that sealer went down, has not yet
reached the coast, but she is éxpected
shortly, the Annie C. Moore having
sighted her a few ‘days before arrival at
Ahouset. * It is 'not known which schoon-
ners will come on to Victoria. There are
several beating up the straits and they
may be expected here by sundown.

‘While the schooners have met with ill
luck, having a small cateh and losing
several 'of the crew and: the canoes, the
Indians are reported doing first class in
coast sealing. An enterprising aboriginal
two days ago put out from Ahouset and,
in a few hours, returned with fourteen
skins. Frss :

The Maude had a pleasant trip with
the exeeption of ‘the last few days, when
she had heavy adverse winds. She had
a cargo of oil, a few sealskins caught on
the coast, and a small quantity of furs.
Ten passengers were on board. ;

Is Confined.

Information has reached Paris with re-
gard to the arrival of Dreyfus. the ex-
captain of the French army, who was
convicted of treason, at the Ile du Di-
able, off French Guiana, says the New:

There was considerable = difficulty in
landing the prisoner, owingto the reefs:
which surround the island to a distance
of some 200 yards from the shore. The-
boat by which Dreyfus and the governor-
of the penitentiary landed was . nearly
capsized by a wave about twenty yards:

from the beach. Omn:being handed over .

to the governor of .the penitentiary by«
the captain of the ship, the Vide de St.

Nazaire, Dreyfus again protested.his in-- -

nocence. :

*“T will submit,” he said, “to all the exi-
gencies of discipline, and you will have.
no prisoner more submissive than I.. I
will await with patience until the affair-
has been cleared up and my innocence-
recognized.” :

Dreyfus receives from the authorities-
a soldier’s’ rations without wine. He
can go out from 6 in the morning until’
G-in the evening within a space of 150:
metres, the limits .of which are marked-
by posts..  If he gbes outside these lim-
its the guardians have orders to use:
their guns. ' .The surroundings uf the
cabin occupied by Dreyfus for a. radius.
‘of 300 metres have been  cleared of
