Sea---One Woman Among the
Victims.

(Associated Press.)

New York, Feb. 16.—Seven persons
were killed and three were injured and
considerable damage was sustained by
the vessel by an explosion on the Ger-
man steamer Vadivia at sea last Wed-
nesday. The accident reported
when the steamer arrived to-day.

The donkey engine exploded on Wed-
nesday morning, throwing the steam-
er’s funnel over and ripping up the up-
per deck. Seven persons were killed in-
stantly.

The escaping steam from the bursted
boiler enveloped the steamer, creating
a scene of great confusion. The dead |
are six men and one woman. [

The chief officer on duty on the
bridge was buried in the debris. He |
said that when the explosion occurred
everything appeared to fall over the

was

bridge, on the foredeck and the upper
structure about the smokestack, and
the deck was torn. All of the lifeboats
were damaged. The smokestack fell
down to the deck but was secured. All
of the inner structures aft of the
bridge were completely torn out,

When the explosion occurred the
steamer was stopped and everybody
rushed to the rescue of the injured.

The dead were so mangled that it
was with difficulty that the bodies were
secured.

After some delay in clearing the
wreckage, the funnel was secured and
atached to the mainmast and the life-
boats were secured for repalrs.

The dead were buried at sea.

The vessel came under her own
steam as the general machinery was
not affected, except that the loss of the
smokestack interfered with the
draught.

For some time past the registered
firms in the city have been discussing
this matter, and the meeting which will
be held—probably at the hoard of trade
rooms—foreshadows definite action be-
ing taken immediately. The inaugura-
tion of an exehange, such as exiats in
Winnipeg, of a protective nature, will
do away to a great extent with the
system of working on commisison,
which has been a prominent feature of
the present activity.

The older established firms in the city
have entered with enthusiasm into the
bresent scheme. They are unanimous
as to the ‘aecessity for such action, and
all that remains at the forthcoming
meeting is to arrange the details of
working the exchange, which it is
thought will be based upon the lines of
the existing one in Winnipeg.

An interesting feature of the new
exchange, when it is in working order,
will be that when a property is listed
with one of the incorporated firms it
may be sold by any of the concerns in-
carporated in the new body, but can-
not pass through the market outside
of the exchange.

“In Winnipeg the Exchange is in
such good standing that the city and
courts appoint it as the arbitrator in
the question of the closing and the
opening of streets. If the city has any
properity it wishes to dispose of it asks
the Exchange to fix a value upon it.”

In compclusion, Mr. Simpson said that
the main object of the Exchange was
to establish a fixity of value.

MIOWERA REACHES
OUTER WHARF

VARIABLE WINDS
ARE ENCOUNTERED

Runs Into Heavy Fog off Cape Fiat-
tery---Brings Japanese For
Prince Rupert.

Coming from the Antipodes the R. M.
S. Miowera, Captain F. A. Hemming,
reached the outer wharf on Friday
afternoon. She was a day behind her
scheduled time, having been delayed by
fog off Cape Flattery.

The Miowera sailed trom Sydney on
the 21st of January. Between that
port and Brisbane she experienced
light southeasterly breezes with mod-
erate seas. She reached Brisbane on
the 23rd of January, and left at mid-
night on the same date. The wind now
veered to the southeast and blew frésh
and strong, at times rising to a gale.
| She ran through heavy choppy segs as
| far as Walpole Island, when the wind
| changed and blew from the northwest.
| From here to Suva the weather con-
tinued fine, although there was a mod-
erate swell on the waters. Suva was
reached on the 29th January, and the
following day the vessel sailed. As far
as Hull Island light to moderate east
northeasterly winds and fine weather
Were encountered. On the 2nd of Feb-
ruary in longitude 170 degrees west,
she crossed - the equator, and from
thence to Honolulu experienced moder-
ate to fresh northeasterly winds with
fine weather, arriving at Honolulu on
the 7th inst. She left the same day
and ran into moderate and light vari-
able winds as far as Cape Flattery,
where she encountered a dense heavy
fog. It was 10 o’'clock on Thursday
night when she reached the Straits,
and she wouid have reached Victoria at
€ a. m. yesterday, only she had to pro-
ceed with great caution owing to the
| atmospheric conditions.

There were 196 passengers on board
the <Canadian-Australian liner, and
these included 62 Japanese, who were
bound for different points in the Unit-
ed States, and some for Prince Rupert.
Sixty mechanics from New South
Wales, attracted by the stories of the
large wages earned in the reconstruc-
tion of San Francisco, also reached
port en route to the Golden Gate.

The Miowera landed 106 bags of mail
at the outer wharf, 97 of which were
for the United States and 9 for Vie-
toria. Some 200 cases of Australian
butter were also landed here from a
total cargo of 2,000 tons of general mer-
chandise.

OVER EIGHT HUNDRED
KILLED AND INJURED

Casualties in Six Months Railway Accidents In
States--The Latest Catastrophe on New
York Central.

New York, Feb. 18.—The Tribune to- l
day says: The record of railroad ac- |
cidents and deaths and injuries result-
ing from them in this country for the
Jast six months is astounding.

“According to newspaper records
from August 1st, 1906, to date, there
have been forty-nine serious
enough to cause injury or loss of life.
They resulted in the loss of 351 lives
and the injury of 474 persons.

“The month with the greatest record
was January, when twenty wrecks oc-

wrecks

curred.”
Electric Train Wrecked.

New York, Feb. 17.—Sixteen passen-
gers were killed outright, four others
died of their injuries up to Saturday
midnight, and at least fifty more were
more or less injured in the wreck of
the White Plains & Brewster express,
on the Harlem division of the New
York Central & Hudson railroad, near
Woodlawn road, in the Bronx borough
of Greater New York yesterday.

The express, a six-car electric train,
Jumped the track at & curve near
Woodland road, in the Bronx. The
train left the Grand Central station at
813 o’clock, drawn by two hea'.y viec-
tric motors and loaded with a muaiinee
crowd and commuters on their way
home from business in the city.

