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A French Newspaper Expresses the Opimion
That a Mighty Conflict Is Inminent Among
the Great Powerg.

The Dispute Over the Possession of the Phil-

ippines Is Likely to Result in a Great
Conflagration.

Parig, Nov. 12.—The Gaulois this
morning, after referring to the Philip-
pine guestion as presenting serious com-
plications, says:

“The thing to be faced is no longer a
renewal of the conflicet between Ameri-
ca aud Spain, owing to a rupturé of ne-
cotiations, “but a general Kuwropean con-
flict. The Fashoda incident is only the
prologue to a big drama which is soon
to occupy the theatre of inter-European
politics, and one reading the papers cf
Jerlin, London and Madrid feels that
something uncomfortable is .in the “air.
spain knows that resistance upon her
part would be futile, as she would have
no chance of success, and she is looking
for a friend in Europe. Before the
I'ashoda incident any such search svousl
have been useless; but now England is
anxious to satisfy her ambitions in the
far east.”

Continuing, the Gaulois asserts that
GGreat  Britain is trying to bring ' about
an offensive and defensive -alliance with
the United States, of which .alliance; ac-
cording to the Gaulois, Great Bri‘ain
alone wouald reap the benefit.

The Gaulois then says: ‘“‘Her: -pro-
gramme is as follows: She will mduce
the United States to refuse any comzes-
sion to Spain and to refuse eoalin? st--
rions in the Philippine islands to Russia
and® Gerinany. A conflict breaks out.
England, as America’s ally. intervenes,
which forces other powers having. in-
terests in the east to take up‘arms, 'The
question then becomes no longer that
of the Philippines, but. that -of Qhina,
and finallv a European war breaks ont.”

- FIRE AT WELLINGTON. |
Weorks at No.' 5 Shaft Head Destroyed
on 'Fhursday Evening. .

Nanaimo, Nov.__lz.—At 40 o’clock on
Thursday .evening fire was discovered
‘at No. b shaft, Wellington colliery pit-
head. William @hadwick, engineer in
charge, first notieed the fire in the roof
of the engine room, and finding it was
beyond his power to check, at once gave
the @alarm. The fire gained headway
and progressed until the iames had com-
pletely destroyed the engine and boiler
houses. and more or less injured the
valuable hoisting, electrical and air-
compresscy: plants  with which this mine
was most liberally provided.

down, the boilers were “blown off,” to
prevent the possibility of = exploding,
which caused considerable excitement
among those who did not know that the
roar of steam was a safety precaution,
and fearing that the boilers were, about
to explode, there was a pell-mell rush
from the scene.

Andrew Bryden, superintendent of
the Wellington collieries, and David
Wilson, foreman of No. 5 shaft, were
lowered down into the mine while the
fire was raging overhead. They visited
every- working station of the mine and
notified the 150 men who were working
below, unconscious of the disaster which
had -befallen the hoisting gear.

They ormdered the men to make their
escape through to No. 1 mine, from
which they were hoisted to the surface
to gaze upon the ruin which will throw
them, along with 300 others, out of em-
ployment for a couple of weeks. -All of
the men got out of the mine without the
slightest mishap.

The origin of the fire is said to have
been an overheated pipe in connection
with the air-compressor. No. 5 was the
best and largest eoal-producer of the sev-
eral Wellington mines, and the loss of
this ountput at this busy season of the
coal trade will be quite » blow to Wel-
lington, as. well. as entail considerable
loss to the company, who have several
steam and sailing vessels at Departure
Bay awaiting cargoes of Wellington
eoal,

Fortunately the pit-head was saved. by
heroic efforts of the bucket brigade,
which suceeeded in preventing® the
flames from reaching the pit-head and
hoisting ' frame. : ;

The fan at No. 5 was set in operation
this morning, so as to -furnish air for
the men working in No. 1 shaft, and al-
so for the 45 mules now in No. 5 sha“t.
Steam for the fan is obtained from a
locomotive of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo
railway, which has been placed tempor-
arily in position fo supply the motive
power operating the fan.

Thinks There Is Not Likely To Be Any Friction
With Great Britain---What Rassia Has
Already Secured.

Washington, Nov. 12.—The Russian
dmbassador, Count Cassini, who is just
back from an extende@® vacation at the
seashore and. mountains, was seen to-day
at the Russian embassy, where he talk-.

ternational questions, particularly in re-
gard to the reported strained relations
between Russia and Great Britain grow-
ing out of conditions in China, and also
the attitude of the great powers of Eu-
rope during. the recent Spanish-Ameri-
can war.

