Poor.— We caunot withhold cor meed of ap-
probatian from those who have come forward so
genervusly in the cause of the Poor, at this very
inclement season of the year, either in the way
of allowing Fire Wood (o be taken from their
lands for the benefit of the indigent, or affording
their own time, vehicles, labour, &c. for the
purpose of bringing it to the appointed deposi-
tory. We are happy to learn that in the course
of next week this labour of love will be accom-
plished.—The general subject of Pauperism has
often occurred to our minds as a topic of great
interest and importance. It bas proved o to
the political economists of Great-Britain. But
in this Country the system is far from being so
complex, aad, happily, notwithstanding the vast
influx of poor by Emigration, the buiden of sop-
porting them is not felt to be so grievous a load
as might have heen expected. The assessment,
o doubht, falls heavily on some individuals, but
when we take into account the fewness and
lightness of other taxes, there seems little rea-
<on for repining. We are disposed, however,
hy all means to enconrage voluntary efforts for
the relief of indigence,.and lience we canuot too
highty commend the institation of soch Societies
as those of St. GrorcE, ST. ANDREW, and Sr.
Pateick; the making of Collections ia the pla-
ces of Public Worship; and the formation of
sach female benerolsut Societies as are now in
operation in connexion with almadteyery Church
aud Chapel in this City, having for their object
not only pecuniary donations{ but also eleemo-
synary gifts in the shape of clothing, &c. made
up by the benevoleot ladies themselves. At the
same time there are two things which our fe.
aale friends would do well to keep in miad,
namely, that ¢ where the carcase is, the eagles
will be gathered together,” in other words, that
when persons get the character of being kind
to the poor, they wilt soan be surrounded with
