“dn Act to Incorporate theCity of Chat-
ham.

Be it enacted by the Licutenant Governor,
Legislative Council and Assembly as
Sollows:—

1. That from and after the passing of this
Act all the inhabitants of that part of the
Parish of Chathamin the County of North-
umberiand which is bounded as follows;
namely: —Westerly ' by the road running
frotn'the Queen’s Highway to Napan, known
as the Bacon Road, and its extension
Northerly to the middle of the Miramichi
River, Northerly by the middleof the said
Miramichi River, Easterly by the West-
erly side line of Lot No. 30, known as the
PeterTaylor lot,and theprolongation there-
of to said Northerly boundary, and South.
erly by the rear line of the First Concession
of Lots—shall be a city cByporate by the
name of the City of Chathain and shall

d in the said assessment list of voters,
and as to having voted in any other Ward
in such election. i

7. [This section sets forth the duties of
assessors who like the other officers of the
city are to be appointed by the Council.
The Section is a transcript of the corres-
ponding Section in the St. Stephen Incor-
poration Act.]

8. [This_section provides that persons
holding any office of emolument under the
Council or interested in any contract or
employment therewith, or accountable for
the Town revenues, shall not be qualified
for election as MayorJor Councillors dur-
ing_the time they shall continue to be in
that position. 1t also disqualities persons
employed in any way in-holding polls for
city elections from being, themselves,
elected.]

9. [Provides that vacancies shall be
filled by new elections.} i

10. [Makes provisions.ef a class similar
to those dealt with by the preceeding
Section. ]

11., The first election for a M-yor or
Councillors, for said City, after the pas-
sing of this Act, shall be held on the sec-
ond Monday in June in the present year,
and the annual election for a Mayor or
Councillors in all succeeding years, shall
be held on the second Monday in January
in each and every year.

12" Public notice of the-time and place
for holding every such election respective-
ly shall be igiven by the Clerk, by pub-
lishing ‘such notice in one or more of the
public newspapers printed in said City,
and by printed handbills in the several
Wards, for not less than ten days previous
to such election; provided always, that
the election in the City for Mayor and
Councillors, in the several Wards, shall
be held on the same day.

The long letter in this issue from

Burns, Esq.,and Mr. John Seivewright
and other leading citizens were in the

We
heartily wish that we-could give our
readers the benefit of information we
have gained at Bathurst and elsewhere
in this article, but for reasons stated
above we canpot do so. But we say
this; that we are convinced—and a
fair and honest investigation will
prove it beyond a doubt—that the
facts connected with the smelt fishery
with bag nets at Bathurst have been
wickedly misrepresented against the
general interests of that community,
and the restriction of smelt fishery to
the hook and line in Gloucester is un-
necessary for the protection of that
fish and unfair to the fishermen; that
there is nothing in the physical con-
ditions or circumstances of that har-
bor that justifies the discrimination
made between Gloucester and North-
umberland in the mode of taking
smelts, and no unbiassed mind can
escape the conviction that the Depart-
ment has been, in some way, led to

co d. He has, we have no doubt,
done what he could in the matter, but
it is probable that his recommendation
has shared the fate of that in reference
to the restoration of the tri-weekly
mail between Miramichi and Frederic-
ton, which did not involve any addi-
tional charge on the revenues of the
country. If we cannot have a change
of policy in such matters we must wait:
tiently for a change in the office of
Postmaster General, when our reason-
able postal requirements may be treated
with more consideration at Ottawa.

Silver-Backed and Black-Backed
Smelts.

