THE STREET RAILWAY.

The Star showed on Saturday that
with the number of cars in commission
the street rallway company cannot
give a satisfactory service.. Npt only
have they a mach smaller number of
cars than are available in any city of
nearly equal population, but pf this

number little more than half, are ordin-
arily on the rpute. The more the sub-
ject is considered, in view of the high
value placed on street railway stock
by holders thereof, the more apparent
it becomes that the city cpuncil should
bring pressure to bear upon the com-
pany to improve the service. Those
aldermen who have annual passes
might begin by handing them in to the
management. By getting pn exactly
the same plane as humbler citizens
they might not feel any more qtrongly
on thé subject, but it would be a grace-
ful method of throwing down the
gauntlet tp the stret railway company.
On Saturday evening about six o'clock,
a citizen waited for nearly ~twenty
minutes at the American steamer
wharf for a car, and was finally re-
warded by seeing three come down the
line within a few yards of each other,
all mpving in the same direction.

LARGE CONTRACT.

It is evident that the valued Free-
man is storing up trouble for itself.
On Saturday it made a fierce attack
upon what in perhaps a somewhat
modified form are cherished features
of many church picnics, fairs and
bazaars. In chiding the exhibition as-
spciation for permitting the seductive
wheel of fortune, ring-and-cane and
general lottery man to ply his vocation
on the fair grounds our indiscreet cpn-
temporary is unconsciously mapping
out for itself a large programme. Of
the two the church fair “snapper up of
unconsidered trifles” is the more in-
sidious and dangerous. At a secular
show the citizen is a free agent, but
at the other he feels bound in a sense
to patronize everything. Morepver it
must be a rude shock to the youth
who learned at a semi-religious
function to try his hand at fortune's
wheel t0 be told that a similar method
of magnetising his mineral wealth at
an exhibition is the work of a fakir.
The Star does npt of course insinuate
that dishonest methods are resorted to
at church fairs or picnics; but waits to
be convinced that any of these games
of chance, wherever practised, are
benevolent institutions, for the enrich-
ment of the per.aons who patronize
them.

But the Freeman pverlooks a very
important phase of the subject. As-
suming that the games in question are
guileful and p.rnicious, think of the
moral effect which they cistribute over
a wide stretch of country. A ypung
man comes in from Piskehagen or
Pokesudie, thrilling with worldly ambi-
tions and avaricipus dreams. He is
pround of himself and confident that
he is a man of the world. He goes to
the fair, goes up against a simple
little brace game, and loses a dollar
and fifteen cents. That settles it. He
sees the balance of the fair, and goes
home a wiser and better young man.
He has had a great mpral lesson.
Weould the Freeman deprive the exhibi-
tion of so important a feature and so
far-reaching an influence?

THE COAL STRIKE.

ity

PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 7..-The an-
thracite mine workers’ strike enters
upon its 18th week with the lines be-
tween the operator and the miner
drawn almost as tightly as when the
saspension was inaugurated on May
12, There were many predictions that
the contest would be over by the first
week in September, but if the officials
of the mine workers' union are to be
believed the struggle will continue for
months unless the coal companies
grant concessions. Some of the oper-
ators looked for a serlous outbreak in
the ranks of the men weeks ago, and
admit they are surprised at the way
the strikers are holding out. Rumors
are current, and in fact statements
have been made by prominent men
both in and out of the coal area that
the strike will be ended this month.

President Mitchell of the union main-
tains that he knows nothing of a pos-
- 8ible early ending of the trouble, and
says he knows nothing of any negoti-
ations on foot looking to that end. The
only move now in contemplation is the
suggestion that Gov. Stone will call an
extra session of the legislature for the
purpose of spassing a law that would
have the effect of amicably and
speedily ending the deadlock. Gover-
nor Stone has given the matter con-
siderable thought and has announced
that if a biil can be framed that will
have the «esired effect he will im-
mediately convene the legislature.

Company officials do npt look for a
rapid decline in the price of coal after
the strike is over; because the de-
mand will be greater than the supply.
It is estimated that not more than 75
per cent. of the mines will be in con-
dition for immediate operation when
the strike is ended.

This 18 but the fourth occasion in the
history of Toronto at which altar
stones have been consecrated. The
ceréemony was an impressive one, and
apdft from the spiritual aspect, in-
volved much physical endurance, as it
lasted nearly flve hours, during which
time the Archbishop made the sign of
the cross no less than 15,000 times, and
répeated thousands of prayers in com-
pletion of the consecration,

These altar stones are the. stones
upon which the mass is offered up, and
no mass can be said without them.
They are marble slabs, about 18 by 27
inches, and in the centre of the slab
{s an opening, and in each of the 26
openings this morning was placed the
relic of some salnt.

A PIECE OF THE CROSS.

It is not generally known that in the
altar stone of St. Michael's cathedral
the church authorities claim to have a
plece of the cross upon which Christ
was crucified, not a big bit, but one
about as big as a quarter of a five cent
plece, and devoutly believed o be
génuine. But more than this, the alt-
ar stone of St. Michael's is also re-
ported to contain a bit of the garment
of the Virgin Mary and_ bits of the
bones of other less illustrious saints,
It is necessary that some relics be en-
closed i an altar stone before it can
be used, and Thursday morning, after
the consecration was completed, each
altar stone received its relic, and then
a marble cap was placed over it, and
the relic was' i@ from view. Thesé re-
lics are sent frot the Vatican. Many
of them, so a rpresentation of the
clergy stated, cbme from the ' cata-
combs of the Eternal City, and consist
of bits of bones of the martyrs or par-
ticles of the machines by which they
were executed or tortured for their
faith.

