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Development of Falls’ Power
Not a Feasible Proposition.

Report Prepared For the Sun by“an Expert Engineer,

Throws Gold Water on

the Scheme—It Would

be Enormously Expensive.

That the development of the power
at the reversing falls is not a feasible,
or even practical proposition, is the
opinion of an engineer engaged by the
Sun to make a report on this matter.

When the question became a live one
some few months- ago, correspondence
was opened up between the Sun and
an engineer in Upper Canada, an ex-
pert, and one who has had considerable
experience in this class of work. He
has visited the falls, has secured all
the necessary measurements, and had
plans prepared, and while the report
which he has sent down does not go
closely into details, it is not by any
means encouraging.

He says: “I have-To oked\into this
whole question very carefully, and
have spent a lot of thought onh it, but
as yet I hdve not been able to work
out a feasible scheme for developing
the power at the falls. The situation
is an odd one, and similar conditions I
know have never been met elsewhere.

‘“There is no doiuibt that power can
be developed, but it will cost a great
deal of money to do this, and even
when it is done it seems to me that the
whole thing” will be rather unsatisfac-
tory.

‘“If it were possible to dam the whole
river, from the upper island to the
Cushing sulphite mill, leaving a canalt

lock for the passage of vassels, and
by this dam raising the level of the
river ~ten . or twelve feet, then it
might be possible to put in a flume
across the neck of land from the vicin-
ity -of Marble Cove to a point on the
river below the bridge. But with this
scheme the ice coming down the river
in the spring would cause trouble at
the dam, and anyway the cost would
be so great that this plan would never
be accepted.

““The idea of using undershot wheels
in the little rapids between the islands
and Murray & Gregory's shore, is not
a very good one, since these wheels
have an efficiency of only about thirty
per cent, The back water would
greatly interfere. The available power
from such a system would be so little
as to be hardly worth the trouble of
building a plant,

“On the other hand the Grand Falls
power is easily = developed, there is
enough there for almost any purpose,
it could be transmitted to St. John
with a loss of not more than ten or
fifteen per cent, and I think it would
be much cheaper in the long run than
could be obtained through any system
of development at tHe reversing falls.

“There are perhaps other falls nearer
to St. John than the Grand Falls, and

Brilliant P. E. I. Man Now
of Galifornia University

Is Being Sent Abroad For a Year's
Research Work—His Remarkable

Success.

> &

It is announced that Professor Wil-
liam Scott Ferguson of the Greek and
Roman history department in the Uni-
versity of California has been allowed
a year for research work abroad, with
ample financial provision for his tra-
vels and explorations. Professor Fer-
guson 1as served six years in this
university, and is allowed this sabbati-
cal year to be spent according to his
own judgment in the interest of learn-
ing.

Leaving the Pacific coast in May,
Professor Ferguson proposes to fill an
engagement at Harvard for June and
July. His lecture course in the sum-
mer school will be on Greek constitu-
tional history. After that he will go to
Germany, and later to Greece.

The career of Professor Ferguson has
been rather remarkable. He is thirty
years old, and is the son. of Senator
Donald Ferguson of Marshfield, near
Charlottetown.

In 1890, at the age of fifteen, he en-
tered Prinze of Wales College, graduat-
ing three years later at the head of his
class, and taking the Governor Gen-
eral’s medal.

The same year he entered the second
year at McGill University, winning a
$125 exhibition. At MecGill he carried
‘off the Coster prize as the best student
from the maritime provinces in each
‘year of his course. In 1894 he took a
fellowship of the value of $125. He
graduated in 1896 with the highest hon-
ors in classics. ;

Entering Cornell University the same
year he was awarded a $300 scholar-
ship, and in the two subsequent years
of his post graduate course he held fel-

Proceeding to Europe Dr. Fergueon
studied for a time at Berlin, and fol-
lowed up his investigations at Athens.

On his return to America Dr. Fergu-
son was called to the University of
California, where he became' lecturer
on Greek, Roman and Byzantine his-
tory. In 1903 he was made assistant
professor and head of the ancient his-
tory section of the department of his-
tory. In May next he will have com-
pleted six years of work in the univer-
sity, and the above provision has been
made for his seventh year.

Dr. Ferguson is the author of some
important contributions to Greek his-
torical study. In 1898 the MecMillan
company published the treatise on “The
Athenian Secretaries,” and the next
year the same house brought out his
work on “The Athenian Archons.”
These works contained the results of
research and analysis, and in the opin-
fon of scholars have thrown much
light on disputed and unsettled
points In Greek chronology. At Leip-
zig there is a publication devoted sole-
ly to ancient history archeology and
other kindred sciences. The ed%orial
staff includes eminent scholars in Ber-
lin, Tubigen, Rome, Jena, Paris,
Heidelberg, Oxford, 8St. Petersburg,
Gottingen, Prague and other university
cities in the old world/ Of this publi-
cation, “Beitrage- Zur Alten Ges-
chichte,” Dr. Fergueon became associ-
ate editor in 1903. He is the only mem-
ber of the staff on-this continent,

POLICE BELIEVE
MURDER WAS GOMMITTED

Suspicious Circumstances Surround-

ing the Death of William Regg
of Montreal.

