We have been indebted to the kindiess |
of a friend, for the perusal of a pamphlet,
entitled “ A View of Sir Charle’s Met-
calfe's Government of Canada.” "Thisbro-
chure is from the pen of Mr. Wakefield,
and ig, in our opinion, less a vindication of
Sir Cuantes Merearrie’s views than a re-
sume of the whole Canadian policy under
the Governorships of Lord Svbenuan,
Sir Cuarves Baeor, and Sir Cuarves
Mercarre. Mr. Wakefield insinuates that |
we Canadians of all parties do not under-
stand the true bearing of this difficult po-
litical question : we must beg the Ho-
norable Member’s pardon for asserting
our belief that it is just as well understood
in Canada as in England, and that the ad-
mirable expose of the whole subject, from
the pen of Mr. Ryetson, has left Mr.
