King George V. Contemplates 

Making Fresh Alterations in 
Many Parts Before Taking 
Dp Official Residence There

London, Aug.
George and Queen Mary take up 
residence at Windsor Castle certain 
alterations and rearraug 
private apartments will be necessary. 
These apartments, which are never 
open to the public, are situated on tlv 
east and south sides of the Grand 
Quadrangle, and are connected by a 
corridor over 500 feet in length.

Many thousands of pounds were 
spent on the royal rooms when King 
Edward came to the throne, in ordei 
to bring tlie palace more in accord 
with modern requirements, and a spe­
cial sum was voted by Parliament for 
the purpose. When King George was 
staying recently at Frogr 
tie spent several hours goi 
private apartments, but 
and Queen Mary are to pay anothei 
visit before any definite instructions 
are given.

Very few structural alterations are 
necessary after the work that, has 
been carried out by the Lord Cham­
berlain's Department during the past 
ten years, but a rearrangement of the 
furniture and ornaments will have to 
be effected. All the personal property 
of King Edward and Queen Alexan­
dria will be removed to Sandringham, 
otherwise it would become the proper­
ty of the Crown. When this is done 
the rooms will be refurnished to suit 
Hie taste of Their Majesties.

It will, of course, be necessary it. 
provide additional accommodation foi 
the children of the King and Qu 
The suite of rooms in the Chester 
Tower has been set aside for the 
younger Princes, and here a nursery 
and schoolroom have been fitted up 
with kitchen and every other conven­
ience. and a special staff of servants 
will look after the welfare of the chil­
dren. These rooms were used by 
Princess Henry of Battetiberg's ehil 
dren, and adjoin the Victoria Tower, 
which served as a nursery for Queen 
Victoria's family. They 
fine view of the Long Walk and Wind­
sor Forest.

Former 
ly it related to Cuba, and the Philippines, even to South 
America, but as Spain lost its dependencies one by oue, ' 
the agreement with the Vatican concerning them lapsed 
Now the document covers only the important matters 
of clergy support in Spain itself, and of education, prac­
tically all of the latter being in the hands of the church.

It is not to be supposed that Spain and the Vatican 
have always gotten on well with their agreements. The 
present is not the first controversy, but many think it 
will be the last, since, as in France, it will not stop

THE HIGHWAYS. Statistics published by the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture in a recent Farmer’s bulletin, show 
that there is money to be made in bee-keeping, if properly 
managed. Bee-keeping is being carried on with profit 
and pleasure by many thousands of people in the re­
public and while, as a rule, It Is not the sole occupation 
of those who pursue it, there are many places where 
au experienced bee-keeper maks a good living by devot­
ing his entire time and attention to the subject.

The report states that the average annual honey yield 
per colony for the entire country should be from 25 to 30 
pounds of comb honey or 40 to 50 pounds of extracted 
honey. The money return to be obtained from this 
crop depends entirely on the market and the methods 
of selling the honey. If sold direct to the consumer, 
extracted honey brings from 10 to 20 cents per pound, and 
comb honey from IB to 25 cents per section. If sold to 
dealers, the price varies from 6 to 10 cents for ex­
tracted honey and from 10 to 16 cents for comb honey. 
All of these estimates depend largely on the quality and 
neatness of the product. From the gross return must 
be deducted from 50 cents to $1 per colony for the ex­
penses other than labor, including foundation, sections, 
occasional new frames and hives, and other incidentals, 
not, however, providing for increase.

Then begin on a small scale, make the bees pay 
for themselves and for all additional apparatus, as well 
as some profit, and let the business grow gradually.

Above all, it should be emphasized that the only way 
to make bee-keeping a profitable business is to produce 
only a first-class article. What the bees bring to the hive 
cannot be controlled to any great extent, but by proper 
manipulation they may be made to produce fancy comb 
honey, or if extracted honey is produced it can be 
fully kept and neatly packed to appeal to the fancy trade.

Too many bee-keepers, in fact the majority, pay too 
little attention to making their goods attractive. They 
should recognize the fact that of two Jars of honey, 
in an ordinary fruit jar or tin can with a poorly printed 
label, and the other in a neat glass jar of artistic design 
with a pleasing, attractive label, the latter will bring 
double or more the extra cost of the better package. It 
is perhaps unfortunate, but nevertheless a fact, that 
honey sells largely on appearance, and a progressive bee­
keeper will appeal as strongly as possible to the eye of 
his customer.

Dentals from abroad of the consum­
mation of the much discussed copper 
merger imparted some heaviness to 
the metal stocks despite the publica­
tion of figures showing a reduction 
in the European supply for that com­
modity and the recent large sales here 
for domestic delivery stocks of the 
Iron and steel companies were gen­
erally strong in the face of further 
price cutting. United States Steel 
led these Issues and apparently large 
short interests in the stock was again 
materially reduced.

In the railway list Reading and 
Union and Southern Pacific were 
most conspicuous and the movement 
in these stocks was ascribed to ac­
cumulation by responsible interests.
