STILL PUSHING

ON IN BELGIUM, -

Reports dThough Conflictin;; in

Detail Appear to Agree that

Kaiser’s Men are Menacing Brussels — Arm of Belgian
Forces is Now to Concentrate on Antwerp— Main Body
of Allies Apparently Not Yet Engaged.

(Special Cable to The Standard

hrough International News Service.)

Brusselg, Aug. 19.-—Refugees arriv-
ik here state they saw large masses
of German infantry supported by ar-

llery and cavalry within twenty miles
of the capital. The sound of heavy
firing has been heard .for the past
twenty-four hours and every indica-
tion is that a battle of large propor-
tions is going on along the entire Bel-
glan front. It is believed here that
the German movement is composed of
the combined armies of Mosselle and
Meuse and is directed toward the task
of splitting the allies’ centre when
an effort will be made to crush the
forces individually. The war office
is without any word from Liege but
believes that the forts-still hold out.
The Belgian main line is now estab-
lished between Brussels and Antwerp
with headquarters at Malins. The al-
lied army is fronting on the roads near
Waterloo, The German advance is
slow, their infantry entrenching every
strategic point because of the destruc-
tive artillery resistance they are
meeting. It is reported that the Ger-
man advance suffered a reverse at
Gemloux today being pushed back by
the Belgian bayonet charge. This
place is only twenty miles from Brus-
sels.

Paris, Aug. 19.—Gen, Joffre has of-
ficially confirmed the evacuation of
Saarburg by the Germans and its oc-
cupation by the French the enemy fal-
ling back on Straasburg which is
strongly fortified and should stand a
most protracted siege. Saarburg is al-

fortified but the Germans made no

ort ‘to defend the town. The offi-
al néws bureau of the war office an-
nounces that it has established abso-
lutely that the burning of villages and
the putting to death of civilians by
the Germans are acts generally prac-
ticed by the invaders. That the shoot-
ing of Germans which has been given
as the cause for these reprisals was
done by French troops and that the
order for executions was given by the
German commanding officers. The
abandonment of Brussels which is per-
sistently reported here is made light
y the war office which states that
“is nothing grave even {f
true which is improbable.” The state-
ment adds that the Belgian plan of de-
fense was made with Antwerp as the
base therefore concentration there was
to be foreseen.

London, Aug. 19.—With the Belgi-
ans driven back to the north the Ger-
man troops are advancing in great
numbers to attack the forts of Namur,
and the second line of defense of the
Beleians and French, profiting by
their repulse at Liege. the Kaiser's
forces have brought up a quantity of
the heaviest artillery with which to‘
gilence the forts, With Namur in their
possession the Germans will be in al
position to give battle to the allies
now at Gembloux without fear of an
attack from the rear. Disregarding|
their heavy losses the German lines
has advanced so far that Louvain and
Brussels are being threatened. One
report stated that both these plncea‘l
have been evacuated 'by the Belgians,
but this is unbelieved. All battle dev

ls are being suppressed, but it is

wn that heavy masses of Germans

The principal Belgian forces have
retreated to the North and West pre-
paring to defend Antwerp to the last.
Their war office minimizes the import-
ance of the retreat, saying that con-

pectéd, The German beligf in the
ultimate triumph of their arms re-
mains unshaken. The Cologne Gazette
the official organ, states that while
the advarce through Belgium has been
delayed, it hasn't yet been stopped at
any point. Reports that Brussels had
fallen were widely circulated today,
but ‘emphatically denied at official
quarters. All communication with the
Belgian capital is now cut off.

Brussels, Aug. 19—An engagement
is reported to have taken place in
northern Limbery. An {important
Franco-German battle is expected.

London, Aug. 19—A despatch today
by the Marconi wireless press bu-
reau from Berlin says that in an en-
counter near Stallupohnen, east Rus-
sia, August 17th, a divison of the Ger-
man first army corps defeated a Rus-
sian force, capturing 1,000 prisoners
and six machine guns. Many Rus-
sian guns which could not be taken
by the Germans were destroyed.

Rotterdam, Aug. 19—Large contin-
gents of Austrian troops including
mountain artillery of which the Ger-
man army does not posses have pass-
ed points along the Rhine on their
way to the front.

Brussels, Aug. 19—A German mono-
plane was brought down by riflemen
at Sterrebeck, only a few miles to the
east of Brussels. The pilot, an officer,
had in his possession three revolvers,
bombs and interesting military notes.
His legs were broken by the fall, but
notwithstanding his injuries he en-
deavored to discharge his weapons.

