Steel registered
an extreme loss of 3 3-8 points at
122 5-8, its lowest quotation in many
weeks, and a gross declines of two to
almost seven points were made by
Bethlehem, Crucible and Lackawanna
steels, Republic Iron and Steel Foun-
dries.

Other elements of weakness were
represented by Baldwin and American
lJocomotives, coppers, oils, Corn
Leather, American Woollen, Corn
Products and the motors in which re-
cessions ran from two to four points.

Rails were steady most of the ses-
gion, with comparative strength in
Reading, St. Paul and Canadian Pa-
cific, but dealings in transportations
were overshadowed by the greater
activity in speculative issues.
