Paris, July 16.—Baron Von Lersner,
bead of the German delegation, sent
ghe inter-Allied Council today a mote
stating the German government wish-
ed to meet Belgian rpresentatives to
discuss arrangments for the transfer
of Malmedy, & town of Rhenish Prus-
pia, awarded to Belgium by the terms
of the peace treaty.

Name Commissioner.

Paris, July 16.—Herr Von Stark,
fas been named by the German gov-
ernment as its commissioner in the
administration of the occupied terri-
tory of the Rhenish provinces. An-
nouncement of this appointment was
made today in a note from Baron Vou
Lersner, head of the German delega
tion to the inter-Allied Council

Herr Von Starke recently was ap
pointed governor of the occupied area
by Germany and went to Coblenz.
There he sought to persuade the inter
Allied commission to deal with the
Rhineland organization through him.
He spent four days in Coblenz, but,
§t was said, he received littte encour-
agement. The inter-Allied Commis-
wioners held that there was no pro
~igion in the treaty for dealing with
German government representatives

Poles and Germans.

Paris, July 16.-—(By The Associated
Press)—Members of the various peace
delegations seem confident that diffi-
culties between the Poles and the
Germans can be adjusted so as to hold
the plébiscite in Upper Stlesia without
the necessity of using foreign mili-
tary forces. Plans for the plebiscite
era being perfected rapidly. All Ger-
man and Polish soldiers will leave the
district peaceably, according to pres-
ent indications, and enable the Allies
to organize a local police force suffi-
clently strong to insure proper con-
duct of the balloting.

The powers, it 1s said, have express-
ed, in the supreme council meetings,

a willingness to send troops to Upper

Silesia 1f necessary. The delegates
generally are said to be of the opin
jon that the Germans are disposed to
execute in good faith that part of the
treaty terms calling for the evacuation
of the Baltic provinces, Upper Silesia
and other parts of Poland, occupied
by German troops.

There are said to be many indica-
tiong that the extreme bitterness ex-
isting there six months ago, is disap-
pearing gradually because of a general
desire to avoid further fighting, and
to begin the work of economic re-
construction.

Winnipeg, July 1..—As a result of
the present crisis in the cattle indus-
try in Alberta, where there has been
a total failure of hay and other fodder
crops, leaving, according to reports,
approximately 160,000 head of cattle
without food, the Manitoba Depart-
ment of Agriculture has decided to
purchase between 25,000 and 30,000
heads for the farmers of this pyovince,
Action by the government was an-
nounced by Hon. V. Winkler, Minister
of Agriculture, today.

Arrangements for carrying out the
transaction, which will entail an ex-
penditure on the part of the govern-
ment of more than a million dollars,
have not yet been completed.

Show Lamentable

Condition of Grains

Areas Esti;nated to be Larger
Than Last Year Reveal
Poor Development in

Wheat and Other Cereals.

Ottawa, July 16—The Dominion
Bureau of Statistics issued today the
revised estimate of the areas sown
to spring grains, potatoes and hay.
an estimate of the areas sown to late
cereals, and & statement of the con-
dition of grains, grass and pototo
crops. The estimates, both of area
and of condition, are compiled from
the returns of crop correspondents on
June 30. &

For al] crops, excepting rye, the
areas now estimated are larger to the
extent of 1 or 2 per cent, than those
reported & month ago as applying to
the end of May. The total area under
wheat is now eetimated to be 17,282,
6§70 acres, spring wheat accupying
16,484,820 acres, and fall wheat 797,
750 acres, or 91 per cent. more than
last year’s harvested area.” The area
gown  to oats is placed at 14,754,150
acres, or 0.3 per cent. less than last
year.

Barley is 3,017,920 acres, 4 per cent
less; rye, 565, 275 acres, 2 per cent.
more; peas, 213,283 acres, 10 per cent.
less; mixed grains 886,650 acres, 4
per cent. less; hay and clover, 10,662,

70 acres, 1 per cent. more and alfal-
fa, 196,793 acres, 0.2 per cent. more.

The condition of the principal grain
crops at the end of June indicates
that for the fourh successive year the
ylelds for Canada will be below those
of the demennial average. In Sas-
katchewan, where more than half the
wheat crop is grown, the situation at
he end of June was very serious.

