Would Afford Relief.
Now the minister would not have iC

He felt the enactment 
would afford considerable relief but far 
from the hopes of those who called ton 
the appointment of this new tribunal.

The present bill dealt largely with thd 
constitution and the powers of the rail­
way commission, but the government had 
judged this an opportune time to effect 
a complete revision and codification of the 
existing act. Many minor changes were 
recommended in the present law leading 
to the more effective enforcement of the 
railway commission's regulations.

The bill he might describe as a bona 
fide endeavor to create a commission un­
der such conditions as were most likely 
to conduce to its success. Canada had be­
fore her the experience of similar bodies 
in England and the United States and as 
far as possible had tried to avoid the 
weak points in these.

Railway Committee Would Be No More.

With the enactment of the present law 
the radway committee of the privy coun­
cil would pass away. Of that body he 
would say that while it failed to perfectly 
discharge the duties laid upon it owing to 
the many calls on ministers’ time that its 
weakest point was the control of railway 
rates. The present powers of the rail­
way committee would by the present bill 
lie transferred to the railway commission 
moreover new powers would be vested in 
the new body. The two main features of 
the present measure were to provide for 
the constitution of a railway oornmiapo* 
and to regulate toll*.

Make-Up of the CommlUfon.
The government in defining the number 

of commissioners, their tenure of office, 
age limit, etc., were quite prepared to 
listen -to the suggestions of the house. The 
very best material was needed for the 
tribunal. In fact the selection Of1 the 
men was everything. Unless Canada could 
afford the right kind Of men to manage 
this commission its operation could not 
prove successful. To get the right mater­
ial it was necessary to provide a fairly 
lengthy tenure of office and a fairly high 
rate of pay. He considered that the com­
mission should be composed of three mem­
bers appointed for ten years, eligible to 
re-appointment and who could not he 
removed except through a joint measure 
of 'both houses of parliament. The gov­
ernment had mentioned no age limit, but 
left that space blank to take parliament's 
judgment. The chairman Would receive 
a higher salary than his fellows.

Decision Final.
The bill provided that the decision* of 

the commission should be final, subject 
only to the approval of the governor m 
council.

If the commission were compoeed of 
the right men, it ought to be more com­
petent to deal with questions of fact in 
railway matters than any court of law, 
therefore its decisions would not be subject 
to revision by the bench. In the United 
States it took about four years of liti­
gation to get a final judgment on railway 
disputes. By the absence of appeals this 
condition would be obviated in the do­
minion.

Ottawa, April 8—(Special)—The minister 
of customs, Hon. Wm.

Ottawa, April 0—(Special)—The orders 
were issued this evening in connection w.th 
the recruiting of the fourth contingent 
for South Africa.

’ j. Canadian Prisoners Shot?
.j Lord Minto received a cable from the 
Ç- casualty department at Cape Town today,

a section was inserted that the salary of 
the present incumbent shall not be de­
creased during his tenure of office, and it 
was further amended by providing that 
the bill shall not -come in force except by 
proclamation of the governor in council.

Mr. Haven said he failed to see the 
purpose of the last provision. It leaves 
the whole matter in the hands of the 
governor in council who may never pro­
claim the act. He could not understand 
why it should not come in force at once. 
This section should have been considered 
at a full ifieeting of the last committee 
Only three had been consulted. He was 
doubtful if the full committee would ap­
prove of it. He for one would not.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said the bill could 
never have reached its present stage 
less the governor gave his consent which 
waa only given today. When the governor 
consents to a bill it should be sufficient 
guarantee of the government's willingness 
to bring the a*t in force. It was the bona 
fide intention to vest the appointment in 
the common council when the term of the 
present incumbent expired. Why it should 
not be brought into force by proclama­
tion was for those that claimed a dif­
ferent course should be pursued to ex­
plain. It was an interference with the 
prerogative of the crown and the crown 
having consented to the introduction of 
the bill the enforcement of it by procla­
mation waa the proper course. There was 
no likelihood of a vacancy in the near 
future. Therefore it would be no public 
inconvenience if the act did not come in 
force at once. Again, persons knowing 
that the office could be made vacant might 
possibly hasten the resignation of the 
present incumbent, by making 
pleasant for him. He could pledge the 
house that the act would be brought in 
force immediately when the proper time 
arrives.

