EDWARDS" FINDING

| Widow, Also, Opposed to Coroner’s
View--New York Man Under Arrest
for Theft, and His Papers Seized in
Connection With Case.

New York, Jan. 18—Charles Hiller, at
whose home his brother-in-law, Charles
A. BEdwards, of New York, met his death
three weeks ago, stated today that he de-
sired to see all the evidence upon which
Coroner Mix based his finding of suicide.

Some of Hiller’s friends are quoted as
saying that he is reluctant to accept the

| suicide finding, and that Mrs. Edwards,

the widow, is opposed to it. It is stated
that she wants to continue the investiga-
tion into the death of her husband.

“Who gave you
the right to size the man’s papers?”

“We did it in the line of our usual
duty,” said the detective, “thinking to
find something that would throw light
on the case.”

“Well, the question as to the papers is
not in my jurisdicticn,” said the magis-
trate, “‘ask your commissioner what to do
with them.”

The charge of stealing typewriters was
dismissed today, but Langley was held
for further examination next Monday on
the complaint of four men who told the
court that the prisoner had obtained
money from them. Langley was paroled
in the custody of his lawyer.

PRINTERS' STAIKE
1N BOSTON FEB, 1

Employers Insist on 54-Hour Week
and Open Shop, and Battle to a
Finish is Looked For.

Boston, Jan. 6—Upon the refusal of
the ’sca.lt.-: commititee of the Boston Typo-
thetae to consider any proposition which
did not include the fifty-four-hour week
and the open shop, the cgnference called
for yesterday afternoon with a similar
commititee of Boston Typographical Union
13 came to an abrupt end without con-
sideration of any of the poinis involved
in the controversy.

The union committee would not con-
cede the fifty-four-hour week and open
shop. According to the statement given
out by the &ecretary of the Typothetae,
George W. Simonds, the Boston body is
acting under the general agreement of
the National Typothetae, and it is conced-
ed that this\attitude will force a general
strike in Boston, ae it has in other large
cities.

The meeting yesterday afternoon .was
called at the request of the union scale
committee and was held in the rooms of
the Typothetae at 161 Summer street.
The members of both scale committees
were on hand at an early hour, and al-
though there was not much prespect of
an agreement there was a certain amount
of epeculation as to the outcome of the
conference.

Chairman Cushing, of the Typothetae
called the meeting to order and immedi-
‘ately afterward, epeaking for the Typo-
thetae, announced that the conference
would depend upon the concessions of the
union in the matters of the fiftyfour-
Hhour week and the open shop. Unless
these were included in the general scale
plan no conference could be indulged in.
The union leaders quickly announced that
these points could not be conceded. The
conference ended abruptly at this point.

A general strike of the union printers
in the city will begin February 1.
the umion and the Typothetae have long
prepared for a fight. The union agree-
ments in many cities ended January 1,
thus precipitating strikes a month ahead
of the one expected here.

“an act respec.ing Presbyterian churches
in the province of New Brumswick.” 1t|
was intimated that the Dresbytery oi|
Miramichi approved of the general prin-
ciples of the bill and that they would sup-
port it. Rev. A. H. Foster submitted the
rough draft and each section was discussed
and passed on.

Important Provisions.

Under the sections of the aoss as a;)-\l
proved by the presbytery only church
communicants aged twenty-one years may
vote at the election of trustees. It was
decided later in the day, however, that
individual congregations should have the
power to pass by-laws regulating the quali-
fications of trustees. These qualincations
must, however, be not lees than those
mentioned in the act, that is, the candi-
date must contribute $5 a year and must
be a qualified voter. The trustees are to
be elected annually as at present and the
chairman of the annual meeting of the
congregation will convene the mew board
and act as chairman till they elect their
own officers. ‘

Some discussion over the section which
dealt with the number of trustees re-
quired to be present at a meeting before
Dusiness should be transacted took place.
This matter was finally 1oft to each church
to decide for itself. i

The Calling of a Minister. l

The next section, which dealt with the
calling of a minister, caused a good deal
of discussion. Under this it was proposed
to give adherents the right to sign the
call and not as at pres nt, when they
simply concur in it.

Judge Forbes took the stand that the
church had to face this question in a
broad-minded, liberal manner. They could
not afford to do otherwise. As a matter
of fact the adherents in many churches
now exercise that right in an underhand|

Many Asking Why That Newspaper
Keeps Up Cranky Policy

ITS CLAIMS DISPUTED

Thompson’'s Figures Show There
Is No Danger for Any of the
Big Ships at Allan Berth--Some
of the Globe’'s Queer Reasoning

The Globe's Sand Point mud campaign
was the subject of considerable amusement
Tuesday, Guesses at the newepaper's ob-
ject were hieard on all sides. “What's the
matter with ’em anyway?” was a common
question.

