in sexual 'properties should not be forgot-
ténl  Bote sovts ‘huve: perfect flowers—
that is, they possess both stamens and
pistils—and other have imperfect flowers,
no stamens or male organs. Varieties of
the latter type will not yield fruit when
planted alone. Between every three rows
of such varietics one o¥ two rows of a
perfect variety that blossoms at the same
time should be planted.

The question of séx in flowers has re-
sulted in an interesting but, in some cases,
ludicrous fact in regard to the naming of
new varieties of strawberries; for instance,
Mark Hanna is a pistillate: or female vari-
ety, and Mrs. Mark Hanng is o staminate,
or male. Oom Panl, Minute Man and
Longfellow are females, and Lady Thomp-
son, Annie Laurie and Bipress aré males.
Innumerable instances. could be given, but
these will suffice to show the point. I
believe . that new originations in straw-
berry varieties that are bi-sexual in flower
should be given ‘masculine names, and
those that are pistillate, feminine nmames.
All growers that practice plant breeding
or plant improvement in any of its forms
might well bear this point in mind. (In
the foregoing, the words “male” and
“staminate’’ are used merely for purposes
of fllustration.” The varieties to which
these terms are applied by custom have
both male and female organs; they are
hermaphrodites).

A matter of personal interest to the
amateur grower is knowing the names of
the varictiea thgt he plants, whether they
be new or old ‘ones. Names should be re-
corded in a garden book, and in a short
time a knowledge of varieties may be ac-
quired by observing and studying the ap-
pestance of fruit, foliage and babit of
growth. Keep the varieties distinct by
planting each by itself and by preventing
them running forward or across the rows
and rooting with. gthers of different name.
A medley of varieties in the home garden
is not necessary, however; three or four
well selected sorts at most will cover the
season nicely fro mearly to late. %

PLANTING AND: PLANTING TQOLS.

For planting, sélect plants from a plot
that has not fruited, so as to get them
gtrong and vigorous. Dig the row with a
garden fork, shake out the dirt and select
only the best plants, rejecting tip plants,
old plants and :all others that are not well
rooted and tell matured. Trim off the
runners and dead leaves, lay the plants
side. by side in a bucket, sprinkle with
water and exclude air. Plant as soon as
possible after digging. If the plants come
from a nursery, it usually is advisable to
remove a greater number of leaves and to
trim the roots.

The most satisfactory tool for planting
that T have used is made something like
a carpenter's adze or a grub hoe. The
blade should be about eight inches long
and four inches wide. with a shank turned
on the upper end of it, bearing a wooden
handle about eighteen inches long. Any
blacksmith could make it. Strike this
into the moil and draw: back, place the
plant in the hele with roots spvead out
fan shaped, withdraw the tool and firm
the soil around the plant. See that the
crown of the plant is level with the sur-

GROWING ASTERS

A Flower for All Gardens Where Va-

riety of Bloom is Appreciated.
The goil best suited for ideal aster cul-
ture is a sandy loam highly enriched, and
well cultivated. My soil was originally

heavy clay, that had been dng out of the
cellar. With this T mixed large quanti-
ties of sharp sand, barnyard manure and
leaves. Each year I added sharp sand,
until now I have excellent soil.

In the fail I dig the earth out of my
beds, and place in the bottom thick lay-
ers of leaves, over which I replace the
earth, and in the spring they can be dug
into the soil, with other fertilizers.

Asters are great feeders, and require
plenty of fertilizer. It is an extellent
plan to dig im lightly, in the fall, & mix-
ture of fine bone meal, hardwood ashes
and air-slacked lime, equal parts. Let
this remain about two inches below the
surface, for the rains, snow and frost to
leach and ‘wash in, then, in the spring it
can be dug in thoroughly. Deep digging
gives the best results.

Asters do’ better if they are not plant-
ed two successive years in the same beds.
But if you enrich your garden soil well
every fall and spring you will get good
results. [ have done this for ' eeveral
years, and have nonhing to complain of.

, PLANT IN GROUPS.

Plant trees and shrubs mostly in groups,
seldom alome. The grounds should not
be treated merely as a place for treasur-

preégerve individual specimens, the grounds
are deformed and 'the effect destroyed.
If the grounds are large enough, employ
a number of one kind of shrubs in a
clump and use a few smaller shrubs, al-
lied in genieral appearance, placed irregu-
larly on ‘the outside, to give a dash of
desirable variety to the mass. For the
sake of mnaturalness and informality one
or tiore: of. these smaller sghrubs may be
planted a few feet away, on the turf.

