Watchmaking in Switzerland.

[From the Swiss Times of May 30th.]

E have already drawn attention exthe ap-

. pual meeting of the of Arts held
on the Z3rd current, under the presidentship of
M. Th. de Saus-ure, and are now able to furnish
some further details.
. Professor Soret, in delivering a most interest-
ing report, passed in review the operations of
the Industrial section, in reference to Com-
merce, laying great stress upon the competition
that has taken place in the manufacture of
chronometers. This competition was instituted
with the object of testing the workmsnshig and
pr of chr ters turned out by Gene-
vese manufacturers, and none but those adopted
for pocket use were admitted. They were de
posited in charge of the authorities at the Ob-
servatory, and underwent the most searching
ordeal possible to be applied to pocket instru-
meats of this class. The jury specially retained
to decide the difficult question as to whom to
award the palm of excellenoy unanimously de
cided in favor of Messrs. J. M, Badollet & Co.
This firm having carried off the sole prize by
exhibiting a chronometer which falfilled in the
highest degree every condition required, crown-
ed their first success by gaining honorable men-
tion for two other chronometers. The allusion
to this triple honor was received with enthu-
siastic applause, and Professor Humbert, Presi-
dent of the Fine Arts Section, closed the meet-
ing with a happy and humorous dissertation up-
on subjects connected with this department.

Too Religious by Half.

In Ireland a large body of the Péople
are 80 very religious that they can not
tolerate any public exhibition that does
not square exactly with their own views,
as witness the following from the Asso-
ciated Press despatches published this
morning :— . .

LonpoN, August 17.—Further advices
from Belfast confirm the ro{,)ortu of the se-
rious nature'of theriot on T'hursday. Sev
eral collisfons occurred between mobs ‘of
Protestants_and the Catholié procession,
during which a large number received se-
rious injuries. The entire city was in an
uproar and the disturbances were only
quieted by the active exertions of the pu-
lice. Many rioters were arrested.

2 p. M.—A despatch just received from
Belfast stat:s that the riots have broken
out afresh and severe fighting is mow go-
ing on. A barrack of the police and seve:
nf houses have been wrecked by the mob.

In Ireland, among the péasantry, they
are still fighting the Battle of the Boyne
~—still hurrahing for King William or
damning hisdeceased Majesty most vig-
orously. The political condition of the
country, the want of railroads, thé im-
provements of harbors and other stimu-
lants to trade, are of small account to a
majority of the people, compared with
the question as to whether this or that
Faction shall be permitted to * walk”
on their holiday. Instead of the old
fires of bigotry having burned them-
selves out, they are blazing higher than
ever, to the shame of Ireland and the
sorrow of her thoughtiul sons all the
world over. We ought to feel thankful
that we know comparatively little of
such feuds in this section of the world;
and although many yéars ago the streets
of St. John once ran with blood, and at
intervals an attempt is made to excite
the passions of the unreflecting, yet there
is amongst us a sourd public sentiment
which condemns thé agitation and bids
all live in peace ahd Yespect the preju-
dices and convictions f one’s neigh-
bors. The telegrams from Ireland re-
porting woundings and outrages as the
result of party conflicts,should strengthen
our resolve to discourage religious feuds
and animosities, by which the prosper-
ity of a country is retarded, no living
soul by any possibility being a gainer.

A Chieerful Organ.

There is a Mark Tapley jollity abous
the Halifax Citizen, which must be a
source of pleasire to itsmany readers
and admirers. The most trying cir-
cumstances only bring out its hnmor in
bolder relief. Thus, the Elections in
New Brunswick and Neva Scotia have
just proved most disastrous to the Op-
position, only one declared opponent of
the Government having been elected
from each Province, Mr. Connell in
New Brunswick, and Mr. Church in
Nova Scotia. The Citizen of Saturday is
accordingly pleased with the general
result, and declares as follows :—

The fate of the Dominion Government is
virtually decided. :

run up a very respectable majority for the

Opposition, which we hope to see increased
by a iderable addition from the Mari-
ttme Provinces.

