PREPARATORY DEPARTMENT.

This department sustains to the University the relation of a Grammar
School, and is designed to qualify pupils for the University Course, or
to give them a thorough elomentary training in any or all of the fol-
lowing -subjects, namely :—Arithmetic, Geography, History, English
Grammar, Book-keeping, Algebra, Natural Philosophy, the French,
Latin and Greek Languages.

Those presenting themselves for admission into this department must

be 12 years of age and able 0 pass an examitiation in Geography and
Arithmetic as far as fractions.
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MEDICAL DEPARTMENT.

This department will be conducted in Torento as heretofore, and
those who complete the prescribed curriculam, and pass a satisfactory
examination, will receive the degree of Doctor of Medicine, from the
Senate of the University.

The lectures commence on the first day of October, and continue
six months.
