Five Men on 2 Raft Were Facing
Death when Rescue came—One
of thir Number Driven mad

Jumped into the Sea.

Norfolk, Va., Nov. 2—Counting
the minutes which seemed to them
to b2 but few. interviewing be-
tween .thewr and death, bruised;

Any even numbered section of
Dominion Lands in itoba,
.Saskatchewan and ! ., except-
ing 8 and 26, mot reserved, maybe
bomesteaded by any person who is
the sole head of a family, or any
male over 18 years of age, to the
.extent of onequarter section of
160 acres more or less.

Entry must be made personally
at the local land office for the dis-
trict in which the land is situate.

The homesteader is required to
perform the conditions connected
therewith under one of the follow-
ing plans:

(1.) At least six months’ resi-
«dence upon and cultivation of the
dand in each year for three years.

(2.) If the father (or mother,
if the father is deceased) of the
homesteader resides upon -a farm ind
the vicinity of the land entered for
the requirements as to residence
qnay be satisfied by such personm,
wesiding with the father or mother.

(3.) If the settler has his per-
wnanent residence upon farming
land owned by him in the vicinity
of his homestead, the requirements
as to residence may be satisfied by
residence upon the said land.

:Six months' notice in writing
should be given to the Commission-
er of Dominion Lands at Ottawa
«of intention'to apply for patent.

Newcastle, ome of the best located
towns im the Maritime provimces,
emdowed by mature with almost
cverything to make it great and
prosperous, is to-day very little
lazger or more prosperons tham it
was ten years ago.

True the townm is making some
progress but not at a pace which
should satisfy its citizems. While
rcal  estate values, as every other
commodity, except mewspapers and
advertising space, is advamcing in
price, yet the imdustrial develope-
ment of the town is practically at
a stand still. .

A few years ago the Newcastle
Board of Trade took a deep imter-
esd in the town's welfure and large-
ly through its work the Anderson
Furniture Co. was induced to lo-
cate here and while there are those
who freely criticise the granting of
the loan to this company, vet we
expect to see this industry expand
into a large manufacturing estab-
lishment before many years.

What we.want is more industries
and we would suggest that a meet-
ing of the Board of Trade be call-
ed at an early date and the sub-
ject taken up energetically.

than seeing to its preservation amd
working for its restoratiom. It
has been multilated in the true
spirit of vandalism, - but mot to
such am extemt as to seriously cur-
tail its dimenmsions or to perman-
ently preveat its re-emlargement to
its original area and form. -There
is only ome other fort in this Pro-
that appeals’ as stromgly to
the historic semse and sympathy of
the people—Fort George, on 1.e
Niagara River, mnear its mouth.
They are contemporaneous, each
having been the scene of stirring
military incidents in the war of
1812-15. Both should be kept as
much as possible intact, and kept
as mearly as practicable in their
primitive condition.—Ex.
