Dear Register:
I renew my lull address in this 

communication because 1 find some 
old (rlends have been looking for it, 
and there may be others. Among 
the correspondents who have lately 
favored me is an old newspaper 
confrere who resides in Toron­
to, but has long been retired 
from the active field of newspaper 
publishing, but fortunately fqr him, 
is happy without. The gentleman I 
have reference to is Mr. A. H. St.
Germain of Bedford Park, a little 
north of your city. Mr. St. Ger­
main is now one of the very oldest 
newspaper men of Ontario, and at 
one time published a daily newspa­
per in Toronto, but he began his car­
eer in Kingston. He is of French- 
Oanadian stock, but has some Irish 
sympathies, because his first wife 
was an Irish lady. In referring to 
some of my recent contributions to 

Nyour columns, he is good enough to 
remark: "You hit the nail on the 
head. They are my sentiments; our 
thoughts meander through the same 
channel. More power to vour elbow 
to enable you fb give forth thoughts 
that will stir up the wrong-doers to 
reflect and change their conduct to­
wards the oppressed." I am much 
pleased to have Mr. St. Germain’s 
words of encouragement, but would 
be more pleased if I knew what par­
ticular remarks of mine to which 
his kind allusions apply. But I 
suppose they are general.wee

Two correspondents write me re­
portrayal of the manner of the late 
Father Eugene O’Reilly of the Gore 
of Toronto. One who does not wish 
his name made known, remarks: "I 
read your last contribution to The 
Register and was amused at your 
portrayal of the manner of the lâte 1 
"Father O’Reilly ol tjie Gore." He McGee s 
came to Guelph once and disap­
pointed the congregation there in a 
somewhat similar manner to that 
which you describe as having occur­
red at Niagara, by concluding his 
sermon Very abruptly."

, Ilear<l kim speak on several 
platforms since those days and con­
sidered him somewhat erratic, pro­
bably because he had on those oc­
casions spoken on the Tory side:

My purpose principally, .just now, 
is to correct you with regard to what 
appeared in your last letter regard­
ing the two Father O’Reillys. It 
was Father John who was parish 
priest of Dundee and Father Eugène 
of Toronto Gore, Wlbibp and Cale­
don. He it was who baptized the 
writer away back in 1841 and also 
the great majority of the Catholic 
grandfathers and grandmothers of to­
day, who first saw the light in those 
townships. 1 can hardly agree with 
you as to his being a very poor 
preacher. He certainly was not elo­
quent, but I am sure he was a fair­
ly good preacher and^ertainly was 
beloved by his flock The writer 
on many occasions, both in church 
and at stations, served mass for him 
away back in the fifties, f may say 
that whatever" his shortcomings 
might he as a preacher, he excelled 
as a collector, as he used the blarney 
with telling effect. I well remember 
on many occasions when in my toy- 
hood seeing him collect the Christmas 
and Easter offerings. He never took 
around a collection plate, but sim­
ply stood on the epistle side of the 
altar and told the congregation that 
he was ready to accept their offer­
ings. Generally the first man to 
step forward would be Squire Wal­
lace. Then one would heat, "Well 
done, Squire Wallace, with your 
15.00.” Next. "Well done, William 
Horan, with your $5.00; you were 
never behind." Next, "Well done, 
Dan Minnock, with your $5; you’ll 
allow no man to get ahead of you,” 
and so on through the piece, till
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Mr. Doyle had a rival Mt 
ness named John Donnelly, on the op­
posite side of the Arcade, and I am 
not sure but it was with Mr 
nelly that Mr. Sullivan was 
ant instead of Mr. Doyle. At any 
rate it will 4o the "old boys” 
good to have those two traders and 
familiar old citizens called to mind, 
for there were few in those days 
among our people who did not have 
transactions of some kind with 
them. , see

The book business reminds me of 
"Paddy" Burke, a traveling auction­
eer, whose stock in trade in the ear­
ly forties was principally books. He 
was the .first man to disseminate 
Irish and Catholic literature 
the Catholics of Upper Canada, and 
believe Lower Canada Irish, too.
He was said to be unlettered and It 
was a source of amusement 
indped amazement to some, 
he used to describe authors 
and their works in choice language 
of his own.

But that he was a good and well- 
beloved priest there is no manner of 
doubt, and I have the proof thereof 
in a letter from one who served 
him at the altar and who is re­
membered bv himself.

