ADVIcEs from North Sydney state that
418,528 tons of shipping arrived there last
year, against 245,200 in 1879.

loss. IL has also iiiproved the qnuality of
Canadian tweed, siunce with wool compara-
tively as cheap as shoddy there is no
advanîtage to e ainaed by lowerinig the
goods. But fron present indications a
return ta higher prices scemus imminent.
At te sales inow progressing a very large
attendanice is reported, more especially
froi the continent. Competition is re-
ported spirited and crossbreds have ald-
vanced 5 par cent lu value. Australiai,
Cape and Natal ara firi at last season's
rates. Watever cliage there is favors
sellers, and aIlthoiugh warlike runiors 'nay
possibly rendor continental bnyers tiiid,
at the moment the whole outlook la a
bright ane for the wool trade.

THE FISIE.RY SEASON.
Of coursa il is dimlcuilt to give with

absohite accuracy the resutlt of the past
seauson's tishing on the coat of the ilari-
time Provinces before the Goveriment re-
turns are availble. But. since oflicial
stitistics usailly nppar solong afterwards
as to ho oly3 iiterestiig lis inatters of
history, il may perhaps be just as well to
uso the figures givan by correspondents iof
the loeal press who, being on the spot, are
well ittiled to judga of resulta, and being
unhamper-ed by red ape are n a position
to give the fauts thus ascertaeined ta tle
puîblic et ance instead of being calipelled
to wait fot its publientioin in a bhlue book,
which undr ordinary circuistances never ;

appears until some monthe after public
interest in the information it contains bas
completely died away.

Sa far as eau be judged the general
opinion seems to be that although the
past season's catch in point of quantity has
fallen behind that of 1880, the steady
increase in the pricea rcalized bas caused
its monetary value ta approximate ta that
of the preceding year if indeed it does nîot
exceed it . The oflicial estimate of the
catch of 1886 was $8,415,000, while for the
present year the estimates seen ta vary
fron $8,300,000 to $8,500,000, the one
generally received being made up as
follows:

3Vhen it is remembered that the average
annual catch for the past ten years bas
been in round numbers about $7,305,000,
and liat the largest ever recorded (that of
1884), was only about $400,000 in excess of
the present estimate, we must cousider the
year juat past as a very favourable one for
our tishing interests and therefore ane
that will exercise a beneficial effect upon
the trade of the provinces it more directly
affects.

If we go intadetails we find an apparent
decrease of saine 30,000 quintals in the
catch af cod, but this is more than offset
by cthe increased catch of pollock, liake
aud haddock, The macherel catch to is
somewhat smaller than il ISS6 but still
considerably above the average. The
stateinent that the mackerel have taken
the Canadian side orthe Fisiery Question
is singularly borna out by statistics,no less
than nine-tenths of the entire catch hîvv-
ing been taken within the three-mile
limit; a significant fact, and one vhich
Amierican politiciaus of the Frya and
Dingley stripe would do well ta ponder
over. The lobster fishery seems ta have
been practically fully up to the standard,
and although the numhber of cans put up !
lialf a million short of that of 1886 the
difference bas been fully made up by the
heavy shipmnents in the shell mado to
American ports, in fact it looks as if the
trade in fresh lobster is destined ta be a
growing one. The catch of herring shows
narked improvenent, being 180,000 bar-
reis against 157,000 in ISS and 154,000 in
1SS5. These figures da net caver those
sold fresh or those snoked in boxes.

