Au Act to incorporate the Kingston and Pemabroke Rail-
way Company.

W HEREAS, the construction of a Railway from the City of rcmble.
Kingston,'o the Town of Pembroke, with power to extend by

ferry coninunication, or otberwise, into the Province of Quebec,
and to amalgamate with Railway Lines therein, vould be of

.: general benefit to the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec: and it is
expedient to incorporate a Company to construct such Railway;
Therefore, Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent o.
the Senate and Hfouse of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows:-

25 fit, not exceeding four feet eight and one-half inches nor less than
tCwo feet six iaches, froi within the lirits of the City of Kingston
toind into the Tdwi of Pembroke, with power by ferry com-
munication or otherwise, to extend into the Province of Quebec,
and to amalgamate with any railway line therein, and to. lay out,

-3o construct and maintain branch railwavs to any point within
twenty-five miles of the main line, and tW acquire lands and
water-lot property in the City of Kiri«ston, not te exceed in al
twenty-five acres, and in the Town of Pembroke, not to exceed in
ail ten acres, and in every township through which the railway or

-35 any branch thereof.is'carried; not more tlian five acres (over
and abÔve the land required for theroadway),'for the erection and
maintenance thereon of necessary stations, depots, curves, sidmn's,
*whairves or piers; and te enable the • Company te acquire ie·
sne, all the provisions of < the RailWay Act. of '1868," shall -be

4'a's fully applicable as if theacquisition.of such areas·of land-were
i'stinctly authorizéd .y the said Railway Act.

3. The -Company ahäll have power te construct, purehae, May huld
diarter and navigate steai Viesiels, and other water -craft, on any ""°
lake, river, or stream near te or touched by the railway or any of
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its branches, for the purposa of traffic in connection with the
railway or any of its branches.

Agreexnent3to 4. The.Company may enter into an agreement with any other
lease, railway company incorporated or to be incorporated, either of the

Province of Quebec, or of Ontario, or of the Dominion, for leasing 
the said railway, or any part or branch thereof, or the use thereofat
any tine or times, and for any period, or for leasing or hiring
from such other company any railway, or any part or branch
thereof, or the use thercof at any time or times, and for any period,
or for leasing or hiring, as lessors or lessees, any locomotives, 1y
tenders, cars, or other rolling stock or moveable property, undei
such sanction as liereinafter mentioned, and generally to iake any
agreement or agreements with any such other company, .touching
the use by one or other, -or by both comianies of the railroad, or
rolling stock, or moveable property of cither or both, or any part 1.5
thereof, or touching any service to be rendered by the one coin-
pany to the other, and the compensation therefor, and such leases,
agreements and arrangements shall be valid and binding, and shall
be enforced by all courts of-law or equity, according to the 'tenor
and effect thereof, provided the said leases, agreements and 20)
arrangements have been .first respectively sanctioned by the
najority of votes at special gencral meetings of the sharehiolders

called for the purpose of considering the same respectively, on due
notice given as hereinafter provided.

Powerto 5. The said Company may receive bonuses or gifts of money, 25

brnusea. or securities for money, froiù any persons or bodies corporate or
politic, who nay have power to grant the same, in aid of the
construction, equipment and maintenance of the said railway and
its branches, and which shall be applied accordingly.

Ma acquire 6. Notwithstanding anything contained in section nine of the 30
laI tokeep said "Railway Act of 1868," the said Company may, iwith the
off onow. permission of the Railway Conînittee of the Privy Council, and

under the powers and provisions in the said Act, acquire and liold
such width of land on the sides of the railway and its branches
at any point of the line, as niay be needed for the erection of 3i
snow-drift fences or barriers, at a sufficient distance from the track
to prevent the obstruction of the line by drifting snow.

Gravel piLQ. 7. The Company may, with the consent of the owners, acquire
and hold land from 'which to obtain supplies of gravel, stone and
filling required 'by them for their works, and may seIl and convey 4
the same, or any part thereof, when no longer required.

Sale of land. 8. The Company shall have power to . sell, mortgage, or lease
any Lands belonging to it not necèssary for the purposes of the
said Railway, or received by it as a gift in aid.

Capital stock. 9. The Capital Stock of the said Company shall be one nillidn 45
two hundred and fifty thousand dollars, to be divided into twenty-
five thousand shares, of fifty dollars each, which amount shall be
raised by the persons hereinbefore naméd, and such .other persons
and Corporations as may become shareholders in tlie Coipany,
andthe money so raised shall be.applied in the first plaetothe5 0

payment of all fees, expenses and disbursements for prouring
the passing of this Act, and for mnaking the surveys, pans, an -
estimates connected with the Railway and its bianches, and all the
rest and residue of -the said money shall be applied toWards



making, completing, equipping and maintaining the said RailwNay,
with its branches, and other purposes ofthis Act.

