A Lost Day—its Value.
A day has perished from our brief calen­

dar of days; and that we could endure ; but 
this day is no more than the reiteration of 
many other days, days counted by thousands 
that have perished to the same extent and 
by the same unhappy means, viz. : the evil 
usages of the world made effectual and 
ratified by our own neglect. Bitter is the 
upbraiding which we seem to hear from a 
secret monitor—“ My friend, you make very 
free with your days; pray, how many do 
you expect to have ? What is your rental, 
as regards the total harvest of days which 
this life is likely to yield ?" Let us consider. 
Threescore years and ten produce a total 
sum of 25,050 days : to say nothing of some 
seventeen or eighteen more that will be 
payable to you as a bonus on account of 
leap-years. Now, out of this total, one-third 
must he deducted at a blow for a single 
item, viz. : sleep. Next, on account of ill­
ness, of recreation, and the serious occupa­
tions spread over the surface of life, it will 
be little enough to deduct another third.

Recollect also that twenty years will have 
gone the earlier end of your life, viz. : above 
seven thousand days, before you can have 
attained any skill or system, or definite pur­
pose in the distribution of your time. Last­
ly, lor that single item which, among the 
Roman armies, was indicated by the techni­
cal phrase, “ corpus curare,” tendance on 
the animal necessities, viz. : eating, drinking 
washing, bathing, and exercise, deduct the 
smallest allowance consistent with propriety, 
and, upon summing up all these appropria­
tions, you will not find so much as four 
thousand days left disposable for direct in­
tellectual culture. Four thousand, or forty 
hundreds, will be a hundred forties ; that is, 
according to the lax Hebrew method of in- 

! dicating six weeks by the phrase of “ forty 
j days,” you will have a hundred bills or 
I drafts on Father Time, value six weeks 
j each as the whole period available for Intel- 
; lectual labour. A solid block of about 
I eleven and a half continuous years is all j 
that a long life will furnish for the develop- j 
ment of what is most august in man’s 
nature. After that, the night comes when 
110 man can work ; brain and arm whl he 
alike unserviceable ; or, if the life should be 
unusually extended, the vital powers will j 
be drooping as regards all motions in ad- j 
vance—De Quincy.

Dancing,
, The modern method of dancing has the 

most injurious influence on the health of the 
body, the vigour of the mind, and the puritv 
of the heart. Some such exe rcise, we are 
told, is needful for the promotion of the 
healthful state ol the system. Now, exer­
cise is necessary, but not all kinds of exer­
cise. To secure the full benefit, exercise 
should be taken in a healthy atmosphere, at 
regular intervals. In some parts of France 
both young and old engage in the diversion 
of dancing on the village green or in the 
fields, and doubtless they are invigorated hr 1 
the air and exercise ; hut no such custom 1 
prevails among u«. The scenes of our 
dancing are rooms of contracted dimensions, 
a hall or theatre, entirely shut in from the 
air, amidst hundreds of human beings. And 1 
the exercise is invariably pursued at night. 
It commences late, and ends not till the ( 
voice of the chanticleer is heard proclaiming ! 
the approach of day. Common sense teaches 
us that such recreations do more hurt than 
good- If it be right to take the hours of 
night for this purpose, reason instructs us 
that the exercise should be unexhausting ; ; 
but the contrary of this is the fact. Âs 
usually practised, it stirs up the whole 
animal frame and taxes every muscle of the 
body. The digestive organs, over burdened 
with ices and various articles of diet, in ad­
dition to the food of the day, Imperatively 
demand repose. Incapable of performing 
their functions, they take summary venge­
ance on the general system, and disease, 
more or less virulent, results. How often, 
too do we hear ot death, unheralded anil 
unlooked for ! But it is said that there is 
no other way for the young to acquire 
grace. Now, thousands never enter a ball­
room in their lives, and are yet among the 
most graceful of their sex, and from the 
most accomplished members of society. The 
grace of the dancing-school is constrained 
and artificial. /The very first lesson in that 
school, the posture, is contrary to nature, 
and destroys the proper balance of the j 
frame. Awkwardness is the result in such 
cases. Children when unrestrained are 
almost always easy and graceful in their i 
movements. If, however, grace can only be | 
acquired by dancing, it is not necessary to 
ruin health in order to attain it.

tions of the interval between the morning and 
evening service in the synagogue, appear to have 
been improved by devout Jews. What^a con­
trast to that cold and voiceless reserve on the 
subject of personal experience, deemed by some 
rather an ornament than a defect in flic charac­
ter of a Christian, is the language of grateful ex­
ultation in which the Psalmist records a memor­
able manifestation of delivering mercy in answer 
to prayer—“ Gome and bear, all ye that fear the 
Lord, and 1 will declare what he hath done for 
my soul."

