Wesleyan Missions in Italy.
Italy is the latest country which has found
place in our list of Mission stations ; and consid-
| ering the state of things only a few years ago, it
appears more like fiction than fact that it should
be there at all. It is only very recently that the |
door has been opened for evangelical labours in ‘
that land, and yet, while rejoicing in its long
sought and recently gained civil freedom, its new-
ly enfranchised sons need the better freedom
which the Son alone can give. When we remem-
ber what Italy was politically four years ago, and
how, under, Austrian and Bourbon rule, its pri-
sons and cells were filled with men whose only
crime in most instances were their hatred of those
fearful despotisms which oppressed and bound
them-to the dust, we marvel at the civil and re-
ligious liberty which already exists. Popery is
still there, and means to hold its own against
every assailant. Yet, undoubtedly the great Ru-
ler of the nations  has opened, even in Italy, a
great and effectual door for the truth to enter.
From Rome itself the light of God’s word is still,
of course, excluded. In that city, where Peter
and Paul are represented, and seeming honour
paid to their sacred names, their epistles are not
allowed to be circulated or read, nor the doec-
trines which the Apostolic martyrs sealed with
their blood, permitted to be preached. In Papal
Rome no book is so dreaded as the Bible, and
no doctrines are so hated and opposed as those
which it reveals. But it is not so in that Italy over
which Victor Emmanuel reigns. And though
himself excomm ted by the Pope, still Ro-
man Catholicism js his religion and that of the
State ; but by the goodness of Divine Providence
he has been led to graot to his subjects freedom
te worship God ding to the dictates of their
conscience. This has opened the way for evan-

Celebration of Christmas.

We need not cease to do a becoming and
good thing because somebody caricatures it. It
is the best things that are the most vilely tra-
vestied, Only ome divine Saviour has been
born ; he died but once, he rose but once from
the dead; there has been but one pentecost.
Christmas, Good Friday, Easter, Whitsuntide,
mark and celebrate the great events of Christ's
life, and of the history of his religion. These
events are so grand and commanding that they
bave been perpetual themes of pulpit discourse
and unfailing grounds of trust in the most living
portions of the Church in all its ages. And il
was natural that these mighty and pregnant facts
should claim a particular annual celebration,
should avail themselves of the instinct for boli-
days to assert with special prominence and dis-
tinctness their vast importance. Such days can,
of course, never be insisted on as matter of Chris-
tian duty, but they may be allowed as matter of
happy privilege ; and they have been observed
aa paturally and with as good reason as any in
the history of mankind. As we must refrain
from superstition every day and in everything,
s0 we must avoid it in our holideys. Rightly
observed, howeéver, they are bealthful.
Whitesuntide celebrates the descent of the
Holy Ghost on the disciples at the opening of
the new dispensation ; Easter the resurrection of
Jesus ; Good Friday his world-redeeming death,
and Christmas the Word becoming flesh.

We once heard a missionary relating his ex-
perience among the Indians. He had been with
them a long time without the slightest opportu-
nity of preaching to them. They were shy—
persistently so. But when Christmas came they
were anxious to know what it meant, and were
jnvited to come to the mission house on the day
in question and have it explained. When they
came his mission was opened. He preached
Christ in explaining Christmas. The Red men
heard with gravity and interest, and at the close
of the service retired for mutual counsel. On
returning to the missionary the chief gave the
verdict of the council thus: “ The words you
have spoken to us seem to be good. You say
that Jesus Christ came into the world to save
sinners, to make bad men good, and take them
to rest after death. This is good. We our-
selves have been told by our fathers that beyond
the setting sun there is a place of happiness for
the good, and of punishment for the bad, but
this is the fiist we have ever heard how a bad
man might be made good.” This, reader, is the
mesning of Christmas; of its heavenly song:
« Glory to God in the highest, on n.nh peace
and, good will to men;” good will to sinful men.
Christmas in this view is s type of the good

gelical Missionary labourers through the length
and breadth of Vietor Emmanuel’s kingdom, and
the Gospel may be preached to all who are will-
ing to hear it.

