The Palm-tree Christian

Rev. Dr. Cayler wrote a book, several years
ago, entitled * The Ceder Cbristian.” He found
the title in the 921 Psalm, verse 12, * The
righteous shall flourish like the palm-tree ; he
shall grow like a cedar in Lebanon.”

We have often wondered that he did not take
the first inspired symbol in this verse rather than
the second ; for the palm-tree seems to us one
of the noblest pictures of what the Chiistian
may and should be.

The palm, like the cedar,is evergreen. But
more than this, it is the tallest and straitest of
trees. You cannct wmeke it grow crooked. 1f
you bend - and bind it so that i‘e hesd cannot
point to the zenith, it droops and dies. 8o with
the Christian. He can flourish ouly when look-
ing and growing heavenward.

The palm has no branches. They start cut as
it grows, but soon fall off. The tendency of its
sap is upward. None can bs spared to nourish
laterals ; ell is needed for the crown of leaves
and fruit at the top. And thus it is that the
true Christian flourishes, not * spreading hbim-
self like a green bay-tree,” Ps. xxxvii. 35, but
growing in grace and in the knowledgs of our
Lord and Baviour Jesus Christ—growiog not
outward aod world-ward, but upward and hea-
venward.

The palm-tree serves a greater variety of use-
ful purposes than any other tree. From the
trunk beams and boards sre made ; from the
fibrous bark, cordage, mats and baskets ; with
the leaves houses are shingled ; its fruit, the
date, ia the food of millions of people, and even
the date seeds are ground for the camels to eat.
In Egypt, Arabia and Syria the palm-tree is to
the people whet our forests of timber and our
fields of grain are to us. When the date crop
fails there is a famine in the land. Such should
be the influence of the Coristian, so manifold
the ‘blessings of his hcly example and of bis
labors of love. He 18 to be the salt of the earth
and the light of the world.

Many fruit trees bear their best crops while
young, but the palm-tree, when a bucdred years
old, yields its fullest barvest ard its most lus-
cious fruit.

A Pastor’s Reputation.

A minister's character is the lock of bis
strength, and if once this is sacrificed, he is, like
Bameon, shorn of his bair, a feeble, faltering
creature, the pity of his friends, and the derison
of his enemies. I would not have ministers
screened, nor would I have good ones maligned
When a preacber of rightcousness has stood in
the way of sinners and walked in the couasel of
the ungodly, be should never again opea bis lips
in the great congregation until his repentance
is a8 uotorious as his sin. But wkile his char-
acter is unsuliied, kis friends should preserve it
with as much care against the tongue of the
slanderer, as they would his life against the hand
of the assassin.  When I consider the restless
malignity of the great eaemy of God and holi-
nees, and add to this his subtlety and craft ;
when I coasider how much his malice would be
gratified, and his schemes promoted by blacken-
ing the character of the minister of the gos-
pel ; when I consider what multitudes of crea-
tures there are who are his vassale, and under
his influence, creatures so destitute of moral
principle, and so filled with venomous spirit
against religion, as to be prepared to go any
lengths in maligning the righteous, and espe-
"eially their minister, I can eccount for it on no
other ground than that of a special interpo-
sition of Providence, that the reputation of
Christian pastors is not more frequently at-
tacked by slander and destroyed by calamny.
But probably we sse in this, as in other cases,
thet wise arrangement of Providence by which
thinge of delicacy and consequence are preserv-
ed, by calling forth greater solicitude for their
safety. Church members should therefore, be
tremblingly alive to the importance of defending
their minister’s character. They should neither
expect to see him perfect, nor bunt after his im-
perfections—imperfections which, after all, may
be consistent with not only real but eminent
piety—they should not take pleasure in either
magnifying or looking at them, but make all
reasonable excuse for them, and endeavour to
lose sight of his infirmities in his virtues, as they
do the spots of the eun amid the blsze of ra-
diance with which they are surrounded.—Jokn
Angel James.

American Bible Society.

