THE HURON AND ONTARIO SHIP 
CANAL.

It eeeme to us that the promoters of this 
scheme have taken a very injudicious course 
in selecting one member of the Ontario 
Government, as an object of attack, by way 
of revenge for the action of the Government. 
Such proceeding has, very naturally evoked 
opposition and we have at once two part.es, 
the <»ae promoting the objects of the Com­
pany, and the other as tailing the whole 
scheme, as well as its supportera, with fact anu 
argument which defy successful rebuttal. The 
petition which not a few merchants and promi­
nent men signed, received the signatures ol 
many who never troubled themselves to ex­
amine the scheme until this parus in warfare 
broke out, ami c maequently. we find some of 
those who numborvd thomeelvus among the 
supporters of die Company, now its serin 
antagonist». Hence, we think, » blunder ha* 
been committed and the promoters of the 
scheme have only themselves to tliank for it.

Mr. Chisholm’s statements raise s distinct 
issue. The Canal Company's pamphlet claims 
that the pro j «used Canal would save, in the 
carrying of grain from Chicago to New York, 
a distance of 460 miles. Mr. Ch.ehelm gives 
i urea to show that only 340 miles would be

saved. Mr. T. C. Keefer, in his report on 
the Lake Sci&og route, places the shortening 
of distance ai 250 miles.

The question of probable revenue is also 
discussed, the c inclusions arrived at being 
unfavourable! to the project. Were a vessel 
to pa i each ■ way through the Canal, every 
hour, night qnd day for seven months, carry­
ing 3,27b.lM>ton% at 8J cents per t«, there 
would be a iqss of $779,200. But it is avert­
ed on go-»d authority, that at the toll of SO 
cents, not one re«sel <>r steamboat would 
pass througn.

Ci to be rapidly diminishing, as the necessity 
met more apparent for obtaining a fair rate of 
profit ou everything sold, instead, of making 

some article, like tea, a kind of scapegoat to bear 
the sins of others.

The statistical position of sugar at the la-ginning 
of 1868 was a strong one, hut the margin for the 
refineis’ profit was insufficient, while their stocks 
of manuiact.ired goods were large. The result 
was that the refiners were completely out of the 
market, and a fall in raw sugar natural iy followed, 
and daring January, and no to the middle of 
February, amounted to no less than 3s. per cwt. 
took place, to be followed in Man h by renewed 
depresmou, when the new West 1 n-ha sugars lie­
rai! to arrive. The statistical liositioii of allairs, 
however, continued strong, and an opinion began 
tv lie entertained that the produce markets would 
be the first to profit by a revival from the etfects 
of the panic, and that sugar would be one of the 
first articles most affected, as the stocks were 
email, while prices were low. It apjwared also 
that the stocks in the United States were ex­
hausted, so that the early shipments from the 
West- Indies would lie diverted from Europe. 
Owing to the small turnout of the beet crop it 
was evident also that the continental refiners 
Would nut send much of their produce here. 
Although t ic promise of the European West In­
dien crops was very good, these considerations, 
aided by news t f a tern tie hurricane in Mauritius, 
and of great damage to the crop, led to a rise 
during April and the first half of Slay of 3s. 6d. 
per CWt. In the meantime the void in the Unittd 
States stocks had been pretty well filled, and sup- 
pâ .es from the large crops began to jiour in here, 
while the grocers jiersisted in a curious hand-to­
rn >uth policy, which completely baffh-d the efforts 
Wf speculators A fall then commenced, followed 
hr a depression and a continuous d vline in prices 
which has lasted Jo th- present time. This has 
•sly been relieved by fears in the autumn of in­
jury Vi the beet croj-s by drought and by rumors 
ef the damage to be done to the next Cuban crop 
by the rising in the island, and by the not im-

Cliable emancipation of the slaves. The cata- 
ue ol su ecssive falls continued through nearly 
seven months would lie wearisome, and it is suf­

ficient to say that the general raw sugar market 
closed Cd to Is. lower than at the end of 1 *-67. 
Fmegrocery sugars which, however, are too rarely 
to lie nad to affect prices, and which are therefore 
not included in ordinary market reports, are fully 
Is. dearer. Refiners' moist sugars arc ou the 
average. 2s. cheaper, but the absence of foreign 
competition, owing to the smallness of the present 
and last beet cro|« has enabled them to maintain 
the price of their stove.I sugars, at the same point 
as at he end of 1867.

