——Ottawa, April 26.—It is officially an-

In January of 1917 the British Govern-
ment arranged the issue of a war loan of
unlimited amount in India, to be raised
during 1917 and 1918. Chancellor of the
Exchequer Bonar Law later stated in the
House of Comnfons that the amount ex-
pected to be raised in India was one hun-
dred million pounds sterling.

——Paris, April 28—The Matin says
that news has been received at British
headquarters that Lieut. William Leefe
Robinson, the aviator, who destroyed a
Zeppelin, is not dead, but a prisoner in
Germany. Lieut. Robinson’s gasoline
ran out and he was obliged to land within
the German lines. £

A German official statement received in
London on April 13 said that Lieut.
Robinson’s machine was shot down on
April 5 by a Germah battle airplane.
Lieut. Robinsan won the Victoria Cross by
bringing down a Zeppelin during a raid
on London last fall. It was the first feat
of the kind to be performed in the war.

——London, April 30—A solemn ser-
vice will be held in Westminster Abbey
on Monday, July 2, as a celebratien of the
fifty years of Canadian Confederation and
a memorial for those Canadians fallen in
the war. The King hos expressed
approval of the proposal and will attend
with the Queen.

SAINT ANDREWS, NEW BRUNSWICK, SATURDAY, MAY 5, 1917

An Act to authorize the Town Council of the Town of Saint Andrews to
provide a Public System of Waterworks.

Be it enacted by the Lieutenant-Gevernor and Legislative Assembly
as follows :-

1. The Town of Saint Andrews is hereby authorized and empowered to provide,
install, operate and maintain a system of waterworks for fire protection, sanitary, domestic,

! commercial, industrial and other uses and purposes for and within the said Town of Saint

Andrews and the adjoining district.

2. For the purpose of procuring a suitable and adequate supply of water for the
purposes aforesaid, the said Town is authorized and empowered to obtaifl and take water
directly from natural sources of supply available under the terms of this Act, and to provide
pumps, pipes, mains, conduits and reservoirs necessary or pedient for procuring and
storing such water, as “‘well.as, for distributing and delivery@s’tems therefor ; or at the
discretion of the Town Council, may enter into contracts, undertakings and agreements
with any person or persons, company oI companies, corporation or corporations, for the
supply and delivery of water to the town for distribution, use and service by or through
pipes and a distributing system to be provided, operated and maintained by and under the
authority and control of the Town Council.

3. For the purpose of obtaining said supply of water, and of locating and

completing the said water system, taking levels, making plans, searching for water, or for
any purpose under this Act, the Town Council is authorized and empowered to enter upon
all or any lands within the limits of the said Town or within the Parish of Saint Andrews
or the adjoining Parish of Saint Croix, and to enter upon the shore, margin or bed of any
stream, pond or lake within the said Town or Parish of Saint Andrews or Parish of Saint
Croix, and to build dams, reservoirs and other works, and sink wells wherever the said
Council may deem it necessary, and to take from such streams, ponds or lakes, or wells,
or from any one or more of them, such quantity or quantites of water as the said Town
Council may deem necessary. The Mayor, Aldermen, or any or either of them, and the
engineers, workmen, servants, agents or employees of the said-Town shall have full power,
and they aré hereby authorized from time to time as occasion may require to enter upon
any lands or tenements, occupied or unoccupied, within the said Town or within either of
the Parishes aforesaid and remain as long as they may deem necessary for the proper
execution of the work or otherwise, and make all such excavations on the premises as they
may deem expedient, and take up and remove any walls, fences or erections whatsoever,
doing no unnecessary damage thereto, and replacing and restoring the same so far as may
be reasonably practicable on the tequisite work being performed or accomplished.
4. It shall be lawful for the Town Council of the said Tewn from time to time
for any of the purposes in this Act mentioned and for repairing, altering, adding to,
improving or extending any works constructed hereunder to dig up and open any of the
roads, streets, highways, and other lands within the said Town and within the Parishes
aforesaid when necessary, and to keep the same open for such reasonable time as may be
necessary to cause reservoirs, tanks, hydrants, leaders, pipes, service connections, plant and
other works to be laid and placed on and under such roads, streets, highways and other
places, and the said Town shall continue to be the owner of all such reservoirs, tanks,
hydrants, pipes, connections, jplant and other works which may from time to time be
constructed or placed under the authority of this Act, notwithstanding that the same Thay
be laid or built under or upon any highway or other property not belonging to the said
Town ; provided, however, that when the highways outside of the said Town have been
broken up or opened, the repairs thereof shall be made subject to the supervision and
approval of the supervisor of roads or such other officer as may have charge of highways in
the road division in which such breaking up or opening takes place.

