Realizing at m#¢ tha futility of “scan-
dal” campaigns without any sound basis
of * constructive pelicy, The MToronto
News has. been casting around for a
popular issue-upon wni¢h the Conser-
vative party might contest the next
election -with some hope of success.

ORTHODOXY IN POLITICS .

"“Wie recognize that the wil of thé
People must prevall.” It so happens
that that statement was most recent-
ly made by Lord Lansdowne, but the
sentiment expressed is a part of every
man’s political belief. It i{s not today’
popular to utter any word of dissent’
to that democratic doctrine. Political
power is theoretically in the hands of
the people and the beople very mucH
resent any heretical questionings on
that point. It is a notable fact that
whenever a puivileged class or party
makes appeal t0 the people their leaders
forthwith stand up and in impressive
fashion repeat the popular creed of the
day. Lord Lansdowne has done it for
the Lords. “The wilk of the people
must prevail.” iy

But though, the people afe readly to,
enforce the profession ‘of the orthedox
political fe.gth with Inguisitorial threat;
of positical annihilation yet there is no
reason why the astute poltician nhou!d“
fear any serious conseguences from a
practical failure to abide by his demo-
cratic ‘profession. The growth of'
democratic institutions has witnessed
the development of a special class of
men who Dossess exéeptional ability in:
avolding the unpleasant conseq uendes
of. the strict appifcation of democratic
ideals. A gemeral election is invariably
called an appeal to the. péople. That
is another pleasant way of telling the
people that “they are the people.” But
the usual custom in such-an appeal is
to move heaven and earth so that the
will of the party may prevail rather
than the will of the people.

It is the custom of the critics of the
church to condemn her ministers for
their exclusive attention to right doc-
trine, but perhaps we will shontly re-
cognize that the tendency to make
much of purely dootrinal consideration
is human rather than ecclesiastical. A
propenly constituted church court can

lack of moral earnestness and intellec-
tual. power. But such orthodox uni-

conditions portrayed in the Gospel.

Fvan sp we today are in darnger of
being content with the fashionable and
easy recital of the popular political
creed. The real manifestation of un-
belief is mever theoretical - nor aca-
demic. The real foe of democracy 'is
not the man who openly declares his
disbelief in the wisdom of popular gov-
ernment, put the man who piously pro-
tests his belief in the omniscience of
the will of the people and forthwith
goes forth'to serve the interests of a
special and privileged class. \

There would be more prospect of pro-
gress if we were less fond of the plati-
tudes of democracy. We would be less
frequently ' recelved by the demagogue
if we developed the habit of studying
his' politieal™ habits rather than his
political speeches. We have uttered the
final hurrah over an accomplished de-
mocracy when as yet the privilege has
just been enunciated and the practice
has scarcely been inaugurated. It is
time to thmow off the coat rather than
to throw up the hat.

Local merchants fiot unfrequently
complain because the Iocdl papers pub-
lish the advertissments of mall order
depariment stores, claiming fhat this
is. an injury to local businéss. If there
is'such injury it is not the fault of the
papers, whose advertising 8pace is wnid:
must continue ‘to -be epén to all busi-
ness that-is legal and decent, so much
as it is the fault of the local merchants
themselves, who are prone to forget
that they have easy acces$ to the same
weapon théir foraign competitor K na-
turally tries to turn against them.

If 'you have examined: the catalogtes
issued by the big mail order concerns
you will have been impressed, perhaps,
with .the studied efforts these merch-
ants. make to convince People that they,
can save maqney by dealing with thém
—save something on almpst any article
under the sun.

The appeal succeeds, as you know;
and these merchants win largely be-
cause of the emphasis .they -place. on
this one idea all ‘ofithe tinje, in all of
their advertising. *

Now you know that on a great many
things you can undersell thesé ‘same
malil order people; and so it seems as
though one way to compete with them
would be to enlarge upon the fact that
you can undersell even the mail order
houses on same gualities of goods,

And, in your advertising, it mightbe
wise tolearn one other thing from
these people. They take plenty of space
in which to describe (usually in very
crude literary style, but still with a
certain amount .of » convietion) -the
merits and attractions of these g00ds— .
specific, detailed descriptions.

You can make your ads. twice as in-
teresting ag any mail order catalogue,
twice as readable—but you should, per-
haps, keep in mind the two things that,
in mall order advertising, sell goods.
Claims of money-saving—and detailed
descriptions: of artifles—and always
it:ration and reiteration’ of the 'idea’
that their prices are lower.

Incidentally, the mail order merchant
will not cut into the trdde of any mer-
chant; who advertises ‘aggressively and
adequately in his best local newspaper,

"
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THE CALL OF THE WEST

There is small profit in pounding the
western farmers for seeking harvest
help from the eastern provinces or the
railways for carrying the help west-
ward. The wheat must he garnered in
the ‘Interest of all Canads and,. owing
to the inability of the wheat growers
to provide employment the year round,
they must have extra men during the
harvest. For the rallways which carry
the harvesters and later the harvested
grain, the process is a matter of or-
dinary business. That New Brunswick
suffers thereby in losg of valuable
workmen is an incident which concerns
this provinee alone, and regarding
which -we: have no better ground of
complaint than a merchant whose busi-J
ness is suffering in competition with
men who better understand the art and
value of advertising.

