THE EMPIRE OF AN ISLAND.
This island, then, alone among 

islands in all the world and in all 
history, hgs evolved a unique type of 
Empire, standing alone in its size, its 
dispersion, its numberless diversit­
ies, its democratic basis.

How has this curious phenomenon 
come into being? Topsy, in “Uncle 
Tom’s Cabin,” says of herself. “Specs 
I growd.” That is the only account 
to be given of this British Empire. It 
is not, as I have said, tne creation of 
some great ruler, not the creation of 
a succession of governments carrying 
out definitely and continuously a pol­
icy of adding house to house and field 
to field, year in and year out. It is 
the creation of, or rather the incarna­
tion of a people. It is the result of 
growth.

Professor Seeley used the memor­
able-sentence that Great Britain ac­
quired an Empire in a fit of uncon­
sciousness. He meant—and it is the 
plain truth—that the British never 
set out, as the Germans have lately 
set out, wide awake and long prepar­
ed, with the express object of con- 
luering the world. It was not. the 
line of a business-like people. - Con­
quering is magnificent, but as a rule 
t is not business. They did what they 
have done without definitely intend­
ing to do it—half unconsciously. They 
lid it over and over again, not at the 
dictation of their Government, but 
against the wishes of their Govern­
ment. The Government has more 
often been reluctant to add provinces 
to the Empire than anxious to take 
them. There are many instances of 
the British Government refusing to 
take offers made to them by the 
natives of countries who asked for 
British rule and protection. They re­
fused such offers from the natives of 
Vew Zealand and Fiji,but were forced 
to intervene eventually. In 1877, the 
Sultan of Zanzibar offered to the Bri­
tish the whole of the coastline of 
Central East Africa; the offer was 
not accepted, and the result of the re­
fusal was that the Germans came in­
to a large part of East Africa. In 
1883 Queensland annexted that part 
of New Guinea which did not belong 
to the Dutch. The British Govern­
ment refused/ to endorse the act and 
the Germans again came in. The 
path of the British Government round 
the world has been strewn with lost 
opportunities and rejected addresses. 
The Empire is largely a case where 
greatness has been thrust upon us.

Around Gorizia

»■Dear Mother,—I must try and write 

you a few lines as this will probably 
be my last chance for a little whilfe, as 
we are changing base to-morrow anu 
we sail for Gibraltar. I don’t know ii 
we are going any farther or not, or 
how long we shall be out there 
cannot say, so dont look for letters I 
very often now, I will write whenever 1 
possible.

BERLIN, Dec 8.—A Tageblatt dis 
patch says: only a,few hundred per­
sons remained behind in Gorizia, 
formerly with thirty thousand inhabi­
tants. Gorizia above ground no 
longer exists, nevertheless the former 
inhabitants are slowly returning. Dai­
ly fresh shells fall on the city. Daily 
more people come back, no longer 
inhabitants of the old Gorizia, for 
they have founded a new city under­
ground, which now numbers three 
thousand people, who do not live in 
houses, but in cellars, in catacombs, 
like the early Christians, where a 
pathetic primitive communism binds 
them all together. Not only citizens 
but the whole official Gorizia has 
crawled underground. The entire 
city government has retired into the 
cellars.

Here is a whole row of subterran­
ean offices. Entering you almost fall 
over a writing table and a straw 
seat. That is the bureau of finance. j* 
A* strawback lies nearby, that is 
where the finance director sleeps; 
immediately adjoining is the police 
praesidium table, stool, washbasin, 
sofa, everything in space two yards 
square. To the right is another table 
that is the divisin of sanitation. Here 
sits the chief municipal medical of­
ficers and high school inspector. An­
other tenement department. A smal­
ler table is the department of char 
ity and the census bureau ; nearly a 
real ti'easure, typewrite!* machine, 
and behind, a female stenographer, 
the only one in the premises.
