Henderson, the Labor leader and minister with­
out portfolio in the British war councicl, who re­
signed Saturday was expected to be made this 
afternoon in parliament, and it was assumed 
that Premier Lloyd George would reply immedi­
ately.

war aims, and whether they are prepared to 
make reparation-in accordance with the rights 
of tne people be made to do so by Socialist ac­
tion.

“The (Socialist) party does not go to Stock­
holm in search of a peace compromise which 
would leave the fate of the peoples in suspense 
and at thé mercy of fresh wars. It goes to de­
clare that respect for the people’s right, respect 
for treaties and an engagement to henceforth 
submit every possible conflict to the justice of 
nations, can alone constitute an acceptable 
peace.

“The facts are that I never 
made a cent of money in wheat 
in my life, and have never bought 
or sold a bushel of wheat since I 
left the farm many years ago; 
ahd, futhermore, I have never 
speculated to the extent of one 
dollar in wheat or anything else.

“I shall take it as a personal fa­
vor if you will lose no opportun­
ity of correcting this impression 
wherever you have reason to 
think it exists. Some have no 
doubt repeated it innocently 
enough; others have not been 
quite as innocent. I would cor­
rect it in the newspapers, but 
would thereby be giving it circu­
lation that it might not other­
wise get.

“My request to you is a most 
unusual one for one man to make 
of another, and even now nothing 
but our long friendship and thor­
ough understanding of one 
other would induce me to make it, 
were it not for the fact that this 
sort of report would be, under the 
circumstances, damaging to the 
work of the office of food 
troller, which I have been asked 
to assume.

GEORGE SMITH.

George Smith Is dead. In his 
passing this morning, the city lost 
an old resident, and the corporation 
a faithful servant who for over 
a quarter of a century labored 
though in humble sphere, In its ser­
vice. George, the veteran janitor of 
the city hall, succumbed this morn­
ing to the illness which had kept 
him from his duties for the greater 
part of the present summer.

Just when George Smith first be­
came the servant of the corporation, 
was this morning a matter of dubit­
ation, but it was acknowledged by 
all that for more than a generation 
his figure had been closely associat­
ed in their memories with the history 
of the old building itself. “For well 
over twenty years” said the mayor. 
“More than thirty years” F. W. 
Frank, secretary of the water com­
missioners considered. “It was be­
fore my time, and therefore a long 
time ago” admitted City Clerk Leon­
ard. Upon reference to the old pay 
sheets. It was found that George 
Daniel Smith was first taken upon 
the municipal pay roll In September 
of 1889, as messenger and assistant 
janitor of the city hall, at a month­
ly salary which to-day would be 
deemed very poor remuneration for 
a week’s labor. Since that day, 
George remained in the civic em­
ploy and in the long stretch of years 
ensuing his whimsical but generous 
nature won for him firm friends in 
every rank and walk of life. Officials 
might come and officials go, mayors 
and municipal councils might arise 
and pass, but George remained, the 
veteran of the building, and not until 
June last it was illness compelled him 
to relinquish the keys of office to a 
successor. Then, taken seriously ill, 
he was for some weeks confined to 
his home, later going to Toronto for 
treatment in hospital there, which 
resulted In a temporary improvement 
in his condition, so that some two 
weeks ago be was able once more to 
visit the city hall, and was looking 
forward with anticipation to resum­
ing his duties there. But a relapse 
ensued, and on Friday last Mr. Smith 
suffered a stroke from which he did 
not recover^ passing away this morn­
ing. As an instance of his kindly 
and thoughtful nature it might be 
noted that his last words were tor 
others. Mr. F. W. Frank was visit­
ing the sick man on Friday, at noon, 
and George bade his daughter "Go 
into the Garden and” here his voice 
failed him, his jaw fell, and he con­

The fighting along the ridge and 
in the Glencorse wood on Friday 
was most bitter and sanguinary, a 
large part of the ridge being taken 
with the bayonet. Heavy casualties 
were inflicted on the defenders. At 
one strongly defended point the 
Germans withstood the British for 
three hours with machine guns fire, 
and then the position was rushed by 
the attackers, the Germans being 
forced out.

Glencorse wood also was filled 
with machine guns, and the Queen’s 
and Bedfords, who finally captured 
it, had to fight their way through a 
veritable hail of death.

Retakes Dost Ground 
Paris, Aug. 13.—French

Claim 0,700 Prisoners.
According to the German report 

Field Marshall von Mackensen’s for­
ces in the fighting in Central Rou- 
mania yesterday took more than 
6,700 Russian and Roumanian pri­
soners and captured eighteen can­
non and sixty-one machine guns. The 
German general staff reports that the 
Austro-Germans did not lost a foot 
of ground.

An example of what seems to be 
the improved morale of the Russians 
on the Galician front is furnished by 
Petrograd’s report on the Teutonic 
attack at Brody north-east of Lem­
berg, which obviously had been in 
preparation for several days. The as­
sault was launched on Thursday, re­
sulting in heavy fighting as the dense 
waves of Teutons swept Torward but 
ended in what the Russian official 
statement characterizes as a com­
plete failure. The Russian forces still 
hold here a strip of Galician soil.

Ottawa, Aug. 12—Ontario and 
other prohibition Provinces get the 
right, through their Legislatures, to 
put the ban upon liquor advertising. 
The mails are denied to circulars and 
letters soliciting orders for liquors. 
The publication of liquor advertise­
ments within those Provinces may be 
made a punishable dffénee; moreover 
—which is the moat radical provis­
ion—any prohittftioii Province may 
prohibit the entrance of any news­
paper, published outside its territory 
which contains liquor advertising.

The new "temperance bill” making 
these provisions went through com­
mittee and received its third reading 
iii the Hoiise on’ Saturday. It con- 
tatos a nurtiber of Important changes 
to1 the "Doherty act” of last session.

es up to its professions: That means 
that the press of Montreal will be 
suppressed by the Government of 
Ontario."

Merely Suppresses Advertisements
"NO," exclaimed’ Mr. R. B. Ben­

nett (Calgary), “the advertisements 
will be suppressed, hot the papers.”

Mr. Lemieux retorted that 
would be much surprised if thé On­
tario Government notified the Mon­
treal papers that they must not be 
circulated in Ontario unless the liq­
uor advertisements were suppressed.

Mr. Bénnett said it was dotië in 
the United States.

Hon. Charles Mardi wanted to 
know if the proposals met the ap^ 
proval of the temperance people.

Mr. J. E. Armstrong (East Lamb- 
toh) maintained that it gave the 
Provincial Governments the poWer to 
secure complete prohlbtion.

Dominion act would make it an of- 
fénee to ship liquor into the Porvince 
while /where a Province made it ait 
oitenffé to publish liquor advertise­
ments the opération of the Dominion 
act would prevent such advertise­
ments entering the Province.

The bill goes to the Senate on 
Tuesday.
