Of course everybody wani«
toinatoes in abundance, and the
common plap is to buy staried
plants, Mgst of those sold in
in the market aore satisfactory
There is a nice little trick to re|
member when setting out tom- |

ato plants which have long, |

spindling stalks. If a shallow
| trench several inches long
| scooped, a large part of the
stalk as well as the roots may he
| placed in it and buried. A hand-
i ful of earth at the end of the
| trench will keep the plant up-
right and new rootlets will form
all along the stalk. In this way
1a weak plant is made strong and
| lusty. It economizes space and
| gives fruit a better quality to
train the vines to poles or trel-
lises and to keep many of the
| sideshoots pinched off. Late
| crops may be grown from seed
| planted in the open ground, and
|it is decidedly worth while ex-
perimenting with the curious
| little plam, pear, and cherry
| tomatoes which are sure to in-
terest the children when ripe,
and the whole family when
made into preserves, An accas-
ional stimulant in the form of
nitrate of soda is appreciated by
tomatoes, and a teaspoonful
worked into the ground at the
base of each plant just as the
fruit begins to change color of-
ten proves highly beneficial.
When sowing seeds of pars-
nips, carrots and beets, which
germinate slowly, it is wise to
plant a few radish seeds at the
same time. The radishes will
come up quickly and mark the
rows so that cultivation may be
begun before the weeds have a
chance to get a start. If the
ground is dry it is well to firm
the soil after the seed goes in
by using a board, thus coaxing
the moisture to the surface by

POULTRY HOUSE SPRAY-
A Mixture That, Will Keep In-
definitely

The best poultry house spray
to use i’ one which should be
prepared in advance. Take an
ordinary cake of strong com-
mon soap and dissolve it in
about a gallon of water. Put this
on the stove to boil and when
thesoap is entirely dissolved
and the mixture is boiling well,
remove from the stove and stir
in two gallons of common grade
kerosene oil. Stir this continu-
ally for some little time and it
will come to be a thick emul-
sion. It will keep indefinitely.
When yon wish to use it as a
spray reduce it with about ten
gallons of water to each gallon
of the emulsion, load your
sprayer and go after the mites.
That is where one of the knap-
sacks or the small five gallon
| sprayers comes in most hand-
sily.

During the last week of the session the Opposition turned
their guns on the Murray-Daniels patronage system which per-
‘meates every department, is the cause of enormous leakage of
the revenues, and has been a most corrupting factor in the
public life of Nova Scotia. Supporters of the Murray-Daniels
Government occupying seats in the Assembly are on the pay-
list of the Government to which they give their thick-and-thin
support.

A feature of the closing days of the session was the probe
the opposition applied to the famous Kinlay Drug Company.
