The third day of the trial of George
O"Brien charged with the murder of
Lynn Relfe began by calling Alexander
Pennycnick, ex-constable in the North-
west Mounted Police force to the wit-
ness hox.

Dodging the Census llan.

It the average man mildly resents
the census,the average woman positive-
ly abhors it.  The fijling in of the
schedule. involves the révealing of her
ge! That isall. ;
The law requires that the age as well
as the other particulars shall be ac-
curately stated on pain of penaities
darkly hinted at. Most men, being
more courageotis and.lesy squeamish in
such matters, would, - if so disposed,
knock-bhalf a score 6f years off their age
without a hlush. It is differenit with
the fajr. omes. ~A government docu-
mevt,-even if it come in the question-
able guise of a census schedule; fills
them -with such awe that to write a
false statement on it would be almost
akin to sacritege:—
““Ribbing’’ being, therefore, out of
the question, the woman who declines
to give her age has recourse to ome or
the other of several purely feminine
plans for avoiding the census alto-
gether. The formation of -‘‘all-night
cycling  c¢lubs’® may bhe expected. in
sunburban and rural districts.
An institution of this kind consists
of ladies living in a particular neigh-
borhood who are opposed to giving
their age, and who have bicycles, meet-
ing at a given rendezvous a few min-
utes before midnight on the day of - the
census and going on long-rides to- the
bomes of relatives or friemds. They
are careful to make no call before the
clock has struck 12, and are, therefore,
residents of nowhere at the time the
law stipulates:
Until about noon they remain under
no roof long enough to he described as
“‘guests,’’ and should the enumerator
call while they are present they make
painful efforts to appear as if they had
just looked in casually. All this
trouble seems out of proportion to the
object in view, but adthenticated cases
show that some women cheerfully suffer
the greatest inconvenience rather than
confide their age to the census people.
In 1891 census a spinster resident ina
northern village sat all night in a cold
and draughty railway station so-as-te
escape making the objectionable dec-
laration. The lady in question was
well known to the villagers, the fair
ones of whom suspected that she was
older than represented herself to
be—viz., 27. The census, they thought,
would settle the point once and for all.
They talk pleasantly to the
numerator after he had collected her
schedule and try to wheedle out
him the correct figures,
““In my district in 1891, says a
London enumerator, ‘‘I heard of three
ladies walking about’all night under
that if they were not
under their own roofs as the clock
struck 12 they would escape filling in
the scheduyle and #ncidentally stating
their age. The ladies lived within a
stone’s throw of one another. , Being
nervous they dared not go far afield,
and walked to and fro past their own
homes.

- Presently a vigorous
knock sounded against the door, and a
gruff voice said,‘I've got you, my man,
You'd better submit quietly, for I'm
armed ' It was the lady's father,

‘burglar’ was thus engaged when the
noise in thes drawigg room overhead
convinced him that the house was
being broken into..

On the
Black sea are those of Nicolnieff and
£ ebastopol, the former of these is in the
interior, on the Bug river; in the ex-
treme Orient are Vladivostock and Port
Arthur, In the Gulf of Finland sre
the secondary posts of Revel and Svea-
borg, Besides these a certain number
of state and priavte docks and estabh-
lishments aid in the construction of
the fleet; the principal of these are
situated on the Neva, near St. Peters-
burg, and at Nicolaieff. As to the
volunteer transport fleet of the Black
sem, its origin goes back to the Turco-
Russian war of 1877. At this period,
the government lacked transport boats,
and some wealthy individuals associat-
éd together: in ordér to purchase the
necessary vessels 1n Germany ; these,
however, arrived too late to be of serv-
ice on this occasion, but the institution
of the volunteer fleet was kept up, and
the vessels already bought were added
to. At the present time they serve to
transport the necessary troops and mili-
tary supplies to Siberia; on the return
voyage they bring back a load of
freight, including tea. Besides 12
rapid transport vessels of 12,000 tons
and a speed of 20 knots, this fleet pos-
sesses a number of slower vessels,
