Ne Honey this Year.

Mr. F. W. Fulford writes to the 
Brockville Tim 
poor season for the manufacture of 
honey. Some of the causes; Unfavour­
able weather through April and May, 
cold bleak winds and frosts with cloudy 
skies which caused Spring dwindling 
or depopulation of colonies. Prevail­
ing frosts killed the clover. Then the 
dry weather set in with very little 
rain. Therefore, there was no nec 
tar or sap in the plants to give that 
product from which the bees gather 
and form honey. Consequently there 
are no new swarms or colonies, which 
will tend to there being no section 
honey, and bee keepers depend to a 
great extent upon the new colonies 
for this kind of honey. Whatever 
honey is gathered will be of poor 
quality, as there is no clover, and 
it will be very scarce at that—not more 
than enough to carry over the colonies 
for another years.”
