‘A REAL OLD FASHIONED WINTER'
The present winter has been an un-
usually boistérous one with one storm
closely following upon the heels of an-
other.

The people who be-
lieve that drugs have in an appreciable
degree taken the place of liquor will be-
lieve anything, but the truth - ill be real-
ised one of these days by many of our
people when they find, as the result of
Prohibition, the Amervicans working
better, playing better, living better, and
saving better, gaols and penitentiaries
closed all over the United States, and the
American people in a position to compete
more severely with us than ever before,
With their usual business acumen, the
American sees this advantage and means
to maintain it by maintaining Prohibi-
tion, At least that is the opinion of many
who discern the signs of the times,
among whomiywe 'may certainly elass the
Solicitor-General, Mr. James M. Beck,
who says, ‘‘If Prohibition were now to be
submitted to the people by a referendum,
the best opinion is that the law would be
overwhelmingly sustained."—Forward.

{which republic has broken the treaty
by which that English king who was the
last Duke of Normandy, ceded that
province to the Crown of France (Louis
X11I) despite the protest of the best of
the Normans).

The Society will soon be strong
enough in number and influence to count
on the British occupancy of Normandy
and to take an active part in the move-
went, and by this means to cancel the
debt which France owes Britain, whose
burden now falls on the tax-payers of the
British Empire. The province will then
be restored as a duchy under the Crown

WILE HAYS, FATTY ARBUCKLE,
AND INVESTORS

The decision of Will H. Hays, general
manager of the Movie World of America,
to let “Fatty” Arbuckle try to “‘come
back” ia. an event of considerable im-~
portance to investors: with hundreds of}
millions of dollars staked in.the industry,
as well as to the regular nightly millions
of patrons of the movie theatres. That
same-decisiont must be regarded as a bad
business blunder, and a heavy blow to an
industry that has developed more rapidly
the last ten years than any other on this
continent. T

Will H. Hays as a prospective cleaner-
up of the movies, was until this latest
Arbuckle incident, probably the most
valuable asset the industry possessed. He,
or someone in like capacity, broadminded
and with a goodﬁnwsure of autocratic
power, was badly needed, for the fre-
quent reports of wnsavory occurrences
were driving the public into a hostile
mood and the industry into a shaky posi-
tion, as a money-maker and a payer of
dividends. The notoriety earned by
Arbuckle should have been sufficient to
keep him in retifement and the “director
general” should have kept the lid down
tight on the erdtwhile popular comedian.
He should' have reached a concluson
himself, not have allowed the public to
be - divided into two sharply opposed
camps.

Shareholders in the motion picture in-
dustry have to take an interest in the
ethical side of that industry just as share-
holders in public utilities discovered years
ago that they were concérned with the
kind of service rendered to the patrons
of such undertakings.—Financial Post.
