THEATRE WRECKED BY STUDENTS
Ann Arbor Star Theatre Attacked—Moving Picture Machine and Piano Smashed— 

Police Defied and General Riot—Over Twenty Students Locked Up.

Ann Arbor, Mich., March 17.—Twenty- 
two University of Michigan students 
spent last might in jail, and the Star 
Theatre was 'thoroughly wrecked as the 

| j result of a riot of students last evening 

4 which lasted until nearly 1 o’clock this 
morning. The moving picture machine 
and the tlieatre piano were broken to 
pieces. Trouble started on Saturday 
night in a dispute between a forestry 
student named Kanim, from Kentucky, 
and Reynolds, the proprietor of the the­
atre. Some one whistled while the per­
formance was in progress, and Ivainm 
was ordered to leave the place. He got 
up at once to leave, but it is saiji that 
at the door he slapped Manager Rey­
nolds in the face. At this point special 
Policeman Schlimmer, in the employ of 
the theatre, took Mr. Reynolds’ part,

and is said to "have inflicted a scalp 
wound on the student by a blow of his 
billy.

News of the affair circulated among 
the students on Sunday, and yesterday, 
with the result that some of the bolder 
spirits among the students planned to 
make reprisals against the theatre man­
agement. Last night a procession was 
formed that went through the district 
of the student boarding houses shouting 
“All out for the Star Theatre.” Col­
lege men poured out to join the march­
ers at every block, and when the pro­
cession reached the theatre fully 2.000 
men were in line.

Crashing glass announced the opening 
of the attack, as the collegians hurled 
a brick through a front window of the 
theatre, and from that moment pande­
monium reigned. Windows not only 
in the Star Theatre, but of adjoining 
buildings, were shattered by fusillades 
of rocks, and the students finally at­
tacked Ihe building in "rush"’ forma­
tion and practically tore out the front.

The city’s fuel department will not 
be abolished this year at any rate. May­
or Stewart and Aid. Bailey, Chairman of 
finance, appeared before the Finance 
Committee of the Board of Education 
yesterday afternoon, and pointed out 
that if the schools stopped taking coal 
under the old arrangement with the Fuel 
Committee it mean the city would have 
to give up bringing in hard coal, and 
that the board after this year would be 
left at the mercy of the alleged coal 
combine. The committee decided to 
continue its old arrangement with the 
city. It is probable, however, that one 
or two of the caretakers will be appoint­
ed as inspectors, as Chairman Watkins 
said he had received complaints last year 
from nearly all the inspectors about the 
quality of the coal.

The trustees also discussed the re­
fusal of the city to hand over its ap­
propriation monthly. It was agreed 
that in view of the fact that $2.000 was 
set aside in the estimates for interest 
that the point would not be urged this 
year, but the city will be given suffi­
cient warning at the end of the year 
that hereaffer the board wants its 
money monthly. The city's interest is 
compounded quarterly, while the board’s 
is added monthly. Secretary Foster will 
see the hank officials and find out if an 
arrangement similar to that with the 
city can not be made. It was said the 
School Board has no power to borrow: 
that it can only spend money for school 
purposes and that it is not legal for it

Port au 1 Vi nee states that President 
Nord Alexis -has consented to allow the 
refugees in the French legation to îeave 
the iïiaml. but that henceforth rebels 
taking refuge in the consulates xvili lie 
remuxed by force, if they are not snr- 
reisiered.

Tire «ïee;*abnh ear» that it apjieajs 
that, the tit-uat-iim is likely to be -till 
furtiwr complicated by the caste lmtred 
betxveen tiie bfcacks and miFattoes. Ev­
eryone dread» the possibility of a massa­
cre of the European.* by the Haytian 
troops on the arrival of the warships.

The despatch declares that it is under 
stood there that Germany xvili take ac­
tion if the gox-errment ex<-cutes more 
rebels. President- Nord Alexis, however, 
seems quite unmoved at the prospect of 
a naval démonstration. The total mino­
tier of men executed is not given..

Situation Worse.

Washington. March 17.—The Haytian 
situation is described by the State De­
partment officials today as decidedly 
more grave than at any time since tiie 
revolution has lieen in progress there. 
Despatches received early in the day are 
to the effect that the Haytian Govern­
ment has reversed its decision to alloxv 
the refugees in the foreign legations to 
leave the country. They will not lie al­
lowed to do so.

As a further protection to American 
interests in the island, the cruiser Dos 
Moines xxas ordered to proceed at once 
to Port au Prince from Guantanamo.

