But instead of 875,000, the real
state is $54,000, or something short of
$11,000 a year, intcad of $75,000, as Mr
Blair puts it. But the most consistent
part ot the opposition member’s state-
ment is that Mr. Willis stated that duor-
ing his term in office from 74 to ’76,
the province laid up $47,000; while Mr
Blair states that for the same Lwo years
it fell back $146,000 and $68,000 ; making
a terrible total of $209,000.
