SIR JOHN MACDONALD IN ENGLAND.
[ </.•«.]

In our last issue w>* published the 
speech of the Duke of Rutland, in which 
there was a reference to the prophecy of 
Sir John Macdonald con.-e"iting the rise 
of the fair trade agita’ ion in England.
Events pass so rapidly now tint the 
Canadian reader may have fergoiten what 
Sir John Macdonald said on that occa­
sion. We therefore reproduce his re­
mark to til- Enclish deputation of mer- 
t-hnnts and manufacturers in August,
1880, »s follows: —

‘ Sir John Macdonald- The day roiy 
come, noiwiihst Hiding that, free trade is 
a reiigion in Engl «ad —I had almost said 
a superstition —(laughter) —when lie 
logic ol events will induce a modifi a- 
lion, sooner or later; and if it does not 
,-ouie from above, it will cer'ainiy come 
from below.

• Mr. Birley Then that will be your 
'iine. You had better establish your 
Z-.direrein when it comes.

“Sir John Macdonald —Ne person 
weuid be more unwilling than m self to Jone 22 81,—l-y 
see the lu.xtidous experiment of taxing- 
•ood; but iu ten years, if our great 
N-.rtli-Wesi proceeds as we 7-xpeet it 
will, n-e sh ill oe .able to fumisli the food 
supply from that country to make up 
ihe deficiency iu your home products 
which yon .,ec import from foreign coun­
tries. tV.iCii that time comes, when we 
have a surplus and sufficient to s u p y 
the deficiency here, then we can talk of 
a Zrllverein with England. Wc would, 
i ci haps, make a difference, eav of ten 
ner vein., between the products of Bog- 
iand and the products of the rent of the 
world if we had a countervailing advan­
tage in tbe English market, but I think 
not before."

That was spoken but a year ago, and 
in the course of tlie year that- has elapsed 
in enormous impetus has been given to 
lie agitation which Sir John Macdonald 
irejjjcted. It lias both come from above 
md Irum below. Tie artisans and t hoir 
mployers, the politicians and tlieir con- 
tituenU, have alike been moved to the 
■onviction that the coud.tlon* under 
winch Ihe main industries of the country 
are being conducted are unfair to all 
la-scb alike. Sir John Mai d maid's 
iroplecy lias been in greut art fulfilled, 

aud the Duke of Ruttlaud is jrobaoly not 
ill- ouly vue who has re/oguised the 
fart.

Not long ago our Montreal cor respon­
dent, said that tbe opinitn prevailed 
amongst men recently from England that 
tne influence of Sir John Macdonald was 
being distinctly recognized in certain 
phases of bis free trade agitations. We 
•ave liitle doubt that such is the ca*e.
That prophecy of a year ago must have 
lung lo the memory of those who heard,

I not of those-who read, it;.and it would 
•e iutere»tiug to know ho* many of tne 
men p'eSeut at that desegntion are now 
engaged in tlie fair trade movement. The 
extent to which Sir John Macdonald has 

'neeii an Imperial statesman, and. has in­
fluenced tha pp.icy of successive gov 
erntnei ts, is mainly within his own cog- 
h .Bauer; for in spt'e ol much publicity, 
many secrets of State remain nnreveaU-d.
Always true to Canada, Sir John Mac­
donald has been true lo the Empire also ; 
and tie has recognized that the best in­
terests of the Dominion were involved in 
ine best interests ol tne M itherlnni. Had 
Lord Beaconstield remain-d in power 
during even tee short period that was 
_,ven him to live, lie and Sir John Mac 
flonald would probably have framed for 
.he Empiie ai d tne Dominion such a 
policy as would have greatly benefitled 
bot... Bien with Ihe succeeding Liberal 
Ministers <■ John Ma> douald tat had 
such influence as bus resulted in lie cor­
dial reception ol Sir Alex, irait, tlie re­
cognition of our light to conaiderat on 
ia treaties of commerce, and the effo t 
to direct imniigralioi to Canada. it, 
with ail this, hr givis, as he certainly has 
given, a stimulas o a great agitation 
which may end in toe adoption ^ of an 
Imperial policy of a character advanta­
geous to the colonies, he will Lave 
ubout crowned, so far as credit, honour, 
and public aftection can crown, a life ot 
labour for the good of it is country and
