The North China Herald says the Em­
peror has privately instructed the Viceroy 
of Nanking to begin hostilities against the 
French in the event of an attack on Bacninh, 
and has strictly enjoined him to maintain 
order at the treaty ports.

A Hong Kong despatch says :—The possi­
bility of war has * caused a great Brain of 
specie to Canton. Wealthy Chinese have 
withdrawn five millions the last three months 
from the Chinese bank in Kwang-Tung 
province. Chinese mercantile interests at 
Hong Kong and Shanghai are paralyzed.

It is reported that the note recently ad­
dressed to the Powers by China regarding 
Tonquin contains the following passage, which 
was omitted from the copy presented to 
France “ShouldFrance forget the tradi- 
ditions of honour and loyalty and disregard 
our rights we know how to make them 
pected.”

It is stated that a note has been presented 
by the Chinese Government to the foreign 
diplomatic representatives at Pekin.

The British man-of-war Audacious, the flag' 
ship of the Chinese squadron, which was re­
cently docked at Nagasaki, Japan, for re­
pairs, has been undocked under instructions 
telegraphed from the admiral at Shanghai, 
and the vessel is now in the harbour with 
steam up awaiting farther orders. Two ves­
sels of the fleet have already sailed for the 
China sea from Yokohama.

Admiral Courbet, the French commander 
in Tonquin, telegraphs that all available 
troops have been concentrated at Hanoi in 
order to begin opefatiooa. The enemy at­
tacked Haidzuong on the 13th, but were 
pulsed. At the time of sending the despatch 
of the 17th cannon were heard in the direc 
tion ot Haidzuong. A telegram from Sirgon 
says the French began operations in Tonquin 
on the 20th inst.

The Khedive has solicited friendly offers of 
England in the question at issue with Abys- 
sinnia. He has intimated his readiness to 
rectify the frontier between Abyssinia and 
Egypt, if King John of Abysainia remains 
tranquil. The Khedive gave audience to-day 
to the members of tho Legislative Council, 
and made an encouraging speech. The Conm 
oil of Ministers has decided to send 2,000 
gendarmes and 6,000 Bedouins to Snakim.

The Standard’s correspondent at Shanghai 
reports that the Emperor of China in his in­
structions to the Viceroy of Nanking to begin 
hostilities against the French ways :—“The 
fact that Annam is a vassal of China is widely 
known, yet France has dared to invade it.

Five British 
subjects were killed, and much property be­
longing to neutrals destroyed or plundered.

A Rio Janeiro letter aaya the editor of the 
Corsario wss recently assassinated by soldiers 
in front ot the office of the chief of police, to 
whom he had appealed for protection. The 
paper had published scandalous stories re­
garding the family of the major of the First 
regiment of cavalry.

Yokohama advices state that the Corean 
Government, in order to raise funds, tried 
to negotiate a loan of three million dollais 
from Japan, pledging certain mines as security. 
An investigation proved that the mines were 
myths. An ex-ftffiçial of the United States cor­
roborates the statement. It is now said the 
Coreans propose to offer the mines to New 
York capitalists.

Arrest ef a Socialist in London,
The police on Friday arrested a man 

named Wolff, a member oi the Advanced 
Socialists’ Club, in London. Two infernal 
machines of sufficient power to demolish any 
building were found in hie house at West­
minster. One consisted of a large zinc pail 
nearly filled with blasting powder and gun 
cotton, covered with scrap iron, with a fuse 
at the bottom. The second was a large tin 
cooking utensil similarly prepared. It ia re­
ported thkt the machines were intended to 
blow up the German embassy.

Wolff is a chemist, and one of the leading 
Socialists of the metropolis. The machines 
were fitted with time fuses. There were ten 
pounds of explosive matter in each machine. 
Wolff is reported to be of German or Polish 
extraction, and has been engaged for some 
time et the waxwork exhibition of the Royal 
Aquarium. A violent explosion occurred 
four months ago at hia residence, which he 
reported as an explosion oi gas.

Wolff waa arraigned in court subsequently, 
charged with knowingly having in his posses­
sion explosives for unlawful purposes." The 
prisoner asked for a German interpreter. 
Superintendent Williamson deposed.teat the 
prisoner had the infernal machines and was 
unable to give a satisfactory reason fur the 
possession thereof. A policeman testified 
that tbe prisoner started to run whentoe waa 
approached. There were Mao found m his 
lodgings fourteen empty cans each as are 
used for powder and some documents, in­
cluding a letter to Count von Munster, tne 
German ambassador, which says “ If you 
wish freedom yon must give us equality. ” 
It is signed “ Proletarian.” The prisoner 
said the things found most have been placed 
there by a Frenchman. He was remanded.

A 'Frenchman named Bolderane gave the 
police information which led to Wolff’s 
arrest

It is considered certain that the infernal 
machines found in Wolffs house at Westmin­
ster wonld have been used against the Ger­
man Embassy in London a few hours after the 
arrest was made. They would have produced 
an effect similar to what occurred at the un­
derground railway explosion at Praad street 
a few weeks since.

The Salvation Army Condemned,
Kinoston. Nov. 25.—At the quarterly 

meeting of the Bay of Quinte Clerical Union, 
held at (Napanee, a letter from J. D. Burke, 
rector of Belleville, was read. It brought the 
subject of the ** Salvation Army” before the 
Union. This letter was a strong protest 
against what was termed all such " fahtastic 
movements,” and urging unflinching opposi­
tion on three grounds, which were dwelt on 
at length—first, “ Because the whole thing is 
schismaticalsecond, “Because it is pro­
fane, and even blasphemous third, “ Be­

The “ Church Army ” is under 
the direction of the Rev. W. Carlyle, an emi­
nent clergyman, lately curate of Kensington, 
one of the largest parishes in London. After 
a prolonged discussion and a consideration of 
the armies, whether “Salvation,” or “Saved,” 
or “Chnrch,” from a variety of standpoints, 
the following resolution was offered by Rural

—“ That the members of this Clerical Union

Sent for Trial for Destroying a Bond.
Guelph, Nov. 23.—The preliminary exami­

nation of a somewhat unusual case waa held 
at the Police Coftrt this morning, John Ban­
yan, a prominent hotel-keeper of this city, 
being charged with destroying a bond valued 
at $650.

The history of the document is as fol­
lows :—When the city was endeavouring to 
secure the Provincial Exhibition for 1883, 
and sent a deputation to Kingston for that 
purpose, the hotel-keepers ol the city gave 
the Mayor a bond for $650, thirteen of them 
agreeing to pay the city $50 each in the event 
of the Provincial being held here in 1883. 
Only one of the subscribers had paid up, and 
all endeavours to collect from the others 
having failed, it was moved at the last meet­
ing oi the City Council to place the bond in 
the hands oi tne City Solicitor, with in­
structions to take proceedings against those 
who had not paid.

Mayor Chase was on his way to the city 
solicitor’s office with the paper in hia pocket 
to hand over to him with instructions to carry 
ont the resolution when he met several of the 
hotel-keeper# whose names were on the paper,

GIVING THEM A LAST CHANCE

The cause of 
the sudden embarrassment arises out of the 
failure of the firm’s agente in London 
end the downward turn of the English 
market for spruce deals, of which 
they have a quarter of a million dollars’ 
worth awaiting sale in Liverpool and London. 
It appears that the English market haa de­
preciated $6 per standard for the spruce, and 
it the house was compelled to sell the loss 
would be enormous, whilst by waiting some 
time the market is bound to return to ita 
normal condition, and they would com#, out 
all right.

MARITIME PROVINCES.
Ç. H. Tapper, M. P. for Pictoa, has been

Ten years ago the population of North 
Sydney, C.B., was less than 1,600; it now 
exceeds 4,000. In the same time real estate 
has increased in value 500 per cent., five 
churches have been erected by as many de­
nominations, and there is not a vacant house 
in the town. There are nine tanneries, a shoe 
factory, a foundry, two furniture factories 
and a machine shop in operation. In 1879 
the tonnage of vessels calling at North Syd­
ney waa 245,220 tons, in 1882 it had increased 
to 455,492 tons, and this year a further gain 
of 25 per cent, has been made. The tonnage 
of vessels arriving at this port was last year 
the fourth largest of any port in the Domin­
ion, being exceeded only by Quebec, Halifax 
and Montreal while to Oct. 23rd, 1883, 1,106 
vessels had arrived, against 881 in the corre- 

mding period in 1882.

Rival Claimants for Labrador.
Newfoundland claims the proprietorship 

of a large portion of Labrador. Years ago 
Quebec owned the entire frozen region. 
Afterwards, in 1763, Labrador was annexed 
to Newfoundland. Ten years later Canada 
came into possession again. In 1809 the 
prize was restored to Newfoundland, and in 
that colony it has been ever since. The 
Newfoundlanders have a court of civil and 
criminal jurisdiction there, and they levy 
Customs duties. Nobody is likely to envy 
Newfoundland her possession. Still, the 
fisheries are rich. In one year the fishermen 
of Newfoundland have captured on the Lab­
rador coast 400,000 quintals of codfish : 
60,000 bayela flif. Aqaipg, and 300 or 400 
tiercesôf salmon. -n,.

Seven Men Burled Alive,
A serions accident happened at Lachine 

the other day which might have caused the 
death of forty persons, a portion of the 
building of the Bridge Company, now in 
coarse of erection, having fallen in, burying 
several men undpr the rams. During the 
high wind which prevailed the end of the 
east building fell in with a tremendous 
crash. A gang of workmen who were engag­
ed inside were whrntd of their peril by a 
shower of bricks, and a moment later the 
whole end of the Wall; which is 24 feet thick, 
fell in with a great-roar. A general rush for 
the ontaide was made, ‘but seven of the work­
men were less fortunate than their compani­
ons, and were buried under the débris. At 
first it was thought the remainder of the wall 
would also tumble down, and consequently 
no one ventured to approach it for a time. 
Seardh parties set to weak to rescue the in­
jured, many of whom were obscured from 
view underneath the bricks. At 
length «even were dog out of 
the ruins, four of whom were unconscious 
for over an hour, thus giving rise to the be­
lief that they were killed outright. Among

THE NORTH-WEST.
Never were the restrictions against the ad­

mission of liquor into the North-West so 
thoroughly eniorced aa they are at present.

Application has been made for a charter to 
build a railway from Medicine Hat to the 
Coal Banks, with power to extend the same 
to Fort Macleod.

Brigadier Burden, the chief of Mr. 
Mowat’s army of occupation in Rat Portage, 
openly avows the intention of his leader to be 
to hold the territory in spite of Provincial or 
Dominion laws. He also admits, and evi­
dently glories in having given his men the 
murderous instructions already published.

Major Bell, of the Bell farm, make» a pro­
position under which be says Canada can be 
relieved of "the expense of supporting the 
Indians of the North-West. He suggests 
that the Indian reserves be divided up and 
allotted to competent farmers, the farmers in 
return to undertake the annual payment of a 
sufficient sum to support the Indians to 
whom the reserves belong. The major thinks 
the scheme would be profitable alike to 
whites and Indians. The former would be 
relieved of the cost of supporting the Indians 
and the latter would be taught agriculture.

The Dominion Government has had a hun­
dred and twenty surveying parties, or over 
1,200 men, at work surveying the North-West 
daring the past season. As a result some 
fourteen hundred townshipe have been 
eub-divided, the greatest area ever gone 
over in one season on this continent, 
or on any other for that matter. 
The section of country surveyed extends from 
Moose Jaw and the Touchwood Hills to Cal­
gary. Besides this the principal base lines 
and meridian outlines have been run through­
out the greater portion of the whole prairie 
region. This looks like energy.

The members of the Saskatchewan Coal 
Company are eiated over the result of the test 
of their coal on a Canada Pacific railway freight 
train. Twenty-five cars with600tonsof freight 
left Winnipeg for Brandon, the Saskatchewan 
coal producing a'power pressure oi one hun 
dred and forty pounds most of the way, and 
an average of fifteen to eighteen miles was 
made. The 7'imes ie very enthusiastic over 
the result. It publishes a table of the time 
made between stations, and says :—“The 
table does not note the time waiting for 
crossings. Allowance being made for that, 
it will be found the train made aa good time 
as would have been made bad American coal 
been used. Moreover, the Saskatchewan coal 
will not cost the company much more than 
half the price it pays for coal from the 
States. ”

Arrest on Suspicion of Horse Stealing—The

London, Nov. 23.—A young man named 
John Barr, alias Swizgert, was arrested here 
this afternoon on suspicion of stealing a horse 
and bnggy. He was endeavouring to pro­
cure an auctioneer to dispose of it at the 
market to-morrow, and offered the rig to a 
gentleman for $200. Detective Murphy 
heard of the offer, and accosted him. Barr 
offered to go to the telegraph office" and wire 
his friends so as to assure the officer that the 
property was his, but while Murphy was 
writing out the message Barr turned on his 
heel and ran out of the door and up King 
street.

A Firebug Sent for Trial.
The investigation into the case of W. B. 

