On the fourth instant Chaacellor
David Lloyd George intioduced in
British Patliament a bill by the pro
visions of which every worker whose
annual earnings fall below the ic
come tax level of 160 pounds sterling
(8778,66) will be compulsorily in
sured against illness, so as 0 assure
him the receipt of five shillings per
week during his incapacity. Towards
this the worker would oontritute
abcut one half, the same being de
ducted from bis wages, while the
balance woule be paid jointly by his
employers and the state,

Mr. Lloyd George estimated that
his plan would aftect 14,700,000 peo
ple Women will receive thirty shil
lings in maternity cases ou condition
that they do n> work for a moath fol
lowing child birth: and there will be
free medical atvendance f.  every
contributor,

TECHNICAL EDUCATION

At the last meeting of the
Board of Trade the members took
part in an interesting discussion on
Technical Education, ana although
no definite finding was arrived at,
a small committee was appointed
to go further into the matter and
report back to the Board.

‘This subject is one which re-
quices careful handling and We
are afraid some of the views ex-
pressed by members would oot
help but rather destroy the very
thing they were desirous of bene-
fiting. The public school curricu-
lum and technical instruction are
two distinct branches of education,
and while kept separate with
prudent care would tend to a high
standard of erudition, whereas if
merged into one prescribed form
would tend to hinder the benefit
derived from both courses of in-
struction. To some people it may
seem out of place to give the
children of our hard-working clas-
ses Latin or Greek and the attend-
ing classics when they have to
leave school early and go out into
the world to earn their own liv-
ing on the farm or at the drive,
but does it follow that because
some young people have a smat-
tering of the Arts course they
make any woree farmers or lum-
bermen? Surely not! Even a
shoe-black with an education
would make a  better shoe-black
than one without learning, and
just think what an addition to a
lumber camp it would be to have
a young man who could read
Horace and Virgil or declaimn the
rounded periods of the ancient
philosophers.

of the right way: Many years
ago the manufactures and business

plete unanimity does not exist within
the ranka of the party asto the
wisdom of the decision to maintain a

Ttis of no wuse looking to
artificial fertilizers Lo make up the
loss; you have already learned
that there will be no commercial
nitrogen in a very few years
Nature has provided an 1llimita
store of nitrogen in the ai~* an.
nature has also provi. 2
ridiculously simple process
which the free atmospherie nitrogen
may be fixed in the soil and made
available for the sustenance of

rowing grain crops. Wheat is
SJQ most gluttonous consumer of
nitrogen; hence, wheat must be fed
nitrogen in the largest possible
rations. It was the Romans, two
thousands years ago, who discover-
ed that a leguminous crop—
clovers, alfalfa. field peas and such
like—would put back into the soil
the substance which wheat demand-
ed for its fullest growth. They
did not ask the reason why; they
just rotated clovers witk wheat.

t was left for that eminent soil
scientist, Hellriegal, to discover the
underlying cause which produced
the magical effect.

REPARIAN  ASSOCIA-
TION LEGISLATION

An act to incorporate the Resti-
gouche Reparian Association has
been passed by the Senate with
amendments. According to a
telegram received from speaker
Marcil the Bill was passed by the
Commons on April 24th as amend-
ed by Senate Committee satisfac-
tory to all parties. It may be
mentioned that a protest signed
by 340 names was presented
against the passage of the bill
from the electors of Restigouche
and Bonaveuture counties.

The preamble of the bill as pre-
sented to the senate was as fol-
lows:

(a) Whereas an unincorporated
association consisting of corpora-
tions, private associations and in-
dividuals in the provinces of
Quebec and New Brunswick, own-
ing, leasing or interested in ripar-
ian rights and fishing privilsges
upon and appertaining to the
Restigouche and Matapedia rivers
and their tributaries in the pro-
vinces of Quebec and New Bruns-

ical health officer. He must look to
the causcs to be found on his own
farm. A great deal is now being done
along these lines, and in many places,
particularly in the West, it has been
found that a number of the causes of
sickness can be avoided by the use of
concrete.

A common sense view of the situ-
ation shows that tLis simply-handled
material is pecullarly well adapted to
measures of sanitation and in prevent-
ing germs from spreading.

Possibly the place visited more of-
ten than any other by the farmer is
his well. If it is so situated that un-
healthful ground streams can leak
into the drinking water, there is every
possibility of this unhealthfulness be-
ing communicated to the farmer and
his family by the most direct route.
Concrete has done much to remedy
this. If a well 4s buikt of concrete—a
solld cylinder set into the ground—it
is impossible for such leakage to oo~
eur. In the same way a concrete
dairy provides but slim accommoda-
tlon for discase germs. These two
simple precautions are a long stride in
the direction of good health, as water
and milk, the latter even more than
the former, are the commonest of the
germ-distributing agencles and both
are used frequently by the farmer and
his family.

Not only has the modern farmer
studied out @ method of guarding
agalnst sickness from sources which
might, in the case of water and milk,
be termed, internal. He hos gone a
step further and Las decided that the
barnyard must also be subjected to
some changes if doctors’ pills and doc-
ters’ bills are to be dodged.

