Public Health Ojngres in London 
a large number of the delegates at­
tended High Mass at the Weetmins 
ter Cathederal on the Sunday inter­
vening between the sessions. The 
Archbishop, who preached, took as 
bis text the words “ All healing 
is from God ” (Eooleei as tiens 
xxxviii,, 2), and said :

The primary care of the Catholic 
Chnroh is to teach men the way to 
gain the their ultimate end—the 
possession of God for all eternity in 
- ea m. To this end, all other things 
most be made subordinate, for, if 
this be lost all else will be of no 
avail. To this object she turns all 
her endeavors. She surrounds her 
children with all the safeguards and 
help at her dispoaal. Her teach­
ings, her sacraments, her code oi 
discipline, her censures are all dir­
ected to the attainment of this all 
important end. But, while her 
first care is for the health of the 
soul, she1 has never been forgetful 
of the claims of bodily will being, 
Tne knowledge which she possesses 
of the needs of humanity, the exper­
ience of centuries stored up in her 
keeping, make her understand the 
importance of lessening the ills 
which attach to human nature, 
and of fitting to the human son! a 
body which shall, as far as may be, 
render proper services to its aspir­
ations, and be capable of carrying 
into effect its behests. It is part 
of her character to keep a due 
balance between soul and body, so 
that, mated together by the Divine 
Will, they may attain the objaot of 
their creation. It is very fitting 
then my dear breathren in Jesus 
Christ, that, having come together 
in this city for the express pupose 
of studying and bettering the con­
ditions of public health, you should 
unite for a moment in the public 
worship of God, from whom all 
healing comes ; and I gladly wel­
come you to this Cathedral ohuroh, 
that the blessing of the True Physi 
ian of souls may be upon you all 

and guide your deliberations to His 
glory and to the good of our fellow- 
men . You need not look very far 
Md to find, in the lives if those 
vho held the same faith that is our 
most glorious possession, striking 
examples of the solicitude which has 
brought this congress into being.

with such tender, watchful care and 
are so constantly attended by their 
skill physicians that as none is sent 
to them against their wills, so there 
is scarce one in the whole town that 
if he should fall ill, would not choose 
rather to go thither than to be sick 
at home.’

In more modern days others might 
be cited who have united to Intense 
devotion to the Catholic Church and 
her teaching an earnest zeal in the 
pursuit of all those sciences which 
contribute to the public health. 
Two snob, with whose career you 
are probably most familiar, have 
been brought to ay memory quite 
lately—Professor Max Von Pet- 
tenhoffer, of Zurich, and Monsieur 
Pasteur. Such examples should 
be an incentive to all to devote all 
the talents and opportunities that 
they may possess to the furtherance 
of these objects for the love of God 
and of our brothers on the 
earth.

As will be seen by account of 
the proceedings of the Peace Con­
ference at Portsmouth, terme of 
peace have been arrived at by the 
plenipotentiaries of the belligerent 
powers, and a treaty embodying 
the conditions agreed upon will at 
once be concluded. The whole 
world will be pleased to learn that 
this sanguinary conflict has come 
to an end and that white winged 
peace once more hovers over these 
contending nations. How far the 
President of the United States was 
instrumental in bringing about 
this happy termination of the con­
ference it is difficult at present to

