Three schemes are proposed for -he
construction of this bridge.

The Second Scheme,

The second scheme proposed is sim-
ilar in_ all respects to the first, ex-
cepting that the lower Heck of the
bridge crossing the river is provided
with a 20 foot roadway and a six foot
sidewalk to take care of all vehicular
and pedestrian traffic from Edmonton
to -and from the Strathcona flats, at
which latter point this lower deck
would be some 10 or 15 feet. above
ground level and would require but a
short approach to lead down from the
bridge, which the through traffic of
all kinds would keep on the upper
deck as outlined in the first scheme.

In the third scheme the steel via-

He
held meetings in Calgary,
Claresholm; Pincher Creek,
Crossfield, Olds and other
places, and Wwias aecorded -a
magnificent reception. Every-
where he went the people of
the provinee seemed to be
eager to see the man who had
directed the affairs of the pro-
vinee so ably and so well, and
he was the reecipient of con-
gratulatigns frbm Liberals and
Conseryatives alike.
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in moek heroics: He does not
attempt to_paint the record of
the government in faneiful
colors. He is eontent to lay it
beiore the people, unvarnish-
ed, unadorned, and to leave it
at that. One great feature of
his meetings was the respect
with which people listened to
him. There was hardly an in-
terruption _throughout his
whole tour. It Was an eloquent
mark of appreciation and a
tribute to his sterling worth.

Interviewed by the Bulletin
upon his arrival yesterday,
the premier said he had not
the slightest doubt abont the
result on .the 23nd.

“There is one thing T wonuld
like to mention.,” said the
premier. ‘““A great many .peo-
ple think the result is such a
foregone conclusion that they
will not trouble to vote.

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NAVAL ESTIMATES :$175,713,000-

Compromise Won-Day in British Cab-
inet—N&w Wairships.

London, . Mar. 12—The eagerly await-
ed British mnaval estimates, about
which there has been so mmuch con-
troversy inside and outside of the
cabinet, were issued:this evening. ‘A
compromise won the day. The esti-
mates .provide .for a tetal expenditure
of $175,713,000, an inerease of $14,-
116.000 over those of 1903-9. The new
building program provides for four
Dreadnoughts, six protected cruisers,
20 torpedo boat destroyers and a num-
ber of submarines, the latter to cost
$5.000,000. ~The first lord of the ad-

{miralty adds that in addition to the

foregoing econstruction ‘program. the
government may, in the course of the
financial year, find it necessary to
make preparations for the rapid con-

struction of four mere large armored!

ships to be commenced April 1, 1910.
The governmerit there asks parlia-
ment for powers to enable it to he
prepared to lay down on April 1, 1910,
additional ships whieh can -be .com-
pleted in March, 1912.

GREAT STORM IN .BRITAIN.

Heaviest Fall of Snow in Tweniy-Eight
Years.

London, Mar. 12—The United King-
dom experienced this week the heav-
iest snowfall since the great storm of
January 18, 1881.

Today England is digging out mail
motors from drifts in.Dover and the
Great Nonth roads, and rescuing sheep
overtaken on the moors, while Lon-
don’s nnemployed have at last found
work making the streets passable and
incidentally undoing the magic which
over night had transformed it into a
iairy ecity with crystal palaces cover-
ed with a series of fretwork and silver
lace.

The town gasped with delight at
the picture to the view of which it
awoke on Wednesday morning. Not
for years has the weather contrived
scenes so fantastic.

The mails are undelivered jn many
parts of the Kingdom. In Kent the
schools are closed. At Dover seven
days of dntermittent #all piled up
drifts of five feet.. Several Derbyshire
hamlets are snowed up.
weather ‘bears hard on the poor, es-
pecially, as on Monday the price of
bread was raised ‘half a penny a loaf.
Even the well-to-do féel the incon-
venience o the faniine of vegetables
which the snow has causen.

Bangkok, Siam, March 11—The Anglo-
Siamese ‘treaty, signed on Wednesday by
the Siamese minister of foreign affairs
and the British minister settles, first,
the political question in the Malay pen-
insula, and second, makes a change in
the -settlement of -jurisdiction over
British subjects in the Siam.

Mr. Wm. Vallance, the first speaker,
said that Mr. Macdonald, the Tory
nominee, claimed to be a farmers’ can-
didate because he had invested fifteen
thousand dollars in land in the prov-
ince, and that that was the reason
why he should represent the constit-
uency, There were about a thousand
men in the riding who had invested
even more money than that, but none
of them claimed that it was a partic-
ular qualifieation for public office.
Mr. Macdonald also claimed to be a
moral reformer, but Mr. Marshall,
notwithstanding the hard things that
had been said of him, was just as
much the embodiment of moral re-
form as Mr. Macdonald and perhaps
more so. Mr. Macdonald also wanted
to represent them because he was a
resident of the riding. That might he
the proper thing under ordinary oir®
cumstances, but in this case they had
the opoprtunity of electing a man of
intellectuality and attainment who
would be a credit to the district, and
who had the qualities to make him
pre-eminent in the legislature.

Dr. Mcintyre’s Speech.

Dr. MecIntyre made a brilliant
speech, He said that last October
they elected to the House of Commons
the best orator of the west, and now
they had the privilege of sending to
Edmonton the best orator of Alberta.
1t was a unigue distinction for one
small constituency. =

At the last election they had a great
prophet, a great orator and a great
statesman leading . the Conservative
party. He led the . party until he had
nothing to lead, and he was left in the
last ditch.

“Today,” said Dr. Melntyre, “Mr.
Bennett is discussing the fact, as he
says; that the Rutherford government
1s 4rying tosteal a vietory by an unfair
redistribution of the seats. He says
that"is a terrible erime. Tt would he
i looked at from his standpoint, but
he forgets to tell the people that when
the government undertook the  task
they appointed both Tary members of
the house on the committee. Could
anything ‘be more equable than that?

Such arguments were picauyne and
parochial in the extreme, and hardly
to be dignified as provincial issues.

