In the- sinking of' the “Susan Ink-
pen” and the “Mina Swim” our village
has been visited by the greatest cal-
amity that has ever befallen our peo-
ple, and as a consequence of the ter-
rible catastrophe a large number of
fatherless families have been thrown
on the hard, cold world without any
means of support.

Burin has lost in those two vessels,
togethef' with two men from the schr.
“Ada Bishop,” thirty of her hardy toil-
ers of the deep, most of whom were
married and left behind large families.

Within the radius of a few miles no
less than twemty widows, sixty-three
orphans and many dependents can be
found, all of whom have lost their
only means of support in this dread-
ful disaster. Some of those families
consist of eight, seven, sox or four
children, and in a couple of cases
there are in the family hopeless in-
valids. The poverty and misery of
their surroundings can better be im-
agined than described.

The people
of this settlement—generous though

War Nows,

Messages Received
Previous to 9 A. M.

THE UNITED STATES AND PAR-
LIAMENT,

LONDON, April 18.

In moving in the Commons a reso-
lution identical to the one moved in
the Lords, Bonar Law said he deep-
ly regretted the Premier was unable
to be present himself to move the
resolution. Not only the members of
Parliament but all the people of the
British Empire and Allied countries
would welcome the new ally with
heartfelt sympathy. This is not only
the greatest event, but, as I believe
the turning point of the war. The new
world has been brought in or has
stepped in tn restore the balance of
the old. Being in the United States
already has shown her enemies must
beware of her. Despite the fact
that the path immediately before us
is more difficult than ever before, I
venture to express the hope that there
is a change coming and that the long
night of sorrow and anguish which
desolated the world is drawing to a
close. The United States, Bonar Law
continued, possesses resources of all
kinds, resources which - in the ’long
run are to be decisive in the war to a
greater extent probably than any oth-
er nation. The quality of her people
was shown nearly sixty years ago in
the struggle which in its essentials
was not dissimilar to that on which
they have now entered. Since then
the American people have shown
qualities, resources. of energy and
readiness to adapt themselves to new
situations in the arts of peace. The
same qualities will now be directed
in no half-hearted way with equal
success in the art of war. We wel-
come the adhesion of our new ally for
apgother reason, for the moral justi-
fication which it gives us for our ac-
tion. At this point the Chancellor
was interrupted with cheers. He con-
tinued, America like the British Em-
pire is engaged in war from no desire,
from no fault of her own, but be-
cause she can do no other, I pro-
foundly believe the greatest of all the
issues which will\be decided in the
struggle is whether or not free in-
stitutions on which the progress of
civilization and the welfare of man-
kind depend can survive against a
centralized power of military despots.
In this connection the enirance of the
great republic is a fitting pendant to
the revolution whieh brought the

Russian people, whose courage and
endurance we have so much admired,
whose sufferings have been so terri-
ble; into the circles of the freed na-
tions of mankind. I have read, I am
sure everyone in this House reaad,
with pride and profound agreement
the speech, worthy of Abraham Lin-
coln, in which the President of . the
United States announced the entrance
of his country into the struggle. From
their point of view, the statement is
true that America like the British
Empire—I wish to make that plain—
is animated by no love of conquest,
no greed of territory, no selfish aims.
The ideals to which President Wilson
has given noble expression in his re-
cent speech are our ‘aims and our
ideals also. As we found out earlier,
so the American people have now
found out that there is no method by
which these aims can be secured ex-
cept by fighting for them. I beg to
move the resolution.

The Government to-day gave in-
structions, Sir Alfred Mond told the
Commons, that on Friday when Am-
erica’s entrance into the war is to be
celebrated, the Stars and Stripes
should be flown beside the Union Jack
on as many buildings as possible.
Seconding Bonar Law’s 'resolution,
ex-Premier ' Asquith said, “It is only
right and fitting that this House, the
chief representative body of the Brit-
ish' Empire, should at the earliest |
possible opportunity give definite and
emphatic expression to the feelings !

SHIPPING RETURNS.
LONDON, April 18.

Official shipping returns for the
week ended April 15, are as follows:
Arrivals and sailings of merchant
vessels of all nationalities at and
from United Kindom ports, over 100
tons: Arrivals, 2,379; sailings, 2,331;
British merchant ships sunk by mine
or subs. over 1,000 tens, 19, including
four not recorded in the previous
week; under 1,000 tons, 9; British
merchant vessels unsuccessfully at-
tacked by subs including three in the
previous fortnight, 15. British fight-
ing vessels sunk, including two from
the previous week, 12. During the
past seven weeks, the period in which
statement of losses to British mer-
chant vessels have been made in their
present form, show 16 of such ships
lost. The total for merchant vessels
of more than 1,600 tons is 116, for
vessels less than that tonnage 52.
This week’s losses of 28 merchant

ships are slightly in excess of the
average, which is 24 fqr the seven
weeks’ period.

DEVONPORT BUSY.

LONDON, April 18.

The Food Controller, Lord Devon-
port, issued an order effective on
Tuesday next, préhibiting thereafter
the sale of light pastries, muffins,
crumpets, or tea cakes, buns, scones;
biscuits ean only be sold if they con-
form to the drastic restrictions re-
specting the amount of wheaten flour
and sugar used. The tea shops which
are so popular in London and else;
where in England will suffer heavily
by the new order. The war office has
ordered a return to be made by May
1st of all horses, mules, cattle, sheep,

THE STATES AND AIRPLANES,

LONDON, April 18.

