The arrival ‘of Sir Herbert Samuel
in Palestine a few days ago marks
the opening of a new era for the Holy
Land. It is the real beginning of the
exercise of the mandate of Britain
under suthority of the League of Na-
tions and the tranmsition from the mil-
itary occupation which has lingered
on since the Great War to a civil gov-
ernmént that is full of promise. One
of his first official acts has been the
appointment of a Council for the Com-
munity of Jerusalem and the composi-
tion of this council shows# the spirit
in which the authorities are approach-
ing their task. The president is a
Moslem, the vice-presidéent a Jeéw,
while two Christians are included im
its personnel. The meéssage of Brit-
ain to the Zipnist conferemce, which

that it is her policy, as the manda-
tory power, that Palestine .should be-
come a home for the Jewish race and
that while the interests of the mon-
Jewish minorities will Bé respected,
immigration of Jews will be emcour-
aged. Palestine has urgent need of
more people. The Arabs are not an
agricultural race and there are im-
mense opportunities in the develop-
ment of every branch of that industry.
With the tremendous resources, the
ability and the racial enthusiasm
which' the Jews of the world over have
at their disposal, there #s not- the
slightest reason why in & short time
they ‘should not be the most numer-
ous and the hest organized element
in Palestine. Thelr future rests in
their own hands, for in spite of tradi-
tional and historic associations a
minority race cannot ‘continue to rule
forever in that land. The advent of
the best element of Jewish life in
large numbers will mean the rise of a
western civilization on Asiatic soil
and the importance of sucl a develop-
ment it is impossible to overestimate.

Sir Herbert Samuel brings to his
great task a spirit of high endeéavor
combined with zeal and integrity amnd
that native imagination without which
he could not hope to achieve success.
—Montreal Daily Star.

G. Gilbert Scott, ARA.

GRANDSON OF ORIGDAL ARCHI-
TECT OF CATHEDRAL WILL
COMPLETE THE EDIFICE.

The distinguished Architect G. Gil-
pert Scott, A.R.A., will shortly arrive
in St. John's in order to inspect the
Anglican Cathedral and prepare de-
signs for the completion of the tower
and spire.

Mr. Scott is regarded as one of the
most accomplished Ecclesiastical Ar-
chitects which England has produced
for many years. Although heis not yet
40 years-of age, he has already made
a deep impression on the Gothic Ar-
chitecture of England. His work shows
that he is not bound by the old tradi-
tions. He does not aim at mere repeti-
tion of mediaeval art, but has sought
to develop a truly modern and nation-
al style; and yet - in his Modernism
there is always a feeling of effective
reticence and dignity.

When Liverpool decided to erect a
new Cathedral an. Architect of out-
standing genius was sought, capable
of designing & noble structure whieh
would be the pride and glory of that
great city which already rejoiced in
many beautiful public buildings. The

leading Architects in England were in- |~

vited to submit designs, and amongst
those Wwho participated in the com-
petition was the youthful Gilbert
Scott, then barely out of his teens
and tnknown in Architectural circles
except amongst those with whom he
was intimately associated. His desigh
was so magnificent in conception and
displayed such conspicuous original-

ity that he was immediately appoint-

ed Architect of this Cathedral, which
when completed will be the largest
ih Bngland and worthy to be compared
with those other gems of Architec-
turée which were erected during the
“Qolden Age of Gothic Art.”

Next to the Liverpoo! Cathedral,
Mr. Scott’'s best known Ecclesiastical
works include the restoration of Ches-
ter Cathedral; St. Paul’s Church, Liv-
erpool; Northfleet Church; the Church
of the Annunciation, Bournemouth;
8t. Joseph’s Church, Norfolk; Bt.
Maughold’s Church, Ramsay, LO.M.
and the Chapel of the Visitation, Har-
réw. His contributions to English
domesti¢ “Architecturo include many
notable examples, the most recent be-
ing the new Star and Garter Home in
Richmond.

It is interesting to note that Mr.
Bcott is the grandson of Bir Gilbert
Scott, who originally designed the
Cathedral and we feel sure he will
take a special pleasure in completing
the work which his illustrious grand-
father henced in 1847. ~

Mahion Loomxs, who lived in West
Springfield, Mass., is credited
having sent the first aerial message in
1865, thus antedating Marconi, who
did not begin his experiments until
1896.

In 1872 Loomis obtained a patent
for the system of aerial telegraphy,
and would to-day probably have been
heralded as the discoverer of wire-
less telegraphy if he. had been given
the proper financial support and en-
couragement from the public instead
of being ridiculed. As it was, Con-
gress passed the “Loomis aerial tele-
graph bill” in 1873, appropriating
$50,000 for further developments, but

with.

the sym never reached Loomis.
Loomis made the first public de-
monstration of wireless possibilities
in 1866 from the peaks of the Blue
Ridge Mountains in Virginia, fourteen
miles apart. A kite was raised from
each mountain with a copper wire
attached to a telegraphing apparatus,
and the message sent by Loomis wasp
received at the other station as though
the two had been connected by wire.
Loomis alsé made successful éxperl-
ments communicating between vessels
in Chesapeake Bay. The vessels were
stationed about two miles apart, and
Lon each was a telegraph apparatus.
Wires were' attached ‘to the insiru-

Says Poles Forced
to Fight Bolsheviki.

