FOOLING THE ENEMY.
ESSEN, March 2.
Various tricks of camouflage such
as wire tapping, night raids, and
other schemes, devised ‘to fool the

'enemy have been resorted to by one

side or the other in the Ruhr struggle
recalling the experiences of the war.
A serious case of telegraph wire-iap-
ping is reported to-day with the ar-
rest of Brigadier-General Koch of the
Security Police in Essen. The French
accused the General of having arran-
ged a listening-in apparatus which
connected up with the military lines.

The
latest addition to the forces in Ruhr
are carrier pigeons, .with cages for
them on wheels. They are ready for
use should wire communication fail.

On March: 4, 1388,. an execution of a
most cruel ,character was  .inflicted
upon Thomas .Usk, the author:of the
“Testament of Love,” a 'prose. work
of which no manuscript survives, but

Saxon in the Umiversity of Cambridge,
a most prolm writar, and by ‘Mr.
Henry Bndley. joint edifor ~'of the
Oxford- Englhh Dictionary. They,
found it a - nry‘tediom -d bewilder- |'
ing, book, especially ‘When ‘leaves had |
got out of order; but its:early. date,
contemporary with Geoffrey Chaucer,
the English poet; gives it interest, for
he was controller of the Customs at
the same time: as Usk was. their col-
lector.

Poultry Notes.

If you want eggs at this season of
the year don’t stuff the birds full at
their morning meal. If they loaf with
full crops you will get fat birds but
no egegs.

Experiments have shown that about
four-fifths of the feed an ordinary
hen eats is used for body maintenance
in producing energy, and in making
up natural loss of tissue. Unless the
hen has sufficient food to keep himself
in good condition there will be no
egg-production. Many poultry keepers
have found from experience that grain
alone will not make hens lay, no mat-
ter how fat the birds get. The eas-
fest way for a beginner to keep hens
in condition is to feed a good poultry
scratcher-feed and also a good Dry-
Mash and feed according to the mak-

mym 4Ti.; 2

er's directions. The scratch-food {¢

fed sparingly in the mornin>' in the
litter. Dry-mash is kept In hoppers |

in front of the hens all the time-—they

will not eat too much of it. Plenty ot’
water is provided fresh each day in

clear drinking vessels. Just before
going to roost give as much seratch-
food as they will clear up. QGrit and
crushed oyster shell should be before
the hens 'all the time—it 1is cheap.
Sprouted-oats is the ‘best green food
obtainable for poultry. A little trouble
but results in egg-production and in
vitality of stock makes it worth while,

They only need one square meal per |

day per fowl. 4

Every hen house should be dry. The
floor especially should be free from
dampness and also free from draughts.
The litter should be clean and’ dry
and plenty of it. Keep at least six
inches of litter (dry straw is the;
best) on the floor and change it if
it becomes damp and heavy. Don’t éx-
pect hens to be healthy if they are
forced to spend their day digging in
cold damp litter. The' hen-house
should be bright. Let the suhlight get

It
was always Church of England, and
distinctive teaching was given &b
Church of England 'children, while
the religious views of all were re-
spected. The first note in the book
{s by the Treasurer, William Kelson,
Hsq., giving the total amount as col-
lected for the erection of the School
House from November 24th, 1825, till
October 21st, 1880, as £331.15.5, plus
£100 given by the London Commnrit-

tes of the ‘Society to complete the'

buflding.

“Then follows & detailed account of
how the above amounts. were spent.
The Treasurers up to that date were
Mr, F. G. Clinch, Rev. Willlam Bul-
Jock and Willilam Kelson, Esq. Most
of 'the lumber required for the build-
ing was purchased from Samuel Cod-
per, and others at St. John's; but the
main pileces of the frame were
brought from the woods ‘around
Trinity Pond in December, 1828 ‘“by
the inhabitants of the harbor, to-

gether with the crew of HM.S. Snap,”

and this haul of timber was valued
at £22.00. The “Snap” wintered in
Trinity that year, as she had done
years before. Those were times
when people believed that rum was
necessary to keep the body warm in
cold weather, and hence we .find the

following items charged up in the

rooount as an ordinary requirement:
“To three gallons of rum . (for the
Haul) £1.4.0.""
