ALLEGED LARCENY CASE.
The Case Dismissed.

Loomis Palmer Fuller, a moulder em-
ployed by Mills & Goodfellow, was
charged before the Police Magisirate as
having stolen $29 from Jas. Mennell, dri-
ver of the Hamilton & Dundas stage-
The case came up last Tuesday, and was
adjourned until to-day, Friday. The fol-
lowing is the evidence taken in the
cage :—

Jas. Mennell, the prosecutor, said that
last Saturday night he miseed the sum of
$29. He had put it in his pocket-book
in the breast pocket of his coat at Ham-
ilton that morning. Came from Guelph
to Hamilton on Baturday evening. The
$29 consisted of two $10 bills, two $4
bills, and a $1. As it was pretty warm,
took off his coat and vest, wrapped them
up in an vilskin coat, and laid them un-
der the seat in the stage-coach just be-,

any more until arriving in Guelph about
5:30 p.m. on Saturday. Tied his horses,
took out coat and vest, and put them on,
noticing the book in the pocket as he did
so. Had tea, drove to Ellis’ stable, un-
harnessed horses, took off coat and vest,
and hung them on a nail in the stable.
Went out for a while, then came back,
bedded and fed the horses, puton coat,
and went down street. Met his wife,
went into Fraser's to buy a carpet, and
on taking out his pocket-book to pay for
the carpet founa not a cent of money in
it. Went and told Chief Constable of
his loss. Had two passengers, female,
in the stage ; one got in at Hamilton and
the other one twelve miles this side of
Hamilton. Did not know the first one ;
knew the other. Told Kelly that he
thonght the first woman might have taken
the money, as she had ridden so far
alone. Said no more to Kelly that night.
Have seen prisoner frequently at Ellis’
Hotel ; he boards there. He wag in the
stable that evening at the same time wit-
ness was. Did not see him near the
coet. Could not say that the prisoner
was in the stable when witness went out.
Heard afterwards that prisoner had hired
a conveyance from Reuben Green, a liv-
ery-stable keeper in Guelph. Witness
went to Green and asked him to let him
see his money. Green did so, and wit-
ness picked out a $1 and & $4 which he
recognized as being ome of the bills
which were in his bocket-book. The bill
was a soft oldish one, which witness had
had for some time. Often counted his
money. The other $4 bill was & newish
one; could not tell what bank it was on.
Had not hal many Royal Canadian Bank
bills. The oldish bill was not marked ;
identified it by its appearance only.

In or ination, the wit stat-
ed what bills he paid out in Hamilton.
One of the lost tens in his pocket book
was on the Bank of Montreal ; did not
know the bank of the other, although he
had had it two or three wgeke. *Conld
pick the bills he got from Green out of a
hundred other bills of the same age.
| Many people are baskwarde and forward
{ in Ellis’ stable; people walk through it.
| The woman who got in at Hamilton was
a mulatto. Bhe saw me put the bundle
under the seat. Other persons were in
the stable at Ellis’ wheq I was there.
Have found no trace of the other missing
bills. .

Re-examined—Did not recognise the
$4 bill by the number or letter, but by
its general appearance. Would not be
positive that he could pick out the other
lost bills except one of the tens, which
had an ink mark upon it.

The Royal Commission.
FIRST DAY.

The first sitting of the Royal Commls-
sion, appointed to enguire into the
charges made against the Government,
was held on Thursday, in the Railway
Committee Room, Parliament Buildings,
Ottawa. At 12 o'clock the Commission-
ore entered and took their seats. Judge

Day, the: President, then called upon Mr,
ialter Vankoughnet to read the Commis-
sion, which was done, the Commissioners
and audience meantime standing. The
press was largely represented, but the
number of spectators was less than
might have been anticipated, not above
fifty persons altogether being present.
Soon after the proceedings had commen-
ced Sir John A, Macdonald entered the
room, accompanied by Hon. Mr. Camp-
bell. The only other member of the
Government present was Hon. Mr. Lan-
gervin,

The Chairman ordered Lucius Seth
Huntington to be ecalled, but no answer |
was returned. Mr. Henry Starnes was
thereupon called and sworn according to
the form usually adopted in Courts of
Law. DMr. W, Hutchinson, official Mcn-J
ographer, was also sworn to faithfulness
in reporting the evidence that might be |
offered. The examination of witnesses |
was then proceeded with, Commissioner |
Day, as chairman, patting all questions. 1

Mr. Starnes producod the ‘“sealed pac- |
Jiet,” and on Mr. Abbott's stating that
8ir Hugh did not object, he handed it
in to the Commission, stating that the |
papers were in the same condition as i
when he received them. The package |
coutained three enclosures—one address-
ed to Sir Hugh Allan, one to My. MeMaul- |
len, and one to Mr. Starnes; originally |
handed to Starnes by Sir Hugh Allan, in
tho presence of Mr. McMullen; Starnes |
has no knowledge of their contents.

The contents of the -enclosures were
not made public. Mr. Starnes proceeded |
to say that he had no knowledge of the
sale of the Pacific charter. He was a
member of Sir George Cartier’s election
committee, and knew of money being ob-
tained for election purposes. Sir George
said ho would not run his election with
railway meaus, and directed Starnes to
call on Sir Hugh Allan for money to aid
in the election, as he was a man of large
means.—Money for the election was
placed in the bank of which I am Presi-
deut, and drawn by cheque ;. I have lost
the receipt given for Sir Hugh's subsecrip-
tion ; I have knowledge of the two letters
of Bir George Cartier’'s alluded to, but do
not know where they are now ; I have
no knowledge of any bargain for money
advanced by Sir Hugh ; there were more
receipts tnan one; I canuvot say what
amount Sir Hugh subscribed ; the Com-
muttes of which I was a member attempt-
od to control elections outside of Mon-
treal ; between $60,000 and $70,000 were
placed with me for election purposes.

Sir Francis Hincks was placed on the
stand, and made a long statement, very
much to the same effect as his public
letter.

Mr. Andrew Allan and Mr. Bellefeuille
were al¥o examined, which closed the list
of witnesses for the day, and the Com-
wmission adjourned.
