SERIOUS TRAIN WRECK.

A Northern Pacific Freight Goes Over-an
Embankment Near the Weston
Tunnel.

Tacoma, Oct. 23.—A serious_accident
occurred on the Northern Pacific at Wes-
ton, a station just this side of the big
tunnel, this evening at 6 o’clock. At
this point the grade is quite hoavy, and
as the overland freight thundered through
the tunnel and struck a sharp curve the
wheels of the engine slipped on the track
and after thumping along the ties a short
distance plunged over the embankmvnt.

The Astoria Arrives at New Westminster—
The Capta s Stury of His Eight
Months’ Trip. .

+ The ship Astoria reached Liverpool, oppo-
site New Westminster, on Thursday even-
ing, laden with steel rails for the Westmin-
ster Southern railway, from Marysport,
Cumberland, Eng.; in tow of the tug Lorne.
Captain Hugh Dagwell, the ship’s master,
furnished Truth the following facts concern-
ing the long trip : The Astoria left Marys-
port on the 20th of February last, expe-
riencing moderate weather and making very
good time, until the River La Platte, in
South America, was teached. - This is the
latitade of the Faulkland . Islands, and the
time occupied in reaching this point was
47 days. From the 12th until the 14th
of April very heavy westerly gales were
experienced, increasing in severity until the
latter date, when, at 6:30 p.m. that night,
a heavy sea broke in on the vessel, causing
a great amount of damage. Three life
boats, the bridge, the skids, 70 feet of the
main rail and the 'main top gallant rail were
cartied away by this washout, which also
bursted in the main and after hatches,