At Woodlawn the four tracks run
through a rough, rocky cut and take a
sharp curve. When the train reached
the curve it was going at a speed es-
timated at eighty miles an hour.

Both motors and the smoking car
swung safely around the curve but the
other cars left the rails and plunged
over the sides with a terrific crash,
tearing up the track for a hundred
yards before they collapsed. Of those
instantly killed by far the greater num-
ber were women.

Many were mangled beyond recogni-
tion. Thoese most seriously injured
were hurried to the hospitals while the
coroners took charge of the dead as
fast as the bodies were recovered.

Fire started in the overturned cars,
but the ftames were quickly extin-
guished and firemen lent their aid to
injured.

Throughout the city the telephone ooms=
pany and the city electric lighting system
use common poles, in places the municipa’
wires being strung on telephone poles and
vice versa.

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DISORGANIZATION
AND INCAPACITY

KUROPATKIN TELLS
OF THE LATE WAR|

Charges Officers Who Held High|
Commands With Disobedience--
Reasons for Failure.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 14.—General
Kuropatkin’s history of the Russo-
Japanese war, which was confiscated
Russian government, has at
become accessible, despite the
most extreme precautions to prevent
this galling official indictment from
reaching the public, ‘The work con-
sists of three bulky volumes, respect-
ively devoted to the crucial events of
the war, the battle of Liao Yang, the
battle of the Shan River and the
Wattle of Mukden. The voluminous
geheral orders, statistics, reports and
other documentary matter have been
collated by Col. Bolkhovetonoff, of the
general staff. These, with the ‘“con-
clusions” which have been formulated,
constitute most
Amazing Revelations

of disorganization and incapacity, and
even of disobedience of specific and
urgent orders on the part of certain
general officers entrusted with high
commands in the field, notably General
Kaulbars, against whom a forrr}idab]e
indictment is framed, saddling upon
his shoulders practically the entire
responsibility for the crushing defeat
at Mukden.

Kuropatkin’s reasons for the failure
of the “war are based chiefly on a
comparison of the warlike spirit of the
Japanese, their preparedenss and valor,
which he says had never been seen in
any previous war, and their ability to
maintain the mnumerical superiority
necessary to assume the offensive, with
the disadvantages of Russia owing to
the inadequacy of the single track rail-
road from Europe, in feeding her fight-
ing strength, with commanding officers
disobeying orders in a hopeless state
of

by the

Confusion and Cross purposes,
with a low state of morale and confi-
dence among the troops, and continu-
ous news from home of internal trou-
bles and of insults and reproaches
against the army. The general closes
his survey of the causes of the defeat
of the Russians with the pathetic re-
flection that if Russia had been unit-
ed and ready to make sacrifices neces-
sary to safeguard her dignity and in-
tegrity, the ‘“valiant Russian army
would have_striven until the foe was
subdued.”

The Mukden volume opems witHa&gra
sketch of the early -events of -the war,
showing that there were divided
counsels from the outset over the de-
fences of Port Arthur. In February,
1904, Kuropthkin presented two mem-
oranda to the Emperor concerning the
plan of operations. In the filrst he
wrote: “During the earlier period of
the campaign our chief task must be,
not to permit our troops to be beaten
in detail, but gradually strengthen
them and prepare ourselves for an ad-
vance. We must begin it with suffi-
cient forces, and not until-we have all
the necessaries for an uninterrupted
advance during a comparatively long
time.”

On the margin of this memorandum
the Emperor wrote the laconic com-
ment, “Just so.”

Kuropatkin goes on to show how
his efforts to realize this programme
were checkmated in numerous ways
by the

horses, dwelling upon the details given
in order to show the utter inadequacy
of the Manchurian army to cope with
the situation. Indeed, after tracing the
events down to the end of May, Kuro-
patkin admits that had Gen. ‘Kuroki

The whole narrative is a dismal re-
trospect of unpreparedness and disor-
ganization. Kuropatkin says of the
famous Tenth corps, that little energy
was shown by its commanders, and
there was “Insufficient firmness in the
case of certain regiments, especially
among the reservists, rank and _flle,
who, under various pretexts, went to
the rear.”

General Bilderling’'s tactics at Liao
Yang are severely criticized. his
troops are declared to have been raw,
inexperienced and untrustworthy, and
they met with constant failure. Gen.
Orloff's force of twelve thousand men
simply bolted from the field in wild
disorder, with the result that a splen-
did position was lost. What was
lacking through the fighting at Liao
Yang, Kuropatkin says, was ‘‘greater
effort on the part of the troops and
more capable handling on the part of
he leaders.”

General Kuropatkin says Xaulbars
was ordered on Feburary 15th by the
commander-in-chief to immediately as-
certain the precise strength of the
enemy, the direction of their move-
ments and thelr intentions. These or-
ders were frequently repeated, but
none were obeyed, and the commander-
in-chief consequently was forced to
make his decisions hastily on informa-
tion that was false and incomplete.
Kaulbars, who had been specially as-
signed to the task of arresting Nogi's
turning movement, acted under erron-
eous information and devoted all his
time and attention to the movement’'s
of Oku’'s army on the west front, mis-
taking it for the forces under Nogi.

IRELAND AND
IRISH AFFAIRS

OCCUPY PROMINENT
PLACE IN PARLIAMENT

Council Will Be Established in Which
the Elective Element Will
Predominate.

London, Feb, 14.—Following closely
upon his announcement yesterday of
the intention of the government to in-
troduce a measure to improve the gov-
ernment of Ireland, Augustine Bir-
rell, chief secretary to Ireland, gave
formal notize to-day that a bill “to es-
tablish an Irish council and for other
purposes connected therewith,” will be
introduced. Thus the Liberal govern-
ment is keeping its promise to the Na-
tionalists fo place Irish legislation to
‘the forefront at the present session of
parliament.

The bill, although all the details have
not yet been made public, will provide
for a council, in which the elective ele-
ment will predominate. A number of
nominative members are retained in
order to placate the Liberals who are
opposed to an entirely representative
body.

It is understood also that this coun-
cil will have extensive administrative
powers, but its right to legislate will
be limited.