It had been understood- that Count
Cassini was about to be transferred to
London, as his long residence in China,
‘where he represented Russia when Port
Arthur was acquired, would make his
services of special value at this time.
The ambassador says, however, that
Baron de Stael will continue as ambas-
sador at l.ondon, and expressed satis-
faection that this will permit him to re-
main at Washington.

‘When Count Cassini was asked con-
cerning recent reports that Russia had
seized the important Chinese treaty port
of - Newchwang, followed by great ac-
tivity in British naval yards, with the
prospect of an open rupture between
Russia and Great Britain, -he said too
much credence was given these war ru-
mors, and that present conditions gave
assurances of continued friendly - rela-
tions’ between Russia and Great Bri-
tain.
~There had been no ' confirmation, he
said, of the report that Russia had oc-
ceupied Newchwang, and he proceeded
to point out that such - occupation by
Russia was quite unnecessary, as she
has already acquired the most advan-
tageous and strategic military posts in

SALISBURY'S SPEECH.

Harsh Criticism

Appearing in the French
and

German Press, | | .«

London, Nov, 11.—Lord Salisbury’s
speech at the-Liord Mayor’s banquet at
the Guildhall, especially his reference to
America, is making a stir throughout
Hurope. 'The Paris evening papers yes—
terday (Thursday), having had Ilonger
time for reflection, had a much less sat-
isfied tone that the utterances of the
moining pres§ of the ¥rench capital,
while the whbole continent reflects the
teeling that the speech conveys a grave
menace for the future.

La Liberte of Paris sdys: ‘It is a
question of an Anglo-American agree-
nient respecting the Philippines directed
against Germany.”

The Journal des Debats regards the
speech an “an invitation to Amer ca to
mwake an alliance against Eureépe,” bat

- doubts whether Americans will willingly

piay the role of train-bearers to Kng-
lish poiitics. Pt

The London morning papers revert fo
th_e subject and again take occision to
wish well to the Americans’ coloniak
mission. The Times says editorially:
*No doubt the idea of La Liberte is
grotesque, yet it shows & truer apprecia-
tion of the spirit of Lord Salisbury’s re-
marks than the singular interpretation
put upon them by one correspondent, Mr.
Henry Norman, who finds in them the
preposterous implication that the KEnglish
attitude during the war was due to the
notion that our interests would be fur-
thered by the United States being plung-
ed into wax. Lord Salisbury clearly did
not refer te the late war at all. He paid
the United States the compliment of
hal_dgng that their entry into old world
politics is an event of great importance.
His further remarks obviously meant
that America and England would stand
toget_h,er in a friemdship based upon com-
mun’ty of aims; sentiments and inter-
T seste bt (ot tudey
‘It needs.a stromely perverted Ingenu- .
Aty to see yilight to Aplx‘:eﬁcn i a viegr
of this kind enunciated by the statesman
who directed English policy throughout
the Hispano-Ameriean, war and the An-
glo-Ameriean approachment it produced.
German-critics evidently dislike the pros-
pect-Lord Salisbury suggested.”

The Daily Mail, which deprecates Km-
peror: William’s visit to Spain’ as “‘most
ill-advised and inopportune,” says: *“I'he
first article of our national policy is a
close friendship with the ‘United States,
and it would be better for Germany to
act in harmony with: Great Britain
than to try to irritate America.”

The Standard in its editorial abseolves
Lord Salisbury of any intention to-sound
a note of warning in alluding to Am-
erica’s entry into old world politics, and
welcomes the co-operation of the United
States with England in “preventing the
vast domains of China, should they be-
come derelict, from becoming the pre-
serve of any single European state.”

The Daily News says: “Lord Salis-
bury’s remarks were nnusually obscure.
Perhaps he was alluding to the fact that
Germany cannot contemplate the su-
preme folly of fighting to exclude Amer-
ica from the Philippines. If she wants
to dis&lay colonial energy in that direc-
tion Germany is too late.

“America has been deeply and justly
incensed ‘at Germany's favor towards
Spain, and she certainly will not ask
the Kaiser's leave. before apprepriating
the fruits of victory.””

Berlin, Nov. 10.—The National Zei-
tung says to-day: “Germans regard the
American reference in Lord Salisbury's
Guildhall speech as the most significant
portion- of his remarks. They believe it
was the hope of American support that
gave him the courage to speak with re-
golution.”

The Voissische Zeitung and the Berlim-
ger Post also refer to Lord Salisbury’s
American allusions and reach the con-
clusion that his speech “‘gives little hope
of prolonged peace.”

DISPOSAL OF CROWN LANDS.