We observe that an article which ap-
peared in the issue of the Advocale
following the Fishery Inspector’s visit
to Miramichi in the latter part of
December is quoted somewhat by the
News, Waichman and Freeman in support
of the ultra-protection theories favored
by those journals. Our local contempor-
ary has been led into the error which hae
formed one of the great points in the
Inspector’s arguments, viz., that the
“gilver back” is the variety of smelt
now in ourrivers, that they are depusit-
ing their spawn and will soon go away
and give place to the ‘** black back”
variety, which, according to the same
authority, does not spawn until the last
of May and early in June. Itis un-
fortunate for the interests of all con-
cerned that, in the first place, the In-
spector should fall into so serious aun
error, for it causes others who know
that he is, generally. a gord autherity
in such matters, to be misled in the
same direction that he has been, and to
assist in misleading the general public,
who, like themselves, have not oppor-
tunity for making practical personal in-
vestigation. We assure our cotem-
poraries and also the Inspector that the
““ black back” smelt is now frequenting
Napan and Black rivers and that shoals
of the same variety—acres in extent—
are visiting the coves and shallow
sheltered waters about the islands of
the Miramichi river. These fish keep
moving up the river and will take the
place of those of the same run 'which
have preceeded them in the:smaller
steeams where the fishermen operate,
“ahd as they leave the outer waters toas-
cend the tributary rivers their places
will be taken by others, and so the pro-
cess will be continued until the spawn-
ing season—which lasts from the middle
of January to the middle of June—ends.

The same is true of the “silver back”
smelt in the rivers or parts of rivers,

which it frequents. That variety does
not disappear ea}}y in the season to
give place to thé ‘‘black backs.” It
remains in the larger and purer tidal

rivers from September until the Spring
of the year, and when the tides are very

full it has been forced up even above

the Napan Bridge, where : the “ black

backs” have been caught in large quan-

tities ever since ice made in that river.

As the ““silver back” does not go very

far from the salt water at any time and

it is only the * black back” that is found

in Napan, Black River, atand above

Indiantown, etc., in the Spring, the

error of the Inspector and the papers

we have referred to, viz., that the ‘‘black

back,” is exclusively a Spring fish, is

should‘have been gstablished, instead

of those whe afe clamoding for unneces-
sary protection, which is'quite as carge,
fully to bé avoided as overfishing.

Letter from the Fishery Inspector.'

; CuargaM, Jan. 23, 1877.

To the Editor of thé Miramichi Advance.

S1r,—I thank you for the correct man-
ner in which you have printed my last let-
ter. Isee youhave honoredit withno less
than three columus of Editorial remarks,
in the course of which you indulge in more
personalitiesthan I think were at all neces-
sary in discussing matters of fact, not of
opinion. However, as Iam a public ser-
vant, and therefore a good mark for the
wit or abuse of editorsas wellas fishermen,
T will try not to take offence norto retort in
kind, if youn will allow méspace in which to
reply to your remarks. The public can
take but little interest in any mere bandy-
ing of epithets, but it is vitally interested
in thepreservation of the splendid fisheries
of this magnificent river,—the' most pro-
lific in fish of any river in the Dominion,
With these few words of preface I willnow
confine myself totbe matters of fact touch-
ed upon in your remarks, and will be ‘as
brief as I possibly can, with due regard to
a clear statement of the case, and though
I shall speak my convictions plainly, I

You
now say that I myself was your informant
and that I said most distinctly that 7
had prohibited smelt flshing with bag-nets
in Bathurst Harbor — * stopped it alto-
gether.” You must have most strangely
misunderstood me, or drawn a most incoi'-
rect inference from: what I did say. Mr.
Crocker asked me i bag-neta\ would Le
stopped in Bathurst. I replied, “whatever
may be done in Napan, they must be stop-
ped there altogether.” Then Mr. Crocker
tried to enlighten me on the subject, I de-

The subject of the BussFishery is one
of even greater importance than that of
the Smelt because thesupply of thisfine
tish is limited, and because the main

object. This being the case, you will
see how important a matter it is that it
should be saved from speedy destruc-
tion.

I sent two similar onges and a
a whole Bass by mail last week ‘tothe
Minister. ~ He can judge quite as well
as you or your Napanfalks,.and he will
have the assistance uf Mr. '*Whitcher to
guide him, than whom there doés not
exist in Canada a man better infotmed
on this subject.

Second Fact.—The Bass caught .in
Napan in the Spring are these that ha;;
escaped. the ible.- ing pursu
in :1?9 Northkg:# smin river dur-
ing the previous winter These fish go
there to feed on the firab run of ‘¢ black-
back ” smelts that enter Napan and
Black Rivers on the breaking up of the
ice. All the Napan people know this,
and the’ Tict is mentiphgd in ¥l .their
petitions on the subject. The fish do
1ot winter therd, do hot spawn there,
and are seldom in the river except at
the time the spring smelts come. All
this is so easily proved that I think it
unnecesgary to dwell further upon it.