“These relics,” the clergyman said,
“often having healing virtue, as is seen
at the shrine of St. Anne, where a big
bit of the arm bone of St. Anne is kept
—sacred treasure, and where thousands
have been healed.”

The ceremony Thursday morning was
carried on in Latin, First was the
prayer over each of the 26 stones, fol-
lowed by a sprinkling of holy water.
Following this was the anointing with
oils, and after this the sealing up of
the relics. These stones will be kept
under careful guard in the palace, and
will be given to new churches or for
older churches that erect side altars.

Yet Sir Wifrid goes
to France to*suggest a direct steam-
ship line, and urges France to send im-
migrants to Canada. While Chamber-
lain is exhausting his eloquence to per-
suade Englishmen to immigrate to
Canada and other colonies of the em-
pire, Laurier ig busy trying to stimu-
late a stream of French emigration.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

(Broom Hagle.)
Corn Pudding.
Take twelve ears of tender corn,
grate them and add to this pulp one
quart of sweet milk thickened with

three tablespoons of flour and two of
butter rubbed together, and four beat-
en eggs. Season with salt and pepper
to taste. Butter a baking dish and pour
in the mixture and bake ih a moderate
oven until a nice brown. By adding
sugar and a rich sauce to this pudding
it may be served as a dessert, other-
wise serve it as a vegetable.

Breaded Tongue Tomato Sauce,

Cut six slices of cold cooked tongue,
half a can of tomatoes, a slice of onion,
a bit of bay leaf, three tablespoons of
butter, three of flour, one-third of a cup
of bread crumbs, one egg, salt and pep-
per. The tongue should be cut in slices
one-half inch thick. Dip them into
crumbs, then in the beaten egg, then in-
to crumbs again, and saute them in,
butter, place on a hot dish and pour
the hot sauce around them. Cook the
tomato, onifon and bay leaf for fifteen
minutes, strain and stir in the butter
and flour, rub together, season to taste
with salt and pepper.

e Q‘
Cream Sauce,

This is considered the keynote to all
culinary kmowledge. One important
feature in making this sauce is to have
it white. Another that it must be the
same consistency always, never too
thick or too thin, and above all it must
not be pasty. The best flour to use is
a patent or a straight bread flour.
Cornstarch makes a beautiful smooth
white sauce, delicate but not so palat-
able as a sauce made with flour.

Measure your materials and have
them conveniently near the stove be-
fore you begin to make the sauce, or
else you may have it off color or lumpy.
First measure two even tablespoonfuls
of flour; then with same spoon measure
two even tablespoonfuls of butter;
place this in a small agate saucepan.
Next measure a full half pint cup of
milk, not as much as you can carry in
a cup, but a level cupful, first placing
the cup on cooking table which should
be near the stove. Salt, pepper and any
other ingredient to be added should al-
so be on the table. Now heat the but-
ter without coloring it ever so slight-
ly; take from the fire and stir in the
flour to a smooth paste; then add the
millk, which may be warm or cold, but
not scalding hot, and azain place ovér
the fire and stir until it begins to thick-
en. Add half a (eéaspoonful of salt and
pcpper (white) to taste; let come to
a boil and it is ready t0 serve. It takes
but a few minutes to make this, and if
you are careful to always follow direc-
tions you never fail in having a sticoth
white, delicious sauce. If it cannot be
served at once it may be kept hot for
some time by placing over another ves-
sel of boiling water, and should be cov-
ered to prevent the hardening of the
surface which will make the sauce un-
sightly if stirred down into it. A prop-
erly made cream sauce may be reheat-
ed, so that when necessity demands it
may be made some hours previous to
serving, when combined with meat,
fish, ete.

ARCHBISHOP MACHRAY

Speaks of Some Ne:ds of the Church of
England.
Ee——

The following are extracts from the
message of Archbishop Machray, read
at the Anglican 8ynod in Montreal last
week:—

“By far the most important question
before the General Synod,” he said, ‘M,
the formation of a general mission so-
ciety for the whole Dominion, The col-
lapse of the scheme when before pro-
posed was a great disappointment , to
the West, but the action of the church
has been weak beyond expression, and
any help from the east has only been
brought out by spasmodic appeals from
the needy dioceses. En-onumy, may be
well, but it can be carried too far, It
is hopeless to expect adequate results
from inadequate means,

“‘Many things conspire today to draw
men from public worship and lessen
the sense of the sanctity of the Lord's
Day, but upon these depend vital re-
ligion. Intemperance continues an ex-
cessive evil, but the abandonment of
So many to all kinds of amusement,
luxury, and extravagant living is do-
ing even more to sap the foundations
of honest soclal life. The church must
be firm in this.

“As to the grave question of bring-
ing up the young in the nurture amd
admonition of the Lord, it is hopeless
unless religious instruction is given in
the day schools. The teaching of the
Bible and the main truths of our faith
are of such importance, I trust the
church will endeavor to secure the help
of other Protestant denominations. We
must not insist on all we would like.
Enough is done if we can secure. a sat-
isfactory knowledge of the main facts
of the Word of God.”