MONTREAL, Jan. 4—The police are
busily engaged today investigating the
suspicious circumstances surrounding
the death of “William Regg, aged sixty-
five years, found dead in the basement
of a building at 217 St. Charles Boromee
street this morning, and they are of
the opinion that murder has been com-
mitted.

Albert Rignon, a neighbor, who had
not seen Regg leave his room for sev-
eral days, suspected he was ill, and on
visiting the place this' morning he
made the gruesgome discovery. Regg
wag found 'lying dead on the floor,
which was strewn with every kind of
filth. His head presented the appear-
ance of having been badly battered.

The skull was fractured, and a few
feet from the body were several empty
bottles, some broken, and bearing
whiskey labels. i

The deceased is known to have lived
for at least two years in the basement
or cellar in which he wasg found with
a woman who gives her name as Mar-
garet Burke, fifty years of age.

The woman was seen leaving the
house this morning about half an hour
before Rignon discovered the body.
She was arrested and taken to the po-
lice station, where she is being held as
a witness.

Regg was a pensioner of the British
army.

TORONTO, Ont., Jan. 4-—Yester-
day’s investigation into the tack com-
bine methods wag again chiefly con-
fined to the reading of extracts from
minutes to show how the association
carried 03 its business.

The podling system adopted by the
association was explained. All mem-
bers of the association were limited to
a certain output according to the ca-
pacity of their factory, and if any one
of them exceeded the amount, the firm
had to pay 15 per cent, to pool on the
additional output. If the limit of one
member’s output was $5,000, and he ex-
ceeded it and went up to $6,000, then
he would have to pay a percentage on
the extra $1,000. Crown Attorney Cur-
ry said sometimes a man would get
$600 a month out of the pool and often
$300. The pool did away with the ne-
cessity of a man striving after busi-
ness.

Prices were fixed according to ar-
rangement, discounts were fixed as were
standards so that everyone was manu-
facturing practically the same thing.
The case was adjourned till Friday.

MONTREAL, Que., Jan, 4—William
Rigg, a British veteran, - was found
dead in the basement of a house in
the city this morning. Rigg had a cut
over the left ear, through which his
brains were hanging, and had been
dead about twenty hours. The police
are investigating.

CAPE HAYTIEN, Hayti, Jan, 4—

of the Morales forces by the Caceres
garrison after sharp fighting, the Ca-

In view of the
strength of the alibi then brought out
by the defense, it had been supposed
that the state would not go to trial a
second time, and the motion for a day
made this morning is taken to mean
that the state will attack the case set
up by Scott Wilson, who again appears
for Cole.

The County Attorney had nothinrg to
say on this point today, but often
the previous trial he expressed himself
as positive of the opinion that the Cole
witnesses were mistaken as to the date
when they saw and talked with the ac-
cused 1n Portland, and that, instead of
being the day of the murder, it was
either the preceding or the following
day. It is probable that the state will,
in the second trial, attempt to estab-
lish this, and that new evidence along
these lines will be introduced.

Cole looked well in court today. He
is stouter than before, and appears to
be cheerful and hopeful of acquittal.
No day was set for, the trial, but it
was agreed that it should be taken up
after the remainder of the term’s
docket had been disposed of, which
will bring it on about the last of this

At a recent convention of librarians
the following story was told of old
Geronimo, the most celebrated Indian
prisoner-ward the Federal Government
has ever had:

“Do not the products of. civilized life
astonish you?” Geronimo was asked by
his keeper. -

Hon. Charles E, Church died on his
seventy-first birthday., He was a
sehool taachar and afterwa-ds a mer-
chant in Lunenburg previous to his
election to the house of commons  in
1372, Defeated in his second federal
contest, he was elected to the legisia~
ture in 1882, the year in which the
‘Thompson government was defeated.
‘When Mr. Pipes organized his govern-
/ ment Mr. Church was made provincial
! secretary. Later Mr. Pipes gave place
~ to Mr. Fielding, who', himself became
provincial secretary, Mr. Church tak-
ing public works and mines. He re-
mained twenty years one of the three
. heads of departments in the Nova
 Scotia government. In 1902 it was
‘thought desirable to make a change,
and Mr. Church was called to the sen-
ate. At that time his health had
~_ greatly failed, and he took no active
part in the proceedings at Ottawa.
In fact it could never be said that he
was & man of great energy or pbwer.
 The general view was that the sean-

_ment were largely due to the fact that
‘he did not keep the control in his own
hands, but allowed his colleagues to

The town of Glossop is to be con-
gratulated on the munificent gift of
Which it is about to become the recipi-
ent, as announced in the Review last
wek. No more acceptable Christmas
present could have been given to the
busy paper making borough than the
sum of £30,000, which Captain Edward
Partington has placed at its disposal
for the erection and endowment of a
nursing and convalescent home for its
sick poor, and for the provision of
trained nurses therefor. The gift is
indeed a handsome one, and one which
will be locally appreciated at-its ut-
most value. One cannot help envying
Captaic Partington the splendid satis-
faction he must experience in being
the donor of such a valuable gift to the
town with which he has been so long
and so closely identified. It almost
eeems in itself a fitting reward for the

efforts of a strenuous and honorable
career,

Glossop, as will be well known to
many, or, perhaps, most persons con-
nected with the paper trade, is a pros-
perous market town in the High Peak
district of Derbyshire. In respect of
population—which numbered over 25,-
000 at the census of 1901—and indus-
trial importance, it ranks next to
Derby in its county, and the parish
of Glossop is one of the largest in
England. Its industries include,
amongst others, cotton and woollen
manufacture, ecalico printing, stone
production and paper making. The
last mentionéd is in the hands of Cap-
tain Partington’s firm, Olive and Par*-
ington, Ltd., who own and work the
Turn Lee mills and Dover mills there.