San Francisco, Calif.,, Aug. 19—The
Japanese cruiser Idsumo from San
Diego entered San Francisco harbor
this afternoon. She was boarded in-
side the gate by the Japanese consul-
general.

Brussels, Aug. 19—Four German
girls were arrested here today on the
charge of spying.

Paris, Aug. 19—Joseph Caillaux, the
former premier and minister of fi-
nance, who had the rank of sergt. in
the reserves, has been promoted to
subaltern lieutenant. He is serving
in the financial inspection department
of the army.

Warming Nations

Aggravated Illness And Hastened End---Elected To
Succeed Leo XIII On Aug. 4th 1903---His Reign
An Eventful One In Point of Spiritual Achievement

Rome, Aug, 20, 1.20 a, m,—

His Holiness Piux X., spirit-
ual head of the Catholic Church
died this (Thursday morning at
1,20 o'clock.

The news of his passing
came as a shock throughout
the world, A report was cur-
rent yesterday that the end had
come but was laver denied.
after midnight, however, came
another bulletin “announcing
that the Holy Father was dead.

He had been in poor health
for some weeks past, but only
yesterday reassuring news- of

this condition was given out by

his physician, -His advanced
age, the cares of office, and es-
pecially his grief-over the Euro-
pean war had aggravated the
illness and hastened the end.

The Pope's last illness began ailmost
coincidentally with the great war in
Europe. Those close to him believe
that grief over the situation brought
on the fatal crisis and so overwheim-
ed him that he was unable, in his 80th
year, to withstand still ancther attack
of his old enemy gouty catarrh,

il health had been the pontiff's ot
for many years, and intermittently the
world has prepared several times to
hear of his passing. During the sum-
mer there had been numerous denials
from the Vatican that his indisposi-
tion was sericus. As late as August 10
last upon the occasion of the eleventh
anniversary of his coronation Pope
Pius granted numerous audiences,
Two days later it became known that
he had cancelled practically all en-
gagements. His attendants reported
that he was unable to work, and ti
he sat listless and silent for hours,
evidently brooding over the great clash
of arms in Europe.

His physician, Dr. Marchiafava, ord-
ered His Holiness to bed on August
16, when it was .nnounced that the
war and the intense heat in Rome had
combined to depress him. in bed, he
continued to dream of the conflict by
night and to discuss it by day.

“I shall not cease to implore God to
put a stop to this inhuman butchery,”
he declared. His physicians had to
deal with this mental condition as
well as physical suffering.

Arrangements were made by which
Cardinal Merry Del Val, the Papal sec-
retary of state, would render His Holi-
ness a daily report on the war situa-
tion.

BREAK BETWEEN AUSTRIA AND
SERVIA A GREAT GRIEF TO HIM

The break between Austria and Ser-
via from the first became a source of
great grief to him, for the Vatican was
most friendly toward both nations. He
was inexpressingly shocked, he said,
at the assassination of Archduke Fran.
cis Ferdinand, heir to the Austrian
throne who, like all the Hapsburgs
was an ardent Catholic, and was sym-’
pathetic toward little Servia, with
which the Vatican had but recently
concluded a friendly concordat.

The Pope’'s views on peace, em-
bodied In an allocution delivered at
the consistory at which he created
thirteen new cardinals last May con-
stituted such a remarkable document
that the Carnegie Peace Union found:
ed in February by Andrew Carnegie
with an enudownment of $2,000,000 de-
cided to be given on its deduction on
behalf of disarmament and arbitration
among the clergy of the Roman Catho-
lic church by sending to each of the
twenty-three thousand priests of the
United States and Canada a copy of
this alternation. In it the Pope refer-
red to “Men of distinction and force
planning schemes for preventing the
calamities of revolution and the
slaughter of war, and for insuring the
blessing of peace which, coupled with
the fact that he spoke at length with
the three American cardinals, Gibbons,
Farley and O'Connell, was interpreted
as referring to the efforts of President
Wilson and Secretary of State Bryan
in behalf of universal peace.