It was also stated that while several
doctors had issued more than 1,000
prescriptions per month, one had
reached the highwater mark of 1,500

Such action cannot by any possible
argument be condoned, and should be
no more tolerated inour own provinee
than in Ontarlo. It brings those mem:
bers of the profesgion down to low
level and should invite the most severe
punishment.

I the law does not provide sufficient
machinery for action, I would suggest
that after fair warning such names
ghould be reported to the Council of
Physiclans and Surgeons of New
Brunswick, and & demand made that
appropriate action be taken by that
body.

I do not see that indefinite state
ments before church conferences re-
flecting upon the profession as a whole
will accomplish much. It may for a
moment distract attention from the big
problem in prohibition, compared with
which the prescription business is but
a drop in the bucket. It does not even
touch the fringe qf the matter.

The fact remains that large quanti-
ties of liguor have been brought into
this province and disposed of, realiz-
ing small fortunes for those engaged
in the business. That liguor is sold
and delivered in so open a manner that
if the officials are not aware of it they
must be about the only ones who are
not. Bootlegging flourishes and all
kinds of alcoholic mixtures are in
great demand

‘With what result?

Az I write, the evening paper states
that there were sixteen men before the
court this morning charged with
drunkenness. The hospitals and prac-
titioners are treating many men suffer-
ng not from drunkenness but from
acute alcoholic poisoning. And drug
fiends are, I fear, becoming more
numerous,

After the Oregon had
been placed in reserve three sister
ships were for several years used as
training vessels and conveyed the mid-
shipment from the Naval  Acadeimy
abroad each summer for a practice
crufsa. Finally they, too, were tied
up to the docks in mavy yands, appam™
ently to rust away.

In the meamntime a later class of
ships had been launched to add to the
might of American maval power. The
Kearsarge, the Kentucky, the Illinols,
the Wisconsin, the Maine, the Miss-
ouri and the Ohio, Jaunched between
1898 and 1901, formed the nucleus of
the new “steel” navy that was win-
ning the United States an assured
place among the great navad powers.
These ships, then unsurpassed in the
world, carried the American flag fnto
the ports of the world for many years,
and in 1907, when the mighty United
States fleet left New York for the
historfc cruise around'the world to

gon, the Towa, the Massactusetts and
the Mdiana,
The entrance of the United Stabes

old navy was called upon to defend
the flng. All the twelve old vessels
were outfitted, modern fire control ap-
pliamces were installed, new coats of
“war peint” were epplied ¢o thedr
timesscarred sides and they were call-
ed out to join the fleet.

The Oregon saw service on the west
coast throughout the war as a comst
defence vessel and traiing ship for
enlisted personmel. The Massachu-
sotts, the loww, and the Intlfama wers
uged for a time as swation ships at
Newport, R. I.; Noxfolk, Va., and New
York respectively, and dater were gr
dered south ¢o join the maim fighting
force which silready imcluded the
Kearsarnge, the Kentucky and the oth-
er vessels of encient fame. For the re-
mainder of the war the historic old
chips took pmrt fn the operattons of
the Atlantic fleet along the coast and
rendered vaduable service as training
ships.

After the amfistice the Iowa, the
Massachasetts and the Indiana were
sent to the Navy Yard at Philadelphda,
where their colors were hauled down
for the last time ana mey were con-
signed to the graveyard of ship . The
Oregon suffered a similar fate on the
Pacifio coast. The other ships of the
old mavy remained temporarily on
duty, most of them for use as troop
trangports, but they too, wilt scon be
relegated to the scrap heap.

The Oregon has been offered to the
State of Oregon for such use as the
State may see fit to make of her as a
tradning ship and nwval hisborical mu-
senm, the only condition being that
the commonwealth keep the old sea
fighter in good condition as befits a
time honored pensioner of glorious
history. The Iowa, the Massachusetts
and the Indiana probably will be brok-
en up dn opder that the valuable metal
contafned in them, particularly cop-
per and brass, may be utilized #n the
comsecration of more modern vessels.
Several of the other old ships will be
used for targets and the rest junked.