Mr. Hazen said the pledge of the at­
torney general did not bind his successors. 
It .would tie more manly to refuse the 
common council the right of -making the 
appointment rather than leave it option­
al, which killed the ball.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—The honorable gen­
tleman forgets that it is optional with 
thq governor in council as to whether the 
bill should come before the house at all. 
When the governor in council consents 
to a bill, provides that it shall be brought 
into force by proclamation and those :n- 
terested are agreeable it is sufficient guar­
antee of the government’s bona fide in­
tention. The leader of the opposition 
seems to treat the matter as though the 
common council had the right to insist 
that the bill should pass. They am not 
stand in that position at all. Properly 
-speaking they should have asked the 
governor in council to introduce the bill 
but having taken the course they did 
and the crown having given its consent 
it was proper that the act should come 
into force by proclamation.

Mr. Hazen said similar bills had been 
introduced before and no objection was 
taken. The attorney general wants the 
common council to think that he is com­
plying with their wishes and ait the same 
time attaches an amendment, leaving it 
optional whether their wishes shall be 
complied with or not.

The bill was agreed to as amended.
Hon. Mr. Pugsley committed a bill 

amending the general mining act.
He explained that by section 97 of the 

mining act power is given the governor 
in council to grant a lease for a larger 
area than ordinarily for mining purposes, 
-but before obtaining the lease it is neces­
sary thait a license should be taken out. 
It was felt that no purpose was served 
in taking out a license. The general min­
ing act also names an amount of $60 per 
square mile for rent. The present bill 
proposes to leave the amount to the dis­
cretion of the governor in council. The 
bill was agreed to.

The house went into committee on the 
bill to amend the game act. In me $b- 
scence of Hon. Mr. Dnnn, Mr. Lawson 
explained the provisions. One section 
amends section four of the game act by 
imposing a penalty on any person who 
has in his possession a carcass of a calf 
moose or cow moose or any portion there­
of. Another section gives the warden the 
option of destroying or selling any prop­
erty seized other than live game; an­
other to prevent the carrying of fire 
arms in the woods that are enclosed, but 
which are open to the public and used 
as places of public resort.

Mr. Todd proposed to make the close 
time for moose and caribou in the terri­
tory west of the St. John river begin 
December 15 instead of the 31st.

Mr. Lawson expressed the opinion that 
the close time all over the province ought 
to tie uniform, and Mr. Hazen agreed.

Hon. Mr. Bure hill said that before pass­
ing the section changing the close time in 
the northern counties he would like to 
communicate with a gentleman in Nor­
thumberland who was conversant with 
game matters.

Mr. Paterson resumed the budget debate. 

After a few introductory sentences he 
proceeded to show that the increase in 
-population for the last decade took place 
largely in the last five years. He took 
up the trade returns and showed the large 
increase in business during the five years 
of the present government, compared with 
the five years of the late government. lie 
showed from trade returns, bank returns, 
land sales and immigration returns that 
the prosperity of the country was such 
during the past five years of the decade 
that there -was no doubt as to the great 
increase in the population. The business 
never could have been done but for the 
growth in population.

Taking up the public debts, Mr. Pater­
son said that while the Conservatives in­
creased the debt $1.46 per head during the 
last five years of their rule, the Liberals 
decreased it 67 cents per head during the 
five years of Liberal role.

Notwithstanding the increased revenue 
of the country, the taxation was reduced 
12 per cent. Economy did not mean par­
simony and as long as the money was wise­
ly expended in the people’s interests it 
accrued to the public benefit.

The minister of customs alluded to the 
trust problem in the United States and to 
the grave consequences which, certain of 
our people thought the event might -have 
upon Canadian trade. The government 
was not insensible to the altering condi-: 
tions of trade and would make this trust 
question one for study- If a mean* could 
be devised, he was in favor of extending 
to the hardy fishermen of our coasts a 
larger share of the benefits derived from 
the public expenditures, the prime 
ister was shortly to engage in London 
with the other colonial representatives in 
a conference with regard to inter-imperial 
trade. What instructions would the oppo­
sition party wish to convey to him for his 
guidance? Was that advice to be found 
in the resolution proposed by Mr. Borden? 
Surely not. How would the premier of 
Canada look before the eyes of the empire 
saying to the British authorities: ‘‘We 
want you to tax yourselves for a prefer­
ence to Canadian products in your market 
and my instructions from the Canadian 
opposition are that we will give in return 
a reduced rate of duty on all lines of 
British goods that we in Canada cannot 
produce for ourselves.”