Referring to the depth of water at Sand
Point and the recent soundings which had
been taken by Superintendent Thompson,
the Globe said vesterday that eufhicient
depth had not been found on any one of
his lines sufficient to float a vessel draw-
ing 28 feet of water. When Mr. Thomp-
son was seen by a representative of 'Lhe
Telegraph Monday evening he drew atten-
tion to the fact that at 30 feet out from
the whart and where the keel of a vessel
would be there were four soundings which
only showed 27 feet.

“It is not,” said Mr. Thompson, ‘‘as

The Globe further says: ‘“There will be
times, and that during the winter port
season, when the depth of water will be
even less than Mr. Thompson reports, for
an illustration of the tide gauges in Mr.
Scammell’s letter shows that neither of
these gauges goes within a. considerable
distance of the lowest depth reached byl
the tide itself.” Mr. Thompson, however,
stated in the course of the interview in
The Telegraph: ‘“In all my sixteen years
of work at sounding I have never seen the
water below the bottom of the gauge. The
Jowest I ever saw it was when the gauge
was within a foot of being out of water.

“But on an average,” he continued, *‘at
low tide there is between two and a half
and three feet of water on the gauge.
Consequently, as these soundings are fig-
ured from the bottom of the gauge, you
can add two to three feet to what,I have
given you”” Therefore, it will be seen,
by this showing, that there would be eas-
ily between 29 and 30 feet of water, and
in most cases over 3G feet all along the
face of the Allan berth on a line 30 or 40
feet out from the wharf, or, in other
words, plenty of water to float the largest
of the Allan ships at dead low water of
any tide. 4

As these ships are always docked at
high water, or near it, and as even under
present conditions the ship.- could not
touch bottom when lying in the berth at: .
low tide, the allegation that it would be
dangerous for the turbine ships {o use
this berth would seem to be effectually
dispesed of.

Whereas the Globe appears to throw
doubt as to whether the harbor master or
Superintendent Thompson ‘‘appreciated
fully what the tide gauges stand for or
the necessity of absolute regard to all de-
tails in the carrying on of this work,” it
is common knowledge at city hall that no
precaution was omitted to secure accuracy.
The gauge at Sand Point wae adjusted by
the department of marine and fisheries at
the time G. S. Mayes made soundings In

connection with the dredging. The offi-
cials used two watches timed exactly alike
and to quote Mr. Scammell himself he
“found the gauge used correct, the instru-
ments: correct and the men who deter-
mined the actual soundings capable and
responsible.”

The causes of this remarkable fension
between the two foremost monarchs of
the world are even more personal than
political. The original cause of the dis-
pute must be sought in the remarkable
differences- in the characters of the two
royal personages. King Edward is a cool,

cynical, experienced and practical man of |

of the world. During more than threc
decades of manhood in which he was fre2

and unfettered as Prince of Wales, he

traveled about the world and mixed with

all sorts and conditions of men, so that !

he gained an intimate knowledge of hu-

manity and closc acquaintance with the

manners in which practical affairs of coi- |
merce, diplomacy and other profession, ||

and ocenpations are conducted. His vastly |

varied experience gave him a clear insight
into character and supplied him with a
cool judgment which rarely fails. King
Edward is essentially a realist.

The Germon Emperor, on the other
hanl, is a visionary idealist. Brought up
within the narrow confines of the Prus-
sian court, he ascended the throne before
he had had time to acquire a practical
knowledge of the ways of the world, so
that in spite of his keen interest in all
Dranches of human activity, he has re-
mained an unpractical theorist. He is
quick tempered and enthusiastic, and has
committed many serious mistakes of policy
through his impetuous temperament. In
brief, the two onarchs are “personally as
far removed from one another as the two
poles.