~ When grouping into clumps, the tallest-
growing specimens should be placed in
the centre or at the back of the border.
The proper relation of the different plan-
tations on a lawn should be, first, grass;
seconid, herbaceous plants and shrubs of
small gize; next, large shrubs, with trees
in the background at intervals. Trees of
darkest foilage should be farthest from
the viewpoint.

Effective color combinations and = con-
trasts may be produced by skillful plant-
ing. Trees and shrubs of highly colored
foilage and bark should be used sparingly,
however, except when planted for winter
effect. It ig difficult’to say just why we
think that certain shrubs look well togeth-
er, Tt is more a matter of practice than
of rule. Although shrubs usually appear|
to better advantage when planted in|
groups, occasionally single specimens with
individual characteristics may stand out
alone.

The junction of roads and walks should
be planted with sbrubbery. When the
roads: curve, make the curve appear neces- |
sary by judicious planting. A cutve with-‘
out an apparent cause for it is meaning-
less, and affected. On large places, shade
trees set out along the walks and ‘drives
are sometimes necessary. Park planting
demands them.

BEAUTIFY WASTE PLACES.

In all the work of landscape gardening,
start with a determination to do a good
job. Half-heartedness in home-making
creates waste places, and waste places are
eyesores, Beautify them. Cover undesir-
able objects with vines or plants of some |
kind. Hide objectionable scenes, ug]yi
buildings, and so forth, with vines and|
shrubbery. Swampy grounds may be|
planted with flags, Japan iris, coreopsis|
and other swamp-loving plants, ‘

POULTRY
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"GUINEA FOWLS

Interesting Birds on the Farm and
They Are Profitable,

While this class of fow! is unlikely to
become popular with the average Canadian
farmer, and under ordinary farm conditions
can hardly be called profitable, they poss-
eds some qualities that commend them to
those who delight in having a variety in
their poultry yard. The flesh of the young
guinea ig daintier and more delicious than
quail or prairie chicken, but old birds are
not specially prized for the guality of their
flegh.

Guineas are a little difficult to raise on
account of the hen’s habit of hiding her
nest away. Usually she leaves the first nest
about the time setting should begin and
starts another, It is best to hatch the eggs
under hens. Once hatched they are raised
alomst as easily as chickens. They are

rather less difficult to handle than turkeys|

being hardier and more vigorous. They
like & wide range and prefer roosting in a
tree or on a barn.

Some farmers object “noise.”

Like geese, guineas
are inclined to give an alarm if the poultry
yard ig molested.

1 have had
them return when sold away; but they go
far afield from the main centre, and at
laying time especially they almost invari-
ably go away a distance to lay. T have had
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some lay in the nests in the hen house, but
this does not happen often.

They rarely begin to lay till May, and
the ‘hen seldom becomes broody till Aug
ust. This is too late to hatch or retain
the eggs, and the best way is to set them
under hens. A good hen will cover six-
teen or more. They require twenty-five
or twenty-six days to hatch,

They may be hatched alongeide chickens
and under the same rulee.

As eugs
are only available for hatching in the sum
mer, the weather is always in their favol
They must be raised on the grass, and it
is an advantage to have them near bushes
which afford cover, as they are very timid
and run for protection at the approach of
strangers.

One Dodges Machinery, Inhales Gas- | :

olene and Chokes for Air,
(Harper’s Weekly.)

The first impressions received on de-

scending into the hold of a submarine are
those of discomfort and suffocation, The
agcommodations for a erew of thirteen
seem about right for half a dozen. One
is in too close proximity to whirring ma-
chinery too to enjoy the sensation.

On all sides are arranged electrical de-
vices and machinery to operate the craft |
and the torpedoes. A thin shell of steel
separates the visitor from the torpedoes,
and the outside water is so close that one
can almost feel its moisture,

Jury Finds That McArthur Died as Result of Exposure, and
Makes Several Recommendations—Reference Made to
Food and te the Duties of the Guards.