ing to be contested. In this case their
majority would very nearly equal that of
Government '“st year, and when to
_this is added zke l(:’npusition supporters sent
Jrom , Nova Scotia, and New
Brunswick, the Government would evi-

dently be nowhere. 1

To strengthren its cheerful view of the
situation, it publishes a list of'the mem-
bers elect, classified as Government,
Opposition and Independent. It gives
the Government only four supporters in
New Brunswick, namely, Messrs.
Mitehell, Tilley, Palmer and Isaac
Burpee. Seven are ‘Independents,”
namely, McAdam (unkindest cut!)
Moffatt, Domyillé, Ferris, Pickard,
Smith, and Charles Burpee. The
straight-out Opposition Members are
Messrs. Cutler and Connell. Why Mr,
Cutler is put among the Oppesition, or
Mr. Moffatt, M=. Smith and others not
classed for the Government, is known
only to the sages who run the Citizen.
Then, of the twenty-one Nova Scotia
members elect, it gives the Opposition
siz, all of the six but one having been
Government supporters in the former
House. It places eight among the In-
dependents, all but two, newly elected,
having voted almost invariably with the
Governpment. It allows the -Gevern-
ment only seven, these being Howe,
Tupper, Stewart Campbell, Almen,
Tobin, McDonald, Doull. Mr. Savary
is classed with the Independents! If
anything was needed to show the utter
demoralization of the Opposition in
Nova Scotia, it is found in the un-
settled state of mind that is revealed by
the manner in which they attempt to

classify their opponents. JAnd yet we
do not doubt that the Citizen is quite in
earnest in its calculation,—quite pleased,
in fact, with the result of its labors and
the verdict of the country. From what
it has seen going on around its sanctum,
it is satisfied that the fate of the Gov-
ernthent is decided—*‘the Government
is nowhere!” It may be pleased, but
what do Messrs. Jones, Power & Co,
think of the sitiation?

Ash of
good quality commands high prices in re-
tail quantities. Birch has been sold rea-
dily oo arrival at full prices, and the pre-
sent stock is very moderate. [Pine Deals
move off slowly at the present prices, which
hardly cover present cost of importation.
In Staves a considerable business has been
done at full prices. Lathwood is in mode-
rate request.

ce Deals.—There has- been a large
business done, and of late prices have been
advanced 6s. per standard, owing no doubt
to the country trade being convinced that
prices have touched the lowest point and to
the high prices ruling abroad. Earlier in
the month the market price for St. John
cargoes was £8 15s. per standard, and by
auction rather less way taken for some
cargoes, but late sales have been at £9 per
standard ; other ports at proportionate
rates.

E have already drawn attention to the an-
nual meeting of the Society of Arts held
on the 23rd current, under the presidentship of
M. Th. de Saus -re, and are now able to furnish
some further details.
. Professor Soret, in delivering a most interes:-
ing report, passed in review the operations of
the Industrial section, in reference to Com-
merce, laying great stre.s upon the competition
that has taken place in the manufacture o
chronometers. This competition was instituted
with the object of testing the workmanship an
precision of chronometers turned out by Gene-
vese manufacturers, and none but those adopted
for pocket use were admitted. They were de
nosited in charge of the authorities at the Ob-
servatory, and underwent the most searching
ordeal possible to be applied to pocket instru-
ments of this class. The jury specially retained
to decide the difficult question as to whom to
award the palm of excellency unanimously de
cided in favor of Messrs. J. M. Badollet & Co.
This firm having carried off the sole prize by
exhibiting a chro .ometer which fulfilled in the
highest degree every condition required. crown-
ed their first success by gaining honorable men-
tion for two other chronometers. The ailusion
to this triple honor was received with entbu-
siastic applause, and Professor Humbert, Presi-
dent of the Fine Arts Section, closed the meet~
ing with a happy and humorous dissertation up+
on subjects connected with this department.