Father O’Reilly, too, had the pecu­
liarity of mixing Wish words with 
his English conversation and using 
the diminutive terms of endearment 
such as "Kegeen” for keg and the 
Irish word "gluggerjk for emptiness. 
Anyhow, Father O’Reilly was a pecu­
liar but an affectionate character 
among the Ontario priests of other 
days. • • *

Patrick Doyle, familiarly kqowh as 
"Paddy" Doyle, was as well-known 
as any lay Catholic in the fifties 
and sixties in Toronto. His little 
store in the old St. Lawrence Ward 
was the Irish gossip shop of Toronto. 
His stock was composed of Catholic 
and Irish books, tin and wooden 
ware, pictures, etc., and he did a pret­
ty fair business. He was a good- 
natured, honest man with a minimum 
of education, but a powerful lot of 

superabundant stock

Edwin Arnold is dead. He was one 
of the particularly bright lights of 
English literature in the last half of 
the last centufy. His sympathies. 
were turned mostly to Asia, and he' ",c 
bestowed his affections largely on 
India and Japan, in which latter 
country he gained his wife. His sym­
pathies, two, were largely engaged on 
the side of Japan, in tbe titanic 
struggle now going on between her 
and Russia.

There was another Arnold, in 
whose writings I am equally as much 
interested, if not more so than Ed­
ward's. I mean Mathew Arnold, who 
united with the late M. Renan of 
France, the great scholar and linguist 
who was a native of Celtic Britany, 
in advancing the Celtic renaissance, 
and whose efforts are now bearing 
fruit. An effort, however is being 
made bv the Anglo-Saxon worshipers

j importance in the world of letters, 
criticism and thought because of his 
Celtic sympathies. He has endeavor­
ed to have the Celtic and ffish 
documents that have literary value

away. This week the pain 
is imposed upon me of reco 
demise of Mrs.. Cregan, wh 
event took place it 25 Arthur street 
Ottawa, some few weeks ago. Mrs 
Cregan, who was a sister to the late 
Mr. James Latch ford, and aunt to 
Hon. F. R. Latchford, Minister of 
Public Works in the Ontario Govern­
ment, left her native home in the 
County of Limerick, Ireland, nearly 
half a century ago, settling in Ot­
tawa, where she has resided until 
the ttine of her death. This fine 
type of an Irishwoman must belong 
to one of those long-living, families 
which are very numerous in Ireland. 
Her brother—Mr. James Latchford- 
who died within the last twelve- 
month at the Dominion capital, was 
born in the very year and in tbe 
very month in which that grand Pon­
tiff of Blessed Memory—Leo XIII.— 
was born, and at tbe time of liis 
death had almost completed his 
ninety-fourth year, whilst Mrs Cre­
gan herself had passed her eighty- 
fifth year. Knowing this excellent 
woman well, I can bear testimony to 
her excellent qualities. She was a 
patriotic Irishwoman and her devot­
edness to her Church is best il­
lustrated by the fact that an ex, 
ceilent son whom she raised is now 
ministering to a very large con­
gregation in one of the leading Ca­
tholic parishes of Chicago. May 
she rest in peacq.

Another of those Irishwomen who 
reflected no dishonor on our race 
was Mrs. Doyle, wife of Mr. James 
Doyle of Cambridge street, Ottawa. 
And her death, which sad event oc­
curred on the 28th nf February last, 
imposes upon me again a very 
painful task. Mrs. Doyle was a 
daughter of Francis Dolan, a native 
of tbe County of Cavan, Ireland, who,

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Before Chancellor Boyd on Monday 
the case of Miss Dunn, the teacher 
at Jarvis street Collreiate Institute, 
against the Board of Ed ication.came 
on for hearing. In supporting the 
plaintiff’s case, Mr. L. V. McBrady, 
K C., asked for Hie committal ol 

-eight memfcrs of the Education 
Board for contempt of court in ig­
noring the injunction granted by Mr. 
Justice MacMahon prohibiting them 
from acting on the Management 
Committee’s report and dismissing 
Mi*« Dunn. He also asked for a 
continuance of the injunction, argu­
ing that the action of the board 
had been arbitrary. She had been 
a year in office before ber incapacity 
had been suggested; no complaint had 
been made about her in the Govern­
ment inspector's annual report, 
which stated that all the members 0! 
tbe teaching staff were legally qua­
lified for their work. Damages as 
suggested by his Lordship, for 
«(rongful dismissal would not meet 
the>caae, as Miss Dunn's professional 
Ciree* would be ruined. She had, 
he held, proved her efficiency as a 
teacher, and so Ad satisfied the re­
quirements of the position.

The Chancellor—If an injunction 
could be obtained by every teacher 
dismissed, this would lead to a 
fearful state of anarchy between the 
teachers and the Board of Education.