The river fisheries do not appear to call
for inuch comment. In spito of paaching,
mill-dams, s3awdust, etc., there seems ta

be no refrogression apparent as yet. The
salmon fishery has been the best since
1885, the catch, excluding that of 500,000
Ibo. at Labrador, reaching 770,090 Ibs., and
there seems to be good grounds for believ-
ing that (thanks to the building of fishi-
ways and artificial culture) this important
industry is improving. The other fisber-
ies, such as trout, bass, eels and snelt, are
all in fair condition. Poaching of course
exists, but still il is felt that the close
seasons are better observed and that now
that the fisliermen are convinced that the
fishing regulations are framed for their
ultimate benefit, there seems t o be·amore
general desire to comply with them.
Altogether we cannot call the retrospect an
unfavorable one in any respect and there-
fore we may look for an impaovement in
the general business condition of the fisi-
ing districts that will affect supplying
centres favorably. With a good harvest in
Manitoba and a fair ishing season li the
Maritime Provinces, the short crop of
Ontario should be neutralized ta a great
extent in its influence on commercial
matters, and a strong point scored for an
improvement in the general_ tradle of the
Dominion.

BEET SUGAR.

We have now arrived at that period of
the year whien it is possible ta compare the
esti'ates of the expected world's supply
of beet sugar as put forward by the best
authorities. We are now in a position to
judge of the visible supply and the exist-
ing stocks, and ta estimnate the progress of
consumption, andhence to guage the pos-
sible requirements of the future. Although
the statements of experts vary somewlat
in ildetail, they agree upon the w-hole, and
the outlook points ta a very considerable
shortage for the couing year; the figures
being placed as higli as 550,000 tons.

The two greatest authorities upon the
bot sugar question are the Deutscho
Zucker, the organ of the Gerruan beet
sugar manuifacturers, and M. Licht. Sub-
joined we give the estimates of these two
esperts which compare as .follows

It must ho premised that botlÈ these
estimates are impugned by French ex-
perts who place the production of beet
sugar ini France at fron 100,000 t 150,000
tons less than those given by the German
authoriies.

It next coues ta estiiate the supply,
and, taking the statistics of beet sugar
production for the past ten months, we
find au increase of 56,000 tons. Importa to
Europe and North Anerica showed an in-
crease of 41,000 tons, while stocks on hand
on the 1st Janua'y, 188È, were 114bßà tón-
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larger than at the samne period of the year
before. But when we corne to examine
the statistics on October 31st, the end of
the crop year, we find that the consump-
tion had ,increased by 213,000 tons and
consequently the excess in supply of
211,000 tons had entirely disappeared and
that then stocks were smaller by 44,000
tons than they were at the saine period of
1886.

The table we have given above shows
that all authorities are agreed upon a
shortage of about 200,000 tons in the pro-
duction of 1887-8, and the statistics given
of consumption show that we must take
into cousideration an increase of 200,000
tons in this direction. This aloùie would
give a shortage of 400,000 tons, but this is
not all. The total visible supply for
Europe is only 615,000 tons, against 775i-
000 tons last year, and 1,000,000 tons at the
corresponding date two years ago. This
shows a deflciency of 160,000 tons which,
added to the. shortage of 400,000 tons
already shown, makes a total deficiency of
560,000 tons.

This le evidently a very strong statisti-
cal position, and one.that only a large in-
crease in the supply of cane sugar could in
any way impugn. Unfortuuately ail
authorities are agreed that there is more
likely to be a shortage in the cane sugar
crop than any probability of an increase.
The most.hopeful do not expect any more
than last year's supply, and the fact that
China is yearly taking more of Java's
sugar and that - both Cuba and the
lQippines show large deficiencies, lias
emboldened pessimiste to prediet a total
shortage of at least 50,000 tons in the crop
of cane sugar. '

We are Mis confronted with'an expect-
ed shortage of 560,000 tons of beet sugar
and say 40,000 tons of cane; a total of
000,000 tons in round figures. This
is a formidable showing and one that
must strengthen the market very con-
siderably. ,So far froin any decline in con-
sumption being probable that miglt tend
to neutralize the diminutionin supply,itis
now nearly certain that the coning year
will witness a still further increase in tha
direction and consequently a still large
drainj upon the lessening supply. From
these figures it je apparent tha
cheap. ugar je hardly likely untilanothe
year ie gone, and thatkshould- the presen
system. of; bounties be abrogated- or re
duced, and cousequently the supply li
still'further curtailed; there are are pro
spects of still higher prices in the future

COMING. STYLES.