10. The persons named in the first clause of this Act are Provisional
hereby constituted the Board o.f Provisional Directors of the said .

5 Company, nine of whom shall be quorum, & the said Provisional
Board of Directors shall hold office as sucb, until the first election
of Directors under this Act, and shall have power to open Stock
Books, and procure subscriptions of Stock for the undertaking,
and to receive payment on account of Stock subscribed, and make

10 calls upon subscribers in respect of their stock, and to sue for and
recover the same, and cause surveys and plans to be made and
exccuted, and acquire any plans r.ud surveys now existing, and
deposit in any chartered Bank of Canada, all moneys received by
them on account of Stock subscrib.d, and withdraw the sane for

15 the purposes of the undertaking, and to reccive for the Company
any gift made to it in aid of the undertaking, and may enter into
any agreement respecting the conditions or disposition of any gift
or bonus in aid of the Railwav, which agreenent .shall he binding
upon the Company.

20 11. No subscription for Stock in the Capital of the Company Conditions of
shall bc binding on the Company, unless ten per centum of the lubscription.
amount lias been actually paid thereon, within fifteen days àfter
subscription, to the Company, or to its credit in nny chartered
Bank of Canada, to·he designated by the Director.

25 12. No call in respect of the Stock shall N.ceed ten per cau.
centum from each shareholder on the anount of the stock sub-
scribed or held by such shareholder.

30 subscribed for, and twenty per centuni thereon has been paid, the
Provisional Board of Directors shall call a general meeting of the
shareholders of th3 Company, at the City of Kingston, for the
election of Directors of the Company, giving at least four weeks
notice of- the time, place, and purpose of meeting, and at said

35 meeting the shareholders to -whom shares have been allotted in the
books of the books of. the Company, and who have paid twenty
per centum upon the Stock subscribed by them, shall elect nine
persons qualified as hereinafter provided to bc Directors of the
Company, which persons shall, with the heads of the Municipal

40 Corporations quahfied as by law provided, and with the persons
appointed by the Municipal Councils 'as Directors in respect of
bonuses as hereinafter provided, constitute the Board of Directors
of the Company, and shall hold office until the second Wednesday
in February, in the year following their election.

Director 15. Any Municipal Council of a Municipality which has given
"PPointcd bv a bonus in aid of the said Railway or its branches, amounting to

not less than fifty thousand dollars, shall be entitled during the
construction of the Railway, but not afterwards, tô appoint a 10
person annually to be a Director of the Company, and such person
shall be a Director of the Company in addition to al the other
Directors authorized by this Act, or the general, or other Act;
but such Municip2.lity shall incur no liability ;y the appointment
of such Director. 15

Aliens mnay 16. Aliens as well a8 British subjects, whether resident insubscribc. Canada or elsewhere, may become shareholders in the Company,
and al such shareholders shall bc entitled to vote on their shares,
and be eligible to office as Directors of the Company, being duly
qualified as herein provided. 20

Votc. 17. No shareholder shall be qualified to vote at any ireeting
in respect of any share on which at least twenty per centum shall
not have beci paid, together with all cals due at the tine of the
meeting.

Quorum. 1 S. At all mieetings of the Board of Directors, seven of the 25
[)irectors shal form a querumi for the transaction of business;
and the Board may employ one or more of iheir nuniber as paid
Director or Directors.

Presitiden, 19. The said Board of Directors shall elect and appoint aetc. President and a Vice-President, or Vice-Presidents, and the 38
necessary officers, and fill up vacancies fron time to time, but said
President and Vice-Presidents shall be elected annually, imme-
diately after the election of Directors, except that in filling up a
vacaucy, the election May be made at any time.

subscriptions 20. The said Board of Directors are hei-eby authorized to take 35
of stock. all necessary steps for procuring subscriptions for stock, until the

whole stock has been taken up, and to make, execute, and
. deliver scrip and share certificates therefo-, as they shall deem

expedient.

Promissory 21. The said Company shal have power to become parties to 40
Noe. ' Promissory Notes and Bills of Exchange for sums not less than

one hundred dollars, and eve'ry such promissory note and bill of
Exchange drawn, accepted or endorsed by the President and a Vice
President, and countersigned by the Secretary and Teasufr ofthe
said Company, in pursuance of a resolution of the Board ofDirectors 4>
duly passed, shall be binding on the Company, whose said of*icers-
shal not be individually responsible for the same, unleWs the sme
shall have been done without the authority of the. Board .f
Directors, in which case the Company or ita shaeholders.shaBOt
be in any way liable for or in respect of any such malring,drawing,
acceptance, or endorsement.

Act shall apply when not inconsistent with this Act.

weekly or oftener, for at least four weeks previously to the day of

such notice, and a majority of the votes represented at the meeting