If such illustrious attestations of the power of 
Divine grace shone forth in the intercourse of 
God’s people, amid the shadows of the Mosaic dis­
pensation, what may we not justly anticipate as 
the fruit of the more glorious ministration of the 
Spirit ! Nor are our expectations disappoint­
ed. We consult the annals of the churches plant­
ed and watered by the Apostles of our Lord ; 
and in what did their fellowship consist ? Was it 
exemplified merely by a profession of their com­
mon faith in the doctrines of Christianity, and 
by meeting together for worship, and to comme­
morate the Saviour's death ? We are not una­
ware that this is all, or nearly all, that, in the es­
timation of man v, is included in the communion 
of the Chôrcb. But how widely dillerent the 
living reality of the fellowship <>j the Apostles ! 
In that the spirit of unity and love among the dis­
ciples, was manifested and cherished, by tender- 
est sympathy in trials and temptations, by an in­
terchange of spiritual experience, by confessing 
their faults one to another, and praying one for 
another, as yvell as by mutual exhortations and 
encouragements to persevering fidelity. Where 
this spirit reigns, there is exhibited a character­
istic mark of a true Church, worth more than all 
the fifteen notes put together,Tby which Beltar- 
mine endeavours to vindicate the exclusive pre­
tensions to that appellation of the Papal commu­
nion.

It has ever been the ambition of Methodism 
humbly to emulate the zeal, and follow, non pas- 
sibus tziuis, the example of the primitive disci­
ples of our Lord ; and nothing, we believe, has 
contributed more to assimilate the Wesleyan 
Church to the model ot' the Apostolic, and to edi­
fy it in love, than its class-meetings. By these 
there is secured, so far as it can be done by hu­

The officer commanded silence, when they 
repeated the verse a second and third time ; 
which struck him with such terror, that he 
ran away, leaving behind him a number of 
books he had collected.

The rising settlement of Hcrmhut was 
favoured with prosperity. Temporal diffi­
culties were for r. season sufficiently per­
plexing, nor was the spiritual position of the 
people unassailed. The bitter waters of 
Marsh had found their way to this flourish­
ing portion ol God’s vineyard ; hut by the 
efforts of the Count, crowned with the pecu­
liar unction of the Holy One, all cause of 
disquietude was happily removed, and on 
May 12th, 1727, the constitution and sta­
tutes of the Moravian Church were confirm­
ed without a dissenting voice, the settlement 
then numbering about three hundred bre­
thren and sisters.

The ecclesiastical platform having been 
reconstructed, the next step was the election 
of twelve Elders, and the honoured name of 
their leader. Christian David, was placed at 
the head of the list. The Elders then chose 
by lot four of their number, to whom the su­
perintendence of their affairs should be com­
mitted ; and the first lot fell ujion David.— 
The restoration of union was the prelude of 
still richer manifestations of the Saviour's 
love : scarce a day «lapsed without some 
signal indication of the Divine presence.

Intensely desirous to diffuse the sweet sa- 
v our of Christ, he repaired fo Livonia, where 
he was cordially welcomed ; and, returning 
by wav of Nuremberg, distributed theEbers- 
durf Bibles to the Salzburg emigrants in that 
town ; and, reaching Konigsberg in 1730, 
held an edifying conference with the Profes­
sors of the theological faculty in their an­
cient and ronowned university, ivhere recol­
lections of his piety and simplicity have long 
lingered.

The year 1733 was memorable for the 
foundation of the Moravian settlement in 
Greenland. Malthew and Christian Stach 
are names worthy of associations with those 
ot the most heroic and devoted members of 
the universal church.

turn this event must soon be realized. Not that 
this will solve the problem of the Ottoman domi­
nions in a political point of view. There are 
serious difficulties behind, arising mainly from 
the enmities and rivalships of the so called 
Christians ; but unquestionably the displacement 
of Islamism is the first and most necessary step 
towards the regeneration of the East.