There is no doubt that a religious Reformation
has begun in Italy, which would have filled Lu-
ther with delight. What its future history will
be no man can predict with certainty. Whether
it will be long aliowed to proceed without formi-
dable opposition from Rome none can tell; or
whether for political reasons even the Govern-
ment may be led to suppress it, we do: not pre-
tend to know, helt truth and error meet
there must becantagonism, and” mustin-
deed be greatly charighd if itiaum y

its captives without a struggle We'do-nota
ipate that this will be the case, and it will be well
that both Missionary Bocieties and their agents
should be prepared for confliet, trial and suffer-
ing.

As Wesleyan Methodists we rejoice that our
Missionary Commitiee has entered this new and
interesting field of spiritual toil, and that the
doetrines of Methodism are happily taking root
in what we trust will prove a fruitful soil. Oar
work there is only in ita infaney, but it is full of
promise. In the north of Italy especially were
our Missionary began his labours, evangelieal
charches have already been formed, and in the
simplest manner Christ’s death is sacramentally |
commemorated by his followers. The ('lociety'nl
agent in Milan is engaged in laying the founda-
tion of what we believe will be a goodly temple
to the Lord, and though the living stones may
not be collected so fast as we desire, yet is the
work progressing.

It is something to be grateful for, that in three
short years ten or twelve men of the Italian na-
tion have been found who, under the direction of
Mr. Piggott, are preaching the Word of God in
as many towns and cities, in some instances to
congregations of three or four hundred people,
nearly all of whom were, until recently, members
of the Romish Church, or whe though at present
hearing the truth, have had courage to throw off
the yoke of Papal bondsge. Some of these
preachers are professors of languages and litera-
ature, while others have been Priests in that
Church whose errors they have renounced.
Among them there are gifted men, one of whom
especially excels as a publie speaker, and whose
eloquence and oratory attract large audiences
wherever he preaches. Another, formerly a
Priest, and who had been for five yeafs immured
in an Austrian dungeon, because of his supposed
liberal tendencies, is now rejoicing in the liberty
wherewith Chaist doth make free, and delight-
ing to proclaim it to others. And while these
thicgs are being done in connection with our
Mission, there are also other evangelical agen-
cies at work, whose object is to rescue the peo-
ple from Papal bondage, and lead them to the
only Saviour of sinners. We wish success to all
Christ’s servants in this good work, though our
speoial interest is iz the prosperity of that work
which our own Missionary Society has so happi-
ly entered upon.

But it is well that the friends of Missions should
know that this most interesting work in Italy is
likely to be checked, not through opposition, but
for want of funds. The Mission is necessarily
an expensive one. High rents have to be paid
for the rooms and halls in which the Erangelists
preach, while the agents themselves require for
their support larger stipends than are needed in
many other countries, where living is less costly.
The Missionary Society is already largely in
debt, and fears to incur greater responsibility by
increasing that debt even for Italy. And deep
as our sympathies are for the Italians, we can-
not blame the Committee for exercising a pro-
per Christian prudence. Yet we shall think the
Methodist Church guilty of a selfish penurious-
ness and indifference to the progress of Christ’s
kingdom, if it do not furnish the means for pros-
ecuting this great enterprise. And unless special
contributions are forthcoming we are informed
that instead of enlarging our borders in Italy
they must be contracted. What ! are schools to
be given up, agents dismissed, and promising
stations to be abandoned? Is this grand op-
writy for introducing the Gospel among the

Resources of the Proposed
Confederation.

While the merits of Conféderation are being
s0 ably discussed by politicians and by the press,
in every conceivable aspect, it may be interest-
ing to glance at the aggregate internal resources
upon which, if Confederation ever be an accom-
plished fact, this great northern empire is to be
founded. A union in some form or other, will
probably sooner or later take place, despite the
difference of opinion as to the details of the
scheme ; and a combination of material and po-
litical forces, giving to the various Provinces the
strength, symmetry and permanency of a vigor-
ous and united government, seems to be a desi-
rable consummation, if fairly and harmoniously,
any plan can be devised that will commend it-
self to the confidence and acceptance of the ma-
jority of the people.