The American Bible Soeicty held its fifty-sec-
ond enniversary at Steinway Hall, on the 14th.
From the report we learn the year's operations
have been as follows :

Total receipts $723,108 ; life directors consti-
tuted, 121; life members, 2,313 ; new suxiliaries
recognized, 107; whole number of auxiliaries,
2032 ; books printed at Bible House and in for-
eign lands, 1,305,347, inluding 315,525 Bibles,
643,336 Testaments, in about fifty diffevent lan-
gusges and dialects ; total issued and circulated,
in the year 1,187,194 ; Bible Bociety Record
circulated, 481,513 copies ; books sold, 904,282
—value $490,492 ; books donated, 105,179 —ve-
lue, £33,285. General resuit of canvassing—
families visited, 605,357; supplied, 83,380;
whole number of families visited in two years,
1,201,605, of whom 101,300 were without Bi-
bles.

Rev. Dr. George S. Savage, of Lexington,
Ky., spoke of the great destitution at the South,
which reached an average of twenty per cent. of
the population. In certain districts it attained
sixty and eighty per ceat. The spiritual desti-
tution was even greater than the material. Many
districts have no Bibles or Testaments whatever.
In spesking of the religious and educational ele-
vation of the freedmen, he eaid, they were slug-
gish and superstitious, snd slow in ressling the
consequences of their new position. Their ele-
vation, be thought, was a work of great delicacy.

The world hiss & bad fashion of making s terrible
sdo, keepiog up s comstercation, nursing aud
fassing cootinually, while sympatising friends,
mysteriously gibbering doctors, meddlesome
nurses, sud whispering watchers, and their mite
of influence to the wrong side, and sli becsuse
somebody is sick and needs rest. And the whole
mischief is traced to & false dogma in medical
science in reiation to the nature of discase. Au-
thors teach that disease is an entity, s thing
which travels about, pervades the air, penetrateg
our dwellings, and finally sttacks us; and  this
absurd phantssm is easily transmdgrified by the
unthiokiog muititude, (untbinking on this sub-
ject we mesn) into romething analogous to a
witch, s ghost, s goblin, fiend or demon, which
nothing but the dector’s poisons, dealt out by
\he doctor’s own-hand or pen, can pacify, eradi-
cate, exorcise, kill or cure. The charms and
amulets of the ancients were not more silly, aod
the necromency and pow-wows of the Indian
tribes of the present day sre not more ridiculous
(are predicated -on precisely the same false no-
tions of the mature of the disesse) than are the
drugging, sloppiog stuffiing, watching, and fret-
ting of the regular physicians to-day, and the
purses of the schosl.

Halifax Distriet Meeting.

The meeting of the Halifax Distriet Commit-
tee was held - according to appointment, on
‘Wednesday June Iith, and the two following
daysat Lower Horton. All the ministers were
present with the exception of the Bre'hren sta-
tioned in Bermuda. It is hoped that the com-
pleted returns will show a small increase in the
membership. Some of the dependent circuits
reported deficienciés whieh compared with the
amount of a minister’s salary, are heavy indeed,
in one case over $200. On the other band, the
Home Mission Fund was advancing, the con-
tributions from some circuits, Halifax North in

_ particular, being comsiderably larger than those
of last year. The Circuit Stewards were repre-
sented during the transaction of financial busi-
ness. It will be a good sign when all the stew-
ards in the District are present. They will feel
more the imiportance of their work, and as men
of business would by their suggestions and ad-
vice greatly aid in the arrangement of our fi-
nances.

The conversations on the state of the work of
God among us, and the discussion of various
conpexional affairs were of a deeply interest-
ing character. Though no formal action was
taked in these matters thcre was evidently a
pretty general conviction that it was desirable
to have separate Home Mission and Contingent
Funds, and that whoever could devise a satis-
factory plan for werking the Children’s Fund so
that it wouid have no more connection with the
number of Church members returned, than
it bas in many cases with the amount of Cir-

cuit income, would confer a benefit upon
the Connexion. The Superintendent of the
Circuit bad arranged to hcld his Home Mis-
sionary meetings so as to have the assistance
of the Brethren. The attendance at these was
larger than might bave been anticipated, for
the continuance of wet weather had interfered
sadly with farming operations, and the two fine
days were of necessity in an agricultural dis-
trict days of hard toil. The various addresses
were received with pleasing attention, and the
collections evinced the practical interest taken
in the movement. It was matter of regret that
owing to the shortness of the time, and the fact
that several of the Brethren had to leave for Con-
ference early this week, some felt compelled to
return home betore the business was quite com-
pleted: Oane candidate for our ministry wasre-
commended to the Conference to be received on
trial.