regard to the prospects of the market, the 
1 eleia-principal element of uncertainty ia the condition 

of Cuba, which still remains very unsettled. At 
present we are not disposed to attach importance 
to the insurrection in the island, but should it 
reach larger firopmtions, the otit-tur., of sugar 
would no doubt he reduced. The possible de­
crease, however, we regard as too problematical 
to affect prices, at present, in a commodity af­
fect*! by so many causes. The beet crops will 
again show a decrease, or only a slight increase, 
while the news from the British West Indies 
and Mauritius is not very good at jiresciit. So 
far, therefore, probabilities are somewhat in favor 
ef prices; but, on the other hand, the consump­
tion not only here, hut in all the prinvi|«il mark­
ets, taking them together, shows a considerable 
decrease, amt no immediate proejiect of a revival, 
whife the stock*, already in excess, will shortly be 
reinforced by the new "West Indian crops; tliere 
will, in all probability, be a considerable increase 
in the jwodnee of I»uisiana, which indeed will, 
it ia said, !>e double tliat of last year, although

not nearly up to the average yield before the 
civil war. Should Culs» settle -(own, an even 
larger crop than the last (which yielded an excess 
of no less than 150,000 tons) is locked for, while 
while we do not place much reliance uu the frag­
mentary crop rejiorts which come froln the XV est 
Indie*, and prefer to wait for actual results. 
The refiners also are not likely to by heavy buyers; 
and, on the whole, it Seems to u$ tliat thy im­
mediate prosjiect of th* price of raw sugar is 
downwards. So one, howcVcr, jin preteud to 
foretell for any lengthen--.1 period fhe,coursa of a 
market dependent entirely on the Weather in fifty 
different conn tries, and on the fery uncertain 
issue of the troubles in Cul-a.

There has been no very marked !advance in 
sugar machinery during the past year, and "Dif­
fusion" and Mr. Fryers C'oncreter are stiH the 
principal subjects of discussion amqng plahters. 
The late controversy as to the desirability of cul­
tivating the beet in England for sugar purjios, s, 
and its practical result in Mr. Du nans experi­
mental factory at Lavenham, as well as tin- suc-factory at
cessful introduction of its cultivation into the 
United State»—the only stronghold bf thej cane 
left, besides fcngland—together with the gradual 
progress of the sugar industnr on tire Continent, 
are surelv suffirent to induce tbe closfcst attention 
to possiide improvements on the port of cane 
growers. Tie wonderful results of : eentril fac­
tories in the French West Indies, and thu great 
dividends paid by them, contrasted with tjte ab­
ject and almost retrogressive (*>sition ujT our 
islands, are at last, we trust, attracting greater 
attention among our colonists. The ver* im­
portant question of improving the csfue by Selec­
tion has been taken up in earnest ill Mauritius, 
where the plant appears to be exhausted, and in 
the West In-li.-s tue -iquestion of adopting the 
Salar.gorv ••aue is also lieing discussed., Whfit can 
be done by care in cultivation in manufacture is 
shown by the recent complete tniiil'ormatfou of 
Guadeloupe, and on a lesser scale by our ow n 
colony of Dennrara, where the yield haw-been 
raised from one to two tons per a-ie, while its 
sugar, from being the by-word of our] market, has 
assume-l the first place in it. The large jwopor- 
tion of raw white crystals, equal to the refutes 
now made in the French Islands, raises the ques­
tion whether the easy further step of putting up 
moulds and making loaf sugar cannot lie carried 
out. Already in France loaf sugar is made-direct 
from the lieet at a less cost than raw sugar under 
the old pro' ess, and the question has at length 
arisen whether sugar refiners are not as unoc-es- | 
sary as a fifth wheel to a coach, and w het fier, in j 
the course of time, they will not disa|-p<ar. This 
however, will nut, we trust, become a practical 
question for many years, as the refilling tiatfe hat- 
been anything but a brilliant one of late.

The refiners, generally, have been dissatisfied 
with the result of their labors during the past 
year, ami, although the jiosition of the loaf sugar 
makers is no doubt much better than it was a* 
year ago, the pieces makers have still considerable 
cause for complaint, The London refining trade 
trade is certainly not a a flourishing branch ol 
industry at present, while rumors of difficulties 
among the Clyde refiner», in the course of the 
year, have shown that their apparently wonderful 
pros|siritv did not extend to the whole trade. In 
fact, in these days of cumis-tition,; sugar refining 
is no longer a sleepy Hollow where things can 
jog easily along, but, on the contrary, it has be­
come a trade which only keen men of business can 
make nay. It is to tie regretted, jtherefort, that 
so little improvement in the processes of the Lon­
don refiners is to he rejionrd, ami that they still 
persist in their obsolete mode of manufacture, and 
in refusing to meet the wants of the time. As 
this is the case, however, it is by no means sur­
prising that the proportion of the sugar trade done 
by London continues to decrease.