" 5. Whenever, under thé provisions of this Act, the_said Town shall acquire,

enter upon, take, divert or use any property or property right, real or personal,
compensation therefor shall be paid to the owner or party entitled by the said Town as
may be mutually agreed between the Town and said owner or party entitled, and in case
of @gsagreement between the Town and the owner or party entitled to damage or
compensation, the same shall be determined by three arbitrators, one to be chosen by the
Town and one by the said owner or person entitled, which two arbitrators so chosen shall
chose a third arbitrator, and in case of their not agreeing in such choice within ten days
after their appointment, then it shall and may be lawful for the Lieutenant-Governor-in-
Council for the time being to appoint a third arbitrator, and the award and determination
of the said arbitrators or of any two of them, shall be final and conclusive and binding in
respect of matters referred to them, also in respect to awarding costs and expenses incurred
in connection with such arbitration.
6. The said Town Council is hereby authorized and empowered to pass and enact
ordinances, by-laws, rules and regulations, not inconsistent with law, to determine,
prescribe and regulate the prices, rents and rates to be charged or assessed for water
supplied by works contemplated by this Act, and to provide the manner in which, the
time or times, and the Town official to whom such prices, rents and rates are to be paid,
and by whom collected, and for enforcing collection and payment, for regulating the supply
of water, for preventing waste, vending or improper use or disposal of the same, to
prescribe fines and penalties for violation or infraction of such by-laws, rules and
regulations, for the general management and working of said waterworks and plant, and
generally in regard to every matter or thing necessary or expedfent in order efficiently to
regulate, govern, control or direct the carrying out of the purposes of this Act, in order to
secure to the inhabitants of the said Town.or defined districts thereof and vicinity a
continuous and ample supply of water.

7 The Town Council is hereby authorized and empowered at any time or times hereafter to
pass a resolution or resolutions, a by-law or by-laws, declaring that it is expedient in the interests of the
Town to borrow money necessary to pay for all such works and properties as may be acquired,
constructed, established, or about to be acquired, constructed or established, under the provisigps of this
Act, such money to be used and applied for the purposes indicated in such resolutions or by-laws ; and
to isstie debentures of the said Town therefor, with coupons attached for interest at a rate not exceeding
five per centum per annum, payable semi-annually to the holders thereof, in such form as the Town
Council may deem expedient, redeemable at or within forty vears from the date of such debentures
respectively, which said debentures and coupons shall be in accordance with and subject to the provisions
of ““The Municipal Debentures Act "', Chapter 6, 1 George V, 1911, and amendments, except as by this
Act otherwise specially provided, and shall not exceed in the whole for principal the sum of Sixty Five
Thousand Dollars, ($65,000.00). The said debentures may be made at one time and of the same date
and issue, or at different times and by separate and distinct series or issues, and redeemable serially or
otherwise, and may be issued and sold, or deposited and pledged as collateral security for temporary
loans under direction of the Town Council, as funds are required for waterworks purposes. The' option
and right may be reserved and stated in said debentures, or any of them, of calling in and redeeming
the same at any stated time or times previous to the maturity thereof. ,

- 8. In addition to such moneys as may be appropriated thereto from water rates ‘and
revenues and from funds available from other sources as hereinafter provided, the Town Council is
hereby authorized and required to cause to be levied, assessed and collected annually, such further sum
or sums as may be necessary to make due provision for payment of interest accruing due upon debentures
issued and outstanding under this Act, and for a sinking fund sufficient to redeem and pay the principal
of said debentures at maturity thereof, as provided by the Municipal Debentures Act, or for the serial
redemption thereof as they mature, and an appropriate and sufficient assessment therefor shall be
annually ordered and levied upon and within that part of the said Town comprising the fire district
thereof as at present defined, and such assessment shall be made in like mannér and at the same time or
times as other assessments are or may be regularly or specially assessed and levied, with the usual
percentages and allowances.