‘We have a good proposition here in
New Brunswick, agriculturally and in-
dustrially, but we have kept it very
quiet hertofore. We hardly belleve in it [
ourselves. If we were half as sure of
ourselves and our advantages ag the
western folk are, and as energetic and
aggressive in stating our cass to the
world at large, we should have little
to complain of emigration. Soon we
would have the excursions running the
other way. But we are too busy with
politics down here to pay much attén-
tion to business,

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CANADA'S NORTHLAND

As the prairies of the middle West
fill up, exploration, is discovering a
vast new country to the far northward,
of all existing settlements, a lang of
hitherto unimagined possibilities, where
in, latitudes ‘as ifar north as  Saint’
Petersburg soil i& fouhd as rich-as any
on the centinent and a climate capable
of producing Hardy: cereals and garden
crops in rich profusion. There has
Just been issued “from ‘ the Railway
Lands Branch of the Department of
the Interior a report, on Northland
Exploration under ‘this department
during the season ' of 1908, covering
that portion of Saskatchewan north of
Prince Albert as far.as the Churchill
river and extending from Montréal
lake and Lac la Ronge on the east, to

Green lake and connecting waters as
far north as Portage la Loche on the
west.

Information aboit this portion ‘of thé
Ganadian West, north of existing sur-
veys, has hitherto been difficult to ob-
tain.

LORD KITCHENER

The promotion of YLord Kitchener to
the highest post in the British Army
with probably supreme direction of the
Imperial Military Council which is to
co-ordinate the forces of the British Em-
pire, was inevitable. He is not only
Britain’s greatest soldier in active ser-
vice, but her greatest military  organ-
izer.. His success in Egypt, in Africa,
in India, has won him this place with-
out question, But great ag his
achievements have been, Lord Kitch-
ener must display even greater qualities
than have marked his march upward
80 far if he is to win equal success in
his new position. ’

: Heretofore Lord Kitchener has dealt
with soldiers, with units of a great
machine. As head of an Imperial force,
coordinating the militia of vastly
Separated Dominions with different
Systems and ideas, he must deal with
men*and with political conditions. He
must be a politician as well as a sol-
dier; a diplomat as well as a military
administrator. . The BEmpire has bred
few finer soldiers than Lord Dundonald,
but’ Lord: Dundonald failed in Canada
beeause he failed. to recognize the dif-
ference between a volunteer force and
& regular army; because he could not or
would not see the political side of a
popular military organization.. And
Kitchener has never yet been famed for
hig-diplomacy. He has dealt with m'H-

tery wunits—pawns on the chess-board

of his plans, In Canada, for instance,
he will not have to deal with Egyptian
fellaheen, nor Sepoys, nor with Tommy
Atkins. He must be more the man than
the martinet if he would weld the Can-
adian militia with the volunteers of
Australasia and South Africa into a
loyal, spirited, co-ordinated, effective
fighting force.

REVENUE aAND EXPENDITURE

Canada’s revenue has so improved
over last year’s record that the receipts
for the first third of. the year have been
sufficient to show a large surplus over
all expenditure, both on current and
capital account. Probably, otving to the
heavy expenditures neeessary for the
National Transcontinental, ,this record
wilk not continue throughout the year,
but there will undoubtedly be a surplus
over: ordinary expenditure or several
millions.

In a new country there is sound-
reason for this division of expenditure
charges—this charging of moneys spent
for permanent works, or additions to
the national vlant, to the account of
invested capital, thus making the cost
Of these works a charge upon the com-
ing generations whith will profit by
them. But surely Canada is nearing
the time when she can afford to drop
this system, to make her revenye meet
all her expenditures except in extraords
ihary emergencies. None doubts that
this transcontinentaj Was needed and
obviously Canada could not pay {ts cost
out of! current revénue,
years after its completion ¢
company will pay; the interest and the
money spent in jtg construction will
practically -cease to he a public debt,
When that time comes it shoulg be time

(NEW YORK, Aug. 9.—Trial mar-
riages by young girls who, after living
a short time with their husbands, sue
for annulment on ‘the ground théy
were under legal age at the time of
the” marriage, suffered a setbaca yes- |
terday, when Justice Greenbaum ‘dis-
missed the complaint of Annle J. Kru-
ger in her suit for an annulment of
her marriage to Henry Kruger.

Justice Greenbaum decided that al-
though the girl was married at the age
of 17, it was with the consent of her
parents, and she must remain mar-
ried unless she can show better rea-
son for wahting the marriage an-,
nulled than that she was not yet 18|
when she entered into the contract. l

There have been so many marriages
among girls who afterward sued for!
annulment on the ground they were'
under 18 when married that the prac-!
tice has come to be regarded as some-
thing of a joke among lawyers.

The feminine experimenters with the’
law revealed that it is possible for|
young girls to enter into trial mar-
riages and, after a short time, have
the contract set aside.