The gunboat. £ar’e xvas despatched 
there yesterday. It is estimated the 
Des Moines can make the trip approxi­
mately in fifteen hours. The only in­
structions given arc that American in­
terest* shall nrot*"fced.

Hon. John Dryden and Mr. Joseph 
Featherston, ex M. P. P., Streetsville, 
returned from Ottaxva last night after 
having had a satisfactory interview with 
Hon. Wm. Paterson and Hon. Sydney 
Fisher in relation to the duty on* hogs. 
Mr. \\ . O. Sealey, the other member of 
tlm deputation appointed by the Breed­
ers’ Association, remained in Ottaxva to 
further press the matter. The deputa­
tion pointed out that Canadian lmgs 
are selling at 5 cento a pound, lixT 
weight, and American hogs are xvortii 
as much. Live hogs cannot l>e brought 
into Canada on account of cholera on 
the other side, but the bacon is brought 
in againrt a duty of 3 cents on green 
and 2 cents on cured. The deputation 
urged that an increase of two cents on 
both green and cured be made, or that 
the dumping clause be enforced, as they 
believed the conditions clearly showed 
that the United States breeders were, 
owing to the financial depression over 
there, dumping their large surplus sup­
ply into Canada.

While the deputation was in Ottawa 
they went into a large store and priced 
pork. They were asked 20 cents by the 
piece and 21 cents a pound if cut. As 
live hogs are worth only 5 to 5)4 cents 
and dressed pork 6)4 to 7. they did not 
fail to make a point of the fact that 
the consumers are not. getting the bene­
fit of the present loxv prices.

SEE WHITNEY
Wa* Told That There Are 2,000 

Unemployed In Toronto.

Toronto, March 17.—(Special)—Four 
representatives of the unemployed im­
migrants noxv in Toronto waited on 
Premier Whitney this morning and 
asked for immediate relief in the xvay 
of work. Their spokesman, H. B. 
Dixon, who came to Canada last sum­
mer under the auspices of the Salva­
tion Army, said that there xvere 2,000 
unemployed immigrants in Toronto 
‘absolutely willing to xvork.” He 

asked that the Salvation Army be pre­
vented from bringing more people 
to Ontario until those already brought 
had obtained work. The Prime Min­
ister replied that in the first place 
the Government xvas not going to 
bring out anybody except those with 
some capital who, it ia believed, 
could find opportunities to xvork in 
Ontario. It xvas not going to bring 
people from cities to dump them in 
the rural districts, where they would 
be utterly useless. The Salvation 
Army was the only organization which 
had done its duty in taking their 
settlers to their destinations and if 
they would congregate in cities wliaf 
could be doner There xvas plenty of 
room for farm laborers in the Prov­
ince. “You are here ; you are human 
beings and something should be 
done,” said Mr. Wlvtney, who prom­
ised to discuss the subject xvith the 
Minister of Public Works and noti­
fy his visitors of the result.

"We are told that something can 
be done in six xx'eeks, but we cannot 
wait,” remarked the spokesman of the 
delegation.

The High School report for February 
showed 100 pupils on the roll and an 
average attendance of 02—slight in­
creases over February of last year. Fees 
collected. $87.

The Public School report showed pupils 
registered, 458: average attendance, 372. 
Fees collected $7.50.

Miss Scott was reported absent two 
days owing to the death of her mother. 
The custom of the board of deducting 
for lost time in such cases the board 
was asked to reconsider. The banners 
for best' attendance during the month 
went to the rooms of the principal and 
Miss Hendrie. The report contained a 
number of suggestions to guard against 
danger to life from fire. Among these 
was one to have a door placed in the 
east side of the kindergarten room. The 
recommendations led to a long discussion, 
at the dose of which the Property 
Committee was instmeted to go into the 
whole matter and report as soon as pos­
sible. at. a special meeting, if deemed ad-

The Property Committee reported that 
the tender for supplies for the ensuing 
year have been granted to XV. X. Rraund, 
the lowest tenderer.

The Internal Management's report 
gave a summary of the high school in­
spector's last. rejiort. It gave the rating 
on buildings, class rooms, halls and ven­
tilation as poor; blackboards had been 
raised in rating. The teaching staff was 
highly commended, hut the. penmanship 
of the pupils was bad. Attention was 
called to the fact, that in the first form 
the attendance was 52. while the size of 
the room only permitted an attendance 
of 30. The committee recommended the 
building of a new high school building 
on the premises now in use.