Robson, charged with having fired the lock­
up in the village of Markham thirteen years 
ago, was concluded in Toronto on Mon­
day. The first witness was G. H. Barker, 
who was postmaster of the village in 1871, 
and who was called to prove that the build­
ing belonged to the municipality, but failed. 
Robert Anthony swore that he nad seen Rob­
son come out of the lock-up a short time 
before the fire was discovered. Stewart Wil­
son, another witness, testified to having been 
in Robson s company on the night of the tire. 
He was in the lock-np with the prisoner, 
when some of the cfowd were amusing them­
selves by running wheelbarrows about the 
main room. They afterwards retired to a 
neighbour’s, where Bobson asked for a 
match and then walked towards the lock-up, 
Henry Germane swore that after the crowd 
left the lock-up all but Robson went to the 
verandah of the Iiotel. This was all the 
evidence offered, and the prisoner was com­
mitted for trial, bail being accepted in two 
sureties of $500 each. , The prisoner was then 
charged with having tired the Devine house, 
in the township of Markham, on the 15th 
November, 1865, and to which he pleaded 
not guilty. The first witness was Joseph 
Parks, of Stouffville, who stated that he and 
the prisoner, who were then boys, were pass 
ing the house, when the prisoner went over 
and climbed in through one of the windows. 
He was only in a short time when he came 
out saying the place was on fire. This was 
the only witness examined, and the Magis' 
trate committed the prisoner for trial, accept' 
ing his own bail

A Female Horse Thief.

It appears that on Saturday 
afternoon a well dressed young man drove 
into Guelph with a horse and buggy. He put 
up at one of the hotels, and after making en­
quiries went to see a horse-dealer witn a view 
of selling his horse and* rig. The price asked 
was reasonable enough, but the dealer de­
clined to trade. Several other persons were 
approached, but without success, and finally 
the supposed owner came down to such a 
figure as to arouse suspicion. Chief Randal 
got wind of the affair, and, after questioning 
the young man, decided to detain him till he 
could ascertain something farther about the 
matter. He was accordingly arrested, and 
gave his name as James Murray. He 
explained that he had been commis­
sioned by a Dr. Wynn, from near 
Acton,to sell the rig, and had oome to Guelph 
for that purpose.

Machine Shop in Ridgeway Destroyed,

WEEKLY
PORT PERRY PARALYZED.
The Town Almost Completely Enveloped

In Flames—Immense Destruction of Pro­perty.
Port Persy, Not. 26.—It wanted only 

fifteen minutes to midnight when the fire, 
which proTed eo widely die*»troua, broke 
out in Port Perry. - A aiok man named 
George Seibrey waa lying restlees and 
awake in a room in the Port Perry hotel, 
at the corner of Queen and Water streets, 
when shortly before twelye o’clock last night 
he was alarmed by the strong smell of smoke 
which prevaded his apartment. He sprang 
out of bed, and upon opening the door of 
his room a volume of smoke burst in, so 
dense that for a few moments be was nnable 
to give the alarm. As soon as he recovered 
he aroused the other inmates of the house, 
and a few seconds later a general alarm was 
given. Then ensued a scene of wild excite­
ment that will never be forgotten in Port 
Perry. The flames spread with great rapid­
ity despite the fact that they were working 
on comparatively new material, and that the 
great majority of the buildings they attacked 
were constructed of brick. The residents of the 
town were quickly aroused, and in an in­
credibly short space of time the streets sur­
rounding the district in flames, and all the 
avenues leading to it, were crowded with 
sight-seers. They were not all inactive spec­
tators of the scene, however, for as often as 
volunteers were called for to work the hand 
engine, wnich for » long time has been the 
sole dependence of property-holders in Port 
Perry, strong arms were offered for the gen­
eral service. But the fire quickly assumed 
proportions which threatened to defy all 
local efforts to subdue it. The fire brigade of 
the town numbered twenty-five men. exclu­
sive of the chief, a sufficient force, nrobably, 
if it had proper appliances provided" for it, to 
cope with any conflagration that had not too 
great a start

As already stated the fire started in the 
Port Perry hotel, a frame building which 
stood on the corner of the main thoroughfare 
(Qneen street) and the street which for a 
abort; distance skirts the lake shore. Then it 
spread to the next house, a brick building, in 
the second and third flats of which was the 
Observer office and the Masonic hall respec­
tively. The next building attacked waa Grif­
fith’s hardware store, and the next which 
fell a prey to the flames was the house occu­
pied as a grocery and liquor store 
by H. Charles. Then followed the 
grocery stole of T. Hardell, and the 

• flour and feed store of Messrs. Curts 
and Henderson. The Walker house, a hotel 

. kept by Mr. W. B. McGaw, was next at­
tacked, and then the building occupied as a 
drug store and dwelling by Dr. McClinton 
fell before the fury of the flames. The shop 
adjoining, occupied by Miss McKenzie, mil­
liner and dressmaker, waa the next to suc­
cumb; and then the bnilding, owned and 
occupied by J. Dieafeld, jeweller, waa at­
tacked. The three-storey bricE building 
occupied by Messrs. Lang 4 Meharry, dealers 
in general hardware and cutlery, was next 
to feel the fiery breath, and then, as if en­
deavouring to stifle the call for assistance, 
which waa being made to Toronto, Whitby, 
Lindsay, and other places, the flames attacked 
the building in which the telegraph office was 
situated. In this bnilding also, was the drug 
store of Mr. Davis, but the chemicals were 
soon subjected to a very harsh process, and 
the telegraph wires and instruments went 
down in the disaster, which a few moments 
earlier it had been their privilege to an­
nounce. The Brunswick hotel, a fine three- 
storey brick building, was next added to the 
general min, but with it ended the progress 
of the fire in a northward direction.

All of the buildings already mentioned as 
having been attacked by the flames were 
situated on Queen street, the principal thor­
oughfare, and formed the beat part of the 
business portion of the town. With two or 
three exceptions they were all three-storev 
solid brick structures. They were all, with­
out any exception, totally destroyed. But 
these were not the only buildings which 
were razed to the ground. On Water 
street the three-storey trame building owned 

- by Mr. Louis McLean was swept away. It 
, had been occupied as a tenement house, and 

in it resided tbe families of Daniel Ferguson, 
J. Howard, and Albert Blake. These poor 
people lost the greater part of their furniture. 
To Mr. McLean’s property was attached large 
stables and a churn factory, and these shared 
in the general destruction. On North street, 
in rear of the Port Perry hotel, were the 
stables rented by Dr. Thorn, veterinary sur­
geon. They were also swept away by the 
flames, but a horse owned by the doctor was 
taken out in time. The livery stables kept 
by Robert Van Sickler, in rear of the Bruns­
wick hotel, were also wholly destroyed, but 
of the contents nothing was lost or injured. 
The destruction of all this large area of build­
ings was so complete that when at last the re­
gular and volunteer firemen were able to 
Withdraw to their homes for rest there was 
not a wall left standing. It was nearly five 
o’clock before it was found safe to desist from 
further effort, so that the

FLAMES HAD BEEN FOUGHT 
for fully five hours. But notwithstanding 
the prolonged fight against the fire, and the 
dangerous service it was found necessary to 
perform, it is gratifying to be able to state 
that only four lives were lost—and these be­
longed respectively to three pigs and a 
row, animals the property of Mr. John Ruddy, 
pf the Port Perry hoteL

It was noon to-day before the excitement 
of the townspeople had quieted down suffi­
ciently to enable them to enquire into the 
josses of their neighbours and to the town. 
It was then learned that the total loss would 
be about $100,000. Enquiry has placed me

GRIEF TJJRNED TO JOY.
A. Carious Mistake and lte Consequences.
. Last week a man named John Brady, while 
l°™Ping off a Credit Valley train at the foot 
of Tecumseth street, Toronto,slipped and fell, 
the wheels of one car passing over his leg 
and almost catting it in two. He was 
immediately conveyed to the hospital, 
where, on the following day, amputation 
was found necessary and performed. These 
are the serious facts in connec­
tion with the event, and it would seem im­
possible that there could be a humorous aide 
to the story of ao terrible an accident But 
nevertheless there is, and at the risk of being 
considered in bad taste the funny facts shall 
be related simply because they are facta. It 
appears that the unfortunate victim of toe 
accident bears a strong resemblance to a 
young man whose parents reside on McCaul 
Street and some friend of the letter’s family, 
who saw the former carried to the hospital, 
rushed off to inform the father of the 
horrible accident that his son had ao 
recently met with. He met the old gentle­
man near hia residence, and immediately 
cried out to him, “Your son Michael has 
just been run over by the cars and has been 
taken to the hospital. Yon must hurry if 
you want to see him alive, for he has only a 
lew minutes to live. ’’- The old man was for a 
few momenta unable to move, but when he 
recovered the use of his limbs be rushed into 
the house, and, with his eyes blurred with 
tears, endeavoured to hitch a horse to the 
buggy in which he wished to drive to the 
hospital. His wife followed him to the 
stable, and in vain demanded an explanation 
of his strange appearance and manner. At 
length he told her that some accident had 
happened to their son, and ahe fainted. 
Upon recovering she, without waiting 
to dress herself for the street, threw 
a shawl over her head and.next threw herself 
into the buggy. After a prolonged search for 
hia whip the old gentleman at length found it 
m his hand, and being now fully equipped 
urged his horse to its fullest speed in the di­
rection of the hospital Arrived at that in- 
stitution the pair

LOUDLY DEMANDED ADMITTANCE 
to the room where the injured man lay. For 
a time this privilege was denied them, but on 
promising to keep strictly quiet they were 
tinally admitted. This was in the early part 
of the evening, and they remained 
in attendance upon the unfortunate 
man until ten o’clock, when they were 
compelled to leave the building. In 
the meantime, a priest had been sent 
for, and fearing the worst result from the 
operation which it was known would have to 
take place, the clergyman and the mother 
knelt down by the bedside and prayed long 
and fervently that “ Michael should be 
soared to his parents and be granted the 
strength to live through the amputation. The 
mother continually bathed the sufferer’s head, 
the tears from her own eyes almost sufficiently 
wetting the handkerchief for that purpose. 
The father stuffed some barfk notes into the 
pocket of a coat which he saw hanging on the 
wall, and bade the attendants take the best 
care of his son, as they would be well paid 
for their services. At the same time the 
mother did not neglect to act the part 
of a consoler to the poor victim of the 
accident, but poured into his ear. in a voice 
broken with sobs, promises of a cork leg and 
a university education, the former that he 
might still wa’k with the easy grace of a man 
in the possession of the full compieip&pt of 
natural legs, and the latter to assure him of 
a means of living without being called upon 
to use the artificial limb. At length the 
hour of ten rang out, and .the worthy couple 
with their hearts burdened with grief, and 
weeping bitterly at the thought dl leaving 
their son behind to his suffering, slowly de­
scended the steps leading to tbe main en­
trance. When abont half way down who 
should they meet coming np but—Michael ! 
The son they supposed they had left 
in a ward above they met a few 
moments later on the stairway, sound, and 
with the two legs which nature has given to 
man. The shock was a great one, almost as 
great a strain as when the news of the acci­
dent reached them.

It was soon ascertained, however, 
that Michael had learned of the errand upon 
which his parents had gone, and had hasten­
ed to make known to them the error. There 
was great joy in the family that night, bnt 
the man who brought the news of the acci­
dent is not so happy as he has been on other 
and less important occasions.

BRUTAL MURDER.
An Old Man and Hl« Wife Cruelly Clubbed

and Knifed to Death.
Buffalo, N.Y., Nov. 24.—The Times this 

morning has the following prese despatch 
from Hickman, Kentucky, under date of the 
23rd :—The bodies of Hillman King, aged 80, 
and of his wife Amanda, aged 60, were dis­
covered this morning horribly butchered. 
Their bouse was robbed, it is supposed, of 
about $2,000. When the crime was com­
mitted is unknown, but it was probably done 
about daylight yesterday. Mrs. King’s body 
was first discovered by-her son. Her throat 
was cut from .ear to ear. Her head showed 
marks of three «tunning blows from a broken 

n which waa fonud on the floor. The 
urniture was knocked all over the floor.

THE BODY OF MB. KING
was discovered at a stable abont 100 yards 
from the house, in a cattle shed, covered by a 
lot of shucks. His face had a fearful gash 
over the right eye, * and hie left temple was 
beaten in. The murderer used both clnb and 
knife freely. The trunk in which King kept 
his money was chopped in with a hatchet, 
and it is supposed at least $2,000 waa stolen, 
although m his hurry about $200 was left 
The coroner’s jury returned a verdict of mur­
der by some person unknown. No clue to 
the perpetrators has $et been discovered. 
The circumstances tend to implicate Frank 
Miller, a worthless character, who has been 
infesting that vicinity lately. He 

CAN BE TRACED
every night and day for eight or ten days up 
to last Wednesday night, when he was seen 
about dark within a few hundred yards of 
the King residence, acting very suspiciously. 
Since then nothing has been heard of him. A 
reward of $1,000 for the capture of the mur­
derer has been ofiered by tbe family. He 
will be lynched if caught

Chinee© Death Ceremonies. .
On Thursday last the remains of some in­

fluential Chinaman were brought up toColum- 
bia street, in a handsome, coffin, and placed 
on trestles. Close to the foot of the coffin 
was a table spread with sundry meats, and 
another immediately adjoining with two en­
tire pigs. A number of Chinamen were col­
lected at the end of the table with 
tbe pork, and knelt down on a mat to 
recount the virtues of the deceased. Sundry 
prayers were read, and then committed to the 
flames. The funeral dirge was played from 
time to time on a kind of fife, and chanted by 
those present. After the ceremonies the par­
ticipants conveyed the dead man to the grave. 
—Mainland (5. C.) Guardian.

REVOLTING TRAGEDY.