The average barnyard—there are
many worse, some better—consists of
& stack of hay or straw, a manure plle,
& watering trough, and a spongy, ooxy
mass of mud, dirt, and flith, in be-
tween and all around. Most farmers
will recogaise this type as being fa-
milar, even those whose {arms are
models in other respects. Until re-

Instead of wad-
ing through mud,
the farmer and his
family walk dry-
shod to the barns
and amongst the
buildings om con-
crete walks and
drive-ways. Instead
of standing in a
muddy hole, while
he waters the stock,
he stands on a con-
crete platform on
which 1s set a con-
crete drinking pool.
This servesa double
purpose of not only
providing cleaner
water for the
horses and cattle, but also does not
harbor the germs of contagious dis-
eases which s0 often lurk in old
wooden drinking troughs.

His small stock and poultry, instead
of rooting in the mud and filth for
thelr food, take it from a concrete
feeding floor laid in a convenient spot
in the barnyard. This may be swept
down or washad off and prevents a
waste of feed.

The use of concrete as drainage ma-
terial and in forming gutters under
eaves makes it possible for farmers’
wives and daughters to visit the barns
without danger of contracting colds
and without many other unpleasant-
nesses.

With water pressure secured from a
concrete clsiern built above ground,
and the use of concrete in the building
of closets, many of the objectionable

drainage, much can be done to make

such bulldings perfectly sanitary

Aside from its advantages as a
ger:n-proof material, concrete finds
favor with the farmer of to-day be-
cause he can use it himself as easily
as he could use wood. All that is re-
quired is a quantity of broken stone,
sand, and Portland g cement. The
moulds are easily constructed and
can be made of odd pleces of lumber
handy. With the exception of the
cement, the materials can be found on
almost any farm and should cost little
or nothing.

Jury Return Verdict of Accidental
Death—Attach no Blame to
International Railway or its

-Servants.

oot

An inquest on the body of James
Thomas was held at (,'psalquitch"or.)
Friday last before the Coroner, Dr.
Martic. Deceased met his death on
the I. N: R. tack, about half a mile
from the station, being run over by
the express from St. Lecnard’s to
Campbeliton on the evening of Tues-
day, 25th April. The evidence show-
ed that the deceased, along with some
others, had been drinking heavily that
day and no one could throw any light
on the accident- It was conjectured
that deceased on making for the
house of one of his friends along the
track, might have fallen and stunned
himself or have fallen asleep between
the rails where the body was found.
He was last seen by Mrs. McKinnon,
wife of the stalion master, sitting
near the bridge, and she advised him
togo nome and bave a sleep. The
driver and fireman on the express saw
no one on the rails, but at thespot
where the body was found, the driver
saw what he thought was a pile of
ashes or dirt between the rails. The
train was travelling at the rate of be-
tween 20 and 25 miles an bour and no
jolt or jar was felt on the engine,
which would indicate that someone
had been run over. Before the evi-
dence was taken the coroner and jury
with Mr. A. E. G. MacKeuzie, who
watched the case on behalf of the I.
N. R., viewed the body and the scenz
of the fatality. On the conclusion
of the evidence the coroner gave his
charge to the jury, who in a short
time, returned the following verdict:

“That the said James Thomas was
found dead on the twenty-seventh
day of April, in the year 1911, in the
Parish ot Eldon, in the County of
Restigouche, that he was killed by a
train of the International Railway,
while lying on the track of the said
railway, between the rails; that no
blame attaches to the driver or crew
of the said train or anyone else for the
death cf the said James Thomas.

For every foot of timber that
has been eut in Canada by lum-
bermen, at least seven feet have
been destroyed by fire.

This starthng statement made
in a bulletin of the
Branch of the Depar.ment of the
Intetior, lately issued (Bulletin
No. 9, ‘Forest Fires of 1909°).

The author, Mr. H. R. MacMil-
an, one of the assistant Inspectors
of Forest Reserves, is a technically
trained forester, who has given
much attention to this subject.
His figures have been based on
the lateet obtainable data, includ-
ing acareful estimate of the amount
of timber originally standing in

'times as much has been destroyed
[by fire as has b2en cut by tne
lumbermen.

The past sutnmer th. bl‘uug_ht
very prominently to puoilc notice
the forest tire problem, especially
in regard to the fires in the states
of Montana and Idaho and, more
recently, in northern Minnesota,
where so many towns were de-

where.

stroy ed. )

The Canadian Forestry Associa-
tion has for years been endeavor-
ing to arouse pubiic attention in
regard to these fives, and of late
th: work of the Commission of
Conscrvation has been largely
directed in the same direction.

In the bulletin above mentioned,
there are also discussed at some
length the topics of the destruc-
tion of Canadian forests by fire,
the effects of these fires (in the
destruction of timber and of soil,
the effect on subsequent tree
growth and on the conserving of
the water supply) the chief causes
of forest fires and the means of
preventing sucn flres.

The bulletin coccludes with a
summary of Canadian forest fires
during the year 1909 (in which,
however, figures for Quebec are
not inciuded). This year was not
a bad year for fires in the forest,
the value of the timber and im-
provements destroyed being $210,-
400 (timber being valued at $1
per thousand). The expense of fire
tighting (government and private)
amounted to $331,821.42; except
for this fire protection the loss
would undoubtedly have been
much greater.