Portsmouth, N. H., Aug. 24.—
The prospects of peace are des­
perate, but they are not hopeless 
despite the prevailing pessimism 
There is still a chance, and the 
forces working for peace are con­
tinuing their labors. The presi­
dent failed twice, but he is fighting 
on. The result of Ambassador 
Meyer’s audience at Peterhof 
yesterday was unsatisfactory, but 
at least it was not a rebuff. It 
left the door open, and within an 
hour after the receipt at Oyster 
Bay of Mr. Meyer’s account of his 
audience the president had sent a 
new appeal through Mr. Witte, 
who received it from Mr. Pierce 
about 3 o’clock this morning. The 
emperor had already in effect de­
clined the proposed compromise 
offered by Japan. He had refused 
it because, under a disguise so 
thin that even a child would not 
be deceived, Japan offered to with­
draw the article asking remunera­
tion for the cost of the war on 
condition that Russia re-purchase 
from the military possession of 
Japan the northern part of Sak­
halin at a fixed price of 1,200,000, 
000 yen—the estimated “.frais de 
guerre.” Every message received 
from Peterhof, including those 
that came early to-day, was in 
flexible upon that point. Had 
Japan not inserted the sum, had 
that been left for future adjust­
ment, the proposition would have 
undoubtedly proved more 
palatable. The Associated Press 
is in a position to state that the 
divergence in the compromise as 
suggested by the president and as 
offered by Japan at the conference, 
which was mentioned in these 
despatches last night, touched the 
very point, The president did 
not suggest any price or the fixing 
of a price, and it is believed, 
although this cannot be affirmed, 
that his latest efforts is to secure 
the consent of the emperor to 
agree to accept the Japanese pro- 
positidn with the amount subject 

a to future adjustment by an arbit­
ral board or otherwise. Accord­
ing to the Japanese M. Witte has 
already offered to divide Sakhalin, 
if the re-purchase of Sakhalin was 
placed upon a purely business 
basis and the following lines from 
the authorized statement of the 
Russian position, given to the 
Associated Press last night, should 
be borne in mind :

" All that Japan does is to join 
the question of Sakhalin with 
that of a cash payment and to 
insist upon war costs under the 
name of purchase money. The 
transaction is fictitious and the 
terminology misleading. If what 
is proposed be in truth a purchase 
and sale it should be treated as 
such ; and, therefore, should 
Russia decline to buy the territory, 
Japan should keep it and conclude 
peace on the basis of the conces 
sions already made.

A FURTHER CONCESSION.

Japan, it is believed, would 
make the further concession sug­
gested if Emperor Nicholas would 
commit himself to this solution 
This statement is based upon the 
words of the Japanese authority 
most competent to speak. When 
asked if it was correct as reported, 
that the Japanese had said their 
last word and that all hope was 
over, he replied : " No, we have 
not declared our propositions of 
Wednesday was our irreducible 
minimum We are not assuming 
a threatening attitude. That is 
not the way to make peace.” But 
the plenipotentiaries themselves 
no longer control on either side. 
The negotiations have passed from 
their hands to their principals at 
Peterhof and Tokio. Most persist­
ently the report continues to be 
circulated here that Emperor 
William has been one of the main 
obstacles to peace, that while os­
tensibly in sympathy with the 
president’s efforts, he is advising 
Emperor Nicholas not to yield 
The foundation for this belief is 
the fact which appears fully con­
firmed that M. Witte’s instructions 
were made imperative and in 
transigent upon the question of 
indemnity and cession of territory 
after the kaiser’s interview with 
the Tsar in the Gulf of Finland. 
Beyond this no evidence is offered. 
It is (significant that M. Witte 
made it a point tonight to express 
his disbelief in the report from 
St. Petersburg which caused con 
siderable esnsternation here that 
Count Lamsdorf had authorized 
Reuter’s agent to declare that 
Russia under no circumstances 
would pay a contribution either 
direct or indirect, or make a ces­
sion of territory whatever. M. 
Witte said he could not imagine 
that Count Lamsdorf would have 
authorized such a statement with­
out informing him (Witte).

JAPANESE ARE FIRM? 
Portsmouth, N. H., Aug. 24.— 

According to competent Japanese 
authority, Baron Komura and

Mr. Takabira are opposed to the 
waiving of Japan’s demand for 
reimbursement of war expenses.
“ In the conference the Japanese 
contention was that in conceding 
the ante bellum demands of Japan, 
Russia admitted either that she 
was beaten or that her attitude 
prior to the war was unjustified, 
and in either case Japan holds 
that Russia should pay the cost 
of the war. Japan feels that 
Russia’s talk of ‘ saving her face ’ 
is hardly reasonable, claiming that 
her face was lost ‘ when she con­
ceded the ante helium demands, 
which constituted the real casus 
bell!” Advices received by the 
Japanese mission from home say 
that the Japanese public opinion 
is not only bitterly opposed to 
further concessions, but favored 
even harsher terms than those 
originally presented. The Japan­
ese people feel, and their feelings, 
it is said, will be respected by the 
government, that to weaken now 
would mean that Japan must re­
open war in a decade. “ Better 
fight it out now, while we have 
an army in the field,” they say, 

than make a truce for ten years 
or more and then re-open hostili­
ties.”