Tonight I want to speak to
you and tell you why this organiza-
tion is using every effort to drive me
from political life.

“All over the province of Alberta,
and I have travelled over a great part
of it in the past few weeks, in the fac-
tories, in the mines, on the railways,
in every workshop are men gathered
togather discussing the Workmen’s
Compensation Act. And these em-
ployees are asking themselves why
organized capital, why these men who
represent the employers of the coun-
try, are coming to the government and
holding the pistol to their heads ‘n
order to secure a repeal of this legis-
lation.

“l want first to explain why I in-

passed this legislation, and why I in-
tend to stand by the Workmen’s Com-
pensation Act until 1 am defeated at
the polls.

‘““What is this Workmen’s Compen-
sation Act? I always prefer to call it
The Workmen’s Insurance Aet. be-
cause it gives inSurance to every work-
man in the province; because it gives

. of every workman engaged in every

mine. factory or woérkshop of Alberta.
It represents auvanced labor legisla-
tion. in its highest torm,

“I cannot understand the criticism
of the people who condemn the Work-
men’s ‘Compensation Act by saying
that it is labor legislation; Of course

& it is labor legislation of the most dd-

vanced kind passed for the benefit of

* the workingman.”’

Why the Act Was Passed.

=government appointed a coal eommis-

sion headed by Chief Justice Sifton to
make an investigation of existing con-
ditions. This commission went to all
parts of the province and they brought
in a report after exhaustive investiga-
tion recommending the passing of a
Workmen’s Compensation Act.

“It is said in the Conservative press
that the Workmen’s Compensation
Act has not received due considera-
tion by the government; that it was
hurriedly passed and is immature.
But I want to say to you that we have
given it ‘long ‘and serious considera-
tion. The act was brought in in the
legislature the session before last and
was thoroughly discussed by both em-
ployers and employees.

““The employers of labor were then
told that it was only a question of in-
surance of their labor. The employ-
ers had a year to make their prepara-
{ions, but now they come and say
that the Workmen’s Compensation
Act is hasty legislation, It is just the
opposite; for-the government had ,con-
sideréd it long and the -employers
were given almost a year ‘to make
preparation for it _to come into force
in the-province ~ ~{Applause.).

Condition of Employee Before Act.

Mr. Cross instanced the condition
of the employee before the act, Sup-
posing a train crew were running
down the C.N.R. or the C.P.R. and
owing to a broken rail all were killed.
There was no recourse for the depen-
dents of those Killed but a common
law action with long delays, large law
costs and probably no redress in the
end.

Another case which was "a sfriking
commentary on the former state of
affairs had occurred in Edmonton. An
employee had been killed in an Ed-
monton factory. The breadwinner of
the factory had left his home in the
morning strong and hearty and nad

been orought back in the evening a!

mangled corpse. No one was present
when the acident occurred. It just

happened for no apparent reason. The|

only person who knew about it was
dead. The widow was not able to re-
c¢over one cent. It didn’t matter if the
machinery was defective, she had no
case at law and so she could not re-
cover damages. In Epgland this kind
of acecident has been thoroughly “in-
vestigated and Joseph Chamberlain
has said that workmen’s families are
not able to- recover jp ‘more than 20
. .
per cent of the cazeS.” And so in Al-
berta up till the first of January of
this year. only twenty out of every
hundred workmen injured or kuled
could secure compensation at law, and
even when it was secured it was at
the- sacrifice of much money in law
costs.

“The courts of course gave a right
of action, but all that the widow usu-
ally got was a big bill of costs. In
the Edmonton case referred to the wo-
man and her children were for a long
time kept by the churches and other
charitable institutions of the city. 1s
that right, is it fair to the working
men?” (Chorus of voices, “No,” “no.”)

“We who oelieve in the Workmen’s

| was injured while working on the C.

P.R., and it was only after two years
and a half that he secured damages.
Recently since the Workmen’s. Com-
pensation Aet came into force a man
was killed at Calgary, and in three
days the railway paid $2,800 to his
widow.

“Why did the railway company do
this? Beécause they saw that the wo
man could recover $1,800 at once un-
der the Workmen’s Compensation Act,
and that there was also a common law
liability, so they at once made a set-
tlement for $2,800 i1y all. The employ-
ers’ of labor seek to cut out the com-
mon law liability. But' every man
should have his right under the com-
mon law despite any other enactment,
s it not in the interest of the work-
ingman that they should have an ex-
peditious and ready way of securing
damages apart from lengthy legal
suits that may take place if they go
to the courts?

“The theory of the Workmen’s Com-
pensation Aet is that every dangerous
industry should pay for the lives and

mbs of those who are killed and in-
jured while employed at that work.
Those who believe in the Workmen’s
Compensation Aet say that the cost of
protection . should be charged against
the goods in the manufacture of which
the employee may be engaged.”’

A Case in Point.

Mzr. Cross instanced a case in the
city of Edmonton where a -business
man had -a pusiness of $40,000 4 year.
Part of this was made up of the cost
of production, part in insurance
against fire, and part was allotted to
profit. Those who "believe in _.he
Workmen’s Compensation Act say that
the cost of insurance of life and limb
should be also charged against the
business, which in the case referred to
would amount to the small sum «f
$140. Last year this man’s business
amounted to $40,000. This year Le
will have to provide for $40,140. The
people of the city who do’ business
with him will have in this connection
to pay what is really a tax of one and
a half or two cents a year as a result
of the insurance of the lives and
limbs of all the employees engaged.

Mr. Cross spoke strongly on the
case of a coal operator who had askad
to be relieved of his contract to sup-
ply coal to the city of Edmonton l.e-
cause of the hardships of the Work-
men’s Compensation Act. The ciiy
council ,should not have let this man
out of his contract unless he had bet-
ter reasons than that the Workmen’s
Compensation Act was to blame. The
coal operators say that they can’t get
insurance; but they;ean, and it is only
a matter of .the pride to belpaid. Naw
the government is trying to provide
cheaper insurance than.at present ob-
tainable.