John L. Baird, representa-
tive of the Air Board in the Com-
mons, replied the subject was already
under consideration by the Govern-
ment of the United States.

VON BISSING DEAD.

WASHINGTON, April 18.
The new Government of Russia
will not negotiate a separate peace
for Russia as a result of the over-
tures that have been made by German
and Austrian Socialist representatives

according .to information reaching
Washington. Reuter’s correspondent
says, according to a Brussels despatch
General Von Bissing, German Gover-
nor-General of Belgium, died Wed-
nesday evening.

PRISONERS CAPTURED.

PARIS, April 18.

Since the beginning of the great
French drive on the southern end of
the battle line the French have cap-
tured 17,000 unwounded prisoners, to-
gether with 75 cannon, according to
an official statement issued by the
war office to-night. Desperate fighting
took place over many sectors between
French and Germans to-day, the Ger-
mans launching numerous powerful
counter attacks. All were put down
with great losses.

GERMANS’ NEW PLAN.

From a Staff Correspondent of the
Associated Press, British Headgtar-
ters, France, via London.—The flexi-
bility of their trench communica(ions
and effectiveness of their machine
guns are the two elements of defence
on which the Germans appear to be

placing great reliance in the present

fighting. In effect these various ele-
ments are of more importance than
defensive trenches, and enable the
German |fighting line to swing upon
double hinges, so if pressed hard, one
pivot swings back from the other. In;
this manner much ground can be
yielded in a 'series of angular or
criss-cross retirements without the
fighting- front technically being brok-
en, These trenches are known as
gwitches and a great system of them
is connected with the Hindenburg or
Siegfried position. It was undoubt-
edly with these strategic switch lines
in view that Field Marshal Von Hin-
denburg recently declared that the
German line west could not be brok-
en. / Preparation and maintenance of
this elaborate system requires untold
amount of labor for each section. The
trench must have several belts of
wire in front, and the Germans have
become so accustomed to fighting be-
hind barbed wire that they would not
now think of doing otherwise, if it

can be avoided. Most digging appears
to have been done by prisoners of
war. As the German lines fall back,
the diggers also fall back and con-
struct still nfore shelters in which the
Germans may later find shelter. Un-
der this plan of course it would be
possible to drive back the Germans
to. the Rhine and they could still say L
the line was unbroken. In the mea

time the Germans are employi g
more machine guns than ever befg.,
in their attempt to hold aip the ’;fit-
ish infantry advances.  As high .. |
six or eight of these ghastly w Ypons ’
are now assigned to ep'ch.qompaﬁy on]
the front line. They undoubtedly ...
stitute the German effort to cojnter-
act the preponderance of'Allieﬁ can-
non and artillery which, however' re-
mains the great unanswerable _argu-
ment; but in.cases of great dri\nes like
that of Arras the enemy temqorarily
gets beyond effective reach bt the
great mass of guns. While "liey are
being brought up anew, the Ggrmans!
cut loose with thousands of r,..hine
guns. Nowhere along the ont do
the Germans longer attempt 4o kelP
up with the Allied increase > A1-
lery. Even if they had guns S Ger-
mans lack transport facllitiej sup-
ply them. Horses are tremely
scarce, while motor truck{ through
lack of rubber tires are ineffective,
and thus the Germans are locating
their batteries more apd more along
‘the railway line in order to be cer-
tain of shell supplies, when as it is
pointed out by British officers strate-
gic reasons would call for far differ-
ent positions. That machine guns
are the real reliance of the Germans
however, is shown by the".construc-
tion of the famed Hindenburg lines
which are mostly salients, built thus
to permit intensive use of these wea-
pons.

The Archbishop of Canterbury has
written in reply to the Minister of
Agriculture:

“Our inheri*ance of the English
Sunday, with its privilege of absten-
tion from all ordinary work, is a God-

given boon of inestimable value, and
I desire to maintain and safeguard it
in every reasonable way, but occa-
sions may arise when for the well-
being of the people of our land = ex-
ceptional obligations are laid upon us.
“As Minister of Agriculture you as-
sure us that such an emergency has
now arisen, and that the security of
the nation’s food supply may- largely
depend upon the labor which can be
devoted to the land in the next few
weeks. This being so, we are, I think,
following the guidance given in the
Gospel, if in such a case we make a
temporary departure from our rule.
“I have no hesitation in saying that
in the need which these weeks pre-
sent men and women may with clear
conscience do field work on Sundays.
Care would, of course, be taken to
safeguard from compulsion those who
would feel such action on their part
to be wrong or whose health would
be seriously endangered by the extra
strain.”—Daily Mail, London.

ism to the class that rules them, and
that is as ready and capable of turn-
ing them to its own account as to use
any other device. Russia, thank
heaven, is in the war to a finish, and
she will help to bring about that finish
very soon.

In this connection, the announce-
ment that the Germans are burning
the Roumanian towns of Braila and
Fokshani may mean much. It reminds
us that there is a new force and a new
front in the East since a year ago.
Fighting on the Russian front will
probably break out first in Galicia and
Bukowina, extending down into Rou-
mania. The circumstances that allow-
ed Germany to concentrate upon Rou-
mania her reserve force no longer ex-
ist. It will soon be seen whether she
is able, with Austria’s and Bulgaria’s
assistance, to hold the lengthened
front. Significantly, the latter coun-
tries have been putting out peace feel-
ers of late, net in Switzerland as here-
tofore, but at Washington.