Now that their country is a free and
independent nation once again, the
Polish people are determined to see
that she remains so for all time.

Such is the conclusion of the cor-
respondent of a London paper, who
has been in Poland investigating con-
ditions there. While in Warsaw he
met one of the men who have, played
a prominent part in the events which
have led up to the freeing of the coun-
try from the foreign yoke, and he gave
a most interesting story of Poland as
she was and what she hopes to be.

Few questions of vital importance
for Europe have been, he said, more
misunderstood and have provoked
less interest than the Polish gquestion.
The reason for this is to be found in

the fact that Poland ceased to exist
as an independent state 125 years ago,
and that the Buropean equilibrium had
been maintained during that time
without her co-operation.

It is realized only by a few that the
lack of a strong Poland was one of
the causes of the Great War which
could not have been brought about
by Germany had she not been able to
avail herself of the national resources
(chiefly agricultural products and
coal) of the rich Polish provinces
which formed Germany’s share of the
partition of Poland.

Poland’s Great Role in the Past.

He dwelt upon the great role Po-
land had played in the past hist.ory of
Europe by acting as a bulwark be-
tween the East and the West. It was,
he said, on the plains of -Poland that

who sayed Vienna and central Eu-
rope from the great Turkish invasion
of 1683, and it is impossible to imagine
the changes which the absence of Po-
land during that period would have
wrought in the geography and civiliz-
ation of Europe.

But besides being a bulwark to the
“drang nach westen” of her Eastefn
neighbors, Poland was in those days a
bulwark to the “drag nach osten” of
the Teutonic race which has even
dreamt of world domination with the
help and resources of a vassal Rus-
sia. To-day, now she has been re-es-
tablished by the Allied Powers, she
is once again acting as a bulwark.

Germany, crushed in the West, saw
in Russia the means of her ' future
“revanche.” Poland was the insuper-
able barrier. At the end of 1918, when

Drama-
tic appeals- of the population suffer-
ing from Bolshevik rule were ad-
dressed to the chief of the Polish
state, Diet, and Government. ¢

Poland Had no Choice.

The patriotic sympathies of the
whole nation responded. The Polish
authorities had no choice. A policy
of non-interference would have ecaus-
ed immediate revolution. It was a
case of rescuing Polish nationals
from certain doom and of defending
Polish ethnographical territory from
the horrors of Bolshevism. Moreover
there was the imminent danger of the
peace of the world being menaced by

the Bosheviki of the East joining
hands with the unstified militarism of
\ Prussia intent on wreaking vengeance
ion its western conquerors.

This is why Poland felt
compelled to draw the sword. And
so far she has succeeded in saving
Europe from the meeting of the
“drang nach westen.” This has been
re .dered possible through Polish en-;
thusiasm and’ self-sacrifice.

In conclusijon he remarked that Po-
land ‘fully understands the needs of
the pacification of Russia, which is
not only a need for Europe, but a
vital necessity for Poland. The Poles,
however, having suffered under the
Russifan yoke for 125 years, know the
fallacy of attempting to trade with
the Bolsheviki, and this is one of the
reasons which dictated them to listen
to the appeals of the Ukrainians.

The pacification of the Ukraine will
mean the opening of a great part of
the eranaries of Russia to the world,
and the firm establishment of a free
Ukraine means the death blow to
Belshevism, and what is of equal im-
portance, to the possibility of German
“revanche” with the aid of a vassal
Russia.

We were egtorted to the old tathed-
ral, where we were welcomeéd with
great feeling and dignity by Arch-
bishop Mesrah, who is head of tHe
local archdiocese. He stood: béfore
the ancient doors, very impressive in
his black priestly robes, with fyll
black beard sweeping his breast, a
very statély figure and said: “I bid
youi welcome to the oldest Church in
Christendom.”

The old Church was built by St
Gregory the Illuminater, and they
have a tradition that the Saviour him=
gelf returned to earth for a period and
supervised the building of this, his
most ancient temple. It has survived
the storms of the centuries ahd is:a
very imposing edifice, though differ-
ing considerably from the cathedrals
of the Occidental world. In it each
Catholikos, or head of the Armenian
Church, is consecrated after his elec-
tion.

At present it'is not possible for a
diver to operate at a greater depth
than 120 feet if he is trylng to recaver
the ship itself, although cargo can be
recovered at greater depths.

Perhaps the most remarkable salv-
ing Yeat is that which is being carried
out im connection with the White
Star liner Laurentic, which liés in
twenty fathoms of water off the North
Coast of Iréland. The Laurentic was
sunk; eithér by mine or submarine,
while on a voyage to America in the
early part of 1917. She carried £9,-
000,000 in gold and &ilver.

Diver’s Thrilling Adventure.

An attempt was at once made to
salve the specie, but enemy submaf
ine discovered the salvage vessel and
dattacked her several times.