SURVIYOR OF STEAMER
MAKES STATEMENT

Larchmont---More Bodies Have
Been Recovered.’

Block Island, R. I, F'eb. 14.—One mare
grim harvest of twenty-three victims
of the disaster to the ill-fated steamer
Larchmont, which the intrepid Block
Island fishermen gathered yesterday in
nearby waters, wds sent to the main-
land to-day, and as the deathladen
boat left this afternoon for Providence,
the corpse of another victim was
brought in by the fishing schooner
Theresa, making in all fifty-four bodies
that have been recovered. .

The steamer Kentucky carried away
forty-nine bodies yesterday, as well as
eighteen survivors. The tugboat Roger
Williams, which came down this after-
noon from Providence, steamed: back
with 23 rigid forms on her decks. The
body of Harry Eckles, a resident of
this island, will :be buried here, while
that of an unknown negro waiter
which was brought in just before dark
will probably be sent to the mainland
by the steamer to-morrow.

One survivor, Miss Sadie Colub, of
Boston, still remains on the island, she
ie being cared for at the home of George
Milliken.

This afternoon she told several of
the newspaper men that ‘when she
begged either Captain McVey or Pur-
ser Young to take her in their boats,
they pushed her back and the lifeboat
left the Larchmont with only six in
it, although it would have held twenty
more. When the steamer went down,
she found herself on a piece of wreck-
age and remained on it until picked up
ten hours later by the crew of the figh-
ing schooner Elsie. Miss Colub was
very emphatic in her charge against
Captain McVey and the officers of the
Larchmont.

Miss Golub, who had remained un-
conscious since being brought ashore,
regained her senses this afternoon and
was very eager to make a statement.
It was stated to-night that she will re-
cover, although her hands and feet are
badly frost bitten.

While it is' certain that
ninety per cent. of ‘the‘‘mayors and
municipal councils will accept the par-
ish form of contract they cahnot legal-
ly be constrained by the federal gov-
ernment and the municipal council of
the department of the Charente-In-
ferieure, of which ex-Premier Combes
is president; has already decided to
abide by the rules of the law on Feb-
ruary 2nd, 1907, which places the
Catholic churches at the disposition of
the Catholic clergy without the parish
priests.

The members of the household of the
Archbishop of Paris, Cardinal Richard,
take exception to the idea that an
agreement relating to the churches will
in any sense constitute a solution of
the religious issue. In this connection,
a prelate who is close to the archbishop
said: ‘““We wished primarily to save
public worship from shipwreck, &and
upon that point we are succeeding, but
beyond that the religious question was
not advanced a foot.”

WOMAN SUFFRAGISTS;

Demonstration at Entrance to House of
Commons—S8ixty Arrests.

London, ¥eb. 14.—The woman suf-
fragists, whose leaders have sworn not
io desist in their violent agitation until
parliament has granted their demands,
appear likely to “give the authorities
considerable trouble. They yesterday
made a more determined and better or-
ganized demonstration than ever be-
fore, in the course of which more than
sixty women were arrested. It was
nearly midnight before all obtained
bail.

From an early hour yesterday after-
noon until 10 p. m., a large force of
police had their hands full in defending
the precincts of parliament from suf-
fragist raids. Every entrance to the
House of Commons was guarded by de-
tachments of policemen, while other
officers of the law were engaged in
clearing the adjacent streets and fifty
constables were kept in reserve for em-
ergency.

Ag the House was about to adjourn,
Claude George Ray, a member, called
attention to the disturbance and pro-
tested against using the House of par-
liament as a fortress to be filled with
police to protect the members against
women. Home Secretary Gladstone re-
plied to Mr. Ray, saying he had little
knowledge of what was going on out-
side, but that the measures employed
were for the general convenience of the
members, and he was sure no unneces-
sary violence had been used.

Miss Annie Kennie, one of the lead-
ers. who has %been imprisoned three
times, declares that if woman suffrage
is not granted during this session, she
will march 1,000 women .cotton mill
operatives from the north, who will
confront the ministers on the floor of
the House of Commons.

The Tribune and other papers com-
plain that the police were needlessly
brutal in dispersing the woman suf-
fragists yesterday. It is declared that
more than 500 police were employed to
restrain the women; that many. inno-
cent persons suffered by the charges of
the mounted men, and that the suffra-
gists in many cases were badly mauled.
Among the women arrested is, -Mrs.
Deshard, a sister of Gen. French, the
uncaptured heroine of . many previous
demonstrations, and who led. in the
agitation yesterday.

Fifty-six 'woman suffragists, who
were arrested within the precincts of
parliament last evening, were arraign-
ed in police court to-day, charged with
disorderly conduct and resisting the
police. Mrs. Deshard was sentenced to
pay a filne of $10 or twenty-one days’
imprisonment. Some of the women,
who previously had been imprisoned
for engaging in suffragist demonstra-
tions, also were fined $10 with the
option of a months’ imprisonment. The
rest of the prisoners were condemned
to. pay $6 fine each or-.undergo two
weeks in jail. They all elected to go to
prison.

Ottawa, Feb. 15.—In the House yes-
terday Hon. R. Lemieux in moving the
second reading of the bill for preven-
tion and settlement -of strikes. and
lockouts, referred lo.ine godd work it
would accomplish, and’ in doing do he
gave a brief review of the éxcellent
record of thé labor department. If the
service ‘of the department had been ac-
cepted there"would have been no bloody
affair at Buckingham, but that mat-
ter was now in the courts. At Leth-
bridge the department met with sue-
cess. In conmection with the Bell Tele-
phone Company strike the department
succeeded in getting all parties back to
work. The company declared at the
beginning that they would not take
gome of the strikers back under any
circumstances. A commission was now
at work investigating this matter., The
right of society was greater than the
interests of two parties engaged in a
strike or lockout. That was the great
justification for a Dbill to prevent
strikes and lockouts. The general
features of the bill were accepted by
employees.