Accustomed, nay, hardened, as we had
become to 'the easy carelessness with
whiéh the Colonist can in ‘the shortest
space' of time put off one set of opinions
which'“it has championed through thick
and thin, and don another without warn-
ing and without any apparent loss of
that superb ,self-confidence  which we
shall never cease to admire and respect
(without ~ imitating), we- must confess

that the -eonduct of that paper in regard !

to the disposal of the crown lands, as
.set out in the articles which appeared in
the issues of yesterday and to-day, com-
pletely astonished us. It is little short
of disgusting to see such utfer want of
_ steadfast principle, and such an : un-
manly desertion of ‘the¢ views which the
‘Colonist has, through the whole of the
‘Turner regime, advocated with all the
flatulency of which it is a past master.
But the volte face'of the Colonist has
its funny side, and it is worth a word.
The' #suggestions” of which it makes s0
noisy a parade are not its suggestions at
all; they are ‘‘cabbaged” entire from
——where does the reader imagine ?—why,
from the very document which it is-dis-
cussing, the new regulations of the gov-
i+ ernment as to crown lands! Henceforth.
we ‘defy the Colonist te,astonish us by
anything it can do or say.  Two solid
columns of double-leaded matter were
devoted to prove that two and-two make
four.

The notice issued by the government
as to the disposal of the crown lands is
probably the most importint of the
many salutary things they ‘have done
in sorting up the mess in public affairs
left by the late administration. Under
the Turner government the erown lands
were simply at the mercy of every spec-
ulator who happened ‘to come along, and
they were given away with no regard to
the interests of the publi¢c, ' The new
government have determined to see that
all lands in the keeping of the crown
shall be disposed of in a manner that
will put a stop to the state of things we
Thave described, and . with - this end.in
view they have decided that all applica-
tions for such land shall be properly in-
spected .and proved to be in accordance
with the regulations now introduced.
In this .way  the townsite grabber and
the person who acquires land to hold for
a rise in. prices, will be prevented from
carrying on those unjust practices. The

government intend to.:see that in -the

case: of townsites, for instance, settlers
do not have to pay three or four prices
for their lots, as they had to do
under the late ‘government, and this will
be accomglished by preventing the grab-
bers from getting hold of those tracts
for that purpose.

The aim of the government is to have
the land of the province settled up
by people who will use it, and can sat-
jsfy the government that théy are tak-
ing the land in good faith—this is what
the Colonist calls ‘“un-British.”  The
government’s polity in the matter may
be summarized thus: The administra-
tion of the public lands in the best in-
terests of the public, by careful enquiry
into each application, which must state
for what purpose the land is. required.
This is the exact reverse of what was
done in the time of the Turner govern-
ment, when lands were simply flung
away to the asker, as if the government
were glad to get rid of them. The whole
thing is very simple, and there is noth-
ing more to be said. about it, except to
congratulate the public upon the change,
which will put a stop to a system of.do-
sng business that was a standing dis-
grace to the province, and.a gross: in-
Jjustice to the people.

It is a strange thing that the Colonist
should wind .up its article yesterday
with what is in effect a very neat com-
plinient to Mr. Semlin and his colleagues
in this particular matter; but it simiply
shows the muddled state of mind jthe
writer was suffering from at the time,
ond the impossibility of,adyancing .any
arguments against a change that is, on
the face of it, debirable and necessary.

WOLRD’'S) WHEAT SUPPLY.

An Estimate Made by Experts of the
Season’s Crop.

tistician Hyde, 0f the agricultural - de-
partment, has completed an official re-
port of the ‘wheat crop of the world
for’ this month, and a revised review’ of
the important features. The Russian
wheat crop is now put by the minister
of agriculture “at 417,000,000 Winc¢hes-
ter bushels, an increase of *30,000,000.
Hungarian- official estimates, an ‘esti-
mate believed to be below rather than
above the actual yield, is credited by the
'Hungarian agricultural minister at
132,277,200° bushels. This estimate
puts the German wheat crop at 8,000,000,
bushels more ‘than the 1897 crop; mak-
ing it in round numbers 115,000,000 bush-
els" of 60 pounds. “Official estimates: of
the Italian wheat: crop put it at 132,-
871,900 Winchester: bushels. 'The latest
estimates of the Spanish wheat crep
are ‘little less than 85,000,000: Winches-
ter bushels. b ’

London, Nov. 12.—The Times
mates the wheat-‘crop of the Umnited
Kingdom at 77,000,000 . “Winchester
bushels, a considerable increase in ‘the
-esfimates of a month ago. -An-official
estimate for Roumania makes its wheat
crop 58,456,804 ' Winchester' bushels.
Ofticial figures for Manitoba give. the
wheat crop at 26,729,808 Winchester
bushels. )

Preliminary official figures .make the
crop of Ontario 36,028,079 Winchester
bushels, the total for the two provimces
being 59,757,887 Winchestér bushels. As
the wheat area of most of the eastern
provinces is much larger than in re-
cent years it seems that the total for'
(Canada will reach the highest of last
month’s estimates—63,000,000 bushels.
On the whole, changes from a month
ago .increase the total estimate of the
world’s wheat crop, but conditions af-
fecting the crops of the southern hemis-
phere are scarcely so favorable as com-
monly supposed to be when the esti-
mates used in the table published a
month ago were magde.