Reply to ““ second  fact.”—We admit
that the bass caught in Napan in the
Spring have not previously been caught
by the fishermen of the Main River and
Northwest in the winter.

. I thank yow for this reply. If your
readers wanted any “furthe# proof than
you had already givefi them of your un-
fairness as g reasoner, the above réply
furnishes it.© A méré contemptible
quibble in & vain attempt to argue a
grave and important subject may com-
port with your ideas 'of smartness, but,
sir, it is a sorry way' of educating your
ignorant fishermen. Lodk, now, what
is involved in this Second Fact as I have
stated it above. Beyond all possibility of
cavil, the North West Bass are spawning
sbout the 24th May, at which date yéu
said these Napan fish were got, now,sir,
1 suppose you will hardly contend ;that
there are two species of striped bass in
the Miramichi; well, then, as you can-
not vesort to this subterfuge, and as you
adwnit the bass do not winter in Napan,
it follows that again youn have convicted
yourgelf not only of igitrance, but of a
puor attempt to be ‘‘smart” at the ex-
pense of your honesty.

Thivd Fact.—The taking of this fish
in any way at that jime and -im ,their
condition, is not only destroying a véry
poor food fish, but all its progeny, upon
which depends the very existence of the
species in the river. This, I' think,
needs no further pioof.

Reply to ‘“ third f
taken in Napan in May -were ‘‘ mature
tish” as mentioned by the Inspector
nnder head of ‘‘first fact,” they would
be very poor food fish, and their cap-
ture and destruction would be as ¢ ter-
rible ” as that which the Inspecior says
is carried onin the Northwest and Main
River, but from our reply to *first
fact” the Inspector ought to be con-
vinced that his premises are not entire-
ly correct.

. You presume too much upon the ignor-
ance of your ris;‘dledr; }\:he:‘ you tg(l’le ou‘;.
to them'such childish stuff as”thia,’ #n
call it a Reply.” AsLhive .}mxhum
that in your attempt at a Reply to my
first fact you have -only more clearly
proved it, I think they will admit that
this Reply once again convicts you, out
of you own mouth, of pitigble ignorance
and unbounded audacity.

¥owrth Fact.—In addition to the
mature parent fish and all their progeny
thus destroyed while in the very act of
procreation, the seines then used des-
troy very large quantities of young Bass,
too small for market, and wholly value-
less to a commercial fish. This, no
Napan man can honestly deny.

Now, in view of these four most true
and indisputable, facts, I appeal to your
common sense whether these fish ought to
be taken at all duwring thewr spawning
time, and whether seines should be allow-
ed at any time in this fishery.

Reply to *“ fourth fact” :—The size of
the mesh of seines beinug entirely within
;,he power of tl;zrlgepartment t«; regu-

ate, the *‘ very largequantities of yofing
bass too smalll-y!onheqma.rket ” ought to
escape through them.

Still again, sir, it becomes my duty
to show your ers that -even of so
simple a practical matter as drawing a
seine, you are totally ignorant, and
every fishermar. who has read the above
reply-must be quite convinced that you
never in your life saw a seing hauled for
any kind of fishs orif'you did, your
powers of observation are very limited.
[f you had and your eyes were open, it
is quite impossible that you could seri-
ously have written the above. Any
man on the river, any tishery officer,
your near neighvor Overseer Wyse, had
you taken the alight trouble to ask him,
would have told you. that as a matter
of absolute necessity, from the very
nature of the action, the large fish get
into the bunt of the seine, and pressing
against the meshes in a compact mass,
totally bar the escape of great numbers
of smalier fish and they would tell you
that a 6 inch mesh seine, when full of
large Bass in the bunt, will take a half
pound Bass, a small trout or even a
smelt, and that, in drawing the mass
to shore they get tumbled about and
killed, and that the only practicable
way to prevent the destruation of young
tish in the Napan river is to prohibit
seines altogether, and to prevent the
destruction of breeding fish, is to pro-
hibit Bass fishing there in the Spring.
You admit, for a wonder, that spawning
Bass arg gaken in Napan in the month
of May, because ygu know the fact.
Well, this admission is fatal to all the
rest of your argument. |