Captain Partington has been aptly
described as the “Napoleon” of the
English paper trade, and he has fully
earned that flattering distinction. No
one ever better earned success and
affiluence than he, and he has been the
architect of his own fortune .He has
known in his time what it was to ‘walk
in humble paths, but by dint of sheer
grit, determination, tenacity of pur-
Dose, enterprise, and square dealing he
has risen to the first position in the pa-
per trade of this country. He is, more-
over, thoroughly practical, and he
knows the life of the beating room as
thoroughly ag he does that of the prin-
cipal’s sanctum,

Captain Partington’s interests are
now of vast extent, both in this coun-
try and abroad. His position as chief
of Olive and Partington Ltd., who
also own the Broughtori Bridge Paper
Works at Manchester, I have already
indicated. He has also the controlli
interest in, and is chairman of, the
Ramsbottom Paper Mills Co., Ltd.,
whose mills are at Ramsbottom, and
is chairman and managing director of
the Kellner-Partington Paper Pulp Co.,
Ltd., having works at Barrow-in-Fur-
ness, in Norway, Austria, and else-
where in Furope. He has also import-
ant interests on the other side of the
Atlantie, so that a man’s hands could
hardly be more fully occupied than
his.

The present gift is by no means the
first which Captain Partington has
made to Glossop. The Victoria Hall,
of which its townsmen are proud, wae
one of the first of his local benefac-
tions, and the Cricket Pavilion is an-
other. Again, in honor of Queen Vic-
toria’s diamond Jubilee, he was lavish
to prodigality in the entertainments he
gave to all and sundry in and round
about Glossop, including, needless to
say, his own work people. But the
new Nursing and Convalescent Home
will be a fitting crown to the series.

By the way, the Turn. Lee mills at
Glossop have had a checkered, as well
as a long, existence, When precisely
they were founded I have no means
of ascertaining, but in their pre-paper
making days thes‘r were engaged in tex-
tile industry. AbBout the end of , the
firet quarter of last century the mills
were in the occupancy of a firm namgd
Bennet, who carried on business as
wool carders, scale board and tip mak-
ers, and fur dressers, and it was dur-
Ing the succeeding quarters of the cen-
tury, I believe, that the mills were first
used for paper making purposes by
the same firm. Later on they seem to
have reverted to textiles again, for the
Turn Lee Mills Co. traded there as cot-
ton spinners. In 1865 Thomas Hamer
Ibbotson used the premises for paper
staining and the manufacture of tin-
foil, and then, in 1871, they passed into
the hands of the well known Ludgate
Hill publishing house, then carried on
under the style of Cassel, Petter and
Galpin. Two years later Messrs, Olive
and Partington acquired the mills, and,
on the death of Mr. Olive, Capt. Part-
ington became sole proprietor, the
business being at a later date convert-
ed into a limited lability concern,

THEN THE GHILDREN

Boston American Asks If It Wouldn’t
Be Nice If Children Should Become
As Imporfant As Cattle
s g Money, :

The following is an editorial in
Heartst’s Boston American:

Here’s a piece of news, Read it:

“The cattle on the dominion experi-
mental farms at Nappan, Nova Scotia,
that have developed tuberculosis are
not to be slaughtered. Dr. Rutherford,
veterinary inspactor general, has rec-
ommended that experimeits be made
in the hope of eradicating the disease
by the fresh-air cure.”

It seems that we are making pro-
gress. The custom has been, when
cattle showed signs of tuberculosis, to
let them die, or, if the government
agents got hold of them, to shoot them.

There has been some improvement in
plans and methods, according to the
statements above. People know that
fresh air will cure tuberculosis—if you
add rest and sufficient food to the fresh
air, Therefore the cattle in Nova
Scotia are to get the benefit of scien-
tific discoverey. ‘

It would be an excellent thing,
wouldn’t it, if our e¢ity and national
governments could look at the children
as the government in Nova Scotia looks
at tuberculous cattle?

There are hundreds of thousands of
children marching rapidly along the
road to consumption and death. For
one cow afflicted with tuberculosis the
number of human beings is many.
With the tuberculous. children, in our
crowded slums, we are still pursuing
the old method—we let them die.

Civilization hasn’t the moral courage
to shyot them, end their misery and
prevent the spreading of the disease.
So they are allowed to die slowly,
while the landlords of the damp, dark,
foul tenaments coHect their rents, and
the city sovernment leaves the streets
dirty, and\the elevated railroads crowd
out the light and sun, and the adulter-
ators of food destroy what little hope
there might be of recovery.