“Today,” he sald, “peace or war in
society and the state does not depend
8o much on the rulers as on the mul-
titudes deprived of the light of truth
revealed by God. Unused to the disclp-
fine of Christ, what wonder if the mul.
titudes, the prey of blind passions,
rush to the common ruin, instigated
by the clever agitators who seek noth-

Pope Pius was born In the little
village of Riese in 1836 of poo
ple, honest folk. He was educated In
a local college and the diocesan sem-
inary, and then in the University of
Padua. His first mission was as a
simple village curate, and then a
plain ordinary parish priest in a amall
country town. He then rose step by
step to almost every office in the
church. He was canon of the Cathe-
dral, rector of the seminary, chancel
lor and vicar general of his dioc
His elevation was slow. He spent a
few years in each position, perform.
Iing his duties carefully and zealously
and to the entire satisfaction of h
superiors. He made Iimprovements

and corrected abuses without noise.
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Next he became bishop of the smalil
but important diocese of Mantua, leav-
ing it after ten years with an indeli-
ble impress of his character and zeal
upon it.

HONORS COME TO
HIM UNSOUGHT

Then though not well known out-
side of his own section of the coun-
try he,was made archbishop of the im-
portant See of Venice and created a
cardinal. He spent nine years In the
picturesque city of little islands on the
Adriatic, giving much attention to the
welfare of his people, and laboring
unceasingly for them,

All the dignities given him, all the
honors showered upon him, all the
promotions which came to him came
unsought; no influence was used on
his behalf. In each case It was a just
recognition of his work. In the eyes
of the world he was a seif-made man.

RAISED TO PAPACY IN 1903

In August, 1905, when the eminent
electors of the church were gathered
together to select spiritual head for
two hundred million Catholics, the cry
went up, “we want a holy man,” and
the choice fell upon him, though he
accepted the responsibility with re.
luctance.

The election of the patriarch of
Venice to pontificate was made unani-
mous, zfter a conclave lasting for
four days.

in several respects Plus X. resem-
bled his predecessor Leo Xllil., nota-
bly in his reputation for culture and
piety. In appearance the late pontiff
was a handsome man, and he possess-
ed a personal dignity in keeping with
the traditions of the famous pontiffs.
who for centuries ruled In the Vatl-
can. His kindness was proverbial.
When a village priest he gave freely
of his small means until he often went
without meals, but he-kept many a
poor family from starvation,

When at the meeting of the sacred
college on Aug. 4, 1913, the voting
pointed to the election of Cardinal
Sarto, he was so overcome with emo-
tion that he broke down, and with
tears rolling down his cheeks declar
ed such honor and responsibility was
not for him and that he must refuse
to accept. He was so palpably sin-
cere that consternation reigned in the
conclave, and the cardinals spent the
whole evening in convincing him that
his election was the will of provi.
dénce and that he must accept.

On the final ballot he looked a stat-
ue of resignation. When fortytwo
votes had ben recordéd for the patrl-
arch of Venice, the scrutineer lifted
his red zuctelo, saying: “Habennus
Pontificem.”

Ottawa, Aug. 19.—"Not for the love
of battle, not for lust of conquest. not
for greed of posseéssions, but for the
cause of homor, to maintain solemn
pledges, to uphold principles of liberty
to withstand forces that would con-
vert the world into an armed camp,
yea in the very name of the peace
that we sought at any cost. save that
of dishonor, we have entered into the
war, and while gravely conscious of
the tremendous issues involved, and
of all the sacrifices that they may en-
tail, we do not shrink from them but
with firm hearts abide the event.”

These words uttered by Sir Robert
Laird Borden at the conclusion of a
speech that will be historic, produced
a scene in the House of Commons
this afternoon unprecedented in Cana-
dian parliamentary annals. Liberals,
Conservatives, Nationalists—Peace-
any-price and peace-with-honor men—
all joined in & demonstration of loy-
alty to the Motherland that swept the
surface and stirred the depths of the
House. It was a spectacle to thrill—
and it thrilled with patriotism crowd-
ed galleries and a crowded Commons.
Party differences were cast to the
winds, politics—everything but Can-
ada’s duty to the Motherland in her
hour of trial—forgotten. A united
parliament proclaimed to the world
that the “wards. of the outer march,
the lotds of the lower seas” are rally-
ing to England’s call that “also ‘we
will make promise so long as the
blood endures, I shall know that your
good is mine, ye shall feel that my
strength is yours. In the day of arma-
geddon. at the last great fight of all,
that our house shall stand together
and the pillars do not fall”

Today will be historic in the annals
of the Canadian parliament. The oc-
casion was the debate on the address
in reply to the war speech from the
throne. The result was never be
so forcibly declared, nor so unanimo
Iy admitted that when Great Britain
is at war Canada is at war. In the
hour of stress Camada found herself
British to the core, loyal to the Moth-
erland, ready to fight the  battles of
the empire in the sacred cause of lib-
erty and freedom, united against the
common enemy, strong in her faith
in the destiny of the British people.