Three other vessels, famous forever
in American maval ennals, the Olym-
pla, Admiral Dewey's flagship at Man-
{la Bay; the New York, Rear Admiral
Sampson’s flagship, and the Brooklyn,
Rear Admirai Schley's flagehip, also
gaw service during the wonld war and
are still on active duty in various
parts of the world.

Government which ramed the act
and the preseat Government which
put it into effect provided unwise
legislation, and it should be umended.
It it is, then those ealled upon to
administer the act either have not yet
struck their stride or are incapable of
enforeing it,

Until the existing abuses are recti-
fled, and a much better showing made
in carrying out the law, prohibition
will go to,the wnll,

Thers are only three altornatives to
the question.

1. Licensed selling with open bars
(as existing previous to 1517). New

2. The use of beer and light wines
Which has much to recommend it in
preference to the adulterated and pois-
onous ligquors which are obtainable at
present.

3. Prohibitlon. The ideal solution

TO ADOPT THE UNIT
SYSTEM REPORTED

Probable Changes Are
Made it Will do Much to
Allay Feeling of Dissatis-
faction in Railway Matters
» in Provinces.

Tt is reported that the Government
proposes to adopt the unit system in
the administration of the national rail-
ways, which will be an important
change in line with recommendations
made by various Boards of Trade in
tke Maritime Provinces who fear that
the plan of having the head offices at
Toronto would lead to a neglect of the
interests of the Eastern Provinces. It
ie not officially confirmed, but it Is
stated that in the event of the unit
system being adopted, the following
are among the chapges probable:

General Superintendent L. 8. Brown
would become General Manager of the
Atlantic or Bastern District; W. A.
Kingsland, at present Assistant Gen-
eral Manager Eastern lines, would be
made general manager Central Dis-
trict, and F. P. Brady, at present Gen-
eral Manager Bastern lines, would be-
come General Manager Western Dis-
trict. Mr. Brown would thus have his
headquarters at Moncton and have ab-
soiute jurisdiction over all lines and
question arising within his territory
which would likely extend from Mont-
real eastward.

Ii these views are carried out with
a co-ordinating centgal head, there is
littte doubt the changes would do
much to allay the feeling of dissatis-
faction in railway matters at present
existing in the Maritime Provinces.

Opportunity of
Making Money Lost

Failure to Complete Drydock
Here Means Great Loss—
Over 600,000 Tons of
Shipping in American Ports
Waiting for Repairs.

“Faflure to complete the dry dock
at St. John means that this city has
lost an opportunity of making a good
deal of money,” said a local shipping
man yesterday, “Do you know that
at the present time over 600,000 tons
of shipping are lying in American
portg waiting for repairs. The United
States-went ahead, built ships whole-
sale, but made practically no provision
for dry docks. Hence the great Am-
erican fleet is in a quandry. If the
dry docks are kept working day and
night the number of ships waiting for
repairs and dry dooking will continue
to increase for & long time,

“If the dry dock at St. John which
would take two ordinary ships at once
was in operation it could get more
work than it could handle, and make
any kind of charges. A small anmy
of ship repairers would be working
night and day, and the local foundry
and machine shops would have more
work than they could handle. .If Am-
erican ships could get dry dock ac-
comodation here they would pay amy
price. Now they are lylng idle while
freight rates are high.

“If the dry dock was in operation
at this time & would add probably ten
thousand to the population of the city.
Many new men would be here getting
big wages and they would bring
their families. The extra customers
would give a big boom to the business
of the city,

“If the city council and Board of
Trade were well advised they would
take strong measures to have the dry
dock completed as soon ag possible.
America cannot bulld dry docks to
accomodate its multitude of new ships
for some years, and all the dry docks
of England and European countries
have a big list of ships waiting their
turn. It would not take long to com-
plete the dry dock at St. John if the
work was rushed, and there will be
plenty of business for it for years to
come. Because of lack of dry docks
85 ships tied up in New York, Boston
and Norfolk alone are costing the
United States $300,000 per day, and
an indirect loss to business which is
clamoring for transport.

“St. John has missed one great op-
portunity, but it can build the dry
dock in time to make some pretty
pickings from American ships if it
wakes up.” 4