“I would like a list of these lines of 
goods,” said the minister. ‘‘Perhaps the 
opposition could supply it. But for my 
part I know nothing that we could not 
produce for ourselves with the ‘adequate 
protection’ for which the Conservative 
party stands. That adequate protection 
means the absolute shutting out of goods 
from all other countries. The issue is now 
clear on that point. The opposition wants 
then an exclusion of foreign wares, 
stand for a revenue tariff. What -would 
England say I ask again, to a proposal 
such as I have outlined from our prime 
minister? Yet that is what the resolution 
before the house means. I hope the oppo­
sition leader will realize the position and 
withdraw -his resolution.”

In the senate, Mr. Scott introduced a 
bill restricting the issuing of charters for 
joint stock companies by letter patent.

Hon- Mr- Pugsley' introduced a bill 
amending the liquor license act of 1896. 
It has been brought to the notice of, the 
government that in many cases the beer 
so d by persons having a beer license con­
tains proof spirits to a degree that renders 
it intoxicating. It is a question of some 
difficulty to determine what percentage 
of alcohol renders beer intoxicating and 
it was thought desirable to fix a percent­
age- In England anything above 2 per 
cent, is regarded as intoxicating. This 
bill leaves the matter with the governor 
in council to determine after hearing ex­
pert testimony what percentage of proof 
spirits shall be permitted in beer. He 
felt the bill would meet with public ap­
proval.

Hon.Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill 
amending the election act of 1899 and on 
the ground of urgency it was read a sec­
ond time. Section one relates to polling 
places in Queens county, amendments to 
which has been suggested by the sheriff 
of that county. Section two provides 
that the polling place in Backeville par­
ish, Gloucester county, be changed from 
Mr- Benches to a place near the Roman 
Catholic church. A change is also made 
in St. Marys parish, York county* The 
act • 60th Victoria provides that applica­
tion may be made to the sheriff to have 
names added or struck off hiut no pro­
vision is made for the payment of the 
sheriff.

Detsilt of Kritzinger’* Trial.
Graff Reinet, Cape Colony, April 9— 

The trial of Omfrmndant Kritzinger lasted 
two days. No evidence was obtained to 
connect the prisoner with the shooting of 
natives, and one scout who had been 
captured by Kritzinger, testified that he 
had been well treated and that a pass 
had been granted him. The charge of 
train wrecking against the Boer command­
ant w*e withdrawn, and he was acquitted 
without cross examination by counsel for 
the defence. Kritzinger wae tried by a 
courtmartial on tire charge of committing 
four muirders, in addition to train wreck­
ing and cruelty to prisoners.

Pretoria, April 9—Mr. Steyn, the former 
president of the Orange Free State, who 
ia taking part in the peace negotiations 
in South Africa, is suffering from severe 
ophthalmia, and is threatened with total 
blindness.

Probste Court Act
The attorney general introduced a bill to 

amend the probate court act- Among its 
sections is «ne allowing executors and adr 
minastrators when permitted by a judge 
to give the guarantee bond' of a company 
instead of a personal bond and to charge 
the cost, not exceeding one half of one 
per cent, against the estate- He thought 
it better to encourage the use of guaran­
tee bonds by companies rather than per­
sonal bonds. The mood section gives au­
thority Jo the judge of probates with the 
consent of the party to try ont any debt 
or claim against the estate. The third 
makes a slight change in the power of the 
judge with regard to cost*. Where a will 
is proved in solemn form and po allega­
tions it gives him a discretion as to costs. 
The fourth deals with the salaries of 
judges of probates, the statute places them 
at a fixed sum, and where the fees exceed 
the salaries the excess goes into a corn- 

fund. Some of the judges complain 
that this law deals unfairly with them. 
In one county the salary of judge was 
only $40 while the fees amounted to $80. 
It seemed unfair to ask a man to preside 
in a judicial capacity for so small a sum- 
The bill provides that the governor in 
council shall adjust the salaries every 
three years on the 'basis of the fees earn­
ed. It also makes some slight changes in 
the table of fees- Under the present law 
it is provided that after the first day the 
proctor shall be paid at the rate of $1 
per hour. The bill changes this to a sum 
not exceeding $1 per hour, thus giving the 
judge discretion. Another section pro­
vides that certain citations shall be serv­
ed on any person interested as well aa on 

creditor and that a surety shall also 
have notice.