A long series of personal bickerings has
fomented and increased the original mu-
tual antipathy between the two men. King
Edward’s personal grudge against Ger-
many and Germans was due at first to the
fiercec and unscrupulous hostility which
his sister, the late Empress Frederick, ex-
perienced in her adopted country. The
late Ewmnpress Frederick was an exceptional
weman of high ideals and noble principles
and she exercised her influence against
the pernicious policy of political reaction
favored by.the German court. On this ac-
count she was violently attacked by Bis-
marck and many other prominent Ger-
During all the years of her resi-
dence in Germany, up to the time of her
death, abuse and insults and indignities of
all sorts were heaped upon her,

The Kaiser, although he never failed in
his filial duty to his mother, nevertheless
regarded her political views with intense
aversion, and undoubtedly sympathized in
the innermost depths of his mind with
the opposition directed against her po-
litical influence over German affairs. King
Edward, who was a most affectionate
brother, fiercely resented the cruel and
unchivalrous hostility which his sister ex-
perienced in Germany, and extended his
anger against Germany and Germans to
the present Emperor, perhaps unjustly.

The personal antipathy thus created and
intensified during earlier years by many
trivial causes of a personal nature, sud-
denly assumed formidable dimensions im-
mediately after the death of Queen Vic-
toria and King Edward’s accession.

Between the late Queen and the German
Emperor, who was, of course, her grand-
son, a particularly warm affection existed,
and the Kaiser hastened to England as
soon as it became evident that Victoria’s
end was approaching. That the Queen and
the heir to the throne had had many dis-
agreements is well known, and it is.de-
clared at court that during her last hours
Queen Victoria showed so much more re-
gard for the Kaiser than she did for her
eldest son that the nose of the Prince of
\Wales was put out of joint badly. This

The
Kaiser, who is frequently carried away by
his” hot temper to say indiscreet things,
designated King Edward in conversation
which were overheard by half a dozen or
more persons as an ‘‘unredeemable rake”
and a “profligate son who had not aban-
doned his profligacy after ascending the
throne.” The Kaiser also referred to the
incongruity between Puritan England and
her pleasure-loving monarch, and remark-
ed that the ruler of the British Empire
ought above everything to be remarkably
careful in regard to his private life and
morals.

The Kaiser, however, did not confine
himself to criticisms of King Edward's
morals and of his fcndness for the fair sex.
He also criticized the character of several
of King Edward’s chosen perscnal friends.
He stated that King Edward kad a re-
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markable preference for plebeian and
democratic company, whereas his duty as
a monarch required him to limit his circle
of friends to aristocrats and high-born per-
sonages. A monarch could, of course,
meet plebeians on friendly terms at spec-
ial and occasional times, but it was a
mistake for a king to choose his principal
friends from any but the very highest

especially to King Edward’s close personal
friendship with Sir Thomas Lipton, and
said on one occasion: “I cannot under-
stand how my uncle can confer his per-
sonal amity on that low-born tea trader
and shopkeeper.”

Sending Late Mr. Prefontaine’s
Body on Her Finest Battleship.

In a few days the remains of the late
Raymond Prefontaine, Minister of

Marine. will be conveyed across the ocean
in one of the greatest of his Majesty's
battleships—the Dominion. The circum-
stance that the Imperial government
places this huge vessel in commission and
sends her to Canada to carry home the
body of a Camnadian minister is a great
honor to this country. More than this; it
shows that the King’s sympathies are not
restricted to any race or to any people.
Every subject of the King's is on an -equal
basis with his neighbor, irrespective of or-
igin, language, or religion.

! About the Dominion.

. The Dominion, it is interesting to note,
t1s one of the latest of the newer additions
to the navy. She belongs to the heaviest
typg of battleship afloat. Although launch-
_ed in 1903, there is already planed a fight-
ing .machine that will outelass her. 'Lhe
admiralty has just begun the construction
of a more powerful vessel, of which the
Dreadnaught will be the first sample. This
battleship will be 18,000 tons displacement,
and will mount ten 12-inch guns, instead
_of four, as is the case with other vessels.
But she is not completed yet. The Do-
minion is emaller than the Dreadnaught,
her tonnage being 16,350. She shares ivith
four sister ships the honor of being the
most formidable man-of-war floating the
Union Jack.  The other four are the King
Edward VII., launched in July, 1903; the
Commonwealth, named “after Australia;
the Hindostan, which represents India,and
the New Zealand, which bears the name
of another important member of the Im-
perial family. It seems that it is now the
practice to name vessels after portions of
the Empire. This is a happy idea. Our
neighbors, it will be remembered, name
their vessels after the various States.

A Powerful Machine.