Friday, May 26.
The jury to inquire into the death of
Willlam MecArthur, a memberc of the chain
gang, who died in the General Public Hos-
pital last month, returned a verdict last
night to the effect that the prisoner came
to his death as a result of oedema of the
Iungs brought on by undue exposure while
handcuffed to a post in an oven shed. They
added that in tnemr opinion the gupards
had exceeded their duties in so chaining
the man, and recommended that in the
future these officials be given definite in-
structions as to their. duties, They also
found that while McArthur was in the
Jail he did not receive proper tréatment
or They recommended that the
sanitary conditions of that institution
should be improved, and condemned the
practice of marching the prisoners, hand-
cuffed, through the streets to work.

The County Secretary.

At ihe opening of the sesgion last night
County Secretary Kelley presented in
evidence a certificate from D. L. Hutchin-
son of the local observatory, relative to
the weather condition on March 22. Ac-
cording to this the temperature ranged
from 32 to 24 above. Snow fell from 2.30;
till the following day, while the wind was!
of varying strength during the day. In
addressing the jury he remarked that they
had nothing to do with conditions in the
jail. He had no apology to offer for
these nor for any of the officials. There
seemed tq be a sufficiency of bedclothes
supplied, and as for the food, that was
fixed Ly the municipal council. “1f men
violate the law,” said Mr. Kelley, ‘“they
must not expect to be fed as well as in
the Royal Hotel. It might be wise to
feed these weary Willies with roast lamb,!
with roast beef and an occasional chicken
or turkey thrown in, but it is a question
entirely for the municipality to decide.”
The whole idea of the jail discipline was
to make a man think of his past life and}
repent. The diet, he admitted, might have|
something to do' with the condition in
which McArthur was, but the man was not
treated differently from the rest of the
prisoners. It was no cruelty to feed these
men who were spongers on the community,
in that way. t

The only point he submitted for the jury!
to consider, was whether death was caus-
ed by the exposure of March 22. That
this alleged cruel treatment by the guards
had bad nothing to do with McArthur’s|
death, he contended, was proved by Dr.:
Warwick's testimony, who gave it as his
opinion that oedema of the lungs was the
cause.

Beckett, he said, was mnot vindictive
and the guards were coequal in authority,
and what had been done was only for the
maintenance of proper discipline.  The
jail was not intended for a place where life
could be made easy for loafers, and he]
contended that if the jury condemned by !
their verdict the conduct of the jail they
would nqt make things any easier for the
officials in charge of that institution.

Mr. Muln’s Arguments.

Everything was done by di-|
rection of Guard Beckett,and he contended
that the action was most culpable, He
would not criticize Dr. Christie, but would
leave it to the jury to eay if he had made.
a proper diagnosis of the case on March|

Both Bowes and Beckett, said the law-|
yer, admitted that McArthur had com-|
plained of sickness before March 22, an‘d“
yet they were so far forgetful of their’
positions, being elothed with authority, as;
to tie him to a post. Mr. Kelley had had
a great deal to say about the jail, and
the evidence showed a lamentable condi-
tion of affairs there. It was drunkards,’
not murderers, who were undergoing such
treatment in this ~ supposedly Christian|
community, who had to eat food which Dr.:
Christie had declared was unfit for human|
food.

In conclusion, he said that Beckett's:
evidence would almost lead one to believe
there was something in the dying declara-
tion of McArthur that he had beem mur-|
dered out of spite, since the guard admit-!
ted that he had talked over the matter
of punishment two weeks before its actual,
infliction. But, he said, since there were
no by-laws governing the manner in which
the guards could punish prisoners they had
acted without authority in what they had
done.

The Coroner’s Advice.-

Coroner Berryman in giving the case to|
the jury read extracts from the evidence|
explaining the technical terms in the medi-|
cal testimony. He commented on the fact
that up to the time he had sent Mec-
Arthur to the hospital, Dr. Christie seem- |
ed to be of the opinion that deceased was
suffering from pernicious anaemia. and at,
no time did he diagnose oedema of the,
lungs. Dr. Warwick, on the other hand, |
from actual examination of the body, wasj
strongly of the opinion that McArthur's|
death was caused by oedema of the lungs.|
He cautioned the jury that they were not
to consider whether there were vermin
in the jail or not, or if the diet was or
was not fit for the prisoners. There was
no doubt that McArthur was subjected
to exposure and both doctors had stated
it as their opinion that that might cause
oedema of the Jungs. It was perfectly
within the right of the jury, however, 1f}
they wished, to add a rider to their ver-|
dict respecting conditions in the jail.