The frgument of Mr. F. E. Hod- 
gins, K.C., tor the Board tended to 
show that the Management Commit­
tee had all discretionary powers dele­
gated to it from the Board of Edu­
cation.

His Lordship reserved judgment on 
tbe motion to commit and ign the 
question of continuance of the injunc­
tion. At counsel’s request, be grant­
ed leave to the Education Board to 
appoint a teachrn- to replace Miss 
Dunn, it being understood that -Miss 
Dunn continued utider terms of pay 
pending a definite (decision as to 1er 
case.

TRIUMPH OF COMBES

He Succeeds in F swing His Bill to Sup­
press All Religious Teaching

Paris, March 28.—By the decisive 
majority of 316 to 269, the Cham­
ber of Deputies to-night passed the 
Government bill for the suppression 
of all forms of teaching by the reli­
gious orders. This completes the 
work begun by the former Premier, 
M. Waldeck-Roussqau, In 1901.

The first law suppressed the un­
authorized teaching orders, which 
had for a long time carried on their 
vocation despite the lack of legal 
sanction. The new law does not 
make any distinction between au­
thorized and unauthorized congrega­
tions, but sweeps away the whole 
fabric of teaching by religious orders, 
thus in effect substituting the system 
of State schools for those heretofore 
conducted by the orders.

Besides affecting the educational 
system, the passage of the bill is the 
achievement of the principal work un­
dertaken by Premier Combes, and it 
is believed that the Premier will now 
voluntarily retire. The Parliamen­
tary battle over the bill was one of 
the most severe which the Chamber 
of Deputies has seen in recent 
years. The closing vote was in the 
nature of a personal triumph for 
Premier Combes.

The bill, which still has to pass the 
Senate, thoygh no serious opposition 
to it is anticipated there, forbids all 
teaching by the religious orders in 
the territory oft France proper, and. on, I I
provides for thejsuppression within 
ten years of ^ all orders actually 
holding an authorization, to teach. 
An amendment, which was carried 
despite the wishes of Premier Combes, 
renders the measure Inapplicable to 
the colonies, but this does not af­
fect the power conferred on the Gov­
ernment by the law of ' 1901, of clos- 
mg'-jwch schools in the colonies by 
decree. The existing congregations 
are prohibited from recruiting new 
members, and their novitiates are 
accordingly suppressed at once, with 
the exception of a few which are 
destined solely for the purpose of 
training teachers for service in the 
colonies. These latter, hbwever, are 
forbidden to enrdfl minors. Severe 
penalties attach to any attempt to 
evade these provisions.

The property of the authorized con­
gregations is to remain untouched 
until the closing of their last school, 
when a liquidator is to' be appointed 
to wind up their affairs, pensioning 
the survivors and returning to the 
owners and heirs the donations and 
bequests which have been condition­
ally made and applying the surplus 
to the purposes of secular education.

Last Monday afternoon Mr. Waters, 
under the auspices of the Reading 
Circle, gave his lecture on "Mary 
Tudor " It was a splendid vindi-

sae neighborhood of Oaherciveen,

The career of the O'Sullivans 
in Arnprior reflects no dishonor on 
whichever of the many distinctive 
clans named O’Sullivan, in Kerry, 
that they may have sprung from. 
Retracting my steps backward my 
eye encounters a business sign in 
which was stamped in legible char­
acters the name "T. J. Gormley." 
Entering the dry goods establishment 
owned by this gentleman, I found, 
early as the hour was, a rush of cus­
tomers who, in their desire to make 
immediate purchases, crushed and 
jostled, disarranged feminine head- 
gear, and deliberately trod underfoot 
unoffending corns. The genial pro­
prietor found time to step, forward 
and give me a cordial greeting. Mr. 
Gormley is a member of a family 
whom I have met in the long, long 
ago, in the County of Dundas. My 
rfirst visit to Morrisburg was about 
thirty-five years ago, and then I 
found bis uncle, Mr P. Gormley, 
postmaster at that place. Mr. 
Oormley, who afterwards became my 
warm, personal friend, passed away 
to the silence of the tomb some years 
subsequently, "leaving behind him a 
highly talented, and I will add, a 
most exemplary family. 1 do not 
know by whom postal affairs are now 
managed in the leading "Burg" in 
Dundas County, but I sincerely trust 
that after the death of Mr. Gormley 
the then government of Canada, whe­
ther tarred with Grit or Tory paint, 
performed nothing so mean as to take 
«way the office from that fine family.