The attention of the trade je now entirely
directed towards spring styles, and th
least indication by which the probabl
beni of popuhar caprice can bejudged.i

eagerly seized upon. -We are now upon
the turning point of the season and,
thanks to the continued severity -of
the .ivinter, customers are still inter-
ested in midwinter styles and the re-
tail stores are lnving a good chance to
thoroughly clear ont their stocks. Trade,
tierefore, so far as this city is concerned,
is in good shape, and the retailers enter-.
ing the market for spring goode, hava the
satisfaction of knowinîg that they have
very little of their winter's stock to carry
over and that most of them will start with
comparatively enpty shelves upon the
spring seasou.

So far as can be judged, the spring goods
offered repeat, with a few additions, last
spring's most popular and saleable styles.
But it le too early yet to enter upon de-
tailed descriptions, as many of the whole-
sale bouses have hardly got their stocks
into shape and are still receiving spring
goods by evey incoming steamer. In
addition to, this, if they have secured any-
thing new or exclusive they are still keep-
ing it dark for fear of imitation by their
competitors until it le too ]ate for rival
bouses te order it, and are only exhibiting
it in confidence to reliable customers.
Still, se far as can h judged, the coming
season will.not be.marked by many novel-
ties. New styles will be principally elabora'
tions of existing ones, and there seeis to
be still some. doubt as to. what will really
be the prevailing color for the coming
spring.

So far as millinery le concerned, it je
predicted that there , will be a very strong
feeling for green. Correspondents of milli-
nery bouses in Paris, commenting on local
styles, relter almost entirely te the various
shades of this hitherto unfashionable color.
But the coming greens are by no means
the vivid glaring colore to which we have
been accustomed. Even myrtle green is
deemed too crude, and deep shades, like
serpent and ivy, will take its place. Moss-
green and reed-green still remuain popular,
but'eucalyptus-green lias too much grey in
its composition te suit the public taste.
Linden-green seems to be ho harsh, and

t absinthe ad nile-green are thought too
r Iight, conseq'uently all tlree are neglected.

Sea-weed green is a deep pearly shade,
t just tinged with green, and this biids fair te
r be the most popular shade of the color.
t Of course these greens are to be used

principally in ribbons, more especially for
e bonnet strings. Ail the new model bon-
- nets for exportation bave these appendages,

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Irish butter trade for 1887, just issued, shows
that there ias been a great developmnent in
tinied butter, large quantities of which.have
been sbippcd to manly parts of the world, and,
in order to avoid the ]leat of crossing the
equator twice, arràngemnents have been 'iade
to considerably expand this trade from Ire-
land by shipment, via the Canadian Pacifie
Itailway route, to China and Japan. ~Any
difficulty in this respect wiould of course be
obviated by tie opening of a direct trade
between Canada and Eastern Asia, the facil-
ities for whici are now abundant. This
should give a good opportunity for pure Cana-
dian butter being introduced fis Great Britain
in tins, as it will fetic as nuch money as the
best print. Tinîs in 2, 4 and 6 Ibs., at a
reasonatle figure and in an im perislhable state,
would indeed b a boon to ftmilies,botels and
institutions.

Ili 
argument that if the stumupage was reduced it
would add to the revtniuu owing to the in-
crease of tle Output, is incorrect, as facts show
that our supply iow overrime the demnand too
nuch to nake the tradhe wholesoie.

If $1.25 had beau charged years ago the
province would now b jist so muich Letter
off, and there w'ould, b fewer insolvent lum-
beiiuen and lumber mercan ts to record.
The loss does not lay at the dors of higi
stupage. It is nîot thait causes the falling off
bf the outphit of huinuber, it is the scarcity o it
li a slaugiteied forest, i cain speak from ex-
perience and on good authority, and wll defy
any man to point out a quantity of standing,

liumber in New Brunswick that has not been
visitcd with the lumberman's axe, eut and re-
eut itnost places.