Indeed, the dawn has already broke, and the 
light of the coming day, pure and holy as that 
of apostolic times, even now tints the hoary sum­
mits of Lebanon, and silvers the lonely shore ol 
Palestine, and begins to brighten the long deso­
late and darkened region of the seven Churches. 
Nay. eastward, inthe very heart of the Moham­
medan wilderness, are green spots which have 
been nursed into life and beauty by the mission­
ary and the Bible. It was at the very height of 
the last great war that missions were started, and 
the more that political troubles gather round 
Turkey, the more does the Gospel grow. In not 
fewer than fifty of its towns are there now Pro­
testant congregations. A writer in Damascus, 
whose character and opportunities of observa­
tion give weight to his views, states that "ihe 
Armenians, by far the most intellectual of all the 
native races of Turkey, are fast becoming evan­
gelized. Through the arduous labours of the 
missionaries of the American Board located in 
Constantinople, Smyrna, Erzeroum, Dier, Bekir, 
Aintab, aud several other places, this sect has 
been instructed in the pnre and simple doctrines 
ot the Gospel, and they have received them with 
an ardour kindred to that of the first converts to 
Christianity ; and those who have embraced the 
truth have carried it with a martyr zeal to their 
brethren in every part of the empire, until nearly 
the whole race bas become enlivened with evan­
gelical doctrines. This sect is scattered over all 
parts of the kingdom, and being every where en 
gaged in the most active business pursuits come 
into <;ontact with every other class of Christians, 
and is thus exerting almost salutary influence in 
diffusing pure Christianity. Large numbers also 
of the Greek Church in various parts of the em­
pire, through the labours of Missionaries, have 
embraced the Gospel ; and although they have 
suffered much persecution through the influence 
of Russian agents, they have in general remained 
firm in their attachment to the truth, and many 
of them with commendable zeal are labouring to 
communicate to their brethren the same precious 
faith. The changes, therefore, which a few 
years have effected in the moral condition of the :

been placed at Jerusalem under the protection of 
England and Prussia and was maintained there, 
notwithstanding the offence taken by Tractarians; 
yet it was not until British soldiers and seamen 
had been despatched in thousands to the shores 
of Eastern Europe and Western Asia, that an 
effectual sense began to be largely entertained 
of the important work which w is proceeding, 
chiefly under the instrumentality of American 
Missions, in those regions. Our military alliance 
with the Ottoman empire has revived and ani­
mated the religious relations, which were ob­
scurely felt before, between the west and the 
east ; much in the same way as the war, and the 
subsequent commercial treaty with China, open­
ed the ports of that empire to Missionaries as 
well as to merchandize. Then the fact became 
more generally recognized of the fresh infusion 
of I be Christian life which bad been imparted to 
the corrupt and languid c-immuuities of the 
Greek, Armenian, and Nestorian Churches ; and 
while it was gratifying to reflect that the British 
Government and the English Ambassador at the 
Porte had constantly endeavoured to protect the 
new converts from the intolerance of a bigoted 
clergy, who looked upon this Eastern reforma­
tion as Rome does upon Protestantism ; while, 
too, the more recent services of Lord Strat­
ford weie gratefully acknowledged, who had 
obtained for these Asiatic Protestants a civil 
status in the presence of their Mohammedan ru­
lers, as well as immunity from their nominally 
Christian persecutors ; it began to be-perceived, 
at the same time, that co-operation in some shape, 
as well as protection, was line to flic religious 
movement in the East.

Advantage has properly been taken of such 
enlightened views to form the society which was 
fi rst introduced to the public a few days ago.— 
Its title and object are set forth as an “ Associa­
tion in aid of Evangelical Missions in Western 
Asia and the East ol Europe, especially those of 
the American Board.”

From the California Christian Advocate we

Micmac Mission—Information 
Wanted.

Dear Sir,—As there are known to be seve­
ral flourishing missionary stations connected with 
the various Protestant bodies in Canada, I beg 
to inquire, through the medium of your paper, if 
there may not be found at some of those stations, 
some of the Micmac tribe, or some who are con­
versant with the Micmac language, who might 
be obtained aud usefully employed in the work 
of evangelizing their brethren in these Provinces.

My reasons for supposing there may be con­
verted Micmacs in Canada, are founded ujion the 
following facts, viz :—

1. There are plenty of Micmacs there. They 
go and come continually as tar as Montreal, and 
farther. Many of them remain in tbat country- 
How possible is it that some may have united 
with the Protestants?

2. There was once a missionary establishment 
at Sussex Vale, N. B , at which many of the 
youth ot both Sexes were under a course of 
training. They belonged to the Millecites and 
Micmacs. Tbat establishment was afterwards 
removed to Canada, but I do not know to what 
particular locality. Information on this point is 
sought ; but it does not seem an improbable sup­
position that some of those connected with the 
establishment may have followed it, and that 
there may be some educated pious Mictnacs who 
would be prepared to enter at once into this 
field, where we may truly say that “ the harvest

a distinct Missionary organization, to send out 
men, or to fix the sites of new stations in the 
Eastern field.