With every natural element that contributes
to a pation’s greatness, these Provinces have
been most liberally endowed. Tmmense trects
of stately forest and virgin soil invife the sturdy
enterprise of the lumbermsn and the fafmer. We
have 100,000°000 acres of land, wuch of it
available for agricultaral purposes ; and in this
vast, unbroken wilderness, comfortable, if not
affluent homes may be created for all the surplus
population of Europe. We are making some

progress in the redemption'of the wild lands, |

slowly though it be ; for of the 55,000,000 acres
in the hands of private indiv:duals, there are
about 14,000,000 under actual cultivition. The
soil generally is very fertile. The red sandstone
lands of Prince Edward Island, and of parts of
Canads, New Bromswick, and Nova Seotia, and
the alluvial islands of the Maratime Provinces,
are especially adapted to agricultural pursuits.

From reliable statistics we calculate the value of

The oil-
region of Canada inclades an area of some 7000
square miles—the petroleum springs at Ennis-
kilen being the most valuable. The gold dig-
gings at the Chaudiere River are attracting con-
siderable attention, though they have been offici-
ally pronounced of but little importance. To
these resources may be added building stones
and marbles, and mineral paints and manures.
About one-third of the area of New Brunswick
is-covered by coal-fieds, although a large portion
of it cannot be worked with profit. The Albert
County mines are the most successful and ex-
tensive. This region embraces the most valu-
able deposits of bitumen on the continent. The
exports of coal and coal oil from the Albert
niines amount to about $300,000 annually. In
Carlton County an exeellent iron-ore has been
wrought for several years past. In 1861, over
18,000 tous of coal were raised, 14,000 tons of
gypsum sent into the market, and 43,000 casks
of line. A beautiful and durable freestone is
also abundant. A valuable mine of antimony,
lately discovered in York, the centra. county, is
worked by an American company. Nova Scotia
is particularly rich in coal, nearly half a million
tone having been taken out last year. New de-
posits are continually opened, giving a fine im-
petus to the industrial energies of the people.
The iron-ores supply eleven foundries through-
out the Province. In 1861, 125,000 tons of
gypsum were exported, and 47,000 grindstones
were made. Limestone, marbles, building stones
and mineral paints are also abundant. The
gold “ leads” of Nova Scotia are rapidly assum-
ing a permaneut importance, both from their
actual value and their easy access. Mining op-
erations are conducted in ten or a_dozen differ-
ent localities. The official returns report some
$300,000 worth obtained in 1363 —although that
sum is said to be much within the actual value.
A rich vein of copper—the Terra Nova mine—
has been opened ; and at Placentia Bay a deposit
of galena has been discovered, which, in point
of purity and éxtent, is said to equal the most
valuable in the United States. The minerals of
Prince Edward Island, being but few in number,
and found only in small quantities, are of but
littie importanee.

the abominations of slavery, or advocated the
perpetusl bondage of the negro ? Was there
no room for a difference of opinion upon the
points mooted, among the very best friends of
the negro race. But the recommendations of a
British pamphleteer could not be tolerated by
Americans mad with the war spirit, and especi-
ally seeing that the emancipation war-policy of
the Federal Government affords a much needed
arm of strength for the subjugation of the South.
To correct the misunderstanding of our Ameri-
can contemporaries in regard to our position on
the slave question, we gave in our issue of Nov.
16, an avowal of our sentiments ; sufficient, as
we conceived, to satisfly any ressovable mind
that our sympathies are by no means pro-slavery.
Bat our explanation has failed to evoke any fav-
ourable response, thereby satisfying us that those
who had taken special paine to misrepresent our
views, were disingenuously unwilling to admis
that they had been mistaken. The Christian
Guardian, we doubt not, will be found ready to
correct any false impression which may have been
made by its animadversion before adverted to,
or at ledst to express its lack of sympathy with
the animus displayed by the American Prese.