He was a no-
ble specimen of sanctified humanity. Since his
demise, we have been favored by the Presidency
of the eloquent W. L. Thornton, whose sudden
death, made many hearts to bleed ; we have also
bad Dr. Scott wko happily still survives. And
now, we have one in our midst, to represent our
fathers and brethren in England, whose fame
reached Canads, long, long ago, and who, dur-

been st Chicago sttending the Genersl Confer-
ence, where to use his own words, he proved
bimself to be * norenegade Eoglishman.” He
bas slso been st Indisnspolis, snd we believe
Cincinnatti, where he bas either presched or
Jectured, or botb. In Montresl, Cobourg, To-
ronto, snd Hamilton, be has officiated to Cense
crowds, snd last Ssbbath he dedicated s new
Church at Ottaws, and now we bave the Rev.
W. M. Panshen, M.A., ss the President of the
Methodist Conferences in the Dominion of
Canads.

An unusually large pumber of Ministers wes
present at the opening of Conference on Wed-
pesdsy morning ; the gallery of Sydenham St.
Ohurch was filled with strangers, all snxious to
bear the first words of the President. After the

solemn opeting services, and the calling of the
roll, the Rev. J. Elliott the retiring President
delivered a few words of farewell to his cffice,
and then, in & very graceful manner, introduced
Mr. Punshon, who was received with rapturous
applasuse. He delivered a telling, racy address,
for about 15 misutes, but, oh ! how swiftly the
moments fled away. He then called Dr. Taylor
(with whom your readers have some acquain-
tance) to take his place as Co-Delegate. Dr.T.
was received very heartily by his brethren who
always listen attentively to what he says, exoept
when he is lecturing them about Missionary
money, on such occasions, delinquents think
him a little stern. The Doctor begged to be
excused from making s speech, but the cries of
‘ no, no,” compelled him to do so. He gave
such an impromptu address, as you mey imagine.
It was like bimself.

The Rev. Charles Lavell, M. A., was elected
to the office ot Secretary. He was favored with
s large vote, and that too, at the first ballot.
Mr. L. is a Minister of 26 years standing, and
bas alwavs sbrunk from office, even from that
of Superintendent, but, last year, he was elected
Chairman of the District in which he travels,
and now, he has been awarded the highest office
which his brethren have at their disposal. We
bave reason to believe that he might sooner
bave bad this bonor, but, for ressome, before
stated. He is a good scribe, and wortty of his
position. We congratulate our old friend, whom
we are proud to see by the side of the eloquent
Taylor, and the illustrious Punshon.

Votes of thanks were then given to the retir-
ing President, and the Co-Delegate and Secre-
tary snd Assistants, all of which were duly ac-
knowleged, by which time, the Conference
Prayer-meeting was begun, which was a time of
refreshing.

The afternoon session was occupied by the
appointment of Committees, afid the examina-
tion of character. More than 600 names were
called over, and with the exception of one, who
was recommended by his District meeting to be
expelled, but little objection was made. On
declaring the act of expulsion, the President
made some appropriate remarks and prayed
that by the grace of God we might all be kept
pure.

The second day was taken up by various mis-
cellaneous matters, and receiving the names of
young men who have completed their probation
and are recommended to be received into tull
connection and ordained. Twenty-four bre-
thren bave thus honourably completed their
term of trial, and on Sabbath next will be pub-
licly ordained by the imposition of bands. The
names of young men still on trial were called
over, and the question, Who are recommended
to be received on trial ? was taken up, and soon
afterwards the Conference adjourned.

In addition to the Wesleyan Conference, the

Synod of the Presbyterian Cburch of Scotland
is sitting in Kingston. One evening in company
with some other brethren, your correspondent
visited that assembly of grave divines and elders.
Of course it was a perfect contrast to the Wes-
leyan Conference. All was calm and still as a
summer's eve. Our Presbyterian friends are
alarmed at the least attempt at incovation. At
the time of our visit they were gravely discuss-
ing the question whether the Sacrament of the
Lord’s Supper should be administered during
the sitting of the Bynod, and whether it should
take place on the Sabbath or some other day.
The matter was the subject of lengthy discus-
sion, and was not brought to a close when we
were obliged te leave. Of course we thought it
strange that a matter of this kind should be the
theme of such lengthy debate. We like to see
great earnestness manifested when there is a
danger of the old landmarks being disturbed,
but we should not think there was any need for
so much time to be consumed as in this case.
A few days ago we read that at a Presbyterian
Synod in the United States, a minister had
actually been expelled for singing hymns, They
seem to be determined to do as their fathers did.
In the Canadian Synod however, they resolved
to introduce hymns in connection with their
Psalmody.
By the t'me we write you again some of the
most important questions to be submitted to Con-
ference will be brought up. There is likely to
be considerable competition about the election
of Editor and Book Steward, but by that time
all will be over. We do not anticipate that
there will be any question that will be likely to
cause much difference of opinion, unless it may
be the division of Conference.