9. As the system of waterworks provided under this Act may hereafter be extended and made
available in or through other portions of the said Town of Saint Andrews, and for the purpose of such
extensions it shall be competent for the Town Council from time to time to require and direct that such

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PROGRESS OF THE WAR
g
[April 26 to May 2]

NOTHER week has been added to
.\ the period of the long-drawn-out
war, and on land the Entente Allies have,
for the most part, strengthened - their
position. The situation at sea gives them
less cause for satisfaction.

On the Western front fierce fighting
was almost continuous throughout the
week from Lens to the Meuse, and: both
British and French were enabled to make
advances in the face of the strongest
resistance. The objective points of Lens,
Cambrai, St. Quentin, and Laon were not
quite reached by the Entente Allies, but
the distance separating them therefrom
was much lessened. Casualties appear to
have been very heavy on both sides, but
with a lesser number in favor of the
Allies.

There was very little news of hostilities
during the week on any of the Russian
fronts, and no changes in positions were
reported except in Turkish Armenia,
where the Russians evacuated Mush,
which was reoccupied by the T' urks.

Reports were received of a further
advance during the week of the British
forces in Mesopotamia under General
Maude, the Turks having been driven
further up the Tigris to a point ten miles
north of Samarra.

Of the campaigns in Palestine, Egypt,
and East Africa the week was practically
without news.

The Balkan campaign appears to have
developed more activity, especially on the
Macedonian front, but no extensive
changes in positions were announced.
Greece and its government continued to
be the source of conjecture, even the
abdication of the King being forecasted ;
but nothing definite as to the future
transpired. The censorate on all news
from the Balkans is very rigid.

Of the Austro-Italian campaign but
little information was given out during
the week, though activity was reported
on most of the front, and in the waters of
the upper Adriatic.

Minor naval engagements took place
during the week and are referred to in
another column under “News of the Sea,”
where will also be found reports of some
of the losses to shipping inflicted by
German submarines. The submarine
menace is the most serious one the
Entente Allies, the British especially, have
had to meet so far; and it is not at all
unnatural that some impatience should be
felt with the British Navy’s inability to
suppress it or to lessen its potency. The
best and only thing to do is to rely upon
the Navy, which is certain to find a way
out of the present difficulty.

The Conference at Washington of
American, British, and French leaders is
the most inpiring event of the war, and
the news of its doings and decisions is
eagerly looked for. One revelation has
been made in regard to the most pressing
needs of the Entente Allies, the fact that
the British want shipping and the French
want men. These America will supply
in great and increasing quantities.

Guatemala announced her support of
America in the war with Germany ; and
there are indications that one or all of the
Scandinavian Kingdoms would throw in
their lot with the Allies. The position of
all neutrals becomes daily more difficult ;
and it would seem as though the war was
destined to involve the whole world as
belligerents.

Details of the happenings in Europe on
Labor Day, May 1, are still lacking; and
it is not unlikely that the strikes among
the workmen in Germany and Austria
have been much more serious than the
announcements so far indicate. The true
object of the whole war is being brought
forcibly to the understanding of all people.
It is a war for freedom' and justice, and
for the rule of the people as against auto-
cracy and military domination. The
people must win.