FOUR MEN KILLED
And Many Hurt by Powder Ex­

plosion In Indiana.

CONFIDENcYTn CANADA.

Sir Edgar Vincent Impressed by What 
He Saw.

New York, March 16.—Sir Elgar Vin­
cent. formerly financial adviser to the 
Khedive of Egypt, and a man of affairs 
in England, look* upon the recent panic 
as a development of inestimable value 
to the commercial future of this coun­
try. He is sailing to-morrow, on the 
Kronprincessin C’ecilie, after a trip 
through this country and Canada. Dis­
cussing the visit to Canada yid the 
American west. Sir Edgar said:

“I was surprised when I landed, three 
months ago. to find that the financial 
commotion had not had more apparent 
and far-reaching results. Instead. 1 
found the west absolutely flourishing, 
and New York affected in a trifling way. 
This merely proved how sound and stable 
are the commercial and industrial pil­
lars of this nation.

“I was especially impressed by the 
financial soundness of Canadian enter­
prises and the thorough, sure way in 
which that country is developing. I 
know of uo greater tribute to the eonfi 
deuce in Canadian methods than the 
fact that the Canadian Pacific Railway 
has been able to borrow $10,000.060 at 
a shade less than four per cent. The Gov 
Wnment itself pays a little more than 
three per cent., and by way of vompari 
son we have the New York Central (lay­
ing a bit more than five per cent.”

Mr. Turriff’s Correction.

To Shut Out the Cigarettes.
Mr. Blain moved a resolution urging 

the enactment of a law prohibiting the 
importation, manufacture ami sale of 
cigarettes, lie expressed disappointment 
that, in view of the approval shown of 
a similar resolution in the previous ses­
sion, the Government had not seen their 
way to introduce a bill on the subject. 
The consumption of cigarettes iu Cana­
da had grown from 87,507,840 iu 1896 to 
277,420X50 iu 1906, while in the fiscal 
nine mouths ending March 31. 1907. the 
consumption had amounted to 275.377,- 
710. showing that there was a rapid in­
crease. and lie believed a large propor­
tion of the consumption was among boys. 
In his opinion Local legislatures and 
municipalities were unable to deal ef­
fectively with the question.

Company, which, in turn, has connec­
tions with the Cataract Company, of 
Hamilton. By the new system the local 
company will continue to use its own 
power, but will also have the supply 
from Decew Falls, a considerable am­
ount of which will be used by reason of 
increased orders which are assured in 
this city. The local capacity in future, 
from these two sources, will be practi­
cally unlimited—from 50,000 to 60,000 
horse-power. The rates proposed are all 
limited by a civic by-law for the next 
85 years. Power for industrial purposes 
will be sold at $10.50 per horse-power 
for average use. This, the company as­
sert, is much below the rate of $23 quot­
ed by the government commission. The 
difference, it is claimed, is greater than 
appears from the figures on account of a 
different basis of calculation in the two 
systems.

City Engineer Barrow has been notified 
by the clerk of the township of Saltfleet 
of the award made by John F. Armour, 
the Government engineer, in the applica­
tion of William B. Ford and others re­
garding the ditch about a mile south of 
the filtering basins.

BOUT IN DUBLIN. |
The Burns-Roche Battle This! 

Afternoon.

Dublin, March 17.—Ireland has never 
taken greater interest in any sporting 
event than it is manifesting in the fight 
tliis afternoon between Tommy Burns 
and Jem Roche for the heavyweight 
championship of the world. It has prac­
tically overshadowed the other St. Pat­
rick’s Day Celebrations in Dublin, at least. 
This intense interest arises mainly be­
cause this is the first time in years 
that an Irishman has fought in his own J 
country for the championship. There is 
also a deep-seated feeling that Roche 
will be able to wrench the honors from 
his Canadian opponent. The odds of 
3 to 1 that are being offered by the 
Burns supporters are not a good sign of 
the Irish feeling, for most <»t the betting 
is in small amounts at 2-1, which the 
bookmakers are relaying at the larger 
figures.

Both fighters are here. Roche modest­
ly declines to discuss his prospects of 
winning, but great confidence is felt in 
his camp. On the other hand. Bums 
sax's he can see no chance of being de-

Burns will step into the ring at 108 
pounds, and Roche will be several pounds 
heavier. Bums’ advantage in reach 
amounts to only one inch, while Roche’s 
chest and leg measurements are slightly 
in excess of Bums’. R. P. Watson will 
referee the fight.