Horrible Mnrder of Three Persons by an 
Englishman,

Laconia, N.H., Nov. 25.—Thos. Salmon, 
an Englishman, aged 36 years, left his house 
on Saturday wheeling a trunk, which he took 
to the house of an acquaintance. Jae. Ruddy. 
He stopped there for the night, taking hia 
trunk upstairs. Shortly after four o’clock 
this morning the neighbours were awakened 
by a woman's screams proceeding from 
Ruddy’s house. On investigation they 
found Mrs. Ruddy lying on the ground 
under the front window, through 
which she made a desperate leap 
She waa bleeding profusely and was unable 
to rise. Oe entering the house flame* burst 
out from the doors and windows, but were 
soon extinguished. The police officers found 
lying upon tbe kitchen floor the bodies of 
Ruddy and his infant child, both

CUT IN A HORRIBLE MANNER, 
and covered with the contente of a feather 
bed, which had been saturated with kerosene 
and then set on fire. Both bodies were 
disfigured past recognition by the
flames. In a bedroom was found
the trunk mentioned and the lifeless body of 
Mrs. Ford, which was identified by her hus­
band. One of her limes had been chopped 
off, the detached member and the remaining 
leg being bound to the woman’e body with a 
clothes line. The bed clothes had been 
saturated with oil, then piled on the body, 
and an attempt made to set them on tire, 
which failed. Mrs. Ruddy on being ques­
tioned said the crime had been committed
by Salmon with a hatchet. She said :_
“We all went to bed abont nine o’clock, 
bnt about eleven Salmon came into the iront 
room, looked out of the window, saving he 
was dervona and couldn’t sleep. I got up, 
made him a cup of tea, and went back to bed. 
At 4 o’clock Salmon came into tbe front 
room again, and acted queerly, after which 
be went back into the kitchen. My husband 
and I then got up, and he also went into 
the kitchen. I soon heard a fall, and 
going out found my husband hanging 
over a chair with his arms down. Salmon

STRUCK MB WITH A HATCHET 
on the head. I grabbed his arm. bnt he then 
•truck me, and then threw me on the floor. 
He then went to the front room and killed 
the baby, who waa crying. While he was 
there I tried to unlock tq^ kitchen door, but 
he returned again, and ^Eck me over the 
bead, knocking me down. I lay quiet, when 
he went back into the front room, got the 
baby, then came back and placed feathers 
and straw over us, after which he went out 
I got np and tried to open the front window, 
but could not, I then broke a pane of 
glass and jumped through.” The hatchet 
with which the crime was probably commit­
ted waa found in the river. Salmon wasarrested 
on the road between Laconia and Plymouth. 
He did not resist arrest There is suspicion 
against Ford, the husband of the murdered 
woman, and he also was arrested. Several 
euepicions circumstances tend to show his 
gniit At Ford’s end Salmon’s there was no 
evidence of

MRS. FORD’S MURDER,
and it ii thought her death waa accidental at 
Salmon’s hands.. It is supposed he wished to 
conceal the body, and took it downs taira in a 
trunk, thence to Ruddy’*, whence perhaps 
he could carry it from the house during the 
night, but that Ruddy refused to assist him, 
when a struggle enaned. The supposition is 
that Mrs. Ford died either from strangula­
tion or drugging, aa she frequently indulged 
In strong dnnk.

Salmon is a cook by trade, haa a wife, bnt 
doea not live with her. It i* alleged ha

caused a separation between Ford and hi* 
wife, and that he waa a

FREQUENT VISITOR AT BUDDY’S 
house. When he reached the latter place 
with the trunk he called out “Mrs, Ruddy," 
and the two conversed for fifteen minutes, 
after which they went into the houae. On 
Saturday morning Salmon took down 
a clothes line in the back vard of 
Ford’s bonee, and it waa noticed that hia 
hands trembled violently. Mrs. Ford was 
between forty and fifty years of age, and was 
last seen in company with Salmon on Friday 
morning, going in the direction of the village. 
Ford says his wife bed been in Salmon’s com­
pany two or three night». Salmon has a hare 
lip and is a repulsive-looking person. There 
are several blood spots on his clothing. A 
coroner’s jury haa found him guilty.

A FEARFUL RIOT.
Fight Over the Poes «este» of » Disputed 

Gas Well.
Pittsburg, Nov. S6.—A bloody riot oc­

curred at a natural ga* Well in-Murraysville, 
Westmoreland county. Tne burning well is 
claimed by the Pennsylvsuia Fuel Company, 
and also by Melton Weston, a Chicago 
capitalist, the Fuel Company being m 
possession. This afternoon a gang of 
thirty labourers in the employ of Weston 
appeared armed with shotguns and clubs to 
take nossession. To reach the well they 
would be obliged to remove a large pile of 
lumber. The labourers of the Fuel Company 
were unarmed. O. V. Haymaker, a member 
of the Fuel Company,: ordered all his men to 
sit down on tbe lumbar pile. Weston’s forces 
moved forward and ordered the labourers off. 
Tbe latter refused to go, and after threaten­
ing demonstrations the attacking party 

RAISED THEIR GUNS AND FIRED.
Tke assault was unexpected, and the result 

was frightful. When the smoke cleared 
away O. V. Haymaker and four others were 
found lying on the ground. Haymaker was 
dead, the others of his party were seriously, 
and probably fatally injured. Scenes of the 
greatest confusion ensued. The workmen of 
both parties engaged in a pitched battle, and 
many were seriously injured. Weston’s force 
being armed, finally put the Fuel Company’s 
forces to flight, and at latest accounts were 
in possession. The sheriff has been called 
upon, and deteceives of this city have been 

, despatched to the scene,
A VERY DIFFERENT VERSION.

A later despatch says the trouble occurred 
this morning, and the fuel company’s party, 
led by Haymaker, were tbe aegressors. The 
well was in the possession of Weston’s forces. 
Haymaker oollected eighty of his men, 
armed them with clubs, and made an 
attack, fatally wounding Kiefer, Weston’s 
watchman. Weston’s party then opened 
fire. Haymaker’s party fled to Murrays- 
ville, and the sheriff started for the scene 
with a posse. It ie reported that Hay­
maker's brother and friends have organized" a 
party and left for the well with the avowed 
intention of having revenge at any cost.

A North Torontonian Turned Ont of His 
Home by his Indignant Spouse.

About six weeks ego William Hemer, with 
his'wife and family, came to Toronto from 
Guelph and started a flour and feed atore on 
Yonge street, a abort distance from Bloor. 
Hemer had only recently married hia second 
wife, who was «"widow with a numerous 
progeny. Everything went smoothly until a 
tew days ago, when Hemer and his spouse 
had a dispute which ended in hia calling her 
hard names and threatening violence. To 
punish her husband for hia misconduct Mrs. 
Hemer did not prepare any meals for him for 
three or four days. This ao exasperated the 
man that he tdok vengeance on the children, 
blaming them for all his trouble. The climax 
was reached Monday1 morning when Hemer 
attempted to punish his undutiful better half. 
He waa no match for her, however, and she 
lifted him up bodily and carrying him out 
threw him into the street. She then took 
what furniture she thought belonged to him 
and landed it out in the lane at the 
rear of the house. Although it was 
rsining hard and there was no shelter out­
side she left her lord and master to stand the 
weather as best he could.

WEST MIDDLESEX.
Our latest despatches indicate an accept­

ance of Grit challenges in West Middlesex. 
The Dominion Government will hold its 
election at the same time as the Local ; 
nomination day Dec. 7th, election day 
Dec. 14th. Mr. Alex. Johnston, as we 
expected, will contest the seat with Mr. 
G. W. Ross for the Local Legislature, and 
will, we judge, beat him. Dr. Roomb has 
been nominated as the Liberal-Conservative 
candidate for the county ; the Grits have 
so far nominated no one in place of Mr. 
Ross. We recognize with satisfaction the 
prompt acceptance of the Grit gage in this 
riding. It remains for our friends to go 
into tne contest with confidence. If they 
do so they will win, not only the local 
seat but the Dominion seat as well West 
Middlesex has a noble opportunity of 
winning the very blue ribbon of politics by 
routing the Grits for both Houses.

There are thus five vacancies already 
.declared for which elections must be held 
speedily, and eight are still before the 
courts in various stages of advancement.

In Muskoka Mr. Fauquier was disquali­
fied, but it is believed that the Court of 
Appeal will remove the disqualification. In 
East Northumberland and South Renfrew, 
both held by Reformers, the judges agreed 
to unseat the members, but divided'as to 
the propriety of disqualifying them. The 
Court of Appeals-has already been resorted 
to in one of the cases.

In AJgoma, although the election was 
held over two montfis ago, the return is 
improperly withheld. Why 1 With five 
seats vacated and eight more before the 
conns, our readers will see that our party 
needs only honest steady work to oust the 
Mowat administration and regain the 
rightful position in Ontario which was 
wrested from a constitutional government 
by a blow beneath the belt. The falling 
back upon Mr. Ross, the unseated mem­
ber for the Commons, as Minister of Edu­
cation, is a flagrant proof of weakness in 
the House and country. Let our friends 
do their duty.

TBREE WRITS ISSUED.' -
The writs have been issüeà for elections 

for the Local Legislature in three constitu­
encies, West Middlesex, West Simcoe, arn^ 
CardwelL Two of these constituencies 
were held by our friends ; the third, West 
Simcoe, was unexpectedly captured by a 
Grit who has been unseated. When the 
elections are over we hope to be able to 
call them all three Conservative. The 
nomination day is December 7th; the 
election day December 14th. "

Is there anything that we need to say to 
impress on our friends in those constituen­
cies the need of going to work ? If there 
is we are .not conscious of it All has been 
said that can be said. The situation must 
be clear to every elector in these three 
constituencies. Mr. Mowat is fighting a 
desperate, and a losing, game. If he loses 
one seat he is a lost politician. Our friends 
have it in their power, by simply going to 
the polls, to put an end to a dozen years 
of Grit rule which gçts more corrupt as it 
nears its end.

When sailors arc desperate at sea they, 
often break open the cargo or stores, and 
drink to drown their despair. The Grit 
party in Ontario has become reckless also 
in that fashion. They have more nearly 
ipproached, if they have not overstepped, 
the line which separates politics from 
ictual crime, in their conduct at Rat 
Portage and their disfranchisement of 
electors in Algoma, than any Government 
has ever don# on this continent.

They have outraged private property. 
They have made • plaything of Ontario’s 
territorial rights. They have broken the 
law by disfranchising citizens. They have 
spent great sums of money without the 
authority of the Legislature. They have 
outraged morality by their disgraceful 
maladministration of the liquor licensing 
power. They have been exposed in a sys­
tematic and cynical course of corruption 
during the elections in February last

They have been unfaithful alike to the 
Dominion and to Ontario. They have 
been false alike to their oaths of office and 
their pledges to the people.

The indictment might be prolonged ; 
but that is needless. The people know 
what is left unsaid. The people have now 
a chance to vindicate themselves. But, 
above all, the Liberal-Conservatives have 
now an opportunity of putting an end to 
Grit rule, and obtaining for themselves 
that reasonable and just right to control 
the destinies of Ontario which their policy 
should entitle them to, and which is theirs 
to have if only they will make a vigorous, 
united, intelligent, and persevering effort 
to secure it.

THE NEW MINISTER OF EDUCA­
TION.

Politically speaking, Mr. G. W. Rosa 
may be taken lightly. But there is a point 
of view from wnich he must be seriously 
considered. He has been chosen by Mr. 
Mowat to be Minister of Education for 
Ontario. That is a position which calls 
for capacity. It is ah office with tradi­
tions of scholarship and ability. It con­
fers on the holder of it, if he is a good 
man, high distinction, and gives him great 
powers. We do Mr. G. W. Ross no injus­
tice when we say in all seriousness that he 
has not capacity to fill the office. He can­
not sustain its traditions. He will be ren­
dered ridiculous by the burthen of an 
honour he is not fitted to bear. And he 
will inevitably succumb to the evil influ­
ences which brought Mr. Crooks into con­
flict with the public and the teaching pro­
fession.

Whatever faults Mr. Crooks had—and 
we do not profess to minimize them—he 
had originally the training of a scholar, 
and he maintained to the last the position 
fitting for a Cabinet Minister—one of the 
two in Mr. Mowat’s Cabinet who did so. 
Mr. Ross is, in fact, an illiterate man, 
with some decree of voluble smartness. 
He was made an inspector, though he 
could not fulfil the educational test. He 
has had no share whatever of the liberal 
culture of the time. He cannot speak 
twenty sentences of good English consecu­
tively. His ludicrous mistakes as to 
classic and historic names we have often 
laughed at. His “ educational” expe­
rience is confined to the Public Schools ; 
he has never had intellectual contact with 
either Hieh School or University matters.

Now these are very serious disqualifica­
tions in Mr. Ross for tjiewffice of Minister 
of Education. They render his acceptance 
by the teaching body (which is, as a rule, 
an uncommonly clever body, with keen in­
telligence and a wide command of varied 
scholarship) simply impossible. They 
should render his acceptance by the people 
equally impossible. Thar this will be the 
result is, we think, inevitable ; for it is 
very clear to every man of intelligence 
that the political disqualifications of Mr. 
Ross are as great as his educational dis­
qualifications.