Portsmouth, N. H., Aug. 25.—The 
piece conference seems headed 
straight for the rocks. Despite the 
fact that every question of principle 
involved in the quarrel between the 
two countries has been settled in favor 
of the victor, and that in reality only 
“ words and money” still separate 
them, the negotiations seem to be on 
the verge of a final rupture. The air 
is filled to-night with gloomy fore­
bodings, as superficially everything 
indicates that to morrow’s session of 
the conference will prove the “ seance 
d’adieu.” In the most positive fash­
ion it is declared that no new instruc­
tions had reached M. Witte up to this 
evening which would permit him to 
entertain the consideration of the 
compromise proposition submitted by 
Baron Komura on Wednesday, and 
therefore unless Japan has a new pro­
posal to make tomorrow, all that 
seems to remain is for the plenipoten­
tiaries to meet, sign a declaration that 
the conference has completed its 
labors, shake bands and part as enem­
ies, not as friends. But there are 
still unknown factors in the situation 
which in a twinkling might change the 
situation. The result of President 
Roosevelt’s second appeal directly to 
Emperor Nicholas has not transpired, 
and the result of the pressure upon 
Japan to altar the form of her proposal 
hy the elimination of the purchase 
price of the northern half of Sakhalin, 
is not known. But the indications 
on both scores are not reassuring. The 
press despatches from Tokio and St. 
Petersburg, read with the most intense 
interest here, indicate an intransigent 
attitude on the part of both govern­
ments. Yet both are anxious for 
peace, and only “ words and money” 
bar the path. Probably it is not a 
matter of more than $200,000,000 
Yet the Japanese cling doggedly to 
the demand for their “ pound of flesh ” 
Their people at borne insist upon it. 
The most competent Japanese auth­
ority who did not conceal his pessiro 
ism when asked tonight whether for 
the sake of peace Japan would yield 
further, replied : “ Read the des­
patches from Tokio and draw your 
own conclusions.” Nevertheless there 
is warrant fdt the statement that they 
are not as implacable as they appear, 
and from a conversation had with the 
Associated Press tonight the distinct, 
impression was gathered that they 
would scale their money demand and 
use any “ formula” which would be 
acceptable to Russia. It is not be 
lieved they propose to let the confer­
ence end to-morrow.

WITTE IS WAITING.
On the Russian side all pretense of 

claiming that M. Witte is any longer 
negotiating has been abandoned. He 
has gone to the furthermost limit of 
his imperial mastei’s orders. More 
he cannot do sincerely as he person 
ally may desire to bring the negotia 
lions to a successful conclusion. His 
position is a difficult and peculiar one. 
He is a statesman of large ambition. 
Liberal at heart, he is yet a servant of 
bis Sovereign. At the present junc­
ture his role is described as like that 
of Mirabeau. He stands between the 
king and his people. He obeys bis 
sovereign, but he wants his people to 
know where the responsibility for the 
fate of the negotiations must rest 
At the same time he cannot himself 
take a firm stand against his sovereign. 
For this reason, and the authenticated 
history of this conference will bear out 
this statement, be preferred when first 
appealed to by President Roosevelt to 
have the latter go straight to the em 
peror with his suggestion. Though 
perhaps in full sympathy with Mr. 
Roosevelt to have himself appear to 
have supported it too ardently or even 
to have openly endorsed it against his 
instructions might, considering the 
influences about the court which are 
personally hostile to and j ralous of 
him, have injured instead of bettering 
the chances.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 26 2 a. m — 
Everybody in St. Petersburg is await 
ing the developments of today and 
hoping that a compromise is being 
effected, the most likely basis of which, 
it is believed, would be no indemnity, 
but a payment for Sakhalin to be left 
for future adjustment. In fact, it was