‘But to go back 1o the coal opern-
o1, ™ SOt s Mr. o8 “T Want to
say that it costs only threeor three
and. a halfi cents. .per.ten of .coal.to
provide for insurance, And I wiil
say that the people of Alberta wowld
b: glad to pay 50 centg more if théy
were ‘assuréd that the wives and chil-
dreh "are fully” protected.

Will Reduce Accidents.

“But there is another effect. The
accidents will be reduced by 60 per
cent by compelling greater care. And
this legislation that saves 60 per cent
of the lives and limbs of the employ--
ces of-Alberta is the kind for which 1
have no defence and for ‘which I and
the government of Alberta will stand.
(Proionged applause.)

_ "Ii we could get all those injured
in the mines, on the railways, in the
factcries of this province together for
the people to see, there would -be
mighty little opposition to the Work-
men’s Compensation Act in the fu-
ture.” (Applause.)

The Act Itself Explained.

men’s Compensation Act itself, ‘ex-
plaining it fully to the large audience
He quoted the main clause, seetion 3
of the act, showing how it worked
automatiecally. 3

““Our opponent, Mr, Ewing,”"he
said, ‘““has said that the Weorkmen’s
Compensation Aet will.produce litiga-
tion. BSuch is not true. It settles
cases, as’ the case in Calgary several
WEEKRs"ago “beforé referred to was set-
tled, and as it settled a case in Fer-
nie, where the families of two miners
killed received their compensation a
few days after the accident. What a
contrast to a recent case in Coleman
before the Workmen’s ‘Compensation
Act came into force, where the legal
suiz resulted in $700 more costs than
the damages awarded.

“Let me take up some of the argu-
ments against the Workmen’s Com-
pepsation Act. Some employers say
that the Aet is not in the interests of
the employees, and they also con-
tend that it is not in their own in-
terests. Whoase interests can it be in
then?”

Some had said that the Act dis-
eriminated against a married man,
but Mr. Cross read the description of
a ‘“‘dependent,” which made almast
every employee come under the
$1,800 instead of the $200 -clause.
Time and again he had challenged
the employers of the city to produce
a man. who did net come under.one
of ‘hoge heads. And a living ex-
ample had not :yet beefi -found.
(Laughter and applause.) <

“Then we have the other star criti-
cism of Mr. Ewing that the Act does

Will Get Favorable Consideration.

“Again I will say, ‘educate the
people,” for you have a good cause,”
he continued, “and I am sure you
will receive the most favorable con-
sideration from the Alberta govern-
ment.”’

“The leader of the. Opposition in the
Legislature has said that this legis-
lation is crude legislation. In an-
swer to that, I say that the model
was drafted in the mother of parlia-
ments; that of Great Britain, and if
that legislation is crude, I am perfoe.n-
liy satisfied that it should be calléd
such.

“Then opponents of this act are
saying that it is unconstitutional
legislation. If this be true let them
go to the courts and find out if this
law can be taken off thé statute
books of the province.

“Mr. Ewing has endorsed the so-
called Workmen’s Compensation Act
of one of the western States of the
United States. But ,President Roose-
velt, in his last presidential address,
said that one  of the defects of the
United States is that they cannot
bring in an Act similar to the Bri-
tish Workmen’s Compensation
Act. This illustrates Mr. Ew-
ing’s knowledge of the subject.

“It has been said that the Work-
men’s Compensation Act is class
legislation. I have been a Liberal
all my life and its doctrines are not
in favor of class legislation. - This is
not class legislation, but legislation
in favor of every part of the com-
munity, because it helps the em-
ployer as well as the employee and
the general public by bringing peace
between ecapital and labor.

PROPOSED NEW BRIDGE
BETWEEN TWIN CITIES

(Continued from Page One.)

Irill and from there turn easterly on
the same route as descrided for the
Sixth street crossing. The deck of
the bridge would be on.a level with
the flats above the E. Y. & P. rail-
way, which latter railway would be
low enough to give an overhead clear-
ance. The viaduct on ‘the Strathcona
side would be short, consisting of but
two plate girder spans. The river
crossing would consist of two 275 feet
deck spans, with the upper deck at
an elevation of 100 feet above low
water mark. The Strathcona viaduct
would extend up Third street west for
a distance of about ‘1,700 feet, and at
an average elevation above the ground
of 75 feet, making a total length of
2,330 ieet. Traffic from Edmonton
would approach this crossing by pas-
sing down Seventh street, ecrossing
Saskatchewan avenue on a bridge.
Connection could be made with the
Saskatchewan avénue street car line
by the latter passing down the lane
between Sixth and Seventh streets
and connecting on Calgary avenue
with the Seventh sireet crossing.

Two schemes are proposed for the
construction of this bridge.

The First Scheme.

This would be eimilor to that pro-
posed for Sixth street with the. differ-
ence that the elevation of the deck of
the viaduet is some 75 feet from the
ground on the Strathcona flats and
would require a vamp using a 7 per
cent grade, 1,200 feet in length to
reach the bridge deck from the flats.
This would hardly be warranted . as
the .distance from the. point where the
saw mill traffic -would originate. to
where the deck oi the bridge would
strike the hill! and where traffic could
enter would; be but. 1,600 feet, while
t_hn brick yard. traffic would'not have
its haul materially lengthened.

The Second Scheme.

'DEADLOCK IS NEAR IN
BALKAN INBROGLIO

Austria Refuses ta Alilow Outside In-
herference = Between Her and
Servia—Is Playing a Skilful Game
—Trying to Make Servia Fall Into
Her Arms Without Proviking War

London, March 12.—It is necessary
to warn distant observers of the great
game that Europe is playing over the
Balkan situation that the high optim-
ismh of the last few days is as much
out of place now as the black pessim-
ism of a week or a fortnight tgo.

Servia, in response to Rusaia’s
friendly appeal, definitely withdrew
her claims for a territorial concessioh
and for the autonomy of Bosnia and
Hérzegovina, or, rather, she an-
nounced her willingness to submit
in all respects to the decision of a
European conference touching all her
interests, but this concession was just
as suddenly cancelled.