This is
so dévised thét an oxy-acétyleme flame
can- be uséd under water. The flame
issues from two jets, and is project-
ed_by a stredm of compresseéd air
coming from two other“jets in “the
same cable, which blow the water
away from the flame. The usual plan,
howevér; is to blow a hole in the side
of the vessel with explosives.

In efforts to réise’ sunken vessels
it has been found possible to “lift"
ships of 3,000 tonis. The usual plan
i for divers to lighten -the vessel; so
far as posible, by taking out the
cargo. Submersible pumps’ then .clear
the hold of wdter, dnd hawsérs are
attdchéd or passed beneath thé ves-
sel.

““Maryland -and Virginia are fairly
bespattered with the names of the
queens and princesses of England the
ver:r Staté names 'themselves : being
faken from that of Quéen Henrietta
Maria, the wife of Charles I, and the
disputably fortunnte “estate of Eliza-
beth. -Then, toe, there are Annapolis,
named for the wife of James I. of
England; and Anne Arundel and Caro-
line' counti¢s’' in Maryland, called after
the- wives of two of ‘the - Calverts;
Fluvanna county and the North Anna
River in Virginia, named for Queen
Anne; and Charlotté, Amelia and
Caroline counties’ and Charlotteville,
the home of the University of Virginia,
all called for the wives and daughters
of the English kings.

“Marietta, Ohio, was named for the
haughty, charming Marie Antoinette.
The Aleutian Islands, off the coast-of
Alaska, when that territory was Rus-
sian, were known as Catherine Archi-
pelago, in honor 6f Catherine the
Great. 'Ekaterinburg was named- for
the Russian Catherine; who ruled Rus-
sia throu;h her - husband, Peter the
Great. ¢

“St. Helena, the ruxge'd little island
in the Pacifi¢, which has such a sooth-
ing‘effect upon the restless tendencies
of - autocrats, bears the name of the
niother of Comstantiné thé Great, who,
according to legend, discovered the
cross upon which Christ died during
a visit she made to the Holy Land.

Self-Determined.

Thus we see that the Ukraine was
the borderland—the borderland be-
tween Poland and Russia. It was at
one time a country inhabited mainly
by outlaws who called themselvee
Cossacks, and were not unlike our
own borderers, with whom Sir.Walter
Scott deligkted the hearts of our an-
cestors.

To-day all this is changed the real
Cossacks now inhabit the Kuban re-
gion, to the east of the Ukraine, and
have elected to  “self-determine”
themselves into a nation.

The Ukraine is also a self-
determined, very virile, and most de-
mocratic Republic, embracing the
following provinces of old Imperial
Russia: ~Kieff, Poltava, Podolia, Vol-
hynia, Tchernigov, Ekaterinoslav,
Kharkov, Khirson, and parts of
Grodno, Minsk, Taurida, the Don,
Kursk, Voronege, Stavropol, and
Tchernomore, or the Black Sea. It
therefore includes Odessa, °Nikolae-
vsk, Rostof, and Novorossisk, as well |
as the Crimea. Novorossisk, how-
ever, is likely to be in dispute if the
Kuban Cossacks, who are a very ob-
stinate people, should insist on re-
maining a separate ‘country. The
Ukraine position is further. compli-
cated by the fact that parts of ‘Hunm-
gary, Galicia, and the Bukhovina are
claimed for it.

Rich Lands.

The above roughly-sketched terri-
tory embraces the finest land of Rus- |
sia. It includes the famous  black
earth region, the coal and iron mines

vineyards of the South, to say nothing
of the sugar industry which it prac-
tically monopolizes.

Naturally the Russians do not like
to lose this fertile belt with its popu-
lation of some forty millions of in-

agriciilturists, miners, etc.

The Ukrainians maintain that they
are a different race from ' the Rus-
sians, and speak a different language,
whilst the Russians are quite as con-
fident in asserting that there is no
more racial difference between a
Little Russian, as the Ukrainians are
called, and the Great Russians, as
there is between a Yorkshireman and
a Devonshireman, possibly not as
much. They say_that Kieff was the
cradle of the Russian Empire, that
the so-called Ukrainian language is
only a dialect of Russian, and that
the whole idea of a separate Ukrainia
was an invention of Austria’s, to
weaken Russia.

A Contrast.

There is much to be said for this
contention, more especially in view of
the fact that Little Russia has formed
part of the Russian Empire ever
since that Empire - has existed, but
that is hardly convincing. Anybody
travelling in the Ukraine and North-
ern Russia will be struck by the dif-
ferences between the people and the
country. The inhabitants of the sun-
ny South are a merrier and more
cheerful race, they are also more
prosperous, they live in very different
and much better dwellings, and they
seem to také more pride in their sur-
roundings, for they invariably have
gardens and there are signs all round
of greater industry. Their cottages
are white, with thatched roofs slop-
ing on four sides, and. embedded in
foliage. Very alﬂerex_lt from the se-
vere log-huts of the North.

A Separate Language.
Although the language is of the
same family, a Russian. cahnot un-
derstand an Ukrainian, nor can he
read his literature. As a matter of