Hon. Mr. Mulock paid a high compli-
ment to Sir Willlam Mulock for the
valuable services he rendered to labor.
Sir William had been a wage earner
himself, and knew how to sympathize
with the working classes. The settle-
ment of the Lethbridge strike was one
of the last testimonials to the concilia-
tion act of Sir 'W. Mulock. Hon. Mr:
Lemeiux read from President Roose-
velt’s message to congress what he re-
garded as a strong recommendation in
favor of the proposed legislation.

THAW CASE ADJOURNED,

Hearing Will Be Resumed on Monday
—Jurors Given Liberty,

New York, Feb. 14.—Another tragic
chapter in the history of the Thaw-
White case was written to-day, when
grim death came in to halt the famous
trial in its fourth week. The wife .of
juror No. 11, Mrs. Joseph B. Bolton,
passed away this afternoon soon after
her husband had reached her bedside.
He had been summoned from the
courtroom, where the trial had been
in progress for less than fifteen min-
utes.

The formal announcement of Mrs.
Bolton’s death was made in court
shortly after 2 p.m., the hour set for
the afternoon session, and Justice
Fitzgerald immediately ordered an ad-
journment of the case until Monday.
The court algo ordered, with the con-
sent of counsel, that the other eleven
jurors be given their liberty and no
longer be held together. He admon-
ished them to be guided by their
honor and their oath, and not to read
the newspapers or discuss the Thaw
case with anybody.

Nelson, Feb. 14.—Word reached here
to-night of the drowning on Wednes-
day night in the Lower Arrow lake of
Robt.

a perusal of Old Country
newspapers that a great awakening has
taken place in regard to the future of
(Canada,and especially of British Colum-
bia, as the land that is full of the most
brilliant prospects for energetic immi-
grants of all classes who are ambitious
to improve their condition in life. At
the same time our correspondents in-
form us that in proportion as Canada
grows in favor the efforts of the agents
of sister colonies to promote immigra-
tion to their own special fields increase.
It is astonishing, for example, to learn

Under the new order there is
no reason why British Columbia should
not get her fair share of the immigra-
tion which is doing so much to promote
the extraordinary prosperity that is a
pronounced feature of the business sit-
uation of the new provinces and of
nearly all the older provinces of Can-
ada. Once the tide sets in this direc-
tion, we are convinced that the rival-
ries of other communities more exten-
sively advertised in the most effective
advertising form—prosperous settlers
writing to their friends at home and
telling them of the improvements in
their fortunes—will be unable to over-
some it.

Mr. Kirk
said he was inforined that there was
no immigrant rate given for British
Columbia.

Vancouver, Feb. 15.—E. McBain, of
Vernon, was arrested to-day on a
charge of having murdered Jeweller
Zimmerman at Penticton two we:zks
ago.

The arrest was made by T. O. Conk-
lin, assistant of Mr, Walsh, of the
Canadian detectlve bureau. McBain
has been under surveillance for several
days.

Zimmerman was killed in his own
store, his head being chopped to piece
with an axe. .

EXPLOSION IN MINE.

One Man Killed and Another Injured
in the White Bear at Rossland.

Rossland, - Feb. 15.—Thomas Curno
was killed and Fred Northinger in-
jured, in the White Bear mine yester-
day forenoon by the accidental dis-
charge of a missed hole. They were
working on the 800-foot level after a
round of holes had been fired. Nor-
thinger was picking, and his pick pene-
trated a hole and exploded the dyna-
mite left in it. The full force of the
explosion struck Curno in the stomach,
tearing it out, while Northinger escaped
with a few slight bruises around the
head.

The deceased miner had been a resi-
dent of the city for nine months, com-
ing here from Cornwall, England, He
was 21 years old and unmarried.

FATALLY BURNED,

Mrs. McLean, of Montreal, Succumbs
to Her Injuries.

Montreal, Quebec, Feb. 18.—Agnes
McLean, wife of Rev. John Turnbull,
passed Wy at the Royal Victoria
hospital as a result of burns received
on Saturday. The decesed, who was
74 years old, was engaged on Saturday
cooking on a gas stove at the family
residence, 1,316 Fifth avenue. Shé was
wearing a light kimona with wide
sleeves. Evidently one of the sleeves
got into the firé, burning her fatally.

HOCKEY PLAYER 'ACQUITTED.

Case Against Harry Smith, of Ottawa,
Disposed of in Montreal Court.

Montreal, Feb. 18.—Judge Piche ac-
quitted Harry Smith, the Ottawa
hockey player, in the police court to-
day.

SALVATION ARMY
_ IMMIGRANTS SAIL

Thirty First Class Mechanics Already
on Their Way to This City--
Household Servants.

In about two weeks the vanguard of
the immigrants who are being brought
to this proviuce by the Salvation Army
will reach here.

Capt. Travis, local superintendent of
the Army’s work, has received notice
that about March 1st thirty mechanics
from different points of the United
Kingdom will arrive in Victoria. Quite
a number of the men are married and
will bring their families with them.
This fact indicates that the ranks of
the wage-earning class will be aug-
mented still further for quite a number
of the men have daughters who are
looking forward to domestic service to
dssist their parents.

It is worth noting, as proving the
opening there is in this city and in the
province for the two classes in ques-
tion, that every one of the three-score
men who aic now on the way are al-
ready placed, and have positions of
employment awaiting them.

As to the domestic servants—well,
their coming will be as eagerly awaited
to lift the domestic siege, as was that
of the troops of Havelock by the be-
leaguered residents of Lucknow.

The party is a fraction of a shipload
which is expected almost daily now at
Halifax and on which there are a
thousand immigrants coming to Can-
ada under Army auspices.

It is worth noting also that Brigadier
Howell has carried out his intention
expressed to a representative of the
Times when here in the fall, that of
appointing a special officer to superin-
tend Army immigration work in British
Columbia. This officer will come to the
coast with the party in question and
will superintend the arrival and placing
of those who follow.

VICTORIA WEATHER.