Australia has suffered severely from
droughts, but this is now broken. Good
rains having fallen throughout Victoria,
South Australia_and New South Wales.
If the Australian wheat crop should fail
short of Broomhall’s estimates, 'the
largest, it may. in. any case equdl, or
perhaps exceed, the very moderate esti-
-mates of the other two authoritiés an-
- nouneed  Jast month, : Broomhall’§ esti-
mate was 54,000,000 bushels; ‘atii* the
Hungarian estimate only ' 37,000,000
bushels of 60 pounds, while the esti-
mate of the Bulletin was ' 37,000,000
Winchester bushéls.

THE U. S. ARMY.

General Miles Fa_v—(;; an Immense In-
crease in Its Strength.

_Washington, Nov.' 10.—Major-General
Nelson A. Miles to-day submittéd to the
secretary of war a report covering the
operations of the United States army
during the past year. The report is a
bulky one and covers in detail the ¢am-
paigns in Cuba, Porto Rico'. and the
Philippines. There is little in the report
that has not already been published.
General Miles in concluding makes the
following recommendations:—

“For several years I have urged the
importance of the government’s adoptr
ing. a standard of strength for its mili-
tary forces that ‘should be ‘commensur-
ate with the interests of the goverhinent
in its growth and development and pro-
portionate to it§ population and wealth.
Spasmodic vibration from' a tweak and
ineffective: army to one of giganti¢ pro-
porfions- does not seem-.to .be best for
the welfare and safety of the mation and
I think it- more judicious for the govern-
ment to fix a certain -percentagé of
trained military men in proportion to the
population.. The army would therefore
have a more healthy growth as the na-
tion ‘develops. In fact this' system, if
once established, would be' as practic-
able for 100 years as for a single ‘de-
cade, .

“The art of war was never so much
an exact science as at the present time.
The appliances used in modern warfare
are constantly changing, and are steadily
increasing’ in effective force, so that it is
of the utmost importance that the gov-
ernment should hive the most skilled
and efficient forces practicable,

“I.therefore renew my former recom-
mendation that the government author-
ize enlistments in the army at ‘the rate
of one soldier to every one thousand of
the population, . This would practically
continue in the service the same” num-
ber as does the.act of congress approved
April 26, 1898, authorizing the increase
of*the regular army provided for, name-
ly 62,579 men. But unfortunately there
was ‘a_ provision in that act whi€h re-
quired . the army to be reduced to its
former peace basis, which was ‘entirely
inadequate to the needs and interests of
the government. 4

authorize an_ auxiliary force of native
troops, tobe officered principally. by: the
United States .army . officers, for service
in' Porto Rico, Cuba and the Philippine
islands, : not. to .exceed three soldiers to
every one-theusand of the popul;tlon of
these. istapds... This would givé & the
United States.a.most valuable auxiliary
force. - It would pacify the native ;ele:

the interests of economy and good gov-
ernment. This force ;would be usSed in
a way w~imilar to the mounted police in:
Canada and the. British forces in Egypt
and India.

THE LA’NCERS’ CHARGE.
Lieutenant “F'ritz”: Wormald’s Graphic
Account—The Bent Sword Inci-

: dent.

The famous charge of the 21st ILan-
cers at the Battle of Omdurman was
the most dramatic incident in the
campaign. The pluck, coolness  and
discipline displayed have evoked praise
throughout the
charge ‘will rank amongst ‘the “great
heroic deeds performed by the soldiers
of the Queen. Yorkshiremen are al-
most ubiquitous; it would have been a
surprise if no Tyke had-been in this
magnificent exploit. - The fact is that
not only was a Yorkshireman there,
but an officer from this. district, in the
person of Lieutenant Frederick Wil-
liam Wormald; son of Mr. John Wor-
. mald, of Denton Park; and of the great
firm of blanket manufacturers—Messrs.
Wormald and Walker, . of  Dewsbury.
“Fritz,”'- as he  is familiarly . called
amongst his friends—with whom he is
very popular—was ‘one o0f the gallant
"300- who 'assailed a body of about 2,000
fighting Dervishes, was the -hero of an
“exeiting  adventure, and although hav-
ing a hairbreadth escape; came out
without a scratch.