I amypeally pleased to be able toagree
with {on in one thing, and that is, that
more brééding tishare takenin the North
West a fow weeks earlier in the season,
thanaretakenin Napan. This, Ibelieve,
and Thavealwsysregretted that the close
séason-commetices 5o Jate and had I the’
mwer you think I have, it would not

fo. But surely this is no reagon
why *he evil ghould be increased, by
still further extending the openseason for
the exclusive benetit of sume score (not
more) of your Napan friends. After
 the slat of h not a bass should be
taken in the Miramichi, and from that
date until the following October, the
close time should be rigidly enforced, if
you hupe to save the fishery from ruin.
Already the average weight has become
small. When I was a younger man,
before the *‘terrible over-tishing”
had grown to its present proportions,-
the average weight of bass was about 8
and 9 lbs., very many weighed from 12
to 15, and quite a large number reached
20 and 25 lbs. These larger ones are
now very rarely caught, while the aver-
age has gone down to 4. and & lbs., or
even less. At present there are 452
nets registered for bass fishing in the
restricted space of 14 miles, in parts
only of which the bass lie. Now, Sir
here are Overseers Wyse, Hoyan and
Perley on the lfot to corroborate my
appeal to your sense

Respecting the destruction of Bass
caused by seining for Gaspereaux, you
prudently refrain from sayingmore than
“ the Department should make every
effort “to visit such offences with .such
punishment as would make their prac-
tice very unprofitable.” Here again
your wonderful ‘ignorance of this subt
ject shows itself. ‘But, you at last con-
descend for the first time to ask me a
question, instead of peremptorily giving
your own ipse digiti>_
“ Do we understand the Inspector to
mean that bBecause somie ragcally fisher-
men will not let bass go when they are
‘caught in thelrgasperpaiix seines out of
dedson, the {gasperedux. fishery with
seines ought to be stopped!”’ and mira-
bile dictu, you reslly admit ghat you
haye not g , “crammed” for - this part

of my letter, 'for yeu say:—“ We are
tiot well up on this parl of the subject
Jjust yet, and only ask for information.”

What part of ‘the subject you are
‘“ well up on,” I have thus far failed to
sce, but L will apswer your guestion
very plainly.  Most unequivocally then,

I reply,—All gaspereaux fishing with
seines should at once be entirely pro- -
hibited " in" the ‘Mirsini¢hi rimer, for
these two reasons;— --

First, because this species is already
neatly 0 , compared ‘with what
it was wlten Y was a boy living oh the
river, and solely in consequence of ex-
cessive over fishing. Gaspereanx do
not spawn in-rapidly running water,but
invarably make their way to still lakes
for that purpose. Miramichi Lake, at
the head waters of the Southwest branch
about 125 miles above Chatham, was
formerly the great resort of this species
 fgr that purgose. - ¥ou can readily un-
and how féw must reach this dis-

" tant point, when every settlér from the
railroad .bridge to that point, along a
course of 100'miles,has hisbit of net out
while they are moving, and more than
that, the people of East Glassville, in
Carleton Co., and all the settlers on the
head waters above the forks now resort
to the stream that empties Miramichi
Lake for Gaspereaux, and I mwuch fear
that in'this sparsely settled place where
the only two fishery ofticers reside miles
distant, nets are set quite across the
stream to kill the remnant that is left.
Overseer Cameron and the Mesdms.
Fairley will tell you that when they
were boys this Lake could almost liter-
ally be walked across on the backs of
gaspereaux, so numerous were they
then in the rivgr and lake, but that
now very few ru?l‘m it, and every middle
ed man on the river will bear witness
“to their'rapidly ‘decreasinig numbers.—
Thus,; Sir,“you will see, that if this
species is thus overfished at both ends _
of youyriver, at: the_ir‘ spawning tige,
they must 8oon ceadé to exist in'its
waters. Come, now, Mr, BEditor, con-
fess for once that you did not know all
this, nng that the much despised In-
spector does know something of his
business.