The children of the tenements, like

the cattle of Nova Scotia, could be
cured by fresh air—and there is plenty
of it in the country. They could be
cured by good food—and there is plenty
of it in the land. FEmough food is
wasted every year to fill with health
and vigor all the lttle consumptive
children. And there i{s no real redson
why “he little sick children should not
recover, with food, air, sunlight and
rest, if they could get away from the
noise and the damp and the filth and
the poisoned food and the make-belfeve
milk,
'+ It would be creditable to eivilization
if a great, rich city, with hundreds of
millions of proverty and hundreds of
millionaires, should do as much for a
tuberculous child as Nova Scotia pro-
poses to do for its tuberculous cows.

But let us not be idiotically optimis-
tic, or cynically eritical.

A cow has cash value. If you give it
fresh air and food and heal up fits
tuberculous lungs, you can sell it for
$35 or keep it and sell its milk for four
cents a quart.

‘Whereas if you heal the tuberculous
lungs of a child, feed it, rest it and
give it fresh air, what can you sell it
for? Nothing.

Miser's Widow Has fo Find i On
Shores - of Lake—Fears

Discovery.

CHICAGO, Dec. $0.—Fearing that
robbers might find the hidden treasure
left by her husband, who died two
days ago, Mrs. Andrew Mattson, 62
years old, is keeping an anxious vigil
at her weather beaten cabin 'on the
shore of Lake Michigan at the foot of
One Hundred and Third street.

Mattson was called a miser. Before

where he had buried his Ilittle for-
tune, but he was deaf to her entreaties.
He also guarded his secret from all
his relatives. - Up to the time of his
death he insisted that he would not
die and that it was useless to tell
where he had hidden his wealth. Be-
fore he lost consciousness in the hos«
pital his wife foresaw' her poverty and
explained to the miser fisherman. the
recessity of disclosing the location of
the treasure,

“You are going to dle,” she told him,
“and I need the money to bury you
with.”

Mattson was firm in his belief that
death could not overtake him and he
withheld his seeret until it was too
late.

‘The
words were unintelligible and the wi-
dow was left without a penny, while
$8,000 of the man’s savings are believed
to lie in some hiding place.

He came to South Chicago fifteen
years ago and built a Hut on the lake
share.

Mr. Prefontaine was responding to
the toast of the evening The Dominion
of Canada and His Excellency the
Governor General, and having express-
ed his pleasure at ‘meeting the mem-
bers of the Canada Club, he said: Can-
ada is Canada first for us, Canada al-
ways, and Canada for ever. (Cheers).
The toast has been coupled with the
name of our noble and distinguished
governor general, and it is an agree-
able duty to me to be able to say that
Lord Grey has already proved himself
well qualified to discharge the import-
ant duties of that high office.

THE ADMIRALTY AND THE CAN-
ADIAN NAVY.

Allusion hasg been made to the” Can-
adian militia and the Canadian navy.
As regards the Canadian militia, I am
not authorized to speak in, its name,
but those who are acquain with the
progress achieved during recent years

under the eame c¢onditions as those
which the British army enjoys at the.
present moment, will render justice to
Canada, and acknowledge that it has
fearlessly done its duty towards the
Canadian militia. (Cheers). As re-
gards the navy, we are as yet in our
infancy—we are just beginning the
task—and I happen to be in London as
your guest tonight because my gov-
ernment has thoughf that we should
establish in Canada a naval reserve,
or some kind of organizatiqn, that lit-
tle by little will come to form part of
the great British navy, and be a pow-
er in defending the emplire wherever
and whenever the occasion’ may arise.
(Cheers). We have an immense ter-

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GHURCH BELL RANG
FIRST In A D, 400

— v

Church bells are of anclent origin.
The ancients had bells for both sacred
and profane burposes, Strabo says
tha_t market time was announced by
their sound, and Pliny that the tomb of
an ancient king of Tuscany was hung
round with bells. The hour of bathing
Wwas made known in ancient Rome by the
sou-qd of a bell; the night watchman
carried one, and it served to call up
the servants in great houses. Sheep
hgd them tled about their necks to
frighten away wolves, or, rather, by
way of amulet.

Paulinus, Bishop of Nola, is general-
ly considered the first person who in-
troduced bells into ecclesiastical ser-
vice, about the year 400. Historians
say that in 610 the Bishop of Orleans,
being at Seno, then in a state of siege,
frightened away the besleging army by
ringing St, Stephen’s church bells,
which is a clear proof that they were
not at that time generally known in
France. The first large bells are men-
tioned by Bede, in the year 680. Before
that period the early British Christians
made use of wooden rattles to call the
congregation of the faithful together,
Hand bells probably first appeared at
religious processions, ‘and were after-
ward used by the seculars. The small
bells were not always held in the hand;
they were sometimes suspended upon a
stand and struck with hammers.