The Liberal ch
tain assured the House and the coun-
try that the opposition would take no
exception, and offer no criticism so
long as there was danger from the
foe. “It is the duty of the Canadian
parliament to let Great Britain know
that we are of but one mind,” was his
comment. Canada stands behind the
Mother country knowing that she did
engage in this war. but to save the
world from the unbridled lust of con.
quest and power.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier's declaratjon as
to the part which Canada mu# play
in the arena of empire was heartily
cheered on the government side, and
it left no doubt in the public mind that
the Liberal party is whole-heartedly
British. “Ready, aye ready is the
answer of Canada,” he put it. “We
are British subjects and we are face
to face with the consequences of our
citizenship. We have lonz talked that
when Great Britain is at war Canada
is at war, now we have the realiza-
tion."

SUBSTITUTE
RED ENSIGN
FOR THE BLUE

The Lords Commissioners of the
Admiralty have requested all yacht
clubs having Admiralty warrants to
substitute the red ensign for the blue
ensign for the present, and the R.K.
Y.C. have issued instructions to this
effect to all yatchts of the squadron
entitled to fly the latter.

The white ensign and the Union
Jack may be flown only by ships of
the Royal Navy and there is @ heavy
penalty for any other  craft fying
either.

The blue ensign is the flag of the
Royal Naval Reserve and there is also
a heavy penalty (500 pounds sterling)
if it is flown by any vessel not quali-
fied.

As regards yachts, the qualifications
are that they must belong to a yacht
club having an Admiralty warrant; the
yacht must be registered and carry a
warrant issued by the Admiralty
through the club secretary.

The red ensign is the flag of the
merchant marine and is flown by all
vessels not entitled to fly the whita
ensign or blue ensign. This red ensign,
or in Canada, the Canadian ensign, is
the only flag that may be legally flown
on yachts that have not warrants 1s-
sued by the Admiralty. The pilot
jack, which is the Union Jack, with a
white border, may be flown at the
stemhead of any vessel.

The narrative-story reflected the
feelings in the minds of most of the
people in England at the time; for it
was just after the Franco-Prussian
war, when Efjland was astounded at
the swiftness with which the German
armies had rushed through France to
Paris, crumbling up and vanquishing
armies in the world at the time—the
armies of the Emperor Napoleon III.
England was then wondering what
she could offer in the way of resis-
tance to such armies had they been
landed on her own shores and the
general verdict was that if the chan-
nel fleet could. not protect England
from any such attack, England like
France must succumb, for, Fngland
was wholly unprepared on the land
to meet such armies.

And somehow that curious article
in Blackwood's nearly forty vears ago
seems just as trite today as it did
‘'then, and more so, for what did not
then seem very much of a possibility
is now an actuality-—war between
Germany and England, and England
is today relying on her fleet as much
as she did forty years ago—that proud
fleet, the destruction of which was
told in such a dramatic manner. That
fleet was destroyed by torpedoes and
bombs, which the Germans had scat-
tered in the night all over the North
Sea—just as they are trying to do to-
day.

The title of the article was “fhe
German Conquest of England in 18§5,
and Battle of Dorking.” It was sup-
posed to have been written fifty years
afterward, when the glory of Eng-
land was but a reminiscence, when
she had been stripped of all her colo-
nies and possessions and reduced to
poverty by the tax and indemnity im-
posed on her by Germany.

New York, Aug. 19—Cabling from
London, the corresponident of the Tri-
bune says:
“Sir Edward Grey explained last
night in a message to the state de-
partment at Washington, England’s
position regarding the Japanese ulti-
matum to Germany.
“There is every evidence on all
sides here that Japan's step is viewed
with some uneasiness in-British cir-
cles on account of the possibility of
arousing unrest in America. I learn
on good authority that England did
not inspire the Japanese action, but
the precise truth as to just how the
action was initiated, or just why, is
not yet known.
“The_British press does not give
such unstinted prafse as might be ex-
pected for an ally coming rapidly to
the assistance of its other ally. At
the Japanese embassy it was said
that there is absolutely nothing in the
Japanese action to arouse American
apprehension. Japan would faithfully
preserve China’s territorial integrity,
having no intention of aggrandize-
ment.
“It is impossible to know just what
information England has given Am-
erica on this subject, but it is proba.
ble that England has assured Wash-
ington that the Japanese action will
not constitute an infringement of Chi.
nese sovereignity.
“In diplomatic circles generally it
is believed there is no necessity fot
America becoming aroused;, particu-
larly if England has given assurances,
as is possible, for the behavior of Ja-
pan in the future.
“There is not the slightest possi-
bility of Japan interfering in German
Samoa. England would not permit
that. Credence is given to the report
that Japan has engaged with Eng-
land, and that her action will not ex-
tend beyond the Chinese waters.