The attorney general introduced a bill 
to provide for the payment qf révisera for 
the province. He explained that it pro­
vided that 'the revisors appointed by the 

government shall be paid by the province 
but not more than county councils pay 
the revigora they appoint.

school inspector in the province. Now, 
while I do not intend to say that the 
inspectors are already overpaid, or even 
sufficiently paid, I desire to draw atten­
tion to the fact that this advance of $200 
is, in itself, an amount in excess of the 
whole salary paid to many of our teachers.
I would ,like also to direct the attention 
of your readers to the fact that some years 
ago, when the provincial government was 
in somewhat straitened circumstances it 
was deemed necessary to cut down the 

of government officials all round. 
But a compromise seams to have been 
made somewhere, for the salaries of 
teachers alone were affected; •reductions 
in their already pitifully small salaries be­
ing made of from 10 to 15 per cent. No­
where could it be found that the salary 
of another official had been touched, and 
no one in any way connected with the 
teaching profession, but the teachers them­
selves suffered through the efforts of the 
government to reduce the expenditures of 
the provincial treasury. Now, I think in 
view of that one fact alone, it would have 
been a graceful act of the present gov­
ernment to have restored the teachers' 
meagre salary to its former dimensions, 
while increasing that of the inspector. 
This action of the government in advanc­
ing the salaries of inspectors is presum­
ably prompted by the report of the chief 
superintendent, vŸhich states that the 
number Of applicants for teachers’ licenses 
is of late considerably less than in, for­
mer years, and that ; in consequence, it 
has been necessary to grant licenses, in, 
some cases, to untrained teachers. " Evi­
dently the government deems it necessary 
to do something in the interest of the 
teaching profession,, and sp while refus­
ing to advance the salaries of those who 
actually do the worlr tn the school room 
it increases that of the inspector, whose 
duties, onerous enough arid unpleasant 
ienough, sometimes, perhaps, are surely 
not more important, or difficult than that 
of the teacher. , „

The case should wear a different aspect 
if there was a reasonable hppe of advance­
ment from the We* .grades of the ser­
vice to the higher positions; but there is 
in this province very tittle chance for pro 
motion for the young teacher; the 
speetorates themselves being filled

in the prime of life, men who make 
the inspection of schools their profession 
and their life work, The few other posi­
tions that might be called “plums” in the 
teaching service, but which would be noth­
ing extra in other professions or businesses, 
are also occupied by people likely to re­
tain them for years to come.

Under these circumstances, is it reason­
able to expect bright and intelligent young 
men and women to enter a service where 
the remuneration is a -miserable pittance, 
equal, in our cities, on an average, to tire 
wages of those who clean our streets and 
liable to similar deductions for sickness 
and other unavoidable absences, and where 
in country districts the wage is on a par 
with that of the humblest laborer.

That our young people fully realize the 
disadvantages under which they place 
themselves wihen entering upon the work 
of teaching is quite clear to me from a 
conversation I overheard a few months 
ago on the train travelling between tit. 
John and Halifax. Two young men, fresh 
from an examination at Normal School, 
where they had taken out a Superior

The hand of arrest 
Was upon all the splendors. • 'Stop, 
héavént * cried an omnipotent voice, 
a«d ft Stopped; For thirty minutes 
everything celestial stood still.

From all we can learn it is the 
only time heaven ever stopped. It 
doês ndt Stop as Other cities fo 
night, for there is no night there. } 
It does not stop for a plague, for 
the inhabitant never says, “I am 
Sick." It does 
ruptcies, for its inhabitants 
fail. It does not stop for Impass­
able streets, for there are no fallen 
Snows or sweeping freshets, 
then, stopped it for thirty minutes?

The tomb was 
covered with wreaths.