The Dominion represents the highest
type of battleship ever built, and until the
Dreadnaught appears is the largest vessel
. in the navy. Her guns ave the most pow-
erful yet constructed. They are capable of
firing in one minute one projectile of 850
! pounds, sixteen of 380 pounds, and twen-
ty of 100 pounds. In pursuit of an enemy
the Dominion can fire ahead of herself
four projectiles of 850 pounds, eight of 380
pounds, and sixteen of 100 pounds. Any-
thing she can approach within twelve
miles she can throw a shell aboard of.
Her speed is 18 1-2 knots an hour, and her
officers and crew number 800 men. Her
total cost was over $5,500,000. The weight
of metal discharged by the Dominion in a
single round is 5920 pounds. This is
greater than that of any other British war-
ship. Experts declare that the Dominion
and the four other ships of her class ex-
emplify the new tendency of battleship
designers’ to afford better protection to
the secondary battery and to increase the
calibre’ of the guns. The change in these
regards was first tried in the Japanese
battleship Mikasa, and in that case it must
have been highly successful.

: Improved Improvements.

At all events the improvement means
that instead of having a large mumber of
casements for firing purposes, there is a
central battery, and that instead of having
two large guns, there are eight or ten of
bigger calibre than any as yet afloat. With
all the mechanism appertaining to her,
the Dominion is a wonderful vessel, and is
one of the bulwarks of the Empire. That

National transportations should not be a
question of party politics. It will be well
if the.striving for advantages for this
pdrt and for that shall be rendered un-
necessary by the national equipment of
the country’s principal’ haroors with the
facilities requisite for hnn\dling the already
great traffic which within a few years
will, fortunately, far outrun its present
proportions.

Of St. John's position in this matter
strong representations may be made with
justice. In interviews with St. John busi-
ness men in regard to the Transportation
Commission’s report, which appear on an-
other page, the suggestion is made that
St. John, Halifax, Montreal and Quebec
might well receive attention first when
the government shall undertake the work
of 'equipment. It is intimated in our
Ottawa despatches that the Commission
has given the government a rather large
order, and that some of its proposals
must wait because of the great expendi-
ture which the scheme as a whole would
involve. That may very well be so. St.
' John has well established claims for early
attention in this matter, both because of

its position as the natural winter
outlet for freight and because of
the heavy investment made by its
citizens to encourage its  growth
as a national port. The govern-
ment, if it follows the ' plan outlined,

would take over at a fair valuation the
property ypon which St. John has spent
so much money and restore an equivalent
sum. The next step would be the more
extensive equipment demanded by the
trade in sight. Such equipment would
mean “a transformation here, and would
give the city a new impetus and a new
position commercially.

The purpose of the government with
yespect to the report just submitted
ghould be made known before long. Some
_time—probably a considerable period—wiil
elapse before the goveri:ment will actual-
Jy undertake the work. In the
.meantime the city will no doubt
‘push forward the work of extending the
tharbor facilities and thus securing all of
|the steamship traffic that would seek this
‘harbor were the wharves sufficient to
handle it. It will no doubt appear that
for such expenditure as shall be necessary
to prevent St. John from losing any busi-
ness that is available the city will be
hereafter indemnified by the government
“when the national port policy reaches the
point of actual construction. The great
sums which have been expended on other
hdrbors show what money will do, and
it must be assumed that St. John’s posi-
tion in the chain of national perts will
ultimately be a leading one.

Ottawa, Ont. Jan. 16—(Special)—
The transportation commission, which has
Leen at work for the past two or three
years, has presented a very elaborate and
important report to Hon. Charles Hyman,
ainister of public works. The commis-
wionens make eeveral recommendations.
They recommend that the Intercolonial
Railway be extended to Depot Harbor,
Ly obtaining running pyivileges over the
Grand Trunk or otherwise. This would
aid in building up the ports of St. John
and Halifax. The report alko recommends
that Halifax, St. John, Fort Willjam,
Port Arthur, Depot Harbor, Midland,Port
‘Colbourne, Kingston, Montreal, Quebec,
Sydney, Vancouver, Victoria the termin-
us of the Grand Trunk Pacific on the
Pacific and the terminus of the Canadian
Northern on the Pacific be made national
ports. The commiissioners ask that legis-
lation_be secured to make these ports
free national ports. There should be no
charges except dry dock or elevator
charges. Any property now owned by
eities, towns or provinces to enable this
to be done should be secured by the gov-
ernment.

From Field to Seaboard.

* The report of the commissioners siarts
with the shipment of wheat from the
point of origin in the west and deals with
the whole question of transportation un-
til the grajn reaches the seaboard.

In the Avest so satisfactory was the
present” state of affairs that only one or
two minor recommendations are made.