My description of Arnprior, imper­
fect, as it will be, would be infinite­
ly more so were I to close without 
« passing reference to what is, in 
reality, the greatest glory of that 
rising town—the lumber manufactur­
ing industry of the McLaughlans — 
which may be classed as a larger 
city of lumber piles than is Arnprior 
•of houses. It is pleasing to chron-

This is a glori­
ous sentiment anyway, and it should 
be more widely cultivated, but it 
would have a much more sanctified 
odor .if ço-existent there was a small 
increase to the laborers’ hire. An­
drew Carnegie’s praises resound 
throughout two hemispheres because 
Tie appropriates his millions, or fa­
ther a large portion of them, towards 

‘ "building libraries for wealthy people. 
*3 am not much interested in the plans 
which Mr. Andrew Carnegie may 
.adopt for scattering his wealth, and 
: hence I don’t care the value ofv a 
thraneen if he was to pitch it into 
the fire, but I cannot help thinking 
that he would be credited with more 
humanity, more philanthropy il he 
shared a portion of it with the poor 
•fellows whose sweat created, .his 
gold. The McLaughlans, like An­
drew Carnegie, are good Scotchmen, 
but I am told that they have no no­
tion of enriching the world with li­
braries; lather are they more inclin­
ed to remember the poor workingman 
in their last will and testament.

Many Ottawa readers of The Regis­
ter will rejoice that Mr. R. I.

The/ most prejudiced person could 
not fail to be otherwise than eon 
vinced by the lecturer’s calm, fair 
manner of stating the facts of the 
case. He asked his listeners to ap­
ply the saving doctrine of common- 
sense, and to consider the force of 
circumstances. Environment and as­
sociation, he said, has a great deal 
to do with the development of a 
person’s character, and Mary horn 
her eleventh year lived a life of 
storm within and storm without. She 
was obliged to keep her knowledge 
locked up, forced to listen to things 
unfit to be spoken of, hurled unde­
servedly into poverty and contempt. 
The taunts ana gibes she endured 
during Anne’s queenship can be bet­
ter imagined than described. Still 
her life was singularly pure and 
blameless, in spit* t>f her straight­
ened rçeons, 4after the divorce o! her 
mothey, she was* very active in her 
charity towatds tie poor and she 
forgave and constantly prayed for 
her enemies. It is ridiculous to sup­
pose that a woman who had lived 
thus for thirty-seven years, would 
in the six years of her reign dhange 
into the blood-thirsty, monster of 
cruelty that historians, and not his­
torians of her own time, but of a 
whole century after, have handed 
down to us. No, we most ,;udge 
her as a great soul which had the 
iron of injustice in it for t long 
time and was not corroded ty it. 
She grçw up unable to trust any­
body, left without a mother, with 
a dissolute father, a hard step-mo­
ther and a false step-sister; when a 
grown woman the man on whom she 
had centred aU her affections too, 
proved cold and indifferent. Dur­
ing her short reign her health was 
so poor that for weeks at a time 
she lay in a sort of torpoq w hen 
the Lords of the Privy Council acted 
as they thought best in the matter of 
the execution of those whom they 
considered heretics. Thus Fuller,the 
venerable historian of the Church of 
England, could say that there was 
more evil done under her than by her. 
Misjudged on all sides, deprived of 
the fulfillment of her dream, which 
was to bring England back to Rome, 
it is no wonder that she welcomed 
death. The lecturer closed with the 
beautiful tribute of Aubrey de Vere 
written while still a Protestant, in 
which he says, "from the impregnable 
stronghold of the grave she bears 
witness as a martyr and a saint."

The reading circle held its usual 
meeting on the evening following the 
lecture. The chief topic in the Cur­
rent £tudy was of course, the situa­
tion in the Far East. It was^ look­
ed at from a geographical rather 
than an ethical point of view. Just 
now it is all too confusing, aid 
too uncertain, to attempt to distin­
guish the right from the wrong. 
The state of affairs in the French 
Republic was also touched upon and 
the failure to carry some ’ of M.

The 
North American Review was also 
mentioned for an interesting article 
by the famous Abbe Kline, on the 
French religious troubles. The book 

'discussed was a new historical novel, 
‘The Yoke,” by one Miss Miller. It 
is not yet published, a few few ad­
vance copies only, have been sent 
out for criticism. The scenes are 
laid in Israel in the time of Moses 
and in spite of the far away day the 
book has been pronounced absorbing­
ly interesting. It goes to prove 
that human nature has always been 
the same at all times and in all 
places. It is written in a style 
somewhat after that of Ben Hur and 
in the opinion of the critics far sur­
passes it in merit. The literary 
part of the evening was devoted xH 
the question of the Gaelic revival. It 
should meet with nothing but en­
couragement, as it is the chief means 
of preserving the distinctiveness of 
the Irish national character. One 
thing worthy of note is that the St.