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Submarine Telegraph across the 
Atlantic.

Lieutenant Maury of the U. 8. Navy in 
n recent communication published in the 
Railway Record writes as fellows :—

Slit,—The United States brig Dolphin, 
Lieutenant Commanding O It. Berryman, 
wes employed last summer tipoti special 
service connected with the researches that 
are carried on at this office concerning the 
winds and currents' of the sea.

Her observations were c.inflned princi­
pally to that part of the ocean which the 
merchantmen,jgfc they pass to 4nd fro upon 
the business oMrsrie between Europe and 
the United States, use as their great tho­
rough la re.

Lieutenant Berryman availed himself of 
-this opportunity to carry along, also, a line 
of deep sea-soundings from the shores of 
N’ewUiuiiiilai.d to those of Ireland.

The result is highly interesting, in so far 
as the bottom of the sea is concerned, upon 
the question of a submarine telegraph across 
ti e Atlantic, and I therefore beg leave to 
Or .ike it the suhj-cl of a special report.

iritis line ol deep-sea soundings seems to 
be decisive of the question as I» the practi­
cability of a submarine telegraph between 
the two continents, in so far an he bottom 
ol" the deep sen is concerned.

Fiom Newfoundland to Ireland the dis­
tance between the nearest points is shout 
1,600 miles ; and the bottom of the sea be­
tween ilie two places is a plateau, which 
seems to have been placed there especially 
for the purpose of,holding the wires of a 
submarine telegraph, and >f keeping them 
nut of harm’s way. It is neither loo deep 
nor loo shallow ; yet it is so deep that the 
woes, hut once I.tided, will remain forever 
beyond the reach of vessels’ anchors, ice­
bergs, and drifts of any kinds ; and so shal­
low that the wires may be readily lodged 
upon the bottom.

The depth of tins plateau is quite regu­
lar, gradita'iy increasing, from the shores of 
Newfoundland to the depth of from 1,500 
to 2,000 fathoms, as you approach the other 
side.

The distance between Ireland and Cape 
Saint Charles, or Cape Saint Lewis, in La­
brador, is somewhat less than the distance 
from any point ol Ireland to the nearest 
point of Newfoundland.

But whether it would be better to lead 
the wires fmoi Newfoundland or Labrador 
is nor Dow the question ; nor do I pretend 
to consider, the question as to the possibil­
ity of find;'!; a time calm enough, the sea 
smooth enough, a w ire long enough, a ship 
big enough to I:.y a coil of wire sixteen hun­
dred nob s m length ; though 1 have no fear 
buiPlhe enterprise end ingenuity of the age, 
w henever call- J on with these problems, 
will he ready with a satisfactory and practi­
cal solution of them.

I simply address myself, at this tiny, to 
the question hi so far as the bottom itof the 
sea is concerned, and os far as that the 
greatest practical difficulties will, 1 appre­
hend, he found after reaching soundings at 
either end of the line, and not in the deep 
sea.

I submit herew ilh a chart showing the

lie faction of numbers of dead bodies. An 
eye-witness told me that, w bile it was blow­
ing pretty .tiff ft out the southwest, a jet 
black ma*s of cloud, towering high aloft, 
and almost touching the ground, was seen 
to approach ; another similar mass advanc­
ing rapidly from the opposite direction. 
They whirled round each other, the heal be­
came intense, and enveloped in the greatest 
darkness ; houses, bamboos, trees, men, wo­
men, and cattle, were hurled in the whirl­
wind, and dashed in all directions against 
tires, impaled on bamboos, or buried in the 
ruins. On the sides of the track of the 
storm, hailstones fell of the size of bricks. 
The track was about eight hundred yards 
broad ; its length is not known, nor the ex­
tent of*the devastation ascertained ; sixty 
dead bodies were counted by gentlemen who 
went there; fifteen persons with limbs lorn 
and mangled, with broken arms and legs, 
are in hospital. Reports say that three hun­
dred have been killed, besides no end ol 
cattle. I think it very probable As the 
natives build their houses, each family in 
little separate farms, hid in clumps of bam­
boos, with intermediate fields, the ace tie 
presented is that of numbers of utidislin- 
guishable masses of clumps ol bamboos 
and trees lorn up, crossing each other in 
every direction, and blocked up with earth 
and materials that had formed houses, so 
entirely broken up that nothing could be 
recognized as having formed rouf or sides. 
In fact, boxes, beds, and things made of 
planks, were so broken into petces of a fool 
or two, and thrown about, that it was not 
always easy to imagine what they had be­
longed to. From under the masses of rub- 
bi-h, jackals and vultures were pulling out 
the remains of human beings and cattle ; in 
small puddles, dogs, goats, &.C., were 
drowned and rolling. The fields were co­
vered with the skeletons of human beings, 
while the short, thick branches ol trees that 
stood leafless and barkless, supported 
numbers of vultures. Vultures cover­
ed the plain, too gorged to fly at our 
approach, and hundreds were soaring in 
circles high over-head in the clear sky, 
-narking in the heavens the course of the 
storm. One poor, famishing, distracted 
being, with head bandaged and body 
scratched ail over, bruised and cut, limped 
up to me; he had lost all Ins relations— 
lather, mother, wife and children—all had 
been destroyed, sud he could not find where 
they had been carried sway. It would re­
quire hundreds of men to remove the piles 
of uprooted bamboos, &.C., that mark the 
homesteads of the missing ; under them will 
probably be found those that were killed, 
while some, probably, had a living gtave, 
hoping—alas! in vain—that rescue would 
come at Iasi, or imagining, possibly, that 
the whole world had been desnoved A 
bungalow of a zemindar, at Dumduma, on 
the Ghoghui, was blown in emuhers Across 
the river—three hundred yards—in the roof 
two melt found a flying passage and, strange 
to aay, survived.—Calcutta Englishman.