Upon some of the views put forth in the
pamphiet on the War, and which may in a mea-
sure have excited the existing irritation, we ex-
pressed no opinion ; though we believe the wri-
ter's views 10 have been correct as to the causes
of the war, and that similar opinions are enter.
taived by many who look impartially and
thoroughly into the question. Upon what reason-
able grounds can the civilized world be expected
to view with ial favour Pr Liocolu’s
emancip , adopted solely as a war-
measure, in the spirit of revenge against the
South,and with no pure regard for the benefit of
che negro race ? Does any sensible man believe
that the idea of emancipation entered the head
of Mr. Lincoln, or his coadjutors, until it was
ssized upon as a coup de guerre? What Provi-
dence may be working out by this war for the
benefit of the negro, is one thing; but what the
Federal Government are hoping to accomplish
by their emancipation policy, is quite another.

Were there no choice but the immediate
emancipation. of the negroes of the South, or
their perpetual enslevement, we should unhesi-
tatingly prefer the former. But our conviction
is, that af once to elevate the slaves to all the
privileges of Urited States citizenship would not
be the very best thing for them, either at the
present or prospectively ; and in this opinion, we
are sustained by some of the ablest minds in
Great Britain. ' If our respected Canadian con-
temporary cannot agres with us on this poiot,
we must be content 0 far to differ from him ;
though we see nothing involved therein which
should widely separate us ; certainly nothing to
justify the assertion that we bave * recanted the
primtiples of universal Metbodism.”

The author of the pamphlet in question shows
unmistakeably in the pamphlet itself that he en-
tertains christian, and Wesleyan views upon the
broad question of slavery ; but he endeavours to
shew that what is theoretically right, may not be
practically possible. If he errs, bis error is one
of philosophy rather than of morals ; forgetting
in relation to the subject of the war that his dis-
passionste words, intended to be as oil upon the
angry waters of discord, might be but fuel to tte
fomes of unreasonable malice.

the very thing he wants is before him. Verily
the *“ wheels ” of ancient seers, with their * eyes”
and motions, are not fancies ; their revolutions
puzzle ; results astonish.

The statesmen of British North America have
been in consultation, and whatever may come of
the Charlottetown, Halifsx, and Quebec resolu-
tions, - whether we obtain a nation or not—your
people and ours have decided one thing without
official reference to Imperial Downing Street—
that we are of the same brotherhood. The
ignoble have already got to carping at the cost
of theee interchanges ; and yet good neighbour-
hood is better than doliars any day. What you
think of our statesmen we have been told ; and
what we think of yours has been said ; and
there is nothing improper in its being stated,
that we need not, east or west, become borrowers
of genius, foresight, loyalty, and eloquence. Of
course it has been a riddle to us nnsophisticated
lookers-on, how the political sages could lay the
plan of a christiah commonwealth for half a con-
tinent amidst the whirl ¢f nightly ball-rooms, as
if an outrage on religion and dignity were an in-
dispensable adjunct of an eventful British North
Awmerican crises. There is, however, much to
commend in the lusions already reached
and the safest sacred purpose connected with the
negoliations is, that these Colonies shall not be
severed from VICTORIA'S sceptre.