I have merely time to add, that the forenoon
session of the third day has just closed. The
principle business transacted, related to the re-
ception of young men on trial for the ministry.
Great care is exercised, lest unworthy candi-
dates should be recommended, and also lest
proper persons be kept back. We never re-
member to have seen greater care exercised at
any former Conference, than there was done to-
day. It seems to be the determination, that as
far as human foresight can judge, no unsuitable
person shall enter the holy ministry. During
the discussions several intercsting reminiscences
oi different Ministers, were stated, who had be-
come eminent, but who at their commencement,
were not the most promising. One who has
since deservedly received the title of D. D., was
pronounced to possess “ small but improvable ta-
lent.” Another, who is a prominent man in the
Conference of which he is a member, was de-
clared at the preaching of his trial sermon, to
be so poor, that he would never make a preach-
er. Yet another, who became President of
Conference, and who bas since gone to hus re_
ward in heaven, preached his trial sermon, from
the text “ It is finished ;” and afier repeating it
three times, sat down, without being able to say
another word. Ot course, all these incidents
were reviewed by the Conference with great
pleasure, and tended not a little to relieve the
monotory of the session. In all, some 28 young
men were received on trial, one of whom was
from the Pacific coast, the first recommended
from that far distant field of toil. He is a Ca-
nadian, but has been in Vancouver's Island
some five years, and has already been employed
as a school teacher among the Indians in Nani.
mo. Some of the natives informed the vener-
able Dr. Evans, that the said young brother
speaks the Nanimo language better than any
other white man they have ever had amongst
them.

Spurgeon, Newman Hall, and
’l‘nnshon-

We arrange the names of these three men in
the order in which we listened to them. They
are all Englishmen in the prime of life, and
leading preachers in their native isle. They are
all great men, whatever little detractions may
be made or preferences given by denominational
prejudice. No three men could move the En-
glish heart as these three men are now doing
unless they were men of extraordinary power.
Let us not hesitate then for a moment to give
them this honour ; by all means, * honour to
whom homour is due.” The two last named
bave visited our New World ; may we soon see
snd hear the first also in our pulpits and on our
platforms. But though these are three great
men, there are striking differences between
them. They resemble three noble trees of col-
lossal growth, but how different their shape !
They have basked in the same sunlight, breath-
ed the same atmosphere, sipped the same dews,
been drenched in the same rains and rocked by
the same storms ; but there is no sameness, there
has been no imitation. They may bave seen
each other, and admired each other, as doubtless
they have ; but their admiration has not even
blurred the finest edges or chipped the finest
angles of their respective individualities, And
they are mot only great men, but they are good
men ; thsnk God for them. What they might
have been to the world at the bar, on the bench,
or in the halls of legislature, it is not for us to
say ; but as they now stand before us, it is in
the light of goodness that we see and feel their
greatness. They have each enlarged views of
the dignity of man. They see him great in his
creation, great even in his fall, pracious in his
ruin.  Their life work, too, is one.  They see
man under a remedial scheme, where by the
application of truth to his comscience avd his
heart he may be saved for glory, honour and
immortality.

A glance at the external physique of this trio
prepares us to expect very different mental
manifestations. Newman Hall is a fine looking
man, rather tall, and well proportioned. I sup-
pose his features ars Grecian ; at any rate, his
forehead, eyes and mouth all bespeak refine-
ment and intellectual power. Spurgeon’s fore-
kead, though somewhat broad, is rather low, and
gives very little indication of mental calibre ; he
must etand about tbree inches below Mr. Hall,
and bas nothing at all prepossessing in his ap-
pearance. Punshoa’s appearance is that of a
jolly Englishman who both loves his beef and
gets it, but at first sight does not appear to have
read much or thought deeply, until he has got |
fairly into his subject, when his countenance .
lights up and all is a glow of enthusiasm. His
eyes are rather small, and recede rather than
protrude from their sockets.