Yesterday (Friday) afternoon
Premier Foster and Minister of Agricul-
ture Tweddale held a conference in
Fredericton of the leaders in agricultural
work to consider and discuss the necessity
for an increased production. We regret
our inability to accept the invitation to
send a representative to the conference.
Major Tilley’s letter and the Govern-
ment conference are timely, and they
hardly need the endorsement of any news-
paper ; for the fact that farm produce is
scarce and dear is so well known in the
country, must appeal to every person
engaged in agriculture to use his best
efforts to increase the production of the
soil. We have not only to feed our own
people who, for one reason or another,

PROHIBITION

’l‘HE Provincial Prohibition Law came

into operation on Tuesday last, May
1, in all parts of New Brunswick not
under the Canada Temperance Act. The
St. John papers in the last days of April
contained graphic accounts of the closing
out in that City of the licensed liquor
houses, wholesale and retail. The
patrons of those establishments made
heavy purchases for future requirements
when supplies will be difficult to obtain.
Those who are charged with the duty of
enforcing the new law must be greatly
impressed with the fact that a very large
number of respectable people do not want
the law enforced against themselves, how-
ever it may be made to apply to the other
fellow. So long as wines and liquors are
made this condition will exist. Already
the absolute prohibition in Russia has had
to give place to limited sales of wines and
spirits; and it is no rash venture into the
realms of prophecy to state that in the
end Russia will adopt a license law per-
mitting the sale of liquor under adequate
restrictions. We believe that some such
law will be devised, eventually, that will
secure a world-wide adoption. Absolute
prohibition of the sale of liquor in any
part of the world so long as it is obtain-
able in any other part, is absolutely im
possible.

BETTER DEAD

-

The fact that print-paper has tripled in
value since the beginning of the war has
produced in France a number of vexatious
official restrictions on the size of news-
papers and talk of more and worse. Itis
whispered that presently the dailies will
be cut down to one page—except, of
course, the Jonrnal Ofiiciel, the French
version of the Congressional Record. That
is to have thirty-six pages to accommodate
the fervid eloquence of members of
Parliament. Pessimists affiliated with
the publishing business in Paris have
even suggested that things will before
long come to a pass where ‘“newspaper
‘cards” will be issued—cards which entitle
each citizen to one single newspaper a
day—a Government newspaper, of course.
Meantime it seems that one journal has
actually profited by the paper famine. It
is like this:

At the beginning of the war an enter-
prising newspaper proprietor wanted to
start a big new magazine. For that pur-
pose he bought up hundreds of tons of
paper. He also did a lot of advertising,
and actually started the magazine. For-

cautious offensive the big magazine beat
a hasty retreat from the field. When it
died in 1915 that magazine represented a
loss, we will say, of $50,000. But in 1916
the dead magazine represented a loss of
only $25,000. And in 1917, after béing
dead for z year and several ~months
it actually brought in a profit of
$10,000 to its owners. What had happen-
ed was that the stock of paper which had
been provided for the venture had been
sold at an advance of something like 400
per cent on the original cost-price.

Which recalls the saying attributed to
Edmond Rostand that the best newspapers
are often those which are dead.—New
York Evening Post. 50

RED CROSS SOCIETY

The Red Cross Society will pack a box
of supplies for shipment to St. John, at
its next meeting, and members are asked
to bring their fimshed work to All Saints
Schoolroom on Wednesday next as soon
after 3 p. m. as possible. The April
Bulletin of the Society has just been
received by this branch and the following
extract is taken from it:

“There is no need to tell our readers
that when our armies are actively engaged
with the enemy, the stores of the Red
Cross are in urgent request. During the
winter there is comparatively little
activity and few casualties; with the
spring all is changed.

“This winter, Canadian women have
not sent to the Red Cross-such a large
quantity of supplies a8 in the previous
year, while the number of our Canadian
troops has greatly increased, and the scale
of their operations will be of undreamed
of magnitude during the next few months.
“Urgent cables from England tell the
story of the fear of our representatives
lest our snpplies run short, and the suffer-
ings of sick and wounded be thereby un-
necessarily increased.

“We have most fortunately been able
to make such arrangements for the trans-
portation of Red Cross stores as will
enable us to accept shipment of all suit-
able supplies, but we urge workers to
confine themselves to making what we
ask for.

“We append a list of articles required.
Fall particulars concerning them will be
found in “War Work for Spring,” and we
call upon all women to respond to this
appeal for the supplies which alleviate
the sufferings of the men who have risked
life and health for us.

“The following supplies are required:

In unlimited quantities : Socks; Union
flannel shirts with collars; pyjamas;
dressing gowns; housewives, towels;
pillow-slips, sheets; gauze and cotton in
bulk ; bed-socks.”