His appointment is a fresh insult to the 
new Legislature so far as it is composed 
of Mr. Mowat’s followers. Mr. Ross 
had given little or no aid, had made no 
party sacrifices, had been paid for years 
by Mr. Mowat, had bent his energies to 
the task of obtaining a front rank on tjie 
Opposition benches at Ottawa—which he 
never succeeded in doing. He has been 
Unseated after being nearly defeated. 
And finally he has been thrust over 
the heads of all the rest of the mefl 
who. have been fighting Mr. ,Mowat’s 
■wtt|es. and who have gone through the 

: expensive turmoil of an election to *Up-T 
port him again. Mr. Gibson, of Hamil­
ton, and Mr. Haroourt, of Monck, had 
claims ; they had also some qualifications, 
they are university men. Blit Mr. Mowat 
has once more deliberately sacrificed edu­
cational fitness to political expediency in 
picking out Mr. G. W. Ross.

The writs are out. The* people of West 
Middlesex will have an early chance of 
showing their appreciation of the situa­
tion. We are greatly mistaken if they 
tolerate Mr. G. W. Ross in a position for 
which he is, for the reasons we have ad­
vanced, so notoriously unfitted.

AN OPPONENT OP TEMPERANCE.
In his speech at Napanee last Saturday 

Sir Richard Cartwright announced that 
he was a temperate man, and that the 
difference between him and some other 
temperate politicians was that “ he had not 
“ been displaying himself on temperance 
“ platforms from one end of the country 
“to the other.” This was evidently a 
drive at Mr. G. W. Ross, of whose 
abilities Sir Richard has not a very exalted 
opinion. Sir Richard does notf believe 
in politicians who are ostentatiously tem­
perate,, and his views regarding the tem­
porary Minister of Education would seem 
to be that if that gentleman laboured more 
earnestly for temperance and aired himself 
less frequently on the platform, he would 
do more real good than he does.

But Sir Richard, like many of his kind, 
is too severe when dealing with temper­
ance orators. The honest advocate of tem­
perance on the public platform does much 
good. He converts the inebriate ; he con­
firms in the faith the man who has already 
pledged himself to shun drunkenness. For 
publicly urging upon the people the claims 
of temperance Mr. Ross is not- to be 
blamed. It is for throwing obstacles in 
the way of great social reforms—and for 
the basest of political reasons—that the 
majority of honest temperance workers 
will condemn him. In the House of Com­
mons last year he posed as the opponent 
of the greatest temperance movement that 
has been inaugurated in a Canadian Legis­
lature for years. Of the bill which he tried 
to deteat Rev. Dawson Burns, the famous 
temperance orator and writer, says :

“ The difference between this and other 
Permissive legislation may be thus explained: 
according to the one there shall be no sale of 
liquor if the people take action against it ; 
according to the other the sale shall depend’ 
on the people, in a given proportion, expres­
sing a desire for it By the one (at present) 
drink-selling proceeds if the people do not say 
* Nay )’ by the other (to come) drink-selling 
shall not proceed until the people say • Yea.’ 
By the one the old order of things continues 
unless arrested ; by the other a new order 
succeeds unless the old order is preferred. 
By the one system prohibition has to gat 
leave to be ; by the Other the liquor traffic 
has to procure the leave.

And why did Mr. Ross oppose this 
grand step in advance ? Was it because 
his temperance principles dictated this 
course to him ? Or was it not rather be­
cause the interests of the party would be 
better served by a badly-enforced license 
law than by a law which could be used by 
no party for political purposes ? In oppo­
sing that bill Mr. Ross subordinated his 
temperance principles to the demands of 
partizanship, As a defender of the Crooks 
Act, and of the mode in which it has been 
administered, Mr. Ross will again sink 
morality on behalf of party. No man can 
excuse the terrible work for which the 
maladministration of the Crooks Act is re­
sponsible.

Judge Hughes in hie remarks regarding 
the working of that measure said ;

“ I have been a Commissioner (of Licenses

and I know how the license system works. I 
am not going to raise a cry against the Crooks 
Act, is many do. I believe it was an honest 
move in the right direction, but the way that 
Act has been carried out is not right. That 
Act has been; carried ont with a. view to fur­
thering the interests of the political party. 
I say I was displaced ■ from being a commis­
sioner because my administration of that Act 
was anything but beneficial to the party, and 
I was got ont by the speciout pretence that 
an appeal might come before me as judge.” 
So that the Act has been managed for no 
other than a political object. Had it been 
otherwise we should not have heard from 
the Guelph Mercury (Reform) that in one 
town the licensing system under political 
management is a disastrous failure. In 
Harriston, according to that stalwart Re­
form paper, the political licensing officers 
perform no duties. They permit the un­
restricted sale of liquors, and even wink at 
the desecration of the Sabbath. Nor can it 
be pleaded that this is an exceptional case. 
According to the Guelph Mercury it is not 
It is a condition of things that is peculiar 
to no one town. It exists elsewhere. Mr. 
Ross is the candidate of the party that 
purposes to perpetuate this crying evil

Mr. Ross carries, on his banner the 
motto, ‘1 We prostitute the licensing sys- 
“tem for political purposes.” The elec­
tion courts have revealed the kind of work 
the license inspectors arid commissioners are 
engaged in. Reform candidates are nomi­
nated from inspectors’ offices, licenses are 
bartered for votea^ The inspectors neglect 
official duties and engage openly in cam­
paign work, bribing some and intimidating 
others. One officer has been compelled to 
fly the country, as he was afraid to appear 
in the election courte. Another inspector 
actually told an elector to commit the 
fraud of vbting twice. Still another in­
spector was nominated for the Legislature. 
He signalized his nomination by pro­
ceeding at once to the unlicensed groggery 
and treating all hands.

Electors in West Middlesex are invited to 
vote for Mr. Ross and thus to express 
their approval of a badly administered law, 
of political licensing officers, and of unre­
stricted whiskey selling. It is for these 
things that they will vote if they mark their 
ballots for Mr. Ross. Sir Richard Cart- 
WRioHT’sdirect sneer at Mr. Ross should not 
influence them. They must vote against the 
new Minister, not because he speaks in 
favour of temperance, but because he acts 
in opposition to ÿ.

EXPOSING THEMSELVES
We are always told that if the Grits in 

the House of Commons are few they are 
able and active and superior to the Minis­
terial light-weights whom a deluded people 
have entrusted with power. But we have 
had the cynical satisfaction of seeing Mr. 
Blake and Mr. Mackenzie oh their knees 
to the people of South Huron,confessing that 
they had nobody who could talk, finance, 
and begging for the desperate and doubt­
ful boon of Sir Richard Cartwright.

We are glso told all the time that 
Mr. Mowat has a host of clever fellows 
behind him who could form cabinets emi­
nently superior to anything that so inferior 
a class of men as the Merediths, the 
Morrises, the Creightons, etc,, could 
get together. But when Mr. Mowat 
wants a Minister of Education to fill the 
place of Mr. Crooks, he has to beg Mr. G. 
W. Ross to come in and aid him. He 
flings overboard such men as Mr. Gibson, 
of Hamilton, because he could not be elect­
ed ; he overlooks such men as Mr. Mo- 
Loughlin for pephaya the tame reason ; 
and
Mr. HjSooUB*,*; 
he has little canfldinCd' in'ïhr ability, and 
less in his manners.

The fact is that Mr. Blake has, since 
he overturned Mr. Mackenzie by means 
of a paltry conspiracy, been simply obtain­
ing political support on false pretences 
He had no policy, though he talked poli­
tics He had no men of any brains, though 
he talked of his following. Caleb Bal- 
debstone himself was more richly provided 
with “ gear ” than Mr. Blake has been ; 
at least he had the wit to proclaim a fast. 
But Mr. Blake has gone on making false 
pretences at once to his party and to the 
people.

The fact is that Mr. Mowat is in des­
perate straits The Government finds it 
hard to keep together. One Provincial 
Treasurer cannily deserted him in time. 
Another has been forced out partly 
by a cabal And a third has 
been captured for temporary servies 
The Education Department has long 
been in a state of disorganization. Failing 
to get Mr. Crooks thrown over by his 
constituents in February last, Mr. Mowat 
has found Mr. Crooks’ ill-health a very 
convenient, and of course sufficient, rea­
son for making a change. And in doing 
so he offers to the ruck of his followers the 
same insult that Mr. Blake has offered to 

►his.
Mr. Blake is trying to get Sir Richard 

back to make a pretence of financial dis­
cussion. Mr. Mowat is trying to get Mr. 
Ross in to make a pretence of filling the 
Education Department In each case 
the Grit party has to suffer a humiliation, 
and Grit members have to submit to an 
insult In Mr. Blake’s and Sir Richard’s 
case the party does not seem disposed to 
submit What they will do in.the case of 
Mr. Mowat and Mr. Ross remains to be 
seen. It will be our duty to aid in their 
deliberations.

THE SOUTH HURON COMEDY.
It was just his luck. Mr. Blake is as 

unfortunate m dealing with his party as he 
is iu stating questions of constitutional 
law and appealing to the public as a leader. 
He has been “ sat upon ”—to use a phrase 
from the lingo most familiar to his follow­
ers—in turn by every public or political 
official body in the Empire and in the Do­
minion. The law officers of the Crown 
have snubbed him. Lord Lorne has sent 
back a parting shot at his ’‘^Provincial ” 
rubbish. He is a “leader” of his party 
(a good half of whom secretly despise him 
while the other hAlf follow reluctantly) 
by virtue of means that would be consider­
ed dishonourable among well-organized 
hoodlums. He was compelled to edge him­
self into Parliament by getting Mr. Mowat 
to pay Mr. Burk the price of a shrievalty. 
He has been rejected as a leader by the 
country. Hehasfailed to frame or formulate 
a policy. And he has conspicuously been 
unable to hold his own in those financial 
discussions in which he is as little at home 
as when he drivels about literature, or as 
Mr. Mackenzie when he talks about art.

The South Huron escapade is the most 
ludicrous event of his comic career. The 
constituency is one in which the Griie are 
hived. The majority of Mr. McMillan 
was nearly six hundred at the general elec­
tions. Mr. Blake went into the consti­
tuency for an urgent party purpose—to 
get Sir Richard a seat. He was afraid to 
go alone. He had to beg Mr. Mackenzie 
to go with him. He bad a sad confession 
to make, viz., that out of all the “noble 
“ band " behind him in the House, there 
was no man fit to cope with Sir Leonard 
Tçrbt. He must have Sir Richard back 

because Sir Richard can at least

He had to beg the South Huronites to 
let Mr. McMillan resign. Mr. McMil­
lan himself put in a similar plea, but not, 
we judge, with much heartiness. It was a 
touching scene. Mr. McMillan was full 
of resigning. Mr. Blake was full of ad­
vice about making sacrifices, which 
he never makes himself. Mr. Mackenzie 
was loyally active, though no doubt con­
temptuous in his sleeve. And Sir Rich­
ard was no doubt peeping in through a 
crack in the window somewhere to witness 
the fervour of the demonstration.

But out of a large gathering of represen­
tative Grite sixty-one voted against having 
anything to do with Sir Richard, and 
only sixty-four voted for having him ! If 
Mr. Blake does not tesign after that he 
is—-just the sort of person we have always 
maintained. If Mr. McMillan resigns 
he is a much more cbmplaisant mail than 
we think for—especially in view of the 
fact that Mr. Mowat will not be able to 
do the handsome thing by him as in the 
case of Mr. Burk. If the people of West 
Huron accept Sir Richard they lack some 
qualities that we would like to think are 
common to all the people of this province— 
self-respect, intelligence, political fore­
sight, and regard fot their dignity as elec­
tors. We shall see. V

HON. G. W. ROSS ON THE STUMP.
It is the Magpie that usually figures on 

the Stump ; but Hpn. ,G. W. Ross is more 
than many magpies. He has delivered to 
the people of Strathroy a speech which 
labour» under the undone exaltation of too 
much torch smoke and too little previous 
consideration. It was wrong in Mr. Ross 
to assume that the demonstration was given 
him as a citizen of Strathroy. It was a 
purely party festivity in which coal oil, 
cat-calls, and far too much confidence, were 
mingled. Strathroy is not proud of Mr. 
Ross because he is Mr. Mowat’s Minister; 
the Bull Pup, the Slugger,. Boston 
O’Brien, and Brigadier Pattullo are 
equally in the “ Christian Politician’s” 
counsels.

There was a certain note of commend­
able modesty in the next remarks, mingled 
with not a little cunning ;

“He had at first doubts that he would be 
able to till the position of Minister over our 
admirable school system, and thought what 
a calamity it would té if a mistake of his 
should mar in any way the excellent working 
of that system which was founded by that 
noble educationalist, Dr. Ryerson. ”
We share with Mr. Ross his want of con­
fidence in his ability to manage the Edu­
cation Department, and agree with him 
in the probability of his having to make 
deplorable mistakes. But why should he 
talk of Dr. Ryerson 1 It is because it is 
safe to talk of Dr. Ryerson, who is dead, 
it is not so safe to talk of Mr. Crooks, 
who is not dead. The Education Depart­
ment has been Mr. Crooks’, and Mr. 
Mowat’s, and, for a time, Mr. Hardy’s. 
Why bad Mr. Ross nothing to say about 
their management 1 Was it for the reason 
hinted in hie next mistake 1 He said :

“ Whatever Mr. Mowat would do, he (Mr. 
Ross) bad decided that in the administration 
Of his position he would know no politics 
m the discharge of. hie duties. (Great ap­
plause.) It was said tiiat our educational 
system was political,, tid it was presided 
over by a political head, hut he" assured them 
that the educational interests of the province, 
so admirable iti their3 details that other 
countries, notably the Australian colonies, 
had copied/them, wool* in his hands receive 
the first oonsideratieh‘Huld-that aU political 
considerations wood* <be made to subserve to 
the still further development of the admir­
able system of which the country as a whole 
feels so justly proud.”
This was in effect an arraignment of Mr. 
Mowat and his policy. It was a public 
confession that Mr. Mowat had allowed 
politics to interfere with education, and a 
public repudiation of Mr. Mowat for that 
offence. It was a cruel thing to do so soon 
after promotion. Mr. Ross knew right 
well that politics had interfered with the 
honest administration of the school law. 
He promises that it shall not do so in his 
time. But he is tykittg service under a 
chief who has shown his determination to 
make sobriety, decency, order, andmorality. 
as well as education, subservient to his 
politics, and Mr. Ross will have to yield 
to that chief in due time, if he succeeds in 
getting the endorsement of West Middle­
sex.