Up to 8 o’clock last evening Ambas­
sador Meyer had received no msssage 
from Washington. The exchange o* 
telegrams between Portsmouth and 
the foreign office continues, but the 
nature of these despatches is a most 
carefully guarded secret. It can be 
asserted, however, on the best auth­
ority, that any suggestion to Russia 
from any source whatever that she 
accept the teims relating to the pay­
ment of indemnity would be most 
unwelcome. On that point, it is re 
terated, Russia has said her last word.

8nch a suggestion and even a peace 
settlement along most such lines is ex­
pected. Russia is showing no nervoue- 
□esa regarding the ontcome of the nego­
tiations. The Emperor is calm and 
serene, and evidences of confidence in 
bis difficulty and the course he ia pur­
suing in the conviction that Russia has 
ceded all she can, are noticeable among 
all intelligent classes. The disasters of 
Liao Yang, Mukden and the Sea of 
Is pan seem almost to be forgotten. One 
hears frequent expressions of confidence 
’D the army in Manchuria to defeat the 
inemy. Behind Russia’s refusal to pay 
an indemnity there is not only the de­
termination not to do an undignified 
thing, which ie without precedent in 
history, but the belief that the payment 
of an indemnity would permit Japan 
soon to assume the aggressive again.
The Russian government must colonize 
Siberia, and in the course of time Rus­
sia’s influence on the Pacific is bound to 
expand. In ibis connection a well in­
formed diplomat said to the Associated 
Press :

“If the bankers would say to Japan 
you can have money for the conclusion 
of peace but not a penny for the con­
tinuance of the war, peace would be de­
clared tomorrow. The financiers have 
the matter entirely in their hands.”

Portsmouth, N. H., Aug. 27.—The 
life of the peace conference to-day 
seems to hang by a thread, but the 
thread will not be broken to-morrow.
At 10 o’clock tonight, after a forty-five 
minute conference between Mr. Taka- 
hira and M. Witte in the latter’s room 
in the hotel annex, the anonneement 
of the poetponment was made. M.
Witte explained to the Associated Press 
that Mr. Takahira had told him that 
no new instructions had reached him 
from Tokio, and fearing none might be 
received before the meeting to-morrow, 
he had suggested the propriety of post­
poning the meeting until Tuesday. To 
this M. Witte said he had readily as­
sented. Mr. Takahira made the fol­
lowing statement to the Associated 
Frees :

‘ Inasmuch as this conference was 
initiated by the friendly offices of your 
president, after consultation we felt 
that we should be cautions about ter- 
Dating its labors.”

Pressed as to whether he regarded 
the situation as hopeless, Mr. Taka­
hira said :

“No, not hopeless but almost hope­
less.”

This in itself, from one who has 
spoken almost in the most gnarded 
fashion, is sufficient to ehow the des- 
perateness of the situation. The real 
crisis in the negotiations is at hand.
It is very acute, but if it can be tided 
over for a few days without a rupture 

basis of peace acceptable to both 
aides may come very suddenly. But to 
save the situation now Japan must 
peak. If on Tuesday she has nothing 