The news of her surrender was re-
ceived in Vienna with secret chagrin
and irritation.  Austria has never
given her full consent to a European
conference over the effect of her ac-
tion of last November. She expressed
a willingness at the height of the
crisis to submit the question of the
annexation of the two provinces to
the formal ratification of a confer-
ence, providing such action was
agreed to in advance by an exchange
of notes by the signatories of the
Berlin Treaty, but nothing more.

It has come to be tacitly understood
by the powers during the time that
has since elapsed that it was not
worth while to summon “a conference
for such a purpose. Austria has re-
cently made it known in emphatic
terms that there is nothing between
her and Servia which in any respect
concerns the other powers. She again
made her position clear in this re-
gard today by inviting Servia to notity
the Vienna Government officially of
her peaceful iatentions in the same
terms as the Servian reply to
Russia’s note, intimating that negotia-
tions might then be begun over ques-
tions of trade and intercourse.

The effect of this action is likely
to be fresh trouble, for this is prac-
tically a demand thet Servia shall
abandon her appeal to the powers and
throw- herself unreservedly upon Aus-
trian mercy. No Servian ministry
could make this important surrender
at -the present moment and live.
Moreover, Austria’s motives in giving
the situation such a turn are open to
the gravest suspicions. Slay pati-
ence, which is never a very reliable
quantity, may give way without wait-
ing for the ‘intervention of the powers
at Vienna, and then Austria might
gain what apparently is her 'secret
wish, an excuse for crushing Servia.

Even if the Servian authorities re-
main prudent it is more than doubt-
fuli whether the representations which
Russia and the western powers will
make at Vienna within a few days 'in
favor of a conlerénce will il
thing. Germany’s unwili
stricted consent to join
ciliatory -efforts at Vieans
that Servia’s reply to Ru
was favorable; . really = meims €1y
little. She will put no pressure
whatever upon her ally.

Baron Aerenthal, the Austrian for-
eign minister, considers ﬂm} ’h_» has
an unassailable case in refusing to
allow - ontside interference between
Austria and Servia. -The situation is,
therefore, drifting toward a deadlock,
which is more difficult than any that
has yet been encountered. ’_Ilm best
thing to hope for is that time will
mitigate instead of increase the
strain. e

1} the Servian authorities are
shrewd enough to see through the
game, they will be able to preserve,
or. at least, to prolong the indepen-
dence of the litile kingdom. _}.u~um
has been playing skil‘:fullyA for the
“moral” position, and she thinks she
has gained it. She also seems to l')o-
lieve that by careful tactics, Servia,
bv her own -rashness, will presently
fall into.her arms without pr('»\'uﬂkmg
a general European war. Russia fully
aprpeciates the situation, yet she can-
not publicly advise Servia to abandon
even her demand for a conference and
accept the status quo without reserve.

On the other hand, the St. Peters-
burg government is not in a posiion
to adopt the drastic course of notify-
ing Austria that it will de*f(?nd Servian
independence under all circumstane-
es. It is a pretty .game and there 18
plenty of gunpewder still lying around
loose, but the influences for peace are
as strong as ever. Diplomacy will be
able to settle the Austro-Turkish side,
and the Turko-Bulgarian - feature of
the problem ought to bz got over with-
out bloodshed.

Mr. Bryan, who ‘was in
this city on his way to Newark, N.J.,
called on Nathan Straus and discus-
sed Mr. Straus’ long fight for the pre-
vention of tuberculosis by the Pasteur-
ization of milk.

SERVIANS WARRING
AMONG THEMSELVES

Peace and War Parties Are in Conflict.
House Divided Against Itself Cannot
Stand.—The Austrian Cat Ready to
Spring.

Budapest, Hungary, March 12—Re-
ports from Belgrade show that the situa-
tiont here has heen complicated by a
new and dangerous development. The
Servian house is divided against itself,
the pressure of the foreign powers hav-
ing produced dissensions among three
important forces, the army, the party
opposing the dynasty and the press. The
army is embittered because it feels that
the naitonal prestige is suffering, the ele-
ment under Dr. Voja Velkovitch, which
is oppesing the dynasty, is working fev-
erishly against the King, who is unable
to cope with the situation and the press
has heen endangered to the point where
it is capable of any indiscretion that
chance .may offer, even to precipitating
war. This dissension, should less atten-
tion he paid to military operations,
might lead to a. revolution.: However.
the energy of the authorities in preparing
for war continues without abatement.
Three infantry regiments and a bhattery
of artillery have been sent to Jecar and
Negotin, while part of the army' 'has
been occupied in adding to the frontier
defense by putting up barbed wire en-
tanglements along the Danube, so as to
render difficult the landing of hostile
troops. Yesterday the entire third di-
vision of reservists aged from 88 to 43
vears, was called out for training. Sixty
tons of smokelesa powder has heen or
dered in Brussels. The refusal of Austria
to renew the commercial. treaty with
Servia is taken asanother menaoe against
the Slav race.

Situation Bristles With Difficulties.

Vienna, Austria, March 12—The Ser-
vian situation is still obhscure and threa-
tening. Baron Aehrenthal, minister of
foreign affairs, is indignant at the tone
of the Servian note, finding fault espe-
cially with the opening words; “In ac-
cordance with the friendly ‘council of
the Imperial Russian government.” This
is regarded as showing that Russia has
taken Servia under its protection. Some
anxiety is displayed here because of the
reports that Servia, aided by Russia, is
trying to induce. the Porte to sell a
strip of territory across the Sanjak of
Novibaza r for a Servian railway to the
f‘\dri.ﬂir Sea. Such a project for uplift-
ing Servia Montenegro would meet with
the most determined opposition of Aus-
tria, which would resort to extreme
measures to prevent its completion. Al-
together the situaticn bristles with diffi-
culties which are greatly worrying the
diplomats of Europe.

CHRISTIAN SCIENCE RESPONSIBLE

Vancouver Man's Suicide Discloses Pe-
culiar Methods of this Sect.