The Whninipeg Bulletin ‘of a recent
date publishes another letter from
Richard Waugh, who has become so
well known in this city. Mr. Waugh
deals with the climatlc conditions ex-
isting here from the standpoint of a
Winnipegger. The letter is ag follows:

Victoria, B. C., Feb, 1.—We are get~
ting eastern mail about every three
days, an indication that the chinook
reported a day or two ago has petered
out. It felt very cold when I reached
Vancouver on the ' forenoon 'of the
12th, and every business man I called
on had his overcoat buttoned. Passen-
gers from three trains were on . the
Victoria boat that evening and every
boat since has been sending. more in
here. I think I meet an average of 50
people every day who hail from east of
the Rockies, but mostly from Mani-
toba. Then there are the last year’s
lot and some dating much further
back. We have had several degrees of
frost for one or two nights, but there
is no snow anywhere and I saw a snow-
drop peeping through the leaves yes-
terday in Mr. Mitchell’s grounds. He
built a concrete house there last winter
and that will be a fancy place in a
vear or two for he manages to find out
all the best ways of growlng orna-
mental plants. Laurels planted last
spring made a yard of growth before
winter, and I saw fall planted sweet
peas peeping through the dry leaves.
His roses and dahlias will make their
mark in due season.

Kenneth MacKenzie, sr., has one of
the finest places in the city, overlook-
ing the Gorge, a curious arm of the
bay. The house cost thousands mor:2
to build than he paid for it. Th=
grounds are tastefully laid out with
big, choice shrubs and trees, and le
has added on lots all round. His simn
Adam has a big cottage at Beacon
Hill, on an equally fine site, aiso b»au-
tifully laid out. In fact for everything
that can make a place desirable I see
nothing to surpass that of the two
MacKenzies. Adam is sporting # very
showy team of drivers, and ®biought
down on the same train with me a
recently acquired wife.

Less pretentious is a $5,000 cottage on
Michigan street, behind the parliament
buildings, bought last week by J. M.
Perkins. There is about an acre of
ground on which to exercise his taste
as a gardener. Mrs. Walter Scott, ex-
Ald. Fletcher and Scotsman Suther-
land are also in evidence. George Hope
is noted as  a consulting landscape
gardener and has far more scope here
than he ever had at Carberry to dis-
play his skill, although he does not get
as much curling.

Just to give your people an idea of
the differences in climave [ take Janu-
ary 15th, the coldest day I have seen
here and about the coldest known for
14 years. For two nights at that date
Victoria was about 15 degrees, Van-
couver and New Westminster 2 de-
grees. Yours was—38 degrees and Ed-
monton—46 degrees. To-day is the
28th, the minimum at Victoria 32 de-
grees, but the north wind made it feel
quite frosty. Winnipeg and Edmonton
about equal—30 degrees. If we took the
whole month, it might show a differ-
ence in favor of Victoria over Winni-
peg of 50 degrees to sometimes 60 de-
grees. Victoria is better than the
mainland by 12 degrees to 15 degrees.
There is usually less rainfall here bu:®
further north on the Island the rain is
sometimes excessive.

If the February excursions material-
ise, those who come may reckon on
finding broom, primroses and the other
spring flowers in full bloom, as the un-
wonted cold .spell is a probable guaran-
tee of finer weather in February.

It seems to me that the real estate
boom is a little feverish here. Winni-
peg men and money excite the natives
too much. I hear that one man has
gone crazy because after selling at a
fancy price, another man made a big
‘rise” on it. Some figures quoted for
fruit lands are much too high. It will
take no common wheat grower to make
3500 an acre off fruit.

“civilization” and conventionality im-
pose too great a restraint upon whole-
some and healthful living? We feel a
certain superficiality about life that
Jars, and makes us envy the little chil-
dren. The truth is, we are afraid of
what other people might think.

We spend too much of our time
in the store, and office and bother our
heads very little about the quality of
our people. We send our daughters to
the typing stool and department store,
and at the same time deplore infant
mortality. Certain it is that the condi-
tions under which the average girl has
to earn her living are not conducive to
the welfare of the race. Our American
cousins are teaching their gorls agri-
culture. I'm glad of it.
tion of the soil insures health and
beauty, which it certainly does, let
them have it.

strong and robust as men, as they are
in certain parts of Europe to-day. Sup-
plant Mrs. 'Grundy with a little com-
mon sense, and watch the result.

Why not start a colony among inter-
ested people, based on co-operative
principles for the purpose of living the
“simple life,” having as its object the
elemination of diseases through natural
living, the development of self-culture
and the higher spiritual faculties, in
other words, get an ideal environment
for the growth of the highest type of
men and women. There are eertain
methods of living whereby superior
latent powers can be developed, and
diseases eliminated, and the body
brought into harmony with nature.

Immigration Official Preparing for
Busy Season---One Man Killed
in Collision.

Winnipeg, Feb. 15.—From across the
seas, and from the east and south, the
big rush of immigrants will soon be
in full swing, and the countless
swarms of men, women and children
of all nationalities who annually emi-
grate to find new homes In Western
Canada will soon begin to arrive. The
large staff of employees at the Do-
minion government immigration hall is
now busy preparing for the usual
spring arrivals. Already the newcom-
ers are streaming in in great numbers
from the south and east, and the depot
is thronged with all nationalities at the
time of the arrival and departure of
trains. In about two weeks time, how-
ever, the great rush of the year will
commence, as, according to Commis-
sioner J. Obed Smith, more immigrants
by far arrive during March than in any
other month. Mr. Smith also stated
that the arrivals during January this
vear were a good deal in excess of those
for the corresponding month last year.
Considering the kind of weather which
prevailed, these figures are surprising,
but are only a forerunner of what is to
come.

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ANNUAL CHURCH MEETING.
Reports Received Shows Flourishing
Condition of Presbyterian Church.

The annual meeting of the congrega-
tion of the First Presbyterian church
was held on Thursday evening.

JAPANESE IN
'FRISCO SCHOOLS

AN AGREEMENT HAS
BEEN REACHED

e e

Action Deferred Until Immigration
Bill, Including Exclusion Clause,
Is Passed

Washington, Feb. 15.—The San Fran-
cisco school controversy growing out
of the segregation of the Japanese
school children in that city has been
settled.