Upon his’ return  home’ last Monday
night, he had a cordial meeting at the
hands of relatives and friends, and
early on Tuesday morning we had the
pleasure of an interview with the gal-
lant young officer—we say young ad-
visedly, for he’'is only twenty-cight.
Whilst he has-the military carriage, he
is ‘unassuming, - and there is an: entire
absence of bombast. He has Dbeen
“fortunate to be in the historic charge;
he went to de his dutﬁ. did it, and
thinks there is nothing grandiose
about it. There was no wish to magnify
the role he played, but rather to Dbe-
little it: his one anxiety 'appeared toO
be that the fullest credit should be
given to the Lancers for their courage,
Intrepidity and steadiness.

We suggested that some description
of 'his experiences would be of interest
to our readers. Regretfing that he
was not much of a hand at picture-
painting, he commenced to give what
appeared to him a commonplace ac-
count—but which to us was most thril-
ling—of the - Soudan campaign, -cul-
minating in the complete’ overthrow of
the Khalifa, who, he incidentally ob-
rerved, was “located,” although not
.yet captured.

From Cairo to the Front.

Lieutenant Wormald belongs ‘to the
,7th Hussars, and *was at home on léave
‘“when ‘he "heard 'of the ! orgidnization ”of’
the Soudan “ expedition. With ..ithe
laudable ambition which every :true
soldier has, he wished to be at the
front and to take part in the fighting.
He at once volunteered for service, and
seeing that nearly all the subalterns
of the British cavalry did the same
thing, he esteems himself lucky to be
one of the four selected. The Z1st Lan-
cers had lost some of their: officers, and
he was attached to their regiment. He
joined the Lancers at Cairo, and after
waiting there a few days, they com-
meénced the journey to Omdurman. The
Lancers acted as a convoy for trans-
port. They proceeded by rail and
steamboat down by the Nile as far as’
Atbara. From thence they had to fol-
low .the caravanseri tracts. The heat
being intense—considerably over a
hundred degree§ in the shade—they
had to march early in the day. "The
reveille sounded at 3; boot and saddle,
3:15; coffee and Dbiscuits, 4. . They
would then march until 9 o’clock.
when, the sun becoming overpowering
they were compelled to rest. A few of
the men suffered from apoplexy, but
that was chiefly through not taking
precautions. Four o’clock was rather
early for breakfast, and some of the
.soldiers would not take the coffee and
“bull beef” that were served. 'Whe-
ther they felt they wanted it or not,
the  great.thing was to_get. ‘“something
inside,” so that when the .sun was try-.
ing, and they had work to do, there
was staying power.. The illnes§ of these
few was an admonition to. ofthers, the
coffee and ‘bully beef” were rtaken,
and there was very "little more trouble.
Searcely anybody was to be seen en
route, and Lieutenant ‘Wormald . never
caught sight of -the Dervishes until
the 29th August. The Lancers joined
the main army at Wad Hamed. where
the British and Egpptian forces con-
centrated. Excitement ran high

ed when they would come to close
quarters with the Khalifa’s ' fanatical
followers. :

At last the eventful 2nd September
arrived—the day when British prowess:
was again demonstrated - and, - proof
was given that young “Tommy. - At-
kins” is made of the same stuff as the
heroes of Waterloo and Balaclava.

The Historic Charge.

The fight has been so vividly describ-
ed that it would be supererogatory to
do so here; what we are concerned
with  is to translate Lieutenant Wor-
mald’s’ impressions of the valiant
charge iof the Lancers -against appal-
ling odds.

_Ottawa, Nov. 11.—Major Walsh ar-
rived in the city last evening.

ing  of ‘a railway from a port on ‘the
Pacific .coast .in British Columbia to
the Yukon. He says that in less than
three years a fine city could spring up
in Canadian territory on the coast,
which - would more than pay for the
building of the road. = If this is not
done he says that the trade will re-
main in American channels and a great
city will be built at Skagway and Dyea.
He knows of some parties now who are
ready to form a syndleate and make
heavy investments in real estate at
Skagway if they were satisfied that an
all-Canadian route was not to be built,
with a terminus for a railway at an ocean
port in British Columbia. Vancouver
and Victoria would get the trade which
found its way via Seattle, and this
means that Canada would supply the
Yukon instead of the United States.
There should be no politics, Major
Walsh says, in this matter. It should
be approached in a business spirit.

CONDITIONS_AT MANILA.

Some Difficulty in Grappling With the
Currency Problem.

Washington, Nov. 11.—Charles A.
Whittier, brigadier-general of the vol-
unteers and now collector of customs. at
Manila, has submitted a report of his
observations upon the condition of things
in Manila and the Philippine islands,
and makes suggestions as to the methods
to be pursued pending any permanent
occupatiion of the country which may be
decided upon. :
He says: ‘“The most important ques
tions are the currency, revenue {includ-
ing the codula or head tax), opium and
the admission of Chinese. These are
very grave questions, and cannot be de-
cided under a brief consideration.