Second, becausesit is absolutely im-
possiole to prevent the seines killing
spawning bass and you andgrilse, |
—at that time. They get killed in the
process of hauling, and not one in 'ten
can be put back alive, and even if they
could, they would be caught again and
again, as long as seines were used. " In
no other river in this Province, or in
Nova Scotia, so far as I am aware, are
gaspereaux allowed to. be fished with a
i The comumon sense of the people
would not allow it for an instant, but
your fishermen;lose all their common
«sense in their great greed and cupidity,
and I only regret that you are sustain-
ing them in their stupid folly.

Gathering conraffe as you advance in
your blundering, you have the temerity
to eharge me with * making a statement
at variance with the facts, as they .are
krgwn' by hundreds of persons bgst
acquainted with them.” I new again
advisedly stale that over 9 tons of Bass,
all of them e:{)mmiug fish ‘or those that
had spawned, were taken in Napan Z»
river and Black river last spring from
the opening of navigation to the 26th
May. Of course I know what the
retwrns were, because they were first
sent to me, as Inspector, ‘and by meito
the Department at Ottawa; but then I
know further—what you do not know,
or if you do you choose, for the sake of
““ making the worse appear the better
reason” not to tell your readers—that
not one man in Napan made an honest
statement, but all gave short returns to
evade the paltry tax of one tenth of a
cent per lb. on their catch. And I
bring before you Overseer Wyse, who
collected the tax,as witness to the state-
ment. In his ofticial letter to me dated
12th June 1876, he says:—*‘ I can safely
say 80,000 Ibs. of Bass were taken, and
of thatquantity 70,000 Ibs were seined.”
And T bring Overseer John Hogan,
whose name is a synonym for honesty
and truthfulness whercver he is known,
to testify that to the best of his know-
Jedge and belief the 64 tons you admit
as being caught, found their market in
Chatham, Douglastovg& Nelson, New-
castle, and Bathurst. that, if Messrs,
Loggie or Morrison really did freeze the
most of 6} tons, it proves two things:—
1st that much over 9 tons were taken
ss8 I stated. 2nd, that these gentlemen
did a most dishonest thing if they put
upon the markets of the U. 8. spent
and spawning fish, pretending that they
were in geod condition as food, and if
the same dreadful slaughter is allowed
this coming Spring, I shall consider it
my duty to send circulars to all the
leading fish dealers of my acquaintance,
and I know most all of them personally,
in Boston and New York, to be on
their fuard against any further such
dishonest dealings.

After this ex of your knowledge
of the whole subject, I now leave your
readers to judge with what grace the
following comes from yonr facile pen:— *

‘ We have said enongh to show that
the Inspector is not happy in his judg-
ment of what he sopositively puts down
as facts. We believe that he desires to
advance our fishery interests, but his
modes are faulty and his temperment an
unfortunate one for a man in his im-
portant office.” .

In conclusion I beg to say that I fulli
agree with you-in olﬁyone more remar
in your whole labored reply to my let-
ter, and in that remark I cordially con-
cur, and say with you, ‘I seenothing to
be gained by anything short of plain
statements of facts and the administra-
tion of such advice to both as we may
be able to give, with a view of securing
‘ the greatest good to the greatest pos-
sible number.”’ 45 '

. But, sir, before you are in a position
make this plain statement or to give
this advice, believe me when I ome-
thing more than mere ‘‘cramming™ for an
occasion is requisite. More mental and
hysical work than you have ever yet
Xevoted to the study of our fisheries is
absolutely necessary to enable you to
understand their needs, and to qualify
you to counsel those who are blindly
destroying them. :

In conclusion you must permit me to
say, that as au officer who tolerably
well understands his business, I shall
consider it my duty tb expose your
ignorance on this subject just as often
as you give it form ahd pressurein such
a s{:pe a8 you have hitherto done. I
shall do this nithout aparticle of ill feel-
ing, but I shall do it in language
as vigorous as I can command within
the bounds of - legitimate argument, in
order to ' counteract, as faras possible,
the erroneous ideas such ignorauce is
calculated to diffuse among a class sadly
in nedd of a better informed teacher
than yourself. I leave '{our readers to
decide whether, in the light now given
them, you have not pandered to these
local ' jealousies that are sapping the
foundation of the County's prousperity.