The: arrival of kings and great per-
sonages was anciently greeted by ring-
ing the church bells, Ingulphus, abbot
of Croyland,, who died about 1109,
speaks of them as being well known in
his time, and says that “the first ab-
bot of Croyland gave eix bells to that
monastery—that is to say, two great
ones, which he named Bartholomew
and Beladine; two of a medium size,
called Turketullum and Bettrino; two
small ones, denominated Pega and Bega.
He also caused the great bell to be
made called Gudia, which was tuned
to the other bell, and produced an ad-
mirable harmony, not to be equalled
in England.”

The belis used In the monasteries
were sometimes rung with ropes hav-
ing brass or silver rings at the ends for
the hand. They were anciently rung
by the priests themselves, afterward by
the servants and sometimes by those
incapable of other duties, as persons
who were blind. In the flourishing
days of Popery bells were actually bap-
tized and anointed with the chrism, or
holy oil. They were also exorcised and
blessed by the bishop from a belief
that when these ceremonies had been
performed they had power to drive the
devil out of the air, to calm tempests
and keep away the plague. The ritual
for these ceremoniés i& contained in
the Roman Pontifical and is still used
in Roman Catholic countries, where it
is usual to give the bells the name of
somge saint, as was formerly done in
England. <

The doctrine of the Church of Rome
concerning bells is that they have merit
and pray God for the living and the
dead; second, that they produce devo-
tion in the hearts of the faithful. The
dislike of evil spirits to bells is well
expressed by Wynken de Worde in the
Golden Legend. The passing bell was
anciently rung for two good purposes—
one to bespeak the prayers of all good
Christian people for a soul just depart-
ing and the other to drive away the evil
spirits who etood at the foot of the bed
or about the house. Such was the gen-
eral opinion respecting the eficacy of
bells before the Reformation, but since
that period “it has been the wusual
course in the Church of England that
when any eick person lay dying
a bell should toll to give notice to the
neighbors that they might pray for the
dying party, which was commonly call-
ed a passing bell, because the sick per-
son was passing hence to another world;
and when his breath was expired the
bell rung out that the neighbors might
cease their prayers, for that the party
was dead.” It is now only tolled after
death.

The saints’ bell was not so called
from the name of the saint that was
inscribed on it, or of the church to
which it belonged, but because it was
always rung out when the priest came
to that part of the service, “Sancte,
Sancte, Sancte, Domine Deus Sabbath;”
purposely that those persons who could
not come to church might know in
what a solemn office the congregation
were at that instant engaged, and so,
even in their absence, be once, at least,
moved to lift up their hearts to Him
who made them. Bells at one time were
thought an effectual charm against
lightning. The frequent firing of abbey
churches by lightning confuted the
proud@ motto commonly written on thh:
bells in their steeples, wherein each en=
titled itself to a sixfold efficacy, viz:—

Men's death I tell by doleful knell,

Lightning and thunder I break asunpd-
er;

On Sabbath all to church I call;

The sleepy head I raise from bed,

The winds so fierce I do disperse,

Men’s cruel rage I do assuage,

It has anciently been reported, . ob-
served Lord Bacon, and is still receiv-
ed, that extreme applause and shout-
ing of people assembled in maultitudes
have so rarefled and broken the air
that birds flying over have fallen
down, the air not being able to support
them, and it is believed by some that
great ringing of bells in populous cities
has chased away thunder, and also dis-
sipated pestilent air.

Will . Endeaver to Secure Dominion
Subsidey — New Presbyterian
Church Opened—Chatham

News.

{Special to the Sun.)

CHATHAM, Jan. 4—A special meet-
ing of the board of trade was held yes-
terday to confer with Rev. Mr. Burke
of Prince Edward Island relative to
the proposed scheme to establish a
steamship line between Miramichi and
the Magdalen Islands.

D. P, McLachlan was called to the
chair and briefly stated the object of
the meeting and called upon Father
Burke, who addressed the meeting at
some length. The general terms of the
proposal are these: To place a steamér
of about five or six hundred tons and
a draft of not more than twelve or
thirteen feet upon the route, to call
at North Sydney, Alberton and pos-
sibly a third port between the terminal
points, The round trip to be completed
within a week. The trade to be de-
veloped would be lumber of all kinds,
including manufactured stuff, such as
doors, windows and matched lumber
from Miramichi with return cargo of
produce, cattle, fish and occasionally
coal from Sydney when other freight
may not offer. It is expected that a
dominion subsidy will be secured for
the venture.

A committee consisting of Mayor
Nicol, - ex-Mayor Murdoch, Collector
Watt and F. E. Neale was appointed
to arrange the preliminaries of organ-
ization in_ this section and confer with
the parties on the island ‘who are in-
terested in the project. A provisional
directorate will be formed, a prospectus
prepared, a stock list opened and mat-
ters generally put in shape in a short
tsme. The amount of stock it is sup-
posed will be about twenty-five thou-
sand dollars, and the prospects gener-
ally appear to be favorable to the
undertaking.

A slimly attended meeting of the
ratepayers was held last night to con-
sider sewerage extension in town. A
motion was passed authorizing the
counell to borrow twenty-five hundred
dollars for this purpose. Considerable
discussion over the proposal was in-
dulged in by Aldermen Snowball, Cun-
ningham and Mahar, and Messrs.
Stothart, Gaynor, Abbott and Stewart.