Pekin, China, Aug. 19.—The Gover-
nor of Kiao-Chow, the German colony
in China, today issued a proclamation
saying that an attack was Imminent.
The majority of the non-combatants
already have left and the American
legation i8 advising the state depart
ment to withdraw W. R. Peck the Am-
erican consul, his presence being un-
necessary because American interests
are terminated temporarily.

Mr. Peck, however, desired to re-
main.

Although the garrison of Kiao-Chow
is under 5,000 the fortifications are
believed to be formidable.

CROPS IN CANADA,

While the latest monthly bulletin of
the Census and Statistics Department
dealing with field crops in Canada, and
issued on Saturday last, contains the
information that heat and drought in
the Canadian West have caused a re-
duction in the promises of a full crop,
yet conditions in the Maritime Prov-
inces are particularly good and the
farmers are likely to experience a
bountiful harvest. On this point the
report says: “In the Maritime Prov-
inces conditions are excellent, and in
Quebec and Ontario, though drought is
reported as having shortened the straw
the grain was said to be filling well
and the figures of condition, which for
most of the grain crops exceed or ap-
proach 90 are not greatly different
from those of a month ago. Potatoes
in the Maritime Provinces give an ex-
cellent promise with figures of con-
dition ranging from 93 to 96.”

Dealing particularly with the esti-

ted grain crop in the western prov-
inces it is pointed but that measured
by a standard of 100, representng the
promise of a full crop, the average
condition of the whole of Canada is re-
turned for fall wheat as 71.5, for spring
wheat 77.4, for oats 77.9, for barley
77.4 and for rye 78.5. A preliminary
estimate of the yield per acre of fall
wheat gives 20.95 bushels as compared
with 23.29 bushels in 1913. For the
harvested area of fall wheat in the five
provinces, of Ontario, Ma#itoba, Sas-
katchewan, Alberta and British Co-
lumbia amounting to 973,300 acres,
the estimated total yield is 20,394,000
bushels as compared with 22,592,000
bushels, the final estimate of 1913,

| HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

In the world-famous Trappist Mon-
astery at Oka, Quebec, the 20th of
August is annually celebrated as the
feast of St. Bernard, the abbot of
Clairvaux, who was one of the foun-
ders of their order. The observance
at Oka begins at one o'clock in the
morning. Two hours later the abbot,
clothed in mitre and crozier, imparts
a special blessing to the silent monks,
this blessing being conferred only on
important festivals. After the pri-
vate masses, the monks sing the office
and perform silent devotions until
about 9.30, when the solemn pontific-
fal mass is sung. On these occasions
the sanctuary and altars are decorat-
ed with flowers. The abbot of the
monastery wears vestments of cloth
of silver, trimmed with gold lace, and
his mitre is of cloth of gold. St. Ber-
nard, who is thus honored in a land
distant thousands of miles and more
than eight centuries from the place
and time of his earthly pilgrimage,
was the son of a knight, and was born
fn Bugundy in the year 1091, As a
boy he resolveq, to be a monk, and at
an early age he manifested a capacity
for leadership. He induced thirty of
his companions, including his broth-
ers, to enter the Cisterclan monas-
tery of Citeaux, “and such was his
persuasive eloquence that mothers
hid their sons, and wives their hus-
bands, lest he should steal them from
them.” To escape worldly conversa-
tion Bernard stopped his ears with

flax. He worked at the most menial
and toilsome tasks, just as do the
monks at Oka today, and, like his

of the celebrated abbey at Clairvaux,
in Champagne. The abbey, at first a
log hut, became in time one of the
world’s greatest religious centers.
Bernard died on Aug. 20, 1153, and
was canonized twenty-one years later.
His writings have been republished
many times, and contain many elo-
quent and vigorous passages, as well
as shedding a light on the time in
which he lived.