At the close of the ceremony those pres­
ent slowly inspected the spot where Mr. 
Rhodes lies buried, and threw flowers up­
on his grave. Dr. Jameson, Col. Francis 
Rhodes and all the other mourners left 
Buluwayo tonight bn a special train.

The scene around Cecil Rhodes’ farm 
the night preceding his interment was 
most extraordinary. The whole population 
of Buluwayo seemed to be moving there 
to damp, and as the darkne® closed down 
the camp fires sparkled in all directions. 
Some natives tramped 109 miles to be 
at the interment.

After the Bishop of Mashonaland had 
read Kipling’s poem, Sekombo, the great 
Indtoa and orator oC the Matabele, made 
a speech in which he said:

“Both Cecil Rhodes and Umsiligazi, the 
founder of the Matabele nation, are buried 
on the Matoppo Hills and the Matabele 

considers that the spirit of Umsili­
gazi is with that of Cecil Rhodes.”

London, April 10—An impressive me­
morial service for Cecil Rhodes was held 
in St. Paul’s Cathedral this afternoon, 
coincident with hour of the burial of his 
remains in the Matoppo Hills. The cathe 
dral was packed, and large, quiet crowds 
of people who were unable to secure ad 
miseioa, gathered outride the railings.

King Edward was represented by Gen­
eral Godfrey Clerk, hia majesty’s groom 
in waiting, and Sir Winn-Carrington rep­
resented the Prince of Wales. Joseph H- 
Choate, the United States ambassador ; 
J. Pierpomt Morgan; Joseph Chamberlain, 
the colonial secretary, were among those 
who paid their last tribute to the dead.

Preaching in the city temple today, Dr. 
Parker said lie admired Mr. Rhodes' 
honesty in malting no profession of 're­
ligion in hia wrQl. Thirty or 40 years must 
pass before Cecil Rhodes will be com­
pletely understood.

Buluwayo, Mataibdeland, April 10—Amid 
an immense throng, the body erf Cecil 
Rhodes was today committed to its rock 
tamfb in the Matoippo Hills. ’ The coffin 
was shrouded in a Union Jack and the 
wreath sent by Queen Alexandra was Hid 
upon, it as it was lowered into the grave.

The funeral party started from Fuller's 
Hotel early this morning. The procession 

five miles • long as it wound through 
the hills and gorges. Every sort of con­
veyance was made use of; some were on 
foot, others were on horseback or on bi­
cycles, while still others were in wàgotis 
and carriages. When. the procession was 
a mile from the grave everybody dismou.it- 

*ed and concluded^ the journey on foot. 
Twelve oxen hauled the coffin to the al­
most inaccessible summit of the kopje, 
where the chiefs and 2,000 natives had 
assembled to witness the, Christian inter­
ment rites, which they afterwards supple­
mented in their own fashion by the sac­
rifice of 15 oxen to the shade of the great 
dead chief.

Thousands of white persons congregat­
ed around the wind-swept hill. The grave 
was encircled by six boulders, me in­
terment was extremely impressive. The 
“Dead March" echoed through the hills 
and the natives stood like statues. Tears 
were in the eyes of many of the onlook­
ers. The Bishop of Mashonaland, who 
conducted the interment service, said:

“I consecrate this place forever; here 
he thought, here > he lived and died for 
the empire."

When the coffin was lowered into the 
tomlb chisselled in the solid rock, all those 
present sang Old Hundred and Now the 
Laborer's Task is O'er."

Dr. Cary of the Alabama station, In 
the summary of bulletin No. 116 upon 
Texas fever, says:

An animal sick with Texas fever can­
not Infest or transmit the disease to 
healthy cattle. The only known means 
by which the micro parasite that caus­
es Texas fever can be transmitted from 
diseased cattle to healthy ones is 
through two generations of the south­
ern cattle tick.

Tick free cattle never have Texas 
fever as long as they are tick free. 
Cattle with Texas fever have or have 
had ticks upon them. All cattle must 
acquire immunity after birth by having 
one or more attacks of Texas fever. 
Immunity to Texas fever is not Inher­
ited. Southern bred cattle have Texas 
fever when very young (sucking calves) 
and are usually but slightly affected by 
it. The older the animal the more se­
vere the fever; the older the animal the 
greater the mortality.