They 'point to the ipcreased elevator
capacity along the line of railway and
also to the increased accommodation for
storage at Fort William. At Fort Wil
liam there is capacity for 18,000,000 bush-
els /az{d the intector 28,000,000, making in
all “accommodation for 46,000,000 bushels
They suggest that the warehouse tom-
missioners should have the power to com-
pel the railways to appoint agents at cer-
tain small stations where there are none
for two or three months in the year, to
receive the grain at the farmers’ elevators.

Dealing with the shipments of grain
from Port Arthur, they review the point
that New Harbour ehips grain to Buffa-
le.

In 1887 is cost 18 cents a bushel from
Duluth to Buffalo, and in 1904 it was
reduced to 7 cents. The commisison re-
commends that Port Arthur, Fort William
and Miesion Harbour be all dealt with as
one harbor, and that the government re-
rerve a narrow strip along the Kamimisti-
qua River, looking to the future, when
greater accommodation would be requir-
ed. For room ‘for the turning at the
mouth of the Mission River at least 1,000
feet should be obtained. An ice-breaker
t4 lengthen navigation is also recomménd-
ed. i

Grand Trunk and C. P. R. to Montreal,
and the all-water route via the Welland
canal or via the Georgian Bay canal,

Since this report was written the C.
P. R. have announced their intention to
build to Victoria Harbor, near Midland.

The increase -of the elevator capacity
is approved of and also the appointment
of an officer to look after direct grain
shipments from the west.

It is not likely that all the recommend-

report can be carried out, as they would
involve an expenditure of at least $100,-
000,000, but they will be a guide to the
government in the direction in which it ie
in' the interests of the country to go.

Mr. Hyman has now got his officers
from Port Arthur here arranging to have
the ports there administered as one port.
The harbor will be made to all intents
and purposes a national one, and the facil-
ities for receiving the grain at Depot Har-
bor and Midland will be improved.

Everything will be done that is possibie|
c0 as to secure for Canadian roads wnd
Canadian waterways a_ greater share of
the grain trade from the west to the sea-
board.

McClearn spoke of the duty on
gasolene used as fuel for gasclene engines
in fishing boats, and for other purposes, and
suggested that the situation might be helped!
by a reducticn of duty.

Man Believed to Have Murdered Seven of Family
and Burned Bodies

Afterwards Drove to Sister’s Home and Committed Suicide
--Two Human Trunks Taken from Smoking Ruins,
Others Missing--Victims Were Wife, Mother-in-Law and
Five Little Children--Tragedy Occurred at Nine 0’Clock

Yesterday Morning.

Pembroke. N. H. Jan. 17—What the |

authorities consider as the most appalling
tragedy ever recorded in New Hampshire,
was enacted in North Pembroke today.
Following the  destruction of the farm
buildings of Charles F. Ayer and the
disappearance of scven members of
Ayer's household this forenoon, and the
suicide of Ayer late this afternoon at
the home of his sister in the town of
Chichester, six miles distant, the an-
nouncemert was made tonight by Thos.
F. Clifford, county solicitor of Merrimack
county, that there was little doubt that
the seven persons had been murdered
and the farm house set on fire.

The theory of the'county authorities is
that Ayer was the mruderer, but up to & |
late hour they had been unable to find
any evidence to indicate the methods
employed to wipe out the family. Whether
the vietims were shot or killed by other
means cannot be told until the medical
referee has made an examination of tae
bodies of the victims. Up to a late hour,
but two of the charred fragments of the
victims had been recovered, although per-
sons who visited the sceme of the firef
thought they observed two other trunks
in the blazing ruins.

The fire occurrpd about 9 o’clock this
forenoon., Before the flames were noticed
by neighbors who lived some distance
from the farm, Ayer.drove to the home
of his sister, Mm. George Railey, who
lives on the Northwood turnpike in the
town of Chichester, about six miles
northeast of his home. Ayer arrived at
his® sister’s home just aiter 10 o’clock
and had dinner. He remained at Mrs.
Bailey’s place during the afternoon. At 4
o’clock William Fowler, one of Ayer’s
nearest neighbors, went to the Bailey
place and informed Ayer that his build-
ings had been burned. Ayer manifested |
some agitation, but made no statement as I
to what he would do! Instead, he drew!
a revoiver and pointing it at his right
temple, fired, and fell unconscious. As |
soon as the members of the household |
recovered from the shock they sent for a |
physician but nothing could be done to
save the man’s life ind he expired to-
night.