Did 
they remember the famous meeting 
at Blenheim three years ago, when 
Mr. Balfour and Mr. Chamberlain de­
clared they would suppress the Irish 
Party and deprive them of eeata. 
Well, last week they put the Govern­
ment in a minority of eleven (loud 
and prolonged »ppiauee). Political 
changes were swift, arid that was a 
far greater anfl more dramatic one 
that if they saw an Irish Parliament 
in College Green in twelve months. 
On the eve of a general election he 
would like to say a few words to 
them on their duty. The future of 
Ireland depended upon the unity, 
steadiness, loyalty and obedience to 
the word of command of the Irish 
voters in English constituencies. He 
would say their first duty was to 
Ireland. The education question had 
been mentioned. He would say a 
word on that.

In conclusion, he would say it 
was worth England’s while to make 
the experiment. He believed it 
would be made, and that before 
very long. The present state of af­
fairs was too ludicrous to last long. 
Englishmen» if only those in the 
House of Commons, would ere long 
be asking for Home Rule for Eng­
land. If he were an Englishman he 
would not like to have the question 
ot whether his food were to be taxed 
or not settled by eighty members 
from Ireland. He would not like 
the question whether n Conserva­
tive or a Liberal Government 
should rule the Empire to be decided 
by the Irish.. He would like to set­
tle it himself. The time was com­
ing when they would be asking for 
Home Rule for England. All they 
had to do was to be steadfast, not 
to be blown about by every wind and 
by every side issue that might 
arise. They must be fixed dh one 
goal, and remember that when they 
attained Home Rule they attained ev­
erything which was good for free­
dom and prosperity, and safeguarded 
at the same time the interests of Cardepend?

The entertainment in the Opera 
House on the evening of March 17th, 
w>s a great success. The lecture by 
Mr. Downey, M.P.P., Editor of the 
Guelph Herald, on “Ireland and the 
Iriah," was eloquent, interesting, in­
structive, and an intellectual treat, 
sparkling- with wit and humor. At 
the outset Mr Downey described in 
glowing language some of the scenes 
that rose before the imagination of 
the exiled chikren of Erin, celebrat­
ing their National anniversary Pro­
ceeding, he dwelt at conskerable 
length on the golden epoch of Irish 
history, which followed its conver­
sion by St. Patrick. In those days 
Ireland was the sanctuary and the 
one uncoataminated fountain of 
civilization, when all Europe was 
plunged in the darkness of'idolatry.
The neroic struggle against the in­
vasions of the Norsemen, and the 
glorious, though tragic ending of. Messrs, Arthur, 
the battle of Clontarf, which, though p •
it drove the invaders forever from 
thy shores of Ireland, left the coun­
try disunited, were also touched up­
on. What Ireland dk for civiliza­
tion throughout Europe in those 
days could not he measured. She 
established institutions of learning 
in Germany, and the land ol the 
Franks, and manned their Colleges 
with her students.

Ireland’s services to the British 
Empire in later days was the sub­
ject of an eloquent tribute from the 
speaker. From the days of the Pen­
insular war, down to the struggle in 
South Africa, where defeat was turn­
ed into victory by the tact and skill 
of Irish generals, the Sons of Erin 
have rendered distinguished services 
to British arms.

The Irish in Canada, the speaker 
said, had been true to the best tra­
ditions of their race, and had given 
to the service of the country some 
of her best men.

In closing, the speaker described 
the gratifying change in the condition 
of affairs in the old land. Reformed 
Poor Laws, agrarian crime unknown, 
marked improvement in the agricul­
tural and industrial development of 
the country, and more than all, the 
land being restored to its original 
owners.- The door was at last open, 
the speaker believed, to amity ami 
peace in a house that for centuries 
had been torn by discord and dis­
sension.

able style, enlivened the address,and j the audience conskered the lecture

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation ol the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, If the 
father Is deceased) of any person who 
la eligible to make a homestead entry 
under the provisions of this Act, r* 
sides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for by such person 
as a homestead, the requirements ol 
this Act as to residence prior to ob­
taining patent may be satisfied by 
such person residing with the father 
or mother.

(3) If a settler baa obtained a pa­
tent for his homestead, or a cer­
tificate for the issue of such patent 
countersigned in the manner preeorfb-

... ed by this Act, and has obtained en. 
at I try for a second homestead, the se-

3uirements of this Act as to reel- 
ence prior to obtaining pi 

be satisfied by residence upon 
first homestead, If the second "
•tend is in the vicinity of the 
homestead.