Notes and News.

Snow Arch —One of the greatest curt- 
ostites ever witnessed at the While Moun­
tains, is now to be found at " Tuckertnans 
Ravine,” about three miles from the Glen 
House. It consists of an arch of pure 
snow, spanning the brook that tumbles over 
the rocks, from the summits of the moun­
tains. The ravine is the receptacle of all 
,fie snow that blows from the lop of Mount 
XVashington, and there can be no doubt 
that during the winter it accumulates to 
the depth of several hundred feet. As the’ 
brook begins to run ill the spring, it wears 
ns way through under the snow, which gra­
dually niella away at the approach ol sum- 
liter, making the cavity larger and larger. 
On the I6tli of July this ravine was visited 
l,y D. O. Macornber, Esq., in company with 
Mr. J. H. Spaulding of the Summit House, 
and Mr. Cavta, the engineer of the White 
Mountain Carriage Road, by whom the arch 
was measured. It was found to he one 
hundred and eighty feet long, eight).lour j 
feet wide, and forty feet high on the inside, 
and two hundred and aixiy-stx feet long, 
and forty feel wide on the outside. The 
snow forming the arch is twenty feet shtek. 
The gentlemen above named walked through 
the arch, in the bed of the brook, and ate 
their dinner at the foot of the cataract, 
which falls a thousand feel down the side ol 
the mountains. The arch is on the south­
east side of the mountain, and is exposed to 
the raya of the sun during the most of the 
day. Last year it remained until August 
Kith, wheu a warm rain of several days’ 
continuance melted it away. It is possible 
that this year it may list through the season. 
Verrtly, this surpasses Wordsworth's famous 
” Huge receas that keeps till June, Decem­
ber's snow.”—Slate of Maine.

Cincinnati.—Eight yesra ago the popu­
lation of Cincinnati was estimated at 80,- 
000 ; now by the same authority, it te said 
to he nearly, or quite 200,000. At that 
time, a single railway, aixty miles long, flat- 
bar, old and intolerable, was all that the 
city could boast ; now she counts miles by 
the thousand of Smelted railway, of the best 
construction ; and within two years a system 
of finished railroads, North of the Ohio, will 
converge upon Cincinnati as a focus, whose 
trunk lines measure about four thousand 
utiles, coveting a country whose fertility 
and general resources are not surpassed 
any where.

A Curious Structure.—The nest of a 
tarantula (spider) has been found in Califor­
nia, of most singular construction. It is 
about three inches in length by two in diam­
eter, built of adobes, the wall being nearly 
hall an inch thick. Inside is a projection, 
which neatly divides it into two apartments 
about an inch in diameter. The inside is fined 
with a white downy substance, not unlike 
velvet, and presents one of the cleanest arid 
most tidy little households imaginable.
But the most curious part uf n is the door, 
w hich fits into an aperture and closes it her­
metically. The door is secured by a hinge,
I or med of the same fibrous substance as tin- 
lining of the house, and upon; which it 
swing» with freedom. The nest is occupied 
by a dozen little tarantula, which appear to 
subsist upon a yellow secreted substance 
that appears upon the wall of the front 
apartment. The arrangement of the door 
for the protection of the little inmates in­
dicates great instinctive architectural know­
ledge. It is the intention of the finder to 
forward this curiosity to the Smithsonian 
Institution at Washington.