We may now expect that vur acquaintance
with the Methodists of your colonies will yet
become intimate, and not be dependent upon an
oceasional Conlerence delegation, however prized.
We should like to see the children, or children’s
children, of the couverts of Freeborn Garrett-
son, Black, Marsden, and Knight, and the Me-
thodist fishermen of Newfoundland and Labra-
dor your clever annalist Wilson tells of ; and we
can show you some of the homes of the children
of the converts of Losee, Bangs, Harvard, Case,
and Stinson ; and when this mutual Methodist
sight-secing was got through, I should not won-
der if the unanimous wish and determination
were, to bhave, not a confederation, (let politi-
cians monopolize that word) but & Wesleyan
Coonexion, affilisted with British Methcdism,
from Newfourdland to Vancouvers—an Altantic
island at one ecxtremity, and a Pacific island at
the other, and both, as Isaish says, declaring the
praieca of the Lord. =

It would be no news for me to send you word
that united Canada Wesleyan Methodism was in
action ; and if the report reached you that it was
inert, you would not believe it,—as we certainly
should be sceptical if we heard that of you.
Our Circuits and Missions are in & good state,
some specially favoured. With very few ex-
ceptions the health of our five or six hundred
preachers is a reason for gratitude to God. Al
our institutions much more than promise well,
The financial effort for terminating the liabilities
of our University College was never more likely
to be successful. Our last connexional enter-
prise, the Female College at Hamilton, has re-
warded the governor and directors with much
encouragement. We have nearly fourteen hun.
dred members in the city of Toronto, and the
Methodism of Montreal and the other cities is
prosperous. The Annual Missionary Report
being just published, I must say, that as usual
the Missions and Missionarics are increased.
Tle income is in advance, but the expenditure
far more ; for to listen not to the appeals of the
needy for extension would be to offend Provi-
dence, and blight the work done. The ecnfiding
to our Missionary Society by the Parent Bociety,
some years ago, the Mi in E n C
and the Hucson's Bay Territory, added greatly
to our Society’s responsibilities ; but we have
always bcen met at home with the most generous
consideration ; and as to our local contributions,
a people who have voluntarily given us more
than fifty-three thousand dollars this year, are,
we know with joy, noble encugh to be trusted
for more.

The system of Methodism in the hands of the
devil is iron which he c.nnot break or bend, yet
in the hand of Providence plastic as occasion
requires. When that greatest of the rinces of
the Wesleyan Missionary Israel, Richard Wat-
son, died, other princes stood forth ; and now
the sublimity of Watson’s faith is more and
more developed in the eminent position of the
Parent Society. We in Canada have had our
losses and regrets, yet yearly progression. The
ascriptions of grateful hearts shall be the Re-
deemer’s !

Your President and our’s this year resides in
England ; still, his visit to us, as to you,—his
sermons, addresses, official acts, snd sanctified
temper and urbanity, will bear fruit throughout
the year, and beyond it. And then, God's ser-
vant attended four Conferences in four months
in the new world and the old, and was President
of three of them,—by the Divine hand the first
fact of the kind, I believe, for English Methodist
bistory. The speed of our machinery is un-
slackened. The Co-Delegate, the Rev. Mr.
Rice, as acting President, embraces all our Con-
nexional interests in his solicitude ; and the Rev.
Dr. Wood, who has well served Canads Metho-
dism for seventeen years officially, is the General
Superintendent of Missions.

Let us leave the Methodism of Canada, and of
every other part of the earth,] mean as to its spe-
cific localities, and come to a few weighty things
relating to general Methodism with its multifa-
rious momenclature. If if be a special agency,
it never was more Y than at present, as
a light for heterodox churches, as an incentive
to the orthodox, and a means of rescue to un-
saved men ; but its perils were never so rife.—
Its perils to the Junior Ministry. Thank God
that ministry is very seldom arraigred theologi-
cally at the bar of Conference ; but this fact
does not disprove th® danger. Preachers are
well read, or ought 10 be ; and their first and
last reading should be scriptural divinity ; but
much of the divinity of our day is piebald and
pernicious ; and the incessant issue of it in some
form or other makes it difficult to read and study
daily John Wesley and other Wesleyan stand-
ards ; and they will be neglected by an ardent
study of some divines. Every suthor is not to be
studied, and the surmonizers of some churches
are not to be copied by a Methodist preacher. 1
say it to the displeasure of wild free-think
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simple, unworldly Methodism, like mauy who
are an honour to it, we can spare them. The
discipline with Wesley was not a myth. The
very week after his first bappy Conference be
thus wrote :—* We endeavoured to purge the
society of all that did pot walk according to the
of members. . . .