In private, Newman Hall is gleesome asa
boy, very communicative, geatlemanly and win-
ning in his manners, and must be to those who |
are intimate with him a true Christian friend.
The prominent feature in his character is bene-
volence. In conversation, Spurgeon is- very
easy, disposed to ask questions rather thaa tell
you what is being done in the Tabernacle ; and
it is only now that you begin to discover a ro-
guish waggishness in his eyes, which tells you
that if he had been a frequenter of the bar-
room, he could have kept it in a roar of laugh-
ter, and sung a song and cracked a joke with
the most experienced loafer. We have seen Jess
of Punshon in private, but we should judge him
to be very genial in his nature ; his personal
friends say he is, yet we should expect to see
bim all in the fidgets at the appearance of any-
thing mean or cunning. He is one of pature’s
nobulity.

In the pulpit Newman Hall's voice is very
agreeable—well modulated snd bis action is all
perfectly natural. His language is free, simple,
no expletives, and chasely correct. As an extem-
poraneous style his is certsinly a model. Pun-
shon’s voice is much against him. Itis at best
husky, sometimes gruff, but his language is cull-
ed with the most scrupulous care. Here 1he
Methodist differs from the Congregationalist.
The correctness of the diction of the latter
stands forth amid all the surroundings of a natu-
ral ease and carelessness. The correctness and
beauty of that of the former is the result of pick
and choice. He is designedly beautiful—inten-
tionally classic. Spurgeon’s style is not at all
classical except in the sense in which Shake-
speare and the English Bible are. You soon
see that he is more of a self-made man than
either of the other two, and bas not enjoyed the
advantage of drill that they bave. His style is
colloquial, his language thoroughly Saxon, and
bhe is intensely earnest. But hear his voice—it
is not loud, yet clear and penetrating, and in its
multiplied variations is like the chiming of sil.
ver bells. .

Newman Hall is & Philanthropist. Spurgeon
is 8 Theologian. Punshon is a Religious Lec-
turer. Hall was in his element when on his late
mission of peace and love he visited our shores,
rubbing down the asperities of American feel-
ing, and talking with Mr. Seward at the break-
fast table about the adjustment of the Alabama
clsims. That mission has done much to weld in
gospel barmony the two greatest religious ms-
tions on the face of the.earth. Blessings on the
bead of the peace-maker ! Spurgeon is in his
element when be is ringing his silver bells at the
esr of a sinner, dead in trespasses and sins, or
helping a timid believer to buckle on his armor
and fight for the crown. Clinching the former
by the arm he shakes him, and rouses him up by
the announcement, “ Mas, I waut you to come
to Jesus !” Into the famting spirit of the latter
be infuses courage by pointing him to the hori-
zon already being reddened with the beams of
breaking dsy. Punshon feels thst the Methodist
pulpit is too small for him, and religious expe-
riences and love feasts too limited a sphere for
the range of his thoughts ; and in this age of
sham and blow-hard scoffers be takes the plat-
form with his manuseript lecture, and pours truth
on his sudience like a stream of Greek fire, in
which are commingled all the beauties of the
rainbew, that he may burm up the bad in our
Bature, and make us better men and better wo-
men. Welcome to our shores the Methodist
lecturer !

It is very like man’s way of lighting
up this dark world to do it by candles. Punshon
is no mean preacher ; a goodly number of his
sermons are now before the world, beautiful
specimens of classic Eoglish, and acting as re-
freshing May showers on the Church of Jesus
Christ. )