The St. Andrews branch has done good
work, but its roll of membership could
easily be increased. The entrance fee of
25 ct8 is not exorbitant. New workers will
be most cordially welcomed.

He has wonder-
ed how men who are not at all well
dressed have so much money to spend on
drinks, and how men who do not look
clever enough to have risen very high in
any occupation have enough time at their
commarnd to wander in and out of these
bars morning and afternoon. He could
not very well ask them, so he hasremain-
ed in ignorance. There can be no doubt,
however, that the majority of customers

afiected by White and Mapleson are de-
scribed to perfection. The shining
mahogany, the mirrors, the brass rails,
the ugly ornaments are all there, and with
all those things the accomplishments of
the staffiin ministering to the regular cus-
tomers throw over everything an air of
hospitable goodwill and a kind of free-
masonry. Mr. Aumonier suggests the
atmosphere in a few words. Take Mrs.
Wylde, the manageress, for instance, pre-
scribing the exact mixture of whisky and
peppermint which will best suit Maple-
son’s complaint when he appears in the
morning, with his pills and cloves, not
feeling quite * thumbs up.” Or take the
barmaids, Nancy and Olive, with their
flaxen hair and understanding ways. One is
a teetotaler, as she “hates the muck,” and
is for ever brewing herself cocoa. The
other drinks cocoa, but also sometimes
stout. To be served by Mrs. Wylde isa
treat that happens only to favored de-
votees of the bar. But the special mys-
tery of bars is all encompassed in the fol-
fowing few words :—

whom you may see at any given moment
in any bar—hotel bars apart, for there
must be many birds of passage in these—
have been there often before. They have
the air of knowing the place and of being
known. They sit in a chair, &r corner,
as though they had a right to sit there,
and would challenge all. who disputed it.
They are on terms of familiar goodwill
with the proprietoror the barman and
the barmaids. The casual visitor who
would like to think that his social arts
are equal toemergencies may contemplate
with stupefaction the ease, assurance,
and impertinent daring of the men who
have good bar-side manners. He con-
fesses with humility that this kind of
thing is beyond him. He would trip with
uncertainty or nervousness at the first
attempt to imitate. A common spectacle,
in the writer’s memory, is that of a very
common-looking man who has something
of uncommon importance to impart to an
acquaintance. He moves his hands with
emphatic gesticulations such as can be
seeén nowhere outside bars or the con-
yersations of bookmakers ; he whispers in
a strained voice into the ear of his
listener, who wags his head slowly in
confirmation.  Evidently the matter is of
the utmost moment and highly confiden-
tial, and the writer has known jealousy
on these occasions, reflecting that no one
has ever conveyed to him communications
of such vast import. In bars important
secrets are evidently habitual.

The life and manners of bars and
taverns which have been long established
in London (and it is probably so in all the
large commercial towns) are sO distinct
and, in one sense, impressive, that it is
remarkable that they have not been
studied more by writers in search of a
fresh background for flction. Perhaps
they have been so exploited. If so, we
are ignorant of it. In any case, a corres-
pondent has directed our attention to a
remarkable short story in the Century
Magazine for October, 1915, by Mr. Stacy
Aumonier. Here we find the bar-life
presented with something like perfection;
and, indeed, the whole story seems to us
to be one of the best short stories we have
ever read in English. It is rather sordid
—though that word has been generatly
used in a condemnatory sense, which we
do not intend—and very sombre. We
confess to a liking for cheerful art and
solutions that are not depressing ; but ‘in
the - Dostoievsky-like field in which Mr.
Aumonier moves he acquits himself with
absolute precision command of himself
and his material. To usitis particularly
illuminating, because it throws its light,
but still a special and vivid light—on the
mysteries of bar habits and bar frequen-
ters. The scene described is emphatically
true, as the present writer knows, because
he has seen it. The deductions to be
.nade from the story are truly depressing,
and here we begin to write of the matter
with some misgiving, because our readers
may be tempted to think that we mean to
work the “lessons” of the story round to
our “obsession™ about drink and the war.
That, however, is not our purpose. 1f the
story has any instruction for any one it
cannot be helPed ; but we want to regard
the story solely as a work of art.