Mr. Ross is not confident of a prolonged 
occupation of the office. He says :

“ Although now a Minister of the Crown 
he had no intention of severing his social 
connection any more than his political con­
nection with West Middlesex. His family 
would still remain here, his children would 
still have the advantage of our admirable 
eohool privileges, and he would himeelf still 
remain a resident among them. ”
In the few weeks that Mr. Ross will be 
Minister of Education it is not worth his 
while to remove his family ; he exercises 
in that a commendable prudence. He 
cari “ hang out ” alone in Toronto till the 
Governor issues a commission of the Trea­
sury in which his name will not appear, 
and when Mr. Meredith will, be in place 
of Mr. Mowat.

THE LAST MASSACRE.
The False Prophet has avenged himself, 

after the manner of the East, by a massa­
cre. Since August, 1882, he has been the 
object of a good deal of unreflecting satire 
and unreasoning sneers. He has several 
times, however, exhibited a good deal Ijf 
force ; and the fact that for twelve months 
he has been able to maintain his forces 
intact is very remarkable in a country 
where volunteer contingents are very apt 
to melt away. The despatches of yester­
day turn a jest into p tragedy, and the 
disaster that has happeaed to Hicks Pasha 
and his troops is an affitir of international 
moment. The customary charlatanism of 
military service is exposed once more by 
the fact that the European commander 
appears to have been surprised by his foe, 
in a country where the. possibility of such 
a surprise ought to have been a matter of 
hourly precaution. 1

The Mahdy or Prpphet, who is now so 
notorious an object, of painful interest, 
has been long expected., He was foretold 
by the Prophet himself, and his name was 
to be Mohammed Ibn: Abdallah. The 
Prophet, according to the tradition, is to 
come in,a “time of trouble,” which in a 
world of constant trohble (look at Mr. 
Mowat’s troubles for instance) might 
happen at any time ; it is a good safe ferm 
of prophecy. The Moslem Armageddon 
is to be fought ; and the world is to 
be gradually but still swiftly prepared 
for the general judgment. One of the 
curious points about this False Prophet 
affair is the fact that it is not alone the 
ignorant and the superstitious who are 
said to believe in him, but the educated and 
high born. Their object practically ii to 
get rid of all Western “ infidel” influence 
and have the land to themselves. There 
can be very little doubt that Europe has 
not made a permanently friendly impres­
sion on either Asia or Africa.

. The belief in a Mahdy is in oûe shape or

Hindoos, and Arabian Mohammedans. 
The opportunity for an able imposter is 
very clear, and, of course, if one has 
arisen in the person of the dangerous chief 
who has massacred Hicks and his force, 
he may liave a wild career before he is 
stopped by superior force. He must be 
an Arab ; his name must be that of the 
Prophet ; he must be » descendant of 
Fatima, the wife of the prophet’s son-in- 
law ; and of course he must be “ smart”— 
and all Easterns are smart.

The fear of a general rising of the Mos­
lem Arab races against the foreigner, in 
the event of the Prophet’s success, is the 
great cause of anxiety just now. The 
withdrawal of British troops from Egypt, 
which has been going on with too great 
rapidity, will, of pourse, be stopped now 
that the warnings of the press correspond­
ents have turned out to be true. And 
nothing could be more serious at this time 
than such a victory as that recorded in the 
despatches. It will give an impetus to the 
insurrection quite, out of proportion to the 
merits of the victory and compel larger 
preparations for putting down the Prophet. 
Of course if civilization cannot put him 
down she will enthrone him and make him 
her ally. ' A

WAR BETWEEN fAaNCB AND 
CHINA.

Our despatches this morning indicate 
the probable precipitation of war be­
tween France and China. It has been 
for some time inevitable that war would 
take . place. Tfie French Chamber sus­
tained the Government in its foreign 
policy, and the Government is committed 
to a policy that could not but end it a 
fight.

The history of the affair is in the main 
as follows :—France wqs engaged in ex­
ploring the country through which runs 
the Cambodia river, the basis of opera­
tions being the district of Cochin China, 
consisting of three provinces (Saitron, 
Bienhoa, and Mytho), over which France 
has for many years established control. 
Two sets of explorers have been mur­
dered, including two men of eminence, 
Garnier and Riviere. France in her 
scientific explorations was of course per­
fectly justifiable. In demanding and 'en­
forcing satisfaction for the murder of her 
officers she was, as M. Leroy Beaulieu 
points out in the October Fortnightly, per­
fectly right.

In the meantime the Annamese have re­
sisted, and a war has been in progress. 
China claims over the kingdom of Annam 
the same authority that Turkey claims 
ovpr Egypt, and of course is too deeply 
interested to remain out of the fight. Her 
interference has been inevitable. It has 
been delayed long, and the correspondence 
has been frightfully voluminous.

The interest of foreign nations in the 
war is very great “ Civilization ”—that 
is, the commerce and Christianity of Eu­
rope—has waged a long fight with China, 
with more or less successful results. Eng­
land and her colonies do three-fourths of 
the trade with China ; therefore the dis­
turbance caused by war will be very great 
for England ; and endless causes of con­
flict with France are likely to arise during 
the blockades and other events of the 
fight.

In all probability the general opinion on 
the subject of the war is expressed in the 
last issue of the London Times which has 
reached us. It is as follows :—“ No one 
“ supposes that France is afraid of China, 
“ or doubts that a serious struggle would 
“ end in a French victory. But .in Eng- 
“ land, at any rate, there is a profound 
“ conviction that France will find the game 
“ not worth the candle. She can reap no 
“glory, however she may thrash the Ohi- 
‘ nese, just because nd one questions her, 
“ superiority. She can reap no profit, be- 
“ cause everything that will be open to 
“ French commerce after victory is now 
“ open underequally favourable conditions. 
“ But in fighting the Chinese she will throw 
“ away many lives, waste much treasure, 
“ and squander resources which are ur- 
“ gently needed at home, besides running 
“ the risk of finding herself involved in 
“ European complications just when she is 
“ least able to deal with them. ”

France will enter on a conflict with’ a 
power possessed of enormous resources, at 
a time when she h^a created in Eurone a 
variety of enemies; and will during the con­
flict run a daily risk of alienating the only 
allies she might count on in a conflict Pos­
sibly the French Government calculates 
that the interests of other civilized nations 
in China are so great that these nations will 
be compelled to aid France, just to put an 
end to a disastrous conflict

WEST MIDDLESEX.
Nomination nf Candidates by Both Parties 
—Disgraceful Record of ihe Uric Nominee.

Glencoe, Nov. 23.—The Conservatives of 
Weet Middlesex met in convention nere this 
morning to choose a candidate to represent 
the riding in the House of Commons. The 
meeting was called to order at ten o’clock, 
Col. English, of Strathroy, being chosen pre­
sident. Dr. Roome, of Newbury, was select­
ed as the standard-bearer by a unanimous 
vote, and the meeting, which was a large 
and enthusiastic one, dispersed feeling well 
pleased with their choice, resolved to carry 
the seat by a large majority. The Doctor is 
one of the most popular men in the riding, 
and is certain to be elected.

Glencoe, Nov. 27.—The West Middlesex 
Grits held a convention here this afternoon 
for the purpose of nominating a candidate to 
contest the riding with Dr. Roome for the 
House of Commons. Mr. W«n. Murdock, of 
Adelaide, was chairman. There were about 
100 persons present, but the fact that the 
nominee of the convention would be simply 
an automaton set up to be knocked down 
seemed to dispel the enthusiasm usually to be 
found at Grit gatherings.

Six names were placed before the delegates, 
namely, Warden Cameron, Messrs. L. Clever- 
don. Win. Murdock, Dr. Sinclair, of Mel­
bourne, Dr. Graham, Calvert, and Elliott.

Napanee, Nov. 27.—The result of the elec­

tion for the House of Commons which took 
place yesterday may fairly be said to have as­
tonished both parties, save and except those 
members of the Grit faction who understand 
the elevation of the standard of public moral­
ity.

This action will be endorsed by 
all the better-thinking -classes throughout 
Lennox, as well as throughout the Dominion, 
for the party even now is in a position to 
prove what ruffianly tactics were resorted to 
in order to secure Mr. Aiiison's return even 
for one session. Not one, but twenty cases 
are known, and when proved before the pro­
per tribunal, will place several prominent 
Grits in the usual portion occupied by them 
when their victories are enquired into. To­
day, as ever, the honest sentiment of the 
county is for Sir John Macdonald’s Govern­
ment, and the outrages committed by cer­
tain strangers introduced into the constitu­
ency by the Grit leaders will startle those 
who for one moment were simple enough to 
credit Grit professions of purity.

It is reported that Mr. P. D. Plewes, of 
Brantford, an extensive miller and president 
of the Dominion Millers’ Association, is 
financially embarrassed.

EDUCATIONAL NOTES.
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CANADIAN,
The new college building at Sackville, 

N.B., will be ready for occupation in the 
spring of 1884.

The total number of pupils attending thi 

Ottawa Separate Schools during the month o: 
October was 2,123.

There are about 1,600 graduates enrolled 
on the list of those who recognize Victoria 
University, Cobourg, as their alma mater.

The teachers of the county of Haldimand 
have presented 0. Moses, Public School in­
spector, with a valuable gold watch, chain, 
and seal.

The cadet class which was established in 
connection with St. Thomas Collegiate Insti­
tute some time ago has become defunct, and 
the military authorities will remove the arms 
and accoutrements.

The endowment fund of Knox College, 
which is steadily progressing, now amounts 
to about $140,000. "It is thought that with 
special efforts the total sum required will be 
realized by the end of this year.

Mr. Oliver, principal of the Brantford Col­
legiate Institute, in his last report to the 
boards said that there were 190 names on the 
list, with a present attendance of 176 pupils. 
There were eleven candidates preparing for 
university matriculation examination.

The trustees of Harriston Public School re­
ceived 130 applications iu answer to an ad­
vertisement ' for a full staff of teachers for 
their school The old staff of teachers were 
re-engaged after all and now there will be 130 
disappointed pedagogues throughout the 
country.

The city of Halifax, Nova Scotia, pays a 
male teacher holding a grade D certificate— 
which is much easier to , obtain than an On­
tario intermediate—a salary of $350 when he 
begins. After the first year the salary is in­
creased at the rate of $20 a year until it 
reaches $450.

La Minerve says :—“ We have here in the 
Province of Quebec twice as many classical 
colleges as in France relatively to the popu­
lation, whilst we have half as many careers to 
offer to educated youth. This is a false and 
abnormal situation which engenders disorders, 
and must necessarily do so. ”

There have been 210 applications for ad­
mission to the Fredericton, N.B., Normal 
School for the term which opened on the 6th 
of this month. Of the 184 teachers licensed 
in the province last year all were appointed 
to schools, and there is still a large demand on 
the part of the inspectors for more.

The demand for cheap teachers in Ontario 
is very detrimental to the cause of education, 
as it drives many who are qualified to teach 
into other pursuits, and places in their stead 
persons inexperienced and incompetent for the 
work. When teachers show the people thaï 
they are getting the worth of their money by 
the work done in the schools, they will more 
cheerfully furnish the means necessary to pay 
for this valuable work, and do more cheer»' 
fully and promptly.—Bx.
. At the meeting of the Elgin Teachers’ As­
sociation held a few days ago, Mr. A. T. 
Butler, P.S.I., pointed out some errors in 
teaching arithmetic, which were suggested 
to him when examining the entrance papers. 
He showed that decimal fractions should be 
better taught. Too much effort is made to 
teach all arithmetic by the unitary method, 
and too great a tendency to ignore proportion, 
interest, &c. He also urged the necessity of 
teaching mental arithmetic, not only in the 
elementary rules, but simple problems in all 
the rules.

The current number of the ’ Varsity, in re­
plying to those who say that “ graduates soon 
forget, or lose their interest in, the very sub­
jects they made a special study of during 
their years of university training,” points to 
the significant fact that ont of forty-two lec­
tures read or delivered during the last session 
of the Canadian Institute, twenty-nine were 
by professors or graduates of Toronto Uni­
versity, and of these twenty-two were by 
graduates alone. The * Varsity significantly 
adds :-—“ That not a few of our university 
men are willing to take advantage of any op­
portunity of post-graduate study, we think 
the above record shows no slight ptoof. ”

The following statistics of the numbers of 
students in attendance at the different educa­
tional institutions in Montreal show a grati­
fying increase over last year :—At I^cGilt 
College, in the faculty of "arts there are 148 
students ; 94 undergraduates, and 54 occa­
sional student» s in the faculty of anpiied 
science, the total number is 61 ; in the faculty 
of medicine there are 200 students, 66 of 
which are new entries this term ; in the 
faculty of law there are 30 students. At 
Laval University are 310 students, divided 
as follows In faculty of divinity, 210 ; in 
law, 72 ; in medicine, 28. Iu the Victoria 
School of Medicine there are about 160 
students in attendance. The number of 
students in attendance at Bishop’s College 
Faculty of Medicine is about 50. From ttie 
above statistics it will be seen that the pro­
fession of medicine is by far the most popular 
in Montreal.