to offer, all is over. M. Witte, even 
if he would, is powerless to make a 
new step. His hands are tied. He 
now occupies the role of an Imperial 
messenger who transmits his mastei’s 
orders to Baron Komnra. And Baron 
Komnra turns them over to Tokio for 
the response. The conference room has 
ceased to be a place for negotiations.
It ia simply the place where the Em­
perors of the warring countries ex­
change their communications by the 
hands of their envoys. And upon the 
point of indemnity or •’ reimbnreement 
of frais de guerre ” under any disguise 
Emperor Nicholas has given the Mi­
kado bis last word. M. Witte accepts 
it as final, and in writing yesterday 
informed the Japanese envoys that 
Russia would have nothing further to 
say upon the «object. Russia would cede 
half of Sakhalin and pay the coat of the 
maintenance of the Russian prisoners, 
bnt that was all. Emperor Nicholas 
had given the same response to the 
president through Ambassador Meyer. 
Tre Russians generally seem not dis­
pleased with the situation. They be 
lieve Japan has been diplomatically 
manoeuvred into a corner from which, 
if she now persists in her attempt to 
exact tribute with the alternative of a 
continuation of the war, she cannot 
extricate herself before the public 
opinion of the world. Japan here and 
in Europe, they say, appealed for 
sympathy on the ground that Rnseia 
had compelled to take np arms to 
protect her life. The fortune of war 
had gone in her favor and Russia, re­
cognizing that she had been bealeu 
and preferring peace to the continua­
tion of the war, had agreed to cede 
upon every point involved in the quar­
rel. She was willing to allow Japan 
full awing in Korea, ehe was willing 
to get ont of Manchuria, bag and bag­
gage, and commit herself to the recog­
nition of China’s integrity and the 
policy of “ the open door.” But Japan 
insisted upon tribute and because Rus­
sia refused, prolonged the carnage. In 
that act they contend Japan would 
change the purpose and character of 
the war, which would cesse to be 
longer one of principle, hot degener­
ate into a war for the exaction of 
money. There is no donbt that the 
Japanese are worried over this aspect 
of the situation and they do not pro­
pose to be placed in this position if it 
can be helped. With the sentiment 
existing in Jspan demanding reim­
bursement for the expenses of the war, 
a money payment beyond what would 
be maintained for the maintenance of 
the Russian prisoners and the Chinese 
Eastern railroad could not be fore­
gone. Bnt if redemption by Rnseia j 
conld be placed upon purely a com­
mercial basis, Russia might agree to 
it. Logic points in this direction for 
the ultimate compromise if there is to 
be one.

session of the Conference this morning 
and in the afternoon preliminary ar­
rangements for an armistice were con­
cluded- The actual work of framing 
the Treaty of Portsmouth was by 
mutual consent turned over to Demar- 
tene, the great Rueeian International 
lawyer, and Mr. Denison, who for 
twenty-five years has been the legal 
adviser of the Japanese war office. 
The Treaty will be completed by the 
end of this week. This happy ending 
brought about by the heroic intercee 
sion of President Roosevelt, was sud­
den and dramatic. Japan with the 
magnanimity of the victor at the last 
moment yielded everything at issue. 
When Komnra to-day offered the re­
vised conditions outlined yesterday 
Witte, who had no power to accept any 
terms but the division of Sakhalin and 
U> reimburse Japan for the maintenance 
of Russian prisoners again promptly 
declined the offer. He expected a rap 
tnre in the negotiations and was thon 
derstrock by what happened. Japan 
yielded everything. Articles ten and 
eleven relating to the interned warships 
and the limitation of Russia’s see power 
in the East were withdrawn and Japan 
waived all her claim to an indemnity 
Both sides, once the deadlock wae 
broken, wanted a just and lasting 
peace and it now looks as though *tbe 
new treaty will be a wonderfully 
friendly document, almost on the basis 
of a future alliance. Japan will be 
paid for the maintenance of the Russian 
prisoners. Only that portion of Chinese 
Esetern railway south of Oyama’e 
position at Chantafn shall be ceded to 
Japan. Sakhalin shall be practically 
neutralized, the Russians purchasing 
the northern half at a price to be agreed 
upon by arbitration and each side 
binds itself not to fortify its portion cf 
the island. Japan also promises not to 
fortify Hsperonse Strait between Sak­
halin and Hakkaido, which would bar 
Russia’s route to the Pacific. Eicb 
country will secure for the other the 
benefit of the most favored nation clans e 
and the open door. Other conditions 
are as formerly agreed upon.

The American steamship Peconic, Phil­
adelphia to New Orleans sank off the cost 
of Florida on Monday so suddenly that 
only two of her crew of twenty-five were 
able to out away a boat and save their 
Uvea.