Vancouver, B.C., March 12—In the
suicide of John J. Harrison, a-former
citizen of Winnipeg last evening, the
police believe they have: unearthed one
case in a series in which peculiar meth-
ods under the guise of Christian Science
have been applied to several persons with
curious and horrible results. The man
around whom the investigation hinges is
Charles A. \‘urey, leader of the Christian
Science church in Vancouver, and its
“medical practitioner.”

After hearing the evidence at great
length regarding the Harrison’s suicide,
the jury brought in a verdict with the
following rider attached: “From the evi-
dence adduced, it is quite apparent to
the jury that a certain Varey, a Chris-
tian Science leader in the city, was large-
ly the cause of Mr. Harrison’s despon-
dency and we recommend that the at-
torney-general investigate the matter at
once.”

Harrison was aged 54 and wuntil last
November lived happily with his wife
and children in a good residential dis-
trict in the city. Fifteen yedrs ago he
came from Winnipeg, where he has sev-
eral relatives. He entered business here
and the day he {ook his own life, was
owner of realty worth one hundred and
fifty thousand dollars. Early yesterday
morning he waited upon Chief of Police
Chamberlain, who was one of the prin-
cipal witnesses at the inquest. He told
the chief that he could not rid himself
of Varey's influence, that

PRAISES POLICY OF TAFT.

Count Okuma Says Anti-Japanese Agi-
tation Not Serious.

Tokio, March 12—Count' Okuma, for-
mer president of the Progressive party,
has written_a signed article for the
Tokio Mainichi, in which he unreserved-
ly praises President Taft for his poliey
as embedied in his inaugural address. In
regard to that portion of the address
denling with treaty rights of aliens,
Count. Okuma says that it’ would he a
matter.for universal rejoicing should the
delicate yelations between federal and
state legislatures be adjusted in a na-
tional crédit and homor, and the stard-
ing of the United, States as a highly
civilized power.

In respect to,the navail program as
laid _down in the inaugnral speech, the
count professes to coweur fully. He
writes that President Tart helieves that
such an outcome is an unavoidable de-
mand of the times and ridicules the idea
that it is directed against Japan. He
asserts that this idea is n gross misre-
presentation of both Japan and the
United States, who believe equally that
a -strong navy is the best guarantee of
peace,

Regarding immigration, the count
cannot enfertain the idea of restriction
as_a principle; but. he is unopposed to it
as a temporary measure tor preventing
unnecessary excitement and drritation
when Japan is unfortunately the object
of unwarrantable suspicion. In conclu<
sion he says:

“Japan’s real motive was proven on
the woceasion of the visit of the Amer-
ican fleet, and is now understood fully
by estimable Americans. Anti-Japanism
is: not a: matter of serivus concern and
will disappearswhen Americans cease to
be haunted by a needless suspicion.”

GRAFT SCANDAL IN CHICAGO.

Enormous Sum of $25,000,000 Spent on
Street Car Equipment.

Chicago, Ill., March 12—Chic¢ago is fac-
ing a big municipal graft scandal, in-
vaolving the expenditure of $25,000,000
for equipment for the rehabilitating of
street car lines. Mayor Busse has order-
ed a thorough investigation and further
sensations are promised.

Several campaigns for municipal own-
ership resulted in a majority wote for
that measure, but this was defeated la-
ter by a final vote. A contract was then
made with the traction companies by
which the city receives 55 per cent. of
he “net” receipts. Since the “net” re-
ceipts depend upon what is left after the
‘('xgwn(litm"m’ of the companies, the- city
experts have been searching for evidence
of inflation 'of accounts submitted by
the companies, :
{ TRecently the companies bought rolling
steck, ‘the ‘réported purchase price of
which aggregated $25,000.000. Since the
figurés accepted ay 'be the basis of a
purchase price for the lines if municipal
ownership iz adopted in the néar future
and these figures are extraordinary, the
mayar ordered the .m\'eﬂliguﬁon.

GOLD STRIKE IN. WASHINGTON.

Samples at Reépublic Assay as High as
$50,000 a Ton.

Spokane, Wash., March 12—The rich-
est find of gold ever reported in Wash-
ington has just been made on the New
Republic mine, at Republic, samples as-
saying as high as $50,000 a ton. The find
was made on the second slope, hetween
Nos. 2 and 3 levels. - Sufficient work
has not yet been done to show the ex-
tent of the ledge. Some of the ore taken
from the ledge was so. rich that it was
Jocked up in the vault of the bank at
tepublic,

Much of the stock of the company is
owned in Seattle, I. W. Anderson being
the president. The company was incor-
porated last summer to take over the
Old Republic, which was sold by Patsy
Clark ferseveral million dollars and was
latar abandonéd. Since the new com-
pany assumied control entirely new
bodies of ore have been uncovered and
cars of ore shipped that returned as high
as $20,000. About fifty men are, now em-
ploved af the mine and the town has re-
vived. Other properties are opéening- up.

GIVING:-MILLIONS TO WORKMEN.

Lever's Great Philanthropic Scheme.
Takes Employees Into Partnership.

London, March. 12—Profit. sharing,
which is regarded by experienced econ-
omists as the most trustworthy safe-
guard against ctude socialism, has made
a fresh advance. Mr. Lever, who owns
all the ordinary shares in his enormous
soap business, has offered to issue a half
million parthership certificates and allot
them at his own discretion to his work-
men.

His plan differs from Sir Christopher
Furness® system of profit sharing, inas-
much as the workmen will not pay any-
thing for the certificates, These will be
a free gift and will rank with the or-
dinary shares after 5 per ¢ent. has been
paid for the interest on the owner’s
capital.

Mr. Lever's estimates that the value
of his gift will be £1,000,000, and he ex-
peets~to. get his. owner’s capitdl. Mr,
Lever estimates he will get a more effec-
tixe service from the working force. The
certificates- will. not be generally - distri-
buted; but will be-bestowed upon “those
whe have shown themselves to ‘be abso-
lately trustworthy.

Previously process had to be
issued from the district town, thus in-
volving both delay and expense.