The basis of the agreement reached
at the White House conference’ to-day
is that Mayor Schmitz and the mem-
bers of the school board shall immedi-
ately after the passage of the immigra-
tion bill, as reported by the conference
in congress, abolish the Oriental schools
and again admit Japanese children into
the white schools. President Roosevelt
and Secretary of State Root gave the
San Franciscans assurance that if the
bill is not passed at this session of the
congress an extra session will be called
immediately after the adjournment on
March 4th.

The abolition of the Oriental schools
applies, of course, only to the use of
them by the Japanese. Thelr mainten-
ance for the Chinese will be continued.

Mayor Schmitz issued a statement
to-night, saying: ‘“We have come to a
satisfactory understanding upon the as-
sumption that congress will pass the
amendment to the immigration bill in-
troduced on February 12th. TUntil the
amendment is enacted into a law we
shall make no statement as to what
the agreement is.”

Mayor Schmitz received the answer
of the Japanese government to his pro-
posal for separate schools from Secre-
tary Root this morning, and after con-
ferring with the members of the school
board he again called at the state de-
partment and informed Secretary Root
that the board had finally reached an
agreement to reseind its order closing
the existing Oriental schools, but no
action would be taken in this direction
until the immigration bill, including the
exclusion amendment, had been passed
by congress and signed by the presi-
dent. No official statement was issued
at the White House.

Attitude of League.

San Francisco, Feb. 16.—The Japanese
and Korean exclusion league, made up
of many civic bodies, opposes what it
terms temporizing on the part of Mayor
Schmitz on the Japanese school ques-
tion. Officers of the league demand
that the mayor hold out for an exclu-
sive law as severe against the Japanese
as that now applying to! Chinese. The
president of the leggue had received
no answer to-night to a telegram which
he sent last night to the mayor at
Washington.

Japan’s Views,

London, Feb. 15.—In a dispatch from
Tokio the correspondent of the Times
says: It is denied here upon authority
that Japan has agreed to any solution
of the San Francisco problem depend-
ing upon restriction of the admission
of Japanese laborf§rs to the TUnited
States.

RETROSPECTION BY
THE LABOR PARTY

The Trades Unions Will be Asked
Whether Nominees Are to Be
Supported.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

After the recent test of strength at
the provincial elections the local
branch of the Canadian Labor party
seems disposed to seek information as
to whether the third party is wanted. It
wili be remembered that the organiza-
tion of the Canadian Labor party was
decided upon at the meeting of the
Canadian Trades and Labor Congress
held in Victoria. The machinery was
set in motion by the congress, looking
to the calling of the labor men to-
gether to form an independent party.
In British Columbia the approach of
the elections made immediate action
desirable if the new party was to play
a part in the provincial elections. The
fight for control of the convention,
which was held in Vancouver between
the Socialists and the trades unionists
will be well rethembered. The majority
in voting strength endorsed the Social-
ist party, while the other branch met
separately and organized.

The recent eiection throughout the
province has not resulted very satis-
factory to the new party. It is per-
fectly evident that trades unionists for
the greater part adhered in their allegi-
ance to one or other of the old parties.

The labor unions of the city are be-
ing asked to express an opinion on the
necessity for a third party. A circular
issued by the secretary of the Victoria
branch of the Canadian Labor party
suggested that the question will come
up at the next sitting of the Trades and
Labor Congress in Winnipeg. The cir-
cular in seeking information sets forth
as follows:

“A provincial executive was formed
and branches established at Victoria,
Esquimalt, Vancouver and New West-
minster. From the first ineeption up
to the present writing the movement
has failed to obtain the co-operation of
trades unionists, the lceal election
showing that out of 1,200 odd members,
but 200 supported their candidates, As
in most cases, the unexpected hap-
pened. The active support has come
from outside the unions. This is due

to the belief that present methods can |
only be changed with the widening
influence of a third force, hence a

desire to assist the party in legislationl
of a reform nature.

“It is unnecessary to remind your
union that this is the second attempt
by labor for political expression; on
both occasions it has failed in its sup-
port,

“Before the matter is finally placed
before the executive of the Trades and
Labor Congress at its next sitting, I
have been requested to circularize your
union and to obtain your views.

“First—Do you believe that a labor
rarty is a necessity in obtaining
Jabor’s rights and legislation in the
general interest?

‘‘Second—If so, what part are the in-
dividual members of your union willing
to take in voicing that sentiment?

“We desire to know if we are want-
ed, if the labor unions have any re-
sponsibility in their creations. The self-
sacrifices of a few should not be de-
manded if such a movement is not re-
guired. Success can be obtained only
through collective effort.

“We also call your attention that
owing to the failure of labor in rally-
ing to the support of one of its candi-
dates, the deposit fee was lost, and a
total indebtedness of $133.60 now con-
fronts us.

“Your goodwill toward making this
sum good would be appreciated, other-
wise it will have to be met by assess-
ment upon those who have contributed
heavily in the first instance.”

THE CHANNEL FLEET.

Empress of Britain Crossed Atlantic
in Nineteen Hours Less Time
Than Lucania.

VANCOUVER ISLAND.

British Newspaper Correspondent’s
Flattering Forecast of the
Immediate Future.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

In an article by R. W. Wilson in the
Newcastle Daily ' Chronicle recently,
dealing with railway advances in Can-
ada during 1906, the following with re-
gard to British Columbia appears:

Much has been said and written of
the remarkable development of Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan and Alberta, dur-
ing the first six years of the present
century, but in the near future the pro-
vince of British Columbia, and parti-
cularly Vancouver Island, is likely to
claim even greater attention. A year
or more ago, the Canadian Pacific
bought out the Esquimalt & Nanaimo
railway on Vancouver Island, together
with the enormous land grants acquir-
ed by the Dunsmuir family in early
days, when land on the Island was
given away with a prodigality that to-
day seems little short of appalling. Mr.
James Dunsmuir, the head of the
Dunsmuir family, is now the Lieuten-
ant-Governor of British Columbia, and
in accepting this office he found it de-
sirable to withdraw from active busi-
ness. Hence he sold the entire under-
taking of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo
railway, of which he was president.and
principal proprietor, and the Canadian
Pacific got it for a less sum than he
was subsequently offered for a portion
of the lands that were transferred with
the railway. The <Canadian Pacific
management has, during the past year,
been going carefully into all the details
of their Vancouver Island purchase,
and have decided to exploit and de-
velop it on an extended scale. As a
start, Sir Thomas Shaughnessy has an-
nounced that the Canadian Pacific will
at once begin clearing 150,000 acres of
magnificent, rich soil, suitable for small
farms and fruit orchards. The timber
on Vancouver Island 1is, as a rule,
heavy, and clearing it off is heart-
breaking and tedious work for the
small settler, whereas gangs of men