“The currency question is even inore
important than in the United States. It
must be remembered that Mexico was
the business channel for these islanas
for 250 years, that all efforts to remove
this dollar and substitute another fail-
ed, notwithstanding a law of ‘the Span-
jards forbidding its entrance, and ia the
same way in the east our trade dollars
were a failufe and were withdrawn.

The Catch Made in the Behring Sea
Averages Better Ttan During :
Last Season.

Changed Conditions in the Sea, but
the Seal Herds Are Far From
Diminishing.

the vessels of the Victoria sealing
geet, save one—tbe missing Pionrer—ara
now safely home and are lying at
anchor in picturesque little clusters about
the harbor.

DELAYED SUPPLIES

Boston and Alaskan Co.'s Steamers’
Broke Their Contract and the
Police Fook Charge.

Captain of One of the Barges Arrested
for/Broaching Cargo - The Long
Open Season.

The story of the voyages of the river
steamers which were towed from the
Sound by  the steamers Laurada and
Brixham—the steamers which carried |
the long delayed police supplies, and
iwhose trips were as full of incidents as
a porcupine is of pricks—has just reached
‘“the outside.” 7The Dawson corres-
pondent of the San Francisco Call says:
Of the boats just arrived the -Boston
and Alaska ‘Company’s Governor Pin-
gree and Philip B. Low, having in tow
the barge -New York, are probably the
most derelict of all the great fleet that
mattempted the ascent of the river this
year. The boats started from Puget
Sound on the 11th of Jume in  tow of
the same company’s ocean steamers, the
Jaurada and the Brixham, and did not
arrive here until the 25th of September.
The passengers, besides having fo prac-
tically work their ‘way up ‘the river
chopping and loading the “weood for the
furnaces and shifting and Treshifting
and leading and unleading freight, as
the almost daily encounters with sand-
bars “made necessary, were almost
starved. ’

The boats were carrying-several hun-
‘dred tons of supplies for the :Canadian
military post of Fort Selkirk. Arrived
at Rampart City, the Canadian officers
who aeccompanied the outfit,. becoming i
anxious,  offered to take charge of ' the
boats and get them through, ‘and = the.
officers of the boats, beginning. to . feel
their incompetency, accepted.the’. offer,

That so many found
great difficulty in getting up Wwas
chargeable to the incompetency of those
in charge. Never perhaps in all the
history .of business -enterprise has so
much capital been placed in the care of
inexperienced hands. In order to save
a few dollars on the salary of a steam-
boat captain or perhaps to find a place
for some poor weakling who could not
find one for himself positions of the
highest responsibility, requiring €x-
perience and executive force, were be-
stowed where these qualities were con-
spicuously absent. But for the unusu-
ally favorable conditions, the uniformly
high water and the great length of the
season, the record of last year with re-
gard to the number of persons winter-
bound on the river at a distance from
their destination would have been far
outdone this year. As it is there will,
no doubt. be many who will fail to
reach Dawson.”

! Board of Public School Trustees Dis-
pose of Much Business in
Little Time.

Trustees Belyea and Mrs, Jenkins

were the absentees from the meeting of
the school board last evening- in the
| city hall. Chairman Hayward presided
and the secretary and city superintend-
| ent were also present. . The meeting: es-
tablished a mew record, all' the business
’gmg disposed of under the hour. ‘A
! Thatter of ‘considerable interest was
| brought up in the form of a recommend-
}ation from Superintendent Eaton that
i a report of the board’s work for the
! year be prepared and published for the
| information of the public, and a com-
mittee was appointed to carry out the
suggestion.

After the reading and adoption of the
minutes communications were dealt
with: From Agnes Deans Cameron,
calling attention to the undrained and
muddy condition of a portion of the
South Park school playground. and ask-
ing that either cedar blocks os furnace
slack may be made use of to remedy the
present condition of affairs. To repairs
and alteration committee for report.

An application was received on behalf
of some of the teachers and pupils who
wish to hava electric light put in the
gymnasium, they being willing to pay
for the fixtures, switches, etc., if the
board will pay for the meter and month-
ly rent for light. To gymnasium com-
niittee for report.

Mrs. Riley’s application for an in-
crease of salary as janitress was
disposed of by the passing of Mr. Mar-
chant’s motion that she be paid $10 a
month ~the year round. An application
for a position on the teaching staff was
ricgived from Miss Harrop, and duly
tiled. :

The chairman reported having made
enquiries during the day regading the
\ revenue for the year, with the result
that he found the sum of $24,027.98 had
been collected from the special tax of
two mills, and it was estimated that
from the same source a further $6560
would be collected by December 31st.
The per capita tax to December 3lst
was expected to yield $19,533.30, or a
total of $44.211.28. The closely esti-
mated school board expenditure to De-
cember 31st is $45,395.37, leaving $1,-
184.09 to be made up from the general
revenue of the city. The report was re-
ceiv~d and ordered to be spread upon the
minuces.