Magistrate or Councillor acting as such,
80 far as the same may not be in conflict
with any existing law whereby returns
are required to be made elsewhere, on the
first Monday in each month to the Trea-
surer and said Town, together with a state-
ment shewing how all such cases brought
before said Magistrate or Councillor were
disposed of, the t of fines imposed,
whether the same was collected or mot,
and if not, stating the reason why.

46. It shall be lawful for the said
Council at any meeting or meetings to
be held as hereinbefore provided, to di-
rect the raising, assessing, levying, col-
lecting and applying such moneys as
may be required for the execution of
the powers with which the said Council

[S:ctions 48, 49, 50, 51, 52, 53, 54,

66 and 56, relate to the mode of desl-
ing with assessments and are of the
same tenor as the corresponding sec-
tions of the St. Stephen Incorporation
Act.}
' 57. From and after the passingof this
Act, 2ll the powers vested in the Court
of General 8 , or the M pal
Council for the County of Northumber-
land, in and by the several Acts of the
Genersl Assembly of this Province for
regulating tavern keepers and retailers,
shall be transferred toand vested in the
City Council, so far as such laws may be
applicable to the said” City; and the
Mayor and each several Councillor of
the said City for the time being shall
have ‘ull power and authority todo any
act or thing, in respect of the said Acts,
within the said City, which are in the
said Acts, directed or permitted to be
done by a Justice of the Peace or the
Municipal Council; provided that all
penalties, or fines imposed and recover-
ed within the said City for violation of
the said Laws, and all moneyg-exacted
for granting licenses to tavern| keepers
or retailers (which shall not inlany one
case exceed the sum of ome hundred
dollars for twelve months) shall bg paid
to the Treasurer for the use of the said
City ; and provided also, that no Gener-
al or Special Sessions, or the M pal
Council, shall have power to grant any
tavern, retail, or other license, or to
make rules or regulations respecting the
same, to be inforce within the said City
after the termination of those granted
at the January General Sessions this
pmetn year, and that the expense of
any criminal business arising within the
City of Chatham, and now chargeable
to the County of Northumberland,shall
hereafter be chargeable to and payable
out of the funds of the said City of
Chath%m.

[Section 58 deals with legality of as-
sessments under certain circumstances;
Sec. 69 makes citizens and officers of the
city competent witnesses at trials in
which the city is concerned; Sec. 60
makes Mayor and Councillors justices
of the Peace during their tenure of of-
fice; Se«. 61 provides that neither May-
or nor Councillors shall receive pay for
their servicesas such; Sec. 62 relates to
powers of  Assessors to rate Agents of
compan:es doing business in the city; it
also provides that mortgaged property
shall be assessed against the party in
possession of it.]

63. All fines, penalties or forfeium
to be recovered by the provisionsof this
Act, or by virtue of any bye laws to_ be
made and enacted nunder the authority
thereof, shall and may be sued for, re;
covered and enforced with costs, on'the
oath of one or more credible witnesses
before the Mayor of the said City and
any one of the City Councillors; and in
the case of the absence of the Mayor,
before any two of the said City Coun-
cillors, or at any time_before the Police
Magistrate of the said City, who are

hereby authorized snd empowered . to
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be and are hereby constituted a Court
for the trial of all complaints, suits,
prosecutions or controversies arising
under the said Act or this Act, or the
said bye laws or anyof them within the
limits of the said city,and to which any
Gine, penalty or forfeiture is or shall be
attached by virtue of the said Act or
this Act or any such bye law; and such
fine, penalty or forfeiture may be levied
and recovered by warrant of distress of
the offender’s goods and chattels under
the hands and seals of the said Mayor
and Councillor, or of the said two Coun-
cillors, or of the said Police Magistrate;
and in defsult of payment of such
fine, penalty, or forfeitnre, or for want
of sufficient goods and chattels of the
offender whereon tolevy such fine, pen-
alty or forfeiture, together with thecosts
and charges for distraining and selling
the same, to commit 'the offender or of-
fenders to the common gaol of the
County, or Lock-np house within the
said City, for such a period not exceed-
ing three months, as thesaid Mayorand
City Councillor, or any two Councillors
or Police Magistrate shall direct; and
all such complaints, suits, prosecutions
or cuntroversies shall be prosecuted by
summons or warrant in the name of the
City of Chatham, and the proceedings
shall be viva voce and conducted in a
summary- way, as directed by the Acts
of the Assembly relating to the duties
of Justicesof the Peace out of Sessions
within this Province, and judgment
shall be given as the véry right of the
matter may appear, without regard to
technical objections, imperfections or
defects, which do not affect the subtan-
tial justice of the case.