The new Presbyterian church at
Millbank, opposite Chatham, was open-
ed on Sunday last, Rev. Mr. McMillan
of Halifax preaching the opening ser-
mon. All the ministers in town as-
sisted in the services. The church is
under the charge of Frank Milligan,
nephew of C. J. Milligan of St. John,
who is exercising the responsible duties
in a very acceptable manner. ~

The employes of the Dominion pulp
mill presented Mr. Vickery, the man-
ager, with a beautiful watch and chain
on New Year's Day, and Mr. Horton
of the same firm was remembered in a
handsome way by a similar presenta-
tion.

The skating season at the rink was
opened New Year’'s Day, and the young
folks have been fully enjoying them-
selves ever since.

ACADIA SECOND FORWARD
MOYEMENT BROUGHT TO
SUCCESSFUL ISSUE.

The above movement was begun in
1803, and contemplated the raising of

two hundred thousand dollars for Aca-
dia University and its affiliated insti-
tutions. A pledge for half the amount
was obtained from Mr. Rockefeller,
conditioned upon the rdising of the
other half from the contributors. Mr.
Rockefeller’'s pledge required that the
contributions of others should be
pledged by January 1st, 1906, and paid
by January 1st, 1908.

On the 1st inst. the governors of the
university were able to report to Mr.
Rockefeller that the conditional one
hundred thousand dollars had been
pledged .in full by centributors other
than himself, with something over, and
that forty thousand dollars of the
amount had already heen paid in,

This is an achievement immensely
creditable to the Baptists of the pro-
vinces and their friends, especially as
this second forward movement follow-
ed close on the heels of the first for-
ward movement, by which seventy-five
thousand dollars was secured for the
educational work. The two movements
together secure the handsome sum of
two hundred and seventy-five thousand
dollars for the strengthening of the
work at Wolfvillee Of this entire
amount Mr. Rockefeller contributed
one hundred and fifteen thousand del-
lars; other friends outside the pro-
vinces perhaps ten thousand dollars,
but not léss than one hundred and fifty
thousand dollars has been contributed
by the Baptists and their friends in
the maritime provinces. ;

The pledges yet to be redeemed are
all payable by January 1st, 1908, and
as in the case of the first forward
movement, the amount pledged was
raised to the last dollar, so without
a shadow of doubt will it be with the
second movement. Each quarter the
board reports to Mr. Rockefeller the
amount gctually collected during the
preceding three months and . promptly
receives his check for an equal amount.

The' monthly sitting of the eircuit
court opened at eleven Tuesday
morning with His Honor Chief Justice
Tuck presiding.

NEWCASTLE, N. B, Jan. 8-—The
tariff commission met at the town
hall at eleven o’clock, Hon Mr, Field-
ing presiding. -

O. G. Anderson, ‘of thé Anderson
Furniture Company, was the first-gen-
tleman to appear before the commis-
slan. He made a lengthy statement of
the furniture business and asked that a
number of articles used in the manu-
facture of furniture and not manufac-
tured in Canada, be placed on the free
list. He thought that oak, walnut,
and mahogany lumber should be
placed on the free list as these were
totally exhausted in Canada and had to
be imported. He also advocated a
higher tariff on manufactured furni-
ture. This, he claimed, would not af-
fect the local buyer as the output of
the factories was larger than the de-
mand was always.

In the export trade Canadian manu-
facturers had to compete ‘with U, 8.
concerns which manufactured at Iless
expense and had a better freight rate.
The duty on raw material was a Rin-
drance for this trade and should be
removed.

Mr. Fielding, “Are you not aware
that you can by making proper repre-
sentations to the Department get a
rebate of duty on goods for export?
For instance, if you pay $100 duty on
material entering into the manufac-
ture of furniture exported to South
Africa you.could by making proper
representation have “$99 of this re-
funded.’

Clung to the Keel For Four Days—
His Companions Drowned
Before His Eyes.

J. Fred Willlams, the only survivor
of the crew of the schooner Sakata,
which was wrecked some one hundred
and fifty miles from Port Tampa on
December 19th last, reached St. John
on Monday. He left on Tuesday af-

ternoon for his home at Long Reach.
Mr. Williams said? The Sakata was
a fine three masted 'schooner salling
from Parrsboro. On her ‘last voyage
she was bound to Hayana. On board
were Capt. JohW - Conlon, managing
owner, and his son, of Parrsboro; Mate
Williams, John Cox of St. John, as
steward, and three sailors. About Dec.
15th the Sakata ran into a region of
strong winds and. excellent runs were
made for a couple of days. At last the
winds betame boisterous and the sea
rough. On Tuesday, December 19th, a
hurricane was blowing and the seas
ran mountain high. Willlams, seeing
that the situation was becoming very
serious, decided, to, strip the vessel of