THE HUMAN PROCESSION

PRESIDENT POINCARE
FIFTY-FOUR TODAY
It has been alleged that the Presi-
dent of France is a mere figurehead,
but Monsfeur Raymond Poincare, who
has held that high office for one year,
seven months and three days, would
doubtless disagree violently with such
a statement. M. Poincare’s career as
chief executive of la republique has
been just one thing after another, or
sometimes two things. Political con-
vulsions, the Mme. Caillaux trial, the
attempts of his enemies to oust him
from office, the plotting of the imper-
ialists, the falling of cabinets, and,
finally, the rising of the black and
terrible war cloud over Europe, have
given the French president a continu-
ous experience of the strenuous life.
Since the restoration of the republic
few presidents have been so bitterly
attacked as Polncare—perhaps be-
cause he was not content to be a
mere figurehead, but sought an active
part in the affairs of the state.
The man placed at the helm of the
ship of state in the most critical peri-
od of its existence was born fifty-four
vears ago today, August 20, 1860, in
the town of Bar-le-Duc, famed for its
delicious jellies, He was educated for
the law, and at twenty-one entered
politics at Sempigny. At twenty-five
he was a candidate for the general
council, and the incumbent withdrew
from the race, on condition that young
Poincare help him with his wheat
harvest!! In 1887 he was elected a
deputy, and for years he was a leader
of the Paris bar. At the age of thirty-
two he entered the government as
minister of public instruction. Later
he was in turn finance minister, sen-

ator, premier, and, in 1913, president
of the republic.
President Poincare is the ninth

chief executive since the foundation
of the present republic in 1870, fol-
Jowing the downfall of the second em-
pire as the result of the disastrous
war on Germany.

Personally the French president is
far from handsome or magnetic. He
is only about five feet in height, and
there is little in his face to suggest
power or force except his eyes, which
are small and gray, but piercing and
penetrating. In his public carg¢er he
has manifested remarkable qualities
of judgment, versatility and intellec-
tual capacity. In his youth he enter-
taineq journalistic ambitions, and was
a regular contributor to a local paper
in Bar-le-Duc. The Paris publications
repeatedly refused hig literary wares,
however, and Poincare sought the ad-
vice of Andrew Theuriet, the cele-
brated author. -He advised the youth
to tear up his manuscripts and get a

job. M. Poincare accepted this coun-
sel, and chose the law as a profess-
ion. That M. Theuriet’s judgment

was not infallible was proved later
when M. Poincare wrote works which
won for him admission to the circum-
scribed circle of the academy.
Democratic simplicity is the key-
note to M. Poincare’s character. While
not so frugal in his tastes as his pre-
decessor, M. Fallieres, the president
has manifested a profound distaste
for lavish display, pomp and ocere-
mony. His friendship for the working-
man won for him high praise from
his political enemy, the late Jean
Jaures, leader of the unifieq socialists
of France.
M. Poincare has never quite forgot-
ten his early journalistic ambitions,
and a few months ago he told a news-
paper correspondent that he would
rather be the editor of a powerful and
influential newspaper than to hold the
exalted position of president of the
republic.

The initial contact of the penum-
bra with the earth will take place at
a point in the middle of James's Bay,
south of Hudson's Bay. The eclipse
will be invisible west and south of a
line drawn from Rapid City, Manito-
ba, through Devil's Lake and Fargo,
N. D, Redwood Falls, Minn.,, Peoria,
N1, Indianapolis, Harrisonburg, Va.,
and Washington. At New York the
partial eclipse will begin at 5.34 to-
morrow morning, and end at 6.8; at
Boston, 5.41 to 6.30; at Halifax, 6.10
to 7.9; at Quebec, 5.32 to 6.45, and at
St. Johns, Newfoundnlad, 5.32 to 6.45.
On the eastern shore of Michigan,
and in western Ontario and western
Ohio, the middle eclipse will take
place at sunrise.

The total eclipse will have its be-
ginning at sunrise in the arctic ocean,
and its path will be northeast and
then east, crossing northern Green-
land, and then southeast, across the
north Atlantic and the middle of Nor-
way and Sweden, thence across the
north end of the Baltic Sea, and across
Russia, The eclipse will traverse the
empire of the Czar, passing almost
directly over the city of Kieff, and
will then cross the Black Sea, traver-
sing Turkey in Asia and Persia, and
ending at sunset at Lahkpat, in wes-
tern India. The last contact of the
penumbra with the earth will be on
the east coast of Africa, near the
equator. The greatest length of the
totality of the eclipse will be in Rus-
sia, where at onme point it will last
two minutes and fourteen seconds.
This eclipse will recur in 1932,

The association of eclipses with
wars and the fate of nations dates
from earliest times. A total eclipse
is alleged to have heralded the down:
fall of Nineveh and the great Assy-
rian empire. The “eclipse of Xerxes,”
which caused a panic in the vast
army assembled by the Persian mon-
arch for the invasion of Greece, is
one of the most famous in history.