All cattle north of the government 
quarantine line are susceptible to Tex­
as fever, as are all southern bred cattle

Many cows are not worth keeping. 
There is no surplus of neat cattle in the 
land, but no desirable young animal 
should be sacrificed that promises use­
fulness In the near future even though 
for a few months it Is kept at a disad­
vantage, says J. W. Yale of Connecti­
cut. To profitably fatten a lean animal 
or any other kind on purchased feed 
is an uphill business, yet the manure 
is valuable and might pay for the care. 
As for the best way to fatten much de­
pends on the animal, as to age, breed, 
etc. I never am troubled to sell my, 
Devons at a good price, which, accord­
ing to figures, ranges from $23 to $43, 
and good beet too. I should consider 
It impossible to make good meat from 
some cows I have seen. Many unprof­
itable cows could be put to raising 
calves without any grain. This would 
continue their usefulness and at the 
same time raise cattle for future use.

A good way to feed for beef Is where 
roughage is plenty go a little slow 
at first, increasing grain later on. Any 
kind of roots is valuable. If their 
analyses are not high, still their me­
chanical effects are good, assisting In 
the digestion, counteracting the heat­
ing effects of grain and giving a good 
relish for food. I would not use corn- 
meal alone. Cobmcal might do, but 
provender would be better. A good 
ration would be half cornmeal and half 
good wheat bran, and toward the fin­
ish add a small quantity of cottonseed 
meal, according to the age and condi­
tion of the creature feeding.

President Henry W. Patterson, of the 
difb, opened the after dinner exercises, €.

How to Feed Cottonseed Meal.
It is not wise to feed cottonseed meal 

excessively to fattening cattle, says 
Professor W. A. Henry in Breeder’s 
Gazette. Thia Is done in the south, 
where the meal is comparatively cheap 
and corn relatively high. In some of 
the feeding establishments at the south 
fattening steers are allowed ten or 
twelve pounds of cottonseed meal daily 
as their sole grain feed and have cot­
tonseed hulls for roughage. The steers 
on this allowance fatten rapidly, but 
after eight or.^en weeks feeding they 
are liable to become blind from the ex­
cessive use of this single rich feeding 
stuff. It is most unfortunate for one 
to feed in this manner. Far better is 
it to mix cottonseed meal and corn- 
meal together than to feed either one 
separately.

I bought a flock of thirty-seven goats, 

not Angoras, writes W.common ones,
H. Winters of Arkansas to Wool Mar­
kets and Sheep. I must confess that 
I was somewhat prejudiced against 
them, bnt after an experience of eight 
months with them I find them to he 
the most pleasant and easily handled 
animals that I ever owned. A fence 
three feet high, if it stands erect, will 
hold them In lot or pasture. If it leans 
from them they will climb upon it and 
jump down on the other side. If you 
will lean a board against the fence, 
barn or house, they will climb to the 
top of it They delight to climb a lean­
ing board and slide down like boys 
sliding on cellar doors. They soon take 
up with their home and will come up 
to the house or barn tyvo or three times 
a day, and every time it rains they lose 
no time getting home to shelter, while 

sheep will remain out in the rain all 
day. The goats live and fatten on 
what other stock will not eat. They 
live principally on leaves, weeds and 
briers. They will more than pay their 
way in clearing brush land, weeds and 
briers. Green briers are especially bad 
In this country. Goats are very prolif­
ic, usually bringing twins and often 
triplets. Their flesh Is said to resem­
ble venlàon in taste.

Inflamed Udder.

When it has gathered enough so you 
think it Is ready to break, make a free 
Incision, allowing all the pus to come 
out. Wash the parts twice daily with 
castile soap and warm water, and keep 
on with poultice until parts are reduc­
ed to their natural size. A full dose of 
physic is advisable.

Wheat ne a Hoe Food.
Results obtained at the Wisconsin 

experiment station show that there is 
practically no difference in the quan­
tity of pork produced from the same 
weight of wheat or corn. In four trials 
an average of 499 pounds of ground- 
wheat were required to produce 100 
pounds of gain in live weight. In two 
trials with cornmeal 498 pounds were 
required to produce 100 pounds of gain. 
When a mixture of equal parts of 
wheat and corn was fed, better results 

obtained than when either wheat 
fed alone.