Large rural circuits can be found with only six |
or seven appoistments—that is, Sunday work ; !
what is doing the other six days ? Stations are
the demand in some countries. How many of
his preachers did Mr. Wesley allow to preach to
the same congregation twelve months? And
he wants to know whether they could save either
themselves or others on such a scheme of itine-
rancy—rather, of congregationalism. There are
in the wide-world cities with circuits, and an ap-
pendix called the * City Mission.” Methodism
is really and providentially a Mission, and its
labourers Missionaries. This new appendage is
a Mission hitched on to & Mission, and its agents
sre uniquely Missionary Missionaries ! Mr.
Wesley understood that the city which had a
Methodist Cireuit Aad a Mission. In our day
there are cities with, say, five hundred members
in them, (some many more) from twenty 1o forty
local preachers and exMorters, perhaps as many
leaders and stewards, double that number of
Sabbath school teachers,—to say ncthing of
prayer leaders, tract distributors, and Dorcas

;| visitors,—a body of ageats such as no other

church in the place can present, and sufficient, if
all were devoted, to evangelize well-nigh every
godiess family in the city. Thus, while Loo many
who have gifts and health ensconce themselves in
elegance and ease, an agency anomalous in Me-
thodism, and perhaps not under its authority, is
appointed to do the dirty work of allcys and
dens,—a work which Wesley expected all his
ministerial and lay helpers on an authorised
circuit to do, and without gloves ; for the Wes-
leyan discipline knows néthing of an aristocracy,
unless it be that created by distinguished spir:-
tuality and usefulness.

The perils of worship. The day was when
the poor felt at bome in a Methodist place of
worship. ls it 80 now everywhere? The day
is not past when the Wesleyan discipline entrusts
the management of the order of worship to the
Ministry ; and yet it is not imaginative to inti-
mate, that Methodist churches can be found in
the earth, where the organist or the choir says
how the minister shall conduct the eervices—
what shall be sung, what read, what not read,
and when the hymn bas been recited by whole-
sale, the preacher lolls on the pulpit sofa, and a
dozen theatrical singers insult the Supreme, by
offering the praise of proxies for the seated con-
gregation. In thousands of Methodist churches
singing retains much of its old saing charm ;
alas! in too many now, mighty congregational
singing is damaged or abolished.—Then there
are the perils of our distinctive usages— Love-
feasts, Class-meetings, Bards, and Prayer-meet-
ings; and there is impertinent writing about
them in print, and scoffess have access to many
a Love-feast. The great ohjection to them comes
from s heartless piety; and any subterfuge is
obtruded for logic, to mend them forsooth. Yet
Do sooner is s believing pevitent made a child of
God than he tells somebody. Here is the phi-
losophy of the Class and' Band-meeting, and no
meddler can invalidate it. We have lately heard
a great deal of numbers, and decrease of nuw-
bers in Methodist Societies, aad the reasons for,
and the remedies of, it have bewildered; aond
some exhibit stolid ignorance of the subject. We
want no new patentee.

Three simple things belong to this momentous
matter : There has been too much manipulation
on original Methodist rule; Methodist rule
has been neglected ; the only remedy for the evil
is, Methodiet rule muat, in relinnce upon God,
be conscientiously kept ; then will the doctrine
of holiness be daily insisted on, and daily pastor-
al visiting be a business ; and wiien every minis-
ter and member is a flame of fire; it wiil be
manifest that we have a disciplitie for the con-
version of a Provinee, a State, a Kingdom, a
World.

[We commend the following important and
seasonable article, to the very thoughtful con-
sideration of the members of our church in these
Provinces, boping that the approaching day of
united and special humiliation and prayer, here
referred to, may be followed by the rich bestow-
ment of the Divine blessing. Ed.)