Newman Hall bas been known to the world
for quite a number of years, and as the succes-
sor of the Ven. Rowland Hill and James Sher-
man he stands high as a London preacher. He
is the author of several works, chiefly of a devo-
tional character, and they do great credit to his
head and to his heart. But it was the distress
in Lancashire growing out of the American re-
bellion, wben days were dark and triends were
fearful, that drew Mr. Hall more prominently
out as a philanthropist. Believing that that war
would be the death blow to slavery, and that
law and bumanity would gain the ascendency,
be threw his whole soul into the trouble, and by
stirring up the operatives to patience, and call-
ing the rich to come to the rescue, he has won
laurels that will never fade. C. H Spurgeon is
publishing all the year round. His sermons de-
livered to a congregation of 8,000 are taken in
short-band every Sunday, the proot is read on
Tuesday, and on Thursday morning they fly by
mail through the length and breadth of the land.
Occasionally both sermons are thus published,
but generally only the one preached in the
morning. Nine volumes have been re-publish-
ed in Boston. He edits the Swerd and Trowsl,
a monthly of a hundred pages, preaches when
in health at an average about five times a week ;
superintends his college with 80 students, and he
has just lately got up an Orphanage, capable of
maintaining 400 boys. The number of commu-
nicants in the Tabernacle is 3634, the increase
last year was 224. The preaching stations, sup-
plied by the young men, uumber 117, and the
annual expenditure of the college last year was
$27,115, The breadth of character that this
one man is devoloping, and the amount of work
he goes tirough is perfecily amazing. W.M
Punshon bas also been abundant in labors. He
bas published a volume of poetry, a masterly
lecture on Macaulay, aud quite a number of
sermons. In addition to his own regular work
as a City Minister he has for years past run all
over the country, preaching at anniversaries,
chapel-openings, etc., and now he comes amongst
us as the President elect of the Canada Confer-
ence. But it is as a lecturer that Punshon
proves himself a strong man, and the one on
% Daniel in Babylon,” is said to be amongst his
best. In matter it is weighty, full of good
thoughts, ennobling sentiments and good prac-
tical lessons for every day life. The grand fea-
tures in Daniel’s character are bronght out with
singular power and beauty. His fidelity to the
right ; his calm dignity and decision in the mid-t
of the most terrible perils; his fear of God and
fearlessness of man, and his greatness is shown
to be the outgrowth of his recret life of goodness.
In the elaboration of these points, poetry brings
ber flowers of choicest gdors, reason asserts her
sovereignty, and a gracefuligloquence extends
her richest treasures in vindfeation of the Baby-
lonian captive. , Skepticism is' exposed by a
a most withering sé¥tike. Now by sarcasm, and
then by irony, quiet but keen, irreligipn and
hypocrisy are undressed in suth a manner as to
make the sinner ashamed of limself. Through-
out the lecture there is a spfinkling of allusions
to claseic story, which a f t critic might
take excepfion to, as uvoii' of pedantry and
useless to a common audience ; but then since
Punsbhon has done it s0 well, why not Jet bim
take his own way ? He gives.us noble thoughts
in settings of thé finest gold ; and when We get
true gems we shall” met quariel with nature
about the mould in which she has shaped them.
We hope that W. M. Punshon’s visit to this
country may be productive of lasting good, and
that he with C. H. Spurgeon and Newman Hall
may long be spared to defend the great truths
ot our common salvation, feed the flock of Christ,
and gather in many as heirs of the believer's in-
heritance.

Mr. Punshon’s English Correspon-
dence.

We copy a portion of Correspondenee No. 1
from the Rev. W. Morley Punshon A. M, to
the Methodist Recorder, regretting that our
space will not allow us to insert the whole of
his interesting letter :

It was & work of no small diffieulty, and yeta
privilege of no common order to be permitied
to preach on two Sabbaths in the ship’s saloes.
On the first Sabbath we were at anchor in
Queenstown harbour, but on the second Sunday
we were coursing swiftly through the water, and
tbe motion of the vessel made you a Ritualist
against your will. Still,the motley gathering—the
crew (all of them who could be spated from du-
ty) dressed in their Sunday best, and groped in
the lower part of the saloon ; the passengers, of
different nations, babits, beliefs, modes of
thought, but all reverently gathered for the ac-
koowledgement of God, sud all apparently siz-
cere in their responses to the litany of prayer,
and respectful in their listening to the Word of
Life—made the services at once novel and im-
pressive. Our captain read the Liturgy—an
office which he never delegates to another ; and
right well he read it too—with a sonorous voice
and appropriate empbaais, to attain which many
an aathorised reader of the service on land might
well sit at his feet ; ond I endeavoured, after-
wards, to rouse my bearers and myself to Chris-
tian mazlinets and heroism. The * bread” thus
“ cast upon the waters,” may haply be * found
sfter many days.