Of the two “friends” whom Mr.
Aumonier describes, one (White) is an
agent of.a wire-mattress firm, and the
other (Mapleson) the agent of a brass-
bedstead firm. They are not really
triends, except in the sense that the desire
of both to have companionship in drink-
ing, and above all a pretext for drinking,
makes the presence of one desirable to
the othér. They know nothing of each
other's family. Neither has. seen the
home of the other, though they have as-
sociated for years. The secret of their
continual visits to the bar is that they
believe, or pretend to believe, that busi-
ness is best done over adrink. Itisthe
theory of the lubricant of commerce.
Once admit this point of view and a large
part of the mystery of men spending on
drink an amount of money far beyond
what you would judge from their appear-
ance is their financial capacity comes to
an énd. They regard drink, so to speak,
as their office. The bar is the place in
which their work must be done ‘and - for
which the rent of sitting-réom must be
paid. White is neat in his dress, but
Mapleson is unbrushed and unkempt.
With a reservation as to this distinction,
which is imposed@o doubt by tempera-
ment, neither of them, it may be said, has.
any appearances to keep up. Their
homes are“small and obscure, and it is
plain that they spend next to nothing on
the education of their children. The man
with appearances to keep up thinks twice
about the expense of a single whisky and
soda, but these men do- not boggle at ten
to fifteen-whiskies and sodas a day each.
Then Mr. Aumonier, with a telling stroke
of irony, discloses the debit and credit
account of drink as it stands between
these two friends for a single year. They
have done business together to the value
of thirty pounds, and each has spent
eighty pounds in standing drinks to the
other. Neither is ever drunk, yet neither
is at certain times completely and demon-
strably sober. In adim and distant way
one of them atleast feels that thereis
something wrong with the practice of
treating under which each chance en-
counter entails a drink, and each drink

<stood exacts by courtesy and hospitality a
drink stood in return. "I hate the stuff,
my dear,” hegaysto his wife. " You have
to do it, though. - It's all in the way of
business.” ;

There isa fashion in bars. Groups of
men_ belonging to particular occupations
frequent particular bars. The atmos:
phere and thecustoms of the bar most

“ A pale thin young man with pointed
boots and a sort of semi-sporting suit
would creep furtively in and go up to the
bar and lean across and shake hands with
Nancy, and after a normal greeting would
say: ‘Has the Captain been in? Nancy
would reply, ‘Yes, he was in with the
Rabbit about four o'clock.” Then the
young man would say, ‘Oh, didn’t he
leave nothing for me?’ and Nancy would
say, ‘No, I wouldn’t be surprised if he
came in later. ’Ere, I tell you what—
and she would draw the young man to a
corner of the bar, and there would be a
whispered conversation for a few mom-
ents, and then the young man would go
out.”

One day White drops down in the
street. He was not drunk; there was
nothing.dramatic of that sort; but his ill-
ness, whatever it was, was made more
acute, and was in some degree caused, by
drink. Mapleson’s gloom and depression
are described. They are not the fruits of
affection. But White had become part of
his routine; and now he is in hospital
seriously ill. Further, Mapleson is haunt-
ed by indefinite but portentous fore-
bodings—this kind of thing might happen
to him. Every one remarks his despond-
ency and attributes merit to him. Who
could have believed that he would cut up
so much about his friend White’s illness ?
Slowly White is restored to health and
drinks ginger ale, as the doctors have told
him it he ever drinks spirits again he
might just as well put a revolver to his
head. But after a time he yields. The
old routine seems in a fair way to be re-
sumed ; Mapleson was never so happy as
on that night when the two friends drink
ten whiskies and sodas each. But the
doctors were right. The next day White
is dead.