FOREIGN.
Columbia College has an endowment of 

$5,000,000. There were 1,857 students in 
attendance last year.

In speaking of the higher education, of wo­
men an exchange says :—Upon woman as the 
educator of the young, not oniy in the nur­
sery but in the school-room, the destinies of 
any country will depend. Who can exagger­
ate then the importance of giving her "the 
education indispensable to the right perfor­
mance of her task ?

What they call “newspaper geography " 
has been introduced into some of the New 
Haven schools. The teacher takes the morn­
ing paper, reads such news as seems best to 
bim, and the pupils are required to find out 
on the map the places mentioned. By a well- 
informed teacher—and with a little trouble 
any intelligent teacher could keep informed 
upon the news of the day—such a lesson 
might be made the most interesting and most 
instructive on the programme. It might 
easily include history and biography, as well 
as geography.

The following school statistics are from the 
blue book of the Education Department of 
Great Britain for the years 1882-83 :—Accom­
modation in inspected schools is now supplied 
for 4,538,320 scnolars ; scholars on the regis­
ters, 4,189,612 ; present at inspection, 3,542,- 
742; average attendance, 3,015,15L At the 
close of the year 1882, there were 35,444 cer­
tificated teachers ; 10,071 assistants, and 28,. 
285 pupil teachers. The average salary paid 
to a male certificated teacher in 1882 was, 
roughly speaking, $600; to a female certificat­
ed teacher. $365. In addition to their Othei 
emoluments, 6,194 male teachers out of 14,255, 
and 5,393 out of 20,094 ' school mistresses, 
were provided with residences free of rent.

Beside the clear, crystal waters of a run­
ning stream, and surrounded with Jiiies, we 
noticed on our way up Tuji-Yama, the Japan­
ese sand mountain, what we thought to be i 
school-house, and our curiosity prompted ui 
to ask for admittance. There were some 
fifteen children in the room, which was fur.

were moving about and conversing with eact 
other. The master was teaching the smallei 
ones the characters of the written languagt 
by writing them on a blackboard and requir­
ing them to repeat the sounds indicted by 
them. Some were engaged in writing upon 
their elates, others in arithmetical calcula­
tions, and others in reading or committing to 
memory from text-book*. There seemed U 
be an entire freedom from restraint, and we 
were surprised at the happy and contented 
manner in which they pursued then- studies. 
Bright and intelligent little fellows they 
looked, and from what we have seen of the 
youth of Japan we are convinced there is 
much to be expected from t nm.—Correspon­
dence San Francisco Chrot. j.

A dog fight took place in Red Bank, N. J., 
recently for $100 between the Monmouth 
county dog Tag and the Long Island dog 
Zip, both brindles. Tag entered the pit at 
33j pounds, while Zip turned the scales at 
34 pounds. The fight was a fierce one and 
of short duration.

Elliott, the English ex-champion 
sculler, has cabled to Boston to have his new 
shell shipped to him, he is believed to have 
got on a race in England with Bubear, and 
his backer, Schoff, has sailed for the Old 
Country. The Boston Herald says that " in 
speaking of Elliott a day or two before start­
ing for California, Hanlan said that he was . 
not as big a fool or as bad a scalier as many 
took him to be, and that before he got 
through he would land himself a good win­
ner.” Hanlan taffies everybody but Court­
ney.

A queer contest took place on Nov. 5th in 
the neighbourhood of London, England, when 
an innkeeper named Boyd backed a carrier 
pigeon against a Mr. Wilkinson’s donkey, 
said donkey rejoicing in the title of Star­
gazer. Both were to start from the Sewer 
bridge, in the Stratford road. Bow, and to 
come to Mr. C. Boyd’s, the Sultan, Grove 
road, the pigeon conceding the donkey 6 min. 
start, and the stake at issue being two sacks 
pf pigeon beans against » donkey barrow. 
After a very exciting race the pigeon won by 
about fifty yards, in 2 min. 30 sec.

It is said that a few days ago when the 
well-known race mare Bonnie Lizzie, and a 
less successful one, Virginia Bush, were turn­
ed out to pasture on the luxurious grass 
grown np under the fencing around the 
Preakness (N.Y.) track, Virginia Bash 
challenged Bonnie Lizzie for a race. The 
pair deliberately walked back to the etarting 
post, aligned themselves and started away at 
the top of their speed and ran around the 
coarse, Bonnie Lizzie winning. Passing the 
stand, both horses turned around and walked 
back to the starting point, as if reporting to 
the judges.

“The Scotch deer shooting season lasts 
about six weeks,” ssys Ashore or Afloat,

The Belleville Intelligencer is of the opinion 
that salmon fry deposited in our fresh water

lskee will never yield any very greet return, 
because tbe salmon to become fat and healthy 
must be able to spend a portion of their time 
in the sea. The salmon proper thrives only 
m the sea, and it becomes languid, lean, and 
unhealthy when t is confined to fresh water. 
At certain j eri.ds the fish is seized by an 
overmastering appetite for salt water. If it 
cannot gratifying its craving it becomes sick­
ly and cadaverous Beeidee in fresh water it 
only reaches a weight of eight pounds in four 
years, whereas in salt water it reaches three 
times that weight in the same period. The 
ealmon of Lake Ontario are certainly not 
large, but they are rare.

“ The death of the Marquis of Donegal at 
therip® age of eighty-six,’* says the London 
Field, “ recalls to one’s mind the early days 
of yachting and yacht racing. Man-of-war 
discipline wss maintained on board a yacht, 
bar the flogging, although, according to Theo­
dore Hook, the celebrated Jack Brag was in­
duced to pay the efijk of the Psyche some­
thing extra for the nrivilege oi flogging them. 
Crews were victualled'as for a voyage, stores 
were taken in out of bond,guns were mounted 
on deck as for a buccaneering expedition, tbe 
owner adopted and wore a uniform, saintes 
were fired in and out of season, and, in fact, 
the whole shibboleth of the royal navy waa 
carried ont,"

GREAT SLAUGHTER.
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The Egyptians Lose *5.000 Men In a Con­
test with the false Prophet.

Hicks Pasha’s army has been destroyed by 
the forces of the False Prophet. The intelli­
gence of the disaster was brought to Khar­
toum by a Coptic official. The fighting con­
tinued from the 3rd to the 6th inst., and re­
sulted in the complete annihilation of the 
Egyptians. It is stated that a European 
artist is the only person that escaped.

El Mehdi e forces are estimated at 300,000 
men, and include dervishes. Bedouins, mu­
lattos; and regulars. The battle occurred 
near El Obeid. El Mehdi first sent forward 
dervishes, declaring they would vanquish 
the enemy by Divine aid, but subsequently 
the regulars joined the attack and the en­
gagement. became getieral. Hicks Pasha’s 
army, early in the battle, was divided into 
two bodies, bnt subsequently re-nnited and 
formed a square, which the forces of the 
False Prophet broke after three days' des­
perate fighting.

Letters written by military correspondents 
show that Hicks Pasha had only about 10,- 
000 men. Three thousand of these were to 
be detailed to keep up the line of communi­
cation. It has been reported*10»! the False 
Prophet had twenty thousand men, although 
in a pronunciamento issued by the Sheiks "in 
September it was claimed that he had two 
hundred thousand, and • that they had 
Remington guns and rockets which they 
had taken from Turks, but that the 
prophet had forbidden tbeir use, as 
only spears and swords were to be used by 
his fighting men. Among Hicks Pasha's 
troops was the first regiment of Egyptian in­
fantry, 16,000 men, formerly commanded by 
Arabi Pasha, bnt then under the command of 
English officers. Capt. Herlth, an Austrian 
who formerly commanded a Uhlan regiment, 
was Hiflks’ principal drill officer.

A later despatch says :—The engagement 
resulted in the massacre of the commander 
with Col. Farquhar, chief of the staff, five 
English officers and tv^o German officers, 
O’Donovan, the war correspondent, Villiers, 
an artist, and ten thousand Egyptian sol­
diers. Hicks tried to advance 230 miles 
through a hostile region, his only supplies 
being oiscuits, there being no communications 
opeu. His' soldiers became alarmed. The 
heat waa intense, and the camels died by hun­
dreds. For water the^rmy was dependent 
on surface pools, the enemy having swept the 
country barduof cattle, Nothing had been 
beard of tbe *rmy by the outside world until 
rumours of a victory were followed by news 
of this disaster.

CoL Coutlogan, who was with Hicks Pasha, 
has sent a telegram from Khartoum to Gen,;, 
Wood, commanderef the British troops, con­
firming the reports of the disaster. He says 
the whole country has risen. The Government 
has asked Baker Pasha to send 10,000 gend­
armes from Suakim to help clear the desert, 
but Baker refused, thinking the troops were 
required in Upper Egypt. It is stated that 
Turkey has offered to send twen^i thousand 
troops to re-establish Mussulman authority in 
the Soudan.

Hr. Power, the European artist who was 
with Hicks’ expedition, telegraphs from 
Khartoum that tbe first attack by the Egyp­
tian army was successful. It was not until 
the enemy was believed to -be routed 
that Hicks accepted the guidance of an emis­
sary of the Mehdi, who led the army into a 
waterless defile, where it was annihilated.

A Cairo despatch says :—The latest reporta 
confirm the defeat of Hicks Pasha. The 
panic at Khartoum is increasing, owing to 
rumours that the False Prophet, with a large 
force, is advancing noon, the city and has cut 
off all supplies. Official advices admit that 
Europeans are leaving Khartoum by boats. 
Two trans orts with gendarmes will leave 
Suez to-morrow for Suakim. Baker Pasha 
will probably command the expedition. Plans 
are being^irepared for the fortification of 
Assouan, on tne right bank of the Nile.

A later despatch from Khartoum says : 
—“ Arabs report a large force of rebels close 
to Khartoum. We only have food for a 
month. There are only 2,000 men here to de­
fend nearly four miles oi lines of communica­
tion. It is perfectly useless to attempt to 
hold Khartoum, where the popnlation is a 
slumbering volcano. The land line of retreat 
is closed, and the river line may be sto i ped 
to-morrow. The réagis hold the clifis over- 
hanzmg the river a|*blak.

The massacre of Hicks’ force in the Soudan 
was not as complete as at first reported, those 
who desired it being allowed to join tbe False 
Prophet’s army. The Turkish officers have 
refused to go with the Soudan expedition, 
claiming that they only contracted to serve 
in Egypt. Baker Pasha will take command 
Of the expedition, pnd will start for Snakim 
in ten days. Signs of tbe revival of religious 
enthusiasm are cansing a growing sense of 
apprehension, fears of a general rising in the 
large towns of Upper Egypt being enter­
tained, The Berber 'chiefs have forwarded 
protestations of fidelity to the Khedive, and 
no communication from Turkey has yet been 
received by tbe Egyptian Government.

If the caller is a young man and he calls upon 
a young lady, then her mother or some lady 
friend of the family is always present, and 
she does most of the entertaining. When 
the young man calls three or four times it is 
presumed that he knows what he wants, and 
it is therefore expected that he will at once 
seek the hand of the lady in marriage, bat if 
he fails to declare his intentions, then the 
father or the oldest son, if living—if not, 
then the uncle or some other member of the 
family—invites the gentleman to come for­
ward and state the object of his visits, or dis­
continue them. The yonng lady is never 
allowed to ride or drive alone with a gentle­
man ; neither is she allowed to walk upon the 
street, visit any friend, nor to attend a pub­
lic ball, except she is accompanied by some 
member of the family or a trusted lady friend. 
Neither gentleman nor lady is expected to 
either converse or promenade the street or 
plaza, or to exchange any bat the common­
est courtesies. After being introduced, 
the gentleman is always expected to recog­
nize the lady first, and if he fails 2to do 
that soon after his introduction it is under­
stood that he desires to cat her acquaintance.

Mr. Henry Wade, the energetic sec- 
retary of the Agricultural and Arte Asao- 
nation, has jest returned from an extended 
tour through the United States, during which 
he has visited several fat stock shown The 
one held at Chicago he says was a complete 
success both financially and as regards the 
number of exhibits. There were no less than 
557 entries of cattle at the show, and those 
who exhibited were well rewarded for the 
trouble and expense incurred. The animals 
sent from Canada were regarded by the Ameri­
cana as first-class specimens, each one being 
awarded three or four prizes. The slaughter 
each day was a special feature of the exhibi­
tion. As many as twenty beeves were killed 
in one afternooo. The principal object of Mr. 
Wade’s visit was. to obtain information as to 
how fat etoek shows are ran on the other side, 
with a view to incorporating some of their 
most attractive features into the one shortly 
to be held in this city. The Toronto fat stock 
show, the first ever hieldhere, will beopened on 
Decemberl4th mjtheCommercialhotel stables. 
The place will he tastefully decorated with 
green boughs and the floor will be covered 
with sawdust. It is also intended to have 
the place lit up by electric light, which, as 
the place ie rather dark, will bavfe to be used 
all throughout the day. An admission fee of 
twenty-five oente will be charged at the door, 
and season tickets will be issued.' It is ex- 
pected that the stables will accommodate 
about 200 cattle. Mr. Wade says that, though 
Toronto will not have as large a show as 
Chicago, yet it will have as fine a one.

GIVE THE COWS A CHANCE.