Another refiorm was effected in be-
half of the public by the abolition of
the fee system of paying courti offici-

. alg. This system for many and well

understood reasons was found to work
hardship on those who were obliged
to enter or answer: to a suit. The of-
ficials are now paid by salary, with
the single eéxception of bailiffs who
are paid iees.as per a echedule fixed
by law. Bailiffs-are appointed atevery
important centre and the sheriffs are
required to forward papers for gervice
to the one living nearest the disputing
parties. The fees formerly charged by

- the other officials have been abolished
i

“or ' reduced, and where collected now
'go to' the Provineial treasury. The

cemts mileage each way; a total of $26
nmiileage fees alome.  Under the pre-
sent aystem the summons would be
sent to a .bailiif living at Ver-
milion and served by him at the cost
of a few cenis.

Taking as example a suit for $20
brought by one person living at
Vermilion against a mecighbor: Under
the former conditions the parties
would have to come to Edmonton,
bringing their witnesses; at present
the case would be tried at Vermilion.
Suppoeing the witnesses to be two on
each side, the total costs by the form-
er tariff would amount ‘to $74.80. Un-
der the present taridf the costs would
be $7.15.

These are fair examples of the econ-
omy effected for the public by the in-
crease of courts and by placing offic-
ials on salary. There i¢ besides, the
incalculable benefit that cases are
tried when they shotld be tried, not
when an overworked judge can find
time to try them.

The impudent presumption of the
company is equalled by the splendid
impertinence of its.ugent.

Two
months after he has dohe his utmost
to assist one of the allied rings with-
in the corporation to beat the. school
districts and local improvement dis-
triets wof the.

Famous Warrior’s Grave Was Broken
Into Thirty Year Ago.

Brantford; Ont., March 12—Has the
tomb of Captain Jos. Brant, the famous
warrior from whom Brantford took its
name ben robbed, a d the skull of Brant
removed. Dr. G. H. McMichael, Buffalo,
in a letter to ex-Mayor Bowlby here to-
day asserts that the skull, one femur
and a pelvis, were removed by Dr.
Healy some thirty years ago. The offer
is made to return the same to their rest-
ing place in the tomb near the quaint
old Mohawk church graveyard, where
Jos. Brant and relative were buried. En-
quiry today revealed the information
from Capt. Ashton that the tomb was
broken into, but it was not thought trob-
bery was committed. The Brant-histori-
cal society intend to take up the matter.

The inquest
so far, instead of solving the problem,
has only deepened the mystery. The
inquest resumes at seven o’clock to-
night.

Hamilton, Ont., March 1l.—Flor-

ence Kinrade was not recalled when
the inquest, as to the death of her
sister KEthel, opened again tonight.
Instead her mother was placed in the
witness box, and was closely exam-
ined as to the occurrences on the day
of the murder and the previous day.
Regarding the incidents on the day
before the tragedy Mrs. Kinrade prac-
tically repeated the evidence given by
her. husband last-night, and told of
being frightened by tramps who vis:
ited the house at night. She detailed
her ‘actions on' the ddy''of the murder
and - told how™ it' happéned that she
was absent: from.. home when: her
daughter: .was shot. She had gone. to
the police station, she said, in obe-
diénce to hér husband's Wwisheés, to
complain of tramps.
“Quedtiéned “as’ to “family 'telations,
she.said they were affectionate. There
were no- quarrels and all were on the
best. terms : with . the murdered girl,
She could suggest no motive for the
murder, but bzlieved it has been com-
mitted by a tramp ‘who thought there
was no person at bome but a.defense-
less woman, from: whom he could
frighten money.

As to Husband’s Brother.

Pressed as to whether her husband
had any brothers who were mnot on
friendly terms with the family, Mrs,
Kinrade admitted that there was one,
Hiram, with whom she, as executrix
for her mother’s estate, had a law-
suit some five years ago. She herself
was not on speaking terms with him,
though he and her husband were
friends. He was a carpenter and
lived in Hamilton. He was a quiet
and well behaved man except when
under the Influence of liquor. She
had not suggested that he had any-
thing to do with the crime. Gertrude
Kinrade, a younger sister of the de-
ceased, and Ernest, her elder broth-
er, were examined, but their evidence
throw no light on the tragedy. Mrs.
Hickey, a neighbor of the Kinrades,
told of Florence coming running into
her house after the tragedy snouting
that her sister was shot. Florence
was foaming at the mouth and her
speech .was. very thick.

Mrs, Kinrade on the Stand, .

The court-room was crowded when
Mrs. Kinrade, A mother. of the
dead .girl, wasg called as the first wit-
ness at the resumed inquest. She was
accompanied by a nurse, and was
very weak and agitated. Geo. T.
Blackstock, crown prosecutor, com-
mented upon this, and assured her
every consideration. The witness said
she was married thirty-one years ago,
and told of the members of the family.
Their * relationships, she ' said, were
most affectionate. They were all very
loving children. Ernest left home
when he married six years ago. She
had no objections to the marriage,
though she thought the son was rather
young to wed. No other members of
the family were married to her knowl-
edge. ‘She said Florence’s engage-
ment was satisfactory. with no dissent
in the dfamily at all. She knew of
Florence’s concert tour in 1207. Mr.
Blackstock inquired minutely as to
other lesser trips.to Teronto, St. Cath-
erines and  the, Fa}§s. . Witness said
the girl was always accompanied. K She
and Ethel hadn’t liked Florénce going
to Richmond, but owing purely to at-

|tachment: They had also tried to dis-

suade her. going on.the stage. Ethel
said she was delighted to see Florenee
back from Virginia.

Neighbor’s Evidence.

Mrs. Hickey said her house ont Her-
kimer street was opposite the Kinrade
home, but the front window had noét a
clear view of the Kinrade house. , She
didn’t hear any shots fired or see any-
one go in or out of the house that af-
ternoon. Sneé heard a scream and
someone calling her name. She saw
Florence at the foot of the stairs. She
screamed: ‘““Ethel is shot six times,”
and fell forward. She was very ex:
cited.