WILL DEPORT
FOUR HINDUS

Under sections twenty-eight and thir-
ty-two of the Dominion Immigration
Act, the Hindus who were committed
for vagrancy will be deported. The
sections in question provide (a) that
anyone coming into the country and
becoming a public charge in less than
two years after their arrival may be
returned to the country from whence
he came. (b) That the company bring-
ing sueh aliens into the country is re-
quired to return them at its own ex-
pense to their native land.

The four in question have been beg-
ging about the streets for some time.
They refused work and had become a
menace to the public.

It was explained to a Times repre-
sentative that it was difficult to get
work for these since they were of a
different caste from the rest of those
resident here. Alien castes will not
work together. The stronger pushes
the weaker out. Each company works
under a headman. The headman in this
case was a dark-skinned Hindu called
Poomah. He pleaded hard that they
might be allowed to return to work.
They had sold all their property in In-
dia and were now ruined. Hventually
one of the number produced $25, show-
ing that they were not destitute. The
others also had money.

The remainder of those who have
come here are at work in v2rious parts
of the island and are doing well. Socme
are working for the Dunsmuirs, and
some for Sayward. hey are tractable,
intelligent and hard workers and cause
no trouble so long as their caste sys-
tem is respected. In both these places
they are giving every satisfaction, and
one man states they have the Chinese
“skinned to death.”

The only cases in which trouble has
arisen here has been through trying to
break the caste principle or ignoring
the headmen. It is by following the
latter’s principle and respecting the
former that the English people have
retained their supremacy in India.

As soon as people here recognize this
fact there will be no trouble, say the
local authorities. They decline, how-
ever, to have anything more to do with
these, as the men have refused work
when it was offered them. It is not the
policy of the British government to en-
courage the idle, thriftless or those of
criminal tendencies to settle in the
colonies. In accordance with this policy
these are being returned.

The Norwegian steamer Haldis left
Vancouver yesterday for Sulzer to
bring south the first consignment of
ore. Charles A. Sulzer, general man-
ager of the Alaska Industrial Com-
pany, who has been making arrange-
ments with Mackenzie Bros. for the use
of the steamer, went north on that ves-
sel.

“The Haldis will bring south between
2,600 and 2,800 tons of ore,”
Sulzer prior to his departure on the
steamer, “and for the next few months
the Alaska Industrial Company will
ship to the Ladysmith smelter about a
thousand tons monthly. “We are now
equipping the mine with power drills
and making preparations for more ex-
tensive development than has been
carried on in the past.

Moderate northeasterly winds with a
swollen sea were then the order until
Cape Flattery was reached, where a
thick fog prevailed. From there she
had to feel her way into port, as heavy
rolling banks of fog swept around her
until she came .off the shores of Van-
couver Island this morning.

The Bucentaur brought 800 tons of
general merchandise from New Zea-
land for Vancouver. This chiefly con-
sisted of wool, flax, hides and sugar.

During the night she lay at: the outer
wharf, being fog bound, and on Satur-
day sailed for Vancouver at 8.15 o’clock.

TRUSTEES MEET
IN NELSON

WANT CANADIAN FLAG
T0 FLY OVERB. C. SCHOOLS

Many Resolutions Passed at Conven-
tion--Entrance Examinations at
Christmas.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The third annual convention- of the
school trustees of British Columbia has
just closed in Nelson. Valuable work
was done, and the trustees who at-
tended carried away some valuable
jdeas. Victoria was not represented at
the convention, a letter from Superin-
tendent Eaton being read, in which on
behalf of the local board he expresed
his regret that owing to a pressure of
work, Victoria could not be represent-
ed. The letter expressed the continued
sympathy of the local board with the
work of the association, and expressed
the wish that the session then in pro-
gress would be successful. The provin-
cial superintendent of education was
also unable to be present.

Perhaps the most important resolu-
tion passed unanimously was the fol-
lowing:

“Resolved, that a provision should
be inserted in the School Act mak-
it compulsory to fly the Canadian
flag on all' school houses during
school hours.”

Christmas Entrance.

A resolution introduced by  the Nel-
son delegates proposing to do away
with the Christmas entrance examin-
ations to the High schools was lost
largely through the opposition of the
delegates from Vancouver, and its sur-
rounding municipalities.

The chief objection taken to the mo-
tion was voiced by Supt. Argue, of
Vancouver, who pointed out ‘that the
change would be a very serious one for
the city he represented and Victoria,
since it would interfere with the semi-
annual grading in the schools so ne-
cessary to make room in the lower div-
jsions for the accommodation of new
pupils entering twice a year, in the
summer and at Christmas. D. P. Kane
of Kaslo, also objected, pointing out
that in the newer high schools, every
opportunity to move a pupil forward
from the public to the High school was
of advantage in that it enabled the lat-
ter to keep its attendance somewhere
near the required standard.

The Inspector’'s Views.

Inspector Stewart said that, from a
departmental point of view, it would be
preferable to have but one examina-
tion a year. He saw, however, that
new high schools, struggling to keep up
their attendance, desired a Christmas
examination, while the big cities, at
the other extreme and on exactly op-
posite grounds, held the same view. But
the prosperous intermediate high
schools favored a single annual exam-
ination. There were evidently two
sets of conditions so contradictory that
they gould not be easily harmonized.

Looking at the guestion from a pure-
1y academic point of view, he said he
would do away with Christmas exam-
inations at one swoop. He hoped that
the association would give him a con-
cise expression of opinion on the broad
principle, not subject to local condi-
tions, which he might take away with
him.