The monthly attendance report show-
cd an enrolment of 2,453 and an actual
average attendance of 2,152.48. Attend-
ance percentage, 87.7 per cent.; average
of pupils per teacher, 50.6. Five cases
of truancy were reported; there were 31
cases of corporal punishment.

Trustee McMicking brought in a re-
port from the finance committee regard-
ing the application for an increase of
salary from Ythe janitors of the North
Ward and South Park schools, and re-
commending that the matter be left to
the new board. Received and adopted.

Trustee Marchant brought in a report
from the repairs and alterations commit-
tee, recommending the expenditure of
$102. Received and adopted, on the
understanding that the money be not
spent until the $3,000 was granted by
the city council.

The finance committee recommended
the payment of accounts aggregating
$338.26, and the report was approved.

Trustee Marchant urged the necessity
of something being done to obtain more
financial aig.- He deprecated the idea
of having to go to law with the council
as “upstatesmanlike, ridiculous and ab-
surd,” but, placing himself in the posi-
tion of the teachers and janitors, he
thought the board should be careful to
guarantee them their salaries for Christ-
- mas- holidays and Christmas bills, Mr.
Marchant favored an adjournment to an
early. date to consider the financial ques-
tion. . Trustee Hall rather disagreed
with the former speaker, and was op-
posed to the idea of suing the council
for a paltry few hundred dollars. He
.thought an adjournment to the call of
the chair would be the proper course.

Superintendent Faton asked the board
to consider the ‘question of an annual
report, such as is customary with

The chairman approved
of the suggestion, but Mr. Marchant
thought ‘the report would be bet-
ter prepared at the end of June. The
question of expense was also to be con-
sidered; he estimated it would ameunt
to. $75 for 500 copies. Superintendent
Eaton said when it was suggested to
prepare such a report in June. last, it
was objected to because that was not
the end of the year. He strongly recom-
mended the idea, as such a report would
place within the reach of the public in-
formation at present o>btainable only in
the report of the education” department.
The High School teachers were very
arxious to have information regarding
the work of their school, and on general
principles’ he thought the more daylight
that was let in on the public school sys-
tem 'the better. It would tend to remove
prejudices and establish the schools in
public favor. Trustee Hall thought it
particularly advisable at this juncture
for such a report to be published, and
moved that a committee, consisting of
the chairman and two members, with
the superintendent, be appointed to re-
port upon the matter of cost. The peo-
ple of the city, he thought, were in ig-
norance about the schools, %
-The chairman thought no ratepayer
would ohject to the expenditure of the
necessary sum to furnish a report of
what the board is doing. He recommend-
ed that the committee’ be appointed to
prepare the reports, and Trustee Hall
amended his motion to that effect. I'rus-
tee Marchant seconded the motion, fa-
voring the publication of a modest re-
port, and discouraged the idea of having
a long. prolix report. Ultimately I'rus-
tees Marchant and Hall were appointed
the committee, the chairman being an
ex-officio member and the superintend-
ent and secretary to be consulted with,
The matter of allowing basket ball to
be played in the gymnasium' was brought
up by Trustee Hall, it being stated that
Mr. St. Clair had some objection to it.
Mr. Marchant defended the game as a
healthful pastime, and it was under-
stood that, given due supervision, the
boys will be allowed to play it in the
gymnasium.

Seattle, Nov. 11.—The steam schooner

The fire took place
on the morning ‘of October 14, and start-
ed in the Green Tree saloon.;- The blaze
was started as the result of a row be-
tween two women of the town, in which
one of the women, known as Belle Mit-
chell, threw a lighted lamp  at another
‘woman. The lamp broke, the ‘oil spread,
and in a few seconds the building was
on fire.  The fire of a year ago Wwas
caused by this same woman, who threw
a lamp at a man with whom she had a
quarrel. A month ago she burnedeher
owi place up on Third avenue, in Daw-
son, by throwing a lamp at’ a woman,
and now she has caused a conﬂagréiic}n
by again lesing her temper and wield-
ing another lighted lamp.