84. A copy of any bye laws or ordin-
ances made under the provisions of the
-above named Act, certified by the Town
Clerk, shall be evidence in all Courts.

65. That nothing in this Act shall im-
pose upon the city Council the care of
the Poor wijthin the said Civy; but
the Municipal County Council shall
continue to have charge of all matters af-

66. In any assessment for Comnty
purposes,to be made in the City of Chat-
ham, the County Council shall apportion
the amount to be levied between that
part of the Parish not incorporated and
the City of Chatham.

67. Inan election for Mayor, if there
should be an, equal number of votes
given for any two or more of. the candi-
dates, the City Council shall immediate-
ly direct a new election to be held as in
the case of extraordinary vacancies.

68. The officers appointed at the
January Session of the County Council
for the present year, so far as the same
are appointed for or may have duties to
perform exclusively confined to the
limits of the City hereby incorporated,
shall hold office only until the Councit
héresfter to be elected appoint others in
their stead, and no longer.

69. The gaol of the County of North-
umberland shall be the gaol of the
said City of Chatham ; and notwith-
standing the same shall be without the
limits of said City, all warrants, com-
mitments and other process or proceed-
ings issped or awarded under this Act,
whereby any person or persons may be
ordered to be committed or confined in
the common gaol, shall have full power
and effect in like manner as if the com-
mwon gaol was within the limits of said
City, and shall be committed according-
ly ; and the gaoler of the said Common
gaol shall receive all such persons into
his custody in the same mauner as if
the gaol was within the limits of said
City, and the authority of the person or
persons committing the same shall ex-
tend to said common gaol,notwithstand-
ing it may be beyond the limits of the
said City.

70. The first election for Mayor and
Councillors under this Act shall be held
by the Sheriff of the County of North
umberland and such persons as he
may appoint and any subsequent elec-
tion by such persons as the City Council
may from time to time appoint and for
the purposes of the first election unde
this Act, the Sheriff of the County of
Northumberland shall provide himself,
so far as practicable, with a list for each
Ward of the electors entitled to vote in
such Ward, copied from the revised list
of electors for the Parish of Chatham
for the previous year and notwithstand-
ing anything in this Act, such lists shall
be and be deembd legal lists of voters
for the several Wards for the purposes
of the first election, and any defects
therein shalf not vitiate'the proceedings
at such election.

71. All persons who have held and
are now holding Parish offices, having
any funds or uncollected accounts in
their hands belonging to'the Town or
district hereby incorporated, shall pay
overthe said funds, and render a ccrrect
account of any uncollected accounts or
taxes to the Treasurer of the said Town
80 soon as they are notified of others
being appointed in their stead.

72. All Acts or parts of Acts now ex-
THsting, that are inconsistent with the
provisions of this Act, are hereby re-
pealed, so far as they interfere with the
operation of this Act and no further,
provided also that thisAct shall not come
into operation until three fifths of the
electors qualified to vote as under Sec-
tion 6 of this Act, shall determine to ac-
cept the same; and forsuch purpose the
Sheriff of the County of Northumber-
Jand shall hold a poll to take the votes
by ballot of the said electors at such
place within the District hereby incor-
porated as he may appoint, and on some
day between the first and the twentieth
days of May one thousand eight hun-
dred and seventy seven and in the
manner provided by this Act for held-
ing the first election for Councillors,
after giving five days’ notice by posters
or otherwise, of the purpose to hold
such poll; and if a three fifths of the elec-
tors voting at such poll shall be found
to be in the affirmagive, he shall im-
mediately certily the same to the Lieu-
tenant Governor, who may therenpon
publish in the Boyal Gasette notice that
this Act is in full force and effect, and
}hmfotﬂl the same shall bein full
foroe and effect.