He was ‘a splendid swimmer
and kept afloat for nearly two hours
buffeting the. great waves that swept
him about. Finally he sank at a point
a quarter of a mile from the schooner.
By exerting all his strength, Mr. Wil.
liams was able to retain his seat on
the keel of the vessel until the weather
became somewhat calmer. Then his
position was less precarious. For four
days and nights he sat there without
food or drink. .He kept his mouth as
moist as possible by chewing his new
ollskin coat. At last he sighted a ves-
sel, and happily he was seen by those

| calls for a rewriting of theology—a new
| theology.” Call it -a new theology if
you will, but do not let prejudice blind
you to truth, no matter from ‘which
i direction truth may come. A thing is
i true not because the statement is old,
, nor yet because that statement is new;
j but because it conforms to the great
fact, or facts, for which that truth
stands. The great fact, or facts, back
of the truth and its statements, do not
i change. Theological statements and
- systems may change. Some persons
may become angry, others. frightened,
and still others foolishly and flippantly
declare that they have .no .theology;
but, in the meantime, theology remains
the greatest ‘science in .the . universe,
even the science of God and . Divine
things, based upon a revelation made
of God, through' Jesus-Christ, and that
science, itself as such, does not change.

Some creeds have been revised, others
will yet be revised; - but. thé ‘great’
truths’and facts back of the creeds, and
too large for-any one of them alone to
express, have not changed. Some per-
sons differ from us in their thoughts of
Jesus Christ, but Jesus. Christ is the
same yesterday, . today, yea, and for-
ever.” Our teachings about God, the
Father, are semewhat different from-
those of good:men of other days, but
neither their teachings nor ours have
'cha.nged the nature of God, neither has
any revelation of God been exhaustive
and final. We should rejoice in the
fact that all.true belief is a 1living
thing; and as such, it grows. It is a
thing of construction. Whether the
foundations of belief cah be destroyed
or not depends upon who made them

‘and what they are. If they are mian-
made, then it is posiple},{pg them to be
destroyed. That which one man makes
another man can  .destroy. Man can
ever partly destroy some things which
God has made, and there are some
other things that he cannot destroy.
Man’s destructive powers are limited.
8o are all destructive forces.. Man can
destroy’ the printed notss which stand
for music, but eternal hamony will still
exist. He can burn the alphabet, but
the thought and speech will not be
gone. He can destroy the flowers, but
nature and the laws of nature will
make other flowers. He can refuse to
gather the fruit, but nature and laws
of nature will not cease to produce. He
can destroy the harvest, but he cannot
destroy that which produced the har-
vest. He can . destroy man-made
foundations of belief, but he cannot de-
stroy universal belief which will ever
live in the human heart, neither can
he affect that which brought forth this
velief. He can discover that some
foundations are not secure and the
quality and the size of that which s
erected upon them cannot improve the
foundations. Indeed, the better the
quality and the greater the size of the
superstructure, and the better the life,
or intrinsic value of .that which is in
the house, the more important it is that
the foundation be solid.,;

God’s. foundations are firm amid all
the mutations which mark the history
of the human race; amid all the storms
and shocks; amid all 'the disintegrating
agencies; amid the rise and fall of em-
pires; amid the birth, the growth, ma-
turity, the old age and death of na-
; tions; amid things present and things
tc come, life and death, in spite of
everything that may oppose, or assalil,
belief, character, hope, love, incorrup-
tible life all may have perfectly in-
destructible foundations. 'What are
some of these foundations? Religious
experience; that is.an experience of
God in the soul of. man is an In-
destructible foundation.

Mr. McCall, who has for 14 years

NEW HAVEN; Conn., Jan, 3.—Chas.

A, Edwards, of 550 Park avenue, New
York, formerly president of the Pas-.

.saic C ai'Co.iof New Jersey, and

more recently an officer of the Gen-
eral Chemical Company, with an office
in New York city, was mysteriously
given adeath wougﬂ from a pistol ball
while lying in bed during the night,
the guest of his brother-in-law, Chas.
A, Hiller. -So mysterious was the case
from the. outset that Deputy Coroner
Pond opened an inquest at police head-
quarters immediately following a long
and searching inquiry during the day
at the ‘Hiller homestead at 117 College
street, almost directly opposite’ East
Divinity, a dormitory of Yale.

For almost five hours Deputy Cor-
oner Pond conducted the preliminary
inquest into the shooting of Mr, Ed+
wards, Those who were examined were
A. Maxey Miller and his brother,
Charles, and at its conclusion neither
witness was held, Coroner Pond said
after the inquest that he would make
no formal statement, He talked with
the newspaper men for a short time,
however, on the case and said that as
far as he could learn he could find no
reason for ‘MY, ‘Wdwards taking his
own life, On the other hand, con-
tinued the coroner, “there seems to me
to be good reason to believe that Mr.
Edwards was killed.”

He was asked if suspicion pointed to
any one man and he replied that he
would not discuss that phase of the
case, The coroner was asked whether
or not the shooting, in his mind, was
the result of g quarrel between mem-
bers of the Hiller family, but declined
to speak definitely on that score also.

{Sir Charles Tupper Gives

‘His Reminiscences

> S

A Great Natlonal Change Which Or-
Iginated With a Lecture by

Ganada’s Former Premier.

Sir Charles Tupper writes from Van-
couver, B. C., the following important
letter on the subject of the origin of
confederation: 5
To the Editor of the Mail and Empire:

Sir—As I notice some important er-
rors in a leading article on Confedera-
tion, will you allow me to give you a
brief resume of some of the facts con-
nected with that important measure?
PROPOSAL FOR CONFEDERATION.