Ottawa, Aug. 19.—After tabling cor-
respondence between the Canadian
and Imperial authorities having to do
with matters leading up to the out-
break of hostilities, Sir Robert Bor-
den proposed that this. as well as ex-
tracts from the English Hansard con-
taining speeches by Premier Asquith
and Sir Edward Grey, the British for-
eign secretary, be printed for the bet-
ter understanding of even which had
preceded the war. Sir Wilfrid Laur-
fer proposed that the d ts he
printed for distribution among the
people generally, as well as for the in-
formation of members of parliament,
and this was agreed to.

A suggestion by Dr. Michael Olark,
of Red Deer, that the speech of Mr.
Bonar Law be published was also ac-
cepted. After a motion to suspend
certain of the rules of parliament to
facilitate the pasage of the legislature
during the present short session. Mr.
Donald Sutherland, of South Oxford,
moved the address in reply to the
speech from fhe throne,

German Autocrats Insulting
Proposals Could Not be Accepted.

Mr. Sutherland pointed out that the
British government had sought by
every possible means, to avold war,
but the insulting proposals of the Au-
tocrat who controlled the destinias
of the German empire had to be re-
jected, Canada was ready to face the
i{ssue. It was the duty of the Canadian
government and of Canadian citizens
he concluded, to see that the families
of the men who went to the Irout
should not suffer want or hardships.

Mr. D. O. Lesperance, of Montmag-
ny seconded the address in an elo-
quent speech in French, in which he
declared that 'at this time Canada
might well paraphrase Nelson's fa-
mous signal, and proclaim “Canada ex-
pects that every man this day will do
his duty.” It was a time when party
differences should be put aside, as
they had been in the British House of
Commons.

Prolonged applause greeted Sir Wil-

his remarks he stated that this ses-
sion had been called to give the auth-
ority of parliament to measures al-
ready taken, and further needed, to af-
ford the mother country every pos-
sible aid in this tremendous struggle,
and he hasiened to say that in all
these measures the opposition was pre-
pared to give its immediate assent
No objection would be taken to any-
thing that had been done.

honor, fulfil her treaty obligations and
to save civilization from the unbridl-
ed lust of conquest.

When Britain is at War, So Too Is
Canada

As British subjects, Canadians had
long enjoyed the benefits of such
citizenship, and it was now their duty
to accept its responsibilities, and even
its sacrifices. The force of the asser-
tion that when Great Britain was at
war Canada was at war, was now be-
ing realized. We stood liable to at-
tack and invasion. True, there was
little cause for apprehension of any
attack In strength, far removed as
we were from the enemy's base, but
no one could pretend that our mari-
time cities were free from the as-
saults of some audaclous corsair.
This was a real danger, since it was
a matter of notoriety that German
cruisers were now infesting the wa-
ters of the Pacific and the Atlantic
for that purpose. In this exigency the
government had taken measures, and
very properly, to defend our shores.

After stating that Canadian com-
merce had been almost dislocated in
the early stages of the war, Sir Wil-
frid stated that in the matter of de-
fence at sea there had been Hiffer-
ence of opinion in Canada but, while
there might have been varying views
as to the best mathod of serving our
country, Sir Wilfrid, for one, had ever
declared that if England were ever
in danger it would be Canada's duty
to assist her to the utmost of our re-
sources.

Britain Could Not, Without Loss of
_Honor. Remain Inactive,

“Following the outbreak of war the
British government had made every
possible attempt at action. Every
power, except Germany had consented
to that mediation, but in the end the
British efforts were hopeless.

The great question which subse
quently arose, continued Sir Robert,
was as to the neutrality of Belgium,
which had been- guaranteed by Ger
many, France and Britain through past
treaties. “I cannot resist the conciu-
sion,” he said, “that it was the delib-
erate intention of the German govern-
ment, formed many years ago, to vio-
late the neutrality of Belglum if war
with France ever broke out. In honor,
Great Britain could not stand by and
 witness this breach of treaty obliga-
tions and the jeopardizing of Belgian
independence.