MR. Ep1ToR,—I beg permission to offer a fow
observations on the Quarterly Fast Day, in our
chureh, which I hope to do without offence to
any person, and with some advantage to the
cause of piety, and progress in our united
societies.

The obligation, and benefits of religious fast-
ing will not be questioned by any enlightened
christian, least of all by Methodists. These only
are now in view. Mr. Wesley bas a masterly
discourse on this practice. The text is Matt. vi,
16—18, “ Moreover when ye fast, be not as the
hypocrites of a sad countenance : for they dis-
figure their faces, that they may appear unto
men to fast. Verily I say uito you they have
their reward. But thou when thou fastest, anoint
thine head, and wash thy face ; that thou appear
not unto men to fast, but unto thy Father which
ie in secret : and thy Father which seeth in
secret shali reward thee openly.” It would be
very well, if those who have not lately read this
sermon, and those who are not at all acquainted
with it, would seriously peruse it at their earliest
convenience. Itis No. XXVII in the first series
of Mr. Wesley’s Sermons.

Fasting however, let it be remembered is not
an end, but only a precious means thereto, In
itself, it is & degree of privation ; this is not de-
sired forits own sake, and should be neither
protracted, nor excessive. It is a means which
God himself bas ordained, because of the greater
preparation which thereby may be acquired for
those exercises of worship, which then have often
proved eminently sanctifying and reviving.

As what ought to be done sometimnes, is most
effectually observed when a particular season is
allotted to it, our Connexion has s rule on the
matter, which is ** A general fast shall be held in
the firet Friday after Lady-day ;

yet I say it, that the faithful Methodist pulpit
bas a theology, a method, a phraseology, a power
very much its own ; and that we have aothing
to do with the prettinesses and obsequious and
suavity of some others. Call down a boor from

MR. POPE'S REPLY,

My highly esteemed and beloved brethren and
sisters in the Lord.

The kind and affectionate address with which
you have been pleased to honour me stirs to its
Jepths the emotions of a grateful heart. Your re-
coguition of my humble labours in the vineyard
of our common Lord during the last fifty years,
while it excites my gratitude to you, deeply im-
presses me with a sense of the long continued
zoodness and mercy of my heavenly Father, in
the preservation of my life for so lengthened a
period, giving me favour with His people, and
condescending to sanction with His blessing my
ministerial efforts in the salvation of souls.

The last half century has been marked by man-
ifold and interesting events. It has been a
period of inventions, of diseoveries, and of im-
provements in almost all departments of human
affairs, but the most important and striking
event of all is the waking up of the Christian
church to its duty in reference to, and the noble
efforts put forth for, the enlargement of the“Re-
deemer's kingdom in foreign lands.

By no no section of the church have a greater
number of efficient and successful labourers been
sent out on the errand of mercy than by that
section with which I have so long had the priv-
ilege of being connected. The reminiscences
theretore suggested by this Jubilee are indeed
numerous, some of them very solemn and affect-
ing, while many others are of & character calcu-
lated to produce great joy and adoring praise to
God. Almost all those ministers with whom in
the early days of my ministry [ was associated in
our arduous toil have been called to their final
rest, and of fifteen brethren who laboured toge-
ther in Canada, 1 alone in the inscrutable wis-
dom of God, am left in tte church militant as a
connecting link between a former and the pre-
sent generation. But while the great Head of
the church bas called home to His kingdom and
glory so many of His faithfal servants, not only
in Canadaand other Colonies of Great Britain, but
also within the precincts of our Provincial Confer-

We
see no incongruity, but rather beauty and bar-
mony in the representation of baptism, as being
at or.ce a sign of grace, a pledge of grace, and a
means of grace.— Ed. )