A welcome awaited me before landing in New
York ; the provident kindness of some friends
in England had secured that I shonld be met on
the steamer, and the passage of my luggage
through the Customs facilitated. For this I was
very grateful, for the five or six hours’ waiting
before you can get fairly landed is irksome and
oppressive. The vessel could not enter the
dock, so all the luggage was discharged into
tug-bosts and by them landed in a long
shed, where they were put dowa higgledy-
piggledy, and it was the toil of an hour to dis-
cover and assort ome’s own. The cabmen of
New York are a small sutocrscy—lawless and
insolent, fixing their own charges, and those of

of nature than of volition. How far this invol-
untary action can be extended and how far car-
rio('l up into the higher plane of intelligence and
activity, we canmot say; but it is evident that

Yorkers complain (to each other—though they
would be silent to sn English stranger) that it
is one of the worst-psved cities in the world.
In the evening I went with my host to St
Paul’s Methodist Eplscopsl Church, s fine gar-
ble buildiog, which will seat about 1200 per-
sons. The week evening services, however, are
not held in the church, but in the lecture-room.
The lecture was brief—a pcinted and weli-rea-
soned exhortation to fidelity, based upon the
promise that * a faithful men shall be blessed
of the Lord.” After the lecture, the leaders
were cslled forward, and a prayer-meeting begar.
The minister kept oniy a nominal lead of the
meeting ; persons from the body of the room
starting a lively verse as the inspiration seemed
to promyt them, but the prayers were thought-
ful and fervent, and those who prayed had
power with God. The prayer-meeting in turn
resolved in a brief band-meeting, and withio
about a quarter of an hour five of the members,
male and female, bad spoken their experience.
It had the good, sound Methodist ring about it,
and I augured well for the Church whose imner
life was thus hesithy and abiding. Amongst
those who spoke at the band-meeting was the
wife of one of the bishops of the Methodist
Episcopal Church. Before the meeting broke
up I was introduced to the Church and made
welcome to Americsn soil, and all was done
with a frank and bearty brotherliness which
sffected me not a little.
There was to be on the following day the
dedication of a new and elegant church in Wil
liamsburgh, s suburb of the city on the Brook-
lyn side ; and the minister who was appointed
to preach in the evening was taken suddenly ill,
so the * lot fell upon Jonah ;” and as it.seemed
an emergency, I overcame my reluctance and
opened my commiesion in America in the Em-
pire City. The church is decidedly the most
elegant I bave ever seen. Bishop Janes intro
duced me kindly to the people, and I felt free-
dom and some measure of power in proclaiming
the Word of Life. There were several thinge
which struck me as novelties. Immediately in
front was a table for the reporter; to the right
of the tribune a pedestal, cn which was a beau-
tiful bouquet of flowers, The church was lighted
like the British House of Commons, and the
rays, stresming through colored glass, fell with
a softened lustre which was oheerful withou
being dezzling. The total cost of the church
was $200,000, or about £40,000. My only re-
gret about it is that five less expensive churches
bave not been built instead of this costly one, al-
though for the large accommodation of every kind
which-has been provided, tke money is not iil be-
stowed. On the basement is a large, cheerfu!
room, superbly furnished with carpets, mirrors,
pisno,&e.,which is called * the church parlour,’and
which is the common property of the members
Here monthly reunions are beld, and the ladier
assemble for Bible-classes, Dorcas meetings and
pow and then for cheerful evening intercourse
This “ church parlour” is getting to be one of
the institutions of American Methodism. The
Sabbath-school in connection with the church
« exoeeds,” as Bishop Janes saye, “ all that he
ever fancied.” Upon this feature of American
religious life I bave something more to say by-
and-bye. At present I have trespassed long
enough upun the attention of your readers, and
must cloee this desultory communication with &
warm ¢ God bless you all!” for England and
English Methodism.

To speak well you must be * enrapport” not
ouly with your own mind, but with your subject
and your sudience. It is really wonderful that
this copnection is so rarely complete, and thet
such mishsps gome from its absence. Some-
times you are put of joint with yjourself, and
your mind séemis no more to lump with your
tongue than the mind of the maa in the moon,
and you feel that you have no hold of yourself,
Again your thought, although quite active in s
certain way, does not emter into the subject, and
you are very much like s esger borseman who

wants to ride, but finda the horse refusing to be
mounted, or, wh o i unted, insisting upon
s anding stilLop ing the luckless rider over

his bead. }m‘ moreover, when you and
your subject get on very.well together, you fail
to conneet with the audience, and without hav-
ing any positive qusrrel with them, you find
yourself as far apart as if they were a thoussnd
miles off. You will use every means to estab-
lish the true relation, to keep your own mind
ready at your call, to make it dwell fuithfully
upon such leading principles as are fundamental
to all important subjects, and to take vital io-
terest in the men, not such as belong to your
clique only, but in men as men in all the various
tempers and conditions of the common lot. He
is happy who masters this connectioa thoroughly,
and agrees with his own soul, his subject, and
bis audience. He is the good rider who is mas-
ter of himself, his good steed, and the road, and
be goes forth conquering and to conquer.