The description of Mapleson’s attend-
ance at the funeral brings one into touch
with White’s family. The wife has been
living o scarcely more than the allowance
of a labourer’s wife, while her husband
has drunk whisky, and played billiards,
and dined, and topped his dinner with
coffee and liquors, all in the way of busi-
ness. White’s “ place ” down at Acton, of
which he had often spoken, was a dingy
little place in a dingy row. He had left
nothing—not even his funeral expenses.
Desperate despondency again holds
Mapleson. Why had he not been told
that White's " place down at Acton ” was
like this? And White reputed to be
worth “four figures”. WAhy, above all,
had he not been told that White had three
varieties of pet birds? What a male re-
lation of White's keeps speaking of as
% our little Orstrylian bird ” affects him
with peculiar bitterness. He feels darkly
and illogically that White had not played
a friendly part in keeping him uninform-
ed about this. White’s wife was all in the
ordinary course and naturally need not
have been mentioned, but this strange
little bird was a different matter. He is
resentful against White, and loathes his
nasty relations. And then the funeral
starts. Mapleson’s nerves are quite
beyond his control. He simply cannot
face the situation without a drink. The
more he thinks of it the more he craves
for it. At last he signals to the driver of
his carriage to stop opposite a public-
house. He jumps out and darts in. The
ather carriages stop too. The stopping of
the whole funeral procession provokes
ribald mirth in the public-house. Who
had ever seen a funeral stopped for a
drink? “’Ere, I sye, ain't the others
comin’ in? Let’s make a dye of it.” For
the first time the reader recognizes—per-
haps it was the first time Mapleson had
recognized it—that the man is enslaved.
His habit is a necessity. He cannot do
without it. This is revealed with a
masterly touch. h

Soaked inside and out, Mapleson turns
up at the end of the day—he cannot re-
member how—at the familiar bar. He
orders a drink and is about to convey it
to his lips when he collapses. He does
not live long, and a young man at the bar
says: "1 reckon there’s more friendships
made in business—real friendships I
mean—than ever there is outside. Look
at the case of White.and Mapleson. Itell
you those men loved each other. For
over twenty years they were inseparable ;
there was nothing they would not have
done for each other ; hand and glove they
was over everything. I've never seen a
chap crumple up so as Mapleson did
when White died. The doctors
said it was fatty degeneration of the 'eart,
*elped on by some kidney trouble; but I
know better. He died of a broken ’eart.”
Mapleson left more than White. He
left nearly four pounds and a wife and
five children. No reader of this story, we
think, could ever gosinto @ bar again with-
out looking round for White and Maple-
son, not perhaps thinking of them as
typical, -but still as possible and real.—
The Spectator, London . :

MISS RANKIN'S VOTE
——

Several anti-suffrage editorials have
been called out by Miss Rankin’s vote
against war, and by the report that she
shed tears when she cast it, a report which
turns out to be untrue. Forty-nine men
voted the same way that Miss Rankin did,
and, according to the press reports, the
gentleman who made the leading speech
against war shed tears; yet no one|hints
that this is any argument against votes
for men.

Whether Miss Rankin was wise or - un-
wise in her view of her public duty (and
this is a question on which suffragists are
as widely divided in opinion as the rest of
the community), her vote showed that
she possessed both conscience and cour-
age. For the pressure to vote the other
way was enormous.

It was a pressure from sources both
good and bad. Many Congressmen voted
for honorable and altruistic reasons—the
reasons set forth in President Wilson's
message. But, in addition, Big Business
wanted the war, and it brought to bear
upon Congress and the press every ounce
of pressure that it could exert—a pressure
more tremendous, subtle and far-reaching
than most people know. The fact that
Miss Rankin could resist it shows from
the outset that she will be an independ-
ent voter.

Miss Rankin had other temptations to
vote against her convictions. She is a
warm and sincere suffragist, and she
knew that unless she went with the
majority, the suffrage cause would be
whipped over her shoulders.” She knew,
also, that she was sacrificing or jeopardiz-
ing unequalled popularity—a popularity
that must have been pleasant to her, not
only as a human being, but because it re-
dounded to the general credit of women
in positions of public trust, She has been
receiving as much attention as a princess.
Owing partly to American chivalry, partly
to her own winning personality, the first
woman member of Congress has been get-
ting a continuous series of ovations. As
Mrs. Moque says in her letter to the
Woman'’s Journal this week—a letter writ-
ten before the vote on war was taken—
Miss Rankin wag the center of universal
praise and good will, and there was not an
unkind word about her, even in the comic
papers. It took no little courage to
change all this. Those who think she was
wrong should honor her as Northerners
honor Gen. Robert E. Lee.