The qualities of the various breeds of cows 
are being freely discussed in United States 
agricultural papers, the owners of difierent 
breefls advocating in strong terms those 
which they are interested in. The Jersey 
cow, as a cream producer, has many admirers, 
and consequently many kindly remarks are 
made in her favour, but tho e persons who 
fake issue with Jeney fanciers say she will 
never become a profitable farmer’s cow, as 
after her milking run is ended she is practi­
cally of no use, being unfitted for sale to 
butchers. This view may not bv correct, but 
it is so frequently made that the objection is 
worthy of note by farmers who desire to pur­
chase good general purpose cows, which 
may be readily turned into beef should occa­
sion demand it There are good features 
connected with all breeds of cows, but is it 
not unjust to compel ordinary stock to shift 
for themselves, while pet animlas are pam­
pered with good food, the best on the farm 
not being considered good enough for them ? 
The various tests that have been made with 
Holsteins, Shorthorns, Jerseys, &c., from 
which great milk and butter yields have re­
sulted, are not solely attributable to the 
cows themselves, but in a great measure to 
their treatment and food. If it pays, there­
fore, to give such attention to high-priced 
animals, which are no more exempt from 
disease and death than less valuable ones, 
would it not also prove a profitable invest- 

« ment to bestow more care #nd better food 
upon the ordinary cow ? This is a question 
that can be easily answered, and the sugges­
tion is thrown for thd benefit of our farmers, 
and not in a hostile spirit .to those who 
find so much to admire, and justly so, in 
•ows with almost illimitable pedigrees.

The Western Rural in a recent issue while 
re-erring to the care of cows said :—44 There 
efw'meey valuable cows among our native*;' 
and many indeed that sre exceedingly fin* 
cows. If such cows are well fed and well 
cared for they make good breeders and are 
themselves eminently satisfactory for dairy 
purposes. Suppose the owner of a herd of 
common cows sees what he can do by giving 
his cows just as good care as the Holstein 
and Jersey gets. He must not expect to 
equal them,bat he will probably be snrprised, 
if such treatment is new in hie management,- 
with the result. Suppose he provides such 
shelter as these breeds generally get, and 
which is necessary for maintaining a full flow 
of milk. There "is nothing that will lesson 
the flow of milk quicker than the chilling of 
the cow. If she becomes chilled, as a dairy­
man recently expressed it to ns, 4 yon have 
locked the mük glands and yon never can 
pick the lock.’ The cow, in otter words, 
will give lees milk at the next mWting, and 
she will never recover until she has pother 
calf. Once lower the flow and it is perman­
ently lowered. But thodlands of our native 
cattle are not guarded at all against this 
danger, and it is no wonder that they are un­
satisfactory.” *

over the present cumbrous system.

After some dieenssion, the following resolu­
tion was adopted by the committee, Mr. 
Lloyd only dissenting, because he thougti 
that the matter should be deferred. HgflUr^sKi 
January session :—Resolved,—That finq-CiqjR 
cil having heard the explanations of «dgpfita- 
tion from the Land Law Amendment As­
sociation, do hereby authorize the Warden to 
sign a petition to the Legislature of the 
Province of Ontario praying for the adoption 
of the Torrens or other system of land trans­
fer in the province.

The committee rose and reported, and thsir 
action was unanimously endorsed.

Returns at Ottawa show that the number 
of cattle exported from the Dominion during 
the present year is far in excess of any for­
mer year. Scab has entirely disappeared 
among sheep since the enforcement of the 
wise restrictions made by the Minister of 
Agriculture.

. Marking sheep is in many localities a very 
important matter, and many of the sub­
stances used for that purpose injure the wool. 
The following is given as a water-proof 

Shellac, two ounces ; borax, 
two oun^»T; gum arable, two nances ; lamp 
black sufficient. Boil the borax and shellac 
in water until they are dissolved,-and with­
draw from the fire. When the solution has 
become cold, complete twenty-live Ounces 
with water, and add lampblack enough to 
bring the preparation to a suitable consisten­
cy. When it is to be used with a stencil, it 
must be made thicker than when it ia applied 
with a brash. The above gives a black ink. 
For red ink substitute a Venetian red for 
lampblack ; for bine, ultramarine ; and for 
green a mixture of ultramarine and chrome 
yellow.

Tiie Health of Animals!
The London Graphic says that a close guess 

as to the, health of animals may be often 
made by feeling their pulse. In the horse a 
good and strong but quiet pulse beats forty 
times a minute, iu an ox fifty to fifty-five, in 
sheep and pigs not less than seventy or more 
than eighty fur ordinary health. It may be 
felt wherever a large artery crosses a bone. 
In the horse it is generally felt on - the cord 
which crosses, over the bone of the lower jaw 
in front of its curved position, or in the bony 
ridge above the eye : and in cattle over the 
middle of the first rib. In sheep it ie, per­
haps, easier to place the hand on the left 
side, where the beating of the heart may be 
felt. A rapid, hard, and full pulse in stock 
points to inflammation and high fever,a rapid, 
small, and weak pulse also to fever, but 
to fever accompanied by a poor and weak 
state of the subject. A very slow pulse in 
stock will often be found to indicate brain 
disease, while a jumping and irregular pnise 
shows something wrong withkhs heart.

Sheep Profitable Slock.
Sheep exhaust the soil less than any other 

kind of stock, their quiet disposition allows 
them to be kept with less expensive fences, 
and the trouble of caring for them both sum­
mer and winter is much less than that of 
other stock. They vield two incomes per 
annum, namely, fleecRnd increase. To re­
ceive tiweeatest profit, the wool should be 
sold and the lambs retained and fat sheep 
and calls be sold in their stead, providing 
yonr flock is as large as you wish. 1 am now 
speaking of fine wools, as I have had no ex­
perience with mutton breeds. They should 
have tree access to both salt and water, but 
more especially in winter. Some grain 
farmers buy sheep to fatten during winter, 
feeding them on wheat straw and grain, , 
claiming to make a jAotit in two ways, gain 
on the sheep and converting the straw into a 
more valuable fertilizer than in any otuer 
way. —Michigan farmer.

Market -Weight for Pigs.
The style of market pig has un.lergpue. a 

great epange within a.few years. , The,farce. 
400 td SOtr-pennd hog is nqw seldom found." 
Thirovergrown hog ia no longer eougot'ifteiv 
and" pig-feeding has been more oarefully 
studied of late years. Shrewd feeders have 
found that the older the hog, the more its 
carcase costs per pound. It is also found that 
the flesh of the large hog ie coarser and 

^tronger, and not as sweet and fine-flavoured 
as a ten to twelve months’ pig. It is true, 
the older and over-fattened hog yields more 
lard, but this does not carry profit with it, 
as lard often brings no higher price than the 
side pork. The indneement, therefore, to 
grow these large hogs no longer exists, and 
the 300-lb. pig has displaced the 500-lb. hog.

The time was when pigs were raised by "a 
slow growth, to fattened afterwards. 
Farmers often kept Mgit of shoats over- win­
ter without expecting them îo increase in 
weight much, so that he might have them 
ready to fatten the foiloViag - fall. These 
were pastured and given house slops through 
tho summer, making a growth -during the 
right to ten months of 40 to 60 pounds. .This 
was what was called a healthy growth. It 
was healthy for the pi’g. It was very un­
healthy for the farmer’s pocket, as the amount 
of gain was not one-half'the cost of keep.— 
National Live-Stock Journal, Ohitàyo.

The Horse In Winter.
John M. Stahl, an authority cn live stock, 

writing on the above subject»! the Indiana 
Farmer, says • •

The food of the horse requires just as much 
attention at this time as at any other season. 
In summer he is rightly fed large quantities 
of gram because his labours are arduous. The 
expenditure of much muscular force calls for 
this highly nutritious food and vigorous 
bodily exercise ensures its digestion. But 
when, as in winter, the horse is idle more 
often than at work his food should consist of 
clover rather than grain. He will fatten and 
grow strong on it just as well, and when 
spring and hard work come he will have a 
Vigorous appetite for grain. He will eat it 
nflth a relish, while if he is fed grain largely 
daring the winter he will lack appetite for it 
when be should eat the most of it

I believe that a horse should be watered 
just as often and carefully in winter as in 
summer. Intense tgild produces as greats 
thirst as heat. It docs not require eo much 
water to quench it, but the reeling of dis­
comfort ia as great I am certain that many 
of my readers have noticed that of a fro.ty 
morning they feel thirsty every few minutes, 
thounh it requires but very little liquid to 
allay that thirst It is so with the horse. 
There can be no greater cruelty than to 
compel him to lick snow, which only aggra­
vates his thirst, and yet I know of quite a 
number of farmers who are guilty of this very 
thing. Horses should be watered at least 
three times per day in winter as well as in 
summer.

etiU promises to be best aa the following 
ought to convince any batter maker. My 
cows gave 400 poonds of milk a day, when 
batter sold for 21 cento, and 1,500 pounds 
when butter sold for 36 cento a pound. But 
say many farmers, it requires a warm barn 
for winter dairying. Trtie, and equally true 
is it tfiat none but fools would have anything 
else than a warm barn for any kind of dairy- 
ing." This is good advice, and we are glad 
to see it from the pen of one eo able to give 
it Often have we told the tale of cows we 
have seen that were kept in a stable that waa 
so warm all winter that their hair grew no 
longer than it did in anmmer, and the egsount 
of milk those cows gave was a caution to look 
at There is no element about dairying eo 
conducive to large milk yieldiog as bodily 
oomfort to the cow, and a temperature below 
60 ® she will not «toed without lose to her 
owner.—American Dairyman.

The Cere of Milk Id Winter. -, .
Scalding the milk in winter, when atrained, 

is recommended by some persons, but it 
makes the- butter white, and destroys the 
fine flavour, making it little better than solid 
cream. The very beet way to manage milk 
set in pans, daring the winter, where an 
even, warm temperature oannot be kept up, 
i| to set the milk in a eooi place twenty-four 
hours ; then set the pan» carefully over hot 
water or unon a grate laid upon the top of 
the stave (tor preserve the pans), until the 
ttùlk is well warmed, but not scalded ; set 
again in a cool place for twelve hours," and 
the cream will all be separated from the milk, 
and eo firm that none will waste in akim- 
ming, and the butter will be sweet and fra­
grant ; and the milk can, in thia way, be 
skimmed sooner than in the ordinary way in 
void weather, when it takes the cream so 
long to rise that it often tastes bitter. Of 
course, where there ie a great amount of 
milk to take care of thie method cannot be 
nursned, but the majority of farmers milk 
but few cows during the winter, and for ’ 
these no way is so profitable as the above. 
No cream can be gained by warming the milk 
and setting again, after once skimming it.— 
Dairy and Farm.

• THE POULTRY YARD.

THE DAIRY.

The Jersey Bulletin, a semi-monthly journal 
published in Indianapolis, Ind.. is the latest 
addition to livestock jourifelism^and as its 
name indicates the Bulletin! is Specially de­
voted to the intercala of Jersey cattle. It ia 
ie an interesting and weil-edited publication.

Cleanliness in milking, and in all the de- 
tails that follow in the proeees of butter- 
making, is indispensable ; also a thorough 
washing of the butter in cold water after it 
is taken from the buttermilk. Perhaps there 
ia more poor butter made by honse-wives who 
have the milk of only two or three cows than 
by thoee who have large dairies, whioh is 
much to be regretted, ai the former largely 
outnumber the latter, and no table is com­
plete without the luxury of sweet batter.

It ie a noteworthy fact that all the leading 
dairy breeds of cows come from countries near 
the seashore, and where there ia an abundant 
supply of moistnre in the atmosphere. The 
milking capacity of common cows may be 
greatly Increased by moistening their feed. 
If water « always convenient cows will drink 
muob more, bot it does not follow that water 
so taken will ha eseimilated with the food in 
the stomach aa it will where both food and 
moisture are taken together,— American Cul­
tivator. _

Winter Dairying.
Hon. Hiram Smith, who is a high authority

on dairy matters, writes H Winter dairying

Give fowls plenty of crushed oyster shell or 
bone meal, or any other substance containing 
lime. Oyster shells are beat, but ground bone 
will do where shells cannot be obtained.

Be kind to your fowls, and teach them to 
look for your coming into the poultry yard 
with delight. Do not scare them, but teach 
them to eat from your hand. It is a pleasure 
to pet them, and amply repays all acts of 
kindness.

^ Moat farmers let their fowls run where they 
please, and roost in trees or under the sheds. 
This may do in the summer, but in winter 
fowls require warm quarters and plenty of 
sunshine. The iruitsof euoh treatment will 
be readily observed in the egg harvest.

A prominent breeder of Plymouth Rocks 
once remarked that he could take 44 forty' 
acres of land and clear $1,500 a year from it 
by raising poultry. ” Can any branch of 
farming be made to give a greater profit? Yet 
the majority of our farmers pay but little, if 
any, attention to this important industry.

Thie ie the time of year when the thought­
ful and wise poultryman provides a warm 
shelter for his fowls. It is injurions for them 
to be compelled to wade through snow and 
slush. Comfortable housing and quarters 
will prevent any necessity for this, and will 
amply-repay all expense in providing it. If 
you bave not already done edÇ do not longer 
delay. A-.

leg Weakness,
Highly-fed chickens which grow fast, bred 

from prize stock, are most subject to this, 
which simply arises from outgrowing their 
strength, and must be met accordingly by 
animal food and tonics. Give meat or worms 
every day, aod, unless it be cold weather, dip 
the legs for a few minutes daily in cold water. 
The proscription will beShriteunofoiifwains 
cl ammouio-citrate of iron for each ~firniesn. 
si.Tflh every day. diaaolved ic the water with 
which the meal is mixed.