“Did you notice anything about her
mouth?’ asked Mr. Blackstock.

“Yes,” replied the witness readily,
‘the saliva about her mouth was very
thick.” It seemed to be almost like
a froth.”

Mrs. Hickey continued: “Florence,
who was very much worked up, said
that a man had come into the house,
that she had told Ethel to lock herself
in her room, that Ethel had come
down stajrs and the man-had shot
her.”

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‘SENATE TAKES UP CASE
OF B.C’S CHIEF JUSTICE

Senator Bostock- Moves For Tabling
of Any Charges Against Chief Jus-
tice Hunter—A Number of News-
paper Comments Read Concern-
ing This Member of the Bench—
The Motion Adopted.

Qttawa, Ont,, March . 11.—In the
Upper House this afternoon Senator
Bostock moved-or the tabling of cop-
jies of' any:‘charges. against the:chief
justice of British Columbia. He: said
it was an unpleasant and painful
thing to take a step of this sort. How-
ever, as justification of ‘it he read a
number of press references to Chizf
{ Justice Hunter.
| The British Columbian, as well ‘is
the Vancouver and Victoria papers m
i May, 1908, contained the announece-
{ment that in the case of Isadore v=
Gilchrist, for false arrest, His Lord-
ship, Chief Justice Hunter, who was
to hear the case, had not made his
appearance in court when the case
| should have been called. Eight jury-
i men had therefore been resolved into

|

ia board of arbitration, both parties
{ consenting.

The Victoria Times on June 11, 1908,
stated that a certain case was beixg
heard by the full court in the morn-
ing but in the afternmoon no judge ap-
peared to go on with the case. On
June 20, 1908, the Vancouver World
contained an article under the head-
ing of ‘“Clogging the Wheels of Jus-
tice,” and referred with regret to the
frequent indispositions of Chief Jus
tice Hunter, who had often occasion-
2d unexpected adjournments of courts.

A despatch = to the Bellingham
(Wash.) Herald on October 21, 1908,
stated that the Jenkins murder trial
at New Westminster was not proceed-
ed with owing to the absence of Chief
Justice Hunter, who had been de-
tained at Vancouver on one of his
“periodic’ engagements at the club.
Sixty persons summoned as jurymen
and a host of witnesses were on hand.

The Vancouver World of March 20,
1908, stated that the full court, which
was to have been opened at Vanecou-
ver on the 2nd, had to be adjourned
owing to the indisposition of the chief
justice. A number of lawyers wno
had gone to Victoriza at the expense
of their clients had to return without
having accomplished anything. Forty
appeals had to  be postponed. It
looked as if the administration of jus-
tice in the province had suffered a
complete breakdown.

Senator Bostock said he had read
these press extracts to show what the
feeling in British Columbia was «n
this matter. When such articles ap-
peared in the press, he thought the
chief justice who had been referred 1o,
should be given sanopportunity to be
heard, to; remove any. stigma which
might have attached to himself as the
result of those public statements.

It was reported
by the ear department to have worked
well without a load and every indica-
tion pointed to satisfactory operation
over the ‘switech pointg and erossings
with the cars filled with passengers.

GREAT CONSPIRACY TRIAL.

Nearly Four Hundred Men
Courts at Moscow.

New York, March 12.—A cable des-
patch to The Sun from St. Petersburg
says: Proceedings have just been be-
gun in the High Court of Moscow
which involve the largést conspiracy
trial on record. . Three hundred and
eighty-four persons are charged. with
belonging to a eriminal organization,
the object of which was the stealing
of merchandise on Russian railroads.

Between 1905 and 1907 during . the
worst period of the revoliutionary dis-
orders over $17,000,000 worth of pro-
perty. was stolen on two ‘railroads
alone.- The accused helong”'to three
categories — /mamely,' professional
thieves or men who became thieves
during the political* revolt, '’ respon:
sible ‘and often highly placed: railroad
oficers, and many retail dealers.

Valuable freight was removed daily
from. trains ron: -orders ' telegraphed
from. the ‘chiet’ railfoad ceantres by
the heads of the gang and stored in
Government railroad zsheds by gov-
ernment employees, who acted as re-
ceivers. They- systematically dis-
persed their hauls by holding special
sales to retailers, who in their turn
disposed of rthe 'stolen’ goods in the
course of ordinary business.

During the period of the ' gang’s
activity the government did nothing
to protect business firms against the
pillage of their goods in transit. The
whole railvoadrpolicy was directed to
protecting government treasure and
preventing the renewal of the general
railroad - strike.

Ottawa, Ont., Mareh 12.—The cen-
sus and statistics off.ce has issued (o~
day a statement of quantities of gram,
hay and roots on hand in Canada ¢t
the end of February, and -the condi-
tion of livestock in the country at, that
date.

bushels.

SHORT COURSE A SUCCESS.

T_he short ecourse .in. agriculiure
whxch was conducted under the aus:
pices of the Department of Agricul-
ture at Lacombe, during a period of
two weeks, closed on Saturday lasi
after the most successful congress of
young agriculturists that has ever
been Held in the province:  ‘The stu-
dents ‘wosked faithfully and well in
the class rooms ‘and showed unmis-
takeably by the earnest way they are
taking up the different subjeets that
they horoughly appreciate what is be-
ing done for them by the Department
of Agriculture: Full “discussion on
the agricultural question, both in the
classroom and out enabled them to
leave the school with well-defined
opinions on many important matters
relating to agriculture.

The progress made by the hundred
or more students siace the opening
was most marked. Mr. Craig, super-
intendent of fairs and institutes, had
been most fortunate in securing lee-
turers of experience who were able
to give good practical advice, which
will be far-reaching in its effect.