More frequent - inspection of rural
schools  was also urged. Inspector
Stewart favored this provided it would
be attended with an increase. in the
staff of inspectors and a résolution in
accordance wag passed unanimously.

The resolutions introeduced Ilast year
by Dr. Ernest Hall, of this city, were
considered. One relating to the teach-
ing of sexual physiology was at once

thrown out, but the second, opposing |

the training of school children in mili-
tary exercises, was amended so as to
make it clear that it referred only to
the development of a spirit of militar-
ism, and carried.

Other Motions.

A motion urging that steps should
be taken by the government towards
reducing the coust of text books, advo-
cating that the government should ob-
tain the copyright of the books and
sell to the trustee boards slightly above
cost, was lost, the majority of those
present believing that the time was not
as yet ripe for such a step.

Amongst other resolutions
were the following:

“Resolved, that the time has now
arrived that the government of British

' Columbia do set aside lands for public
school and university purposes.”

1. That in rural municipalities the
number of trustees be increased to 7.

3. That a penalty of suspension of
certificate should be provided in the act
for teachers who accepi an appoint-
ment and then break it just before the
commencement of a school term.

4. That inspectors should report to
trustees immediately after inspecting a
school.

5. That the‘low average of salaries
prevailing throughout the province is
to be regretted, and that an effort
should be made . to reach a higher
standard.

6. That the salaries paid officials of
the educational department, notably
the superintendent of education and
the members of the inspectorial staff,
are too low, and should be increased
in order to maintain the -dignity and
increase the efficiency of the profession.

7. That periodical medical inspection
of pupils and teachers be made com-
pulsory.

Paris,” Feb. 16.—There were persist-
ent rumors to-day that a serious clash
had occurred at this morning’s cabinet
meeting between Minister of Educa-
tion Briand and Premier Clemenceau
over the negotiations on the question
of church contracts. ® Several minis-
ters,, it was said, supported the pre-
mier, and the cabinet was reported to |
have ‘adjourned with an open breach
imminént.

Later it was learned that M. Clem-
enceau was not much opposed to what
Briand was doing, but he insisted on
a prolongation of the negotiations
which had cauged such a state of
nervousness in the -chamber of depu-
ties that the definite approval of the
majority should be obtained before
the government acted. Finally the
premier announced that, in spite of
his bad health, he would bring the
matter up in the chamber on Monday,
when the fate of the’cabinet probably
would be decided.

Subsequently it was learned that the
Prefect Amitto and Mgr. Thomas, the
vicar-general, reached a complete
agreement last night covering the
cuestion of the contracts of the lease
of the parish churches. This M.
Briand presented to the cabinet, and
M. Clemenceau took the position that
it should not be ratified until the
chamber had an opportunity to ap-
prove or disapprove it.

THE JAPANESE
ARE DISPLEASED

OBJECT TO RESTRICTION
ON IMMIGRATION

The School Question Must Be Settied
Apart From Admission of
Laborers.

Tokio, Feb. 16. The projected
amendments to the American immi-
gration law involving a restriction on
Japanese labor immigration to the
United States from the Hawaiian isl-
ands are naturally received here with
great displeasure, but the well
formed fail, under existing circum-
stances to find grounds for complaint
at this action of the government. The
council of elder statesmen and the
cabinet ministers to-day showed no
concern whatever over the diplomatic
situation.

Public opinion, owever, is decidedly
opposed to a solution of the San Fran-
cisco school problem on the basis of
the restriction of the admission of Jap-
anese laborers into the United States.
It is generally admitted that if a so-
lution is effected on the basis men-
tioned it wil arouse strong opposition
throughout the Japanese empire. The
relations between the federal govern-
ment at Washington and the govern-
ments of the various states of the
Union are little known here, and a re-
striction of the admission of laborers
would be looked upon as an unwar-
ranted concession on the face of the
treatment which the Japaneses in San
Francisco complain of.

Only the limted few who are well
posied on the actual state of affairs
are not excited, and even they do not
see why the difficulty could noé be
solved outside the labor question.

An appeal couched in strong words
has been cabled here from the Japan-
ese in San Francisco asking for na-
tional support in settling the San

in-

question of. restricting the admission
of laborers. In view of the state of
public feeling here it would not be
surprising if the Japanese government
did not agree to a settlement on the
proposed basis of restriction.

Approved By Senate,

Washingion, Feb. 16.—The adminis-
tration plan to settle the California-
Japanese situation was approved in the
senaie to-day by the adoption of the
senate committee report cn the immi-
gration bill.

This report contains a provision
which authorizes the president to ex-
clude Japanesg laborers from the
United States at his discretion. The
report will now go to the House for its
approval, which it has been stated is
assured.

“Amicably Settled.”

Washington, Feb. 16.—Mayor Schmitz
to-night announced that he would
make no statement until the House had
prassed on the exclusion amendment of
the immigration bill. This probably
will occur Monday.

Mayor Schmitz and the San Fran-
cisco school board expressed satisfac-
tion that the senate had adopted the
amendment. While admitting that the
Oriental school will not be abolished,
and that there will be no separate
school, the mayor would only say: ‘“The
whole question has been amicably ad-
justed.”

FRENCH WIRELESS STATIONS.

Will Be Taken Over By the Military
Authorities in Case of War.

Paris, Feb. 16.—The cabinet to-day

approved the recommendations of the
committce of defence relative to the
organization of wireless stations. The
coast and interior stations for com-
mercial purposes will include extra
powerful plants at Quessana, Mar-
seilles and Algiers, and ordinary sta-
tions at Boulogne Sur Mér, Havre, St.
Nazaire, Nice, and Cape Corse. They
will be placed under the administra-
tion of the minister of posts and tele-
graphs. Extra powerful naval sta-
tions will be erected at Toulon, Bi-
zerta and Oran, and ordinary stations
at Dunkirk, Cherbourg, Brest, L’Orient
Rochefort and Ajaccio. They will be
under the administration of the min-
istry of marine. Finally special mili-