The continuation of the, hearing of
the Jardine vs. Bullen election petition
yesterday afternoon developed the fact
that whiskey was one of the prime fac-
tors used by the candidate in the Turner
interest to secure his election. That, to-
gether with half promises of lucrative
and easy positions, seems to hdve been
one of the strongest inducements made
use of to win votes, and the testimony
of some of the witnesses would indicate
that “the ardent” was available for the
use of voters in the district, not in the

modest “nips” generally considered suffi-*

ciently seductive for such purposes, but
in bottles “to treat the Missis,” and in
guantities - for the more extensive con-
sumption of road working gangs.

What a Skagway ' Correspondent Has to Say
of W. J. Pariridge and His Sojourn in
the Gateway City.

On His Way to Lolx;don to Place a Number
of . Klondike Properties on the
Engliss Market. .

A Skagway correspondent sends the. fol-
lowing in regard to ‘‘Sailor "Bill,” W. J.
Partridge, who was in this city a few
days ago en route to London. Sailer Bill
is well known here. He kept the Austra-
lan hotel—and a dog train, which furnish-
ed amuscment to 80 many last winter. The
writer say8: One of the most noted char-
acters from the Klondike was in Skagway
several days ago, en route to Victoria and
I.ondon. He was Sailor Bill, and he walt-
ed for a steamer of sufficiently palatial ap-
pointments to meet his requirements. He
is going to London to place a number of
valuable properties on the market.

If you miss seeln%r Sailor Bill—and it is
probable that he will make a stay in Vie-
toria of a few days and then hurry off to
London—you will miss one of the most fa-
mous characters of the Scuth African and
Australian mining fields and the mining
brokerage world of Great Britain’s metro-

polis.

Saflor Bill came down on this road on
his way In from Dawson, dressed in furs
and mackinaws and rubber boots. But if
you look for him in Victoria, substitute in
your mind the latest. mode of tall silk hat
for the fur cap, everything from overcoat
to shoes of the latest style, enough jewelry
to start a small store, and a big bunch
of red roses over his heart. That is Wil-
liam James Partridgé, Esq.,” 48 he ‘appear-
ed among the millionaire-mining plungers
of Coolgardie in the afternoons of 1893. In
the mornings he wore a red. shirt and
carried a Eick,  and was a prospector.
These sudden changes of characteristic at-
tire excited much comment, and the Coonl-
gardie Miner had a witty screed ahout it.
**But he could never echange his face,”
said that esteemed contemporary. “That
was as unalterable as the ten command-

It ‘1doked as if you might rest the pyra-
mids of Egypt upon it and bruise nothing
but ‘the pyramids. His mouth is a tender
and: expressive organ. It looks like a
buzz saw hen in motion and like the
coffin of a Christian when in repose.”

This was really intended as good natured
sarcasm, and Mr. Partridge accepts it as
such and langhs heartily over it. He has
a strong face, a handsome profile, that
would be hard but for the good humor
that shines through his dark eyes, and
the smile that is ever playing about his
mouth.

Although he has been a miner the best
part of his life, having buried his father
in the Ballarat cemetery in 1859, or there-
abouts, the company that he has .mingled
with during the last elght years of h's life
has made its mark upon him. As Sailor
Bill he may still pass as a miner outward-
ly, but his address - and cultured speech
and accent, his witty stories of adventure
in - which the personal pronoun cuts no
great figure, show how the character has
read’ly expanded with his success in life,
and rank him with the leading industrial
financiers of his time. ,

Mr. Partridge came here l!last May as
the representative of Col. North, a brother
of the nitrate king, and other capitalists.
He has bonded a number of placer claims
in Dawscn, and also some quartz propo-
sitions. As he came down -the railroad in
his furs and mackinaws, he was showing
some very handsome peacock quartz from:
a ledge near Rink rapids. 'This ore is said
to run $50 in gold, and Mr. Partridge has
the bellef that it is a good proposition.
He has also bon an Atlin quartz mine
and several placers there. As he came
down half his attention was devoted to his
sack of rock and half to the railroad, and
about the latter he seemed unable to find
words to sufficiently emphasize his admira-
tion of it.

“I never expected to find !t more ithan a
mere jimecrack mining camp road,” ‘he ob-
served, *but I find it one of the most sub-
stantial road beds I have ever beernc-ever.
It is what was wanted to develop~the
country. In Australia and’'at the Cape we
had railroads quite as long. and longer,
on much less mineral proinise than this
road hag. T'aid? Of course they did.
They are paying now,. every one. of them.

“But whnt we want in Dawson is a wire.
Yosi-'want a stock exchange there, where
actual knowledge of the m'nes will fix
values in whieh the public ecan have con-
fidence, But this would be no good with-
out a wire. Why, if one gets an option
there now, it will run out hefore he ecan,
communicate with hkis people in London.
I don’t see why the Canadian government
hasn’t put in a telegraph 1'me. But al-
though its Klondike revenues are enormous,
it has not done a thing or spent a cent.