In the autumn of 1860 I was invited
to open the Mechanics’ Institute at St.
John, N. B. I delivered an address on
The Political Condition of British
North America. After reviewing the
present condition of the various pro-
vinces, I proposed a federal union as
the hest means of provicing intercom-
munication by rail, free commercial in-
tercourse, elevating their status, in-
creasing their strength, importance and
development, leading to the acquisition
of the great Runert's Land lying be-
tween Canada and the Rocky Moun-
tains. The Hon. Sir Leonard Tilley,
the premier of New Brunswick, and
Hon, John Gray, the leader of the op-
pogition, were present and warmly
supported my views.

The next evening I made a speech at
Portland, opposite St. John, advocating
a legislative union of Nova Scotia,
New Brunswick and Prince Edward
Island, as a preliminary to the larger
union.

My lecture attracted much attention
in the press, and in the legislature of
Nova Scotia, in 1861, Hon. Mr. Howe,
the leader of the government, intro-
duced the following resolution in favor
of union, which was seconded by my-
self and passed unanimously:

“Whereas, the subject of the union
of the North American provinces, or
of the maritime provinces of British
America, has been from time to time
mooted and discussed {n all the pro-
vinces; and, whereas, while many ad-
vantages may .be secured by such a
union, either of all the provinces or a
portion of them, many and serious ob='
stacles are presented, which moﬁfy
be overcome by mutual consultation of
the leading men of the colonies, and
by free communication with the im-
perial government. Therefore, resolv-
ed, that his excellency the lieutenant-
governor, be respectfully requested to

}-put himself in communication with his

grace the colonial secretary, and his
excellency the governor general, and
the leutenant governors of the other
North American provinces, in order to
ascertain the policy of Her Majesty’s
government, and the opinions of the
other colonies, with a view to an en-
lightened consideration of a question
involving the highest interests, anhd
upon which the public mind in all the
provinces ought to be set at rest.”

ACTION OF THE PROVINCES.

In 1863 the Hon. D’Arcy McGee, an
eloquent Irish Catholic member of the
government - of Canada, having con-
sented to deliver a lecture in Halifax
on the union of the British North Am-
erican provinces, I called upon the
Hon. Mr. Howe, and requested him to
attend the lecture and second a vote of
thanks to Mr. McGee, to be moved by
Hon. I. W. Johnston. Mr. Howe will-
ingly conserited, and discharged that
duty in a very eloquent manner.

In the Nova Scotla house of assem-

bly, on the 28th of March, 1864, I|[

moved the following motion: “Re-
solved, that his excellency, the ad«
ministrator of the government, be re-
quested to appoint delegates (not to
exceed five) to confer with delegates
who may be appointed by the govern-
ments of New Brunswick and Prince
Edward Island, for the purpose of ar-
ranging a preliminary plan for the
union of the three colonies under one
government and legislature, such
union to take effect when confirmed by
the legislative enactments of the vari-
ous provincas interested and approved
by Her Majesty the Queen.”

I had previously arranged with the
premiers of New Brunswick and Prince
Edward Island for the introduction of
an identical resolution in each of their
legislature. “In moving this resolu-
tion I expressed ‘the hope that at no
distant day a federal union of all the
British North American provinces
would be accomplished. After discus-
sion the resolution was carried with-
out a dissentient voice.

The house was prorogued on May

10th, and shortly afterwards. Hon, Mr. |

Johnston was appointed judge in
equity, and I succeeded him as prem-
fer.
THE CANADIAN SITUATION.

The legislatures of New Brunswick
and Prince Edward Island passed the
same resolution in fayvor of union as
we had carried ipsissima verba, and it
was arranged that the delegates re-

| presenting the three provinces should

meet at Charlottetown' on Sept, 1st.
After we had announced our policy on
the question of union in the governor’s
speech opening the legislature, a dead-
iock having occurred in Canada, where
neither party could obtain a working
majority, a coalition government was
formed on the basis of a federal union

The question of union having thus
become a subject of public discussioh,
Sandford Fleming, who was then en-

union of all the provinces, sugested to
me the desirability of bringing about
a visit of a number of leading people
from Canada to New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia. I econcurred cordially,
and mainly. through' his instrumental-
ity this was arranged, and réception
committees' formed in St. John and
Halifax, The Hon. T. D’Arcy Magee,
a very' eloquent ‘Irish Catholic, and
member of the government of Canada,
wrote me the following letter:

MONTREAL, July 23, '64.
My Dear Tupper:

(prox.) and. remain till the following
Monday, when they intend to wvisit
your good city. Can you . send over
some one or two of your committee to
arange details? Will the Yacht Club
show these inlanders Sambro Head?

This was done. Hon. T. D. McGee
and a large number, of 18dies and gen-
-tlemen came, and were hospitably en-
tertained. On this  occasion, at the
banquet given to the Canadian visi-
tors, I took the opportunity of observ-
ing that as the government of Can-
ada had Been constructed on the basis
of trying to procure a confederation of
all the provinces, I hoped we might
see the maritime union merged in the
larger scheme., Mr. Howe followed,
declaring it was the dream of his life.