“I agree with what the Right Hon.
Leader of the Opposition has said,
when he declared that we have abso-
lutely no quarrel with the German peo-
ple. They are not a warlike people.
In many respects they have stood in
the very forefront of the world's ad-
vancement. Many of our best citizens
in Canada are of German origin. So far
as the Germans and Austrians in this
country are concerned, we have ad-
opted the principle that we have no
reason to believe that any of them are
inspired by the militaristic tenden-
cies which influenced the govern-
ments of Germany and Austro-Hun-
gary; we believe they will be true to
their adopted country; they are en-
titled to the protection of law in Can-
ada, and they shall receive it unless
any of them desire to aid the enemy
or leave this country to fight against
Britain’s foes.”

Question of Home Defeénce Thought
Out Months Ago.

some information regarding action
taken duning the early part of
the year on the suggestion of the
British authorities given in a memor-
andum from the overseas defence com-
mittee, in regard to a general defence
scheme for Canada.

Moved that the chamberlain be
authorized to pay the sum' of $2,000
for the volunteer fund, subject to the
order of the mayor, and that the meth-
od of distribution of the same be de-
termined by the action of the citizens’
committee which meets this 19th day
of August.

Commissioner Wigmore referred to
the need of provision for the families
of reservists who had been called
away and who left their families des-
titute. Consideration of this and simi-
lar matters was deferred to allow the
commissioners to attend the meeting
of the Citizens’ Committee, and the
council adjourned.

With an area of less than 208,780
square miles—Iless than the State of
Texas—Germany has seventy million
mouthg to feed. What this means can
best be understood by comparison with
our own country. America, with a pop-
ulation of 90,000,000 has an area of
3,624,022 square miles, of more than
seventeen times that of Germany. Am-
erica has 22 6-7 acres of land to every
inhabitant, Germany only 1.9 acres.
And this is true notwithstanding the
pation’s great efforts toward conser-
vation. Every foot, indeed almost ev-
ery inch of Germany's area is called
upon to eontribute its share toward
the nation’s subsistence. All possible
sources of wast are avoided. Owners
of vacant lots are compelled to lease
them to tenants at regulated prices for
garden purposes. K The trees along
many of the highways and country
lanes are food bearing trees and the
shrubbery in so far as consistency per-
mits, vields berries and other edibles.
The fruits cannot be plucked except
at specified times and by licensed per-
sons. Even the wild nuts and berries
of the forests are governed by such
restrictions, and any one gathering
them without a license is liable to ar-
rest and fine. Since most of the soil
is poor in quality, the government has
given a great deal of encouragement
to the raising of potatoes, as this vege-
table can thrive in poor land. Pota-
toes, geese and sugar beets are three
of Germany’s most important sources
of economy.

Test for Germany.

Now, with war on hand, Germany
has a chance to test the efficacy of her
ronservation scheme as well as her
other prearranged schemes for pre-
venting a food famine.

The first detachment of men from
St. John for ‘service in Europe with
the British forces opposed to Ger-
many will leave this city tonight for
camp at Val Cartier, where the Can-
adian contingent will be mobilized.
The detachment will includé men
from the Army Service Corps, the
Signallers and the Field Ambulance.
Orders for the departure of the
men came yesterday to the command-
ing officer and these units will go
away tonight on a special train leav-
ing at seven o'clock. The Artillery
and Infantry contingents will likely
leave here on Tuesday, but no defi-
nite orders have yet been received.

Forty men from the Army Service
Corps under Lieutenant Olliphant will
be in the first party. Major Powers
will take away about forty signallers,
while about seventy-five men of the
Field Ambulance will go from here.

The men for the Army Service!
Corps were volunteers and Major Mc-
Kean will still have his detachment
at full strength for home defense, and
i needed, the whole corps may be
taken for active service in Europe.
Should the second call come it is
likely that all the officers and men
will be taken.

Major Powers will take away prac-
tically his whole detachment and as
they were among ‘the best signallers
in Canada, it is expected that they

will give a good account of themsel-
ves in active service.

The v s for the
detachment were taken wholly lrom
that body and the vacancies left by
the volunteers' will be filled immedi-
ately by recruits.

Many of the men who will go to
Val Cartier tonight were in the ar-
mory last evening and when they
heard that the time of their departure
had been fixed there were general ex-
pressions of satisfaction, Since they
volunteered the men have been in
constant training and those who were
at all backward in their drill became
highly proficient. For the most part,
however. the men selected for foreign
service were well up in their duties
and there was little trouble getting
them into shape. It'is expected that
at Val Cartier the training will be
further supplemented and the whole
Canadian contingent brought up to a
state of satisfactory efficiency.