Tue ADJOURNED CONFEDERATION MEETING.
—The Meeting appointed for Monday evening
last for the further consideration of the Con-
f-deration scheme, proved a failure, owing to
a misunderstanding between the two parties as
1o the manner in which the proceedings were to
be conducted. Oge side contended that the
meeting was solely for the purpose of hearing
the opponents of the proposed measure, and that
Messrs. Uniacke, Annand, Stairs, Jones and
Miller had arranged to take up different branches
of the question. The other side replied that at
the previous meeting an understanding had been
come to, to hear speakers on each side, that the
only proper mode was that of free discussion,
. and that as objections were made, they should be
answered. This, it was evident, would make
againet the plan arranged to be carried out by
the gentlemen above named, who would bave
but little chance of success in controversy with
the able advocates of the measure ; and after an
hour or more spent in this sort of sharp shoot-
ing, snd much confusion, the s} cakers on each
side being interrupted by mingled cheers and
hisses, the meeting was closeq, greatly to the
disappointment of very many. )

Mr. Uniscke having stated on behalf of him-
seif and his party that, unless they were allowed
to proceed as-they had expected, they would re-
tire from the Hall, the Hon. Prov. Secretary
wisely conceded the point, though he considered
it not to be the best course, that all that was
aimed at was the free and full discussion of the
subject, and that at future meetings on the same
subject, both sides should be heard. Mr. Uni-
acke.was then called for, but'to the great sur-
prise of the audience, that gentleman announced
that under the circumstances, he and his friends
had decided not to address that meeting.

To Stop Potatoes Rotting.

-‘An agricultural exchange says : —*“ An expe-
perienced agriculturist informs us that about six
ars ago he applied lime to potatoes that were

ly rotten, pnd that i ioitedintely arrested
decay. Potatoes that were partly rotten when
the lime was applied continued to rot, and were:
lost. Since then he bas made it a common prac-
tice to apply slacked lime to his potstoes as he
takes them up, = He puts & thin layer of lime
upon the floor where the potatoes are to be laid,
and sprinkles some of it over them about every
ten inches as they are put down. He considers
this as perfeotly protecting them from rotting,
a8 he has never had a rotten potsto since he has
practised. it ; and he helieves also that potatoes
thus used are rendered better by the action of
the lime.”— Congregationalist.

Mixe THE BagNs CoMFORTABLE.—When
lumber ard labor are so scarce and so high few
will think of building new barns, but they should
try to make the old ones comfortable. And
this especially on the approach of winter. If
the siding is poor, board it up on the inside of
the studs,and fill up the space between with
dwale hay, straw, or shavings. 1If the underpin-
ning is loose chink it up before frost. If the
floors of the stall are rotten or worn thin, repair
them, or pull them up and lay dirt floors before
the ptack break through and break their legs,
Any handy farmer can profitably attend to sucli
jobs on rainy days, with small expense except
for boards and nails.— Agriculturist.

HoRses.—See to it that the stables are well
ventilated and light—easily cleaned out, snd
warm. Blaoket a horse when he is standing out
of the stable, or when he first comes in, and at
night ; too much blanketing is injurious.

CATTLE. —Push forward the fattening of beeves
as fast as possible. The best flesh is laid on be-
fore the coldest weather. Give the shelter of
good warm sheds to young stock, and stable the
mileh cows. If this be not possible, give the
best protection you can.

Fruit.—Handle carefully ; one bruise rots an
apple. Apples packed in barrels in dry leaves
keep longer than packed in any other way we
know, and will bear transportation better.—
Keep fruit in a cool place, but where it will not
be frosted.

Sueep.—Provide comfortable sheds, give
them a good range ; if housed, free ventilation
and clean quarters, not crowded. Each sheep
should have 10 to 15 square feet surface room,
(equivalent to a space of 2} by 4 feet, or 3 by
5 feet for each one ) ; not more than 100 to 150
should be conflaed ia the same ropm.

BuTTER.—Feed the cows with roots, pumpkins
and meal, bran and oi. cake, or something of the
kind, to kesp up the butter produet. This is ss
good as gold to pay debts in Europe, and will
bring bigh prices while foreign exchange is high.

DRaINING.—S0 long as the ground continues
open, if it be all winter, keep hands at work st