Sowe very interesting and curious phenomena
occurs when this *rapport” is complete, and
some of the signs tbat spiritualists ascribe to
supernatural agency are constant attendants of
good extemporaneous speaking. A strange,
snd cbeering, and powerful influence rises up
within the speaker, and is met and quickened
by the sutject and the occasion. The calmer he
is, and the less elcvated and blown about by
passion, the more prefoundly he is inwardly
moved. Thoughts and emotions come to him of
themselves without painful seeking, and the sub-
Ject opens itself to him as if it were a part of hie
own brain and heart. Words and sentences of
unusual fitoess and besuty come to bim of them-
sclves without fatigue of voice or exhaustion of
brain or merve. A remarksble bond grows up
between spesker and hesrers; the audience
light up a mild glow, and a lambent brightness
almost transfigures each hesd in the spesker’s
eye; while the whole sssembly seems to be in-
formed with onme life, and the thousand souls are
drawn together as one spiritual body.

Ihave talked with a great many distinguished
extempore speakers, and while they are almost
universally reluctant to trust to any marvelous
influences, and disposed to insist upon careful
thought and frequent and exact writing to guard
against looseness and repetition, they allow that
there is something in their best oratorical experi-
ence that passes their understanding. Carpenter
the physiologist, spesks of what he calls “ yncon-
scious cerebration,” or states in which the brain
works without amy conscious effort to do it, and
without any consciousness of what it is doing
of itself, as when a man wakes in the morning
and finds his thinking much in advance of where
be left it when be went to sleep, or even some
bard problem solved or knotty questions ans-
wered. The cause of the pher.omena undoubt-
edly lies somewhere in those organs that are al-
lied to the heart and stomsch and lungs, and
are moved by the sympathetic nerves, so as to

For
instance, if you desire to make a large tart and
have only half & pint of raspberries to make it
with, how would you mansge it ? Raspberries
are expensive to buy, and go no-way.”

« Ab, well, I cannot tell. I must go without
it, I suppose.”

« Not so ; you have only to mince the rbubarb
very small, wash it well before, and particularly
after miacing; stir up the sugsr with it, and
bake it till eoft ; then, when cold, stir in your
raspberries, make your tart, and bake it only
sufficiently long to cook the paste. The rasp-
berries are sure to be dressed emough. My
aunt used to say there were many contrivances
which expensive cooks made their empioyers
pay for, but never had. Many things can be
made from rhubarb of which an inexperienced
person would never dream.

« From rhubarb you may mske what would
be taken for ¢ preserved ginger,’ a simple, inex-
pensive, and pleasant sddition to the desert.

% You may boil rhubarb snd black-currants
together till yoa bave extracted the juice from
both ; then strain it through two sieves of a dif-
ferent fineness; then boil it with its weight in
sugar, and you have black-currant jelly. Flavor
the simple juice of rhubard with lemon-peel
and stick cinnamon, and you have quince jelly.
Flavor it slightly with lemon and almozd flavor-
ings, and you have spple<jelly.

“ Boil the simple juice with sugar only, and a
small portion of treacle, till it is dark and thick,
and you have the best coloring imaginable for
gravies and soupe.

« Again, boil the juice with an equal quantity
of loaf-sugar and some red-currants ; straio it,
and when boiling drop in singly some ripe
strawberries, and a more delicious addition to
dessert in winter cannot be put on the table.
In fact, the capabilities of rhubarb are so various
that they can scarcely be enumerated.

¢ There are a few things you must observe ;
an important one is, for mixing with any fruit,
the juice must be first extracted by boiling with-
out sugar, snd then be strained. This is now
the basis or foundation upon which to build
other flavors, other deceptions, for the admix-
ture is no less ; but, unlike most others, the de-
oeit is incapable of being discovered.”

“ But how can you make artificial ginger ?”
I asked ; ** for prepared ginger is a weakness of
mine.”