The papers that favor the war have
been mugh gantler in commenting upon
her vote than upon those of the 49 men.
And some of them have recognized the
fact that tears do not always mean weak-
ness, especially with a woman. In “The
Tale of Two Cities,” there is a thrilling
scene where where Madame Defarge and
Miss Pross confront each other before a
closed door. Madame Defarge is deter-
mined to open it, in vindictive pursuit of
an enemy. Miss Pross, a devoted friend
of the woman who is pursued, is equally
determined that she shall not. When
Miss Pross defies her adversary, the tears
come into her eyes. Madame Defarge
mistakes them for a sign of weakness,
and advances upon her with‘a laugh.
But when both women, a moment later,
are locked in a death grapple, it is the
Englishwoman who proves the stronger of
the two.

In voting upon a question of such
tremendous import as was settled in
Congress that day, it would have been
no discredit to any of the members to
have shed tears, whether they voted yes
or no.

WOMAN SUFFRAGE, AS IT IS
COMING TO RUSSIA

—————

Petrograd, April 5—Woman suffrage
has come quietly and unostentatiously to
Russia. The Provisional Government has
not yet officially announced its full views
on the subject,” but individual Ministers
have stated that it is decided that women
shall vote at both the municipal and rural
councils elections, and also in the
elections: for the General Constitutional
Assembly. -

Universal suffrage for women will be a
curious and interesting experiment in
Russia. From the mass of peasant
women fully intelligent voting can hardly
be expected at present, but no doubt for
them the vote will be a highly stimulating
and educative opportunity. The men
voters do not expect that women of this
class will vote independently, and say,
therefore, that their participation  will
only slightly affect the result. The atti-
tude of the average peasant to his women
folk is still, on the whole, contemptuous,
but sometimes a capable woman rules 2
whole village, and it is a well-known fact
that in certain religious sects the women
are the leaders.

In Petrograd there have been several
woman suffrage demonstrations since the
revolution, with speeches in the City Hall
and processions with red flags. They
have not been militant, but rather educa-
tional demonstrations. Educational facil-
ities in both the secondary and university
schools were granted in Russia long be-
fore most other European countries. For
years past, too, women have had rather
greater liberty of thought and action than
men, and while there has been no very
stroAg or organized suffrage movement,
women have been directly engaged in
public work by the side of the men, and
it seemed to nobody any great step from
the position they thus enjoyed to the
actual vote. When the revolution came,
every one joined in, women as well as
men. Women who had been nursing or
studying or writing or working in relief
societies or codperative stores or munition
factories, or simply housekeeping, came
forward and took their places naturally
in the many-sidled movement. Women
were prominent in the bread processions,
which were reluctantly fired on by the
soldiers. Women workers and girl
students marched with the soldiers and
workmen, and took revolutionary, red-
flagged rides in the commandeered auto-
mobiles.

Women leaders came to the Duma with
information and advice, estaplished con-
nexions, and helped to gather up the loose
ends of the chaotic movement. Women
and girls crowded into the Duma with the
throng of soldiers and workmen, radiated
out into the myriad committees, distribut-
ed food, operated typewriters, and found
for themselves suitable places in the
general organization. Young women
were found frequently as speakers at the

of the people harangued the crowds at
street corners.

- The City Council elected to its perma-
nent committee several women, including
Mme. Milyukoff and Countess Panin
There were meetings specially orga\ized
by women house servants to urge an im-
provement in their working conditions,
but, as nobody kmew what to demand,
nothing further happened. There have
been continuous meetings of women at
the Women’s University and Medical
College, with stormy conflicts between the
moderates and the radicals, and thousands
of resolutions have been passed, declaring
for equal suffrage, resumption of work,
continuation of the war, and support of
the Provisional Government.

They have or-
ganized; elected committees and councils;
and passed resolutions, usually under the
advice and c 1 of their t S.