The above affection must not be confound­
ed with cramp from cold and wet, which also 
makes the birds unable to walk, or even 
stand, but for which cold bathing would be . 
most injurious. In this case the^only tieat> 
mentis warmth, feeding meanwhile on meal 
mixed with ale, and always given warm. Un­
der this regimen the bird will soon recover, 
unless the attack has been long unperceived 
and neglected.

Reap,
This disease is slways caused by wet, or 

very cold winds, and begins with a common 
coid, terminating in an offensive discharge 
from the nostrils and eyes, often hanging in 
froth about those organsi It is most highly 
contagions, the disease be qg, as we believe; 
communicated by the sickly fowl’s beak con- 
taminatiug the drinking water; therefore, 
let all fowls affected by it be at once put by 
themselves, and have a separate water-vessel. 
Keep them warm, and feed with meai only, 
mixed with hot ale instead of water. Give 
also half a cabbageleaf every day, and wash 
the head and eyes morning and evening with 
very diluted vinegar, or a five-grain solution 
of sulphate of zinc. Mr. Tegetmeier’s treat­
ment is, to feed on oatmeal mixed with ale, 
apd green food onlimited : wa-hing the head 
with tepid water, and giving daily one grain 
sulphate of copper. We prefer the above. 
Ronp runs its course rapidly, and in a week 
the bird will either be almost well, or so 
nearly dead that it had better be killed at 
once- It is tjie disease of poultry, and to be 
dreaded accordingly ; fortunately, the symp.
oms are spécifié, and the treatment equally 

so.

Sundry llreeds.
The Plymouth Rock, says the Journal of 

Agriculture, is undoubtedly the chicken for 
the farmer. We have tried the Cochins, 
Brahmas, Leghorns, Ac., and onr experience 
places tho Plymonth Rock first and foremost 
iu the farmyard. The Leghorns are better 
layers (they are simply egg factories), but the 
farmer wants a fowl that ie not only a 
layer, but a fowl for brooding and thê table. 
While other breeds may excel tne Rocks in 
some point», they the most nearly approach 
to the general purpose fowl. Toey are close 
and entohptiaing foragers, and (luring the 
warm season will find their own living on a 
well regulated farm. The hens are good 
mothers, and divide their labours • In nearly 
the right proportion between laying and 
hatching. They are of a good size, the hens 
reaching a weight of mue and the cocks 
twelve pound», and their flesh, though not of 
the highest, is of a gdod quality. Though not 
the fowl for the fancier, perhaps, they are un­
doubtedly the breed for the yard of the 
general farmer.

Most of this, eavs the Indiana Farmer, we 
heartily indorse. Unr. only fault with Ply. 
mouth Rocks is that they do not know when 
to begin sitting, and when they once do 
begin they don’t know when to stop,

Easiness Failures and Their Cause.
To the Editor of The Mail.

Sut,—I used to wonder why there were 
more business failures in Canada than in 
England or Scotland in proportion to popu­
lation. I do not woolhr now ; in fact, it is 
surprising that failures are not more numer­
ous in this country. To illustrate my reasons, 
let at suppose Tom Smith is the son of an 
English farmer, and he wanta to go to busi­
ness—he ie bound apprentice to a merchant, 
who undertakes to teach him hie business— 
he muet start at the bottom of the ladder, 
in other words, Tom must clean windows, 
carry parcels, sweep and dnst, he must also 
see that nothing goes to waste, bite of paper 
must be out square and need for wrapping, 
every piece of string must be sorted and 
made into balls for tying up paroels, in 
fact be is taught to utilize what a Canadian 
boy would burn or throw into the back lane. 
Tom bas to patiently work himself up step 
by step, and at the end of four or five years 
be ie turned out n first-rate business man, 
that ia, if he baa not wasted hie time.

Now let ue take Tom Smith No, 2 ; he ie 
the son of a Canadian farmer, and he too 
wishes to go into business. It is well known 
that everybody—except those who have had 
experience—thinks any tool can run a store.

So Tom No. 2 persuades the old man to let 
him have a thousand dollars. He puts off hie 
overalls, and opens a store. He boye about 
two thousand dollars’ worth of goods which 
he does not’know how to buy, how to handle, 
or how to aelh The first year be gives credit 
to the amount of a thousand dollars ; hie 
store looks like a second-hand jnnk shop, and 
his notes mature far more promptly than 
hie friends pey their bills. He renews 
where he can, and borrows money to pay 
notes he oannot get renewed. He soon 
begins to realize that he ie in a whirlpool be­
yond hie depth—and he ie soon over the 
rapids. Thremmonthe later he js again pull­
ing tnrnipe, a tedder but a wuer man. Thia 
has been the experience of hundreds in this 
country. How could they compete with men 
who had been trained to bueiuese ? The only 
comfort and consolation they have will be in 
reading the Weekly Globe—which will make 
them believe that all the’failures are caused 
by the N.P. As they read'<Bey will think of

Cr Tom and how different things might 
e been had it not been for the National 
Policy, *• _

There are other reason* for men failing, 
but want of knowledge is tbs principal cause 
of half the failures in thil "country. When­
ever yon hear of a man fàilmg who hai been 
trained in his business it * eîther extravagant 
habita or else be has attempted too much 
with the capital at his commahd—politics have 
no more to do with it than Mr. B'ake has 
with the victory of the Fflse Prophet.

The running ot regular passenger trains 
over the 44 Missing Link ” division of the 
Midland railway, between Peterboro’ and 
Omemee, was commenced on Monday. On 
Friday iast a special train waa run over the 
line containing a nnmber of the officials of 
the Midland for the purpose of inspecting the 
bridges, etc. Everything was found to be 
satisfactory and in good " condition, and the 
road was opened for regular traffic.

Probably the largest train ever drawn on a 
Canadian railway by an ordinary engine was 
drawn on the Canada Southern from Windsor 
to St. Thomas lately. The train consisted of 
sixty loaded cars, principally with grain. 
The locomotive used was one of the company’s 
standard passenger engines. The time for 
.the distance, 101 miles, was, deducting stoo- 
piges at crossing points, six hours and forty- 
two minutes.

The Western and Atlantic railroad under 
its present management requires a] i.eni pioyea 
upon entering the service of the company to 
sign a contract waiving all claims for dam­
ages in case of4 death or injury while in the 
employ of the comoany. This waiver ia 
styled the “death warrant.” Touching Ibis' 
matter the Georgia Supreme Court in the 
case of Cook v, the Western and Atlantic rail­
road, delivered an Important opinion. . The 
case involved the legality of the 44 death 
warrant” clause. In 1872 and 1873 decisions 
were rendered sustaining this clause, but the 
Act of 1876 made it a penal offence for any 
railroad employé to be guilty of negligence. 
Under this Act, and following the policy of 
the law, the court delivered a decision in 
favour of the plaintiff that will have the effect 
of completely wiping out the waiver in rail­
road contracts known * the “death war­
rant ” j

The mayor of Birmingham, Alderman White, 
ana the mayoress, who have been teetotallers 
for 17 years, were, at a special lodge session, 
made Good Templars, the principles of vblon 
are life-long personal abstinence from using or 
giving intoxicating liquors, and total prohibition 
of toe manufacture or sale of all ^toxicants.

The report ot the Commissioners of Inland 
Revenue for Great Britain, just issued, call* at- 
tention to the fact that England, and Scotland, 
with an increasing population, show a marked 
decrease in the quantity of liquors consumed, 
while Ireland, with a decreasing population, 
shows an increased consumption for tne fiscal 
year of 245,667 gallons.

The general tendency of the local market has 
been much the same since our last os in the pre­
ceding week, though the direction of prices has 
been different ; changes, however, have been 
small in any instance. Receipts have been 
light, and it would seem that the inclination in 
the country is generally to hold for higher 
Prices. Navigation is not likely to remain open 
very much longer, and winter rates of 
storage will come into force on the 1st 
prox., which facts are likely to check 
the demand and are not likely to
strengthen prices ; and these, it should be re­
membered. are already above shipping values, 
whether compared with English or States quo­
tations. Stocks have shown a large decrease in 
those of barley, but otherwise a slight increase ; 
and stood on Monday morning as follows : — 
Flour, nil.: fall wheat, 34144 bushels ; spring 
wheat.ii34.178 bushels ; oats 700 bushels : barley, 
172,329 bushe.s : peas, 9,408 bushels : and rye, 
nil : against on the corresponding date last year 
—Flour, nil : fall 4P&*t. 100.005 bushels : spring. 
32.926 bushels ; oats, nil : barley. 176,392 ; peas. 
2.969.and rye. 4.119. Prices outside were generally 
easy until the last two days when increased 
firmness was manifested all over. English quo­
tations show a fall on the week of a penny on 
both grades of Californian wheat, and of 2d. on

f>eas, with an advance of 2d. on corn. The feei­
ng to-day is stated to have been firmer for spot 
wheat ill Liverpool and steady in London, with 

corn strong ; country markets quiet. Tradé 
during last week is stated to have been dull in 
both flour and wheat. Supplies for last week 
show a considerable decrease ; home deliveries 
of wheat about. 240,000 qrs.; imports. 190.000 to 
195.000 qrs. of wheat and 80,000 to 85.000 bbls. of 
flour, making a total supply equal to 475,000 to 
482,000 quarters of wheat against an aver­
age weekly consumption of 500.000 qrs. 
This is the first time for a long time ptfst 
showing a supply short of consumotion ; and 
the total supply in the ten weeks ending No­
vember 10th was equal to 6,069.000 quarters, 
showing a surplus of 1,069,000 quarters, 
or about 100,000 quarters per week against a 
supply of 6.517,000 quarters in the same period 
last year, and. AottUXX) « 1881. The quantity of 
wheat and-flour intrsusit on the 22nd insL was 
unchanged at 1,900,000 quarters against 1,827,000 
last year. Mail advices state detailed reports 
of the potato crop in the United Kingdom to 
show it to have been good and .generally 
sound, but not likely to exceed an average. 
Continental advices state that French farmers 
had, during the first week in November, success­
fully resisted any further decline, but although 
millers seemed inclined , to purchase, therenvas 
no general activity in the demand. In the Paris 
“ term ” market there was a decided improve­
ment on flour, and more strength on wheat, 
whilst foreign wheat in the ports also met an 
easier sale. At Marseilles transactions were 
almost nil at the close, bat there was no change 

aa prices, although the arrivals were large. Bor­
éaux was firm at equal to 42s. 6d. to 43s. per 480 
lb j. for spot red winter. At Nantes tne trade 
emained quiet, whilst at Havre prices were 
irmly held, with but moderate otters. Rye 
also ruled very firm. Belgian markets showed 
some improvement on the week, Antwerp 
quoting wheat 50c. higher, and red winter 
delivered there being worth up to 43s. 9d. per 
480 lbs. Rye was firm and oats steady. Dutch 
markets varied in tendency. In Germany ad 
Vances had been established on wheat both at 
Berlin and Hamburg in the early part of the 
week, but there seems subsequently to have 
been some reaction. Stocks of both wheat and 
rye at Berlin showed a decrease of about 1,000 
tons during tlre month of October, but were still 
liberal. At Hamburg wheat on the spot .was 
quiet but steady at 43s. to 44s. for extra fine 
yellowHolstein. and tie. to Me. for 6stie and 
Brqafenex. Austro-Hungarian markets sesta' 
to _ have shown .'a tendency rimiu, 
to Iboee Of Germany, advantage In the 
early part of the week, and stfGeequentiy 
receding, though not losing all the advance. 
Hdssian advices Showed Cronstadt wheat ship­
ments to the United Kingdom to have fallen 
to 51,800 quarters in the week ending on the 
3rd insL against 71,300 in that preceding ; and 
from the southern ports tifeyrôewed no in­
crease. Advices from OdeesaNfated November 
3rd, report the wheat market in the same di*. 
couraged state, but in barley, rve, and oats a 
fair business was passing. At Nicolaieff there 
had been rather more animation in the market, 
but at Taganrog the utmost quietness prevailed. 
The total exports of wheat from Russia in 
the seven months ended July 31, 1883. were 
5.350 quarters, whilst the total during 1882 
was 9,800.000 quarters. From India it was 
reported in a Calcutta telegram of the 7th 
insL, that supplies of wheat were small, and that 
the price of nee was advancing, owing to the 
partial failure of the crop. The quantity of In­
dian wheat on passage to the United Kingdom 
kadjtirelo decreased, being 112.000 quarters or 
66,000 quarters less than in the preceding week. 
On this side we find States markets to have been 
firmer, closing at an advance on the week. New . 
York has been quiet with exporters not buying ’ 
forshipmenL There has been very little busi­
ness in white wheat, and there is very little sup-

Sly to work upon. Spring wheat has ruled quiet 
ut a shade firm jr. In the Western States the 
movement of wheat is said to have been large, 

and would have been larger had railroads 
been able to furnish cars as wanted. This move­
ment has been good but there has been no im­
provement in the export demand and the visible 
supply after a slight decrease in the preceding 
week, has again gained a considerable addition. 
The receipts of wheat at the seaboard ports for 
the week ended November 24, 1883, amounted; to 
878,000 -bushels. The exporte from the eastern 
seaboard ports during the same week amounted 
to 746,000 bushels, as compared with 1,602.000 
bushels In the corresponding week last year.