The principal feature of the closing
week was the evening meetings, which
were held in Day’s Hall. These were
remarkably well attended, by the
public as welli as the students, show-
ing the deep interest which the La-
combe people took in the course. On
Thursday night, before a crowded
audience, Mr. Foley gave a most in-
teresting lecture on poultry, demon-
strating his lecture with lantern
slides. Mr. H. A. Craig spoke on
beautifying the farm home; W. J
Tregillus on the advantages of agri-
culture as a profession and Mr. Hut-
ton on the possibiliiies of agriculture
in Alberta. W. F. Stevens described
the kind of men who should not take
up dairying, as well as the kind who
should.

The Lacombe people were very en-
thusiastic over the whole affair and
were most generous in their help to-
wards making it a success. In addi-
tion to donating a very handsome
trophy in the judging competition,
they have contributed towards the
transportation and boarding of the
students during the time ‘they were
at Lacombe.

The Department of Agriculture and
the Board of Trade at Lacombe are to
be most heartily congratulated for the
way they have carried out the ar-
rangements for the short course and
the success they have made of it.

SHEEP RANCH UP - NORTH.

A sheep ranch in the north, about
fifteen miles west of Athabasca Lapd-
ing, is a project which the Burbank
Brothers of Douglas, Wyoming, have
in mind and expect to establish dur-
ing the coming summer,

. ©. Burbank arrived in the city
on Wednesday from the Landing,
where he has been logking into the
proposition since last July. He told
a Bulletin representative that he has
found a stretch of open country ‘iree
from muskeg, which will make an
ideal sheep ranch. .The smow fall is
light tnd is kept at the vanishing
point by the chinook ' winds which
vigsit the spot at regular intervals.
The grass-is long and juicy, just to
the taste of a high spirited flck of
mutton producers.

‘“‘What breed of sheep-wil lyou fa-
vor?” Mr .Burbank was. asked.

“We will take the Shropshires,”
was the reply. ‘“They are hardy, of
good flesh, and are the best snow
sheep that can be had. They walk on
stilds compared - with spme of the
shart-legged breeds.”

Established This Summer.

“When will you take your flock into
the north?”

“We expect to have arrapgements
made so.that the sheep may be un-
loaded in Edmonton in July. They
will come either from the southern
patt of the province or from the

] States. .

They will be trailed north
from -~ Edmonton.”

Mr. Burbank has no doubt as to
where market will be fopnd. He
referred to the.fact that sheep breed-
ers near Lacombe have shipped live
sheep 1o the Chicago market and
have realized -well on them. -The
price there wad at nine cents per
pound, while in Winnipeg it was
about five cents. He admiis that
the Winnipeg market is unsatisfac-
tory, but does not inteénd to worry
about that. He also referred to the
J. Y. Griffin packing plant and said
that doubtless he would market a
great many of his sheep there. Dis-
tances did, not form much of an ob-
stacle, he eaid, and in a short time
‘the railway will reach the Landing,
when the problem of transportation
will be solved.

“Fhe province of Alberta has  at-
tracted mv attention,”. said Mr. Bur-
bank. “Before coming here ‘I made
& tour of the grazing coumtry in South
America, but saw nothing there -that
liopks as good as this province. 1
deeided to loecate here as soon as I
saw tHe inducements which were
offered in my line of business.”

DR. RYMER’'S NOBLE WORK.

A. Brabant, of Fort Smith, district
inspector of the Hudson’s Bay posts
and formerly inspector of the Eamon-
ton.district, has come down from the
north and is stoping at the Bt. James
Hotel -for a few days previous to leav-
ing for Winnipeg. :

Mr. Brabant received uis appoint-
ment to the Mackenzie River district
last year, after having been in the
employ of the Hudson’s Bay Company
for many years. He set out from
Winnipeg last June in company with
Miss Agnes Deans Cameron and her
companion, who placed themselves
under his protection. during their en-
tire trip to the mouth of the Macken-
zie River.

Mr. Brabant spoke in glowing terms
of the manner in which the lady trav-
ellers entered into the spirit of the
trip. They adapfed themselves to all
fare the more they seemed to e
pleased. Many of the experiences
which the party encountered were as
new to Mr. Brabant as to Miss Cam-
ron. When informed of Miss Cam-
eron’s address basfore an Edmonton
audience he assurex the Bulletin rep-
resentative that he need not be told
it was interesting. As a keen observer
of nature and the races of people in
the north M. Brabant thought that
Miss Cameron would be difficult te
surpass.

Epidemic Among Indians,

Asked as to the condition of the fur
trade in the north ‘and the welfare of
the Indians and halfbreeds, Mr. Bra-
bant said that the oldest inhabitants
have never seen a more severe win-
ter. With the severe cold and the
scartity of food the Indians are hav-
ing a very hard time to subsist. There
have been more. deaths ‘this winter
than for many years in the past. 8o
scarce was the far this winter that
some trappers returned from their
trapping tours without getting a sin-
gle fur. There is scarcely a rabbit
in the north country, but deer are
fairly plentiful. The scarcity of rab-
bits has comipelled the fur bearing in-
inmals fo remove from' their’ tusuil
haunts.

In speaking of disease and -sickness
among the Indians, Mr. ' Brabant refer-
red to the heroic work which is being
done by ‘the nissions’ at the various
forts and by -the Mounted Police. He
thought it was providential that Dr.
Rymer, who left Edmonton last summer
for the north, should be at hand to
bring relief to the sufferers. He said
that the doctor is dcing a noble work in
the far north without any expeétation
of any reward or recognition. Dr. Rym-
er has his headquarters at Fort Resdlu-
tion from where he travels as far north
as the mouth of the Mackenazie.

Prevalent Throughout North.

Before the rivers were frozen over last
'fall Mr. Brabant made a hwuiried tour of
| inspection among the forts to the west
| of Fort Smith. He was assured that the
winter would be severe all through the
| norih. No word iz expected from the
! forts to the north of Fort Smith until
June at the latest but there is a cer:
| tainity that there will be reports of suf-
fering and privation among the Indians
and Bsquimos. Indications are that the
great north country has been visited by
a disease epidemic this winter.

Mr.Brabant came down from the north
by dog train as far as Lac La Bishe and
| from there by pack horses. He* will re-
| tnzn to the north early in June when
the river navigation is beginning to
open,
